BORDEN’S MEMORANDUM.
LONDON, Mar. 23.

(Reuter’s)—Sir Robert Borden,
Prime Minister of Canada and one of
the Dominions’ representatives at
the Peace Conference, has submitted
to the British del’cgation at the con-
ference a memorandum on the
League of Nations to the effect that
the British Dominions do not feel that
they should take the responsibility of
entering on the deciding of the differ-
ences of the European nations where
the Empire is not directly involved,
This announcement is made to-day by
the Paris correspondent of the Morn-
ing Post. The memorandum, the
correspondent states, is supported by
the American ‘delegation. It was ot
submitted after consultation with the
Australian . delegates, but Premier
Hughes points out that this does 1ot
imply that Australia disagrees.

Italy’s fhreai.

While ths Feace Confersnce. with
the best of intentions and hopes, are
busily engagad in formulating Peace
terms and inaugurating a League of
Naticas, around them archeardsounds
of strife and discord, which must beal
harshiy cn the ears of the representa-
tives of the powers, large and small,
who sre hoping to bring in the-mil-
lenium—in theory, if not in practice.
And not alone from cutiside comes the
noise of conflict. Within the sacred
circle of the Conference itself, even
in the holy of holies thereof, the
sanctum sanctorum of the five big
powers; there is not that calm con-
fidence which should be expected.
Italy is cutting up rough and making
threats of withdrawal from the Con-
ference, unless she is guaranteed pos-
session of Fiume, at the same instant
that peace is finally concluded.
Whether the Italian claims to this
port on the Adriatic are justified will
be for the Congress to decide, but
even should it be given against her,
the chances are that Italy will not
geparate herself from the other pow-
ers. The bluff may be a big one, but
it cap be called, and doubtless the
other powers will do it, when it will
be up to Italy to carry her threat in-
to effect or eat crow.

Fiume, over the possession of which
the Italians--are so greatly exercised,
is the great seaport of Hungary, and
stands at the head of the Gulf of
Quarnero in the Adriatic Sea. It was
captured by the French, from whom
it- was taken by the English in 1813,
and by them given to Austria the fol-
lowing year, being transferred to
Hungary in 1822, and again to the
Croats in 1848, being finally re-
stored to Hungary in 1868, the gov-
ernment of which country made great
harbor and dock improvements, there-
by increasing the transit trade im-
mensely. )

The Italian demand for the assign-
ment of the city is based on partial
occupation only, the Italian Com-
mander at Fiume being the officer in
charge of the allied forces, and Italy
has no valid grounds for having this
port rended from the Hungarians
and given to her, though its acquisi-
tion would be very valuable to Ital-
ijan trade, and this may be the true
reason for the attitude of attempted
coercion.

Since the beginning of the Confer-
ence Italy has been several times ag-
grieved because certain concessions
were not granted her off hand, and
particularly has she resented an al-
leged lack of sympathy and unappre-
ciation on the part of the French,
charging the latter with being the
originaltors of a hostile propazanda
among the Jugo-Slavs, which people
are accused Ly the Italians of per-
petually iniriguing among thoe -other
allies operating in disptted regiens,
in an endeavour to win their favor
in ceunter claims for territorial set-
tiements und =zdiusiments pet for-
ward by their government,

The Italians declare that the Jygo-
Slavs are not pro-ally and have warn-
cd the pewers not to become too en-
thusiastic of them. Cive them inde-
pendence, but do aot beiirve their
stories of being oppressed, says lialy,
in effect, and it is just kere that the
Joust between the Italians and Craats
becemes gerious. The whele ques-

The
facts set forth in this memorial are of
great interest to the people of this
Bay. He then read the following
summary:

“About seven‘years ago the gener-
al public of this settlement welcom-
ed the surveyors of the proposed
line of railway when they had staked
out a right of way from Howley to
the terminus,” Woody Point, Bonne
Bay. All were enthusiastic and felt
that at last a solution for the old
problem of isolation during one-third
of the year had been arrived at. The
survey completed, rothing more was
heard of the matter, and the people,
whose hopes of deliverance ran high,
were obliged to admit that to all ap-
pearances the contractor had shirked
an evident duty. For the last three
years all proposed improvements
have been cast into the melting pot
of war, and all such matters were,
with common consent, shelved. The
war being eended, the time is now op-
portune for reminding the Govern-
ment that what has been postponed
must not be buried. (Applause). At
Bonne Bay alone there are 2,000 peo-
ple who, for four months of each year,
depend solely upon a railroad con-
nection with the business world. Fur-
ther, the travelling public on this
coast, even to Flower’s Cove, would
be greatly benefitted. From the close
of navigation, the beginning of Janu-
ary until May, the people of this coast
live in complete isolation. A dog
team overland to Deer Lake, a dis-
tance of forty miles, is the only means
of traveland that, too, in a locality

where the keeping of dogs is prohib-
ited. Our service is in no way suffi-
cient and much less efficient than in |
former years. It is in the days of|
illness and epidemic that our condi-
tion is most sorely felt, and affairs

