The 
king granted him the commission to 
explore, but warned him that if he 
went to any Spanish territory he 
would be beheaded without further 
trial, because he had already been 
condemned. Raleigh sailed, and on 
reaching America his failures began, 
a sharp fight ensuing with the Span­
iards, owing to which the mine was 
never reached. Raleigh’s first 
thought after this misfortune was to 
try to persuade thé captains of his 
fleet to Join him in attacking some

Spanish ships in order to get gold or 
silver to appease the King’s wrath at 
their failure. The captains thought 
that this would be piracy, and said 
they did not want to be hanged. So 
Raleigh was forced to return. He 
was seized and thrown into prison, 
but so great was the hatred of the 
English towards Spain that James 
dared not venture to allow him pub­
lic audience for the purpose of his 
own defence. Almost every man in 
the country was ready to applaud a 
bold sailor who defied Spain, but the 
Spanish influence over James was too 
great. Thus it came about that on 
October 29 exactly three hundred 
years ago, Sir Walter Raleigh, scholar, 
courtier, soldier, sailor, and states­
man, mounted the /scaffold with a Jest 
on his lips. The crowd was thick, 
and he saw one of his friends trying 
with difficulty to push his way 
through it. “T know not,” Raleigh 
called out, “what shifts you will 
make, bat I m sure to have a place!” 
When he knelt down to lay his head 
on the block, he was told he ought 
to have faced the east “What mat­
ter,” he answered, “how the head lie, 
so that the heart is right?” The axe 
descende#, and his voice Fas silenced 
for ever.

Obituary.
UTOBEW RUTHERFORD, ESQ.

(H. T. Shortis.)
Yesterday morning Mr. W. A. Munn 

received a - telegram from Harbor 
Grace announcing the death of An­
drew Rutherford, Esq., the doyen 
amongst business men in Conception 
Bay, an# probably In this country, at 
the patriarchal age of 93 years.

Mr. Rutherford came to Newfound­
land from Scotland, many years ago 
(before I was born), and after some­
time in SL John's, settled in Harbor 
Grace, where In partnership witn his 
brother George, conducted a very ex­
tensive business on Water Street in

that town. The business premises are 
there tô-day, occupied by Mr. Arthur 
Thomson, where he condxicts a large 
Tannery, etc., giving employment to 
quite a number of men.

For many years few firms were in 
a more flourisliing’condition than was 
that of Rutherford Bros. Besides 
large wholesale and retail stores, fish 
stores, provision stores, extensive 
coal-shed, large warehouses and of­
fices, etc., they carried on a most ex­
tensive business with Nova Scotia, 
Cape Breton and Prince Edward Is­
land in the prOdv.ce and cattle lime, 
and I have often witnessed 
three cargoes of cattle discharging 
at their wharf at the one 
time. In early days they were noted 
for their famed Hamburg bread, but>-

ter, etc. They also carried on the 
fisheries to a very large extent, at 
Labrador, Shore and Sealflshery, and 
had several splendid vessels out of 
the employ, notably, the brigantine 
Commissary, commanded by the fam­
ous seal-killer, C'apt. Jonathan Noel 
of the South Side. In my early days, 
there were, at least, twenty-five 
clerks in the stores and. shop, mostly 
Scotchmen.

The failure of Ridley & • Sons in 
1870, struck a terrible blow at the 
house of Rutherford Bros., in fact, 
the business never reoovered from 
the effect. After some time Mr. An­
drew Rutherford opened up business 
on his own account in the Water Side 
premises, formerly occupied by the 
late H. W. Trapnell, Esq., and con­
ducted a prolusion and grocery store 
there up/to the time of his deniise, 
with every success. He was also en­
gaged in the coal trade, and such was

the energy and enterprise of that 
gentleman that up to a few days ago, 
he might be seen every morning at 
nine o’clock, walking up the street 
to his business. In the forties of the 
past century Rutherford Bros, of 
Harbor Grace issued their own coin, 
(Ram, half-penny), much larger than 
our cent piece of the present day, 
a little larger than the coin issued by 
Rutherford Bros, of St. John’s after 
the 9th of June fire, 1846. These 
coins passed current throughout the 
island, although they are somewhat 
rare now. '

Andrew Rutherford, Esq., mer­
chant, was a man of the highest in­
tegrity. In business hik insight was 
known, his energy indefatigable and 
his word inviolable. Many an object 
ot his generosity will mourn his loss. 
His interest in Harbor Grace in par­
ticular, as well as the country in 
general, and the welfare of the peo>-

ple was unflagging. He was wise In 
Counsel, and his advice was sought 
and his co-opcration given in aid ot 
innumerable movements for the bet­
terment of the city which he had very 
much to heart. He possessed the 
stamp which cannot be forged of a 
gentleman. Gracious and easy in de­
portment, courteous and winning in 
manners, he found his way without 
any effort to every heart. He was 
stored full of historical facts and 
traditions of our country, and any 
person who had a conversation with 
him left him enlightened with inter­
esting facts which, perhaps, no other 
man in the country could relate.

The deceased gentleman has left 
two daughters, Mrs. Wm. Ward and 
Miss Mary Rutherford, some grand­
children and hosts of friends to mourn 
their sad loss. Evening Telegram of­
fers its sincere sympathy to the fam­
ily and friends in their bereavement.

Unparalleled
Effrontery.

