of $350 be rétained from the amount of 
the Messrs Carter’s contract. Your com­
mittee find that the Warden’s disburse­
ments connected with the dqtiesthis year, 
imposed on him, arising from the new 
system of road supervision and manage­
ment, amount to £60, which your com­
mittee recommend to be paid to him in 
addition to the existing appropriation.— 
Your Committee also find that certain 
overseers dn the County Roads have been 
dismissed without the consent or know­
ledge of the Wardeff or County Roads 
Committee, and would recommend that 
in future no overseer be suspended with­
out the consent of the Warden, or dis­
missed without the consent of the War­
den and Committee. Your Committee 
farther recommend that hereafter the 
Engineers shall keep separate books for 
each road in their charge, and submit 
a classified summary of the accounts at 
each session of Council, along with the 
details themselves.

Moved by Mr Beattie, sec. by Mr Lan- 
derkin, that the report of the Co. Roads 
Committee be adopted.

Moved by Mr Murton. sec. by Mr Jail, 
that the auditors in conjunction with the

Resignation of the Guelph Victoria 
Fire Company,

We have been requested to publish the 
following correspondence and proceedings 
in reference to the resignation of the Fire 
Engine Company :
To the Mayor and Council of the Town of 

Qu&ph:
Gentlemen,—At a special meeting of 

the Victoria Engine Company, held at 
their hall on Tuesday, 15th inst., for the 
purpose of taking into consideration the 
present state of the engine and hose, the 
following resolution was carried unani­
mously :

Moved by F. B. Skinner, seconded by 
James Pendleton, “That in consideration 
of the almost useless state of the Engine

dering our best efforts as a Fire Company, 
in time of need, futile and unavailing, we 
deem it necessary to send a plain state­
ment of our condition to the Town Coun­
cil ; and that the following members be 
a committee to draw up such a statement 
embodying this motion, and present it to 
the Council, viz : B. Fairly, captain ; G.H. 
Skinner, treasurer ; and Wm. Beck.”

Said committee having met according 
to appointment, beg leave to submit the 
following statement :—In the first place 
the Engine was never anything but a 
third-class engine ; it has been in use now 
about seven or eight years ; it has been 
overhauled a number of times, without 
making any improvement in the working 
of it ; and at the present time, with all 
the men that can be put on the brakes, it 
is not capable of throwing a stream more 
than ton or twelve yards. It requires 
double the power to work it that it would 
to work a good engine, owing to the po­
sition of the cylinders, as any one can see 
by examining it, or by working on the 
brakes for five minutes. As for the hose 
there is about one hundred feet, such as 
it is. It has been in use some six or seven 
years, and it is rotten. It has been re­
paired a number of times, but it is so rot­
ten that it always bursts out again the 
next time it is used, so that it really is 
unfit for use any longer. In fact the con­
dition of both engine and hose is such 
that the Company haVe come to the con­
clusion that it is useless trying to do any 
more with -it. If there is a Fire Company 
needed in this town, they must have an

Another Death through Intempe­
rance.—The Stratford Beacon says :—

Therefore be it resolved, that we hereby 
tender to the Town Council our resign: 
tion as a Fire Engine Company, and that 
the statement given them, together with 
this resignation, be inserted in the 
papers.—Carried unanimously.

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THE POSTAL BILL.
The Frees of Canada almost without a 

tingle exception have condemned in the 
strongest terms the danse in the new 
Postal Bill, making it obligatory on the 
part of publishers to pro-pay the postage 
on newspapers. Among all the articles 
we have perused on the subject, we have 
seen none which puts the matter in a 
dearer light than the following from the 
Cobourg World:—'

+*' And even if it be not desirable to 
Abolish the tax, we wonder what is the 
object of making it imperative upon pub­
lishers of papers to pay the postage of all 
their subscribers in advance. It is not 
semplained that any loss has been sustain­
ed by allowing subscribers to pay their 
postage at the office where taken out. If 
such a lose could arise by papers not being 
called for, we think it must be trifling in 
the extreme. The postage is always sure 
to be paid; though the poor publisher 
may beg his bread for want of the sub­
scription, which experience has taught 
some people, is not bo sure to be paid. 
And under the proposed new arrange­
ment, the publisher would lose more than 
ever ; for while many are willing to pay 
the postage but neglect the subscription, 
they would then pay neither, while the 
publisher paid both. Those, therefore, 
who sometimes refuse a paper at the office 
because they do not like to pay the post­
age, would continue to patronize it so long 
as the man at the lever was willing to 
make them a present of the sheet, postage 
free. The injustice, therefore, becomes 
the more manifest.

