At daylight this morning we passed
beneath Thunder Cape, a rocky promon- |
tory 1359 feet in height, and entered
Thunder Bay—a land-locked harbor,capa-
ble of holding all the shipping in the uni-
verse. The ecenery here is very grand,
| the high hills rising on every side, and
? indicating the presence of untold wealth
beneath the surface. The end of our
journey northward was reached, and the
Algoma came alongside the wharf of the
Thunder Bay Mining Company, very rc-
cently built, at the head of the Bay, and
upon which the machinery was lying
with which it is intended to construct a |
Stamping Mill. The Mines are exceed-
ingly rich, and within the past few days
a great discovery has been made, the in- |
dications being favorable to an average
yield ot five hundred dollars to the ton.
There can be no doubt of the great abun-
| dance of the precious metals here, com-
| prising silver, copper, iron and rich stones.
| As the vessel lay at the wharf, different
| parties started in small boats, some going
to the mines, others fishing. Those who
went to the mines came back laden with
specimens in silver, iron, copper and prc
| cious stones. There are three mines here,
the Wither's Company, comprising 3,280
acres ; the Thunder Bay, 1,750 acres, and
!'the True British, 400 acres The Thdn-
| der Bay, or McIntyre Mine, is nearest to
the Bay. I visited it in company with a
number of others; we rounded the point
| from where the steamer lay, in a small
boat, and afterwards walked a mile and
a half through the woods by a mere trail.
| At the mine we found that everything
was in a rude and somewhat confused |
‘ state. We saw little beyond the process
| of mining, and immense quantities of ore
| piled up in different directions. The mine
is said to be very rich. The habitations
| at and about this mine are, two small log
| houses at the foot of the mountain, an
| other small house in the woods, where we
| saw two white women, one with a small |
| child upon her knee, and a shanty on the |
shore, used by the fishermen and inhabit-
ed by Indians. About a dozen children,
| very handsome and clean, members of two
| families, were seen playing through the
woods. Passing down the Bay, we had
aview of a beautiful fall and nearita
number of Indian wigwams. Moving
| from this point, the Alyoma anchored off
the Dog Lake Colonization Road, and lay |
lere for some time, many of the party go-
ing ashore. It is here that the govern-
ment road to Fort Garry commences, and
it appears to be very substantially built
| for several miles. Here also we saw a
French Canadian farmer named Braun,
who cultivates a small piece of land. He
had capital wheat, barley and potatoes.
His garden was clean to perfection, and
the only implement he used was a good |
Canadian hoe. Mr Dawson, the Govern-
ment Engineer, whods building the road, i
is also stationed here. This road will lead ‘
to the Red River country. Of course
some dredging will have to be dome to
enable vessels to get nearer the shore, as
at present they cannot get mear it by a
considerable distance, rendering trans
sportation of freight difficult.
It was afternoon when we reached the
mouth of vhe Kaministaqui River, and
were saluted cu arrival by the firing of
eight guns from Fort William. Boats
were immediately sent out from the Fort,
but most of the excursionists went off in
the sbip’s boats. The Fort is situaied
about 2} miles from where we cast an-
chor, the steamer being unable to ap-
proach nearer in consequence of a saund
bar at the mouth of the river.

In a short time we cross-
ed to the Canadian side, and proceeded
to avail ourselves of the kind invitation
of Mr. G. W. M. Simpson, M. P,, for the
Algoma District, to visit his beautiful
residence, which is about a mile from the
wharf. Here we wero entertained with
an abundance of refreshments, of which
all partook heartily; and after looking
through the garden, which exhibited ns
forwardga state as at home, we returned.
Mr. Simpson showed a field of very fine
looking potatoes, but his oats did not
look so well. At the residence of Mr.
Sheriff Carney, which also includes the
Court House and church [ov the Epis-
copalians and Methodists, we were again
treated to refreshments. The old jail
alongside is tather a rickety concern,
but the new building, to include the
Court house and jail, is a large and sub-
stantial structure of hewn stone and a
very imposing building.

Joseph's Island, running north and south
30 miles and fit for agricultural purposes |
throughout. Land here is valuable in
consequence of the excellent market ofi-
ered at the mines. We also passed sev-

In the afternoon an address was presented
to Captain McIntosh, commander, Captain
Perry, one of the owners, and the officers of
the steamer ‘ Algoma,’ in token of the appre-
ciation- of the kindness shown to the mem-
bers ot the Association. At the close, they
were invited to partake of the hospitahity of
the Association, snd. a very pleasant time
was spent, several toasts having beén drunk
and responded to.

At 8 o'clock we arrived at the Bruce mines
where we were met by a band of music which

1ts popu-
lation is said to be over 1200, and all derive
their support from the mining operations
carried on. They are said to be a sober, or-
derly and well disposed people, Theminer-
al wealth of this immense district must be
very great. I am told that there is some ex-
cellent farm land a few miles back of the riv-
er. About 400 miners are constantly em-
ployéd. The shallowest shaft 1s said to- be
60 fathoms deep. Large quantities of ore
were lying on the whnrfru y far-shipment,
and ‘the crushing ‘mills app to have
been pretty busy up to this eveding.
