He 
could ask for water without the least con­
cern, but he seemed totally at a loss to ac­
count for the appearance of it giving him 
so much uneasiness and horror. tin 
Friday night last Mr. McLaughlin was 
seized with a spasm, accompanied by 
horrid and terrible distortion of the coun­
tenance.
