Interesting Bepert oi tlie American 
Foreign Mission Society.

Cincinnati, Oct. 7.—At the annual 
meeting of the American board of commis- 
sioners of foreign missions held to-day, 
Rev. Mark Hopkins presided. The re­
ceipt* for the year aggregate $517,000, 
which b $600 less than last year. The re­
port shows that njore than 500 additions 
have been made to churches in Turkey, 
and the outlook in European Turkey is 
hopeful. Eighty thousand copies of thescrip- 
tn.e, or portions of scripture, were issued 
fiom the press in Constantinople. In India 
43 out. of 70 native churches are self-sup­
porting. Missionary work in China b not 
impeded through the invasion. French gov­
ernment officials are more friendly in their 
attitude than formerly and the work is 
rapidly advancing. A brief summary 
shows that the board has missions in all 
parts of the globe; 25 different languages 
are used by its missionaries in preaching

Hamilton, Oct. 7.—The annual report 

of the Wentworth county jail shows that 
during the year ending Oct. 1 there were 
954 commitments, which fepresent 430 
prisoners, 362 males and 68 females.

plant of the Sty. The g»» supply of Ber­
lin furnishes light for 14,000 street lamps 
and,700,000;private burners, >nd although 
gas lighting was host introdnoed in that 
oity in 1863, it ha» been steadily Im­
plored, meeting the inoreased demand 
and furnishing power for a great many 
small Industries, so that the use of 
eleetrie lighting has not diminished 
the production of gas. The pipes are laid 
under the sidewalks and little inconveni­
ence is caused ordinary street traffic 
for repairs or extensions. The water sup­
ply was first Introduced id 1884 by a pri­
vate company, but since 1873 it has been 
owned and managed by the city. Twenty- 
three gnat reservoirs supply the city by 

; means of enormous pumps, through a well- 
’ devised system of pipes, and 17,000 
meters measure the supply for as many 
customers, while a complete system of 
filtering the water has been successfully 
introduced. A complete system of under­
ground drainage, devised by the chief 

lohginSer of Berlin, a recognised author­
ity in hygiene, Hobrecht, begun fat 
1871, has been gradually Introduced, 
providing canals underground of 
solid matonry, and a supplementary 
system of earthenware pipes, through 
which all city wastage Is carried off to 
great field*, where the drainage is re- 

- covered and utilized. Every house in Bir- 
lin is connected with this underground 
drainage by SB approved system of pipes, 
and the rain water from the roofs and 
atreejts is also carried off through it. Every 
house, too, must have its water supply, 
and this is also regulated by law, with 
careful consideration of the needs of the 
inhabitants. Twenty-two steam engines, 
with 3160 horse power, in five stations, 
scattered throughout the city, supply the 
power for forcing all the waste of the 
million of people that inhabit Berlin ont to 
a distant point. The cost of the city gee 
works in Berlin amounts In the aggregate 
to seven millions of dollars, of the water 
works to eight militons, and of drainage to 
eight millions, and of course the great pro­
portion of this large capital of over twenty 
millions of dollars is Invested in the work 
under ground, and yet is not complete. 
The oity of Berlin has recently contracted 
with the German Edison electric light 
company for a thorough system of nnder- 

1 ground wires, by which every street can 
be lit, and every house too, if the owner 
chooses to'introdnce it. Water and light 
and drainage are now fully supplied, but 
Berlin is discussing the American plans for 
heat and power, to be supplied from cen­
tral stations through underground pipes, 
under such system as may be approved by 
its local scientific authorities. Dr. Wer­
ner Siemens, one of the famous family, has 
submitted a plan for supplying heat from 
coal mines only a few miles from Berlin.

