DR. CAVEN AND MR. MEREDITH.
Now that the electign'is over we have no
nesitation in speaking out our ‘mind “freely
on the conduet  of Principal Caven in
the matter. That rev. gentleman is one of
the most astute’ men we have—far seeing,
shrewd and universally respected, not only
by the members of the Presbyterian Church,
bus by his fellow-citizens generally. But he
had a most diffitult part to play. He was the
head of the Hgual Rights movement and
he was & personal friend of Mr. Mowat and
a Reformer in  politice. When the Equal
Rights movemenit began to take on shape
and Principal Caven ¢came tothe front im
connection with -it, Mr. Mowat and the
other wily politicians Who surrounded him
began to see that their only salvation lay in
capturing the rev.  Principal of Knox,
s0 they began operations in that direction
forthwith. B
When a sucdessor of the late Professor
Young had'to be appointed, these clever
genitlemen sent for'the Principal and said ab
much that he hid only to name his man for
the position and hé would be appointed.
The World of that day, having the interest of
the university at heart, and out of regard
for the reputatibn of the rev. Principal and at
the suggestion 0f some prominent friends of
the university' who were also Reformers,
warned Dr. Caven to beware of Mr. Mowat
and his colleagues in their anxiety to consult
him in regard to the appointment in ques-
tion, as it was evident on ‘the face of it that
the game they had in hand was to put the
Principal under obligation t6 them. At all
events the nominee of the Primcipal was
appointed and an additional professorship
was created, notwithstanding that the income
from the endowment fund was overstrained,
and notwithstanding the fact that the trus-
tees privately protested against“a further
charge being at that time put upon the in-
comé.- Mr; Mowat and Mr. Hardy were at
this tinte ehuckling to thémselvewand saying
that they bad captured  the Principal of
Kneg, of at least they had put him under
obligation to.them. 8o time wors on and
the ‘manifesto of the Equal Rights
wds fssued and signed by Dr. Caven. It
could not be said to have been a
straightforward, clear-cut document, but
oa the whole no  sefious  objection
could be taken to it. However, after it
came letters inc the public press signed by
Dr Caven, ahd which were of 'the nature of
an effort on Mr. Mowat’s behalf. They said
in effect that Mr. Mowat had.done no wrong,
or was not subservient to the . Roman
Catholic hierarchy, and that‘Whatever legis-
lation in regard to séparate sehools Equal
Righters complained of, ome party was as
bad as the other inthe grauting of that legis-
lation. This was just whatthe .wily poli-
ticians wished, and the Principal’s personal
letters to the press, and  mot his
manifesto as -president  of the FEqual
Rights Association, were hawked absut the
country and read from every stump in the
province. - They were employed in proving

the assértion that Dr. Caven ‘as a Presbyter- |

ian and Dr. Caven as an Equal Righter had
ao fault to find with Mr, Mowat’s record as
Premier of Ontario, and especially in regard
to bisrelations with the hierarchy. The re-
sult is that Mr. Mowat has been sustained on
two grounds, first the support of the  solid
Catholic vote and second the construction
put @pon Df. Caven's letters that the Reform
Government was not to blame for the evils of
which the Equal Righters complained.

The World, however, ¢onténds that it was
the duty of Principal Caven as head of the
Equal Righters to-¢ome out boldly and man-
fully in faver of Mr. Meredith, whose latter-
day pesition in regard to the pretensions of
the bishops was worthy of the support of
every man claiming to be an'Equal Righter,
and deserving not only of his vote but_ his
infitence as well. But Mr. Meredith got no
paconrageinent from. Dn. Caven. - On "the
contrary he and his  standard-bearers
were met on evety stump by Dr. Caven’s
letters, and the result has been a triumph of
the hierarchy and their pretensions through
the mipport of Dr. Caven, manipulated by
Mr. Mowat. In the words of Arthur Sturgis
Hardy, they *‘pulled the rev. Prineipal's
leg-ﬂ

The Furnishings of a Home (hmd.;-mnu
and Experience on the All Important
Financial Question by & Newly Married
Man—Interesiing to Both Sexes.

