FOUR THOUSAND PEOPLE ASSEMBLE 

AT AYLMER.
It Tarns Over on Its Gable and Then 

Lands on Its Base—One 
Inmate Killed.

AND SUICIDE ALL IN A WEEK.

A QUESTION THAT IS AGITATING 
SOME ENGLISH POLITICIANS. THE SCHOOLS WHICH ABE ALLEGED

New York, Sept. lo.—A case of great 

cruelty to children was brought to light In 
Orange, N. J., yeaterdey. Mrs. Agnes 
Branch, colored, who lives at Orchard and 
boath-streets, beat her 7-year-old daughter 
most cruelly, and held the child’s hand on 
a hot stove till the flesh was terribly 
burned.

lhe woman was married in Virginia, 
where she had two children, Oeorge and 
Maud. The former is 8 years old and the 
latter 7. Some years ago the mother left 
these two children in care of her mother, 
Mrs. Henrietta Griggs, and came to Orange. 
There she was married to Branch, by 
whom she has two children, a boy and a 
furl.

On Aug. 15 Mrs. Griggs went to the 
Orange Police Station and asserted that 
her daughter had beaten the children with 
the hickory rocker of a hobby horse and 
that the girl was a mass of bruises.

Mrs. Branch was arrested on Aug. 16 
and taken before Judge Davie, but the 
grandmother was prevailed upon by her 
daughter not to press the charge. Two 

later Mrs. Branch again beat the 
children terribly, and she was arrested 
and put under $200 bonds. Mrs. Griggs 
left the house and is living in Canfield- 
street.

Ansoxia, Conn., Sept. 10.—While Alfred 
Bragg of Shelton, bis wife, two daughters 
and a son, and Henry Welton of Birming­
ham, were eating supper in their little cot­
tage at Smith’s Point last evening, a gale of 
wind struck the house and carried it from 
its foundation. It was overturned, striking 
on its gable end and desci ibing a somersault, 
landed right-side up and about 20 feet from 
its foundation. The occupants were buried 
in the wreckage.

She arrived at the hotel last night in com- 
peny with a man who registered them a* 
“T. Hastings and wife. New York.” The 
couple ware shown to room 24, end the man 
left the hotel saying be would be back in a 
short time. He hes not been seen since.

About 11 o’clock the woman called for a 
b^ll boy, and Henry Hilton responded. She 
engaged him to accompany her. and they 
went to Harry Flower’s pawnshop, where 
she bought a revolver.

Returuing to her hotel the woman went to 
her room, and nothing more was heard from 
her until 2 o’clock in the morning, when the 
guests were aroused by a pistol shot in her 
room. Breaking in the door, they found the 
woman unconscious on the bed. In her left 
side was a bullet wound, and near her left 
hand was a revolver. She was alone. She 
had $113 in money on her person. She was 
removed to the county hospital, where she 
died.

Papers and note* found in the room go to 
show that the woman1* name was not 
Hastings, but that she was Mrs. Barthold 
Popper. The closing page of a novel entitled 
'Where Love Begins” was lying on the floor, 

and on this was written, in a woman’s hand, 
the following:

“It is bard to find one’* self forsaken In a 
strange place.”

There were also written the name and ad­
dress of Berk Popper. 318 Carney- (Kearny?) 
street. San Francisco, and the words:

••Good-by forever, Bert. The wage» of sin 
ie death.”

Thie was signed “Leila.” In the woman’s 
trunk was a marriage certificate showing 
that on Sept. 6, 18U3, Cornelius Flvnn, alder- 

of the First district ot New "York, had 
married Leila A. Hallock aud Berthole 
Popoer. In her room was a bank book is­
sued bv the Merchants' National Bank of 
New York, showing a credit balance of 
*824.98.

The coroner’s jury returned a verdict ot 
suicide.

