With economy in the use of sugar
the Canada Food Board is confident
there will be enough for jam-making and
preserving. For apple jam, use four
pounds crab apples to three pounds of
sugar; for plum jam, eight pounds of
plums to six pounds of sugar; for spiced
pears, seven pounds ot hard pears to
four pounds ot sugar.

A CORRESPONDENT speaking for the re-
tailers, assures us that although matches
now sell at fifteen cents per box, the
retailers are not to blame, and that those
of them who sell two boxes for a quarter
are not making much out of it. He tells
us that the manufacturer is charging
nearly two dollars a case more for match-
es—apart from the tax—than he did be-
fore the tax was put on. The attention
of the Government needs to be given to
this tax on matches and the way it works
out.
