It is well known that in the Province 
of Quebec a very large majority ofe the 
electors are Roman Catholics, and a 
considerable part of these lay adherents 
to the Romish Church, though strong­
ly and piously attached to it, deny the 
right of the Clergy to dictate to them 
in matters purely secular, and especial* 
ly in the exercise of the elective fran 
chise. The recent hierarchical threat, 
publicly proclaimed against conscien­
tious Judges for the honest expression 
of a law opinion, is an astounding as­
sumption of ecclesiastical power. Such 
an attempt to control thp independ­
ence of the tribunals of the country, to 
say the least of it, is monstrous. Soma 
of the clearest heads, and the strongest 
champions of civil freedom in the Pro­
vince of Quebec are conscientious co­
hérents to the Church of Rome ; and 
we think they will hardly submit to 
episcopal intimidation, or acquiesce in 
the recent attempt to over-ride. and 
strike dowu the authority of the 
Bench.

We scrupulousiy refrain from inter­
ference or participation in mere politi­
cal controversies ; but when the elec­
tors are threatened with ecclesiastical 
“pains and penalties” for voting as 
they deem proper at Elections, and 
Judges are told that if their interpre­
tation of law is not acceptable to some 
elevated Church dignitary, they will 
subject themselves to clerical denun­
ciation and displeasure, we cannot sup­
press an expression of the indignation 
we feel, nor fail to exercise our right 
to animadvert upon unjustifiable tyran­
ny; come from what quarter it may.

PROGRESS IN MEXICO.

FARMERS IAnother stage has been reached in the 
dramatic evolution of a Mexican President. 
Iglesias only the other day had an army 
and a noble ambition. Now he has no 
army, seems to be inspired with peaceful 
fancies and wants to u retire to private 
life.” It is to be apprehended the privacy 
may prove deeper than he desires. One of 
the generator who supported Lerdo, and 
who held out on a point of honor to re­
deem his promise, surrendered finally, 
started for home, but was stopped - on the 
way and shot. It is well to regard ypur 
honor, hut not in Mexico, or gt least nqt 
when it is inconvenient to a man who is 
dominant by the simple law of force. With 
the failure of the bubble inflated by Ingle- 
sias there is no pretender who has even the 
shadow of a legal claim to the Executive 
office in the Mexican Republic ; and thus 
Oiaz is thé supremo man, the dictator, 
Oæsar, tyrant or society saver, ns any one 
may choose to call the men who till, in the 
history of dilapidated republics, the part 
tliat has now fallen to him. Ho is evi­
dently the man to make a vigorous ruler, 
if not a wise ope ; and vigor in the ruler 
is what that country needs. He may make 
life safe, except from his own vengeances, 
and guarantee property, except against 
seizure by his own agents, and this will 
be a great improvement If Riaz is not 
assassinated too soon lie will perhaps or­
ganize a government that will keep the 
cxtmvagent elements of Mexican society 
in tolerable order—air good a government, 
may be, as would have been organized by 
poor Carjotta’s husband ; but the fatal bul­
let or"dagger will probably anticipate his 
efiorts.

LAUDTRADE CHANNELS.t A NEW BOOK! FOB SALE.
Just received, on consignment,Trade, if left to itself, uninterfered 

with (and unobstructed by) rigid tar­
iffs, naturally flows, in channels that 
are most conducive to the interests of 
all parties concerned. Without enter­
ing into a discussion of tho protection 
and free trade matters that have agitat­
ed the public mind in no small measure 
for tho last fifty years, it may not be 
out of place at the present junction to 
take a birds’s eye glance at our trade 
relations with the United States. The 
Chamber of Commerce at Halifax and 
the Dominion Board of Trade of late 
have been discussing the matter of our 
commercial intercourse with tho ad­
joining Republic, with the view of call­
ing upon the Ottawa Parliament to 
protect certain interests by a more 
stin gent tari ft*. This course may be 
well enough in itself ; but it cannot be 
effective in obtaining the desired end. 
Mutual treaty, not hostile legislation, is 
the only course that can bo adopted in 
securing permanent and desirable trade 
relations with our national neighbor. 
Amicable arrangements between the 
two governments are far better than 
belligerent tariffs. The attempt of our 
infant Dominion to compel the United 
States by legislation to open to us a 
more satisfactory trade relations, is an 
act of sheer ineffectiveness. Of course 
we should not submit to be trampled 
upon by tho Government of Washing­
ton; but to contend by the parliamen­
tary power which we can wield to co­
erce the United States into a tariff more 
in accordance with the commercial in­
terests of these confederated Provinces, 
is mere child’s play. A conciliatory 
course is fhr preferable.

During the decade in which the Re­
ciprocity Treaty was in force, our trade 
with the United States was a time of 
unprecedented prosperity in these Pro­
vinces. That treaty would probably 
have been perpetuated had not the 
Press and a large proportion of the 
people in these North American British 
Provinces expressed a great deal of 
warm sympathy with the rebels of the* 
Southern States in the late civil war 
th a threatened the dismemberment of 
tho American Union. Our neighbors 
naturally became exasperated against 
us on that account. A vindictive spirit 
was aroused in congress and in the 
Government at Washington, and the 
Reciprocity Treaty ceased to be, to the 
injury, no doubt of the people in the 
Several States as well as to those of 
these Provinces. Both nations were 
sufferers by the annuling of the said 
♦treaty. Men of broad and enlightened 
views of national commercial interests, 
on both sides of the separating border 
line, seem desirous of re opening the 
channels of mutual trade, that became 
blocked when the Reciprocity Treaty 
became defunct.

