toms, which have declined nearly $19,000,-
000 in the last four months, as compa
with the same months in 1892, Dauring the
month of October the receipts from
were $2,000,000 less than the receipts from

ment. The falling off in the total revenue
in October was slightly larger than the aver-
sg: for the previous three months, showing
that any improvement to be noted in the
business sicuation has not yet reached the
national treasury. The falling off of revenue
will probably render necessary an issue
bonds to meet current expenses, an event un-
precedented in times of peace in the history
of the neighboring republic.

Spread
it further off and it will do more good.

Nothing so surely marks the careful gar-
dener or farmer as the care he takes in saving
the best seed that he has on his own farm
or can find in his neighborhood, for next
year’s crop. It is not not a difficult matter
to improve thus almost any of our farm
crops. :

The farm without trees, both fruit and
shade, is not at its best. The majority of
farms have too few trees and will not have
enough until the owner is brought to see the
wisdom of having a little nursery of hisown
growing them. This could well be made an
adjunct to every farm and then good trees
would be eusily and cheaply obtained and so
would be planted.

Hogs are more often sufferers from lack
of good water than any other stock. The
milk they eat curdles in their stomach, and
then its caseine does not look so much like
drink as like food. The dishwater mixed
with bran of middlings is more or less salty,
and this makes more intense thirst than be-
fore it was dronk. It can do no harm at
least to offer the hogs, especially those in
pens, all the water once a day they will
drink. More will drink than the owner is
upt to suppose.

To-morrow, the 23rd instant, has been
proclaimed, by both local and dominion
authorities, as a day of geneul thanksgiving.
These proclamations call upon all good
citizens to cease from their labor and toil,
for one day, and to spend the time in such a
way as will best show their gratitude tn the

_Giver of all good, for the' many blessings
bestowed upon them during theyear. QOrigi-
nally, thaoksgiving was intended as a day
of fasting and prayer, when men were ex-
pected to abstain from all worldly pleasures
of every kind, even to eating and drinking.
Now, however, a thanksgiving day has come
to be regarded more as & time for feasting,
and for family reunions: when the sons and
daughters who, it may be, have left the
parental roof and gone out into the world,
again return to the old homestead for a day,
and by their presence make glad the hearts
of parents and other relatives still at home.
Upon these occasions the fatted turkey forms
an important and necessary element. This
is the ideal thanksgiving day among the
people of Now England at tlie present time.
With us, however, the day has not been
80 generally observed nor made as much of
as it might have been. While it is of course
right and proper that we should feel grate-
ful at all times for the great blessings we
receive, it is not inconsistent with this that
we should also set apart one day out of the
year in which to show our gratitude in an
especial manner. In this land of peace and
smiling plenty we can surely throw aside
our work for one day, and forgetful of our
gains and our losses, the cares and anxieties
which seem always to be with us, in this
fierce struggle for existence, and give some
little thought to the duties we owe and the
relationship we hold to the great Being from
whom all our blessing come. We have much
to be thankful for. The past year has been
a moderately prosperous one. Our neigh-
bors across the line have been visited by a
severe financial depression which fortunately
we have largely escaped.

We trust, therefore, that Thursday the
23cd of November of this year of OQur Lord
will be observed as a day of general thanks-
giving in the proper sense of the term, by
all the readers of this paper.

—Busixess must be getting rather duli
with some of the merchants of Halifax, and
time would appear to be hanging rather
heavily on their hands. At any rate we
judge so from the lengthy report published
in one of the city papers of an interview be-
tween a number of these gentlemen and the
members of the local government which took
place one day last weck. Just what these
gentlemen wanted does not appear quite
clear from the published report of the inter-
view, as each member of the delegation
seemed to have a different idea of what he
was there for. But as nearly as we can
judge our good friends in the city have of
late been lying awake nights thinking how
they can benefit these western counties by
assisting to provide increased railway facili-
ties for us. So forthwith these very kind
and philanthropic gentleman formed them-
selves into a delegation and waited upon the
local government to lay before that body
the pondrous ideas they have lately con-
ceived upon this important ‘subject. They
appeared, they declared, in the interest not
only of the business men of Halifax but of
the province generally. It is unfortunate,
however, that they did oot first agree among
themselves as to what they wanted before
attempting to give advice to the government.
Some members of the delegation announced
themselves as opposed to a subsidy to a line
along the shore from Shelburne to Yarmouth.
Another - pronounced emphatically
against a subsidy to a line from Liverpool to
Annapolis; while all appeared to favor a
railway from Sand Point in Shelburne coun-
ty, through the centre of the province,
touching at Caledonia and New Germany,
and coming out somewhere near Bedford, in
Halifax county.

