Itis remarked further, that the tenor of the com-
mi-sion delivered to the Apostles seems purposely
calculated to [rovide against, and thereby to render
unnecessury, ull self~constituled nuthority in the church,
“As niy Father has seit me,” said Cluyist, *so
send [ you,” &c. According to the common import
of which words, as well #s the received sense of them
in the Catholic Chureb, our Saviour is to be under.
stond os if he had said, “ with the same pover and
authority that my Futher sent me into the world, to
constitute and govern my Church,] send you and rour
successors, for the further advancement of the same
divine purpose ; and lo ! my Spirit shall accompa-
ny the regular administration of the office to the end
of the world. As therefore, in consiquence of the
mission which I bave received from my Father |
send you, so, by virtue of the mission received from
me, you have authority to send others, for the pur-
pose of carrying on, and perpetuating, the plan which
{ bave set on foot in the world, by a regulsr admi-
nistration of the affuirs of my kingdom, to the end
of time,”

But, it may be said, although this commission,
delivered to the Apostles, stamps a distinction upon
their character, and evidently invests them with a por-
ticular office and authority; yet it does not furnish
sufficient light, by which to deterwine the precice
constitution of the Christian Church, It certainly
does not ; and was there no other light vouchsafed
to us on this subject, we should not speak so decided-
ly upon it, as we now feel ourselves authorized to do.
But, perhaps, more imformation may be expected

The Church being a sciety of which Christ is the!
head, from whom alone all the beuefits belonging to it
are derived, the appointment of the governars, toge-
ther with the rules and orders by which this society
is to be mauaged angd directed, must originate with,
and receive its sanction from bim  For man, mere-
Jy as a man, can claim no rule cver his fellow-crea.!
tures. Government, therefore, whether in church or'
state, must look to that supreme Disposer, from whom'
al! prwer is derived; by whese aothority slone the va-
lidity of its exertions can be established. The yea-'
son of the thing, in this case, we shul! find upon in-
quiry to be confirmed by the bistory of facts.

When our Saviour, after his resurrection, proceed-
edto the regular establishment of his Church wpon
earth, he appointed the eleven principal di-ciples, or
Apostles as they are called by way of distinction, to
meet him in a mountain in Gulilee, for the purpose
of delivering his commission and directions to them
on that subject. ¢ Then the eleven disciples (we
rea’) neat away into Gulilee, into 8 mountain, where
Jesus had appointed hem. And Jesus came, and
spake unto them, sav'ng, All power is given unto me
in heaven and in earth. Go ye, therefore, and teach
(or make di ciples in) all nations, baptizing them in
the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Ghost; teaching them to observe all things
whatsoever I have commanded you; and lo ! | am
with you alway, even unto the end of the world.”
DMatt. xxviii. 18.

It is fo be obeerved, that our Sariour’s disciples
at this time exceeded the number of five hundred.—:
After bis resurrection, St. Panl tells us, that ¢‘ he was
seen of above five hundred brethren st once.” But'
our Saviour ¢id nol deliver the commission for ad-
ministerit g the sacramerts of bis Cvurch 1o his dis-
ciples at large, but only to his eleven Apostles; and!

be recerded.  St. John makes use of a strong ex
pression, where he says, that ¢ if all things which
Jesus did should be written, every one, the world
itself could not contain the books that should be writ-
ten ;”’ thereby giving us to understand, that the his-
tories wrilten by the Apostles furnish but a very short
abstract of our Saviour’s life and conversation; by
no means sufficient to qnalify the reader to forma
minute and circumstantis]l judgment, with respect to
any particular transaction recorded.

Upoo tbe sulject before us, for instance, we have
no information but what is derived from the mere re-
cital of the fact, that our Saviour did, after bi« re-
surrection, deliver a commission to his eleven disci-
ples, relative to the government of his Church. The
manner in which this commission was to be carried
into effect, is to be ascertsined by the subsequent
practice of the Apostles ; which doubtless conformed
to the direction they bad received from their divine
Master. Foritis not to be supposed that our Savi-
vur would fail to accompany the dehivery of so im-
portant a commission, withell the informstion neces-
sary for the parties intrusted with it. Indeed, it
should seem as if this was one of the principal objects
our Saviour had in view, in remaining so Jong upon
earth after us resurrection ; since we are expressly
told, that he, employed thsat ume, in spesking of the
things * perlaining lo the Iingdom of God.”
