There is a mystery attending the suicide
of Lord Gordon, which the inquest has as
yet tailed to unravel. No money or secu*
rities have been found. It appears that the
warrants were not altogether regular, and
the whole affuir bears the complexion of
another attempt at kidnapping by the de-
ceased’s bailsmen in New York. The Chief
Justice reprimanded the officials who effect*
ed the arrest,

The Washington authorities have issued
instructions that all the goods from St John,
intended for Canada, must be landed at
East Port, and shipped there. I'his will
cause great delay and expense, and mer*
chants here are very indignant.

The first train of the Kingston and Peter-
boro’ Railway arrived at Harrowsmith on
Wednesday, where the villagers gave it a
demonstrative welcome. Yesterday the
Directors, contractors and mill owners had
an excursion over the line as far as it is
laid.

Mr. J. Rochester, M, P., has sold a ship
load of deals to be delivered in Montreal
inside of twelve days, The shipmeant will
be made direct to Brighton, England,

The British Steamship ¢ Corinth,’ Captain
Oder, which lef New York, July 15th, for
Liverpool, was lost off Galway, County Cork,
Ireland, together with cargo. The crew was
saved.

The Cologne Gazette says that the French
Government have agréed to recall the war
ship Orenoque from Civita Vecchia, and that
vessel will probably quit that station before
the 15th instant. -

A Special despatch dated St. Louis, 4th
to the Globe from Fort Gibson, says a band
of Indians entered Fort Gibson last night,
proke open the 1ail and liberated the Indian
charged with the murder of a white maa in
the lndian territory, and confned by the

United States Marshal. Tn leaving they
discharged their guns close to the command-
ing officer’s quarters. They threaten, if any
more Indians are confined, they will burn
the town, and such things may be looked .
for at any time, there being only six or eight’
soldiers in the garrison. '

A telegraph operator at Aurora, Indiana,
reports that the steamer Paf Rogers was
burned this morning, Tuesday 4th one mile
below Aurora, nnd ahout twenty lives were
lost, th- victims being principally Iadies.

The possible origin  of the tire on the
steamer Rogers is given as follows : —About
two weeks agzo a negro thief was detected
by the watchman who fired at but. missed
bhim ; this negro took passage on the Rogers
on Tuesday, snd was heard to say before
starting that he would make it as hot as
h—I for that watchman before the boat .
reached Cincinnati. Theopinion expressed
is that the negro set fire to the boat and cut
the tiller rope. -

The Halifax City Brigade was inspeoted
by mo on the 10th Ootobor,1873. The work-
ing of the brigade is very satisfuctory ; both
oficers and men take an interest in their
work, and strive to attain efficienoy. The
manosuvring is very fair, and the uniforms
well put on, appointmentd, clean and tidy,
and the men present a soldierliko appear-
anco; and at the roview in honor of the
Governor General, earned high commenda-
tion from his Excellenoy, and also from the
Licut'-Genera} Commanding il ¢ troops.

Groat difficulty is experienced .in horsing
the Light Battery ; a very large smount i3
annually contributed by the mombers of
the battery to supplement the Government
allowance for horses, which cannot be ob-
tained for less than $1:00 per hour.

The G8th Battalion went into campe at
Kentville, As this was a regimental camp,
I know nothing of how the camp economy
was carried out, but in the fow simple batta.
lion movements performed, the men shewed
some knowledge of drill.

The 69th Battalion drill at company and
battalion head-quarters, but it rained heavi-
ly during the inspection, held at Paradise,
on Tth October, and I dismissed the men
after a close muster and one or Lvo simple
battalion movaments.

GENERAL REMARKS.

I may say of all the purely rural gorps,
that the men are much more careless of their
appearanco than the city sud villagoe corps.
They have no patiern to form upon, no oune
to. 5uide or advise them in military matters,
and the presence of an_instructor, who has
hsd regular military trataing in the army, is
much required : all ranks are most willing
to be taught The officers are generaily in
earnest, and do their best, nd they mostly
have a fair knowledge of drill, &c ; but they
come to ‘ha-annual training atter & year's
absence, '+ y have no trained non-conns'
sioned oftic v3 to assist them, many of their
men ate recruits, and the utter impossibility
of doing everything themselves becomes at
last soapparent,that they becomediscourag'
ed, and find their best and only lan isto
gloss over as much as posaible, and ¢ get
‘through” the training. If the trainii.g isstill
to be confined to one term of 8 or 16 days
annually, and entirely given up for the
year, officers, non‘commissioned officers,and
recruits should havesome m eliminary drill,
otherwisa the full advantage of the trainiog
to ihe rest of the corps,.cannot be obtained,
Ifit.be the intention of the authorities to
daal with the volunteer militia as if they are
regular soldiers, or on the same footing as
tho Eoglish militia, to bo called away from
home and avocalion,and give up everything
elso whilst at training, the Government

