PUBLIC SOHOOL COURSE 0F STUDY.

COMMENTS

1. The ptl:c. sclîool course of study ma3 be eonsidered under the suh.divigion of the
cotnmon and high sehool courses They furnish a hasis for ilie classifica~tion of pupils by
the teachers, and for the exanîination of sclîools by the inspuers, while they also secure a
definiite ce ordination of ail the work attempted in the public sclînols of ail grades, thus
iosrering t.ýe harmiotîous interaction of ail the educational forces of the P>rovince.

2. These courses are to bc followeci iii ail schoois, particulady withi reference to (1)
the order of succession of the subjccts, and (2) the siniultanity of thoir study. The fulness
of dletail with whicla they ean be carried out in each sehool inust depend tipon local con-
ditions. snch as the siz.e of the school, the number of grades assigncd to the teacher, etc.
As sugg,çestive to teachers wvith littie experience, contracted forms. of the detailcd conmon
school course for miiscellaineots and p.irtially gradcd sehools are appended.

3. The public school course of sýtndy is the result cf the observation and experience of
representati'e lcading teachers of the province, under tAie suggestion of tie cxperlhnents of
other cotintries, and the criticisin of our own teachers ini provincial conventions assemhled
for many years in succession. A systemn dcveloped in 2uc!' a ianner mnust necessarily iii
some points be a compromise, and presunîidy therefore ai least a littie behind Mwhit we
inight expeet froni the few most advanced tecclieis. But, i is aleo very likely to lbe a
botter guide tlian Uie practice o! a inaxority witlîout any inutual consultation for
improvemient. The successive progression of studies is int.endêd to )e adapted to the order
of development of the powers o! the child's mind, wvhile their simultaneous progression is.
designed to prevent monotony and onesidedness, and to produce a lîarmoniov.s and Iieaithy
development of the physical, mental an- moral powers o! the pîîpîl. The apparent

iuipicity of the subjects is dlue to their suh.division for thie purpoae of emphasizing
leading features of the main suhjects whicli mighit otherwise le overlookcd hy incxreriencedi
teachers. The courses have bet-n demonstrated to be adapted to the average pupil under a
teaclier of average skill. The teacher is, however, cautîoncd to take special care that
pupils prematurely promnoted or in feehie health should flot run ity risk o! Ilover pressure"
in attemapting to follow the average cîas work.

Changes in these courses of study must always ho expected from. year to year, but to a
vory small extent it is hoped, except iu the. prescription of certain texts in the high
school course. Those will be publishied froin titne to tit-e in the organ of the Department,
the JOUR.NAL 0F EDUCATbON, issued in April and October o! eachi year. i

GENERAL DIRECTIONS.

(FORt ALL PUBLIC SCuIOOLS.>

(The paragraph niuinhers below refor to corresponding columus in flic statistical tables
of the Register.)

65. £!alistheyics and .3filita?'y Drill-As often as fouud expedient ; but " physical J4
exercise " should bc given once in thec middle o! every session over one lieur in lengtlî, and
in the low'er grades more frequent!y than in the higher. Correct position, etc., in sitting,
stanrding ànd walking, polite behavior aud good inanners generally are ur.ost, important, and
should in every sehool be madle habituai t0 each pupil. The more useful wQrds of
command and corrcsponding inovements o! «<military drilli" should ho shoroughly known
in ail schools.

66. Vocal .Musir.-All pupils (excepting of course those knouwn to ho organically
defective as respects music) should he able to pass an exainination in vocal muici before
promotion to a higher grade. For the present the followingf minimum is prescribed for
eaeli grade. At leasi, one simple song with its tonic-sol-fa notation for Grade I. An t
additional melody aud its notation for ecdi succeeding grade, %vitl, it correspondingly
iiiercascdl geueral knowvledIge o! music. Vocal music may ho conibined Mith some forms of

physical exercise " as iu marching an2d lighit moveincuts. Rcconiunended, «I YaiÂonal
anid Jracetion Songs," for Common aud High 4Schoois. Teachiers niusically defective may

copl vith the law hy having these lessonZe ghven by any one qualified.
67. Hygîene and Temper«nice.-0rally in ait grades, and as incidents or occasions May

suggcst. Text oooks for pupils' use as follows: Grades V. and VI., Healtlî Reader No. 1;
Grades VIL. and VIII., IIea[thi Reader No. 2

68. Mloral andZ Pa&iotic Duties.-As enjoined by the School Law aud when fouud'
moàt convenient and effective Some lessous in reader, in history, in biograplîy, etc.,
as wvell ai public anniversary days may bo utilized incidentally. Z

69. LCR.son o» XYature.-Tho noting, examnation and study of tho comme»n niitd more
important naturai objecta and îlatiI of nature as they are exeinp'itie-d within the range of
the school section or of the pu ptils observations. Under t1ii bond pupils shouid not bo
required to ineinorize nlotes or fac te w hielh they have tiot ut icaist to sorne extent actually
observed or verified for themrseives Brittain's " Nature Lessons,," and Payne*s Nature
Stnd(y," (U3. S. A.), or' Garlii and Dexter'8 "«Object Lessons for Standards I., II and Ii1. "
(Engiand), are 1useful guides to the teacher for portions of the work prescribed in somne of
the g rades. Thiere shotild be a short - Nature Lessom " givon erery day, as often as
possilIe on the daiiy collections and observations of the puipils theanseives instead of those
of the teacher-the lesson alwayi; te be bascd on the objects or observations. 'rheso guide
books are to ho tuzed. oniy to shoiv tie teacher how to give 8uchi iesioîîs and thoy are
entîreiy prohibited as text books for either pupil or teacher, for uinder ne circumnstances
shon]d "lnotes " from the books be given te pupils. Ail sncbl studios miust bo from the
objecte. Observations under this head formi eonie of the best subjeots for Engliih Coin-
position Exorcises iii ail the grades.

70. Spelling an<t Dication.-It shotnld ho strictiy insisted uipon that, front tho very
conmmencement ici tho first grade, the pupil shotid speil every word read iii the lessons, and
common wvords cf simnilar dithiculty used iii his conversation. \Vritiuig wvords ini the Iower
grades. Transcription and dietation in the highier grades shouid bo utiiized more and
more as faciiity i writing increases.

