H1ARD TIMES.

There is no dispute as to the fact, that
commercial depression prevails not in
Canada, alone, but in the countries wi(h
which its principal trade is carried on,
Great Britain and the United States. We
are inclined to think that there is a
greater effort made in Canada than else-
where to make what is termed "l olitical
capital " out of the hard times. '7his
however, aught not to cause nuch surprise
as it was precisely the course follow'ed
during the last period of commercial de-
pression, by the party then in opposition
to the Government of the day. It will
probably be admitted now that the ser-
jous depression, which conmenced about
ten years ago, was not to be ascribed to
the commercial policy of the country,
which it must be borne in mind was essen-
tially similar to what it lad been, during
the years of prosperity, which caie to
an end about that time. The high pr-
teetive tariff of the United States affords
noa greater protection against commercial
depression than the free trade policy of
Great Britain.

Our neighbours in the United States
are anxiously discussing the questios,
" When ivill business improve, and ini
order to answer il, enquiring into the cause
why the business of the country is depres
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sed. It may be interesting to learn the
opinion on the subject, of a contributor
ta the New York Banker's Magazine, a

periodical whichi we believe ta be entirely
free fron political bias, and then ta en-
quire howr far Canada is suffering from
sirnilar causes. The writer in the Bank-
er's Magazine holds the opinion that busi.
ness enterprises, in many directions, have
gone beyond the immediate necessity for
theni, and especially in the case of railway
construction, and, moreover, that there
lias been an over-production in all the
leading departments of.industry. It is
argued that avery large anount of capital
has been invested in non-paying enter-
prises, which has led ta the investors be-
ing compelled ta spend less and loan less
than they did befre. On such premises,
the conclusion is drawn, that those who
aie looking for a speedy return of pros-
perity will look in vain. It is further the
opinion of the writer, that no sigus of
iniprovement are yet seen, althiough lie
admits that many of the receitly launched
enterprises are getting nearer ta a paying
condition.

Thie inference that is ta be drawn from
the article, ta which we have referred, is
that the chier cause of the depression in
the United States has been the inability
ofthe consuming classes ta purchase ta
the extent which tley lad previously
done, owing ta the non-paying character
of investments. In Canada there lias
been an over-production of many articles
of manufacture, owing, doubtless, ta the
stimulus given by the protective tariff.
It may be feared that the manufacturing
power has been increased beyond what the
the demand of a limited market, like that
of Canada, wiil require foi many years ta
conte. The cause ai the depression is se
well known, that there is no occasion ta
dWell on it and we are, moreover, inclined
ta think that no eflort is being spared by
the producers of manufactures, and by
their customers ta restore the equilibrium
of supply and demand. It will of course
take a considerable time yet before we
cani hope for tie prosperity which was
enjoyed a few years ago.

Aiong the causes of depression in
Canada, we must not overlook the specu-
lation in real estate in the North West
and the collapse which followed.-

ln Canada it seems ta be thé established
usage for the advocates of political change
ta avail themselves of the period of dis-
contein t, caused by commercial depression
to promulgate opinions favorable te revol-
ution. Such bas been the coui.se hereto-
fore at more than eue period of our bis-
tory. 0f late the advocates of separation
fromGreat Britain, have been more active

than usual, and are now endeavoring to
persuade Canadians that there is a wide
spread feeling in England in favor of cast-
ing off the Colonies. Sa far as we can
judge, fromt the nost recent utterances of
English statesmen, there has been no
time during the last fifty years, when a
stronger feeling existed in favor of the col-
onial connection. Our present refer-
ence ta the agitation for separation is
more especially as ta its bearing on the
commercial depression, which the advo-
cates of change profess to think would be
productive of benefit ta the Dominion.
We venture to hazard the assertion that
there is not ta be found in the ranks of
the manufacturers any who entertain the
opinion that the free admission into Can-
ada of the manufactures of the United
States would be beneicial te them.
Whatever opinions may be entertained as
ta the wisdom of the policy of encourag-
ing manufacturing industries in Canada,
the deed has been accomplished,and those
who have embarked their capital in such
en terprizes are not likely ta ad vocate com-
plete free trade with the United States.
The wisest course for the people of all
classes ta adopt under existing circum-
stances is ta avoid all unnecessary
expenditure of capital and ta ivait
patiently for that revival of business,
which is sure ta came before very long.
As the- writer, ta whom we have already
referred, reiarks "I Those engaged in
" business will suddenly awake ta a more
"prosperous day. The previous trans-
il formation was as silent as it was wonder-
I ful and this is likely ta occur in the
" sane way."

