TRA DE RETURNS-IM PORTS.

In our last issue we took a glance over the exports of the
Dominion for the fiscal year ended 30th June, 1888. We now
purpose taking a survey of the imports for lte same period, as
given in the report of the Minister of Customs. in ale, beer and
porter, there is a slow but steady falling off in import-,especially
in casks, owing probably te the inprovemnent in the home arti-
cle. B3ottled ales ansd portera are more stealy, notwithstanding
the duty of only 18 cents per gallon, as ngainst 10 cents in casks.
1iew Brunswick and Manitoba are by far the largest importers.'
We bought horses fron the United States during the year lo the
value of$186,578, but ouly about one lialf were for home use.
Sheep Io the value of *0,239, or a trille over $ each, were imi-
ported thence by British Columbia, and an almost equal vaine of
swine at about $G.50 eci. The quantity of baking powder im-
ported from the United States seems large with a protection of 6
cents per pound, and with equal facilities for its mannfacture in
Canada. The quantity is 324,4411bs., a value of $91,786, or about
2 cents and S-1 mills per lb. It is possible that our manufactur-
ers do nt advertise enougli. W/ are informed that this
inportation is rendered possible by the free adulteration
praclised in the United States. We imported sioe.blacking to the
value of $42,907, which also eau be as well made in the country
with a duty of 30 per cent. We imported nearly-$840,000 worth
of bocks, and taxed ourselves about $100,000 for the privilege.
Our musical taste is testified te by the importation~of nearly
$90,000 worth of printed music in books or in sheets. With a
duty of 35 per cent, we imported suspenders te the value of $77,-
000. We import nanufactured brase goods to the value of $880,-

Our biscuit makers should press
their goods in British Colunibia. Our imports of rice amounted
to $223,712.

Of Indian corn we imported 3,491,916 bushels, worth $1,927,-
722, but of this only 2,311,757 bushels were for hote consump-
tion, chiefly for the manufacture of whiskey. The 47,65S bush-
els of rye were probably deatined for the same end. Of the
5,321,717 bushels'of wheat imported only 12,042 were for home
consumption. Cornmeal was imported across the border for
home consumption to the value of $344,273. Wheat four was
imported from the same country to the value of $242,197. Not.
withstanding the 25 per cent. duty we entered brushes of all
kinds to the value of $103,202 for home consumption: here is
evidently room for extending Our button industry. We imported
these to the value of $303,000, of which $140,000 came fromn Eng-
land, $78,000 from the States, $15,000 from France, $34,000 from
Germany and S33,000 from Austria. These goods contributod $75,-
000 to the revenue. The " liglit of other days " l still employed
largely in Britisli Columbia and Quebec, which constime each
about 108,000 pounds of candles out of the total oi 209,779 Ibs.
imported. The average price is 10 cents per pound. Of carriages
we ituported one railway car at $17,850 for Ontario, and six for a
total of $23,333 for New Brunswick, 43 tramcars for $30,000; 26
railway box or fliat cars for $6,533; 361 bicycles for $16,596 ; and
1278 children's carriages for $10,023. Of carpets we imported
256,4117 yards for $56:543, or at the average rate of about 22 cents
per yard ; cement 122,402 bris for $177,15S, chielly from Great
Britain; chicory, 181,000 ibs for S6,739; clocke, $126,660 chielly
from the United States; green coffee, 010,743 Ibs for $113,495;
collars, 25,60G doz. for $28,6i3, m face of the duty of 24 cents per
dozen and 30 per cent. <i valorem; combe, S60,000; copper and
manufactures of $42,750; cordage, 655,76L Ibs. for $75,886; corks,
$70,000, chiefly from Portugal and the United States. The fol-
lowing table ofeotton importa, raw aind manufactured will h of
interest as showing the great progress made by thie industry in
Canada, and, as Senator Drummond lias said, the gradually in-
creasing amount of employment being provided for thie people
by the policy of the government, whicli lm this respect, t lestt,

It were much to be desired that one branch of the cotton
trade could show that it equally deserved the fostering hand of
the government: notwithstanding the increase in the duty with-
in the five years past from 20 to 27% and 32jý per cent., the print
works show little success in their endeavors to possees the land
to theascevs, and this without any competition in the field.
The importa for the last five yeare have ehown. little abatement
as seen by these figures, hundreds omitted

IL le evident that a change of some kind je necessary. We im-
port crapes to the value of $100,722; glue, 9065,48S Ibs. for $91,-
708; 86,257 Ibs. opium for $244,490; patent medicines, $207,000.
If the J. C. Ayer Co. represent one-fourtli of this amount and
spend $50,000 a year in advertising in Canada, as stated pending
the recant trial, the articles themselves canuot rate very high in
value. In addition to the baking powder, alluded to before, we
imported nearly 175,000 Ibo. yeast-cake and compressed yeast at
a value of $40,000.

Earthenware and china of all kinds we inported to tha' value
of $700,000, discouraged by a duty of about 35 per cent.; and our
interest in electric apparatus is repreented by importa of $160,-
000; embroideries represent $208,000; beads and. bead orna-
ments, $65,527; braids, fringes, bindinge, &c., $530,000; feathers
and artificial flowers, $235,000; lace, lace curtains, &c., SG44,462;
toys, dolle, &c., $180,000. Notwithstanding thie flshery enibroglio,
we bought no trifling amount of fish from our neighbors: cod,
haddock, herrings, &c., to the value of about $100,000; and
oysters $310,000, of which 248,000 gallons wxere in bulk, valued at
$273.000. Damask of linen or mixed je ?epresentcd by $160,000;
linné.lIandkerchiefs, all kinds, $106.000; towcls, flax, jute, &c.,
$186,000; linen duck, canvas, &c., $310.000; linen thread, $146,000.

