Denounced by Archbishop
' McCabe.

THE LEADERS TO BE PROSECUTED

" Loxpon, October 13.~The pastoral lefter of
Archbishop McCabe, of Dublin, in which be
denounces the Land League in a very long,
solemn address, is felt to be a serious blow to
the present violent programme of the Land
League, The Archbishop's adoption of Birhop
Cloyne’s land programme was recognized at a
meeting of the League yesterday as bringing
in n new influence, and perbaps setting back
the new organization un foot. This would be
fatal to the finances of the League, which is
an haeportant consideration to that hody,
whose eloquence is purchased at so mu'h per
week.  The issue now raised betwein the
Cuurch and the League cannot be supp essed
by any violence on tha part of the agitutors,
whose irritation is undisgnised. They vio-
lently attack Archbishop McCabe, even ques-
tioning his motives, and heaping insult and
invectives on his venerable head. Another
hitch bas occurred in the progress o1 the agi-
tation, the nature of waich ia unknown. Par-
nell did not attend any meeting on Sunday,
though he was positively anzouaced to do so.
It was reported that he would attend a Lengue
meeting for the purpose of mak:ng an impor
tant statement, but was not present. No re-
ference was made to him. Some believe that
he hesitates betore adopting the violent pro-
gramuee of the Land League, which is now
simply a heade of Fenians. The present is ap
important erisis in his career. 1f he goes ou
the game is desperate ; ithe holds backa re-
action of the peasants’ enthusinem may
may follow and the agitation lose force. Per-
hups be will elect to sdvance wheun he reads
the letter written by John Bright in 1868 and
published to-day, in which he says :—

4 I fear the schame of striking down the Es-
tablished Church and abaudoning the theory
of pur territorial syscem i3 50 broad, so goud,
80 complete, that Parllament would stand
against it.' I can conceive the condition of
things in Ireland under which such a great
change might be accomplished it Ireland
were unitad in demanding it and were menac-.
ing Great’ Britain if st should be refused. But
pnow I guspect our rulers, though uncomfort-
able, are not sofficiently alarmed to yivid.”

Such language from a Cabinet Minister,
combined with Mr. Gladstone’s famous de~
claration regarding Clerkeuwell, is a powerful
slement of strength in the pregent agitation.
Parnell and his followers cannot be considered
miuch to blame if they take steps thus marked
out for them.,

The Standard says:—It{a reported in Dub-
lin that the Governmont has determined to
prosecute tte leading members of the Land
League for conspiracy. A full mecting of the
law-officers of the Crown wiil be held to-mor-
row to determine the form of snmmons. The
prosecution, which will commence imme-
diately, will be founded on the reports of
‘speeches at the county meetings and proceed-
ings of the Land League in Dublin.

Dunriv, October 13 —At o weetiog of the
Land League, Dillon, Bexton and Bullivan
stroogly protested against the pastoral letter
of Archbishop McCabe, Duablin, in wbich he
deplored the sitence of the Irish leaders re-
garding the threats of violence against the
}andlords uttered at public mevtings. The
speakers characterized the letter as Jgnoring
thesutferings ot the poople, and declared that
it-was untrue that the speakers hud not pro-
tested agaiost threats of viclence,

Loxpon,0Oct. 14.—The Dublin correspondent
of the 7imes confirms the repurt that the Gov-
crnmentintends to prosecuts the Linad League
leaders, and gays it is expected that the pro-
ceedings will be on an exteorive scale. No
actuul steps have yet been taken, but the
threntened. blow cannot be lung snspeoded.

THE FULL PARTICULARS

REFUSAL TO COFFIN THE BODY.

We take the following from the Cork
Herald, ot October 2nd.

