) the following duties:

To ostablish and maintain meteorological observing
stations throuchout the conntry. in order that data may
he available for an accurate determination of the elime-
tology of the Dominion, ,

To publish aceurate records of the weather which
has prevailed during the various mouths and scasons of
cach and every year in all portions of the Dominion, that
steh records may be available for agricultinal and jnmi-
aration purposes, and in the future be available for the
determination of e¢limatie ehanges,

To issue foreeasts of the weather to be published in
the press. To issue storm warnings {o all ports on the
seaboard and the Great Lakes. To keep the publie in-
formed regarding the weather prevailing inall portions
of the Dominion.

To furnish information regarding past weather to
corporations and individuals who require the same for
the settlement of fawsuits, ete.

Ta carry on original investigation - researveh work-—
regarding atmespherie physics, along suceh lines as may
lead to a better understanding of meteovologieal phe-
nomena and ihe Taws which govern atmospherie changes.
To investigate what connection may exist between solar
physies and meteorologieal phenomena.

The maintenanee of the ohservations at the magnetie
observatory., now loeated at Agineourt, a village ten
miles distant from the Moeteorological Office, and the
reduetion of {he results there obtained.

There.are in the Domiinion 360 stations where meteor-
ological observations ave taken. In the majority of in-
stanees the observing is performed ervatuitously by per-
sons who take an interest in such work jand who have
been supplied with the nceessary  insrtuments by the
({overnment, hut at some outlying stations where volun-
tary observations cannot be obtained, small gratuities are
allowed. Then at some 36 stations scattered at about
equal intervals aeross the Dominion small salaries are
paid, the observers are obliged to conform to certain
regulations, to observe at regular hours, never omit an
observation. and twice each day telegraph a report to the
Central Office.

The telearaph reports contain the following informa-
tion: The height of the barometer (reduced to sea level

in order that all stations shall he comparable), the temn-
perature of the air; the weather: the direetion and
velocity of the wind, clouds, and vainfall, if any. These
reports are forwarded from Toronto to the s, Weather
Bureau at Washington, which bureau, n exehange -
there is complete reciprocity in the weather reports
supplies the Canadian serviee with some 50 or 60 reports
from various parts of the United States,

A very comnrehensive meteorological ehart s thus
provided twice cach day on which to base forecasts. The
observations are evervwhere faken at about 20 minutes
hefore 8 o cloeck morning and evening 7Hth meridian time,
the instracetions being that reports shall be filed at the
telegraph office at the exaet bowr. AL 945 the weather
map is usually veady Tor the forceast offieial to jesnue
hulletins.

Now, as {0 these foreeasts, experiencee combined with
a natural aptitude for the work, has to the present time
heen found to he the ehiet essential for suecessful fove-
casting.  The opinions formed ave for the most part ci-
pirieal. but they arve not wholly so: thoroughly scientifie
methods are aimed at,and the probable effeet of dyna-
mical Taws carefully considered.

The problems to he solved in nefeorology, consider-
g the subjeet in a general sense, as well as with regard
to the improvenent of the daily foreeasts, are numerous
and intricate: unknown gquantities abound : we are living
at the bottom of the atmosphere: not all this botiom has
been exploved, and ils  ever-changing  conditions  as
regards femperature are kaleidaseopie: then again it s
only but a few sporadie attempts that have been made to
somnd the atmospherie depths: to provide data for the
solution of kinematies and mechanies.  Why do not our
universities assist? It cannot be that the subjeet is unim-
portant. Tt wust be evident to all that a knowledee of
the faws which govern gelimatic changes and the daily
weather changes would be of inealeulable value. Is it
as Dr. W. N. Shaw, M.A., 1.R.S., suggested in his ad-
dress this autumn as president of the section of cosmical
physies in the B. A. A. 8., that the problems to be solved
are mast involved, and the reward of suceess probably
small, while other paths of research may lead to wealth?
He says: “*And how does our academic organization
help us in this matter of more than parochial or cven
national importanee? There was a time when meteor-
ology was a recognized member of the large physicai
family. and shared the parental affection of all pro-
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fessors of physies: but when the poor nestling began to
grow up and develep some individuality, eleetricity de-
velo ped simultancously with the speed ot & young euekoo,
The professors of physies soon reeognized that the nest
was nhot large enough for both, and with a unanimity
which is the more remarkable beenuse in soms of these
academie cireles ntilitarianism is not a condition of ex-
istence, and pure seience, not market value, might be (he
dominant consideration —with singular unanimity the
seienee which hears in its left hand, if not in its right,
sources of wealth bevend the dreams of avariee, was
recognized as a veritable Isaae, and the science wherein
the fruits of discovery must he free for all the world, and
in which there is not even the maost distant prospect of
making a fortune —that scienee was ejeeted as an Ish-
niwel,  Eleefrie enginecring has an abundance of aca-
demie representatives; brewing has its professorship and
its corps of students, but the specialized physies of the
atmosphere has ceased 1o share the academice hospitality.
So far ag T know, the British universities are unanimous
in dissembling their love for meterology as a science, and
if they do not actually kick it downstaivs, they ave at
least content that it has no encouragement to go up.”’
All this is equally true of Canada as of England, indecd
it is doubtfnl whether in Canada the ‘‘kicking down-
stairs”’ treatment will satisfy, and this notwithstanding
the fact that no meteorological forecasts published in any
country show a greater degree of accuracy than those
issued in Canada, and it it doubtful whether any other
Meteorologieal Burean enjlvs a larger measure of the
confidence of those interested in commerce than does the
Canadian.

