‘Was Uneventful.

After about two years of restriction
upon trfading in wheat , futures, the
Winnipeg Grain Exchange was yester-
day thrown open to untrammeled deal-
ings, being the only grain market in
the world to operate without restraint.
Local grain dealers had awaited the
result of the experiment with keen in-
terest, and some apprehension, but
there was nothing in the day’s pro-
ceedings to cause uneasiness. Trading
was light, and the highest point for
the October delivery was $2.26, with
$2.24 5-8 as the closing bid, while the
December  delivery ruled around
$2.21 1-2, As the fixed price for wheat,
expiring on August 31 next, is $2.24%
delivered at Port~ Arthur, it can be
seen that dealers in futures are cau-
tious about bidding much above the
present prescribed price.

C. B. Watts, secretary of the Do-
minfon Millers’ Association, said to
The World yesterday, that it did not
look 'as tho the government would be
called upon to take measures to curb
speculation in wheat at Winnipeg.
Hon. A. K. Maclean had intimated
some weeks ago ,that the course of
prices at Winni*x would be closely
watched. While the government did
not have  power to close the exchange
summarily, Mr, Watts believed that a
threat to bring action against the
governing board of the exchange would
have the effect of closing up the mar-

calling for the delivery of all wheat
of the 1918 crop to terminal elevators
before August 15 in the case of Man-
itoba, Saskatchewan: and Alberta
wheat, and before. July 31 in the case
of British Columbia wheat. The price
fixed by the government for wheat of
the 1918 crop will apply only on wheat
delivered in compliance with these or-
ders.

Makers, Soaks Gratefully
in Heavy Downpour.

Tho some discomfort was experi-
enced yesterday by the heavy down-
pour of rain, there was comsiderable
satisfaction felt among gardeners and
those in close touch with rural life.

At 8 o'cfck yesterday morning, 1.27
inches of rain had fallen, and this had
increased to 2.70 incheés by noon. This
latter figure is regarded by the ob-
servatory as a decidedly heavy rain.

Ottawa. July 21.—That 'an elaborate
combine is responsible for advancing
prices in all kinds of sanitary and
plumbing supplies is the statement in
an interview with the cost of living
commissioner,
prepared evidence, which, in his opin-
ion, leads to that conclusioa, “At’ this
time,” he said, “when the excessive
prices of bullding materials are work-
ing such hardship, the activities of
'this combine are particularly perni-
clous.” : .

The
commissioner says that “by means
of this combine practically all plumb-
ing supplies are forced to go thru the
hands of jobbers who frequently take
as much as 25 per cent. or even
higher for themselyves in spite of the
fact that the plumbing e, which is
now attempting to free {tself from this
burden, considers the jobbers to be
an unnecessary factor in the trade,

articles of clothing and some of the

DIRIGIBLE EXPLODES

TEN PER

SONS KILLED

Chicago, July 21.—After cruising
back and forth across Chicago’'s loop
district for hours, a dirigible balloon
exploded late this afternoon, the
blazing wreckage  crashing thru the
skylight of the Ilfipois Trust and Sav-
ings Bank ia the centre of the finan-
cial district. Tonight the police fixed
the list' of dead as the result of the
accident at ten; more than a score
were injured,

Three of the dead were passengers
on board the dirigible. The others
were employes of the bank. The acci-
dent occurred at 4.50.

Thousandg of people saw the smoke
and flames that enveloped the bal-
loon, followed by three parachutes
which dropped from the balloon. Two
of the parachutes opened and the
third dropped to the street:

The dirigible. exploded and dropped
on the roof of the bank building and
the gas tank and parts of the steel
frame of the dirigible crashed thru
the skylight into the bank room, where
the tank exploded. .The fire which
followed the -explosion was -extin-
guished, revealing seven  bodies -be-
lieved to be employes of the bank.

The following statement was given
the police department by Jack Boett-
ner, assistant pilot, of Akron, O. who
escaped by leaping from the balloon
in agparachute:

Prior to
the explosion we had made two suc-
cessful cruises, not experiencing a bit
of trouble.

“Just before she caught fire we were
running smoothly. We thad headed
away from the lake when I felt the
ship buckie. I saw the flames leap
from the side, and yelled to the pas-
sengers to jump. They were all strap-
ped in parachutes and obeyed immedi-
ately. -I think the fact that all did not
‘and safely was due to the speed with
which the burning dirigible fell. My
own parachute caught fire, but I man-
aged to land safely.

GOVERNMENT URGES
PLACING COML ORDERS

Supplies Not Coming to Canada
as Rapidly as Last
Year.

—

Ottawa, July 21.—8ir George E.
Foster, minister of trade and com-
merce, has issued the following state-
ment on the coal situation :

With the signing of the peace treaty
the U. 8. fuel administration hasauto-
matically ceased to exist, and the pro-
duction and distribution of coal in
that country is now governed solely

by the law of supply and demand. All
wartime regulations, restrictions and
embargoes have been cancelled.

As has been previously intimated
the Canadian fuel control was dis-
banded on March 31 last. The coal
supply of the mnation therefore now
depends on the individual efforts of
the coal trade, and the co-operation it
receives from the consumers in placing
their orders for coal at once.

The information at ‘hand indicates
that coal is not coming into the coumn-
try in the same quantities as last
year, or even as it did in normal war
years. This is especially true in the
maritime provinces. /

Substitutes Suggested.

