All Hie Territory la Dispute Not Worth 
«300,000—War Would Cost £800.000.000,
London, Jan. 25.—Unless some of the 

jingo politicians invent a neiw scare, it 
may be said that the sensation caus­
ed by the Venezuela boundary dis­
pute Is finally played out. Ail voices 
here from the press and platform call 
not only for peace, but for an Increase 
of amity with the United States.

The cable despatches sent from Am­
erica announcing fresh Anglo-phobe 
developments upon the part of Con­
gress do not excite an extra throb of 
the public pulse or lessen the effusive 
protests of public speakers of Great 
Britain’s friendship for America. The 
Right Hon. James Bryce, M.P., Presi­
dent of the Board of Trade In the last 
Liberal Administration, in an address 
to his constituents In the South Divi­
sion of Aberdeen, declared that not 
five per cent, of the Americans desired 
a war with England. A conflict would 
shock the feelings of a majority of the 
citizens of the United States, as It 
would shock the feeUngs of the British. 
Apart from the ties of blood, friend- 
sip and literature, the two nations 
were so eminently practical that they 
would never fight over an issue so 
ludicrous and trivial.

The Marquis of Lansdowne,Secretary 
of State for War, speaking at Salis­
bury, while not to cock sure as Mr. 
Bryce about a quarrel between kindred 
peoples being inconceivable, held that 
a solution of the difficulty would leave 
the two nations firmer friends 
ever.

Sir John Lubbock, M.P., formerly 
President of the London Chamber of 
Commerce, last night dilated on the 
commercial aspect of the dispute. _He 
estimated that th eterltory In dispute 
between Great Britain and Venezuela 
was not worth £500,000, while a war 
between the former and the United 
States would cost each country at 
J®?S1 _£200.000.000. Common sense, he 
added, forbade such a conflict.
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North Sydney, C.B., Jan. 26.—Thd 
first week has ended of the political 
campaign, which Is the keenest and 
most exciting ever held In Cape Bre- 
ton, and which is riveting the atten­
tion of all Canada.

l!iLondon. Jan. 2S—The Right Hon. 
Joseph Chamberlain, Secretary" of 
State for the Colonies, delivered a 
speech at Birmingham this evening. 
He congratulated the country upon 
having at the head of affairs Lord 
Salisbury, whose judgment and reso­
lution had placed him the very first 
among the European statesmen.

Referring to the Guiana boundary 
dispute, Mr. Chamberlain said it had 
been trivial until it was suddenly ele­
vated to grave Importance by the in­
tervention of the United States. There 
seemed to be some misapprehension on 
both sides. The opinion seemed to have 
prevailed in England that American 
statesmen wished to pick a quarrel, 
while the Americans seemed to have 
thought that the British were dispos­
ed to impugn the Monroe doctrine, 
which they rightly held to be the most 
Important to their own security.

They also seemed to have thought 
that the British were disposed to deal 
in a harsh and arbitrary manner with 
a smaller state. He believd that the 
American people and all that is best In 
the United States would regard with 
horror a needless war with their own 
blood and kindred. He also believed 
that President Cleveland, whose ac­
quaintance he had the honor of mak­
ing while he was In America, and who 
had a high reputation for straight­
forward 
never
strife. On the other hand, the Ameri­
cans could be assured from the utter­
ances of Lord Salisbury and Mr. Ar­
thur Balfour, the First Lord of the 
Treasury, that Great Britain had no 
desire for a single inch of American 
territory beyond what she already 
rightfully possesses. All that was ne­
cessary to settle the trouble was time 
and fuller knowledge. Meanwhile he 
would re-echo and reciprocate from the 
bottom of his heart, Wolcott’s noble 
words : “Blood Is thicker than water.” 
(Loud cheers.) That would always be 
the sentiment of every Britain. The 
two nations were more closely allied 
In sentiment and Interest than any oth­
ers, and while the British looked Mwlth 
horror on anything approaching fra­
tricidal strife, they looked with pleas­
ure upon the possibility of the Stars 
and Stripes and the Union Jack float­
ing together in defence of 
cause sanctioned by community of sen­
timent.

