PHERENS OF G
1B TRED PR

If Successful After Six Months, Will
Be Placed the
Boulevards.

-Paris, Dec. 10.—The Paris Bureau of Pav-
Ing believes that it has at last discovered
an ideal street pavement im the form of
“deyitrified _glass blocks,” with which two ]
main thorofares-are now being lald, after
six months’ preliminary trial in other parts
of France. The chief of the Paving Bu-
reau explained tne process to-day, ag fol-
lows :

‘““The glass is first ground to a fine pow-
der, heated till it becomes a paste, and
then moulded into rectangular blocks. Our
experience leads us to believe that no other
kind of pavement is equally strong, durable,
elastic and impervious to atmospheric
changes. We have placed it in the crowded
stree«s leading off the boulevards, where it
will be subject to the heaviest traffic of the
cn?ltal. If it realizes our expectations it
will undouhtedly be substituted shortly on
the boulevards for the traditional cedar
blocks. It is far cheaper than tne old sys-
tem, requires only half-yearly repairs, and
is more easily kept clean.”

Glass pavement has already been tried in
the Swiss cities, Geneva and Zurich, but it
is not believed that it will stand the severe
gtrain of metropolitan traffic. The Munl-
cipal Pavement Bureau has already tried
every form of pavement yet invented with-
out satisfaction. !

BRITAIN'S IMPORTANT CONCESSION

Bill Introduced Providing for Comn-
struction at an Aggregate Cost
of $180,000,000.

Washington, Dee. 10.—In executive ses
sion of the Senate, after a number of nom-
Inations had been confirmed, Senator Henry
Cabot Lodge called up the Hay-Paunce-
fote treaty and made a brief statement re-
garding that convention. Mr. Lodge con-
tended that the new treaty does away with
al] the objectionable features of the treaty
of the last Congress and enumerated ihe
particulars in which the revised agiee-
ment conforms to the action of the Senate
in the last Congress, when the old treaty

specific terms it abrogates the Clayton-
Bulwer treaty of 1850, which, he said, had
stood constantly in the way of the con-
struction of an Isthmian Canal. The abro-
gation of this treaty, was a most important
achievement, and he did not believe that
the United States should or would losc
an opportunity to make secure that con-
cession.

Senator Lodge said further that practl-
cally Great Britain had agreed to turn the
entire management of the cana] over to
the United States, not only in tunc of
peace, but also in time of war.

It is understood that the treaty will be
called up to-morrow.

HOW IT WILL BE BUILT.

Wahsington, Dec. 10.—S8enator Morgan to-
day introduced a bill providing tor the
construction of the Nicaraguam Canal. The
bill provides an aggregate of $180,000,007,
of which $5,000,000 is immediately avai!-
able, and of which aggregate sum such
amounts as are necessary are to be ap-
propriated by Congress from time to timc.

The control of the canal and of the caual
belt is vested in a board of eight cit zens
of the United States In addition to the
Secretary of War, who is to be president.
The members of the board are to be paid
a salary of $8000 a year each, ana thay aze
to be chosen regardless of political affilia-
tfons. There is a provision authorizing
the establishment of a regiment from thc
regular army on the canal belt to guard
it properly and courts also are authorized
conformable to the powers granted by the
governments of Nicaragua and Costa Rica.
There also is a provislon making three
divisions of the cana] during the comstruc-
tion and there is to be ‘a chief engineer
and two assistants on edch divisiou, the
chief to receive a salary of $6000 and the
assistants $3000.

PROPOSED CHANGES IN THE PRIVY
COUNCIL.

A Britigh parliamentary paper has just
been published giving a resume of the
doings of the conference recently held in
London to discuss the proposed establish-
ment of an Imperial Court of Appeal. Mr.
Chamberiain, Secretary of State for the
Colonies, in summing up the result of the
conference, states that the delegates were
of opinion that no far-reaching alteratfon
in the present tribunal was desired, and
His Majesty’s government had no reafon
for making any material changes for the
establishment of an Imperial Court of Ap-
peal. While the majority of the delegates
were satisfled with the eéxisting system,
they offered suggestions which Mr. Cham
berlain states His Majesty’s government
will carefully consider, and, {f-thought ad-
visable, adopt in conmection with the pre-
sent system of colonial appeals.

The Imperial government is thus com-
mitted to a polley of reform in the com-
stitution of the Privy Council. In view
of this the recomniendations of the con-
ference hecome important. These récom-
mendations the Secretary of State for the
Colonies thus summarizes :

Rotterdam Firm Wants to Do Busi-
ness With Producers of
Pig Iron.

BOUNTY ON REFINED LEAD UNCLAIMED

Output of Ore Justifies Erection of
Plant—Very Few Japanese
Arriving.

Ottawa, Dec. 10.—Already the fame of
Canada as a producer of iron has gone
abroad. Several large shipments of iron
have been made from Sydney, N.S,, to

England, and now a Dutch firm in Rotter-
dam has asked, thru the Department of
Trade and Commerce, to be put in com-
munication with Canadian -shippers of pig
iron.

Parliament last session voted $100,000 to
give a bonus of $5 per ton for refining
lead.’ Up to the present no move nas
been made to establish a refinery, altho
the output would seem to justify the -erec-
tion of one as a commercial venture.

Oustoms returns show that during the
month of September Canada exported 8,-
175,116 pounds of lead in ore valued at
over $99,000. Imports of refined lead from
the United States, duty being paid on -the
cost of refining only, amwounted to £854,000,
which, at 8 cents a pound, would be worth
$10,620.

