THE GLOBF THROWS UP THE
SPONGE,

Following Mr. Whitney's letter on
the disfranchisement of North Ren-
frew comes a remarkable article in The
Toronto Globe. It 1is virtually an
acknowledgment that there is a min-
isterial crisis, and that government can-
not be carried on under present condi=
tions. “Let it be sald quite frankly
that the present political situation is
neither satisfactory mnor creditable.”
The passages describing the weakness
of the government are, of course, bal-

ness of the opposition. These are part |

of the duty of a government organ, |
and may be taken as read. The signi-
ficance of the article lies in the admis-
gion of the weakness, indeed the help-
lessness of the government.

The present distress has not come
by accident or chance, or as the
1regult of a change of government
policy. and mnot at all because of
any growth of power or prestige in
the oppositicn, It has come thru
the cooling enthusiasm and the
slackening effort of not a few Lib~-
eralz, And the secret of it all is in
the diecredited election . methods
sometimes resorted to and the ac-
tivity of politlcal parasites who
make party service a means of pri-
vate gain. Because of electoral cor-
rupiion here and the prominence of
party heclers there, Ontario Lib-
eralism has lost something of its
old-time self-respéct, and ite note
of confident and public-spirited en-
thusinem has lost something of
strength and resonance.

In such a condition as The Globe de-
gcribes, the remedy prescribed by our
constitutional practice is a change of
government. The “discredited political |
methods” were used because the gov~ |
ernment was too weak to stand by any
otlier means. There was nothing dis- !
creditable in that weakness, The death |
of Messrs. Pardes and Fraser, and the |
removal of Sir Oliver Mowat to Otrtawa'

|

broke up a combination of unusual
strength, which had retained office for
an unusual time. A change of goveirn- I
ment was then to besexpected, it being |
neither the right nor the duty of one |
party to govern the province for all
time. The general election of 1898 was
a drawn battlée; but when a govern- |
ment having all the election machinery
and all the official influence in its
hands can do no better than thaf, its
death sentence is pronounced. In the
dezperate effort to keep it alive the
West Elgin frauds were committed, It
was idle to dspounce the minor erimi- |
nals who were gullty of these things, |
and acquit the government for whose
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will apply the drastic- 7nody from
which it shrinks, ¢
A NEGATIVE POSITION.

- Lord Rosebery was shrewdly hit by
the huge poster planted outside the
door of his Leicester meeting and bla-
zoning his declaration at Leeds in 1888:

“] believe ' it is absolutely
impossible for you to maintain in
the long run your present loose and
indefensible relations with the
¢olonies préserve them as parts
of the emyire. You cannot obtain
the boon of a peaceful. empire
eircling the globe with a bond of
commereid] unity and peace without
some sacrifice on your part.”

Not only is Lord Rosebery hamp-
qud by these Imperfalist views,which
he does not now repudiate, but no less
by his admission that the condition
of Britain is unsatisfactory, that agri-
culture is crippled, that education is
defective, and that the question of the
pumber of persons unemployed is im-
portant. He says protection is' no
remedy, and compares it to the evil
genie of the Arablan Nights who be-
guiled the fishermen into opening the
bottle which confined him and rapid-
ly swelling to the full measure of Lis
vast possibilities ended by destroying
his benefactor. The illustration Is
pletorially graphie, but is it true and
in Lord Roseberry’s mouth is it ner-
tinent?

After the admissions Lord Rosebery
fhas made on the lines of Imperial ne-
orssities and British economic condl-
tions, it is evident a purely negative
attitude is not convincing.. It is easy
to criticize, but the people of Great
Britain have a right to ask for some-
thing more then criticism from Lord
Rosebery. Except on the basis of
some such arrangement as Mr. Cham=~
berlain proposes it is not easy to see
to what sacrifices His Lordship re~
ferred as necessary for the Creation of
a peaceful empire circling the globe
with a bond of commercial unity and

.

. anced by passages describing the weak~ iveace. If he has any plan which will

accomplish the end for which he has
deciared he is ready to dle, it is his
bounden duty to declare it and to de~
clare it now.