. have now reached such a pass that

2,000 citizens unanimously appeal for
an early, serious and favorable con
sideratfon of this important matter.
The business traffic is on the increase |
yearly, not because of the business|
facilities, but in spite of them. The|
householder, in order to feel secure,
must, in the late autumn, lay in suffi-
cient supplies for five or six months.
The merchants have to arrange to
meet this deménd and when, under
existing unsatisfactory conditions,
they find it impossible to do this it is
easily understood that the people
must suffer both inconvenience and
hardship. Many articles of food and
clothing are not purchaseable hers
even after a short time because suffi-
cient storage is not available during
the long period of closed navigation.
The St. Lawrence Pulp and Lumber
Company, employing a large number
of men during the whole w¥ear, has
greatly added to the business of the
port, which has increased ome hun-|
dred per cent. in the last twenty:
years. Previous to the last election,
when the proposed railway branches
were being made, this one was sur-
veyed, and the publi¢ were given to
understand that operations would be
commenced at once. Since then
nothing has been done, neither has
the Government “flor the contractor
given any eXxplanation to ‘the people
as to why their interests have been
so easily forgotten, passed over and
completely ignored. The time has
come when in the case of the people
of this Bay patience has ceased to be
a virtue, and there is now a wide-
spread feeling that the Government
ought to immediately institute an in-
vestigation into this matter and ac-
quaint the people with the real facts
and reasons why this work was start-
ed and then suspended without ex-
planation. (Hear, hear). They fur-
ther demand as British subjects and
loyal citizens, not only that the above
investigation be systematically con-
ducted, but that the Government ob- |
tain from the contractor. of these
branch railways precise and definite
information as to when the work is,
to be resumed and brought to a sat- |
isfactory finish.”

How Fogs Are Measured

An ingenious invention for measur-
ing the density and quality of fogs
has been perfected by Dr. John S.
Owens, of the Meteorological Office.

According to his explanation, fog
iz merely filth suspended in the air,
and his appliance takes a record of
the atmosphere impurities, but it
does not analyse. The records are
taken on circular discs of filtrated
paper. These dics are spaced off into
sectors, numbered like a clock. They
are then placed upon a clockwork ar-
rangement after the fashion of a re-
cord on a gramophone, and at set in-
tervals during the day a current of
air is admitted to the paper records
by means of an aperture, which focus-
es the current on to the part of the
disc mamked with the time of day.
That is to say, at 10 a.m. the air cur-
rent is focused on that part of the
disc numbered 10.

Dr. Owens explained that during
the night the records are almost
white, denoting comparative ‘purity of
air, but towards 5 and 6 a.m., as the
workers rose and the fires in homes
and factories were lighted, the colour
became darker.

The colour grows darker as the
day goes on, and then, as the after-
noon gradually passes, the impres-
sions get lighter in colour once again,
until by 6 o’clock the impression is
once more almost white.

The Navy and the
Merchant Marine.

Discussing the interdependence of
the navy and the merchant marine,
Vice-Admiral Albert E. Gleaves re-
cently designated the navy as the
backbone of our sea power and the
merchant marine as its nerves and
sinews. He stated his belief that na~-
vy and merchant marine seamen
should be paid on the same scale, car-
ed for with the same thoroughness,
and subjected to the same discipline.
In 1914 the total merchant tonnage
in the world was about 50,000,000
tons. The war, chiefly through sub-
marine piracy, destroyed 15,000,006
tons, and the new shipping construct-
ed amounted to about 11,000,000 tons,
leaving a shortage of 4,000,000 tons.
If this program is carried through,
the U. S. will have in 1920-21 some
2,000 ships averaging 10,000 toms in
individual displacement and totaling
20,000,000 tgns. The cost of this fleet;
is estimated' at four billion dollars—
ten times as much as the Panama
Canal.