One of the outstanding facts 
about Mr. Squires is the man­
ner in which he foisted himself 
upon the public through the 
medium of a few personal sup­
porters, at a small gathering 
held in the Daily Star building. 
Had Mr. Squires been called 
forth by the voice of the people 
then indeed there would be 
some room for the Opposition 
writers to assume and to boast 
that Hon. R. A. S. and his par­
ty would be returned at the 
head of the poll, but knowing 
how Squires did in reality foist 
himself upon the public as a re­
former (?) and a liberal (?) it 
is ludicrous to note . how the 
Squirite writers prate of the 
popularity of their leader. 
Squires in foisting himself thus 
forward as a candidate for the 
premiership, committed an act 
of unparalleled effrontery, but 
Squires was not content with 
this, for his actions indicate 
much more. When Sir R^. Bond 
went out of politics he gave as 
one of his chief reasons the 
fact that he was unable to do 
as Coaker wanted him to do. 
In other words Sir R. Bond 
found that he with all his firm­
ness and statesmanship—and 
no man was more justified in 
wearing the title of “The In­
corruptible Commoner” than Sir 
Robert Bond—was unable to 
hold Coaker and his mad 
schemes in subjection. Coaker 
then was as dominant as now, 
and so Sir R. Bond, as has been 
so often stated, was forced out 
of political life because of the 
"personal disqualification and 
mad ambition of Coaker, who 
wished to have full control. No 
one has yet asserted, not even 
the Opposition writers, that 
Squires is as good a man as 
Bond, and yet Squires and 
Coaker have allied, and many 
voters are led to think by the 
Star and Post writings that 
Coaker will be subservient to 
the dictation of Sqiyres, i.e., to 
say the Squires writers would 
have them to think that Squires 
himself is able to do more than 
Sir Robert Bond was capable of 
doing. If Sir R. Bond was 
forced out of public life by the 
machinations of Coaker, so will 
Squirçs be if he’s as manly as 
Bond, or else, as is more likely, 
he will be dictated to by W. F. 
Coaker, the one and only kaiser 
of Newfoundland.

Just think of it, voters. 

Squires assumes to be able to 
control Coaker, for there can be 
no dual leadership in the House 
of Assembly. There must be 
one leader, and although Squires 
and Coaker each have a separ­
ate following, and although 
both may wish to be leaders, yet 
it is obvious that both cannot 
rule, and this deduction is 
made more forcible by'a know­
ledge of the characters of the 
two would-be premiers. Coaker 
has been styled the menace of 
the country or words to similar 
effect by the Star writers, and 
the Star is Squires’ paper, nom­
inally, at any rate, while Squires 
has been dubbed by Coaker' 
“that black rascal.” Each has 
villified the other. Each has 
accused the other of the most

sérions crimes, and yet in the
face of it all, Squires has the 
unparalleled effrontery t° think 
that he can control Coaker. The 
effrontery is unparalleled be­
cause Squires knows how diffi­
cult to manage Coaker is. The 
effrontery is unparalleled in 
view of the fact that the Advo­
cate once told Squires that he 
would be over to Coaker when­
ever he (Coaker) desired it. 
Such being the case, the idea 
that Squires can now control 
Coaker is preposterous in the 
extreme, and the electorate can 
see even in this a great danger 
from a Squires-Coaker Govern­
ment.

There are many other aspects 

of this campaign which reflect 
the effrontery of Squires. There 
is hij attempt to seduce the 
voters of St. John’s West into 
voting for him. Apparently not 
wanted in his native place, Hr. 
Grace, he contests for a seat in 
the West End, and tries to in­
duce the laborers, of whom he 
would have nothing to do when 
he had a chance to employ 
them, and for whom he would 
not even print the manifesto of 
the labor party, to vote for him. 
Not satisfied with being select­
ed by a few of his supporters, 
he openly and unashamed asks 
the people of St. John’s West to 
elect him, as the ally of Coaker, 
as the ally of the man who has 
it on record in the past editions 
of the Advocate that the labor­
ers of this city are bums and 
loafers, and who has promised 
to destroy the trade of this city 
as fast as he can accomplish it, 
if given the power. Could 
effrontery go further ? Squires 
may or may not be the “rascal” 
as painted by Coaker, but he 
certainly has effrontery enough 
for anything. Are the laborers 
of St. John’s West going to vote 
for one who is an ally of Coaker, 
the enemy of this city’s trade? 
Are the electorate of St. John’s 
West going to mark the X for 
the man who has refused to help 
local labor in the past and who 
solicitâtes labor now for the 
only" purpose of getting their 
support? We do not for one 
moment think so, but we be­
lieve that even as Squires had 
the effrontery, so will the voters 
have the manliness to vote down 
such men, and to vote for those 
whom they have confidence in, 
and who have shown themselves 
worthy of confidence.

Talking of effrontery, has not 
the Advocate had the same 
tendency, and if we believe the 
statement of Capt. Kean’s 
messages which appeared in 
yesterday’s papers, some of the 
Advocate contributors have 
even had the temerity to forge 
signatures to messages appear­
ing in their papers, and if we 
believe rumors, it is not the 
first time that such has been 
done; in fact, judging by de­
nials, appearing in the other 
papers, the practice has been 
quite frequent and of course has 
been indulged in for the sole 
purpose of catching votes. But 
it will never work. Under the 
above caption we might also 
style the antics of the Opposi­
tion press these days, especially 
of the Advocate, in writing as 
though the elections were won. 
This is particularly true of Port 
de Grave. The Advocate writ­
ers make a big shout over 
“David” and his smile, but they 
forget to add that “David’s” 
smile was so sickly when he 
came into town a couple of days 
ago, that-Squires had to go out 
with him to try and cheer him 
up. It is indeed a-mewsing! 
Squires has the temerity to 
think that he has successfully 
canvassed the District of St. 
John’s West, and that the voters 
are ready to vote for him, and 
that he can afford to run to 
Grimes’ assistance at Port de 
Grave. It’s a pity the Advo­
cate said nothing as to whether 
Squires carried a few dollars 
instead of stones to aid the 
giant killer (?)