“A little calculation will make the 
matter plain enough. Suppose a pub­
lisher of a weekly paper issues 1000 copies 
a week, or of a daily paper, 1000 copies a 
day. The former, if obliged to pay his 
own postage in advance, would be bur­
dened with a tax of $8.83 a week, or $173 
a year, and the latter with a tax of $20 a 
week, or $1000 a year. And greater 
numbers more in proportion. That there­
fore, which should be distributed among 
a thousand people, and which all honest 
subscribers are willing to share, would 
fall very heavily on the shoulders of one. 
But it is said, Charge your subscribers 
with the postage. Gammon ! Nobody 
But a goose would ever think of suggest­
ing such a futile scheme. Are publishers, 
then, to open a little pass-book for each 
subscriber, and keep track of every five 
cent bit as it quarterly becomes due for 
postage ? Does not anybody know that 
the postage would very, very soon be 
swallowed up in the subscription ; and 
that it would be impossible to collect it as 
•separate item ? Of course it would.. It 
is hard enough to collect subscriptions as 
they are, and it would be much more 
difficult to arrange for the odd cents for 
postage. First, propositions would come 
In for paying the subscriptions and 
“knockingoff” the odd cents ; this would 
soon be followed by offers to ‘ take your 
paper, if you will not charge the postage.’ 
The end of it all would be that the pub­
lisher would have to pay all the postage, 
and be less sure of his subscribers than 
ever. As if he did’nt, by the present dis­
pensation, lose about enough in subscrip-

[Since the above was in type it is stated 
that a considerable modification is likely 
to be made in the Postal Bill.]

Resignation of the Guelph Fire 
Company.

As will be seen by the report which we 
publish in another column, the Fire Com­
pany at their meeting on Friday night, 
have come to the resolution to resign.— 
No one on perusing the statements made 
by the company, can blame them for ta­
king this step. They have stood together, 
and done their duty manfully and well, 
whenever their services were required.— 
But it cannot be expected that they will 
keep up a sham organization when they 
•re not provided with the proper appar­
atus for effectually quenching fires, and 
when their repeated representations to the 
Council are either allowed to go unheed­
ed, or aid doled out to them in miserable 
driblets. The engine, not a good one 
when it came into the possession of the 
town, is now perfectly useless, and the 
men might as well carry a hand watering 
pot to a fire in the expectation of putting 
« out. The hose is in a most dilapida­
ted condition. It fact, it is quite unfit for 
use, and the repeated cuttings and mend­
ings to which it has been subjected has 
reduced it to only one hundred feet.

This is a nice position for & town of j 
6000 inhabitants to be in. A company of 
firemen, efficient and willing to give 
their services on all occasions, but with a 
broken down engine, a lot of “demoral 
ized” hose, and a Town Council which 
gravely takes the matter intcf considera­
tion, and in their supreme wisdom orders 
an extra hundred and fifty feet of hose. 
We would like to know what is the use 
of new hose without a workable engine. 
As well give a man a cart but no horse, 
and then tell him to bring in his load. 
This is indeed a serious matter, especial 
Jy at this time of the year, when fires 
are more likely to occur than at any 
any other period. The Council must do 
something and that without loss of time, 
else the ratepayers will hold them respon­
sible for the want pf an organized Fire 
Company. It is a matter in which every 
taxpayer is interested, for no one knows 
who may be the first to suffer if things 
are allowed to go on as they are. Let 
us have a good engine, a plentiful supply 
of serviceable hose, water tanks which 
Will hold water, and which will be kept 
full, and We hâve not the slightest 
doubt the Fire Company will rescind 
the resolution giving in their resigna­
tion, and continue the organization— 
which has been of so much benefit to the

In the Commons, the consideration in 
Committee of the Resolutions in reference 
to the North-west Territory was resumed. 
The first three resolutions were adopted 
without discussion, but the fourth gave 
rise to a lengthy discussion on the general 
merits of the question.

Mr Mills said the Government of Can­
ada formerly claimed the right to the ter­
ritory in question, and he believed the 
claim was just. Believing that he took 
exceptions to resolutions 4, 5 and 6, 
which seemed to admit that we had no 
such right. He would suggest moreover 
that words be added to the 6th resolution, 
securing to the people the same rights 
of local self-government, free from Fed­
eral control, that are enjoyed by the Prov­
inces already within the union.

Mr. Blake said that when, on thé 2.0th 
of November, the Government announced 
what subjects were to be dealt with during 
this part of the session, no mention was 
made of the measure now under discus­
sion. The Minister of Militia stated,the 
night previous, that there were reasons 
of State why these resolutions should be 
passed at once. Did these reasons exist 
on the 20th of November? If not, thé 
House ought to be informed of the reasons 
that had arisen since that time. He 
held that the resolutions were sprung 
upon the House, and then proceeded to 
argue on general grounds against them. 
He denied' that the Government was 
prepared to admit the right of the Com­
pany to demand a large sum of money 
from the people of this country . On the 
contraiy, the Government denied the le­
gal claims of the Company to that por­
tion of the Territory fit for settlement. 
He argued, moreover, that the true pplicy 
was not to leave any portion of that coun­
try under the sway of monopoly. He 
dreaded the effect of delay ; and, as to 
expense, he held that the incorporation