“Who wrote What is Prayer!'’ is a 
question that will be mentally answered at 

by every reader who is familiar witi 
this hymn—Mentgemeryrjuet as certainly 
as they would answer Milton if asked 
“Who wrote Paradise Lost! ’ There ars 
already enough undecided problems of 
this kind to satisfy the most aurions and 
the most incredulous. We dp not need 
any more conundrums of this class. It 
appears that an American, a certain An­
drew H. H."Daw4on oT New York, claims 
that his mother, Wilhelinina Creswell 
Dawson,
The alleged proof Mr. Dawson presents 
is as follows : “Mrs. Mary Buchannan 
of Steubenville, Ohib, held certain lyrtos, 
hymns poems of my mother, in her 
own handwriting, among which were 
found this identical hymn in my mother’s 
own ohirography.” Mr, Dawso^ with 
charming logic, at onee^ pronounces his 
mother the author on the sole ground that 
a copy of a world-known hymn is found in 
hi* mother’s handwriting ! He writes st 
great length to sustain this" claim. Hav­
ing carefully read his story twice over, I 
fail to see anything directly bearing, on the 
question except the: above fact and an as­
sertion which I copy In full. Mt. Daw son 
says : “I bought Montgomery’s biography 
to see what might be said about it, ana; 
was surprised to find neither the hymn nor 
an allusion to it in the book.”

Having known Montgomery well, and 
been for years intimate, personally and by 
correspondence, with hie biographer, the 
late John Holland, the writer was moved 
to a few moments’ investigation into this 
claim, as, if it were sustained, it would 
rob him of the brightest gem in his crown 
as • hymn-writer. Let me testify first 
what I know of this ease. Twice, in the 
.hearing of Montgomery, I hekrd this poem 
What is Prayer ! publicly aepribed to him. 
The last time it was at Sheffield, and by no 
less a person than John Angell James, the 
celebrated preacher, who, in Montgomery’s 
presence, recited the whole hymn, and 
spoke of it at the work of Mont­
gomery (who sat near him) amid 
great applause. Those who knew the poet 
knew him to be one of the most modest of 
men, 6I> singularly léfined intellectual 
calibre, a gentleman and a sincere Christian 
to the last fibre of his being. To suppose 
Montgomery capable <*#|?elving homage 
from his feUow.towuspdlple, from bis 
closest friends, as I saw him do twice, a» 
the author of a hymn he never wrote, is an 
outrage upon human areduhty. That is 
my testimony.

I will now call an exceptionally well- 
informed witness, a highly distinguished 
judge, Sir Roundel Palmer, who, in his 
Book of Praise, says: “The text has been 
verified by collation with the original work 
of the author.” Consider what that im­
plies when spoken by a great lawyer, who 
quotes this hymn as the woik of • ‘Mont­
gomery,” with whose original copy be says 
be had collated it, as it would be easy to 
do in any library in Eng

Mr. Dawson most pardon a contradiction, 
but I have now to produce a witness whose 
word gives his statement a flat denial. He 
says in the Current for Sept. 13, page 165, 
that there is no allusion to this hymn in 
Montgomery's biography. I have under my 
eyes volume vii. of I‘The memiors of Mont­
gomery,” by John Holland and James 
Everett, published by Longman’s in 1856. 
This work is the only original biography 
of the peot, it was dompiled by his most 
intimate friend, Holland, who for many 
years was Montgomery’s constant daily 
companion, as the work shows. In thfr vol­
ume, on page 278, Mr. Dawson may read : 
“A word or two on Montgomery’s pre­
eminence as a hymuologidt.—So long as 
the English language is understood, the 
praises, confessions and desires of evan­
gelical worshipers will be uttered in the 
words of him who testified by hie life, as 
he has expounded in his Verse, how em­
phatically *prayer is the Christian’s vital 
breath.’ ”

We commend to this claimant of honors 
long paid to James Montgomery a consid­
eration of these three testimonies :

1. My own direct evidence that Mont­
gomery himself deceived-'public homage as 
the author of this hymn.

2. That Sir Roundel Palmer quoted it 
after collstingthe hymn with the original, 
and he ascribes it to Montgomery.

Canada In England.
From the Canadian Gazette, Sept»*.

It is announced that Prince Albert Vic­
tor of Wales, eldest son of the Prince of 
Wales, will early next year go abroad for 
an extensive tonr, and that the countries 
visited will most likely include Canada and 
the United States.