1 have been married one year, and
lt.'”e been keeping house during that
ime.

The problem of finance is always a dif-
ficult one to solve in the mind of the is-
to-be married man, and likewise to the
man who is' marriéd this problem: is' up-
permost, at least for the first and second
years, : -

To gauge the furnishing of a home sat-
isfactorily by one’s income and savings,
and to determine how well one may live
and still keep his head above water, and
even to lay by something, is no easy thing
to‘do; and my first year’s experience With
the financial'part of married life may be
of interest, and perhaps of material value,
to those young men who have it in'mind
to take unto themselves wives,

‘When I first met the lady who is now
my wife it was in thespring of 1888, and
I had about: $100 saved. I :was then
earning $9.75 per day, which had been
increased to §3 per day.

. From that date until my marriage, in
the summer of 1889, I saved enough from
roy salary to amount toabout 8500, which
again, I concluded wonld be sufficient to
marry with and furnish a home, °

To furnish my home, which'is a tene-
ment of five rooms, at a rental of $15 per
month, cost as follows:

Kitchen—Table, $2.25; three -chairs,
$1.85: 17 vards oileloth, $4.25; No. 7
range, §90; one half ton of coal, $8.50;
groceries necessary to start with, includ-
ing & barrel of flour, which lasted 10
months, $10; other furniture, notinclud-
ing china ware, which was received as a
wedding present by the . bride, §81; re-
frigerator, $14. 'The above includes a
small oil stove, & most useful article,
making the total for furnishing. the kit-
chen, $86.806.

Chamber—Twenty-eight yards wool
carpet at 524 cents, $14.70; one pair por-
tieres, $7.95; two shades, $1.80; chierry
get, $27; inattress, pillows, springs, and
comforters, all the best, $13.50; total,
$64.95.

Spare chamber—Sixteen and one-half
yards tapestry carpet at 65 cents, $10.73;

1t cost me to get married, furnish my
home and step into it. all ready to live,
$652.12.

By allowing $50:for tour, $10 for gift
to the bride. $50 for clothes, $10 for
clergyman’s fee, and $10 for wedding
ring, the wedding expenses  might have
been rednced $06.25, in which case the
total cost would have been $555.87.

Then I find, by experience that my
wife and I can live well on $5 per week,
and then, after paying house rent and
allowing an - average amount for
glothing and the necessary ‘gradual ad-
ditions to household goods and after pay-
ing a certain reasouable amount for l-
terature, amusements, church matters,
etc., I can lay by about $5 per week.

Hence' my conclusion is that a man
may get married on a salary of $18 per
week, if he has $350 or $600 saved to
furnish his home; or, if he earns a sal-
ary of only $12 pér week, he can furnish
his home as well as I furnished mine,
and get married, provided he saved
$1000.

‘Why saveso much? I will tell you. On
a salary of $12, nothing could be saved
to meet extraordinary expenses that are
naturally liable to be met with. For in-
stance, you are liable to have an addition
to your family, and if so, it will. cost you
at least $50, and how can this expense
be met, if nothing has been saved, unless
there isa balance in the bank?

The first years of matried -life are
oftentimes, financially, the hardest, for
there are so many small articles to buy
that to save much for times of need
is almost impossible, hence the impert:
anoe of .having a reserved fund with
which to meet these expenses, or else
meet them withs goed salary.

If a young married man will carefully
guide his financial matters,” with the
aid'of a careful and prudent wife, keeping
an account of expenditures for a while,
and live within his income, he will pros-
per.—N. Y. Sun.

Jt is situated at Palace Gate, Kensi n.

with massive pillars and balconies of
white stone. - When you entet the very
farge hall you pass almost unthinkingly
aver the beautiful pavement of colored
marbles arranged in mosai¢, so much is
the eye attracted by the screen of marble
columns that shuts off the broad stone
staircase, but not so completely hides the
stair but that the visitor looks on to the
first broad landing beyond the columns,
and sees there & white marble fountain,
its bage surrounded :by palms, throwing
up its perfumed water high into the sun-
shine that streams through the . window
behind.