This evening a letter was received for the 
woman .from Popper, written before she 
committed suicide. It ran as fAllows: 

"Palmer House, Chicago, Sept 9, 1898.
“I leave you on the 15th forever. Am ever 

so much obliged to you for whet you have 
done for me. So now you see I only liked 
you for what you done for me. I will write 
to you. My advice to you is, go home to 
your husband at once. My picture I will 
send to you to New York. I told you I was 
no good and that you did not know ma Will 
return what you have given me within one 
year.”

Berthold Popper, the author of the letter 
printed above, is a discharged usher of the 
Academy of Music. New York, and has been 
laying bit plans4or a long time to get hold 
ot bis victim's money. She is Mrs. Leila A. 
Bollock, wife of Charles H. Hallock of 
Moriches, and she committed bigamy When 
she married him on Wednesday last at the 
City Hall. He knew her husband, and he 
was a party to the felony. The New York 
police want him if the Chicago police don’t.

Among his associai* he told freely of his 
relationship with her and showed her letters. 
According to the*, she declared that she bad 
no love for her husband, and wae going to 
leave him tor Popper as soon as she got a 
sum of money that was coming to her. She 
expected that money on Aug. L 

At that time she came to the city. Popper 
said she had collected *300 of her money. 
She bought him two suits of clothes, under­
clothes, linen, and a lot of neckties. Before 
she came again Popper had pawned most of 
these things. One day in August Popper 
showed a letter purporting to be from her 
husband to him.

It said that Popper could have her and 
welcome; that he, the husband, had never 
had a minute of peace with her since she 
had mat Popper. The letter, of course, may 
have been a forgery.

Last Tuesday night Popper announced 
that he was going to be married to her and 
take her to Chicago.

“What are you going to do with her I”
was asked.

“Ob. she thinks I am going to take her to 
my folks in San Francisco,” he answered. 
"She has got her money, *1003 or *1800, and 
I am going to get the boodle and drop her on

The senior Mr. Hallock is not satisfied that 
the young woman’s death wus self-inflicted. 
Not more than a month ago she came into 
$1800, which had been bequeathed to her by 
an aunt. It is the impression of the elder 
Mr. Hallock that the woman and her 
panion had a dispute over the money. The 
man Popper has been seen in Moriches two 
or three times.

Mr. Hallock now believes that ever since 
bis daughter-in-law received her legacy she 
has been making arrangements to desert her 
husband entirely. She kept the money abso­
lutely within her control, and among the 
first things she did on getting her legacy was 
to spend $300 in fitting herself out with a 
new wardrobe.

Her little girl being sick was left behind, 
but it is confidently beloved that Mrs. Hal­
lock intended taking her with her.

BRITAIN’S CNEMPLOTED MILLION

Belfast Labor Congress Calls Upon the 
Government to Supply Work. 

TBelfast, Sept. 10.—The Congress of 
Trade Unionists adopted a resolution that 
the Government 
works, and this 
Keir Hardie:

In view of the fact that 10 ner cent, of the 
working population, representing over L000,- 
000 in number, cannot find employment and 
that a still larger number are only casually 
employed, and considering further that 
these reserves are always available in the 
event ot a dispute, this Congress emphati­
cally declares:

That to provide honorable and profitable 
employment for such is a question of the 
first importance, and should be treated as 
sued by the Government of the day, and any 
Government failing to recognize this fact is 
unworthy of the support of the working 
classes.

And we hereby instruct the Parliamentary 
Committee to use every endeavor to secure 
the passing of any measure calculated to 
lessen the number of those out of employ­
ment.

The congress will meet next year in Nor­
wich.

MORE BOMB-THROWING IN SPAIN.

135

Officers Elected For the Year—Lecture by 
Mr. Charles Watts. •upon creeds 

and state politics, royal loves and fervid 
ambitions—all have their place in tfie book. >■>Delegates to the annual convention of the 

Canadian Secular Union met Saturday in 
the rooms at 85 Adelaide-street east. There 
was a large attendance, the majority of the 
delegates coming from Ontario.

On Saturday night a reception was ten­
dered the delegates.