It appears to us, then, that efforts 
put forth to relieve our trade with the 
United States of the burdens which is 
being felt by both nations, will be more 
effective in seeking a renewal of amica­
ble reciprocity than in a retaliatory 
policy of more stringent tariffs. The 
signs of tho times indicate that the 
Democratic Party in the American Union 
will soon be in the ascendant; and 
it is well-known that the traditional 
views of the Democrats have ever been 
in antagonism to the high protective 
policy which <he opposite party has ad­
vocated as a theory, and has legislated 
\nto practise. The change in tho pre­
dominating political element at Wash­
ington, which now seems inevitable, 
brightens the hope that a commercial 
treaty, mutually satisfactory, might be 
easily effected. To this end, then, we 
think, the efforts of those who are 
striving for the realization of more de­
sirable trade relations, should be chief­
ly directed. Politicians may discuss 
and agitate these matters with the sole 
object of promoting party interests ; 
but the leading men in these Provin 
ces, should eschew minor differences, 
and combine their influences in the 
attainment of such a treaty as we have 
indicated.

In 1873 there were built on the 
Clyde 125 iron screw steamers of 216,006 | 
tons, and only twelve irop sailing ships of 
1Ç,000 tons were launoheji. But ip 1876 
only 83 iron screw steamers were built, 
while ninety-seven iron sailing ships of 
96,000 tons were constructed. This is 
an increase of more than eight-fold in three 
years. The change is one which will be 
welcomed by sailmakers and sailors, who 
generally dislike steamers for reasons of 
their own.

London,Jan. 25.—Northcoto, Chancellor 
of the Exchequer, made a speech at Liver­
pool last night. He said that peace was 
essential to the interest of England. The 
Government deeply sympathizud with the 
oppressed, but intervention in the internal 
affairs of a foreign country was a step re­
quiring grave consideration. The Govern­
ment proceeded on the principle of limiting 
the intervention within proper bounds,and 
avoiding What they felt to be the false po­
licy of coercion. Ho strcnously denied 
that the Government eyer had any inten­
tion of going to war on behalf of Turkey, 
or were ev?r influenced by unworthy jeal­
ousy of Russia. He considered the Turks 
had acted on ill adVfce, and undertaken a 
grave responsibility in rejecting the friend­
ly proposals of the Conference: but Turkey 
had done what she in her free right ib^ught 
best, and he was unable to understand tn£ 
language of those who Apparently desired 
to turn the conduct of Turkey into a cause 
of offence for Europe.'1

London, Jan. 26, p. m.—Russian diplo­
macy is sounding thoqjowers to ascertain 
whether they win agree to a convocation 
of a full European Congress on the Orien­
tal question. Russia thinks herself entitl- 
led to reckon on the continued collective 
efforts of Europe, whose accord for com­
mon ulterior action has not been destroyed 
by the conclusion of the Conference.

London, Jan. 27.—The Times' Belgrade 
despatch confirms the reports of Turkey’s 
proposed peace negotiations toServia. The 
correspondent adds : “ This fine stroke of 
diplomacy is to force Russia's band». Ser- 
via will not dare to refuse the Porte's Over­
ture, unless Russia openly promises sup­
port. Hence Russia will be compelled to 
declare herself or lose the assistance of 
the Servian array, and Servian territory in 
case of war. "

The text ol Midhat Pacha’s despatch to 
Prince Milan concludes as follows : “ Con­
vinced that Your Highness shares my de­
sire to secure peace and terminate a regret­
table war and disastrous strife, I frankly 
invite you personally to a conciliation with 
the Porte by direct negotiations.”

London, Jan. 28.—Mr. Gladstone addree- 
cd a meeting at Trimton, yesterday, on 
the Eastern question. He dvno inced the 
new Turkish constitution and the promis­
ed amelioration of the condition of the 
Christians as a sham, and that sending an 
honorable man to Constantinople to give 
the Porte good ad vice,and then come away 
with nothing but the refusal of that advice 
in his recollection, is nothing more or less 
than mockery. He appealed to England 
to make a gallant and noble effort in the 
cause of humanity.

What 
can be further wished for in a cow? 
It is true that there is no particular 
ring around about the muzzle ; no 
wealth of hair nor mellowness of skin ; 
no black switch ; no black tongue ; no- 
yellow ears; no transparent horn of 
peculiar crumple or curve ; no grand 
escutcheon; no long pedigree in the 
herd book; and no printed certificates 
of importation or of prize-winning, to 
give high character and the immense 
money vaine of the pedigree short horn 
or Jersey. It is only milk and beef 
that give them value ; and therefore 
no one hears of them ; while a beast 
that never raised her own calf or pro­
duced a pound 6f butter is held to be 
worth thousands of dollars.—New York 
Times.