Just what the people of Yarmouth and
Shelburne, who are interested in the con-
struction of the narrow-guage railway in
these counties, may think of this action of
the business men of Halifax, is not difficult

very

to conceive. The same is true of those in-
terested in the Annapolis and Liverpool line.
We want to say a word or two about the pet
scheme of these gentlemen,—the line from
Sand Point in Shelburne to Bedford. Sach
a line, if constructed, would parallel the
Windsor and Annapolis through all of wes

tern Nova Scotia, and only some twenty or
thirty miles from it. What local traffic it
could get would hardly pay for the axle
grease used, and whatever other patronage
it received would be wholly at the expense
of the Windsor and Annapolis line. It
would not open up or develop any country
as the line from New Germany to Bedford
would pass through a country, a large part
of which resembles that at Windsor Junction.
Such a line would afford railway facilities
to but a handful of people, and is wanted by
no one, except, it may be, a few merchants
of Halifax, who think, forsooth, that it
would bring them & little business.” For this
small increase in business they would have
the government spend five or six hundred
thousand dollars in railway subeidies, at a
time when every dollar would have to be
borrowed and added to the debt of the pro-
vince. In short, this is about the wildest
of all the wild-cat schemes of which we.ever
heard, and in our humble opinion the govern-
ment which would propose to subsidize such
a line, in the present financial condition of
the province, would be unworthy the confi-
dence of the people of these western counties
for a single hours Weare quite certain that
the representative of this county who would
countenance such a project would commit
political suicide by so doing. On this ac-
count we think business must be dull with
our Halifax friends, otherwise they would
have no time to waste over such visionary
subjects.

If these gentlemen want business why
don’t they get up and hustle for it as others
do? If they cannot hold the trade of the
western counties with present facilities what
reason have they to expect they will be able
to do so with another line of railway?

A line of railway from some point in
Shelburne connecting with the Annapolis
and Liverpool at Caledonia, or with the
Nova Scotia Central at New Germany may
be all right. But it is hardly worth while
building a line from the latter placeall the way
to Halifax merely to save the short journey
from New Germany to Middleton. And we
fancy our friends in the latter enterprising
town would not take very kindly to any
new railway scheme which proposed to take
from them the patronage they now receive
from the Nova Scotia Central line. For
this is just what & railway from New Ger-
many to Halifax would mean. Premier

The Paradise society has been
at work only a few years; its membership is
smaller, but very  zealous in its effort.
We cannot but feel that these societies are
exerting a very beneficial influence in foster-
ing a missionary spirit in the members, and
pray that the time may come when every
sister will feel it her duty to join heart and
hand in the work.

3. Report of Sunday-schools.—The reports
showed three schools in good working order,
and twenty-five scholarsadded to the church
membership in the three years pustorate.

4. Roll Call of Church.—This was per-
haps the most happy feature of the meeting.
The clerk called the full roll of membership,
which was responded to by a large number
present rising and reciting a passage of scrip-
ture, and quite a number not present send-
ing in their names and passages to be re-
peated by their friends; the remainder of
members present answering to their names
when called. All present seemed to think
the step a good one, and felt that good would
result from it. We trustin the future years
of the church its annual meetings will be of
the same kind, with a very large addition to
the attendance.

The financial mattérs of the church were
then taken up and found to be in a very sat-
isfactory condition; but we desire to improve
in all lines in this department of our work.
By an unanimous vote the services of our
pastor were secured for another year, and
we trust that the divine blessing may rest
on the united work of pastor and people.

The Yarmouth Not Sold.

Boston Post, Saturday: A story in one of
the afternoon papers yesterday, which the
‘other papers may copy,’but which they
will not, was to the effect that the steamer
Yarmouth had been sold to Flint & Co.,
ship brokers of New York for the Brazilian
government. Agont .\‘]nnm'_v stated to a
Post reporter that the ship is not sold and
that the company would not sell her. She
is exactly suited to the purpose of the line
and could not be readily replaced. The offer
of the steamer Bosion of the line isstill open
to the New York brokers, but if not accepted
by Monday, it would be closed positively.

Mrs. Stone was in herself the best reply
that could be made to the argument that
participation in political and publie affairs
must inevitably unsex woman and wake
them mannish.