must then be prepared .to enter the labour
market, and pay the proper price for what
it wauts ; but if the aim is,ns [ take it to be
to get a body of men who have astake inthe
country, and who can be found when wanted
at any time throughout the year, and who
paceive a; small ‘money payment more 4

cover actual outlay than to pay for lost

time, more consideratien must be givenss

to how this class can best acquira the great’

est amount of. training with the least sacri’

fico of tima,, Allowance must be made for

the varying circumstances of different locsl’,
ities, and actual efficiency, to be shownat

semi‘anpual inspections, should be the test
‘rather tban the compulsory sacrifice ofs

certain number of days in camp.

Cheshire, Both sides, but more particularly
the Rillés’ were iu splendid form. Thoy have
never had.so fine a team since the regiment
was raided, and they hava been practising
persistently for months past,in anticipation
of thits match. Somé idea msy be formeéd of
the amount of the shooting done, from the
fact that 450,000 rounds-have been used
sinco the season opened,and although thero
are filly five targets at the Range it is a dif-
ficult matter to find one disongaged, aund,
wors are to bo added.

The Canadians werd not at their best'by
any means, only about forty eight hours
haying elapsed since their arrival,and many
of thé men who had been well during the |
journey, felt the effeots of thie passage after |
landing.

2. In water to supply the army from day
to day, as‘it moves and fights.

In time of peace-the'current wants are in
most services comparatively small, and the
ardinary means of transportation of the
country, such as railways and steamers,
usually suffice for the delivery of supplies,
which deliveries can then be made for seve
ral months or weeks at a time, and in the
most coovenient seaon. In time of war
not only are the demands immensly increas
ed. but special means of transportation and
delivery must be- arranged to sccompany
the troops on their daily marches. The
peuco-orgaunization must provide for all this,
1¢,it must be such as to permit a rapid in.
crease of its personnel; measures must be
arranged for the maintenancé of the

The affairs of this department are under
the direct supervision of the ** General Au-
ditoriat,'’ which is itself immediately respon-
sible to the second section of the General
War Department, and has immediate con*
trol of tlie corps, divison, garrison, regimen-
tal,and battalion auditors (judge advocates,
very nearly), as well as of the various
courts-martiai and courts of honor.

Estella, Navare, June 30.— I um able now
{o give the Carlist version of their latest
victory. Before I begin this task I should
say that before I left the Republlicn head
quatteis L escertalned that the Reudblican
sy in the three days battle were but little
exagerated by mie when Lstared them at 4,
000 men.  There were more thau 3,500 men
killed, wounded and prisoners, anl a very
large number of muskets and iifles were
captured by the Carlists. The losses of the
latter did not exceed 400 men ; and this
disproportion was due to the fact that the
Carlists fuught beling intrenchments It
is r.ot tzue that Marshal Concha was killed
while leading n chiarge, ns some of his ofi
oers have said. He had been standing
while the last charge w.s made, bebinia
stune fence aboat fifty yarls in front of the
village. Ashe saw his men for tho last
time driven helter skelter down the hill,
the Carlists pursuing them, he meounted bis
horseand rode aifter them. A ball struck
bim in the chest, he fell and was carried to
a cottagoe where, two hours afterwards, he
died, I visited the cotlage yesterdasy usnd
saw the little room where he expired. The
cottago 1s almost the only onelelt n the
village which his troops, the*same morning,
bad given to the flames in pure wantouness

They notonly burned Abarzuza, but all
the other villages which they had occupied
the night befdre, and it was tnese outrages
and others still worse which fed to a terri
ble scene this morning. Among the pn
soners were 192 men wuo were captured at
or near Abarzuzn on the night of tho 27th,
The people of the wilage declared that
these men wore those who had burned their
houses, robbed them, murdered some old
men, and ravished the unfortunate women
who fell into their hands.