71. Reading and Elocution.-l. Pupils must bo enabicd te ciearly undcrstaud the
portion te be rend, thon te read it with proper expression. 12. Faults cf enuinciatien, pre-
iunciation, etc., cf tono, cf posture and tianner, etc , miuet bc catefuily noted and
corrected. 3. Cimeice passages shouid be mnemorized cccasionnhly fer recitatmn wvith the
proper expression. 'ren i nes per year at least for Grade I., ntventy Unes at lcast for
Grade II., and a s;miiar inerease for each succeeding grade, is prescribed In thc Highi
School Grades the miemorizing and effective recitation of eheico ex tracts in erer-y lançinage
stndied, is aise iniperative on each pupil. Reading shouid be tau-ght at first, partly at
icast, by word biidin frein the, phone elemnents, occasionai drille cf this kind being con-
tinued in ail the grades te obtain clear enuinciatien.

72. En.lsl.-lni ail grades practice sholmid constantiy be givon in oxpressing tue
substance of steries, lessons, or observatiens, éraiiy iii correct language. and in the higher
grades in writing aise. Discussion cf subjeet inatter cf lessen. Attention te the use of
cispitals. ptinctuation marks, paragraphing, etc., shotild be introdnced gradttally and
reguiariy, ce that at tise end cf the comumon seimeol course, language in correct form can be
fluentiy used ini description or business letters, erally and iii %'îiting The practicai rather
than the theoreticai kniowicdge of Englishi je vhat is speciaiiy reqnirea in the coinmon
.school, and a large portion oif the scheol tinte should be given te it. Pupils chouid be con-
tinuaiiy exercised iii finding synonymes or substituting "ltheir own. made anoaninge " for
diffleuit words in their reading lessons, instead of merely înemerizing definitiens oftn
given at hond cf lesson.

703. Wlriiiti.. Styles ineet easy te rend shouid be cultivated. Simple vertical writing
is generaliy preferable te the sloping styles. No exercice in wvriting siioui(i be accepted
by the teacher freont tc pupil uniess its forni shows evidence oîf care. Shouild begin in
the firet grade with lettere feried frem the simple ciemnents properiy ciassifie.d, ammd
should be taught iu the order cf difficnlty.

77. Drawving. Thempsc.n's « "Manual Training No. 1," is reccnmniended te the teacher
as covering te somte extent the Drctwing and Lessons on Natu'e m they mnay bo tauglis to
pupils cf the first five grades, and No 2, the' next five grades ;or \ic'aitl's " Publie
School Draw-ing -Manua, '<Toronto), as cevering generaliy the %veik of '1-.c Crnmon and
Righ Sehools. Prawing cf objecte studied unider the head of Nature Lessoits te be con-
stantiy practised, and carried on even in the High Sehool.,

78. Arithmýeti.-It le cf the highest importance te secure the habit of obtaining
accurat;e answcrs at the finsi attempt Every slip in mental or written arithimneticai. work
je not oniy unneeess-ary, but ie a positive education in a habit whici vwiii tend te render
useiesa the iet strenueous effiortsj after'vards te becoume accurate, or even te muake catis-
fnctory progrese in matiiematice. Accuracy le of supreme importance frein the first.
Rapidity shouid foliewy as the secondary consideration. Appropriate exercices in Mental
aritmmetie shouid bo given in every grade and profieiency in it sbould be requirod in all
promotions.

75 and 76. Geoçp',aphty and, Hin1ory.-ýThe verbal memorizing of those lessens at home
by the pupil je fer time meet part injurions te the character of lime meinory anmd uselees ns
practical knowledge.

Local or current events, historical, econoinie or scientific, should boe
zkilfully used to interpret the remote in time &nd place.

To read a shorfrstory, or choice description once to the class; giving ail, say,
esactly five or ton minutes to %vrite rapidly their remembranco of it substantially, is a
gooti exorcise ; espccially if the errors are corrected beforo the class or otherîvise shortly
after. Or tu give themn an object or a picture to "write up " rapidly in a limited timie.
This ivili dlevelop facihity of composition. Somne gramniar and analysis, of course, wvill bo
necessary miortIer to enable the pupils to understand the reasons why some methods of
expression are botter than oabers.

JlIatheniaic-Several subjeets need be taken up only for a ntonth or tvwo, suchi as the
elementary rules of algebra, accounits, the use of the mnat-hematical szeas ou Allen's
Card Scale, and the coinpass in mathematical drawving.

This constitutes a practical affiliation cf
the Public High Schiocîs with the Univorsities, wvhich wifl save division of onergy iu many
luigli sehools, wvhile it will place oach cf the Universities in the samo relation te the publie
scliocîs.

Comment -Iu performing Uie duty of solecting and prescribing toxt bocks for the
Publie coels, the Counecil cf Public luistructioîî lias availed itself as fully as possible cf
the kncovledge aîîd experience cf those vhîo are eiîgaged iii the practical wvork cf education.
The sole aimn cf recent mocdificationîs lias bo n to secuire, at a reasouable cost a serios cf
texts adapted for usie in 6ckol,. Change in authîorized bocks is iin it,;elf a very undesirable
thîing.

.rite prescribing of îîew bocks is eue cf sucli importance te thle country that th e iot
oxtraordiîary ca-vc lias te be takon te inake sure tlitt the iîltimiate advaîîtages cf a change
ivill nmore than coînpensato thîe people fer Uic temporary lcss or annoyance always iîivolved
in inaking a change. But change tiiere must be. ht is thie essential- condition cf ai
growth ; and ive eîîght under such circtuîstances te bo always prepared for it.
* Inspectors aiid teacliers tre reiided :

1. That tlhe course cf study for comnîon sciiocîs enconrages an oconoîîuical expendi-
ttre for thec text bocks by prcviding a systemt cf oral inîstruction fer junior classes Toc
xnany teacliers try te satisfy tlieirscives in respect te their more yeuthfnl pulpils by placing
ia tiîeir liands text books net nceded iii any case, anti worse thati useless -adieu unaceom-
pauiied by proper oral exposition. A text bock shouid net ho required for a child until lie
is preparcd te use it intelligently.