Since the foregoing remarks were
written, the speeches of Sir Michael
liicks-Beach andlor Lord Kiniberly at the
dinner given in London ta the Marquis of
Normandy have came ta hand. Though
of opposite politics the two eminent
statesmen named, joined in an expression
of opinion that the existing connection
with the. colonies should be maintained.

THE FUR TRADE.

A great deal of importance is attached
ta the London fur sales which occur quar-
terly, asthey establish values that govern
the markets of the whole world, and guide
the operations of buyers during the inter-
vals. London being the great centre of
the fur trade, dealers from every part of
the globe where furs are worn, attend the
sales referred ta, as it is impossible ta
find so large and complete a selection
elsewhere; consequently there is created
a competition which insures better prices
than can be obtained in other markets.
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Another reason why London commands
a monopoly of the trade, is, that from
long experience, the furriers there have
acquired remarkable skill in the art of

preparing and dying skins, which
lias been unsuccessfully attempted
in other places. For instance, a seal skin
dyed in London will realize a better price
than one colored elsewhere. American
firms have ôlaimed that they cani turn out
finished seal skins equal in every respect
ta London goods, but this bas been ne-
gatived by their own judges, who have ad-
mitted that the finish of the former is not
equal ta the latter and altlhough an
attempt vas made to sell the American
dyed as English goods, it did not gener-
ally succeed.

granted it the privilege ta kill 100,000
seals a year, and as many as 85,000 seal
skins have been marketed by this comz
pany in London in a single season. The
undisputed title however, of reigning
monarch of the fur trade is accorded an
English baronet, Sir Curtis M. Lampson,
who resided in Montreal same tify years
ago. While here ha was engaged by Qte
Astors of New York, and sent. te the
Northwest as their fur agent, in which
capacity he displayed sucli business tact
and ability, that ha ias eventually appoin-
ted their resident agent in London. There
he rapidly acquired that wealth and dis-
tinction which has niade his naie 80
familiar ta the fur trade of all nations,
and it is safe ta say that most of the furs
used in all civilized countries are pur-
chased at lis spacious auction mart in
Queen street, London. The accumulated
wealth of Sir C. M. Lampson has been
computed by emninent authîorities in the
fur trade te a between yive and six
million pounds sterling. At the last
Lampson sales held in London on 'June,
23rd, 24th, 25th, 26th, and 27th there
were offered 1,683,578, skins, consistipg of
Raccoon, Skunk, Bear, red, grey, silver,
-and cross Fox, Fisher, O tter, Beaver, Mar-
tan, Lynx, Muskrat, Oppossum, Mink,
Cat, Badger, Fox Kit, and Rabbit, nearly
all of which were sold, the total amount
realized being about $750,000. At the
first day'ssale 274,111 Raccoon were
offered against 190,829 at the correspond-
ing sale last year, and owing ta the inerea-
sed supply, prices declined on the aver-
age fully 10 per cent, as compared with
the March sales.

there is an immense increase fron $4,683,-
088 to $8,042,583 in the item " notes and
cieques on other banks." This is pro-
bably owing to causes which have no
bearing on the normal reserves of the
banks. The Dominion large note issue

has again decreased and it is satisfactory
to notice that several of the banks are
getting more conservative as to holding a
smaller proportion of Dominion notes.
If the guaranteed debentures were sold
and their proceeds converted into coin,
the reserve would be on a much more
satisfactory footing.
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INSURiANCE TARIFFS.