On page 141 we are shown to have imported dried apples from
Greece (3,411,584 Ibs.) to the value of $141,027, and froin Spain
305,042 lbs, value of $12,543. This i- probably a clerical error.
Of raisins we imported S million pounds, value, $352,000; grapes,
946,000 Ibo., $54,000; oranges and lemons, $560,000, of whicli
$280,000 worth is from the United States, and $120.000 from
Italy; fors an dmuanufactures of, $770,000; glass and mann-
factures of, all kinds, S1,200,000 in round anibers; gloves and
mitta, except leathe r, $390,400.

We have found so nuch of interest in the pages of the tables
of Trade and Navigation that we have extended our review oi
the imports beyond the usual space and shall postpone further
reference to anothernumber.

ADULTERATION.
The information contained on pages 56 to 5) of the report on

the Adulteration of Food, if compared with the results of recent
efforts on the subject i England, can hardly fail to carry con-
viction to the reader tait Canada is particularly favored in tie
quality orrather purity of lier tipple. The recet series of arti-
cles iu the SWuirdil Review go to prove that at the places of maiiu-
facture-li Spain, France, Geruany- winee derived solely from
the fermented juice of the grape are almost unknown, and sö
cducated lias the foreigi palateýin England and America-be.
come, that the puro article would fail of appreciation. The use of
alcohiol, to give it strengthl, cane sugar for sweetening, burnt
sugar to give it a complexion, a variety of flowers or leaves to
give it the llavor over which the connoisseur smnacks bis lips and
looks with such an educated air, a little rose-water previously in
the cask or jar to inpart the wel[-known bouquet-all these
tricks of the trade are practised to perfection in the native home
of the product, and John Bull and Uncle Sam relish the article
in the belief that the grape only enters into its manufacture.

S Of the ten samples inspected by analyst Bowmîan ah Halifax
%st year, five of claret, four of sauterne and one of champagne,

ail were pure except the champagne, and that was "adulterated,
in being quite flat and unfit for consunption." Does thie wortlhy
analyst mean to say that flatness.is produced by adulteration ?
Of the samples examined by analyst Fiset, of Quebec, one con-
tained 10 per cent. (by volume) of alcoliol, "a little sulphuric
acid darkened by an infusion of hollylioek," and yet it l'alind no
fiavorIl" The eherries and white wines examined by him all
contaimed some traces of eulphuric acid. The clhret he found
" pure " and of "good quality " but adds, I this wine is a little
plastered." Now, the object lin mixing il plaster of Paris is to
remove tartaric acid, but the process leaves behind iL a deleteri-
ous sulphate of potash in place of the liarmless tartrate. The oper-
ation is resorted ta because of the too great sourness of the wine
for exportation. Analyst Baker.Edwards of Montreal procured
all his samples in this city. It might have been as well had he
gone to Lachin. the Back River or Pointe-aux-Trembles, w.bencs.
they could bu traced-and given more attention: to 'l nportei
goods and less to native wine of which there le but very little
in use, notwithstanding the attempts to put iL on the market.
By what criterion does.this analyst ascertain what lsa vell
suited for mass wine?" The claret and sauterne (imported) ha
pronounces genuine; the Tarragon is- unadulterated, and
" probably fortified with alcohol," a very mild way of putting It
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when the analysis shows it to contain 21 per cent. by volume
and 17 per cent. by weiglit of alcohol.

h'lie sainples procured in Ottawa by analyst Valade, of lie
Kingston district, were on the whole creditable, and not much
inferior, if anything, to those of Iialifax. A samiple of sherry is
an exception, being "alcoholized with brandy and sweeteued
with sugar," a nethod of adulteration which promptW us to ug-
gest tiat M r. Valade try agaii. This sample, according to his
antilysis, contains 16 per cent. by volume of alcohol and 12.9 by
weight, with 0.02 of solids, wille a "good " port wine among his
sanjples l shown to poseese 12.), 10.4 and 10.32 respectively.

Tie saiples examined by analyst Vriglt at Winnipeg are
subjected to some curious obsorvations and remarks. he white
wines lie found " free from injurions ingredients " or from I min-
oral aIuilterattion." What lie sets down as a " pure " claret con-
tains 22 per cent. by volume of alcohol and 1785 par cent. by
weigit, aigainst les than ialf tiese proportions in what are de-
noninated pure and good by the I lalifax, Montrenl and Ottawa
alalysis. But Bono aljswan1ce muet bie made for cliiate. hlie
clarets examined in Winnîipeg would appear tobe largely " manu-
factured stamiples," by which is meant doubtless manufactured lin
certain dark cellars in Montreal.

A student of the B3luebook eau hardly avoid asking iimself:-
Who chall analye Vite analysts? The country expends avery
year in these adultoration experiments a gradtally increasing
suim, $25,000 for 1888. hlie printing of the resilts in the forn of
a bile bock, whicli nay bu glanced over by an occasional mem-
ber of parliamient and an editor here and there, can scarcely
warrant even so liiited an expenditure. The gaine is not worth
Vite caidle. \Vere fines imnposed for adulteration, the work
itiglt be partly self-supporting, and wore the work performed as
in, the case of muilk, with mor regard te general information, the
peuple inighit begiti to believe they weroe getting the worth of
their money. 'The dilculVties in respect of fines, for adulterated
inilk, butter, baking powders, coffeos and spices are not insur-
mtonnittable, but the question will arise as to wlere the blane
shtatl lie in the case, for exatpîîle, of imported wines.

We drew attention Oit a former occasion to lte general un1i-
fairness of publishing the nanes of retailers in connection with
colile and spico coipounds, in the preparation of which tley htad
no land. This, wu observe, lias been remedied i lte present
volume; but sugar is still gathered fron the retailer instead of
front lie refuer; this inatters nougltt, however, a ail the sat-
pies ire puro.