Coxg, Wednesday Night,

Cong bas to-day been the scone of some
tonsiderable excitement in connection with
the murder of Lord Mountmorres. As early
as five o'clock in the morning the hearse
end mourning conch from Galway, in charge
of which was Mr. Alfred, undertaker, of
Donzillestrset, Dablin, arrived on their way
from Galway to remove the corpse from Ebor
Hall to Dublin. Later on came the tenants
of his Lordship, who, with the people of the
peighbourhood generally, were proceeding
to a fair held about four miles distant. At
nine o'clock I proceeded in a car, on which
I had jaunted from Tuawa to Ebor Hall, for
the -purpose of making more enquirles re-
specting the deceased and his relations with
his tenantry. Theroad was lined at certatn
points with men exidently of the labouring
clars, whose attention to one as he passed was
particularly striking. Just before resching
the scene of the murder I was overtaken by
the Bev. Father Conway, curate of Clenlur,
the parish in which the deceased lived. The
priest who made himrelf very conspicuouns
among those who are agitating for a reform
of the land luws, very willingly dismounted
at the spot where the deceased fell, and gave
higopinion freely as to thu cause of thecriae.
He utterly repudiated apy idea that the man
Swecuney, who ig in custody on suspicion of the
murder, was in the least degree asfociated with
the crime. He told me Sweeney had rented
some land from Loid Mountmorres, and had
paid his rent by his labour as herd. Recently,
however, there had been a difference betweeu
his lordship and the men which resulted in
Lord Mountmorres desiring Lthe person to quit
his service. Directly this order wus issued,
Sweeney get up a cltim to a tenancy on the
vatate, and at once clsimed under the Land
Act compens tion for his notice to quit. Lord
dountmorres, however, agserted that he was
no tenant, and the claim of the maun for com.
pensation cawme befure & local court in July
last, when it was d=cided that the noble owner
of the property had est «blished hix caso., Not
conjent with this decision, Sweeney, support.
ed by the funds of tne Land League, applied
to & superior court, and hero again Lord
Mountmorres was succeseful in resisting the
rizht of the wan to be called a tenant, and a
decree of eviction was immediately granted.
His Lordship, howaver, forbore from puttinge
his ivstrument of the law into operativa, and
apparently would have retained Sweeney as a
teuant, although at the same time he express-
ed some fear for his lite at the bands of this
man, Fuather Couwny assured e that he
thinks Sweeney’s innocence in the actual per-
petration of the crime to be well established,
aud be attributes the outrage to a well crgan-
ized schema on the purt of professional agitn—
tors. Said he, “ [ belivve that Sweeney wonld
have been capable of murderiug him with a
stick ; but, poor man, I kuow he is in no way
vor<ed in the use otarifle,and, withoutadoubt,
a rifle wug used in this case. Then, again, he
is a simplu-minded man, while the spot elect.
ed for the commissioa of this crime indicatesn
well learnt lesson  You will seo from the
pool of plood that the deceased foll at
the brow of a steep hill. His horse,
whatever its8 poawers, must necessarily have
walked this hill, thus the murder must have
been planned to be perpetrated while
tbe horse was gong at a walking
pruce, und, without doubt, while the deceased
was «ft hiv guard,” Father Cunway gays from
his kunowledge of accused, and iadued, the
whole of the parishioners, bhe canuot for a
moment believe that any local resident has
committed 8o diabolical a crime. At thesame
time, however, he made no disguise of the fact
that his sympathies were entirely with the
would be tenaut, or, on the other hand, as
Lord Mouantmorres contended, his herd, 1w
went Ro far as to say that he had personally
appealed to the duceased noblemen not to en-
furce his decreo of eviction, ¢ but,” he anid,
4 my efforts in this respact had no avail.”
At thesame time, however, it should bs men-
tioned that although vested with power to
turn the man out two months ago, Lord
Mouatmorres up to the day ot his death had
in nu way attempted to enforce the decree.

The finding of the lantern aud
a bottle of whiskey mnear the spnt war
supposed in some way to lead to the induntity
of the murderer, but to-day I have heurd from
Me. M. Dennchy, Resident magistrate of
Qughterard, who has been speclully directed
by the Government to attend at Cony auad
nsgist the police with his advice, that this
lxntern belonged to a mewber of the con-
stabulary, and that the bottle of whiskey was
focud to have beea purchased by the deceised
himself; therefore it is expected the ex-
amination of Bweeney on Friday next at
Clonbur will bev of short duration
aud that he will be liberated in
waut of proof of any complicity im the
crime. Mr. Denbeby infuims me thut he
has been instructed by the Goveroment to re-
main on the spot, sud he 1s in constant com-
muunication with the police who are scouring
the couatry in all directions with a view 10
ascertainiug the perpetrators of the outrave.

Thers have been quite a few draws as between
the Shamrocks and Montrealezs. In this
summary the game played in Toronto on
Saturday is not included, which, strictly
speakipng, should be added to the Shamrock
score, and the Mail has omitted the gamein
‘the commencement of the season, when the
Bhamrocks beat the Torontos.