Meteorology has not made an altogether satisfactory
progress during the past twenty years, but observations
have inereased and multiplied, and good data now exist
for testing theories. A little over a year ago Dr. Arthur
Schuster actually suggested that  observations might
probably with advantage now cease for a few years, but,
as Dr. Shaw points out, it is not fewer observations that
are necessary; our present need is of more men and
women to interpret them.

An almost certain connection has been hown to exist
between solar aectivity, as evideneed by sunspots and
prowinences, and terrestrtal magnetism and the auvors.
That meteorological changes are consequent on a varying
solar activity ean scarcely be doubted, and, indeed, some
good progress has already been made in investigating
along these lines.

The meteorologist has no cause to doubt that his
special subject will one of these days hold such a place
among the sciences that our academic institutions will
he glad to assist in the investigations carrvied on at a
central meteorological burean, and reap such advantages
as may acerue from affiliation with a great seientific
bureau supported by the Government,

ONFORD ATHLETLICS.

If the sign of equality were inserted  between  the
words *Oxford’ and **Athleties,” the formula might
well express the impression that is made upon one gomgy
ato residence there for the first time. Perbhaps it is
because athleties is the **open sesame’” to aequaintances
in Oxford—ecertainly in this braneh of ecollege life an
Englishman, contrary to tradition, will come more than
half way in forming associations. A neophyte’s first
week ““in eollege™ is taken up by a suceession of visita-
tions from the powers that be—uot the dons, whose
authority is as yet slumbering, but the chief members of
the colloge eight, fifteen, and eleven—they are the three
main delegations; if to these a man scems unpromising,
the interest in him dies away.  After a respectable fapse
of time, he is ealled upon by the track, hoekey and golf
delegations, and still if no ray of hope is discovered by
them, he may be consigned to the representatives of the
Mugger Ugger (or Musical Union), to do with him whai
they will—and this is sure to inelude an initial subserip-
tion of £5.

This is fairly typical of how a man’s status in the
Varsity is primarily determined. If he is nothing ath-
letically, it takes him a terin or two to demonstrate that
he is anything in any walk of life. A man’s athletie
record eomes befors him from his school, and if up to the
present no record is extaut, it behooves him to make one
in the college as soon as possible.  And he may start with
the encouragement that the man who makes an honest
effort is almost sure to find himself representing the col-
lege at some kind of sport.

The only thing auite unforgivable in college life is
not to try. and the sentiment has very beneficial results.
Daily at 2 o’cloek, from every staircase come men in row-
ing or football togs, some looking like Greek Olympians.
others of the most unpromising appearance, ill-favored

“mortals who in this country would never dare expose
their contour to their fellows. In half an hour the eol-
lege is deserted, and until the time comes for tea-brewing
no human soul is seen about the quadrangle save the
scouts and their near relations.

Rowing is the sport par excellenee of the Varsity.
Every one is given a trial on the river during the first
two weeks of term. A long list of names is posted in the
lodge, and opposite each name the time at which the vie-
tim is to be ‘‘tubbed.”’ Day by day the list becomes
smaller, until finally only a score of names survive. These
men make up the two boats for ‘‘the torpids,”’ the races
held near the end of the Easter term, and those who
prove themselves worthy are given a trial in the college
eight, when summer comes.

The rowing man is such a superior kind of animal
that for him alone ‘‘a training table’’ is established in
Hall. Here double portions of beef and beer are con-
sumed, and as a result a double portion of patience is
hecessary at the head table, to put up with the animal
spirits that such indulgence arouses. Yet the lot of the
rowing man, when actual training starts, is not a happy
one. Regardless of the weather, he must rise at 6.30
a.n., and trot about the parks for half an hour or so, im-
‘proving his wind. Twice a day, at breakfast and dinner,
he accomplishes a most stupendous meal, but a very
sketehy lunch atones, From 2 o’clock until half-past

4 or 5, he is worked on the river as mereilessly as any
valley-slave, and the skin is soon missing from sundrvy
parts of his anatomy. Before cach day’s training, his
weight is taken, and if it shows a falling off, his compan-
jons beeome extremely assiduous in their attentions o
him at meal times. By 10 o’eloek all rowing men are in
their bunks, and their beauty-sleep is jealously vuarded;
woe betide the reveller who disturbs a rowing man!