It is not safe t0 assume that next
winter will be a mild one, nor is it
possible to forecast what the labor
situation at the mines will be; or
what success the railroads (just re-
covering from the strain of the, war
period) will have contending ainst
possible adverse climatic conditions
this coming winter.

The government therefore urges all
consumers to protect their fuel =e-
quirements by placing their orders at
once. If it is impossible to secure
full requirements of anthracite at this
time, it is suggested that {jtuminous
coa} or other substitutes be acquired
for use in the late fall and spring.

Professor - Chant Removes
Misconceptions Concerning

Much-Needed Building.

P Vi

Professor C. A, Chant, pt‘en.‘deqt of
the Royal Astronomieal Society of
Canada, says: “There seems to be some
misconception regarding ‘the proposal
to establish an astronom:.cal observa-
tery in Toronto which was recently
made by the Roy4l Astronomical Soci-
ety. Some have the idea that it is
proposed to remove the meteoroligical
office on Bloor street to the outskirts,
or that the new institution is to super-
sede that one,” Nothing of the sort is
contemplated., The. fine building on
Bloor street is headquarters of the me-
teorological service of Canada, which 1s
mainta.ned by the Dominion govern-
ment, and any thought of removing it
has long been Biven up. It is a differ-
ent kind of institution altogether which
is desired, namely an astronomical, not
a meteorological, observatory, The pro-
position to provide such dn institution
can really be traced back to the per-
sistent efforts made for many years by
the Royal Astronomical Society to pop~

The institution proposed is intended to
meet  ~the mneeds of all parties.

A very definite stand is being taken
Ly British laborxin favor of the na-
tionalization of natural resources, and
of public utilities. The recommenda-
tion of the Sankey commission, that
the coal mines be nationalized, is
one of the striking incidents of the
development of thig policy, as the
commission was unanimous, and a
majority of ten to three were in favor
of .a fair compensation to the owners.

The mine owners, of course, oppose
nationalization, not being able to see
the arrival of the new age. As in-
dustry depends, finally én the efforts
of labor, and labor is committed to
natienalizaticn, however long the
struggle may be prolon'ged, it is diffi-
cult to see how that there can be any
but .one end to it,

If the owners could be convinced
that nationalization is inevitable, they
would probably see the advantage of
immediate co-operation and the ar-
rangement of satisfactory terms, and
the settlement of wise methods of
management >for the future. A pro-
longed conflict will be disastrous to
all parties. i #

Phe labor men~ have announced
their intention not to exert themselves
in production for the benefit of the
owners, but have pledged themselves
to produce to the limit under nation-
alization, when the profits would go
to the country, and lighten the general
burden. :

The Cobalt miners, who have struck

Secretary Morrison and Mr, Drury
were of the opinion that action could
only be taken by county associations,
altho branches of the U, F. O. are or-
ganized by application to the central
association, The rules of the central
assoclation, however, are wide and
demoCratic and suggest nothing in the
line of limiting the political conduct of
members of branch associations.

Article 51 says: ‘“Branch associations
shall have the power to deal with their
members for offences against the asso-
ciation and sha]l be governed by rules
usually applied in such cases.”

This is the only suggestion for the dis-
cipline of members contained in the con-
stitution, and it clearly has no reference
whatever to a member's political opinion.
The constitution can be amended only at
the annual meeting of the central associ-
ation, and any member desiring to intro~
duce an addition or amendment to this
eonstitution shall submit a draft of his
proposal to Secretary Morrison thirty
days prior to the date of the annual
meeting. This would be the only course
open to President Halbert,

The president, however, sald to 'The
World: “Members of the U, F. O. have
no business attending in the capacity of
delegates conventions of either political
party. From the press reports,’it is clear
that a number of U. F. O. members were
at the South Bruce convention. Several
of them addressed the convention, and
one or two acknowledged or declared
themselves as good Liberals as ever. 1

The three western
provinces were a unit onr the subject be-
foge the meeting, because they have had
a considerable measure of success al-
ready in securing fair representation of
the agricultural population in their local
legislatures,

It was felt that Ontario is in a a@if-

Silver Stocks Decline Because
of Threatening Labor Situ-
ation at Cobalt.

Davidson’s sharp recovery and the
weakness of some of the Cobalt stocks

were contrariwise features of trading
on the Standard Exchange yesterday.
On Friday last Davidson fell mine
points to 54, following the announce-
ment that the Bilsky interests were
taking legal action against the David-
gon management, alleging that the
Davidson workings trespassed upon
the Bilsky claim. This the Davidson
officials stoutly denied in a published
interview, and the action of Davidson
stock yesterday suggested that the
closing gong did not mark the end of
a perfect day for the shorts. Datkidson
opened at 61, rose to 63%, and closed
at 63, having fully regained the ground
lost in what was for Davidson share-
holders a ‘“black” Friday. At the same
time the bid for Atlas was steady at
22, giving rise to the hope that the
Bilsky-Sutherland feud has seen its
worst phase so far as *the market is
concerned. :

Overnight newe that the Cobalt min-
ers would “down tools” on Wednes-
day, unless the mine owners agreed to
recognize the union, a contingency
which seems very remote, was not of
the most cheerful import, and some of
the silvers gave way quite perceptibly.

Prominent among these soft issues’

were LaRose, Trethewey, Timiskam-
ing and Adanac. LaRose opened five
points off at 38, and continued the de-
cline to 36, closing there.