Mr. Mulock asked if the published 
statement was true that the Govern­
ment, having despaired of securing the 
removal of England’s schedule of Ca­
nadian cattle, it had been arranged to 
permit of transhipment of American 
cattle via St. John.

Dr. Montague promised to lay papers 
re the matter before the House Mon­
day.

A BISSO-TUBKISH ALLIANCE.
The ne^s from Europe that an of­

fensive and defensive alliance between 
Russia and Turkey is about to be en­
te ted upon is as startling as it is un­
expected, and if it is confirmed the 
peace of Europe is likely to be broken 
at no very distant date.

The primary object of such an al­
liance means that Russia hopes there­
by to achieve her long cherished 
scheme of command of the Dardanel­
les, the entrance from the Mediterran­
ean into the Black Sea. To all Intents 
and purposes Constantinople would 
then be a Russian port and the ships 
of war belonging to the wily Muscovite 
could, if the treaty is allowed by the 
Great Powers to be consummated, 
pass freely to and from the Mediter­
ranean into the Black Sea.

It cannot for a moment be doubted 
that England at any rate would in all 
probability not only protest, ln the 
first place through the usual diploma­
tic channels, against such an alliance, 
but would, it it was persisted in regard 
the act as a casus belli, and by armed 
Interference, prevent, if possible, its 
being carried into effect. The outlook is 
not reassuring.

Supposing though, England allowed 
such a treaty as has been named to be 
concluded, it would have other far- 
reaching effects. Russia, being able to 
gather a fleet ln the Black 
Sea. could menace England’s na­
val supremacy ln the Mediter­
ranean, even > if the latter had 
the help of France, Italy and Germany. 
Not only this, but Russia would consi­
der the time opportune to push her 
advance through Afghanistan upon 
the northern provinces of India. True, 
the Ameer of Afghanistan is supposed 
to be an ally of England, but Britain 
has before this learned what such ai­
lle iices are worth.

In any case the outlook for long con­
tinued peace ln Europe Is not promis­
ing, it seems possible, nay indeed, pro­
bable from recent events, that e’er 
long England will be engaged in a life 
and death struggle with one. If not 
more of the European states, to retain 
her position as one of the Great Pow­
ers of the world.

How else is it, that, ln open competi­
tion with free-trade England, the 
United States supplies Canada with 
the larger proportion of metals, hard­
ware, machinery, glassware, miscellan­
eous articles, rubber and leather man­
ufactures, books and stationery, drugs, 
dyes and chemicals ? Not very many 
years ago England had the exclusive 
trade with us in. almost all of these 
articles. Unless favored by a policy of 
sufficient protection, few of these in­
dustries would ever have been estab­
lished, nor could they have been sus­
tained in the United States. With a 
few years’ of experience,American skill 
and enterprise have enabled that coun-

Import Trade with Great Britain 

and United States Compared.
About 90 per cent, of our imports 

from Great Britain consist of manu­
factured goods, while in this class of 
goods the proportion from the United 
States is only 41 per cent. The great 
bulk of the imports from the latter 
country consists of agricultural pro­
ducts, coal, raw materials for manu­
facturing purposes, coin and bullion 
and settlers’ effects, more than half of 
which are admitted free of duty. Ne­
cessarily,under this condition, the aver­
age rate of duty levied on imports from 
the United States is very much lower 
than on the imports from Great Brit­
ain. This has given an apparent Jus­
tification to the charge that the Cana­
dian tariff
Discriminates against Great Britain.

Practically there Is no such discri­
mination. All articles, whether from 
Great Britain, the United States or 
any foreign country, are subject to 
the same rates of duty. If Canada ad­
mits free of duty such articles as raw 
cotton, tobacco, anthracite coal, hides 
and skins, etc., this is not a matter of 
any interest to Great Britain, which 
does not produce such articles, or could 
furnish them to Canada under any 
condition of the tariff, whether free or 
dutiable.
Canadian tariff is altogether in the 
rates of duty charged on manufactured 
goods. In this class of goods, England 
supplies Canada with a larger value 
than Is furnished by the United States 
and all other foreign countries to­
gether. The above tables show that 
the average rate of duty levied upon 
British manufactured goods is 24.84 per 
cent., as compared with 23.49 per cent, 
on United States manufactures. It will

TUBERCULOSIS AT WARKWOBTH.