At the Department of Trade and Com-
merce,, which,Bas the control of Oriental
immigration, it is learned that arrivals
of Japanese are very few. This is attri-
buted to the fact that Japan is carrying
out her pledge to westrict immigration
to this country. Even Japanese residents
in Canada, when they visit their own
country, are only allowed to return to the
Dominion upon exhibiting certificates of
residence here signed by the Japanese
consul.

A Few Minor Changes in the Pro-
posal Are Still to Be
Considered.

THE QUESTION AS TO THE ROUTE

Is One of the Important Points—City
Would Want to Choose
Its Course.

The terms of the proposed agreement
between the city, the Metropolitan Rallway
and the Toronto Railway Company were
taken up by a sub-committee, composed
of Chairman Lamb, Ald. Hubbard, Ald.
Woods and Ald. Stewart yesterday after-
{ noon, and some changes were made in the
draft, which will be inserted before it is
sent on to Council.

Corporation Counsel Fullerton was pre-
gent. with several suggestions regarding
the agreement. He pointed. out that the
agreement provided@ that ‘the woute ‘or
routes shall be subject to the approval
| of all the parties The city could not
say, “you will have to take this route.”
If the companies objected there would be

a deadlock. i
The City Could Wait.

Ald. Hubbard asked if there was no form
of arbitration.

Mr. Fullerton said the city’s position in
the matter was of course that If the com-
panies would not take the route chosen
by the city, the city could wait until they
did. 1

Ald, Lamb thought the temdency of the
companies would be to comply as far as
possible with the wishes of the city, as
they were seeking the privilege.

Mr. Fullerton thought the city ‘should
have the absolute power to say which
way the route should go.

The following suggestion will be taken
up by the legal representatives of the
corporations as an addition to the clause:
“In the event of disagreement regarding
a route the City Engineer shall have the
power to choose a route anywhere between
Parliament-street on the east and B#thurst-
street on the west, excepting Sherbourne-
street and Spadina-avenue.

A Moral Advantage.

One clause in which the Metropolitan
convenants not to make a ‘connection
with the C.P.R. was criticized by Mr.
Fullerton as follows: ‘‘While sounding
well, it Is in my view of it only a moral
advantage and does not control or limit
the Railway Committee and does not avail
us.”’

The committee seemed satisfied with the
“moral advantage.”

All for City Passengers,

There was a rather warm discussion on
the clause which provided that passengers
shal] be carried from any point in the
city' to the cemiteries on Yonge street
and return (same day) for tem cents. Ald.
Woods wanted the “‘return same day’ pro-
vision struck out, whereat Ald. Lamb re-
marked that this legislation was specially
intended for citizens for their convenience
on visiting the ocemeteries.

Ald. Hubbard asked Ald. Woods what
&e could be thinking about, and he re-
marked that the city was making the
agreement according to the wishes of the
citizens, and was not eeeking legislation
for the county. “Let the county look
after itself,” he sald.

This seemed to be a general opinion and
the clause went thru.

The words ‘‘St. Michael's Cemetery” will
be added to the clause.

An Important Clause.

Mr. Fullerton said the clause giving the
Metropolitan Co. power to lay tradks and
connect its system with any station ground
it might acquire, such grounds not to be
south of the C.P.R. right of way wlthou{
the city’'s consent, was very importan
The point made by Mr. Fullerton was that
this clause gave the Metropolitan the right
to acquire station ground near the C.P.R.,
which had yards on both sides of the track,
and he surmised that when the Metropoli;
tan got into the C.P.R. yards the city
could not prevent a junction with theqy
C.P.R. being formed.

Not Afraid of It.

In the opinion of Ald. Lamb, such a junc-
Hion would hardly Injure the city, and Mr.
Fullerton agreeably said that he had never
been of the same opinion as most of the
Council and the press as to the danger of
a C.P.R. connection, only as to the damage
that might be done by the conveyance of
too many cars up Yonge-street. His opin-
jon wae that if the city did not permit a
junction inside the city limits a junction
conld be formed by the two companies out-
gide, and thereby freight would be carried
past the city, and the bemefit of the traffic
would be lost to Toronto.

Some Additional Clauses.

The proposéd agreement went thru with
a few minor changes, but some additional
clauses were added to be agreed upon Ry
the parties as suggested by Mr. Fullerton.

In the agreement as originally drafted,
and in the proposed agreement formerly
signed by Mr. Warren and Mr. Mackenzie
there appeared a clause which, in the last
revision of it, was in the following words:
The city will aid In procuring orders from
the Railway Committee of the Privy Coun-
ell to cross amy existing railways for the
purposes of this agreement, but all costs
and charges in connection with such orders
and such crossings shall be at the ex-
pense of the Metropolitan and the company.
If any additional protection is required for
#fe and property from time to time at any
such crossing the Metropolitan will save
harmiess and will indemnify the city there-
from.

The committee agreed with Mr. Ruller-
ton that above clause or samething to the
same effect shonld be included in the agree-
ment.

of the committee to the necessity of a
clause to compel the Metropolitap from
thme to time to remove its tracks to the
centre of the highway, as when running on
one side of city property it was detri.
mental.

Another clause will be inserted in the
agreement to provide that in the event of
the company or the Metropolitan not adher-
ing to the terms of the agreement they
shall forfeit the rights acquired thereby.

this Dominion? May we not hope that,
a8 civilization owes its ideals of religious
faith to Palestine, of art to Athens and
of law to Rome, so Canada may lay
the whole world under tribute for
those ideals of human conduct and
character which are the glory of the
noblest sons of humanity?

AN EVENTFUL VOYAGE

passengers and 15 stowaways, has arrived,
and, according to thé passengers, had the
most eventful passage of any vessel hail-
ing from the north.