Looking to the grave possibilities
which confront the nations of Europe,
and specially those of them more di-
rectly interested in the situation eo
rapidly developing in the Far East, it
is fast becoming a vital necessity that
the British empire should be self-suf-
ficing’ and self-contained. If it were
s0 it would add enormously, not only
to its inherent, but also to its defen-
sive ‘and aggressive strength. The
two cannot be severed. There can ke
no unity without somie sacrifice, b7 4
that be really a sacrifice which brings
with it greater stability and a larger
ultimate benefit. Mr. Chamberlain is
the one man who -has grasped the
whole problem ‘as it now presents it-
self. Without raising the cost of pro-
duction or diminishing ~the . forelgn
market to the Britisi¥ manufacturer,
he seeks to protect him from wunfair
competition, By ‘a 8light but sufficient
preference he proposes to promote the
development of tHé granaries of the
empire, which are admittedly capable
of fdar more than supplying all the
wants of the Mpthgrland,thus no long-
er leaving her at the mercy of trade
rivals ‘and possible enemles. It is the
recognition of the importance of these
objects which is helping Mr. Chamber-
lain, and his success is rendered more
probable as day by day passes bring-
ing nothing but barren eriticism and
more or less brilliant persifiage. While
his remedy remains the only one it
cannot but hold the field and give him
the supreme place in British politics
all indications testify he is destined to
achieve.

“Imperative conception,” is the de-
scription Dr, Clarke, superintendent cf
the asylum for the insane, applies to
the case at Strathroy, where Fanny
McGarvey slew her uncle, as she be-
Hleved, to save him from harm. “This
s the term used by Germans in de-
scribing the homicidal impulse of this
character,” observed the Torontd €x-
pert on mental diseases. “It fllustrates
the case exactly, The woman is un-
questionably insane, and should have
been restrained before such a crime
was attempted. Yes, 1 should say if
she had been observed by the average
person previously the ‘mental disorder
could have been detected. Of course
familles are prome to avold incarcerat-

ing their members as long as no act
of violence is committed, They ure
always in the hope that the cases will
prove temporary, or at least harmless.
Aetion Sometimes Restores Mind,
“There are NUMerous cases on re-
cord ‘where persons, apparently sane
for years, suddenly develop the honi-

FIRST DUTY OF ONTARIO LIBERALS |

FRNGRE :

The Gilobe: The Liberal govern:
ment wil, in  all probability,
have control of .the edministration
of aftairs in Ontario until ' the
next general election four years hence.
The ‘majority in the legisiature is not
targe, not half what it should be for
the work that needs to be done. But

the fact of a majority, the traditions
and history of the party and the domi-
nant featuges of the present situation
all combine in an appeal to every intel-
Uigent and thoughtful Liberal in the
province, There is & first duty before
Omtario Liberals,

Let it be said quite frankly that the
present political situation is neither
satisfactory nor creditable, There is
little positiveness or wvirility in provin-
cial politics. Both parties have been
becalmed, ahd that, too, for causes
largely within themselves, The Con-
servative opposition has deteriorated
steadily in moral power and poiitical
prestige from the days of the “brawl-
ling brood of bribers’” until the present
humiHation of Gameyism, and it is a far
cry from Mr. Whitney back to Mr.
Meredith. But the government side has
also suffered loss, the least important
of which is a diminished majority in
the legislative assembly. The nature,
extent and causes of that loss must be
estimated, The condition of the Con-
servative party is not the first concern
of Ontario Liberals, nor is their first
duty the reform of the opposition in the
legislature, There is a mote in_their
own eye which must be taken gut if
they would judge justly the quality of
their opponents, or see clearly the way
in which they themselves should walk,
and the public service they are in duty
bound to render.

The loss which has come upon the
Iiberal party in Ontario is not the loss
of a leader. $ir Oliver Mowat in the
days of his Premiership was a leader
of exceptional skill and commanded to
an unusual degree the confidence of the
province. Premier Ross is no less skil-
ful, and in some notable elements of
leadership he is the equal, if not the
superior, of any leader the government
party in this province has ever had.
At this moment there is in public life
in Ontarfo, in either party, no other
man to whom to turn, If the spirit of
a new life and the hand of a more ef-
ficient service are to come to Ontario
politics his leadership would seem to
be of first importance.