E. Hepple Hall is, we observe, mak­
ing arrangements to deliver a series of lec­
tures this season on Picturesque Canada, 
illustrated by lime light views of persons, 
places and events connected with Canadihn 
history. Mr. Hall commences at Brighton 
on October 16, and his long acquaintance 
with tho various parts of the dominion as 
special war correspondent and traveling 
editor should make bis remarks of excep­
tional interest and practical value.

A morning contemporary recently pub­
lished a despatch from Ottawa under the 
head of “Canadian immigration falling 
off,” in which it was announced that the 
immigration to the Northwest at Emerson 
had fallen off 16 per cent, as compared 
with last year, and 61 per cént. as Com­
pared with 1882. Without further explan­
ation this paragraph might lead to a wrong 
impression. But an infinitely small propor­
tion of the settlers going to the Canadian 
Northwest this season entered the 
territory at Emerson. Take for in­
stance the months of May, JanC* 
and July, a principal part of the emigra­
tion season. Only 63 out of 2015 North 
west immigrants then went by any other 
than the Owen Sound and Port Arthur 
route. Canadian immigration does un­
doubtedly show a decrease this season, but 
it will be at once apparent to those who 
have studied recent official statistics that 
the decreasé of Canadian immigration is 
very much less than the decrease of immi­
gration in general—that is, Canada is now 
receiving a larger proportion of the emi 
gration of the old world than hitherto.

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PISTOL SHOTS IN A BOOM.

A Jealous Desperado Sheets His nival 
and a Mother end Pssihtrr.

List night Charles 
Pickering, accompanied by Sophia Giles 
and her daughter Frances, visited Cornel­
ius Knrkendall’s saloon in that place, where 
they were joined by Addison McCloud, a 
young farm hand. The party drank 

a hilarious moodjreely, and departed to 
for Mrs. Giles’ house, on the outskirts 
of the town. They all drank to ex- 
vess, ' and Mias Giles became sick. 
While McCloud sat on the bed beside her 
t rying to get her to take some medicine 
Pickering suddenly jumped up, sprang to 
the bedroom door, drew a revolver and 
discharged one chamber at McCloud. The 
hall lodged in MoCloud’a right shoulder, 
making a painful wound. He sprang 
toward Pickering and dealt him a stunning 

‘ hlnw with his fist, sending him reeling 
hack into the parlor. Then he closed the 
door. Piokering fired three more shots, 
one piercing the door, while the other 
two lodged in a bureau which stood near 
by. Mrs Giles then grasped Pickering by 
tha arm, exclaiming :

“What are you doing, Charlie? Do you 
want to murder Frankie and Ad ?” 
i Hardly bad the words left her month 

when Pickering turned upon her and fired, 
the ball taking effect in her left hip. Mies 
Giles rushed into the room, and caught her 
mother in her arms as she fell to the floor. 
The desperate man then fired the remaio- 
iqg ballet at her. The ball took effect in 
her left ankle, and she fell by her mother’s 
aide.

Mrs. Giles endeavored to crawl into the 
adjoining apartment, but Pickering sprang 
upon her, and with the butt of his revolver 
showered blow after blow on her head and 
iiréast. The blows were delivered with 
Bucbf vigor that the cylinder of the revolver 
broke and dropped to the floor. McCloud, 
faint from the loss of blood, had fallen 
on the floor in the bedroom. Pick­
ering, supposing that he had killed Mrs. 
Giles, hurled his empty revolver at Mo- 
Clond’s head and ran out into the darkness. 
It was several hours before the victims 
were able to give an alarm. Search was 
made of Pickering, bnt it is thought that 
he has fled'to the woods of Tioga county in 
this state.

Pickering is known throughout this 
region as a desparate character. He has 
been on terms of intimacy with Mrs. Giles 
tor six years. She is a rather handsome 
woman, 38 years of age. Her daughter 
Frances is only 16, a pretty and well-de­
veloped girl. There is no doubt that Pick­
ering was jealous of McCloud's attention to 
her. It is feared that McCloud cannot re­
cover, and a physician this morning pro­
nounced Mrs. Giles’ wounds mortal. Her 
skull is fractured, and she is weak Lfrom 
loss of blood.