Yesterday morning the regular session 
opened. .The election of officers for the com­
ing year resulted as follows:

In the afternoon papers were read and a 
general discussion on the subject of the 
growth of secular thought followed.

There were few vacant seats in the 
Academy last night when Charles Watts 
stepped on the platform to deliver his lecture 
on “The Fanaticism of Religion.” There 
was a fair proportion of ladies in the audi­
ence.

Mr. Watts dived at once into hie subject
“There is a good deal of difference between 

the religion of the churches and that of the 
soul. Religion, when perverted by theology, 
has become in the history of all ages 
the greatest fanaticisms that ever dimmed 
the mental faculties of the human race. The 
church appears to think that its leaders have 
a monopoly of the term religion. When 
it is mentioned it is always asso­
ciated with certain ceremonies and rites. 
There hue been interminable discussion 
as to what the word really means. In its 
etymological signification it simply means to 
be fast or hold fast. Religion does not mere­
ly mean chnrch-goiog. If it did we have a 
superabundance of it in Toronto. [Applause ] 
It means something more than that. If I 
were called upon to define the term religion, 
as I understand it, I should say it means this 
and nothing more: Noble action, consistent 
conduct and sincerity of profession.

“Not -until that definition of religion is 
recognized will the world be brought 
to the great principle of the bro­
therhood of man,” continued Mr. Watts. 
“It ^ is not a one-day religion. Here 
in Toronto, in pious Toronto, the religion 
seemed to be confined to Sunday. Here the 
alleged author of the religion which the 
churches teach gets one day while his anta­
gonist below gets the remaining six. I be- 
ieve in a religion that is progressive—a reli­

gion that shall cause its professors to do good 
because it is their duty so to act.” [Applause.]

He defined fanaticism as excessive and un­
controlled enthusiasm, entirely uncontrolled 
by reason and un evil that could not but be 
harmful to society. Religious fanaticism, he 
said, darkened the human mind, and 
its influence woe like that of the 
upas ti ee. Incidents of religious persecution 
were cited to show to what extent fanaticism 
wascarried. The church, be declared, would 
do the same now if it had the power. * He 
concluded by making a strong plea for a re­
ligion, not of fear but of love and of reason.

For several year» after 1832 
the Lords were able successfully to resist tue 
Commons upon many important questions 
bat it wu soon acknowledged that tney must 
yield whenever a decisive majority ot tile 
Commons, supported by public opinion, 
insisted upon the passage of any measure 
however repugnant to the Upper House.

And it became a political axiom that the 
Commons alone determined the fate of the 
Ministerial» and the policy of the State.

Under Liberal administration», the two 
Houses have been in frequent conflict. Under 
Conservative administrations they have been 
brought into general agreement, the electors 
having supported the party which command­
ed a majority in both Housea In the conflict 
of parti* the ultimate appeal is to the 
country.

The officers ashore support the 
Government. All the military officers are 
uuited and will aid the Government when­
ever necessary.

University Examinations.
The recent examinations for entrance to 

the University of Toronto; conducted 
under the auspice* of the Education De­
partment, have not been the success which 
the promoters of the present scheme so 
fondly predicted. The immense 
which the examinations extended, as well 
as the large number of examiners, with 
varied interests at stake, have produced a 
huge failure.

In former years, when examiners quite 
free from prejudice (both political and 
otherwise) were appointed, there 
careful work and intelligent examination 
of candidates’ papers than will ever take 
place under the present political and peda­
gogical scheme.

Under the present regulations the 
Minister of Education has the whole 
system of examinations separating the 
High schools from the universities 
tically under his political thumb.

The Education Department conducts all 
the examination%=(£t an 
the country), which formerly 
ducted by the universities, and there have 
been, as a result of this, some startling 
pieces of jobbery, trickery apd deceit on 
the part of some of the examiners. It has 
been, indeed, so immense a failure that at 
a meeting of the Senate of the University 
of Toronto a few nights ago the report of 
the examiners was not accepted, and 
mittee was appointed to investigate the 
whole question.