Her voice was familiar on the public
platforms of every state and territory in the
Union. She had lobbied for suffrage in
the halls of Congress and to forty-four Leg-
islatures.

She had
stood at the polls on city election days dis-,
tributing ballots and urging women to use
the suffrage which Massachusetts had given
them. If any woman had seen American
politics all through, sounded its depths and
made herself fully familiar with its seamy

yet, after fifty years of constant contact
witl: politics and political clans, she was as
sweet, and soft-spoken, as tender-hearted,
as high-minded, as gentle, as gracious and
a womanly as woman as was to be found
anywhere in America.

Her latest portraits show her honest and
handsome face framed in a lace cap that re-
calls the dignified days of our grandmothers,
Those who knew her personally, as I did,
knew that, while her literary abilities were
remarkable and her talents for agitation and
organization extraordinary, she was at the
eame time a most domestic woman, possessed
of the strongest home sympathies and an
ideal wife and mother. Her presence was &
benediction in itself. She was the *‘ grand
old woman” of Massachusetts, and none
knew her who did not respect, admire and
love her.

How Condensed Milk is Made.

In 1888 Switzerland exported 11,770 tons
of condensed milk—a quantity equal to 250,-
000 boxes, or just about twenty-five million
tins. These figures represent practically
the whole of the output, for the guantity
consumed in the country is msignificant
compared with what is exported. Fifreen
thousand cows are required to produce this
quantity of condensed milk. During recent
years says the Chemist and Druggist, the
condensed milk industry has caught on the
other countries besides Switzerland; . but,
even collectively, the new competitors do

not approach the outpu. of the pioneer
country.

There are a great many condensed milk
factories in Switzerland, most of which have [
sprung into life during the last four or five
years, until Swiss milk brands in a shop
window now present almost as bewildering
a variety as the Swedish matches. The in-
dustry mainly depends, however, upon three
large factories—the Henri Nestle Company,
with ite three works at Vivey, Bercher and
Payerene; the Anglo Swiss Company, with
factories at Cham and Guin, and the works
of Lapp at Epagny. Henri Nestle, who
liked so many modern captains of industry,
started life as a phatricasm was, the pioneer
of the condensed milk business.

From allits experiments |
the Station concludes that under the ordin-
ary conditions of piling and exposure of |
manure fifty per cent. or one-half of its |
original value is lost doging the course of a |
summer. The les m thess experiments
is obvious. Manure thrown out loosely un- |
der the eaves of a barn loses certainly three |
fourths of its value, while if piled up loosely
in the fields for six months, one-half of its
value is quite sure to disappear. To save
practically the whole value, the various kinds
of dressing should be composted together and
made thoroughly compact to prevent fer-
mentation, or occasionally forked over when
signs of heating occur—and the piles kept
under cover, or npon a cemented or hard clay
basin that will not permit either leaching
through the ground or washing away into
brooks and rivers. The wise farmer will
make the preservation of farin fertilizers the
object of most particular care.

That parents should deny themselves su-
perfluities for the sake of their children isnot
in the least to their credit; it is meet, right,
and their bounden duty: That they should
give their children better advantages than
they have had themselves is equally, in. the
nature of things, their proper line of conduct.
each generation owes to the one in advance
all that it can bestow of preparation, of cul-
ture, of opportunity, and of privilege. The
self-denial of parents is the tribute the race
demands; it is not especially notable nor
particularly praiseworthy, because it is the
appointed and expected role which is given
to people when they take upon them the ob-
ligations of parenthood.

But self-denial on the part of parents is
one thing, and self-effacement guite another.
The plain man and the plain woman who
have scrimped and stinted and saved, con-
trived, managed, risen early and sat up late,
to send their sons and daughters to college,
to educate them liberally, to place them well
in the world, are not to be eget aside as of
smail account when their children arrive at
maturity.

They are wrong to allow themselves to be
pushed to the wall, set in the back-ground,
as they sometimes are. The mother may
be a Chinese puzzle to her comprehension;

! but she does know a whole world of science,

not necessarily in books, to which her daugh-
ter can gain no clew in the class-room, since
life must be the teacher. The father may
speak a less cultured vernacular than his
boys’ vocabulary, but he has the shrewdness,
the acquaintance with men, which come only
by intercourse with one’s fellows, by joy and
sorrow, and the different phases through
which all pass who live long enough. It
should be no part of the self-denial of parents
to do without the defference, the tender-
ness, the regard, of those whom they have
brought up. 5

children. There are farm.houses in our