2. Tlîat the regulation whlich i akqrq it illegal and impreper for a teacher to intruduce
unauthorized texts, by ne uneans lîinders juin from giviîîg his pupils the benefit cf otlier
treatises te whose explanations lie mnay attachi inmportance. T'he progressive teaclier wvill
adways hav'e such aida wvithiiu reach, aîîd wvill se use thîeii as te imparri varioty and interest
te his instructionis.

LOCAL " NATURE " OBSERVATIONS.

This sheet is provided for the purpose of aiding teachers to interest their pupilb
in observing the tinies of the regular procession of natural phenomena each season.
First, it niay hielp thc teacher in doing sm f h Ntr"lso oki h
Course of Stud : secondly, it nay ai in proruring valuable information for the
locality and Province. Tivo copies are provided -for eachi teacher w~ho wislies to
conduct such observations, one to be attachied to the school register, so as to be pre-
served as the property of the section for reference fromn year to year ; the otizer to, be
sent ini w'ith the Return to, the Inbpector, w~ho w~ilI transmit it to the Superintendent
for examination, and conipilation if desirable.

Whiat is desircd is to have recorded in these forms, the dates of the firsi leafing,
flowering and fru iting of plants and trees ;the fir-si appearance in the locality of
birds migratingz north in spring or south in autumn, etc. While the objects specifled
hiere are given so ab to enable coniparison to bc mnade betu ep the différent sections
of the Province, it is vcry desirable that ail other 'ocal phienomena of a similar k'ind
be recorded. Eachi locality bas aflo.ra/iiza, cimnate, etc , mure or less distinctiy its
owvn ; and the more comnion trees, shirubs, plants, crops, etc., are those which 'Will
be niost valuable frorr a local pointL of viev., in coinparing the characters of a ser;es of
seasons.

Teachers wîil find it one of the mnost convenient: means for the stimulation of
pupils in observing aIl natural phienomena when going to and froin the school, some
of the pupils radiating as far as twvo miles from the schooi room. The "nature
study ' under these conditions wvould lbe iainly undertaken at the most convenient
tume, thus flot encroaching on school time ; while on the other hand it ývill tend to
break, up the monotony of school travel, 611l an idie and 'vearisonle hour with
interest, and bc one of the niost valuable forms of educational discipline The eyes of
a wvhole school daily passing over a wvhole school district wvould let e'ery littie escape
notice, especially if the first observer of each annually recurring phenomenon would
receive credit as the first observer of it for the year. The observations would be
accurate, as the facts would have to be domonstrated bY the most undoubted evidence,
such as the bringzng of the specimaens to the school i'hen possible or necessary.

To ail observers the following most important, inost essential principles of
recording are emiphasized: Better nzo date, NO RECORD, than a WVRONG ONE or a
DOUBTFUL one. Sports out of season. due to very local conditions flot common to,
at least a sniall field, should flot be recorded exctpt parenthetically. The date to, be
recorded for the purposes of compilation with those of other localities should be the
first of the niaiy of its kind following immediqtely after, etc. For instance, a butterfly
emerging from its chrysalis in a sheltered cmanny by a southern weindow in january
would not bc an indication of the general cliniate, but of the peculiarly heated nook
in wvhich the clirysalis %was shieltered ; nor %vould a flower in a seini-artificial, warm,
shielter, give the date required. When these sports out of season occur, they might
albo be recorded, but withiin a parenthesis to indicate the peculiarity of some of the
conditions affecting their cey appearance.

After the trial of other plans, it is now reeomrnended that these
sehedules be sent in to the Inspector only once a year, and with the
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annual sehool )-eturns in July, containing the observations m ade during
the whole school year and baec as far as the preceding July (if possible>
when the sehedule of the previon-s sehool year wvas necessarily completed
and sent in.

Aduplicate c0py of the sehedule of observations should. be securelyI
attacbed to the sch.ool RegrisLer for the year, so that the series of annuol
observations niay he preserved in each locality.

Remember to fill in carefully and distinctly the date and loeality in
every blank at the head of the sehedule on the next page; for if either
the date or the locality or the name of. L he responsible"compiler should
be omitted (as in sorne cases it has been), the whole pape is worthless
and xviii be burned instead of being bound up in the volume of The
Phenologrical Observations o? Nova Scotia.

The Post Office addrcss to be fil]ed in at the top of the sehedule is
meant to be that one nearest to fihe sehool house or the centre o? the
section or locality which the observations represent, for the postal maps
of the Province indicate the exact geographical position of each Post
Office, while the locations of many school sections -,are not indicated on
any maps.

*.' NOTES AND ýCOMMENTS.

Read what appear to ho the old standing Regulations and comments,
etc., in this JOURNAL One word ehanged sometimes inakes a great
difference in the Iaw.t the cijurse, after the Ss of Deeember next.p

This means, that, a candidate who bas not gone up for the Iowrr

grades, and who may have obtained a grade "A" certificate, cannot
obtain a License higher than «"D (provisional)" without -attendance at
the Normal S chool * This is because bis l< pass " on grade 'g4A" does notindicate that ie lias a '1'33 per cent " proflciency in eac.h of the subjects
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required to be taught in the lower grades. After i. notice of several
vears standing, the taking *of the \various exaininations in order is at
last made comipulsory so far as the tenching profession is concerned. If
any person finds himnself disqualified by this regulation, lie bas reason to
be thaiikful that the defect may be supplied in connection xvith his
Normal Sehool course.

Thte Iligh Schoot Ilpass " of 25 per cent. is not dffected hy this change,
and the examination reomains at the standard att.ained last yoar.

Entrance into the iVorrnal ,Schooi is on the Highi School "t pass " as
hitherto. Scholarsliip defects (marks under 33) if dernonst.rated to the
faculty to be 9,emedied, wi]l not prevent the issue of the Normal diploma
to the candidates concerned.

GovernmentzNight S&hools should not be petitioned for by sections
whichi have only thoir native population to henefit fironi thern. Elemen-
tary education should have heen given previousf4y to ail whien ùf school
age. The object of the Government Nighit School Act is to supply
provincial aid to a section xvhich flnds itself htirdened wvith nium bers of
uneducated young men from abroad, draxvn thither by industries which
do not increase the assessable property in the section in proportion to

v - the numlber requiring, elementar~- -,ducation.