The recent fires at Port Perry and at
Lachine give emphasis to the article on
Fire Insurance Tariffs contained in our
issue of 4th inst, as the extent of each of
these lires was consequent upon the
nature and extent of the co-exposuring
buildings. Noiw ive have in our midst a
set of gentlemen, of more than ordinary
intelligence, who, by reason of their train-
ing and their experience are supposed
ta knov how to estimate correctly the
nature and extent of the lire hazard of
and in every building and locality,-yet
we find thîat these gentlemen charge the
sane rate of prenium for insurance on a
building and contents standing entirely
isolated from all exposures, as they do in
a siinlar one surrounded on all sides with
dangers which must necessarilyincrease
its riskof fire. The natural consequences
of this method of conducting the business
of fire insurance are-First, tLat as those
who should know the results naturally
arising from the crowding together of
hazards which must necessarily end in
the destruction of the whole by a confla-
gration, practically ignore the hazards
which are avoilable by remedial nmeasures;
such mensures are not taken, and as the
owners of exposed property see this
ignore-ance which they cannot ascribe to
ignorance, they naturally .conclude that
no such dangers really exist i o,, if their
own common sense teaches them better,
they compound with their consciences by
laying the blame on the insurance people,
of whom they naturally say "l if any prô-
perty were exposed ta twice as much
danger as is that which iB not exposed by
wooden buildings filled with inflammables,
then the insurance people would not he
su foolisli as to carry the risk for -the
same rate; however, I will keep pretty
well insured, so that if anything happens,
I will be all riglt anyway.

But what say the managers of the lire
insurance companies to this ;-they reply,
-" We charge each class of risk just that
average rate which will cover the risk of
the class."

We seriously doubt this statement
because we know that, under pressure,
rates ou the same risk,-not merely the
same class of risk, but the same indivi-
lual risk,-go up and down in proportion
to the rate o? the pressure and the ingen-
uity vith which the pressure is applied ;
we know that in one city, famous for its
board of underwriters, the mostshameless
intrigues have bean successful and that
rates are no more based upon hazard than
are marine rates at Chicago.

But there is another party to this
question, viz: the man who bas followed
the dictates of his conscience and bis
common sense, and bas built bis premi-
ses so as to be free from extraordinary
hazard ; lie naturally expects that his
fire insurance will cost him in due propor-
tion to the dangers inftac of bis property,
and that bis foresight and good sense will
be revarded by his economies in outlay
for insurance.-Is it surprising that he
swears at the stupidity and injustice of
those who rate his property the same as
that which is surrounded by dangers.

What is the practical effect so far as the
man of common sense and prudence is
concerned ?

He says. " I an subject to no dangers
but my own, so 1 will keep my premises
in order and will reduce my insurance to
as small an amount as is safe." " There
might be some things we could not get
out and so it would not be safe to be with-
out insurance entirely."

So it is that the insurance companies
do not receive from any class. such an
average income as enables them to feel
nioderately safe 5 they get more hazard
than they bargain for--they get more than
the average, hazard of each class, they are
continuously nervous and unsettled; if
they have a few years of good times, they
begin to out rates and to give-privileges
so as to nake any sensible man laugh
when they talk about statistics and aver-
ages ; and, if they have a series of bad
yars, they rush up the rates without any
regard to the actual hazards of the risks
assumed, so that at no time do the fire
undervriters inspire that respect which,
so important a calling shouldentitle them'
ta, nor are they filled with that respect
for each other which a profession based
upon observation, statistics, averages,
study and intelligence would naturally
surround its professors.

The effect on the coÜntry at large is
much more serious, because, as rates are
not graded or sclieduled in proportion to
the actual hazards, so unnecessary hazards
are allowed to exist and to accumulate
until anaccidentor an incendiaryinduces
a conflagration, the effect of wlhich is ruin
and misery locally and loss to the country
generally. We have no hesitation in declar-
ing-that when proper principles of fire in-
surance are faithfully applied, there will
be a general reconstruction of buildings
and removal of unnecessary hazard sncb as
will reduce the general bazard of lire, give
the insurance campanies a more steady
and safe income, and do more to enhance
the property of the country that any
legislative enactment can possibly accom-,
plish.