ASBESTOS AN) PIOSPIHATES.
As ls well kiown, the Province of Quebec possesses valuable

deposils of aisbestos and phosphate rock, and as the cra of false
ruimor and tpecilation is plI assing away and thie practical work-
ing of the properties le being more largely untdortaken year by
year, somne eliglt referenec to this ntew source of wealth scems
ne0cessary.

Asbestos is one of the most wonderful and useful mineral
productions known, and it l a curiouts fact that the largest and
best doposits in Vhe world are containted in a small area in the
Easternt Townships, and particularly in the Black Lake and
Thetford districts. lThe output lias been shipped for somie years
te the United Statues and to Europe, the yield ias been ample
and the supply is beliovet t be inoxlhaustible. Prices are fully
10 per cent. Iigier thain last year and the demand is increasing.
I3 ie thougit ttat the faimious Ilalian mines, whici are controlled
by 3itgliih capital, are getting worked out; iV is certain at leatist
that the managers are large buyers of Caînadianiasbestos. ins
beent largely tin expterimeîntal busintess up te thte presen t, se far as
its use in the manufactures is contcernted, and many lines are
covered by patents it the hands of what may be termecd
specialty firims. 1V le applied to nuimerous etaplc uses, as steat
packing for angines, muilt board, fire-proof building felt, theatio
ctrttains tand scuotry, pipe coverings, aiso li the shape of cetent
and for chiemnical purposes.

Reported recenxt discoveries in the United States have turned
Out to bu a myth. Samtples of brittle, flinty stutiff were sent eot
here and proved to bu of no value wiitever. The Lake Superior
district mnay devolop sotetlthing it time ; but se far, the iost
praîcicable deptosils are Vîhose in Vhis Province. 1t is aise thîought
tlnt discoveries mtay be iade in Riussia. li the days of
Charlemagne, wo tire told, that asbestos was woven into table
cloths, napkins and other finO fabrics ; but ne mod rmachinery

ias becn invented whici will weave the libre sufliciently fine.
lire is no roeson to doubt, iowever, that present dificulties

may be overcome when'a new and extensive leld for asbestos
will be opened up. Sa far the Canadian mines have not been
worked below thirty faut, and it ls the general impression that
the greater the depth the better the grade.

For varions reasons the exports of rock phosphate from this
country were smnall last year, being 5,000 tons below those of the
year previous. Shippers are sanguine of a larger trade in the
future, as the exportation from Russia is prohibited and the
famous guano beds of Chili and Peru are becoming exhausted.
Britisht manufacturers use about 800,000 toits annually, and they
will have to import Canadian apatite in ever increasing quan-
tities. hlie Englisli agricultural journali have been devoting
somie attention to this natter of late, and the working of our
phosphate lands will not only be a source of wealth ta Canada,
but will relieve and assist the British manufacturer and land
owner, who will not be at a loss for supplias of this valutable fer-
tilizer. As bas been mentioned on a former occasion, the chiet
feature in the foreign markets last yenr ias been the revival of
demand for the lower grades. Tie previous year it was diflicult
to seli anything under 80 par cent., but in 18SS there bas beau
enquiry and sales of grades as low as 60 par cent., whilst 70 and
75 were easily saleable, althougi prices were low. The low price
was largely owing to the competition of Frencli phosphate, fur-
nished in a condition which required no further grinding and
which was found very suitable for fertilizer manufacturers. Ve
now hear that French competition is likely Vo cesse as efforts are
being made to prohibit importations from France.

The improvement in ocean freights all over the world caused
better prices to be obtitned for low grade Carolina phosphate,
which is a gteat competition to the Canadian product. The
diversion of tonnage last fall to American ports was one im-
portant reason why more phosphate was not shipped from here.
Phosphate is shipped largely as ballast in the vessels which
carry deals, and as the lumber trade is expected to b brisk
during the coming season, everything points ta a large increase
in the exporte.

THE NEW CITY CHARTER-A DANGEROUS CLAUSE.
The business of Fire Underwriting is something which,

like running a hotel, everybody thinks lue understands. The
whole systei te the secular mind would seem to conlsist in the
collection of premiums and the occasional payment of a lots.
The Quebec Parliament, whiclh almost heretofore had given litle
proof of a knowledge of the principles of Political Economy,
lias beau ruminating of late over a petitioned autendment to the
charter of the city of Montreal. Somte of the new clauses, for
instance section 234 on page 69, concerning sales of property,
may have somie good reason for ils existence; but it miglit h
well to be more explicit, that those who are to b benefitted may
ulnderstand. But section 140, clause 75 on page 45, le not of this
character: there is no hidden meaning, no evidence of occult
lore in its provision. It asks for authority to the City Council
to tndertake the ittsurance of houses and other buildings against
fire, that is simply to do a fire insurance business. In comment-
ing upon the subject at the-meeting of the Board of Trade last
Tuesday, Mr. G. F. 0. Smith, of the Liverpool & London & Globe
Insurance Co., pertinently remarked that apart frot under-
taking a branci of trade and commerce, titis would prove a
most serious liability which the city would b assuming, a
liability no less real than its floating and funded debts-and
equally entitled to a place on its balance sheet-indeed it would
be mucx worse, for in respect of these the amount is known and
patent te all, while in respect of the former the amount would be
in unknown quantity and may run into the millions in the
avent of the scheme being generally adopted, and should a con-
flagration ensue. No ci ty is frac frot such a hazard. Boston
and Chicago were as well built and protected as Montreal is
to-day wheu tlieir conflagrations occurred. No city that we
know of possesses sucli a power at the present day. Somie
smnail States in Central Europe possess the power asked for by
Montreal, but it is cenfined to dwellings; no mercantile insur-
ance can he transacted by them. After the great fire of Lon-
doi that city waxs authorized te insure buildings, but the resnît-
ing trouble and annoyance and disputes. were se great, that in
less than twenty years the scheme was abandoned. IL is to be
hopeied that the practical business men who for some time past
have, in sote respects, at least, given promise of a better order-
ing of our Provincial affaire, will give somae attention to these
and possibly other innocent-looking clauses and, se far, at all
events, as the powers to convert Vite city of Montreal into an in-

THE LA.W OF BILLS OF EXCHANGE.