Russia and Austria
need care for ne combinatien that Germany
could form against them, for nothing could
prevent them settling affairs in Turkey ac-
cording to their good pleasury, whereas a
Russo-French combination would and could
interfere with the plans of Germany and
Austria, As for a Franco-German slliance
it is out of the question, Nevertheless the
Emperor William} did not, with his faithful
Bismarck, visit Gretz and Gasten so often for
nothing, and before they allow the new patent
combination to carry out its plans, they will
train to zepeat eitner Sadowa and Sedan.
That the Eastern Questior can be scttled
without a war is almost toco absurd to
entertain.

AMERICAN POLITICSt

. The States elections for West Virginia,
Ohioand Indiana have taken place, and, it is
now certain thatthe Republicans have carried
Ohio by a large majority, Indiana by a com-
paratively small one, and that the Democrats
have elected their ticket in West Virginia.
As regards Ohio, and West Virginia, the issue
was uever doubtful ; and it was round doubt-
ful Indiana the electoral war reged fiercely,
both parties hoping to carry it, and both
parties putting forth every effort and straining
every nerve to secure it. The result causes
great rejoicing in the Republican camp, and
corregponding depression in the Democrat.
As a matier of course, the defeated party as-
cribes the victory gained by its opponent to
all kinds of criminal means, including bull-
dozing, repeating, bribery; coercion, and all
the gther influences brought to bear on elec—
tions'in the States, and, as a matter of course,
if tbe Democrats won in the contest the
Republicane would advance precigsely the
same charges, and fhe victors would have
langhed at them, as the victors do laugh at
present, caring nota nickel cent for morality
or fair play, provided they managed to emerge
victorious from the struggle. Indeed, in so
far as political morality is concerned, there is
none of it left in the states ; politicians there
make no bypocritical claims to its possession ;
it fied from the land, long and loog
ago, and nobody wants it back. The defeat
of Eoglish and bis ¢bar'l ” in hir own State
of Indiana is a severe blow to the Democracy
and will have effects whbich will be felt in
other States in the November elections, now
fagt upproaching. The resull of the lateelec-
tion, will, it iz claimed, give the Republican a
mujority in congress once more, a&nd con-
sequently the power, if they elect their presi-
dent, of ruling the roart with as high a hand
as they bave since 1864. Nevertheless, they
have not yet achisved the final victory, ang,
though their chances ot Bsuccess have
wonderfully improved within the past week
the Democrats have no cause for despair. All
eyes will now be turned on New York,
which stats has such a large electoral
vote that on which_ever side it inclines will
be almost certain ot electing the President
for the four next years, New York went Re-
publican lagt year, but it was owing to the
split in the Dvmocracy ¢aused by the jamous
Tammany bolt.—Cornell was elected by a
plurality vote, but he did not carry a
msjority of the state electors with him, and
now that the Democrats have closed up their
ranks, it is highly probable, if nothing ur.ex-
pected takes place betweer this and the
sccond of November, that the State will go
for Hancock, which with Comnecticut, New
Jersey and the solid South will give the party
188 votes out of 369 composing the Electoral
College. Nor is it quite certain that Indiana
will ge in for Garfield, Hancock is more
popular than his party, and the Republican
majority in Indlana was comparatively small
when the large number of votes cast, over
two hundred and twenty thousand, is taken
into consideration, Porter, the Covernor
elect {8 a very popular man and ran abead of
bis ticket, 80 that this factor in the Republi-
can auccess will not exist on the second of
November. Besides Malne may go Demo-
cratic and Hancocks popularity may carry his
State of Peonyslvazia. It must be also
considerad that the Federal Government with
ita immense army of officials have the power of
‘manipulating, and using their greativfluence
in eiegle Btate eleotions, an influence
which they will lose in November, when tLe
general clection takes place and every man
will . have to defend his own post.