» Bights Week ™ is the greatest week of the year from
the undergraduate standpoint.  The city is full of sisters,
cousins and aunts—colleetively dubbed ““does™ by the
overweening undergrad,  For six days out of the week
they troop down to the river to wateh the cight best men
of the varions colleges strive for “humps.”” The narrow-
ness of the river makes rowing abreast impossible, but
produces the inspiring sight of a pursiit, race, with a
dozen boats engaged in it.

Before the start, the eights are moored along the
banks of the Isis at intervals of a length and a half, with
the last hoat quite close to Ifffey Mill. At gunfive, the
smooth-running rviver is lashed into foam, as the eights
dash from the bank. At the same instant the hundred or
so “‘runnners’’ who accompany cach hoat along the vow-
path—rooters, we would call them—send forth deafening
vells of cncouragement  or advice—“Well rowed, in-
deed?””  “Keep it long!” “You're going up,’” **Use
vour legs!” Then as one boat pulls up on another,
rattles, horns and whistles announee the faet to the gain-
ing oarsmen. But the official intimation comes from the
responsible person who discharges the pistol-—onee when
the pursuing hoat is within a length, twice for half a
length, and three times for overlapping. When one boat
suceeeds in touching any part of the boat ahead of it the
““bump’’ is achieved, and both crafts pull to one side of
the river to avoid holding up the boats that follow. If
any one boat succeeds in making four bumps or more
within the week, the eollege is entitled to a bump supper,
the erowning glory of ““all cights’” week festivities.

The Varsity eight is made up of the best men from
the various college crews.  As a rule a seore of men arc
chosen in the Michaelmas term, and two trial eights are
formed. The Varsity boat emerges in fairly definile
shape at the beginning of the Hilary term. and a very
severe system of training is begun. A ecouple of wecks
before the great race the training ynarters are moved
down the river to get the erew aceustomed to the rougher
waters of the lower Thames, and t& make them familiar
with the weather conditions whieh prevail over the four
and a quarter mile course between Putney and Mortlake.
The race itself is regarded as a more lmportant event
than any other inter-Varsity contest, but, like all the
rest, it takes place at the beginning of a vacation, and
for this reason is not so great a feature in rowing eireles
of undergraduate life as either the ‘‘cights’” or the
‘‘torpids.”’

Some points of comparison with our home institution
may not be out of place.

Rowing mav be taken as a typieal branch of the Ox-
ford system of athletics. In every variety of sport—
football, cricket, or hockey--the same procedure is in
vogue; a man must represent his college before he plays
for the Varsity. At Toronto University there is a very
slight analogy during the football season, in the Mulock
Cup series, but the whole point of it is spoiled on account
of these matches being played after. instead of before,
all the important events. The Oxford idea would be to
make this a series with no ‘‘sudden death’’ matches, and
to have it begin very early in the autumn, If all the
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colleges in affiliation with the University would enter one
or two teams ecach, the sevies would be sure to bring out
many new and promising men that now pass unnoticed,
for the prospeet of gaining a place on the Varsity team
later in the season would be a tremendous incentive.

The faet that the rules prevailing in the Mulock series
differ from those of the Intercollege Union is at present
the great, objection 1o this ehange, but surely common
sense sugeests the removal of this barrier as soon  as
possible.  The adoption of the football rules that are
usced throughout all parts of the British Empire, except
Canada, seems to be the only safe and efficient way ol
settling the difficulty.  The testimony of those Canadians
who have lately toured the British Isles should carry
weight; anyone, they say, who has ever played the game
there can never be persuaded that any other kind of foot-
ball is worthy of comparison with it.

Such a change wonld soon make it possible for Cana-
dians to take ereditable part in stroggles with the hesi
football teams of the Empire, and it is quite within the
ange of possibility that an all-Canadian team should
some day stand pre-cminent in the “‘football world.”’

BEGINNING LIKE A MAN!

“Well begun is half done’” is not the whole truth, as
¢very man who has started and again and again stumbled
knows quite well. But it is a half truth, which is the
whole truth for many men standing on the threshold of

college life. With most of them, the seed of
all later experiences is in the experiences of
the first few weeks or days or hours. Some

men will make acquaintances on the train, or in the first
few minutes after reaching their college town, which will
deetrmine their friendships all through college. Many
men will hold vrinciples in abeyance for a while which
will never again, in consequence, be as flrm and solid
prineiples as before. Others will assert their convictions
at once, and as a result their convietions will double their
power. The first steps will be the determining ones.