Infected Cattle Experimented Upon With 
the Tnberenllne Test.

Dr. Bryce, the Provincial Health offi­
cer, has received a communication from 
Warkworth, Northumberland County, 
Ont., stating that experiments with 
tuberculins have been made in that 
neighborhood upon a number of cattle 
suspected of being Infected with tuber­
culosis. Fifteen out of twenty cattle 
experimented upon were found to be 
tuberculous.

Four from among the 15 were then 
selected for slaughter, and post-mor­
tem examinations proved the reliabil­
ity in each case of the diagnostic test. 
The experiments were made by duly 
qualified veterinary surgeons.

The detectives jumped 
Into Owen Holan’s cutter and pursued 
him, and when they reached him, 
Black pulled a revolver and threaten­
ed to shoot Detective Bleakley. Detec­
tive Coulter told the latter to shoot 
the crook,, but the latter put his revol­
ver In his pocket. He was taken Into 
custody and will be handed over to 
Defective Murray. He is about 53 years 
old, ard was In Kingston Penitentiary 
from 1884 till 1893.

from the various European capitals 
agree that there is some form of en­
tente between Russia and Turkey, Ac- 
coidlng to The Evening Standard’s 
Vienna correspondent, M. Nelldoff, the 
Russian Ambassador at Constanti­
nople, had an audience with the Sul­
tan on Christmas day, at which none 
of the palace officials were allowed to 
be present. A secret conversation was 
then proposed. A few days afterwards 
Araf Pasha, one of the Sultan’s aides 
de camps, accompanied by a dragoon 
from the Russian Embassy, started for 
St. Petersburg, where the negotiations 
were concluded. The news leaked out 
atout the time Aral Pasha left Con­
stantinople, and was published in sev­
eral of the city papers, which were 
promptly suppressed by the authori­
ties. The representative of the United 
Press has heard that Sir Philip Currie, 
tho British Embassador to Turkey, got 
wind of the negotiations,and questioned 
M. Nelldoff and Halif Rlfaat Pasha, 
the Grand Vizier, concerning the mat­
ter, but he gbt no satisfactory answer 
from either of them. Lord Salisbury 
has now sent a communication to St. 
Petersburg, relative to the compact.

nounces the death of Sir Frederick 
Leighton, the celebrated painter, and 
president of the Royal Academy.

Sir Frederick Leighton, Bart., P.R.A., 
LL.D., D.C.L., was born at Scar­
borough December 3, 1830. As a child 
he evinced a strong passion for paint­
ing. He studied at Rome, Berlin, 
Frankfort-on-the-Main, Florence,Paris 
and Brussels. His first exhibited work 
was a large picture "Cirnabue’s Pro- 
ceision,” which excited much interest 
at the Royal Academy. It was pur­
chased immediately by the Queen, and 
was shown at a number of exhibitions. 
Subsequently Mr. Leighton resided at 
Paris for four years and then took up 
hi:; residence in London.

In 1856 he exhibited at the Academy 
in London his great picture, “The 
Triumph of Music,” the subject being 
Orpheus by the power of his art re­
deeming his wife from Hades.

He afterwards exhibited “The Fish­
erman and the “Siren," "Romeo and 
Juliet,” “Pavonia,” “Sunny Hours,” 
and “La Nana.” Many famous paint­
ings followed in rapid succession, his­
torical and scriptural.

Some of his latest are : “The Bath of 
Psyche,” and as late as 1893, “Fare­
well,” “ !” "Ataianta,” and "Riz- 
pah.”

He was chosen president of the Royal 
Academy November 13, 1878. a few
days later receiving the honor of 
knighthood.

In 1886 he was created a baronet and 
on New Year’s Day of the present year 
was elevated to the peerage. He was 
a member of many foreign artistic 
societies holding high office.

Still another advantage ls that Its at­
tachment to the car does not percept­
ibly hinder Its. speed, so that passen­
gers can be carried from place to place 
at the same time that the track ls 
being cleared. During Friday’s storm, 
drifts In some spots of three feet in 
depth were thrown aslde.and this with­
out the use of a single sweeper.