The present distress has not come by
accident or chance, or as the restit of
a change of government policy, and
not at all because of any growth of
power or prestige in the opposition, It
has come thru the cooling enthusiasm
and the slackening effort of not a few
Liberals. And the secret of it all is
in the discredited election methods
sometimes resorted to and the activity
of political parasites who make party
service a means of private gain. Be-
cause of electoral corruption here and
the prominence of party heelers there,
Ontario Liberalism has lost something
of its old-time self-respect, and its note
of confidert and public-spirited enthu-
ism has lost something of strength and
Tesonance.,

What ,then, is the first duty of On-
tario Liberals? To let things drift?
That is the policy of weakness and
folly. These are not the times in On-
tario’s history when the policy of arift
is in the least tolerable. The expand-
ing industries of the province demand
a progressive policy and a strong-hand~
ed administration, A negative attitude
and an uncertain control would but give
opportunity to corporate and capitalis
tic plunderers to feed fat on the public
domain. And from the party point of
view to drift would be the part of fools,
for the reckoning day would come, &
day of swift and certain judgment.

Some. political opponents advise a
term in opposition. Thaf, too, would
be weak and foolish. Responsibility
for administering the affairs Lot the
province rests upon the Liberals, and
cannot be surrendered except at the
mandate’ of the electors, Besides, to
surrender to the present leader of the
opposition and his inevitable colleagues
would be not only political suicide, but
a crime against the state. The electors,
not knowing him, may choose Mr.
Whitney, but those who know him and
those associated with him would be
without excuse were they weakly to
play into his bands. Of late years "is
leadership has been distinguished
chiefly by bluster and bungling, to be
accounted for only by constitutional
fncapacity.

Expecta~

tion ran high for the first few years

over the biography of the great states-
{ man, which it was understood had been
{ left to Lord Rowton to accomplish, but

these were destined to disappointment,

nor s it known whether any or what
| progress has been made with the task.
| Lord Rowton did not play any active
! part in public affairs, but devoted him-
| self largely to social reform and philan~
| thropie emdeavor among the London
poor. He was the founder of what are
known as the “Rowton Houses,’” vast
hostelries or workingmen's clubs, now
ecattered over London, which provide
| cheap and comfortable accommodation

for some of the thousands who eke out
| & more or less precarious existence in
| the many curfous ways a city like Lon~
{ don affords. For a sum ranging from
112 to 25 cents a night, each Inmate is
| provided with a small private room
| or cubicle simply but sufficiently fur-

Ruséian Convict Admits He Could
Not Resist the Horrible
Impulse.

8t Petersburg, Nov. 9.—The latest
Sachalin mail addressed to the Miuniator
of the Interior contains the following
extraordinary story: To Convict 1113,
name Kaserski, whose home was Mos~
cow, and who was banished to the Vil-
luge of Chandsa, eighteen murders late-
ly comunitted in the island have been
traced, and proofs are accumulating

that he is guilty of many more. ke
admits his inability to state just how
many men he killed.

This convict peasant first attracted
the attention of the authorities by the
frequency with which he sold fattened
hogs, of which he raised more than any
other deported wsettler. At the same
time persons continved to vanish in the
neighborhood, and finally a house to
house search was decided upon. In the
hut of Convict 1118 three bottles con=
taining a dark fluld were found, When
questioned, he said he used the stuff to
grease ‘his boots. The officlal thought
this a lie, and ordered the convict to
drink from one of the bottles to show
that they did not contain poison or ex~
plosives,

The convict compHed with seeming
pleasure, and the search continued,
Someéthing that looked llke a human
fcot was found in the plg stye, and,
suspicions being: aroused, the Gover-
nor ordered the garden dug up, with the
result that eighteen human skulls were
discovered buried there.

The convict then confessed that he
was responsible for the numerous dis
appearances, and, maybe, for the death
of many more persons—he could not
remember how many he had killed dur-
ing the last three or four years Heo
claimed that his crimes were due to frw
resistible impulse, a wild passion for
drinking buman’ blood, He said he
could not exist without a bottle stored
away in his larder,

At the same time the convict wa®
proud to show that he ,was not a
murderer for gain. The money found
on his victims he had either secretly
returned to their relatives (which was
proven true), or kept at the bottom of
his well, from where # was recovered
by the authorities,

He confessed, tho, that he had made
good use of their bodies, by cutting
them up and feeding his hogs on them,
The investigation is still continued.

‘As in Russia the death penalty is im-
posed omly on political criminals, this
ferocious monster will be suffered to
live, and the Czar's order against cor-
poral punishment, formulated some two
monthg ago, will likewise favor him. In
further reports the medical authorities
of the penal colony say that Convict
1118 is perfectly rational,