The chief trouble seems to have been in 
the examinations for scholarships. Previ­
ous to the present period the examinations 
for scholarships were always conducted in 
the University buildings, under the most 
careful supervision and with the strictest 
regulations possible.

This year the papers for scholarships were 
sent all over the province,and examinations 
were supposed to be conducted simultane­
ously at the various High Schools through 
the country. In some cases, it is alleged, 
the papers were sent beforehand, opened 
and given to the candidates for preparation 
for next day. In other cases the presiding 
examiners gave help to their favorite 
pupils, gave more than the allotted time 
and used various other devices to

and school.

This seems to be the state of affairs at 
present, and how it is to be remedied with­
out a proper examination is the question 
which the committee appointed are called 
upon to sclve.

It seems unjust, unfair and even impos­
sible for the Minister of Education to 
imagine that examinations for scholarships 

' (at least under the present political scheme 
" of appointing examiners) could be held 
in so many different places and under 
precisely similar circumstances. The Uni- 

' versity of Toronto should at least reserve 
the right of determining who shall win the 
scholarships at its entrance examinations, 
and the only decent and faiiNyray to ensure 
that just examinations shall take place is to 
hold them in their own building and under 
the wing of educational freedom, not under 
cover of political trickery.

The public have been quietly asking 
about the matter for some time past, and 
the above, it is hoped, will clear up some 

f of the darkness in which the whole exami-

nation was shrouded.

The whole system of examinations seems 
to be a huge farce. We must have some 
system, it is true, but a much better one 
than the present could be devised, in which 
the merits of the candidates and not the 
interests (political and mercenary) of the 
examiners would be at stake.

v

Agents Need Not Apply.
The public should be humbugged no 

longer in regard to the proposed Hurontario 
Canal. Tbe World is as anxious as anyone 
else in the city to help along any movement 
that will benefit Toronto or the Dominion
of Canada, but we would consider ourselves 
little short of fools if .we listened seriously 

/to such a scheme as that with which a cer­
tain brazen-faced individual is now trying 
to hoodwink the people.

Imagine anything more ludicrous than 
the meeting on Friday night passing a re­
solution declaring the canal was perfectly 
feasible ! Not one among them was an 
engineer or an expert in any line that 
would warrant him passing an opinion as 
to the feasibility of the work. Mr. J. L. 
Hughes was the mover of the resolution, 

. declaring the scheme was “perfectly 
feasible.’*

It is said there were 600 present at the 
meeting, and the resolution that the 
canal was perfectly feasable went through 
with a whoop. Mr. Hughes is all right 
in,his own line of business. We thought he 
was a more intelligent man than to venture 
expressing an expert opinion on a matter he 
knows nothing about. His opinion on this 
Bdbject is fittingly represented in mathe­
matics by the figure 0. Multiply his 
opinion, 0, by the 600 who backed it up and 
you just get what you started out with, 0. 
That is what the resolution signifies. 
It ‘ signifies zero.

The promoters of the scheme are amus­
ing themselves in a harmless kind of away. 
We cannot imagine them as serious people. 
If they were in earnest themselves and 
credited their audience with ordinary com­
mon sensé tlFey would have come before 
the people with the written and signed 
opinions of competent engineers, showing 
the scheme to be feasible, and that it 
would cost a certain amount of money; 
they would produce the estimates of com­
petent persons of the amount of business 
waiting for the completion of the canal to 
take the benefit of it.

Instead of these expert opinions we have 
the opinion of Mr. J. L. Hughes that the 
canal is perfectly feasible; and of E. A. 
Macdonald that twenty millions of freight 
would annually pass through the canal 
Mr. Hughes’ opinion isn’t worth the paper 
it is written on. Business men (we cannot 
say as to school teachers) would consider 
his opinion on canal-building as worth as 
much weight as the opinions of our City 
Council would be if we found them de­
liberating on the literary questions that 
come before the French Academy.