The Eveniing Sehoot regulations have therefore been mnodified to
* enable those Nv'ho. have hitherto been applying unsuccessfully for
*Government Night Sehools, to obtainz Eveningy Schools more conveniently

than before. Ait E-vening School is a public sohool undler the direction
j i I of the trustees of the section exactly as the day school.s are. The trustee-,

t xiii fot be likely to orgranize one unle.ss the comrniinitv is desirous of
havingy such a schJ»ol ; indeed it, ias a coniton thing, to see long lists
of naines to a petition for a Government Night Sohuol followed bya
beggarly attendance afterwards. This seeinec to sugg0est that com-
munities rnight be found quite ready to petition the goveî niient to spend

* . money in the section, even when they xvould flot tak-e the trouble of
* ~attending the school. As the Educational IEstim 2teq already nearly touch

one quarter of a million, it must be evident to all that no inoney should
be spent in this mnanner without the clearest eviderice for justification.

* Trutstees t1ironghi their Secretacy, or other'vise, should neyer engage
a teacher without seeing the License bearing the seal of the Council of

* Public Instruction. Higrh School Certificates, M. P. Q. Certificates, or
even Normal Sohool Diplomas, do not qualify persons to teach a public
sehool. The License alone does that, and without a License no county

* t moneys can be paid to the trustees and no ?i'Qvilcial grant to the
teacher. The other certificates are, of course, useful in demonstrating,
the scholarship or other qualifications of toachers, and trustees ivould do
-vell in considering them in addition to the necessary License.
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Teac7ters cannot engage a scbool for a period less than a sehool yearwitbout the consent of the Inspector. Public money cannot be drawn
by either the teacher or trustee for the portion of the termn whichi May
have been taugtht witbout legral authorization and th e approval of the
Inspector. See section 28 (1> oi the Statutes.

The Principal of a graded sehool must hold at least a flrst class
License, or if a 8ecoind class teacher, must be specially recornrended by
the Inspector. The engagement of a third class teacher as the principal
of such scJiool is illegral under any circumstances. See Regulation,
pagte 134 of this Journal.

Teachers who attended the Dominion Educational Association, can
take their week of holidays at any time cluring the present sehool year
agireed to by their trustees. When the semi-annual (or annual) return
lis made it wvill be necessary to have the certificate of attendance
attached, in order to receive credit for the week.

Teacliers wbo faul to complete their Registers exactly as prescribed,(i
or who leave any blank iri their. returns unanswered or wrongly
answvered, shall not receive their Pr-ovincial grant unless the return and
statistics are prornptly corrected as required by the Inspector. This has
always been the k',and ln nearly ail Inspectorates every teacher is
prompt and accurate. The Inspector has to sum together the figures o?
every returu. If one return bas figures in one part which do not tally
with those in another part, it wifl cause the Inspector's summary to be
just so far out. The Inspector must be helà responsible for the neglect
of the teacher under bis charge, wben he bas so, ample a power to
enforce attention to such a simple duty.

The Superintondent wisbies to intimnate tbat althoughi it is more or*
less necessary that the JOURNAL sbould he continuously callitig attention
to errors into which botb teacbers and trustees are liablé to fail, these
errors now rarely occur except in one or two 'Inspectorates. But so,
long as tbey occur at ail it is necessary to keep calling attention, to theni
until they are entireiy eliniinated.

The spleùidid condition into which ail of the teachers bave been
drilled in some counties, pr-oves tbat it is quite possible that Regristers
can be kept accurately and neatly up to tbe very letter of tbe law;
and tbat througbhout every district in the province the statistics compiled
into their returns 'should be in every case exact and complete. The
teacher who fails in doing, so sbould neyer receive any recognition of his
service unýi1 be (or she) can do it and does it.

The Course of Study in the Registers is always likely to be too old
on account o? tbe necessity o? distributing tbemn several months in
advance. But they substantially show the outline, the hast JOURNAL
being tbe legal autbority.

It bas been discovered tbat there are inany teacbers who have,
been in the habit o? ignoring the "General Dir-ectionis," of the Cours~
of Study, and concentrating their attention on the <'Special Directions.
This is a serious mistake; for the most important parts of the "preL-
scribed course" are the " GE NERAL DIRECTIONS," no matter whether

*1
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in a rural or graded àcboo1, in the lowver grades or in the high
sehool grades. The ' Speciat Directions " are simply the enumeration of
the portions of text books to be covered in the different grades; the
"GOeneral Directions " are of the utmost importance, as they indicate the
manner in which the wvork cominon to ail grades should be done, as-
well as indicatingy the work itself.

Inspectors are requested to value the work done in the sehools they
visit withi Ppecial reference to the " GENERAL DiltEoCTIONs."

MANUAL TRAINING, &o.

In some of ouù hest sehools, pupils in the seventh and elghth grades
are taking, coifrses in woodwork, cookery, or sewing, in connection with
the public school systemn. Principals of Academies are authorized
hereby to accepf, the certificate of any such course of Manual Training
which they knoiv to mean that the candidate bas acquired a satisfactory
degree of proficiency in the said department, in lieu of the fli value
of any question on such work in the Oounty Academy Entrance
Examination. This puts certificates of efficient practical wvork of this
kind on the saine level as the Ton)ic-.-ol.fa certificate. There is no doubt,
that a certificate based on a practical c-xamination of the candidate
at work is a much better test of the work done by him and his pro-
flciency, than the written answer to a question ean posssibly be.

PHENOLOGICAL OBSERVATIONS.

Over six hundred good local " nature " observations have been sent
in this year, as compared with over two hundred last year. From the

-reports of Inspectorý and others they seemn to have stimulated observa-
tion on the part of school children. They wvill be valuable also as local
,information which as years go on wvill become even more valuable as
a record of the character and tendency of climate. Ail the schiedules
whose compilers and localities are published in the JOURNAL will be pre-
served as important provincial statistics, for reference and compilation.
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Somne schedules were sent in, whieh un account of accident or negli-
gence in noting the'year of observation, the locality, or the responsible
comîpiler, were useless.

Lt will be noted from the Iatest forin of the schedule, that henceforth
theme observations will ho sent in once a. year oniyr,-with the annual
returns in July.

Some of the schedules of last year have evidently heen the resuit '

not only of rnuch observation, but of great care, without which the
schedule is worse than useless. Sorne contain iflany additional observa-
tions of rnuch value as contributions to the natural history of the
Province.