THE CURRENCY QUESTION
The Hamilton Speciator has a long arti-

cle in its issue of the 21st inst. in reply
to a recent one of ours. The Spectator
atinits that if it could be demonstrated
that the effect of the substitution of
Dominion Notes for those of the chartered
banks, vould involve a curtailment of
lans, aud consequent disastrous results
to the Commercial community, the argu-
nient would be I unanswerable ." He
then proceeds to give bis own ideas on
the subject. We must point out a pre-
liminary error of importance. The note
circulation of the country is not forty-
five millions. The Dominion notes,
held as reserves by the banks instead
of gold, are not in circulation and
it would be a fatal error to treat thlem
as being so. Thirty millions is about a
fair estimate of the Ban knotes in circu-
lation of $5 and upwards, and our esti-
mate of twenty millior.s loaned to the
public on the. basis of that circulation is
certainly not excessive.

The Spectator points out that " nu con-
vulsion shook business " when the Govern-
ment notes were. issued. Those issues
did not affect the banks and merely
replaced the same amount of gold'. The
Spectator thtinks that by a graduai substi-
tution of Dominion notes, a million at a
time, no Il convulsion " wodld ensue. One
thing, however, is clear, which is, that if
thirty millions: of Dominion notes were
substituted for Bank notes, the commer-
cial community would he curtailed la
their loans, to whatever amount the banks
are in the habit of loaning on the basis of
circulation, while the Government would
hold debentu.es to a much increased
amount.

The Spectator adheres ta his 3.65 bon'd
scheme, which seems to us inconsistent
with his recent articles showing the
intrinsic value of gold which had bee
questioned by the St. Catharines Journal,
a prominent advocate offiai money. The
3.65 plan is by no means novei, and wa
proposed some years ago as a satisfactory
mode of redeeming the United Stateis
greenbacks. -It is perfectly clear, that
such bonds would not be at par with golb,
and would not enable Canada to effect
exchanges ôf merchandize with other
countries. We cannot admit that the
Spectator is justified in imputing to the
banks that they have demanded gold for
speculative use in New York, although
even if it were true, thatthey had doue
so, it would not affect the merits of~the
question. In order to supply the im-
porting merchants with exchange on
London, the banks are often cornpelled to
purchase in the New York market, and

fl~ Y
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are obliged ta remit gold ta obtain
exchange for-themselves. 'hie Spectator
actually suggests that it may be advisable
ta place obstacles in the way of the pur-
chase of excliange, in order ta prevent
over-iniportation. A mucli preferable
expedient would be to curtail the credit
system whicli affords encouragement to
the retailers throughout the country, to
hold too large stocks and ta sell on long
credits.

We have not failed ta notice that the
Spectator- seems ta approve of the view
of the late Hion. Isaac Buchanan, that
"the country would be better off vithî a
' somewhat depreciated currency than
' with a currency worth its face in gold."1
On that point we must join issue, and we
can scarcely doubt that there will be a
general admission tliat the meaning of the
sentence tlat we have quoted is simply
that fiat money is more conducive ta
the public interest, than notes convertible
into gold, whether issued by the Govern-
ment ar the banks. It is the dissemina-
tion of sucli opinions by the advocates of
a Government note issue, that has caused
so mtchi alarin, on the part of the public.
If once the Government were autlhoriiecl
ta issue notes inconvertible into gold, the
consequences would be fearful, as there
would be no security wliatever for the
stability of the value either of labor or
of commodities of any description. We
have liad an opportunity of witnessing
the consequences of an inconvertible cur-
rency in the United States. As the
Spectator justly remarks, " the country
was engaged in a lire or deatLh struggle,"
and an inconvertible currency was a
matter of necessity. As soon as ever it
was found practicable, the United States
resuned specie payments. hie Spectator
truly states tLhat "noa such conditions
exist in Canada, that " alil business is
conducted on a gold basis," and yet it
would resort ta the experinent of issuing
notes convertible into 3.65 bonds. We
should not be surprised at finding the
views recently entiunciated in the Spectator
inflat money journals, but we have been
much disappointed at his seession from
tIe advocacy of a sound currency.

THE COTTON QUEST10N.