The Minister of Justice has introduced into the House the
bill for the codification of the laws relating te Bills of Exclange,
Choques and Promissory Notes, promised in the Speech from
the Throne.

The bill is almost a literal transcript of the English Act of
JSS2, and no bdtter model could have been followed than that
Act, which is justly regarded as a most perfect codification of
the existing laws on the subject. It 1as for us the advantage of
interfering, te a very slight:extent, with the present Canadian
law, except as te the one subject of "Crossed Choques ;" and if
the bill passes both Houses, as we sincerely trust it will, the law
of the whole Dominion, on this important subject, will at once
become uniforn.

Even if there were no other gain than this, that alone would
he worth a great effort te accomplish. Negotiable instruments
constantly pass from one province to another, and it is a serions
drawback that the laws respecting them should differ in each.
Wider ground than this night be taken. In the language of
Mr. Justice Story, " the law respecting negotiable instruients
may be truly declared te he in a great measure, net the law of a
single country ouly, but of the commercial world.".

But we shall net, in such a case, gain only in uniformity.
The bill is in effect as well as in forn a clear and defluite code,
the forerunner, we trust, of many sucli. It lays down the
principles of the law in clear propositions. Many points that
have been doubtful are made certain, and many useful provisions
te facilitat the operation of trade and commerce, have been
added. We shall have somiething te say of the chief points later
on, meantime a few words as te the-English code will not be
nulles.

l ISSI, the Institute of Bankers, acting in conjunction with
the Associated Chambers of Commerce, employed Mr. M. D.
Chalners, the author of a well-known Digest of the Law of Bills
of Exchango, etc., te draft a bill codifying and assimilating the
law relating te bills, notes and cheques for Eigland, Scetland
and-Ireland, It was introduced the same year, but was net
proceeded with. "During the recess criticisms.were invited
from various quarters, and many very valuable suggestions were
received." la 1882i the bill was again introduced, referred te a
strong select conuihttee, with Sir Farrer Herschell as chairman.
Mr. Cohen, Q.G., and other eminent lawyers, and Sir John
Lubbock, Mr. O. ¯3aring, and other experienced baukers and
mnerchautswere on th committee. The bill subsequently passed
through the bads of a select commniittee of the Hiuse of L rds,
consisting of the Law Lords and others, and received the Royal
Assent on August 18, 1882. Ve give these particulars te show
how carefully the English Act lias been franed, and the confi-
dance which may be ftlt in the proposal te mak it the law for
Canada.

The Act is besides noteworthy as the fiirt piece of codification
that bas yet found its way te the Eaglish statute book. On the
Continent the necessity for codification, of commercial Jiawe
especially,lad long before been ifelt. " More than forty countries

have codified their law on this subject; in fact, England and
the United St.tes seem to b the only civilized nations which
have net done so." (Chalmerw Digcst.)
0f the full effect o lie proposed change, more consideration

and comparison will he needed before we eau write definitely,
As te the law generally, its chief effect Vill be te inake clear
many rules, principles and doctrines which have hitherto been
imbedded in the body of decisions and reports which make up
the common lawv. How far some of the miner rules are ney
conld only bo determined by a-lawyer skilled in this particular
line, but many practices wh'iclh have grown ußi, in some cases of
doubtful validity, will he confirmed and made plain even te tle
ordinary lay student. The layman, te, will b much aided by
the clear rules as te negotiation, the liabilitiOs of the various
parties, the formalities required in presentment for acceptance
or payment, the cases when these formalities are excused, tle
manner of dealing with unpaid or unaccepted bills so as to fIx
the liability of the prier parties, ec.

The sections relating te signatures by procuration by agenti;
or by others in a representative capacity, carint fàil tf ri d- l
of many uncertainties as te 'these important poins, which thé
organization of joint-stock conmpanies of ail ki'nds le making i,:
creasingly important.

The feature of the bill which will attract most attention from
the public is undoubtedly the proposed introduction of Il Crossed
Cheques," and its correlative, the relief of bankers from iesponsi-
bility for forged endorsements. We need scarcely inforni our
readers that this system has long been in use in England, with
great advantage both te the public and to banks, and we are
satisfied that its adoption will meet with general approval here

lien its working is understood. Its effect is te rernove many
of the difliculties which now hamper the circulation of cheques,
with a comparatively light risk from forged endorsements im-
posed on the owners of the choque. There is little doubt of the
justice of this, as the risk usually results fron Ihe owners care-
lessness; but it is so slight, if the precaution of crossing the
cheque be observed, that it need scarcely he taken into account.

For those net familiar with the system, we may explain that
when a chaque is issued, the drawer may cross thie cheque, either
with two tranverse lines, or the words "and Ce.', which is called
a "genoral crossing," or by writing across it the niame of a bank,
usually the bank with which the payee of the cheque keeps his
account, which is called a "special crossing." The effect is that
the bank on which it is drawn can the» only pay it te another
bank. The party receiving a cheque crossed "generally" can fill
l the naie of a bank where lie is known and get it cashed
there, or ho can pay it to another party whlio will do this. lu
any case the cheque must corne in te an jntermediate bank
through a party known te it' and the danger of forgery la there-
fore practically removed. The internediate bank is of course
net protected if it cashes a crossed chaque on a forged endorse-
ment. The law simply protects the drawcr, and the bank on
which thd choque is drawn.