When
Dr. Cannon «rrived atthe bedwside of the dying
man he learned forthe first time that Dr. Reid
ba.l pruvivualy been in attendance, and there-
fore, not wishing to interfere with tne coursa of
treatment already prescribed merely ordered a
few poswders for the purpose of alleviating the
pain suffured by the patient. Dr. Reid sub-
Fequently put in an appearance, and was, it
is suid, by no means pleased that Dr. Eannon
bad buen summoued, and expressed himgelf
to that effuct. Dromey died on Sunday morn-
ing, and the funeral was arranged to take
place yestorday morning. Mr. Dorsn, of
Chaboilléz Nquare, was the undertuker en-
guged, and that geutleman, accompanied by
Mr. Danie]l Lyons,.who bad been a. warm
friend ot the decessed,.ca‘led on Dr. Kannon
for the purpose of obtsining the uaual certi-
tlcate. It wae refused, Dr. Kaonon. stating
that a8 Dr Ruid had been in attendance upon
Dromey he counld ixsue the certificate it he
plessed. . This refusnl, coupled with ihe fact
that the responsibliity was tbrown frum one¢:
mau's shoulders (o another's exdited Mr.
Lyoony’ surpicion that something was wrong.
He immediately decided to demand an in-.
quest, and with that ohject in view called on
Curoner Jones,  Returning with that gentle-
man he met Mr. Doran, who preduced -the
desired certificate, which he hud obtained
from Dr, Reid. It appeared that the two
medical gentlemen had accidentally met on
the atreet, whun the matter was vxplained to
their mutual satiafactiun.

THE RATLWAY TERMINUS AND WORK-
SHOPSOFTHE Q, M, 0. & 0.

On Tuerday, the 12th October, a deputation
from the City Counocil of Montreal waited
upon the Hon. Mr. Chapleau, and entered
into the following compromise regurding the
location of the terminus and workshops of
the Q, M., O. & 0. Railroad :—

That complete workshops, not merely re-
pair shops, but workshops in which engines,
carr, &¢., can be m.de, aud all the work done
required by the railway, be erected on the
Government property at the gaol; that the
terminug station bu built onthe city property,
known us the Quelee Gate Uarracks, and the
live, instead of being 1un slong the river
front, be Tun direct from the gaol property to
the terminus of the burracks; aud that the
vost of purchasing tuo right ¢f way be paid
by tho Ciovernment, the amount not to ex-
c:¢d S130,000, That, on the other hand the
city will pay $50,000 towards buildiog the
Chaudiere bridge, that it will band over the
Quebec Gato Barracks property to the Gov-
erument, and forego auy claim on tho §347,000
paid on account of the million dellar sub-
aldy, the balance uopaid on that sobsidy
being, of course, no longer eligible. This
proposition is similar to that snbmitted
by Mr. Joly ns regarde the terminus,
but goes further than the latter by pro-
viding for the erection of workshops in the
East end; and since Mr. Joly's views were
endorsed DLy a large majority of tho Council,
Mr. Chapleau’s cannot fail to meet with at
least equul support. With the exception of
Atd. Guutbier, the entire delegation heartily
approved of the compromise suggested by
the Premier, nnd Ald. Gautbier did not ex-
press his complete dissent, but reserved his
opinion until he could consult his electors, as
the proposal relative to the workshops was a
novel one, on which bhe did wish to pronounce
definitoly until he had time to conmeider it
mora maturely. It is difficult to seo what
fault, on any side, can be found with the pro-
posed arrangement. A’station at the East end
would be too fas from the centre of the city to
suit the reguirements of truffic, while as re-
gurded any material advantage to the East
End, the more prosence of a railway station
there would have but little effect. A fow
small hotels might prosper :rom it, but little
else. With the workshops, howevur, a vastly
different result might fairly be expected. A
glance at Point St. Charles, which owes its
exlistence almost entirely tc the Grand Trunk
workshops, will convince anyone of the

immense advantages to be derived
from thissource. The compromise suggested,
therefore, is one which fairly meets the
situation, Alds. Grenier and Nelson espe-

cially expressed themsslves highly satisfied
with it, and the Iatter,asa business man, com-
plimented the Premier on the practical abllity
be had displayed in treating the whole ques-
tion. Mr. Chapleau was, of course, very
guarded in not binding the Government to
positive terma before a meeting of the Cabinet
was called on the subject and report of en-
gineer received, but ke gave it to be clearly
understood that the compromise he Lhad sug-
gested was the one which, questions of detail
Leing arranged, wou!d bo accepted by the
Government, The Hon. Mr. Loranger was
present at the mceting. As to the cost o
r'ight of way from the gaol property to the
burracks, Ald.

Rewember [ am only suswering an argn-
ment of our opponents in what precedes. It
is a fillacy, a pitiful sophism, to conclude
from particniar to a general, An enlighten-
od man no more makes an enlightened age
‘than one swallow makes a summer. The
society which heard Hom r sing was ignorant ;
the tribe which heard Logan speak wagsavaze.
Nevertbeless, one hardly wentions the Catho-
llc ages, when some brainless fop starts up
with o string of names. as applicable to the
real argument as the bits of paper on the tail
of a boy’s kite. The question is: Ware the
masseé bettec instructed in Catholie times
than they are now?