We may deny this or complain of it. Men say, ‘“Oh,
we can change at any time we will.”” But they cannot,
or if they can change when they will, they cannot will,
It amounts to the same thing in the end. It is impossible
to start out on a course without finding it easier to pur-
sue that course than to change to another. This is the
law of habit. Let a man begin his college course by acts
of negligenee in his spiritual or moral life, and he will
find some day that these acts have grown into habits,
however small and unimportant they may have appeared.
““For the diminutive chains of habit,’’” said Dr. Johnson,
““are seldom heavy cnough to he felt until they are too
strong to be broken.”” Men may chafe at this, They
may say that it is not fair that first steps should be so
important ; that one step should be no more deterntining
than others. But it is a law of destruction in character
just because it is the law of creation as well.

The beginning is the determining thing always., A
man is trout-fishing along a brook and has to pass through
a clump of forest. Ilis rod reaches out before him ten
feet. 'What marks his ecourse? The course of the tip of
his rod. Where he pushes that tip he follows. He may
not push it between a fir and a bireh and he himself fol-
low two feet to the right hetween a spruce and a maple.

Yale, one to nine; Columbia, Harvard, I\m'ihl\\'vstc.ru and
Pennsylvania, one in ten; Prinecton, one in t.hlrtov.n;
Michigan, one fo fourteen, and Missouri and Wisconsin,
one to fifteen. We hold a place, therefore, hetween the
four Universities of Columbia, Harvard, Northwestern
and Pennsylvania, whieh have one instruetor fo ten stu-
dents, and Prinecton with one to thivteen,

Our Libravy is, generally speaking, managed with a
view to the necessities of the students, and the greatest
good to the greatest. number, but oceasionally there is
reason to make, at least shight, complaint. At present
the regulations governing the use of some of the semin-
aries are not satisfactory. 'When a student presents a
request to the Librarian from his professor that he he
allowed to use the seminary assigned to his department
he is eonfronted with a demand for a deposit of two
dollars. If he asks why he must make this deposit, he 1s
told that there are books in the seminary (as, of coure,
there should he), and that this deposit is to cover a
possible loss. In plain English, this means that a limited
number of students (say twenty) of the Fourth Year
caunet be trusted. 1t means that the students will prob-
ably steal about forty dollars’ worth of books during the
period in which they are using the seminary. This is not
fair, Stroller feels certain that no student of the Fourth
Year or any other year would steal any of the books. As
a matter of fact, hooks may be more readily stolen from
the reference shelves in the main reading room any day
in the week. Stroller knows that books have in the past
vanished from these reference shelves, but if a large num-
ber of hooks ean be trusted to the general student body
and to the publie in the reading room, much more can
they be trusted to a selected, small number in the sem-
nary.

They already pay a library fee,
which is supnosed to ~ive them all the privileges of the
Library; the Calendar tells them that they may use the
seminary, but thev find that they must tie up two dol-
lars more for this privilege. The sum, you say, is
trifling. By itself it is, perhaps; but it must be remem-
bered that the student has many calls upon what is as a
rule a slender purse, and to deposit two dollars for the
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wre ol a seminary weans (hat the student is deprived of
Justso mueh money, and is inconvenieneed 1o that extent,
Stroller helieves the poliey should he modified for
two other reasons:  Farst, the student has already paid
for the use of the books in the seminary.  Secondly, it
is found that every vear as the University grows, the
nimber of readers.in the main room as stoadily inereasoes,
Last yvear there were times when there was a condition
which might almest be deseribed as congestion, and at
steh times the ventilation is no moye than adequate,  As
a matter of fact the main room was at times oppressively
hot, and the air was what is connnonly terme:d “stuﬂ'\f.:’
Anything that will reduce the number of readers there
would he weleomed by the students, and the freedom of
the seminaries to Fourth Year students, subject, of
course, to a special enroliment, as at  present, would
assist in this matter.  Lastly, I see no reason why one
student should be made to suffer, it (which he thinks ex-
tremely unlikely ) thefts should oecur. The present pol-
ey puts a premium on stealing, Tt 1 am not to lose when
a hook is stolen by another, I must protect myself by
stealing a hook worth two dollars, as my deposit will be
retained 1o make good the book stolen by another,

Queen’s tried to dribbie
acrass, and Simpson ot the ball neay onr line, but lost
it for offside interference work, which was very easily
seen, Beatty got in a beautiful run, and seored a try,
but the officials said he had stepped into toneh while
running, and ealled the ball back. The spectators on
that side say that Beatty did not go into toueh. The
Queen’s team continually kicked into toueh for the
remainder of the half. They apparently were afraid
of the kicking and speed of our halves. Their own halves
were nothing extraordinary.

During the half time intermission Shepherd, the erack
U of T, miler and half-miler, tried to lower his own
record of 4.39 4-5 for the mile, but did not suceeed in
doing so, although he eame within a fifth of a second of
his record.