And as for the opinion of the other party 
—well, that is immense! He is the same 
party that recently staked his reputation 
on tbe statement that Canada was wildly 
in favor ofunnexation; he is the party that 
built an imaginary city twelve miles from

That *25,000 Deposit — The challenge 
Aceepted.

Editor World: At the public meeting nt 
the Pavilion cn the 8th lost, Hie Worship 
the Mayor publicly pledged his support to 
tbe proposal» of the Toronto Aqueduct 
Company, provided tbe company would de­
posit $25,000 with the City Treasurer as an 
evidence of good faith. He aleo pledged the 
support of every member of the council (by 
what authority I know not)" to the aame 
course in the aame event.

On behalf of the company I promptly ac­
cepted the challenge, in tact the suggestion 
was mine, but for reasons that I can only 
surmise most of the newspapers failed to 
make public that fact or any other fact 
favorable to tbe eoterpriee.

I publicly agreed to deposit tne money so 
soon as the counoil adopts report No. 2 of 
tbe Gravitation Committee. All we ask 
is that the eounoll declare lta intention ot 
entering into the agreement when the 
meters show tbe required evidence of 
bone fldes.

All we ask is'the declaration of a principle 
and we will act upon that declaration. But 
with tbe eo-recent precedent of tbe 
Quelich tenders before the public 
mind we do not proposa to handover 
125,000 to tbe corporation and let them 
take six months or a year to consider tbe 
matter, and then after we shall have expend­
ed thousands ot dollars in promotion ex­
pense the council may hand us back our 
money, saying that it weald be contrary to 
the public policy to enter Into any agreement 
with any company. If that is what the coua- 
cil means let it say so now.

I regret to say that the millions of dollars 
invested by the Consumers’ Gas Company 
and Electric Light Companies will not be 
worth five cents on the dollar, and those in­
terested will nut give up without a straggle. 
We have also against us the advocate, ot 
other sobemee tor water supply and tbe ad­
vocates of Mr. David Blatn’a exploded ship 
railway project.

But the worst opposition comet from pub­
lic men who want to advertise themselves by 
throwing their persons in the way in order 
to block a scheme that ie too large for them 
to comprehend. A tramp can demonstrate 
that be is not a complete nonentity by set­
ting fli-e to a barn.

I have mentioned some ot the great forces 
which we have to overcome, but 
our power ia ample. We have 
behind ue a united people wno 
believe in the project because it is founded 
on sound Unsocial and engineering princi­
ples and common sense. We propose to let 
the matter rest for the present as public 
attention is largely occupied by our great 
fair, but tbe week . following tbe Exhibition 
we will hold meetings all over the city. Bo 
far as I am concerned I will be very gled to 
eee His W orship the Mayor at any or all 
meetings,bat if be comes to exercise his legal 
right of being chairman I hope he will oou- 
flue himself to the duty ot maintaining order 
and acting as the passive and impartial 
presiding officer ot e tree deliberative seaalon 
of tbe people. If be desires to enter into de­
bate let him give notice and the meeting 
will choose another chairman,in which event 
I hope the Mayor will refrain
from springing ' upon the meeting 
at the eleventh hour surprises 
in the form ot written opinions from alleged 
experts. HU Worship kept such a letter in 
fils,pocket for about two hours,giving no in­
timation of its exUtence until after the prin­
cipal speakers had left. When we were abont 
to adjourn it was sprung on the meeting, 
leaving no opportunity for reply.

Barely no person is too good to ootne to a 
public meeting and tell tbe people tbe facta 
upon which a voluntary opinion U based it 
health ia no answer. Surely all eminent 
engineers are not 111 at onoe, aud it Col. 
Gzowski be the only eminent engineer of 
that way of thinking, the public are fully 
justified in being guided by tbe great major- 
ity of other proiemional men wno think the 
other way.