THE PRONUNCIATION 0F LATIN AND GRIEEK.

ccFor several years.the "'Roman" pronunciation of Latin and the
"accentuai " pronunciation of Greek bave been continuously recoin-

mended. There are some sehools in which they have flot yet beep,
introduced, and the classical professors in our Universities complain'ofz
the mixed pronunciation. Lt is too bad that there are yet some, «oos
in which these languagres are stili taught with a pronunciat*jon which
the student must try to unlearn if he ie to go on wihbu laësical
education, and which under sncb circumstances wiIl àlways handicap
him in their oral use. There was a. time when classical teachers
could, without loss of prestige, maintain the "« Englisb," or "Scotch,"
'or "«Mongrel,» or " German," or ';French," or -"Italian " method of pron un-
ciation. To every one acquainted with the action taken on this
question by leading Universities in England, the United States and
Canada, and in thie High Sehools throughout these countries, that turne
is now passed.

The on)y case in which it woild now appear excusable to use one
of these dialectical variations is when the students, expect to attend
a University in which one of these dialects9 is used' For instance, if
students expeet to continue their stUdies3 in theology at Rome where
Latin is the language u8ed],,it will be to their *âdvantage to, use the
Italian pronunciaion, in order to easily understand and be understood.

After the present year, the "Roman" or" phonetie" pronunciation of
Latin and the " accentual " pronunciation of Greek wiIl be imperative in
ail institutions drawing public tnoneY, unless it is shown to the Super-
intendent that there is an advantage in the use tf any special dialeet
for the s9tudo.nts of a particule.r sehool.

The text books named in the Course of Study for Latin and Greek,
explain the systemrs of pronunciation recnmmended. The "Laws of tbe.
Greek Accents," by Gwriffith, (James Parker & Co., London), 27, pageis,
4 by 5j- inches, 15 cents, is recommended to students.

County Academies, of course, m&st provide instruction in the
Cioptional " subjects up to the end of grade eleven, for any qualified
student froin the cont'ry who iuay require it.
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WRLTING.
Coinplaints otten corne frorn business men who want good book-

keepers, that the scheels are not producing good (beautiful> writers.
This is net (lue te the lack of regulation in the Course of Study (see
General Divections, 73ý); nor to laclc of power griven to the principal
of a school who can stop the presentation of a bad writer at the Pro-
vincial Dixamination (see form of application). 'IL is net due te the
student's net doing, erîoughl %vriting; but te quite the opposite reasen.
The higli school student now writes very nitich more than in the
previeus generation. The -very arneunt maakes it an occasion foi- hurry;
se, thiat a beaittifui writer frorn the eigfhthi urade-the coinen school-
niay beeome as, illecgible in a year or two in~ the highi school as if he were
a busy lawyer in pre-typewriting days.

The writing ab the Provincial Examinationshlas been referred te by
some o? the exarniner.3 as on the wvhole very good-as good as desiràble-
and that is more than used to bu said of the îvriting. t But business men
have too often reason te complain. -Frequently the. boy gfoing into busi-
ness is one wvhom, t.he teacher cannet conscientiously recommend te gro
up for examination. That is of ten the occasion of his attemnpt te secure
a place as a clerk, wheve his defects, inaccuracy in arithiretic and spelling
and lack of style in handwriting, -w'ill be even more conspicuous than in
the sehool, for they are the main points which are then required o? hum.

The school systemn is not i esponsible for such a product. The teacher
may bu, if he dous net follow out te the lutter the regulations laid down.
Sonàetimeus it is, of course, solely the pupil's fault.

Howevur,, it is desirablu that. any one who wvrites, s-hould write
deliberately unough te write well. Teachers are strongly advised
te use the peower gïven Lither, oZ withliolding, thieir recomuiendation te
the Provincial Exarnination in t' case of those ;vh do net taku care
te, acquiru a good style ef haûdçwriting. If a pupil should obtain a
recommundation frei another teacher, atter bEîng refnsed ene by bis
regular teacher, on receiving notice ef the tact, the, Education Depait-
ment will -î.ot admit such a candidate te exainination without an
investigation at the cost of the party in detauit. Teachurs should be
careftul net te recornmend candidates whe are net, in thuir opinion up te

a good standard i reading, and handwriting, and likely te pass, for the
failure ef a candidate reflects on their judguîuinr.

THE TEACHER AND THE TEXT BOOK.
Teachers sliuid be careful nût te n:quire pupils te procure boeks

which are net, nec !ssairy, even should they bse prescribed books. For
althougi nny parents nay find i. easy te obtain sncb, thuru are alivays,
some w~he, tind it difficuit. 0f course this econornical principle et
action should net be carried te the extent ef retarding the progress of
pupils. In grade VIII, fer instance, ne pupil should be 1req-aired te,
purchasu a text book in Geomutry in order te acquire the elementary
geometrical notions proper te that grade. Nor should it bu necessary to
obtain a text book uvun in Algebra for the -werk ef this grade alone.
These bocks should net bu required e? any pupil whe is net going te,
enter upen high school w'ork. Se with reference te all other
siflar cases.
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In many sehools it would appear that the teacher is mechanically
,developingr into a sort of an examiner or tpiskniaster, relegcatirg the
learning of lessons to -the pupil and the te'aching of themn to their
parents. Be careful that every lesson is taugkt, leaving the home work
for the conipletion of the mastery of details and for exercise.

The text book bas been abused to such an exte'it in Eýrg lish
Grammar, thaf after the present school year it is not authorized tO be
used in the bands of the pupil ini the common sehool grades. Inzitead, the
teacher will follo'v the course outlined in the " revised " or second edition

'Of : Lessons in Engrlish "ý-tbe text book iii the hands of the teacher only.

NEWLY PRESCRIBED BOOKS.

The council bas alwar,. been makingr stronger efflbrts than is gener-
ally realized, to prescribe for the public sehoolq, books which combine in
the highiest degrree possible the meyits of adaptation tZo the educational
needs of the Province and cheapness.