The curtailient of the production of
manufactured cottOns is evidently a mi'ore
difficult tasc than many were inclined to
regard it nine montlis ugo. 'Then, accord-
ing ta the generally expressed opinions of
the trade, the agreement entered inta
between the nianufacturers to reduce the
out-put, was ta have had the desired
effect long before this, by briiging the

supply into smaller compass commensur-
ate with the demand, thereby affording
relief to a glutted market, inducing better
prices, and enabling the nills ta be run
upon a more profitable basis. Sa fer,
however, these expectations have been
singularly non-productive and their
realization appears ta be as far off as ever.
That stocks in first hands are larger than
most people have any idea of, there can
be no question, niotwithîstanding the great
secresy observed in relation thereto by
manufacturers. If the supply vere as
liglit as sone would fain have us believe,
vhy is there mianifestedc such anxiety to
sell et cut prices? The large sale of r
Standard grey cotton referred ta in a pre-
vious issue as being made to a Toronto firm
we are inforimed upon reliable atithoirity
was in the vicinity of 17, cents per lb.,
and another sale lias silce been reported
at 174 cents. Now, if we figure the price,
of raw cotton at 12 cents per lb., and add
thereto 7 cents ta 8 cents per lb. for cost
of manufacture, it will be seen what pro-
fit there is in the cotton tracte. We are
aeware that we shall be met by the mil
agents lu rejoinder wih the assertion
that the sales referred to were excep-
tional; lut why these exceptional sales
et cut rates of 20 per cent, if the
supply be really as limited as certain
agelts pretend it is ? It is evident that,
our cotton manufacturers in order ta
make sales have deened it advisable ta
conceal the volume of their supplies,
and on this line of action itis only natural
ta conclude thsat stocks are still larger
than many have supposed, and that the
agreement ta curtail production and
sustain prices las not proved as success-
fuI as was anticipated. It is claimed hy
high authorities in the trade 'that if those
in control of the mills would, instead of
manufacturing ta sell et cut prices, shut
down until the demand absorbed surplus
stocks, and warranted the resumption of
production, it would not be long before
the trade regained its lost equilibrium.
It luas been suggested that the best
reiedy for the present iinsatisfactory
condition of the cotton market, would b
ta pool ail the mills, shut dovn the sur.
plus ones, and run the rest at a suiall
profit until times improved. As it is
production seems ta be goiig on, and
sales are being made at prices whicli can-
not show any thing but a loss. It vould
be well if other mills would follow the
course of the Dundas Cotton Company at
once. Since writing the above we have
been informed that certain retail dealers
have been selling at equal ta the outside
figure above named which was supposed
ta be a wholesale rate.

TITE LOAN AND BUILDING COM-

PANIES.

The annual statement of the affairs of
the Loan Companies and Building Soci-
ties of the Dominion lias been published
by the Finance department, and although
we shall endeavour to convey to our
readers soine or the leading facts, we find
it impossible ta enter into details. Of 99
societies named in the report, 73 are in
Ontario, 20 in Quebec and two in each of
the Provinces of Nova Scotia, New Bruns-
wick and Manitoba. The six last men-
Lioned have not male any returns to the
department of Finance and there is con-
sequently no information regarding them.
In Ontario, six companies have not made
returns, tw'o of which are in liquidation
while the others claim ta be incorporated
by Provincial Acts. In Quebea, two com-
panies have not made returns oie of
which is in liquidation. In Ontario the
aggregate liabilities ta the shareholders
and the public were in 1882, $73,742,210
and in 1883, $79,423,895 being an increase
ot nearly six millions. In Quebec the
liabilities were in 1882, ,5,368,323.and in
1883, $5,093,322 being a decrease of about
$275,000. There are single companies in
Toronto, Hamilton and London with
larger paid up capitals than the aggregate
of ail the companies in the City of Quebec,
St. John, Levis and Sherbrooke, and one
company in Tordnto, the Canada Perman-
ent Loan and Savings Co., lias a larger
paid-up capital than the tvelve com-
pýanies that have made returns in Mont-
ieal. Again there are 4 companies in
Ontario, the deposits in each of which ex-
ceed the aggregate deposits in the Pro-
vince of Quebec. The Reserve fund of the
Ontario Companies is over six millions of
dollars, while in Quebec it is little over
$s0,000.