The effect of the new provision on uncrossed choques payable
te order which the holder does net think it worth while te cross
(as he would be entitled to do), will be te ensure thoir payment
without question by the bank when presented vith the proper
name written on the back. The danger of the chance finder of
a lost chaque being willing to commit se serions a crime as
forgery in order te get possession of flie money, muet however be
very remote. Pay ment of lest or stolen choques can be stopped
at once; and in any case the drawer or holder of a choque can
protect every one by the simple expedient rf drawing a couple of
lines across it.

On miner points we sec littie to object te in the Bill. The
definition of "Banker" as a "body of persons, whethor incorpor-
ated or net" scarcoly suites Canadian circumstances. If it ie
intended te include private bankers, it should take in those in
business alone, without partners.

The liability of an acceptor in one point might, we think, bu
modified with justice te ail parties. Under the present law, an
accepter is precluded from donying the validity of the drawer's
signature, but if the bill is drawn payable te the drawer's
order, the accepter may dispute the drawer's endorsenent, even
though absolutely identical with his signature as drawer. It
seems te us scarcely fair that this should bo the law.

The provision that à pronissory note payable on demand
shall be presented within a reasonable time to preserve recourse
against an endorser might be modified. No eue endorses a
demand note except with the intention of becoming surety for
the debt for an undertermined period, and the lawv might
reasonably declare the endorser in suci a case lfable as a co-pro-
missor. This is certainly true of a demand note made for the
accommodation of the promissor.

We regret te see any ulnnecessary distinctions made between
pronissory notes and bills of exchange. Section 87 provides
that a note must b presonted at the place^where made payable
in order te render the maker Hable. This differs from the
provision respecting bills of exchange (i. c. draftq), and we
believe is an entirely new departure in our law. It is evidont
that it migbt lead te great trouble, los 'and injustice, should
presentment be accidentally overlooked, and we can sec ne gain
te compensate foi the disturbance its enactment will cause. lu
the past great differencos bave existed in England .between
promissory notes and bille of exchange, but they have been
gradually eliminated. This s8 one of the most serions noiw
left, and it would b a stop backward te import it into our 1éa's.

The clause (39 sub-section 3) relieving the holder in certain
cases from the necessity of presonting bills for acceptance seoms
te ns open te objection. A drawer would seecms to b entitled
under all circumstances te notice that his draft bas been refused
acceptance. in order that ho may have., an opportunityi of
protecting himself, but this section would appear te deprive him
of that right.

It is perhaps open to question whether in adopting the
system of crossed choques, the English phrase of "And Cornpany"
should- be adopted, rather than a crossing in such a forta as this:

hVien the system wasfounded in England the only general
bankers were such houses as Coutts & Co., and the other great
private banking honses. "And Coy." suited themt well enough,
Lite nare aof Lthe firm boing added whon necessary. Ilere the
word 'Bank' wouild be mucli more convenient for the additional
crossing contemîtplated by the Act.

OVERClOWDING CONSUMING NARKETRS.
ILt has often appeared strange to us that operators who place

so munch relance on statistics (as infilencing themg in the
matter of their investments) will, almost the next moment, show
a perfect indifference thereto in unloading their ventures on con-
sttming markets. We now speak more partLicularly in the
mater of pruduce. Wel are largely an agricultural nation.
The product of lte farn has, la most cases, to be bought
and held by the speculator or trader, the moment it is ready, to
market, although the markets of eonstmpion may require
inonths of holding on their part to realize on te goods to ad-
vantage. The great consuming narket for our surplus pro-
dtictioi is the mother country, the overcrowding of which at any
one period-ino matter how strong the statistical position mnay be
in the inatter of supply and demand in its suggesting the pro-
bability of higher prices-very often depresses an article very
inuch below its intrinsic vaine in the meantime. Experience
teaches us that in the matter of comnmodities they draw from
the world over, they are îinfluenced rather in their purchases
by the present surroundinga ofthe market than by any speculative
probabilitiee as to the future. It is with the present imarket
they generally treat, and are influenced in their purchases
accordinîg Vo the receipts and stock on iand in their home
markets. Does il require any very astote mind to conclide that
stch markets are apt Lo he in a far more healthy and satisfactory
state if nodorately fed, instead of having Lite whole year's re-
quirenient dumped ipon il ina a few 'montLs ? Take for
examuple Lte niatter of our apple shipments. In lte fall season,
iore especially the past one, commercial circles have never liad
to notice in any oie branci of trade sueli an epidemnic of coi-
iluent idiocy as matnifested itself amnontg shippers during thitis
perioi. ]n as imany days iltey landed as many), month's require-
ments it all the English markets; this too in the face of the
imtost positive cablegratis tiait the fiest çvas iisaleable and
rotting on the wharves. Thiousands, yes, tents of thousiands of
barrels that wore shipped iever realized a cent, and shippers were
called Oin to pay Lte freigit. Subsequent conditions ofthese con-
suig mltaricets Itave demonstrated that tthese-very goods would
have ietted far more satisfactory results had aty attention
heeit paid to lte laws of stpply and deituand.

Cheese is another case in point. Hore is an article that re-
quires attention and treattnettt fron1 the Ltite it is made util
cottnsumed. IL can lie held according to period mîtade and
mode of nutfacture for a more or less lengthy period on this
side withiout dnger of imaterial deterioration, which is not the
case wlen ithey are iiad it English markets. This arises
largely froin climatic cituges and inattention. There is no
doubit in the imatter that we send foriward our fall made cheese
far too rapidly for ail interests concerned. IL is a well-known
fact that our finett imakes of fall cheese are most in favor as
keepers for Lthe end of the season, while the deinand for tiema
insts into June and evenl July each year.