“The
gonius of Dunbar and Gavin Douglas ie sofli-
cieat to illuminate whole centuries of ignor-
aoce,” aro the words of Bir Walter, Gavin
Douglas was 8 son of Archibald, sixth earl of
Apgus. Will it be believed? He was a
Catholic bishop; and Dunbar was a priest!

Thus I might go on epumerating for a
bundred pages of foolscap, the eminent men
that adorn the Catholic centuries of Scotland,
but what I have alleged is sufficient to show
pin headed critics that there w.re wise kings
in the world Agamemon.

wThe Nicbeluogenlied,” and the Guests of
Orlando; our enlightened age reads Swin-
burne, ‘Byron, Eugene Sue, Georges Sund,
Rousseau and Miss Braddon, not to speak of
Bradlaueh-and Mrs. Besant. Which possesses
the better training?

1 have said thut in national honorand love
of liberty Catholic Scotland stands immeasur-
ably superior to the latter-day kingdom of
John Knox.

is the time for the Irish tenantry to show their
determination—to show the Government of
Eagland that they will be satisfied with no~
thing less than the ownership of the Land of
Ireland (cheers). I believe that such a soln.
tion is far more practicable, and possible, and
much nearer, than any other solution. The
great John Bright believes in ownership as
the only solution of the Irish land question;
and we bave, as I have said, the successful
precedents that bave been sot ue in every other
country where the feudal land system prevail-
ed. Lot us then strugele for the settlement
which will be final, which will be satisfactory,
and which .wiill leave no trace of the old
system . behind it. Talk of fixity of tenure at
fair rents. I think tbat the Irish temaats
whould be able to look forward to a time when
all rents would ceuse, when they wonld have
HOMES OF THEIR OWN

without the necessity of making annual pay-
ments for them (cheers), and I see no difti~
culty in wrriving at a selution, and arriving
at it in this way, bv.the payment of a fair
reat, and a fair and fixed rent not Yinbie to re-
current, and perbaps near periods of revision,
but by the payment of.a fair reut for the
space of say 35 years, after which there would
be nothing iurther to pay, and in the mesu-
while the tenant would have fixity of tenure.
He would have his tenure algo at a fair rent,
not liable to revision, revaluation, or raising.
Let the arbitration be made now, and yon
would find that the magic .of property which
turns sand into gold would enable ‘the then
safe and now migerable tenant, of most barren
and unprofitable holdingsin lreland, to bring
it into such a state of culture as to put him
heyond the reach of famine after two or eveu
three bad seasons (loud cheers). I do wish,
in reference to & sad occurrence which took
place lately, of shooting or attempted gshoot-
ing of & land agent in this neighborhood—
"(Cries of ¢down with him," groaps_ and
cheers)=—I do wish to pnint ount that the
recourse to such methods of procedure ia en-

where thera js a suitable organjzation among
the tenants themselves, and I hive thought
ifrom time to time, lookiog at the waat of or-
ganization in this and other conatries, that the
reason for this occurrence was the, waat of
organizati~n amongst the farmers.

that young Boyd never would have beén shot
(cheers), because his father, in the face of a

“As a remedy for this trouble we fiad
sulphur the most sffective, though kerosene
and carbolic acid are also good. If the hen-
nery is tight the vermin can be killed very
asily by closing the doors und windows aud
burning a lttle britastote in' some old iron
vessel. The suffocating fomes should be
continued till they have permeated every
crnck ‘and cranny. and effectually accom-
plished - their purpose. To render this
purification doubly sure, the hennery should
first be thorouchly cleaned ouf, mest boxes
and all, and it is well enough to Tepeat the
fumigation after the lapre of a weck, so th-i
if any vermin may have batchod gut after the
firat operation, they may not mourn for the
loss of their relatives. If the roosts and nest
boxes are also well sprinkled with the fluwer.
af sulphur we will warraat & thorough puri-
fication of the henuery at an expense of an
hour's labor and a sixpence worth of brim-
stone.

It is estimated that each hen wants a hundr-d
cuhic fuet of air'for healthy breathing. This
wounld require a hennery for 20 hens to be 20
feet long, 10 wide, and 10 high, but it may be
made smaller if properly ventilated.