I submit that the gratuitious and unsoli­
cited written opinion of Col. Gzowski is 
worth just what it cost and no more, as Col. 
Gzowski referred to the canal scheme 
pure and simple, entirely ignoring the power 
feature, which is the greater ot the two, and 
even then bis opinion regsrding 
was evidently based on flguree of 25 years 
ago, since which time the traffic Bas quad­
rupled fund tbe modern nse of electricity was 
then entirely unforeseen.

In ooncluaiou, sir, let me say that all the 
forces arrayed against the grand project are 
as powerless to block it as a child would be 
to stop a trolley car by getting in front of it, 
and the attempt will be equally fatal to the 
influence of obstruction.

VVe can’t see why they are bother­
ing Toronto at all about it. They can get 
all the charters they want. Let them go 
to the Dominion Parliament, and aa soon as 
that body is satisfied the promoters have 
the money to build the canal and the in­
clination to do it they will get a charter 
pretty much as they want it. The Pro­
vincial Government will also charter them 
up to the Queen’s taste.

It surely cannot be that this little side 
scheme of supplying Toronto with water 
has any serious connection with the great 
$65,000,000, twenty millions of freight 
canal! It is a mere bagatelle, and our re­
fusal to give them a contract for supply­
ing ue with water will not, of course, inter­
fere with the other part of the project. They 
propose to supply us with water at less 
than half we are paying for it now. That 
will bring them in a revenue of about $200,- 
000 a year. On t)iis estimate, and con- 
sidering what they would sell to other 
places, it would not require more than .4 or 
5 millions to build the aqueduct. This is a 
minor matter. Let them go ahead with the 
$65,000,000 affair.

From the way the promoters were speak­
ing oue would imagine Toronto wae abso­
lutely preventing men with $65,000,000 
from coming to rhis vicinity and spending 
it. Let the promoters get their millionaires 
together. We will send a special Pullman 
train to New York to bring them here. We 
will give them the run of the town. The 
promoters don’t know what a handsome re­
ception their capitalists would receive at 
our hands if they (the promoters) would 
only bring them along. It’s millionaires 
and capitalists we are after, not fakirs^

To Abolish Division Cherts.
The Trades and Labor Congress have had 

a very successful meeting at Montreal. 
They talked on a great many subjects, 
showing that the j^presenfcativea of labor 
and workingmen are taking as much con­
cern in public matters as any other class in 
the community. One recommendation of 
the Congress was that wages be protected 
fropi seizure for debt with a view to 
abolishing the credit system. It would be a 
good idea to make a move in this direction 
by abolishing the Division Court. Why 
should the country be invoked to settle a 
dispute between a merchant and the man 
to whom he has sold say a suit of clothes ? 
Let the merchant be made to understand 
that he will not have the machinery of the 
Division Court to collect debts, and you 
will find him exercising more caution in 
giving credits. The sale of a suit of clothes 
is a small matter. The country should 
not be involved in it at all. If the mer­
chant who has the clothes to sell and the 
man who wants to buy them cannot make a 
bargain that is final, then let there be no 
deal between them. The public is not con­
cerned whether the merchant sells hie suit 
of clothes or not. Let him assume all 
responsibility of letting the suit get out of 
his possession. If he chooses to let his 
property pass to a scamp, that is his own 
funeral. The cash system, in the 
smaller business transactions at least, 
is the most economical. On the credit sys­
tem honest people have to pay the debts of 
the good-for-nothing and dishonest. Every 
merchant has to allow so much a year for 
bad debts. His good customers pay these. 
Let the Division Court be abolished and 
let our smaller affairs be conducted on the 
cash system. Credit to the workingman 
is a delusion and a snare. The Government 
would make no mistake in killing the petty 
credit system, as they would do it they 
bounced the Division Court clerk and 
bailiff.

The first requisite is , a central 
point where the cars can be sidetracked 
and unloaded. The next thing is to make 
rail connection between the city and 
suburban systems. After that put your 
freight cars on the tracks and the system 
is in operation,

What Will Be the Result off the Rejection 

off tho , Measure ?—Graphic Summary 
of tho Course off the Debate — All the 
Kloquenee, Like the Votes, Apparently 

on One Side — Mr. Gladstone's Pro­

gram and the Radicale.