The Eng]ish s stern of vertical wvriting which is now so prevalent
throughout the Empire, and in the United States of America, bas now
been reduced to five cents per book a.s compared -%vith eight cents, the
'old and present price of the Royal Sloping systemn. Z

After the present year, as said else.where, the text -book in
Englishi Graminar wvill not be required in the hands of the
pupil in the Coinînon School gyrades at al]. It %vil] he con-
flned to the Hligh School grades alone. The teacher, while
givingy the usuai attention to Zsystematie grammar and analysis
throughout these girqdes in the usual forin of oral lessons, will after the
encl of the present sehool year, pay special attention to the practice of
%vriting, composition in good formn. To indicate the character and extent
of the work to be, thus completed before the end of the eighli grade,
"Lessons in Engylish " bas been prescribed for the guiidance of the teablher.

For- the ]ower grades the teacher wvill select stich portions as he inay firad
most suitable for the age or ability of bis pupils, arrangring the work s0
tbaf the pupil wili compleue the whole at the end of t«he zomrnon ;ebhool
gr ades. The inethod înarked out in this work is; objective or inductive.
The pupil i.- guided to observe the written or printed forai of sentences
;and paragraphis, and to, think out bis rules of composition fromn the
niodels. It is presumed that it wilI be npopular i.Ih înany teachers at
'irst, for it -%vill increase the work of the mechanical instructor, inasniuch
as the method is so radically different from the customarýy one. Since
the xnethod lias alrearly been tested in the most advanced educational
centres of Arnerica, its introduction here is not at ail a douhtful
ex perinenct

Being prescribed for the teaclier only, it wvill at the sanie timie s;ave
the parents of pupils who do not go into the high :3chool grades, the cost
of buyimg an Englishi Granîînar, the study of wvhich, they would neyer
cornplete, and the memorization of wvhich in niany schools wvas more
a tormient than a benietit to t'heui.

After the prescrit year, Calkin's History of Canada wilI take the place.
of bis llistory of British America. This does not inean that those having;
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copie-, of the old hookc must put thern into te faiily library and buy
the newv book. Wliere this cati be conveniently done by parents it
would be a very appropriate thing, for every family shoulci have a gcood
text of the history of our country in its Iibrary. But the thoughtful
teacher ean readily discover if tiiere are children whose parenls ca-nnot
gyet the new book wvhile they.have the old. The study of the same
period in the old bookc should be allowed as the equjivalent of that in theý
new, in ever *v school so long as such books inay rernain in the hands of
poor eildren. Tfhe old book -tras written seventeen years ago. The
new is up to date and irnproved in every respect, being now, for its size,
the best and cheapest history of Canada adapted to conumon sehool grades.
Page for page it. is hoth superior to and cheaper than the old history;
so thiat the publishers, as any one cati see, make less out of it than
out of the old book wvhi' h. it supersedes.

After the present year, laniblin Smith's Arithmetic, which) is in
many repcsuselessly cumbersoîne and atitiquatcd, will be superseded
by Part IV. of the Progressive Arithrnetic-thie Academic Arithmetic-at
Aitl the price of the former. Tanneu's Aç'ciu Cd he-.W(.Stry will

also be replaced by a cheaper and much more useful book for the
study of the science of Agriculture.

For reasons wvhich highi school Leachers and pupils can understand it
is desirable thiat the subJeets in Bnglish Literature should change, in
part at Ie.ast, f rom year to year. Instead of requiring the student to
invest in one of the largrer IRoyal Readers at sixty and seventy-five cents
as formerly, two or tbree standard prose and poetical works are pre-
scrihed for the year. Although the nuniber of high school studentý; in
this province is comparatively sniail, enterprising provincial publishers
hiave issted creditably annotated editions wvhich are sold at fifteen cents
each. Competition arnong the puhlis'hers bas thus broughit the price
of much of siuch Iiterature to a point but littie more than the cost of
the paper and printing.

Teachers wvil1 rernember the greneral rule occasionally ann.)unced, that
books which have once been prescribed, are allowed to be used for a
yeiar, or even twvo, alLer the change is fir.st announced, in schocfls îvhere
the conditions of iinpecunious pupils seemt to require it.

The present intimations are given unusually early, so that teachers
mav have a longer Lime in which to arrange for the future, and thus
More mat.erially aid the Council in improving the texts used in school
without increasingr the cost, to parents.

The HighI Sch ool Examination of 18.99 will, of course, be adapted t('
the Course of Study as published in the JOURNAL of April, 1898. It
will also be equally wvell adapted to any modification indicated in the
present issue. The sanie principle wvill apply alzso to the County
Acadeniy Entrance Examiriation.

THE BLIND, AND DEAF AND DUBIB.

One of our Inspectors drafted the following circuler -'vith reference
to the duty of teachers to personally satisfy« theisel V.es as to the presence
of any in the school section with eye-sigrht so, defective as not to be able
to attend the orélinary school wvith advantagre.
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"In the « Annual Report' of the Halifax Sehool for the Blind, page
6, appears the following, paragrap'h:

In the census returns of Canada for 1891, the nuinbcr of bl.ind persons in
Nova Scotia iinder 19 years of agwe is given as 49, but as there are now in the
School from this Province .53 boys and girls betivecî the ages of 6 and 19, it is
evident tinit these returiis are far frorn accurate. Tflec innaccuracy is probably
due to, the enumnerators only regi.stering as blind persons those 'vho are totally
deprived of sighit, and niot takziing iinto accotint as blind those whose sighit is SO
defective that they cannot see to read ordinary print.

In our semi-annual and aunual returns, as well as on page 9 of our
registers, ie have column 5-5 which shouià be, practically, an infalilible
means of obtainingy this inforinacion, and stili there is reason tÜo dou-bt
that the figures (or O's) there fuirishled are a1way:ý reliable. It should
be no trouble for anv teacher to lind out to a certainty. in the course of
a haîf terni, whether there are in ihe section any persons afflicted ni the
inanner indicated by the question ; and- even if it did irivolve ' onme
littie trouble, surely no teacher would begrudgfie .so triflingf a selvice to
the imost sorely afflicted of the hiuman fainily.

In order, thpn, that we nmay have positive assurance that this itein of
the r-cnist.er lias reeceived particular attention as far' as this district is
concerned, I %vould request eachi teacher to make the. followingr note in
the blank space under colu mus 45 to 614 in the uext annual returns:
'Coluinn 55 persoually attended to."'