The current loans secured on real esiate
in Ontario are $66,553,272, and in Quebec,
$1,827,262. The property owned by com-
panies, consisting of real estate, svas i
Ontario ?2,828,852, and in Quebec $1,737,-
071, and as it is ta be presumed this pro
perty was chiefly, forfeited for non-pay-
ment of debts, the Qnebec proportion is
very large. In Ontario, out o0 67 com.
panies which made returns, only six
owned real estate exceeding $100,000
aggregating $2,197,009, while of 18 in
Quebec four ovned 81,597,212. It ought,
hoWever, to be mentioned that one of the
six companies in Ontario is the " Scottish,
Ontario and Manitoba Land CO." which
las'$874,042 invested in real estate beilig
the bulk of its total assets. If that be de-
ducted from the Ontario real estate
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owned by companies, the amount would
be greater in Quebec than in Ontario.

From the miscellaneous statement we
learn the rates of dividend paid in the
two Provinces. In Ontario one company
the "Canada Permanent Lan and Sav-
ings Co.," paid 13 per cent, six companies,
5 in Toron to and one in Hamilton paid 10
percent., 19 companies paid 8, the other
rates varying from 5 te 7. percent. while
four paid no dividend. ln Quebec out of
18 companies which made returns, Il
paid no dividend, one paid 8 per cent. 3,
7 per cent. and 3 other, 5, 5½ and 2ù per
cent. The Onstario comsspanies rebeived
during the year in deposits nearly $19,-
000,000, and repaid about the same. The
Quebec conpanies received $662.902 and
repaid $837,577. The interest allowed te
depositors by the Quebec companies is
greater tihan that allowed in On tario. The
cominon rate in Ontario is about 4, and
the instances are rare when 5 is exceeded.
in Quebec 51 is given by some companies.
in Ontario the value of real estate under
msortgage is nearly $145,000,000 and the
aionnt overdue $1,507,646 something
over one per cent. In Quebec the value
or real estate under mortgage is $ 2 ,8 2 4 ..
414 and the amount overdue $123,566 or
nearly 4A per cent. We have endeavored
to give the substance of the most inter-
esting part of the returns.

INCIEASE IN GRAIN SHIPMENTS.

For several weeks past we have direct-
ed attention te the fact that trading in
American grain for shipment at this port
was increasing and part of the large
blocks reported by us at the time as
having changed hands has already arrived
from Kingston and gone ,.forward. For
week ending July 18th, the exports of
grain fromn Montreal were 552,264 bushels,
being the heaviest week's business thus
fa', of the season. Besides the héavy
transactions in . Chicago referred te last
veek for account of shippers here, further
extensive trades have been cousummated
Within the past few days, and quite a
flotilla of grain-laden schooners and
barges are still headed bithervards, afford-

iisg mullch better prospects for our ocean
carriers than those which existed prior
to the renoval of one-half of the Welland
canal tolls. What stronger proof therefore
do our Governnent require te convince
them of the wisdom of their act in tearing
O',wn a portion of the barrier which ex-

cluded shipmasents of Amoerican grain
ronsthse 80t. Lawrence, and virtually con-
Ceded to the Erie route the long éoveted
n'oaopoiy of the sthrough carrying trade
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from the West te the seaboard? Having,
then become aware of the highly satis-
factory results of their hala measure, is it
possible te conceive that the autherities
at Ottawa will much longer defer its con
pletion, by refusing te abolisi the re-
maining tolls, and thus fling away the
golden' opportunity o? doubling, aye, of
trehling the traffic of our favorite water
route? 'To demonstrate that these possi-
bilities are no mere chimeras, let us look
the facts of the situation square in the
face. Both private and officia estimates
of the wheat crop of the United States,
place it in the vicinity of 500,000,000
bushels, leaving 150,000,000 bushIels or
over for export. Now as far as simple
route is concerned, the St. Lawrence pos-
sesses superier advantages te those of
Erie in moving the surplus grain crop of
the West and Northwest, the spring
wheat being shipped here from Duluth,
Milwaukee and Chicago, and the winter
'ivheat ?rom Toledo and Detroit. Were
the Canadian route therefore unfettered
by tolls whicl have 'hitherto told against
it and in favor of its rival, we sheuid un-
doubtedly soon do a much larger share of
the through grain trade of this Continent,
and it is only natural and reasonabie .to
suppose that the Government which iad
suflicient foresiglt te recogmize the neces-
sity of reducing one-ialf of the tolla, will
not now be 'bliid enough te delay much
longer the abolition of the other half, in,
view of the immense wheat surplus of the
lJnited States te be moved within the
next four months of navigation, and the
disadvantages Canadians stili labor under
by baving to compete with rivals, whose
canals from lake te ocean are as free to
commerce, as they are to the waters whiclh
course along their beds. We could well
understand the objection which might be
raised te a petition on the part of ou'
grain men for a small subsidy on all
American grain brought into the St.
Lawrence for thsrougi shipment, althougs
we beg leave to remark, with empiasis,
that sncb a grant would be of infinitely
more benefit te the country in one sea-
son, than' the subsidy granted by the
Canadian Governsment te the.Brazilian
Steamship Co., ever was or ever will be.
But oui' grain carrier~s and shippers do not
dream of asking assistance after the man-
ner of certain steamship companies; they
merely ask for what they have every rea-
son te expect, namely, the riddance of
the remaining snag ,whicih strikes the
bottom of every grain laden craft that
enters the Welland in the shape o? 10e
per 2,000 lbs., and which still causes the
diversion of many a cargo from this route
to that.of the Erie.
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TRE NEWFOUNDLAND DIFFICULTY