TlE BOARD OF TRADE.
Tho annual mteeting of the 1loard of Tratde of Montreal on Tuesday

hast wias the most largely attended gathering ever held by that body.
Tie retirinig president, Senator Drumntond, occnpled the chair. A
resolution was passed unanimously recording the Board's appreciation
of Lite philanthropic gift of Sir Geo. Stephen and Sir Donald A. Smith
for Lite orectiot of a hospital for the poor sick of Mfontroal. In his

address the president referred te the remarkable growth of the 3oa.d
of Trade during the past two or tbree years in numbers aud influence,
the important concession of the goverament in assuming the channel
debti, the necessity of pressing our further claims upon the govera-
ment, the promotion of lte harbor improvements, the contribution by
the city of one million of the three million dollars required for the
purpose, although strictly speaking this was rather for protection
against inundation. Re proposed a resolution, seconded by Zr.
McLennan, in which-after referring t tLite condition of the harbor anid
wharves, tite great iucrease la tragic through the construction of the
Clanadian Pacific Railway and the great extension of the Grand Trtank
system, no aid having been given by the city, the cost of improve-
ment being taxed upon the traffic, and the consequentdiscouragement
to vessels-he dwelt upon the necessity of vastly greater barbor and
wharf accommodation, of appliances for the speedy discharge antd
loading of ships, the care of and handiing of goods, the ready con-
raunication between ship and rail,-the resolution closing as follows :

"'£Tat it is lthe elear interest of overy citizcat te have this doet, ts with ils
gcographicti advantages tni enormous develoiinent, of' the trade of tiis city
%,out(d result front sucth meîasures, wivittcih wouid ineroEne the pulation and
weeatth of the city, atd ehiiitce the vaite of Iil real estate witi its boaind-
taries; that the Botard of 'rtde votld , thurefeo, strontgly urge oit tite citimuts
of every class, nud urge Oi the civie aîuthorities the impterativo duty of any a1 1-
trovcd pin of harbor imtprovemnt aid extension."

The chairman then referred to the remarks of Mr. Van Horne at
the annuat dinner of tie Board. Mr. Via Horne appeared to make
out a case against the city because of the apathy that hiad ruled il; so
long. HE [the speaker] had asked Mr. Van Horne to the meeting in
person; owing to an unexpected cali te New York, he was unabie to
cerne, but he sent a communication giving a comparison between
Chicago and St. Louis which ho wor.ld road:-

The President wished aise to place on record Mr. Van Hoi ne's im-
portant utteanices at the recent banquet. Montreal had arrived at a
critical period on tis subject of public interest. The cost of the pro-
posed barbor improvements was set down nt 3 millions, but this did
not include ail lice necessary facilities. It wouild cost certainly 4

millions. The city shoutld contribute 2 ont of the 4 iillions required,

the annual charge on which would be $80;Ü0, un insignificant sum
for a city like Montreal that pays nearly a million a year tor water,
police and fire. Any expenditure would be recouped fourfold in a
very short tima. 'Tho duty of tlie comnunty was to sue that the bar-
bor was fittcd ont witli the proper appliances in aider to nake itequal
oe any barbor on the continent without any proportionate increase of

charges. The new council of the Board should press the governîment
for the interest of the principal which they iad been allowed, and they
should seek still furtter aid. The improvements in the channel would
have been forced upon the goverument had there been no such city as
Montreal, as the canals to the west of us were built and improved
wyitbout regard to western cities.

Mr. Hugli icLennan spoke to the resolution, whicl after some re-
marks from Messrs. White, Lyman, Stephtens, G. F. C. Smith, was
carried inanimously.--Other subjects discussed vill be trented separ-
ately in these columns. At the' adjourned meeting held at noon
yesterday, the scrutineers reported the following gentlemen elected
for lice current year:-Prsident, James P. Cleghorn ; First Vice-
1resident, Jacques Grenier; Second Vice-President, Robert Archer;

INIQUITOUS DISTRIBUTION.

The necessity of some legal provision for the equitable distribution
of-the estates of insolvent debtors is becoming more and more ap.
parent every day. Business men, as a rule, shrink from confessing
tiheir losses to the world; some because of a dislike to admit having
been over-reached, others because their credit may suifer; and all be-
cause It is not a pleasant subject to talk about at ail. There are some
few wholesale mon who are superior to these influences. One of
them, a leading wholesale clothing manufacturer, in his place at the
lioard of Trade meeting last Tuesday rose, and in a few brief terse
sentences, pressed upon that body the importance of insisting upon
soie legislation for the equitable distribution of insolvent estates, and
said if he lived to the age of one iundred he would keep on urging
in the matter till it was attained. Hie handed to the chairman the
following letter as an example of what business men are sulbjected to,
lacking some sncb provision in the general law of the country. The
nane of the trader is omitted, but ib is a true bill:

A-t, January 3rd. 1889.
DeA Sin,-You are hereby notified that G. W. G- , of O- ,

N.S., trader, has this day by deed assigned to us, the undersigned, ail
his property, real aud persoual, in trust for the payment of bis
creditors as follows:-After« payment of expenees the following
persons to be preferred creditors to the amounts hereinafter narned
and to be paid in full, viz. .- C. K., $40 ; A. Bdot and Shoe Co., $225 ;

Another case in point is furnished- by the affaira of 0. L. T, of
Winnip(g. The total liabilities in tbis case are $4,500. The stock is
valued at$2,900. Judgments against tlie estate were entered not long
since for $2,500 in favor of a local barber. lt seemn that during the
barber's absence somie titue ago 0. L. T., took in some $1,100 for
him. He owes one cigar firm in this city S800, for Which, It is said,
lie bas assigned book debts nominally worth fron $300 to $400. He
uwes another firm $1,100; and the stock of $ a900 us aforeeaid, bits
ben sold tn the barber at 66C ou the dollar, under whose preferential
judgments the otier-creditors are left out in the cold.