New York, Sept. 9.—A special cable­
gram to The Tribune says:

Value off the i^orda.
London, Sept. 9.—After a full-dreea de­

bate, extending over four days, the House 
of Lords last night threw out Mr. Glad­
stone’s cherished measure by a majority of 
ten to one. It is not often tha( the House 
of Peers is called upon seriously to debate 
any measure of leading importance. When­
ever this necessity arises the country is 
treated to a spectacle very different from 
what is usually seen in the Lower Chamber. 
The latter is a popular body, influenced by 
the ever-changing fancies and necessities of 
public opinion and, though much of its 
labor is devoted to answering popular de­
mands, there is running through all its 
work the indelible strain of party warfare. 
In the Lords it is not so. The peers have 
not to answer to any constituents, and 
herein lies the chief recommendation 
of the hereditary system. Whenever 
a big legislative proposal comes be­
fore the Lords, though we may 
reckon upon a distinct bias in favor of the 
interests of property, it is always a matter 
of certainty that the discussion will be of a 
higher cfags than afforded by the Lower 
Chamber. In the latter one man, Mr. 
Gladstone, stands head and shoulders above 
every other. Mr. Chamberlain and Mr. 
Balfour are fine debaters, but every other 
name lags far behind. In the House of 
Lords there are a dozen speakers who are, 
perhaps, not comparable with Mr. Glad­
stone, but who are in all respects the equal, 
in some the superior, of either Mr. Cham­
berlain or Mr. Balfour.

A Fine Oratorical Display.
The high quality of the Lord’s debating 

power has been once more illustrated in 
this week's discussions. Nothing has been 
finer in oratorical, dialectical display than 
the speeches of the Duke of Devonshire, the 
Duke of Argyle, Lord Selborne, Lord 
Rosebery and Lord Salisbury. It was un 
fortunate for the Government party that 
for every one who could support the Home 
Rule bill the Opposition had three speakers 
against it. Nor can it be denied that the 
weight of argument is entirely on the side 
of the Opposition. In truth there is some 
ground for complaint that the case for the 
bill has been indifferently put in the Upper 
Chamber. Earl Spencer, who introduced 
it, bad the merit of earnestness, sincerity 
and courtesy; but his grounds for opposing 
the changes involved in Home Rule were 
simply feeble. Hit speech abounded with 
declarations of “1 believe this,” **I believe 
that, “I believe the other,” but Earl 
Spencer's beliefs count for no more than 
the beliefs of other people who oppose him, 
and when he admitted that the Irish 
leaders were guilty of discreditable acts, 
but expressed as a sort of crowning faith 
the belief that the Irish nation would at 
once choose the right men to serve them. 
The Dnke of Devonshire had no difficulty 
in showing up the folly of this simple faith 
as contrary to all past experience. The 
Duke of Devonshire’s case was very strong 
in this aspect, that the Home Rule bill was 
not the bill of a legislature or of a political 
party, but proceeded from the brain of one 
man who never dared to make it known to 
the electorate, consequently it was a prim­
ary necessity that Mr. Gladstone should go 
to the country upon the measure. This 
is, of course, the watchword of the Opposi­
tion warfare. -

Employers' Liability Bill.
In regard to the Employers’ Liability 

Bill, there is a certain amount of difference 
of opinion between Mr. Balfour and the 
Tories and Mr. Chamberlain. The former 
would have allowed the measure to 
joss without serious change,but Mr. Cham­
berlain holds strong views, more advanced 
that his colleagues or than the Government. 
He has his eye on the next general election, 
and workingmen’s constituencies like Bir­
mingham would make employ 
accidents as a matter of right to the work­
man, provided the latter is not guilty of 
contributory negligence. The parish 
councils measure is of the highest impor­