What is so well said ahove for the Sehool for the Blind may be
repeated for the Institution. for the Deaf and Dumb. -No teacher worthy
of holding a License eau so far negclect his or hier duty and the prompt-
ings Of the ordinary sentiments of .humanity, as flot to nmake a
thoroughi personal enqiriY for such young peuple, %vho are sometinies
nearly hiddeu froin public view by parents who do flot knowv that
philanthropists, aided by the Province, have providhd at Iree .scILtol for
them, far superior in its equipments to the best ordipary schools in any
part of the Province.

XV.ile for a few years receivingy tli e best special training which ean
be given to children in any institution in the wnrld, tbey w'ill also he
living in comparative luxury in the wvel-appointed, warmed, ventilated
and regrulated apartnients in these twvo splendid nmodern buildings.

Stili if parents do not knowv that these advantages are within thieir
reach, suchi children wvi1l probably live miserable, ignorant, and. useless
lives, beingr a burden to themselves and oimhers in unhappy homes.
On the other hand, by sending suc e cildren to these institutions,
they mnay becorne intelligent. happy, and able to cara a living for
thierselves, if not for othiers. As the Province devotes annuaily to these
institutions very largre SUtitrs to miake t.hemn of the igches-t effleiency, it
would be too bad that auiy evpn partially bliud or deaf boys or girls
should be left to their fate in everlasting lielplessness.

In addition to the accurate filling lu of the numbers in the regrister,
the teacher should promptly send the namie and address of ail they
discover to tlie Inspector.

Althourrh the tim- ;vas hiot the rno.st suitable for us> coming
as it 4k!i in the veiry nidîof the v>pcatiort ;eason when tnan*y teachers
were far froin hom>e or ont of the Provine., and whn bspýctors were
il, tube illid-st of the compilation or their heavy st:itisics, itis very
creditable to knov, t1izýt hure, ori the edge of our vast Dominion,
there was a inuch largeY-r attendanee than at the more central points,
Montreal in 18.92, or Toronto in 1895. In fact, the attendance wao)
nearly donuble tharof the Inrgest previous meeting. Ar1otlier point to be
pleas;ed with and prond (if, wvas the increased disposition of the other
Provinces of the D)ominioni t rally to the financial aid of this Associa-
tion before its snccess could be predicted. The, proceeclings and
papers w-ill be publishied early in 1899.

Dr- Iritb. Chief Superintendent of Education for New Brun.swick,
bas aiso speulal reasons for congratulation on behaif of bis P>rovince1 on
account of the large nuînbcr of bis Inspectors (nearly ail) and teachers
presenr. Whien so niany educationists are ready to incur the expense of
travelling.so far' to takce part in a greneral. conference, instead of enjoying
a well earned andl nuch iieeded vacation, it indicates that the -altruistie
spirit of the profession wvhich is a uasure of the cdticational energy of
the comnion-%vealth, is very ig.The siiccess of the Interprovincial
convention hield at Saint John a fewv years ag-(o led us to expect a good
atteindance of our New Brunswvick feIlow-workers at Hlalifax, and wve
were flot disappointed.

Consideringr the more distant Provinces, we wvere inost honoreci of Il
by Quetiec. The Hon. Boucher de la Briière, Chie£ Superintendent, and
thie Ieading, public educationisbs, English and French, were flot only
present but bore a large ,share o? the niost important work doue.

While the Minister of Education for the Province o? Ontario had to
meet bis new Parliament for the first birne just as the convention wvas
mieetinig, lie took care to have the Provitice. represented by some of the
best known educationists in Canada, one o? whonj, Principal frcCabe,
-,vas elected as the President for the fourth convention to be held in
Ortawa, probably in 1900.

British Columbia was bbe first to offer aud send financial aid '.o the
Halifax convention. Although the Provincial Election interfered with
the attendance of the able an'd public spirited Minister, Colonel Baker,
Supervisor Eabon of tbe Victoria schoo)s and others were present. Bt
D. J. Goggin, M.. A., Superintendent of Education at Regina foi, the
NYorth-Western Provinces of the Domninion, wvas conspictiously one of
the most u.-eful memibers present, and aithough representing the youngest
and inost distant of our Provinces, aided the convention -%vith funds and
counsel more effictively t.han some of the older and nearer.

The Province is under obligations to mariy of the public sehools
throughiont ils extent for tbe creditable exhibition of sehool work.
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Thesew~ill be specified in the forthicoming report. TII? success of the
present convention, the central location selected for the&next, conv'ention,
the character of the local oflicers and the geineral environmenb of the
Capital of'the Dominion, ail point to a grand success for the convention
'Of 1900.

- - EMPIRE DAY.

Thé foUlowing resolution was recomrnended by the Commùittee on
Resolutions, of the Doiniinion Educational Association at Halifax in
Augtist last, and unanimously adopted:

"Resolvec,-Thlat the Association reconirnends that the school day
immediateiy prececiii;g the 24th of Mlay, be bet apart as 'Ermpire Day's
and thatb the Departtments of Education in the Provinces and Territories

-be re.3pectf ull]y requested to arrange for such exercises in their respective
schools as w'ilI tend to the increase of a sound patriotie feelinct'>

Thi,, resolution wvas the outeoin'e of one prepared by the Hon. Dr.
George W. Ross, à1inister of Education for Ontario, and the former
Presidenit of the Association. In the absence of Dr. Ross it w'as read,
and supported by the .President, the Superintendent of Education for
Nova Scotia. Vie cannot do better here than quote the Minister's
presentation of the resolution.

""One of the questions which I intended to bring before the Associ-
ation was the selection of sonie day during the scliool year, to be
specially devoted to the cultivation of feelings of loyalty and attachment
to our country and to the institutions under which 7ve live.

In the nîonth of May, I corresponded w-ith the Superintendents of.
the different Provinces, asking for suggestions in regard fo the titie of
such a day and the time, which would best suit the convenience of the
sehools. 1 amn gla<l to be able to say that rny enquiries evinced the rnost
cordial approvat of the proposai, and ail that remains now is for the
Association. to fix the time for observing such a day and select a titie.