SrTTLED.

Wa are pleased te learn that the
difficulty between the , Dominion and
Ne vfouindIand Governments regarding
the fish inspection, and the duty on oil
packages, bas been satisfactorily arrang-
ed. The authorities at Ottawa having be-
come convinced that the enforcement of
compulsory inspection of Newfoundland
herring ivould simply divert that import-
ant branch of the fish trade into American
ciannels, have requested the Newfound-
land Government te instruct their fisher-
men to brand fish packed on the coast
either uninzspected or Newfoundland in.
spection, as the case may be. Canadian
inspectors will be instructed not te re-
quire packages se marked te be re-in-
spected. In reference ta the exaction of
the dut-y on packages centaining oil im-
ported from Newfoundiand, it was clear-
ly never the intention of our Government
to collect it, and but for the strained
officiousness of the Customns department,
the difficulty would never have arisen.
As it is however, the putting into force of
an act, rummaged from the archives of
desuetude, and never intended te be car-
ried into'effect, bas resulted in the abro-
gation of the duty and the refunding. of
amounts collected. While therefore our
Government have conceded points which
it must be admitted are in the interests of
trade, we understand the Newfoundland
Government willon their part insist upon
a more careful inspection of Labrador,
herring upon the coast.

THE BANK OF LONDON IN
CANADA.

The report of the first annual meeting
of the shareholders of the Bank of Lon-
don will be found elsewhere in ousr col-
umns. It is by no means surprising that
thé rising city of the Western Peninsula
should have been deemed an eligible site,
for a local bank. Already the Bank of
London bas secured two agencies in the
neighborhood of the head office, one at
Ingersoll,,taken over from Molsons, the
other at Petrolia, wiere the Federal bas
ceased te do business. Both are suitable
places for agencies. The shareholders
in the Bank of London have adopted the
unusual course of establishing a reserve
fund of $50,000 by an extra payment of
0(per cent on their .capital, astep which

affords evidence of theirentire confidence
in the success of the enterprise in which
they have embarked. The President bas
a bigh reputation as a man of ability and
s thoroughly acquainted with the buai-
ness of the place.
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THE ONTARIO BOUNDAIlY.

The arguments of Counsel in the cele-
brated bounîdary case wiere concluded on
t he 22nd inst., when the Judicial Comn-
mittee instimatedI thlat flseir report would
be substantiiiy to confirm the award of
the arbitrators. The laii's report adis
that ite North..Western angle of' tie Lake
or file Woods, has been recognized as the
true bouniary oni the South-west, and
this ils the reailly important point, as it
selles tiheli absurd pretension that the
boundary ias ever lixed on a line drawn
due North fron tie confluence of the
Ohiîo andI ANlississiplpi rivers. IL mlsust be
gratifying to all parties interested iun
maintainiing tie justice of the avard, that
the lrivy Counacil was obligedi ta enter
on thse merits of the award whichî was so
severely criticised by tie press which
stlpports the Dominion Gover'îmauent.