STYLES AND FASHIONS.

Something jaunty and pretty, and just old enough to recommend
it to thcEse exclusive ones who always want something new and sone-
thing (that no one else bas ever thought of, is the style worn with
w3aking costumes of jacket, toque and muff, ail to match. This stylo
le both new and old. Of courEe the close-fitting jacket has long been
in favor with y'oung ladies and the toque and muff have always been

orn, but the new features about the combination are the toque and
Îlli trimming of the jacket and muff. The toque ls probably so-called
simply becauEe the name scems te be applicable to almo5t any kind
of lead.gear, for there certainly are more different hliapes and styles
li millinery called by this name cthan could be grouped together
under any other dozen cognomens. lu fact, the namo of toque in
milliraery may almost bu said to rival that of " directoire" ln dress-
making. The toque in the pretty comibination now under considera-
tion is of liglt-gray fur, fitting close down ovér hlie iead, and
.trinmed witht a tuft of briglit feathers and a full bow of ribion. The
muff is of the same fur and trimmed in like manner witi a bow of
striped ribbn. The jacket le trimmed with wide miitary braid,
edged with fur niatching the toque and muff, and finisheil with large
ornamental fastenings. In the reua of millinury, riblions still hold
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mdisputed sway, no matter what elsa may cotme or go. A close
observation of the most stylisli iats and bonnets fail te reveal as
many birds lit winter trirmmings lis fancy fetthers. Blirds are net out,
but the preference seens te blie for feathers. This may be largely at-
tribulable to the faet that they are more serviceable, are not so etasily
dlistrraiged, and will [ast much longer. A pretty winter hat in black
falt is shown in a shape not strikingly new, but quite handsotne and
stylisht for ail that. It ltas a broad rim which turns up aIl around,
and ie boundl with black corded riblibon, and fittishted underneath with
a band, over whichl a pinkî corded ribbon with fancy edge is twisted
and tied lit a bow just over the face. A cluster of ostrich feathers
andt a bow of ribboi complte the trimmings. Another shapo tamong
thiose showu for wiiter lias a rolling brim,, and a round crown of
medium leigit. The ontly triirtnintg usei on tis iat is a large knot
of ribbon, completely covering otte side. A featletr how is wornt with
IL. This season the veil aits scoredl tritmplis inlcard of before, even
the drapery of dresses bting arranged in veil-like folds. The delicate
gauze, soft crepe, lace and evei liglt ctsmltîere, mttay ie arranged i tis
style, which strongly remintids ti of the pepiis wornî by ite clitssie
biteauties of uitiquity. A gorgeous Grecian robe, which cain be
regarded lis a vondîlerful cretion of tIis paiticular style, hasa papium
of white crepe, Lo the folds of which i iinparted te roseate glow fron
the pintk ttLin skirt. A gold i belt erves te keep the drapery of the
waist in position, liroad gold bands are worn on the upper arn and in
the hair, wiicht is arrangeli it a Grecian knot tat the back of the lieid.
A very handsoite dinner dress of the empire period is exhibited. The
scant skirt of Nile green lama,îtsk, witih large bouquets of velvet
flowert in pale, ilitost fided, tints ; the ski rI is edged with a ieavy
ruching of lace, the siort waist itas high puffed sleeves and double
reverse with jabot in the middle, the ertids of whicl disappear in the
broad crepe satsh Lied closely nttier the bust. 'ite styles for next

spring and stmner would sei te bu ultra in their innovations if wa'
were not already fitniliar willi the genral malke of the Directoire
dres. Compaîttîrel with the ftsliotns of last spring the new styles are
almst eccentrie. Ail drapery la dispensed with. The dresses are
clinging iit lect Lt the sitles, usutally linisled with a gtthered front
breadth, the ornam,,îentation of which i a distinctive featutro of the
Inw gownt. The skirt is finîisled with fll, straight bretadths at the
baick, which fal over a sligit tournlure, th onîly concession ta the
pait. liodices are tsually contitted froin the skirt in unbroken linces
mtlkiig a gowit in priicess effect, like the Directoire polonaise dresses
now wornt; or they are siort, routind tnmpire witusts, girdled witLh