Amongt the tiLles suggaested wvere the folliowingr:« Flag Day,"
Blritaninia Day," c' Patriotic Day," and CCEmpire Day.«" -None of these

tities, except the last, seemed to me to be acceptable. I need not discuss
them in detail. In regard to the first, I might say, ho'rever. that it is
the titie of a patrioLic day in the United States, and althoughl not on
that -round objectionable, it. is wantincg in aptitude to our mode of
thonght and tiiose notions of patriotisni and loyalty -%vhiel I think '%ve
should cultivate. Passing over the oThers without, comment 1 desire to
indicate my stro-ng preference for " Empire Day " as the titie by wvhich,
a patriotie day for the schools of Canada should be known.

1. '«Empire Day " surggests that largrer British sentinment xvhich. I
think now prevails throughout the Empire, and to which Canada bas
for many yeais contributed flot a littIle. T1he proudest sentimûent which
the old Roman could express was "Givis Romnanus sum." The greatest
sentiment, as -well. as the most stirring, which we can put into the minds.
and hearts of our children, in m1V opinion, is 49Civis Britannicus suni;
and to giva that sentimjent its full1est force, wve should broadan it so as to
include the whole British Bmpire.
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inWaevrmyb h destiny of Canada, and that is for posterity

certainty, be imssured as a part of the British Empire, than in any other
w'ay. If circutnstances î'equire this opinion to be reversed as generations
corne and go> (and n)o one can tell whbat the future lias in 3tore for any
nation), then ]et, our successors govern themiselves accordingly. Let us
be gov'erried hy the conditions with whieh we are confron ted.

As to the time niost convenient for the celebration of sueh a day>
fromn sugg estions received and frorn a careful consideratior. of the whole
(luestioin, I would respectfuily advise that the sehool day immediately
preceding the 24th oi May be the day selected. This for-ni of designat-
ing t>he day woiuld overcome any diffi-ulty that, mighlt arise 'when the
'24tlh of May fell on Saturdlay, Sunday or Monday. The 24th of MIay is
a statutory holiday and the sehools are consequently CIO. ed. Tt iSa day
which ail British sübjects celebrate in a spirit of the deepest respect for
lie, Graclous M ajesty, foi'lier pre-etuinence as «rnother,w~ife and Qucen,"',
and of profounidest Ioyaity to their eountry because of the privileges
mhich they as citizens t-njoy. If the school day iînmediately preceding
the 24th of Mayv is set apar't as " Empire Day,> the -exercises whichl may
be decsig"ned for 'the afternoou of that dny will have (at least during lier
Mojesty's reign) a depth of feeling which perhaps 'they inigfht not -have
at any other season or the vear : and even should the day be eontinued,.
(and I think it properly rni'ght lie) after fier Majesty's dernise, for this
and the next greneration or- two, thie recollection of lier illustrious reigan
wvill by reflection still quieken the pulse of the many hundreds of
thousands of school children as they reminber t.he ctreatness of the
Empire over whieh she reigned so longf.

The day ýreceding the 244h of May bas other advantages. As a ruie
the season of the year is particularly favorable either for indoor or out-
door exercises. The ra.te-payers are less occupied in their varied
pursuits than at any other sea,-on of the year: larger gatherings could be
obtained at the various sehool houses. thar, a. any ot.her season ini the
year; besides our annual exaininationý are a month or six weeks later,
and the attention devoted to the exereises pectiliar to this day woukit
disturb) the %vork of the sehool less than perhaps at any othier season of
the year.

I need not urge upon the Dominion Teacher>3 Association the
dlesirabiiity of taking action in this niattei'. The Association speaks for
the wholJ Dorninion. I think the -voice of the people is in favor of a
higher, a puret' and a leqs seltish, patriotism than perhaps we possess now,
and niowhere can better motives he planted for an ideal national fife than
in the sehool room. Thiere eau be no future foi' Canada worthyv of the
traditions of the lands from wvhich she has been stockced, ur wvorthy o
the opportunities for nationhood whieh now seeru to be thrust upon ber,
unle.ss wve gird Up our loinis and with a resolute and studied purpose
endeavor to develop a national spirit.

We are a young coznmunity, our educational advantages shouId make
our patriotism broad and 'syrnpathietic. It is, therefore, lu no narrow
spirit, nor with a desire to exat ourselves above our neighbors, nor to
intrude upon thé publie in a blusýering, arrogant mianner, our love of
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country, that we should approach this sub*ject or celebrate such a day,
should that he agreed upon. Canadian patriotism should be éompre-
hensive, respectful, intelligent and at the same time intense. Our
history, our institutions and our future possibilitie§, warrant u~s in taking
this grround, and the teachers of Canada have the culture, and the nmental
and mioral qualifications by which the brigthtest type of the purest and
most uriselfish patriotisin can b', cultivated, and now is a good time to
enter upon such a noble workz."

"EMPIRE DAY " IN NOVA SCOTIA.

The Council of Piibie Instruction for the Province of Nova Scotia
lias approved and ado-pted' the recommnendation of the Domninion
Educational Association wvith reference to, "&Em pire Day," as wvi11 be
inferred froin the officiai calendar.

"Empire Day " is not an addition to the holidays. Quite the oth'er
way, for it ituplies a school day of more than usual effor't. But that
effort wvill both prepare for the intelligent utilizaàtion of fier Majesty's
natal anniversary for the purpose underlying itýs prescribed observation,
as well as for its puirely physical enjoyment.

The exercises to be conducted on that day, in the afternoon, if not
during the who)e day, should emibrace references to our history as a
part of the British Empire; the developinent, resources, and unity of the
Empire; the advantagres of such unity; the privileges which as British
subjects -we enjoy thro.ugh the courage, manliness and self-respect of our
forefatheis ini con tendlng against prerogative and traditional dlaims, which
in the course of the developuient of society, injuriously restricted the
free expansion of the enligrhtenment and power of the people as a whole.

These exercises should enlist the services of the pupils therz,'selves,
both in the fori of recitation and of inusie, wvitli such addresses from.
trustees or local public speakers as might be available.

During the wvhole of the day the British flac or a Canadian ensign
should be hoisted over the school building, where a flag bas been pro-
vided for the school.

Teachers are here-by asked to, report to the Inspector as to the
manner in wvhich the day wvas observed in the school. This special
report is recommqýnded to, include also, the manner in which Arbor Day
was observed in the school.