mire girdli, whiclh fall in long rash eids over cite Bide of the skirt.
The iew sleeve is considerably sltorter thain anty whici htis pire-
viouîsly bueit wotrn. 'l'ho nttw French plates show sleevOs for the
sunmtuter reaching but te few incies below the elbow but quite ftull,
liu the cieve tnow w'orî, or lit coat shape. lImiporters oi gloves have
prepared for this short sleeve, and tht gloves for late spring and for
street wear in summtter are cigit buttons in lengtl and in mousquet
aire style. Col liars retmaint hight, and sihirred go, gels tre introduced at
the thront ielow the colhtr lit many of the ntew French plates. Tite
firsci woollens ittportei for early sprinig tre plain and figured serges, to
be made inîto combinationt gow'ns. hlie figired serges are genuine
broche woollens and uie mxttîpîtles of the fite, laboriotus irocade work
used in Firaince before Jacquard demtonstrated that ie could do what
Napolecon steerinîgl3 called impossible. lite Jacquard loon produces
the flat or suinkcen brocade, with whih wile ire ail fimiilier,bit broche-
work is raised like tetimroidery frot the fabric, and produces the light
et' sbade of the leaf, flower or fruit of the pattern. Tihese realistic
flower patterns, copied frot old Frenchi worsteds, are te feature of the
new woolleis. ]Lie hlie present epochl of fashion, they are a protest
against the conventional designs of the English school, and indicate
ae revival in dress and furniture of a period in French history. Mode
colors, sucde colors, pale silvery-grays, grayisli empire greens and,
above ail, tlie now bluie-greenî called ventrtrgont, rosewood browns, new
coppery-red shades and a deep blue alhoist tes pronouicedi as Mazarin
bue are souie of the new colors. The dragon-green and the rosewood
browns promise to be especially popular. The brocaded woollens, as
n rule, hav te border from a quarter ta three-quarters of a yard deep,
the new bliue-grecn called vertdragon, rosewood brownus, new coppery-
red shiades and a dceep blue, alimost as pronounced as Mtazarin blue, tire
somue of the new colores The dragon-green and the rosew'ood browns
promise te ba especially popular. The brocaded woollens, as a me,
have a' border fron a quarter to threc.quaiters of a yard decp on the
lower edge, and ttin cighth of a ynrd decil on the ippîter edge; ns the
serge is 48 inchtes wide,it is still wide enough after the narrow border
Il torin off for the depth of any ordinary skirt. In a few cases th
entire nuderskirt Is formeid of the boidered goode, the border extendin
on the ipper edgei as the serge 1e 48 inches wide, it is still wid
enougi after the iarrow border Is torn off for the depth of any
ordinary skirt. In a fow cases the cntire underskirt is formed of th
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bordered goodu, the border extending entirely around the bottom ; but
In most cases the front breadth, or tablier, is formed of the bordered
goods when only a yard and a quarter is used. Goods are also im-
ported in tabliers a yard and a quarter long, the broche-work extend-
ing across the goods to form a border at the side of the tablier. Silk,
mohair and wool, and combinations of silk and wool and of mohair
and wool, are used to forin the favored picture effect of leaf and flower
and fruit on woollen fabries. The fleur-de-lis, with its long, tremul-
eus leaf and lily, formas the deep half-yard border in white on a pale
dragon-grece ground; and pale suede-colored. serges are figured in
silvery blue with rslices, sedge-grasses and dock-flowers, suggested
no doubt by the designs of South Kensington embroiderles. French
marguerites and ferns are other designs. Wild bramble patterns are
frequently seen In these broche woollens. There are also serges
brocaded in ail over the pattern with large separate leaves like rasp-
berry leaves, and these figured woollens are chosen for side panels,
two being used on either side for the sleeves and trimming of dresses
otherwise made of plain wool. The use of a sleeve of different
material or color fron the gown is a feature of the new French plates,
and many sleeveless jackets will undoubtedly be used during the
coming season over embroidered cordages eut short at the waist. A
few serges have a wide riblion border of cüflienne, brocaded with
realistic designs-of flower, fruit or leaf, the usual narrow border
appearing lt the other side of the goods.

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EcoNoxy or WAsTE.-The Journal of the Constantinople chamber
of commerce describes the industrial uses of old boots and shoas, which
are ripped open and the leather subjected to a treatment which ren-
ders it a pliable mass, from which a kind of artitic leatber la derived'
This resembles la appearance the best Cordovan leather. In tihe
United States patterns are stamoed on it, while in France it is used to
cover trucks and boxes. Old boots and shoes are aiso treated in
another way, by which they are converted into new ones, the prison-
ars in Central France being employed in this way, the material corn-
ing chiefly fron Spain. They are taken to pieces as before, the nails
being all removed and the leather soaked in water to soften it. The
uppers for children's shoes are tben rut from it. The soles are aise
used, as fron the old soles the so-called Louis XV heels for ladies'
shocs are made, while the soles of children's shoes are made from the
larger and thinner pieces. The old nails are also put te use, the iron
nails and the tacks and bra-ds being separated by magnets and sold
The contractors of the niilitary prison at Montpellier say tiat the
nails alone pay for the old shoes. The scrap whici romains after this
process is much sought after by specialists for agricultural purposes.

1lNsENsE MARGIN IN MATOesS.-The Bryant & May, (Limited) of
London, held their annual meeting recently, at which it was shown
the net profits of the year, aflter paying all expenses, including direct.

Tas Merchants' Bank of Halifax, bave arranged for the free redemp-
tien of their notes at the offices of the Bauk of British Columbia, in
the province of British Columbia. The notes of this bank are now
redeemable at par in every part of the Dominion from the island of
St.-Pierre, Miquelon and Newfoundland te Vancouver. The Mer-
chants' Bank of Halifax was the first te move in the directi oh-
taining free redemption of their notes, they having entered inte a
reciprocal arrangement for the purpose with the Merchants' Bank of
Canada over eighteen months ago, and it is pleasing te note that
many banks are mnaking similar arrangements. This new feature of
free redemption of Canasdian bauk notes will materially assist in solv-
ing the question of bank. circulation when the bank charters are being
revised.

Tus Nova Scotia Sugar Refinery's profits were $213,000 last year.
and a 15 per cent dividend and a 10 per cent. bonus bave been de.
Iared. The capital stock of the company bas been doubled, each

shareholder receiving two shares for every one held, without any new
outlay, making the present capital $300,000. It is te be hoped the
new start may prove niera satisfactory than the former.

THa Martin Manufacturing Co, of Wbitby, now employ GO hands in
turning out saddlery and hardare.-As an evidence of the growth of
business in towns and villages, V. G. Cornwall, tailor, of Colborne,
manufactured 2,345 garments in 1888.-The largest wholesale hard.
ware firm in Charlottetown, P.E.I, Is Norton & Fennel, which is also
the largest on the island.-Christie Bros., Amherst, N.S., report a
steadily growing trade for their manufactures.

Tuonas McNEaY, of Ladner's Landing, B.C., bas been experiment-
ing with sugar beets for the last four years, and bas obtained such
satisfactory results that ho hopes to interest Eastern capital in order
te establish a refinery at that place. He sends us a copy of the
