A YOUNG BANK GLERK
KILLS SELF AT FERGU:

Motive for Death of Percy Perry in
Fergus Station Shrouded in
Mystery.

FERGUS, April 22.—(Special.)—Percy
Perry, a clerk in the Bank of Toronto
at Collingwood, shot himself to death
in the lavatory of the Grand Trunk
station here this morning. He is 20
vears of age and the son of Peter
Perry, until last week principal of the
high school at Waterdown, who re-
cently accepted a position on the high
school staff at Fergus.

Motivg is a Mystery.

The motive of the young man’s rash
act is shrouded in mystery. Until
about a week ago he had been a clerk
in the Victoria Harbor branch of the
bank, and had been transferred to the
Collingwood branch,
Copeland. At Victoria Harbor he was,
popular and reliable. He was not ec-
centric, nor. ‘'was: there ‘anything to
indicate that he was in ill;health. His
aegcounts are also said to be correct.
“On Tuesday Perry purchased a re-
turn ticket to Stayner, saying that
he intended to visit a friend. The next
heard of ‘him was when his body was
found in the -station depot here, with
a-revolver taken from the Collingwood
branch, lying on the floor beside him.
:In his pocket was found a letter to
his sister, but which he had neglected
to mail, speaking in terms of satls-
faction at his removal to Collingwood,
and indicating that his promotion was
in every sense agreeable.

Two certified cheques for $200 each,
signed “Pearson,” were found in his,
pockets. These bore the stamp of the
Collingwood branch. These may yet
afford some solution of the mystery.

The coroner decided that an Inquest
was unnecessary, and the body will
be laid to rest in the Fergus Cemetery
beside his mother.

Took Bank's Revolver.

WOLD CHANGE SITE
OF TECHNIGAL SChoO

Proposed New Location in North-
west Section is Favored, But
Means Increased Outlay.

et

The board of control was called upon
yesterday afternoon to deal with the
situation arising out of the objections
taken by public bodies to the site for a
technical school on East Bloor-street,
chosen by last year’s board of educa-
tion. There were present R. S. Gourlay
of the board of trade, Dr. Morley Wick-
ett, Manufacturers’ Association; Wm.
Glockling, District: Labor Council, and
a deputation of scheol trustees, headed
by Chairman Dr. Ogden. :

Dr. Ogden explained that the Poard
had taken cognizance of Lhe objections
raised, and had discovered a new de-
sirable site, bounded by Brunswick-
avenue, Borden-street, Sussex-avenue
and a lane south of Bloor-street. There
are fifty-four buildings uvon ii, mostly
cottages, however. Tha property is
assessed at $63,595, but Dr. Ogden esti-
mated it would cost $120,000. He sug-
gested that the city provide $150,000 in
addition to the $62,500 éxpcnded on the
Bloor-street site. ¢ .

The main arguments against tkis
location were that the noisc of the
street cars would prove distracting, and
that it was desirable that the new

school should be farther west, as the|

city was growing in that direction. Dr.
Wickett thought the change of site
should not involve an outlay of more
than $50,0C0.

The controllers advised the tiustees
to prepare a definite statement show-
ing the amount at which the new site
could be purchated, and the amount
that could be obtained frein the sale of
the Bloor-street site. It was pointed
out also that the toard oi conirol was
without restrictive powers, since if it
refused to sanction the issue of deben-
tures, the board of educzailon had au-
thority to submit a bylaw to the rate-
payers. 5

L)

" comparative decline in the influence of the farmer in the legislature of

The Weekly Sun, in its is;ue of yesterday, has an article on the

Ontario. It points out that New Ontario is getting four more r?.embeu
and Toronto four more members, and speaks of this change as “an en-
croachment” made ‘'by other interests on the political power former‘ly.

possessed by agricultural Ontario.” ‘

The facts are not disputed by us, but surely The Weekly Sun }vlll
not deny the application of the principle of ‘representahon.by popuhhon.
and of the right of all citizens of the province to an equality of influence
in public affairs, whether they live in town or country. As a matter of
fact, the cities have been very unfairly represented up to the present time,
-and especially is this true of Toronto. : ;

The Sun also recalls that once the farmers of this province had com-

plete control of it. We do not propose even to dispute that statement;

but the point we want to make, and to make it good and ‘strong in the
hearing of all the farmers of Ontario, is this: that the farmers in thg
provincial legislature and in the parliament at Ottawa hq_e themselves
_to blame for the condition of affairs that exists, and especnally for the
extravagance in government which The Sun deplores. There is hardly,
a farmer in any of the legislatures that is of commanding influence, or
that stands up for the right and for justice, for y as against
eXtravagance, against encroachment on public rights, and for the full
.enforcement of the law. : ,
"The farmer in these legislatures is too often dumb; he c:loeon’t even
k out in caucus; and he is the first man that the exploiter. gets his
hands on when he seeks to work a graft thru a committee, or thru the
government. All the raids on the ‘cities that have been made by an
companies, electric light companiesand street railways, and the like,
have been worked thru committees of :farmers who didn’t realize that what
they Avere imposing on the men in the city would come to themselves some
day, and that they, too, would pass under the rule of some kind of a
monopoly. As we have said, every raiding monopoly in every city of
Ontario has gone thru the legislature by the aid of the farmer's vote.

" Take a case like that of Mr. Charles Calder, the member for
South Ontario in the legislature, who sat on the private bills: committee,
and \lined up with the street railway lobby when q' oronto asked that the
railway be made to live up to its agreement. And it was the same
with other farmers on that committee, with the exception of three, or four
at Ottawa—Peter Christie is as shining an example as Mr. Calder is tl'xe
contrary—no farmer gets up and votes for the people as against the rail-
ways! It will not do for The Farmer’s Sun, or for the farmers to merely
deplore the passing 8f political power from the farmer to somebody else.
Their duty is to send men of courage'to represent them in parliament, and
in the legislature, and they must insist on frequent accountings from
these members; the good old system of public meetings, where representa-
tives were asked to give an account of their stewardship, has largely
fallen,away.

Another feature now of our public life is that political leaders have a
knack when an election is on of starting two farmers to pummel one
another, one Grit and the other Tory, thus supplying the countryside with
a couple of weeks of a perambulating scrap. When such a fight is on
the real interests of the country and of the pépple are neglected, and the
attention of the public is centred on the work in the ring. . These ““fights”
are skilfully designed to obscure the redl issues. Six farmers standing
up in the legislature at the right time and rebuking Mr. Whitney for his
guarantee of two and a half millions of the Canadian Northern bonds

“would have stopped that proposition; but the men were not there. -

The World to-day could tell the farmers of Ontario, and does pro-
pose in a short time to tell them, how by a change of policy-in connection
with one of the great affairs of this province enough money could be
saved to build magnificent gravel roads thruout the province, and to
maintain them foréver without local taxation; but it is a question whether
 the farmers would rise above party and insist on the reform that we could
suggest, or whether they would not more gladly listen to the party bugle,
and do whatever they were told to do by the party leaders.

The World hasn’t lost faith in.the farmer, The World appeals to
more farmers than any other paper in Canada to-day, and we are
making our paper especially interesting to farmers; but we want to get
the farmers in the right frame of mind, by impressing on them that it
isn’t up to them to deplore a decline’ in political power, but it is-incum-
bent on them to see that the representatives they. send exercise to the full
the power which they undoubtedly possess. The farmers of this province
can do anything they want to do if determined on it, but if willing to be
tools in the hands of others they must take everything that is given them.
Why should not there be enough independent farmers in the Ontario Legis-
lature to be at least a brake on the machine?

COBALT COMING TO ITS OWN

Cobalt appears to be coming into its own, after having passed thru
the ‘vicissitudes which all great mining camps usually experience. It is
quite natural that the exuberance generated by a new and highly important
discovery of minerals should engender a buoyancy which displaces cau-
tion and good judgment. A reaction, therefore, is inevitable, and for the
time being is likely to create as much pessimism as the original movement
turned sentiment in the opposite direction.

This is clearly what happened in Cobalt when the Canadian. public
first became seized of the tremendous values which were promised from
this rich silver camp. They flew into ecstasies over each new promotion
presented.to them, without regard to their capitalization or to the worth
of the properties covered by the flotation. It was this condition that ad-
mitted of the presence of the manipulator and wildcatter, who foisted on
the public in Canada, thec United States and Europe, shares which were
absolutely valueless, and which, when the truth became known, exerted
a depressing influence on the really good properties and shares of this
wonderful camp. When it became impossible a“year ago to get the
people to buy paper shares, the adventurers abandoned the mining dis-
trict to legitimate owners and practical miners.

During this period good development work has\gone on in' almost
every property of merit. It has shown. that even the firgt apparently in-
flated estimates of the wealth of this district were by no means over-
drawn. A camp which four years ago was practically unknown produced
last year in silver and by-products' more than six million dollars, and if
the shipments since the first of the year are kept up it is quite' possible
that the output will reach ten millions during 1908. On the basis of the
development which has taken place during the last few months, it has
become possible in various cases to make a fair estimate of the value «f
the ore bodies actually in sight, and it is stated that several of the leading
properties have already blocked out ore of greater value than their entire
capitalizations.

During the early enthusiasm aroused by the weonderful richness
of the properties as shown from the surface downwards, dividends were
paid almost: from the inception of some of the companies. There is
no doubt now that mistakes were thus made in distributing the first earn-
ings, for when ore had to be won from a greater depth, much mere
money was necessarily required for development work than could be
immediately obtained from the ores available for shipment. In recom-
mencing the payment of dividends, as was done yesterday at the annual
meeting of the Silver Queen Company, it is believed that they will be
hereafter maintained, and that shareholders in the better companies will
be enabled to regard their securities as investments rather than specula-
-tions. The outlook has certainly brightened. Ontario should feel proud
to possess in Cobalt and the immediately surrounding territory possibilities

-of mineral wealth of exceptional—it may well be unprecedented—rvalue
and extent.

WHEN A BYLAW IS A BYLAW.

Even If the Copy’s Lost, Legislation

_ Chief Justice Muylock yesterday re-
served judgment in the applieation to
quash the local option bylaw of the
Township of Hensall. The bylaw was
finally passed on Jan. 14, 1907. The

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman has
not long survived his resignation, yet
that brief period ' suffices to remove
from his death the overpowering poli-
tical atmosphere which would other-

wise have opScured the more personal
and intimate tributes that will now
have unrestrained uttersece. For with
retirement from the heat and burden
of the day comes the end of public life,
and with it the passing from the pub-
lic eye. When the veteran minister
sheathes his parliamentary sword for
the last time and doffs his battle armor
he soon becomes little more than &
memory. Sir Henry has.not outlived
the first flush of sympathy and appre-
ciation that- came with hig demission
of office, nor the gratitude and affection
of colleagues and supportprs, whose
remembrance is still sharpened by ac-
tual knowledge of all that he accom-
plished in the blackest hour of = the
party fortunes. This relieves the poig-
nancy of regret that the evening-of his
days did not darken mere slowly into
night.

The late premier, without claim to
rank as a great statesman, yet pOs~
sessed some of the most important
elemeénts of true greatness.

WIFE MURDER THE CHARGE.

Trial of Omer Rochette Proceeds at
Quebec.

QUEBEC, April 22.—Evidence in th
trial of Omer Rochette for the murer
of his wife, Marie Plamondon, was tak-
en in the criminal court here this morn-
ing before Justice Cross of Montreal,
replacing Judge Blanchet, who was
taken ill a few days since. The case
has aroused profound ingerest thruout
the entire district, and this morning
the court room was crowded to its ut-
most capacity.

Rochette is accused of having ad-
ministered arsenic to his wife and the
evidence elicited at the coroner’s in-
quest showed that doses of poison must
have been taken into the system of the
deceased in small quantities. The story
of Rochette’s marriage to a young
French-Canadian girl 12 days after his
first wife was buried, his subsequent
trip to Chicago, followed by his arrest
there and his return to Quebec has
been told.

The only witness heard this morning
was Dr. Marois, who conducted the
autopsy. He declared that he found
sufficient poison in the stomach of de-
.ceased to cause her death.
found traces of arsenic in the brain
i and intestines, which went to show that
| the deadly drug had been absorbed by
%thevdeceased for several days at dif-
| ferent intervals. He declared emphati-
cally that he attributed .the death of
' Rochette's wife to arsenical poisoning.

Applied Design.

James P. Haney of the New York
department of education ¢ontributed a
highly interesting address on “Applied
Design,” illustrated effectively with
colored chalk. Mr. Haney showed thoro
mastery of his subject, and his deft
sketching frequently drew.  applause.
Mr. Haney summed up the designer's
problem and dilemma as ‘strength,
simplicity and variety.”” The main
object of such trdining was to give the
child sensitive eyes and appreciation
of color values.

D. D. Moshir, B. A., English master
of Toronto Normal School, read a pa-
per in the afternoon before the com-
bined public school and training school
sections, on the function of the public,
the high and the training schools, in
the making of a teacher.

Both public and high schools, he
said, should perform the duty of selec-
tion and direction of teacher material.
He advised the extension of the prin-
ciple of the approved school to public
schools for supplementary practice
work at the close of the normal term.
The month of June could be given to
practice work in approved rural schools
under the supervision of approved
teachers, and inspection by ‘the normal
master sand inspector. It might also
be extended to the fall term, giving
abundant practice in the actual work
of managing a normal school, under
direction of an experienced and suc-
cessful teacher.

To Discuss Exams,

An interesting discussion is expected
to take place this morning with regard
to public and high school examinations,
Principal E. W. Hagarty was to have
opened the subject last night, but ow-
ing to the Jateness of the hour debate
was postponed. In his paper Mr. Hag-
arty says the present situation is com-
plicated.

The education department has been
quoted ‘as in favor of this or that
policy, when it-is merely feeling its
way and looking for advice from the
teachers. The same principles could be
supplied to both sets of schools,

Mr. Hagarty thinks a pertinent ques-
tion is whether public and high schools
should each be regulated with a view
to itself, complete in itself, and suit-
able to the whole class of pupils in-
volved, or whether such should be re-
gulated with'a view to something ex-
ternal and subsequent to itself, pos-
sibly a higher course of study on cer-
tain varied walks of life, which par-
ticular classes of pupils might wish to
enter upon. He questions whether
final examination should be held, and
if so, whether they should be provins
cial or local, and whether they should
be called high school entrance in one
course and matriculation in the other,
or should names be adopted signifying
completion. He assumes that the end
of the Fourth Book class would be the
end of the ordinary public school
course, and of the high scheol course,
pass matriculation or its equivalent.

Mr. Hagarty advocated making each
course complete in itself, retaining a
provincial examination test and call-
ing these examinations by their old
tamillar names. He deprecated the
cry that 95 per cent. of public school
pupils are being sacrificed to the five
per cent. high ‘school pupils.

Rev. George Lowes, formerly a Cond
gregational minister, has been formal-
ly ordained into the Baptist ministry,
and is now amenable to call.

thg; &I;ume. we must be careful to dis-
tinguish between the fear of tubercu-
losis, which 1Is based upon the well-
established fact of its opntaxlous na-
ture, amnd the panic, which
ve no such
g?.ce. To attempt to give a full list of
the various theories abroad, which
have contributed: to the panic or have
aided in its spread, would. take up a
geod deal of space, and would form a
1ist rather more amusing than instruc-
tive. However, & number of them are
jpportant and worth noting. Of these
widespread existence of the t\rbenICIe
{ would mentton: (1) The belief in the
bactlli;. (2) in its pewer to lie dormant
for years, and even centuries, still re-
taining its virulence; (3) in the possi-
bility - of  eut-of-door infection; (4) in
thc possibility of contagion from the
breath of a consumptive, and (5) in the
possibility of a similar infection from
& ive while in the act of
coughing (not expectorating), sneezing,

or when using the explosives in speak-

ing.: Of course, the onus of proving
the truth or falsity

sts entirely with medical science,
bis once established the facts shouild
naturally become the property of social
sclence. To an extent greater than
perhaps in the case of any other disease
must the care, and especially the pre-
vention, of tuberculosis rest with the
various social and  legislative bodies.
This is so, first because of the fact that
the disease is contagious, and, second-
1y, because.the disease runs such a long
ccurse that it becomes in many cases
in,possible, and, in many more, highly
impracticable, for the afflicted ones . to
ottain by means of their own resuurces
the care and treatment necessary for
tbem.

That the theories listed aboye are of
primary concern and importance to all
of those interested in the practical
work . of stamping out comsumption is
readily observed by a little examina-
tion of conditions. Especially is this
triié of theories three, four and five.
For instance, if it" be possible '‘to con-
tract tuberculosis out of doors, then it
is’ absolutely necessary that all ex-
pectorating, except into vessels of some
sort, be prohibited; if it be not possible,
if ‘will only be necessary to prohibit the
practice of spitting in buildings or other
* erclosures, .The difference in the prac-
tical working out of these two regula-
ticns must be apparent to everyone.
The difficulty of providing receptacles
and enforcing rules regarding spitting
for all out of doors hardly needs com-

o -
ment, while on the other hand the pro-
viding of receptacies and compelling
their use in buillings of amy sort
should, in a civilized community, be
comparatively easy, especially when
such regtlations are ,as these are, sup-
ported not only by sanitary, but also by
ordinary cleanly and aesthetic reasons.
To link the two together, making the
success of one dependent upon that of
th¢ other, would most probably have
the effiect of sinking both.

That a belief in this theory of out-of-

door jinfection is quite general is evi-
 denced by the bylaws of certain towns

which make spitting by a consumptive,
anywhere upon the grounds within, thie
limits of the town, a  punishable of-
fence, or the further restriction that
eny house used as a boarding-house for
consumptives must be at least 150 feet
from any other dwelling. The reason
for this latter clause can, of course,
only be the belief in the possibility of
the germ traveling thru the air for
scme considerable distance and becom-
ing a source of danger.

Again; the possibility of direct infec-
tion from a consumptive, either by
means of the breath or from spray. or
small droplets that might agcidentally
be thrown from his gnouth while in the
act of coughing, sneezing or speaking.
It will readily be admitted that the
protection of the public against the
dirty . habit of promiscuous spitting in
buildings becomes a matter of compara-
tive simplicity 'when ranged beside an
attemipt to  protect against coughing,
sneezing, speaking or breathing. Nor
does it ease the situation matertally to
say that danger exists only when one
comes within ithe | zone of infection,
namely, within three to five feet of the
ccnsumptive, or to further say that the
theory applies only to advanced .cases.
In any large city one must continually
ccme into close proximity to his neigh-
bor, and it is well known that many
consumptives go about, and even work,
till within a few days of their death
(Cornet). Coupling these facts with
anothér, equally true, but as yet all
but universally unknown, namely, that
you cannot detect a consumptive by his
appearance, and we can easily imagine
thow the general acceptance of the
“theory of droplets” will throw the
publc into a ] and cause it to de-
mand a protection which it will be ex-
gemehr difficult, if not impossible, to

ve.

Thait this theory has many advocates
would seem to be true. Its teachings
are now enforced in many of the large
sanitaria, both in this country and
abmoad, and are nrapidly spreading
amongst the general public. As an
illustration of this latter fact, I will
cite a case which happemed a short
time ago in New York Ci#ty. .A physi-

‘cian whose tuberculous patient com-

platned to him that he dare not use
this sputum flask in public, because of
the effect #t had on the people about
him, decided to test the truth of the
story. So, boarding a weill-loaded street
car, he feigned a cough and made use
of his flask. This he did a number of
times, and within a few minutes had
the car entirely to himself. We might
just remark in passing that if the man
had spit upon the floor but. little, if
any, attention would hawve been paid. to
it, a fact which illustrates the way the
public are thoughtiessly placing a pre-
mium on carelessness. As the man
wasg careful in the disposal of his
sputum, the fear of his fellows can only
be ascribed to their belief in some other
mode of infection, most likely breath
or droplets. To accuse the occupants
of the car of an ‘ignorant fear would
hardly be just. While lecturing to a
class of nurses in a Toronto hospital
scme short time ago, a physician ad-
vised his hearers never to, unless abso-
lutely necessary, come within five feet
of a consumptive patient, for in- so
doing they exposed themselves to in-
fection. True, the lecturer may have
meant patients in the dying stage of
the disease, who Wwere therefore too
weak to be careful of the sputum, and,
if so, his arguments apply to the ordi-
nary ocpurse of infection from dried
sputum, -and have nothing to do with
the theory ‘of infection from dropilets.
But if this were his meaning he cer-
tainly did not make it clear, for the
idea conveyed was that of danger from
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i spray
| either

public = hes of such . danger,
argue quite logically, if a nurse endan-
gers her life by going within five feet
of .a. consumptive in a hospital where
he is therefore under medical care and
surveillance, much more must we when

church, house, store or other place and
—if they also believe in out-of-door in-

crowded streets. :

It has beemr argued by some, that as

the theories here mentioned are al
along the line of caution, they could
do no harm and should be accepted,
at least until it was shown- positively
that they were not true. Such & plan
is surely open toquestion, and must
at least have limits. For soclety to
accept and act upon all theories that
happen to be along the line of caution
would in all probability result in much
complicated, faulty and unnecessary
legislation, having the effect of defeat-
ing by its weight, rather than of fur-
thering, the end sought. Furtherniore,
the theories are capable of doing 2
positive harm. Can it be wondered at,
that persons are frightened away from
the great social task of stamping out
tuberculosis, because of what seems$
to them the absolute impossibility of
such a work. A statement ascribed to
Dr. William Osler, to the effect that
with proper precaution tuberculosis
would be unknown-in 25 years, was
described by an acquaintance of mine,
a layman and a believer in the theo-
ries under question, as “an idle dream,
of a dreamer.” Can you blame him?
Or should you not rather say that any‘
person who can ‘believe in the theo-
ries of out-of-door infection and infec-
tion by breath of droplets, and at the
same time, hopefully attack the task
of stamping out tuberculosis, deserves
to be specially complimented on his
optimism?
. So much for the popularity of the
theories and for the social importance
of learning concerning them, the truth,
the whole truth and nothing but the
truth. Let us now consider some medi-
cal opinions as to what this really is.
It:is true that the guotations follow-
Ing are largely from one authority, the
German doetor and scientist, Cornet.
But when we consider the standing of
this man, in medical science, and the
further fact, that in arriving at his
conclusions, Cornet' has made a most
liberal use of the best medical autho-
rities of the day, such a course seems
to me justifiable. \

Referring to the ubliquity, or wide-
spread existence of the bacilli, Cornet
says: “On  theoretical and practical
grounds the bellef in the ubiguity of
the tubercule bacilli may be considered
absolutely discredited. The tubercle
bacillus is found, as a rule, only in
places in which an uncleanly con-
sumptive maintains himself, otherwise
it occurs but rarely.”

On the matter of the term of life of
the germ, the same authority says:
“After about six months, even large
quantities of expectorated material
contain ‘not a single germ capable of
further development—the bacilll have
died off. It is, therefore, illogical to
speak of a place or a dwelling as satu-
rated with“the accumulated growth of
years of baecilli,” Also, “this experi-
mentally determined maximum:of &
half year’s existence is reached only
very exceptionally by bacilli dried un-
der ordinary conditions. It has al-
ready been shown that tubercule ba-
cilli perish within from a few"minutes
to hours when exposed to direct sunlight
and within -a few days when exposed
to diffuse light. Furthermore,
the bacilll which are cast abroad be*
come lost in the immeasurable expanse
of atmosphere.”

“The micro-organisms are endowed
with but a brief term of life, gnd suc-
cumb rapidly to a free exposure to
light, especially the sunlight. . .. . .»
Most of the contained germs are. al-
ready dead.’ A

On the next subject, that of the pPoS-
sibility of contaglon out-of-doors, par-
ticularly on the street, much of what
I have already quoted has a .bearing,
especially those parts dealing with the
rapid destruction of the germ by sun-
light, either direct or diffuse. After
describing at length and in detail the
effect of the elements, moisture, frost,
sunlight, etc., on the bacillus, the au-
thor concludes the argument by say-
ing: “It is therefore conceivable that
only a mimimum proportion of viru-
lent bacilli remains;” and this is then
scattered thru such an enormous quan-
tity of air that it hardly comes into
play, and its inspiration becomes an
extremely ‘improbable event.” In an-
other place, the author in declaring
for the absence of virulent bacilli in
the dust of streets, says: ‘“This as-
sumption is confirmed, as I showed at
the time, by the fact that street sweep-
ers who breathe this dust continually
very rarely are affected with tubercu-
losis.”” In:further support of the ar-
gument against out-of-door infection,
I will quote from the author first men-
tioned in this article, Dr. Flick, as head
of the Hénry Phipps’ Institute, his
statements may be allowed weight:
‘“Tt-unhesitatingly may be said that
there is no chance of getting tubercu-
losis on the street or in the open air.”
In another place he says: “It is ques-
tionable whether a consumptive could
produce a fertile environment out-of-
doors, even in the .dying stage of his
disease, and within a limited area.”
And- again, “a woman with trailing
skirts undoubtedly may pick up tuber-
cular matter from the pavement. The
amount which she can pick up in this
way, however, even if it were all
shaken out in a sleeping room, would
not produce an environment fertile
enough to give implantation.”

The next theory on the list is that
of danger from the ordinary breath
of a consumptive. As this theory is
not very generally held, it will be suf-
ficient to note the two follpwing quo-
tations from Cornet: ‘““The air of ex-
piration of the consumptive is sterile
and harmless.” “The air of expiration
contains no bacillus.”

The next and last theory is one of
much importance. It is the question of
the possibility of infection by small
particles of spray or droplets that
might be accidentally thrown off by the
consumptive while in the act of cough-
ing, sneezing or speaking. Of course,
the theory depends for its support on
the existence of tubercule bacilli in
the mouth or nose, except perhaps (?)
in the case of ‘extremely heavy cough-
ing by people who have tubercular
throats. Treating of the subject Cor-
net says: ‘‘Researches upon this sub-
ject show that the sallva is either free
from the bacilli or contains them in
rare cases and in small numbers.”
“The best proof that infection by drop-
lets plays a role of no importance is
the fact that I have never been able |
to discover tubercule bacilli on the
walls, or otherwise distributed, in the
case of consumptives who were care-
ful with their sputum, in spite of the
fact that there was ample opportunity
for the disSemination of droplets.”
“Tubercule bacilli were found in the
immediate environments of consump-
tives only when they were careless with

Cornet also describes | »
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ed 18 advanced cases of consumption
and gave to each a small petri dish,
which they were to hold over their
At the
end of 24 hours he collected: the dishes,
and washing each with a proper solu-
tion, injected the same intraperitone-
ally into guinea pigs. In four cases
he obtained infection. The second ex-
periment 'with patients was much
the same except-that he selected cases
with harder coughs and with loose mu-
cus to the back of\tHe. throat. In none
of these caSes did he get an infection.
He further describes an experiment
carried on by B. Franke', in iwhich
the experimenter gave face masks to
219 patients, and at the end of 32 days
was able to collect 2600 baciili from
these masks.,” When we consider that
the usual estimate of the number of
bacilli thrown off by one consumptive
in 24 hours, who expectorates on an
average once every hour, is over seven
billion, we see the force of the au-
thor's corniclusion, “that the danger of
infection by this means is therefore of
small moment.” Referring to experi-
ments made by Flugge, and on the re-
sults of which he (Flugge) bases his
theory of infection by droplets, Cornet
says: !

‘When Flugge takes culture of the
prodigiosus into his mouth, determines
that the germs are distributed in talk-
ing and coughing, and from this argues
that the same occurs in the case of
tubercle bacill, he neglects the most
important link in his eyidence, the
tertium comparationis, namely, the
proof that the saliva of consumptives
contains anything like the same num-
ber of germs as when the mouth is
filled with a culture of prodigiosus.

At the recent Vienna conference
Flugge reasserted his belief in the
theory of droplets, going so farias to
say, ‘It is quite evident that by far
the largest part of all  tuberculous
infection in man takes place by in-
halation of tubercle bacilli ejected n
the shape of droplets by tuberculous
patients.” Writing on ‘this Vienna
conference Dr. Joseph Walsh of Phila-
delphia says, ‘Of the seven papers here
reported, only one was distinctly radi-
cal, namely, Flugge’s, and it appears
to be that the contradictions in this
are evident.’

Flugge makes living with a tubercu-
lcus patient dangérous, not so' much
from the infection' which ‘may be in
the dust around a ‘dirty patient, as
from the droplets toughed out by thé
patient. = He makes the nursing of
tuberculous patients, even in sanitaria

‘and hospitals, .a particularly danger-

ous occupation. All our practical ex-
perience, - however, disproves this.
Leaving out of consideration the hos-
pitals’ and sanitaria opened since the
discovery of the bacillus, and con-
sidering: only the older hospitals and
_sanitaria existing before 1882,in which
only ordinary cleanliness was insisted
on because the exactly proper pre-
cautions were unknown, we find no,
or practically no, cases of infection
among the nurses. In other words,
the ordinary precautions of keeping
the hands clean, and eating food in
a clean place from a non-infected
source seems to be enough to prevent
contagion.

In an address delivered by David
Russell Lyman, M.D., at the opening
of the Kentucky Anti-Tuberculosis
Assoclation’s Sanitarium at Louisville
on Oct. 26, 1907, there is in a similar
strain the following: ‘The precautions
for preventing the spread of tubercu-
losis as practised and taught in a
sanitarium are absolutely adequate.
Many of these institutions have con-
stantly from one hundred to three
hundred patients, and were not every
necessary precaution observed the
sanitarium employes would be in a
position where they could chardly es-
cape the disease. Yet we can point
to the good record that in all our
sanitaria, established many of them
for years, there is yet to develop the
first case of tuberculosis in an em-
ploye.’

If it should be true that Cornet, and
the other -authorities quoted, are right
on these questions, then the fact that
their teachings are not more widely
published and more generally belleved
in, can be considered as nothing short
of a social calamity.

In considering the importance of the
theories, we have already noted some
of their evil effects, but it might be
of advantage to note more., . A fact
which has frequently been mentioned,
and the cause for which is usually mis-
stated, is that many people, who are
aware of having the disease and who
have been taught the proper means
of preventing themselves from becom-

| ing a further source of contagion, do

not make use of their knowled

efforts put forth to educate thegne'hzeg
therefore, been of no avail. The rea-
sons usually assigned are indifference
selfishness, laziness and natural per-’
versity. Such reasons could only be
generally ascribed by those with but
a superficial knowledge of conditions
It is true that there may be somé
grounds for so believing in the cases
of pedple wWho are too sick to be in
the p_ossession of their right faculties
and it is further true that there are
moral 'delinquents amongst this as
amongst any other class, but to make
the charge at all general is a mistake.
The facts are that what Dr. Flick calls
the ‘unnecessary fear’ of the disease
which has resulted in, or is, the panie
thas placed the known consumptive lii
a position . of social -and industrial
ostracism and the law of self-preserva-
tion therefore demands that the con-
sumptive does not allow his conditlon
to be known. In his attempt at con-

A man might steal or forge, but woul
decidedly object to being jailed for the
possession of such' a power. There is
moreover the natural antipathy of peo-
ple to being soclally isolated and as
tuberculosis attacks all classes com-
pulsory legislation would have to en-
counter not alone personal prejudice,
but wealth and influence. The co-0D-
eration and compulsion are elements
that do not mix
whi::h should not be lost sight of in
tris connection, for co-operation is a
principle which cannot to advantage be
dispensed with in the fight against tu-
berculosis.

Wherein, then, lies the danger and
what means should be adopted to avoid
it? That there is a danger of centa-
glon would s¢em to be beyond dispute;
tho it must be allowed that so long as
medical science admits that it does not
know what part in the contraction of
the disease is played by the forces of
predisposition and immunity so long
must they admit that they do not
know the full part played by conta-
gion, for the whole is ‘'merely the sum
of its parts. As to the source of dan-
ger from contagion the weight of sci-
entific opinion would seem to be that
it lles only in dried sputum or ‘“‘spu-
tum dust” in buildings or other enclos-
ures. “Such sputum dust, i.e., tubercle
bacilli is, as a rule, to be found in an
amount and a condition which make it
dangerous, only in places occupied by
consumptives who are careless in the
disposal of their sputum.”’—Cornet. -

It might be as well to state here that
the most of the quotations made as-
sume inhalation to be the chief means
by which the bacilli gain an entrance
to the body. Recently, however, there
has been a teéendency on the part of
many eminent physicians to consider
that such entrance is gained rather by
intestinal or other absorption of germs
that have been swallowed. As the

theory is a comparatively new one, it |,

remains as yet to a large extent the ex-
clusive property of medical men, and
its deductions, relating to the danger
of infection from various sources, are
likewise not common property. Consi-
dering, however, that it has usually
been claiméd that it required larger
dses and more frequent exposures to
set up infection in the intestinal tract
than in the lungs, one might be per-
mitted to draw the conclusion that the
general acceptance of the theory of in-
gestion would tend to further discre-
dit the belief in the ultra-infection
theories. In any event, it is difficult to
see how its acceptance would materi-
ally affect the belief in dried sputum
being the chief source of danger. The
means of prevention, therefore, would
consist of a system which would en-
sure the careful disposal of sputum.
This may be accomplished in various’
ways, but it may be stated positively
that the degree of success attained
will_be in direct proportion to the con-
venience and practicability of any
means that may be adopted. “It is in
education,” 'says the head of one of
our Canadian sanitaria,” that lies our
only hope of exterminating this’ dis-
ease.” Cornet,  speaking/ along the
same lines, says: ‘“The people must be
made aware both' of the dangerous
character of the disease and of the ease
with which it may be combated. . . .
The object is view is to be attained
only by means of a comprehensive
scheme of instguction.” Such educa-
tion must be general and thoro, but in
order that it be respected and fully be-
lieved in it much remain entirely free
from any taint of sensationalism.
‘While there is no excuse for that form
of egotism, which claims to select, con-
ceal and color truths to the advantage
of .those receiving the education; there
should at the same time be the great-
est of care exercised in spreading only
those views on the subjéct which are
supported by the best medical opinion
of the day.

Let nothing in this article be read
as discouraging. the bullding of sani-
taria. Such institutions for the study,
treatment and prevention of tubercu-
losis, and. for the care of advanced
cases, otherwise uncared for, are as
much in accord with modern up-to-date
methods as the establishment of gen.:
eral hospitals. Futhermore, under a
normal condition of public sentiment
compulsory attendance at such places;
would be found quite unnecessary, for,
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as a matter of fact, consumptives are
themselves the class most interested in
their own cure and the wiping out of
the disease. Sanitarium treatment has
proven itself to be of much value and
afflicted ones would be only tog willing
to avail themselves of its advantages
and glad to carry out the precautions
which would make them safe mem-
bers:of society, providing the doing of
these things did. not carry with it
penglties of so grave a character:

On this phase of the question, name-

OTTAWA, April’ 22—(Special.)—The
debate on Mr. Monk's resolution to
abolish the bonus system in connec-
tion with Canada’'s immigration policy
was continued to-day.and again ad-
journed. Another Liberal member,
| Alonzo Robitaille of Québec County,
strongly supported the résolution.

‘Mg.’ Lalor was informed that the
patronage committee of Dunnville had
not nominated W. W. Kirk as inspect-
‘or of the Port Maitland pier. Reply-
ing* t6 Ralph Smith (Nanaimo) Sir
Wilfrid Laurier said that six shipping
compﬁnies doing business. on the Pa-
cific coast are receiving subsidies, in

cluding Canada and Mexico, $50,000
per annum; Victoria and Skagway,
$17,500; Victoria! and San Francisco,

tHp. ;

The government was not aware that
any of these encouraged the immigra-
tion of Orientals, but such a practice
if it existed would be deemed a viola-
tion of the' Subsidy Act.

The Advisory Council. o

The members of the public school
section decided that public school teach-
ers were entitled to a larger representa-
tion on the advisory educational coun-
cil. They represented 95 pér cent. of
the pupils and teachers of the province,
sald Mr. Pelham, and they were ac-
corded only 25 pér cent. of the repre-
sentation on the council. gl

tt was decided to ask the mifiister of
edueation that the representation be in-
creased from -four to seven members,
and that the province be divided into
seven districts, each district to elect a
public school representative to the
council.

H. Ward, the president-of the sec~
tion, described the method the educa~
tion depaftment is following in getting
out the new text books as patchy.

The Great Defect

““The great defect in our educational

system to-day is its lack of co-ordina-
tion,” said John Waugh, D. Paed, in
his address before the inspectors’ de-
partment. “We have a system of text
bcoks and subjects which are not re-
lated to each other and instead of
establishing the unity of knowledge we
make it more chaetic, than before.
There should be organized a central
committee which shall see that ne-
cessary text books aye constructed with
absolute relation /to each other, so that
every portion of a s¢hool course fits
into every other portion.
“We must train the child before we
train the man. - It is the teacher’'s duty
to make the world more and more one
of organic unity. The child still lives
in an age of unity. In straightening
out his thought we must see to it that
the lines are not divergent, but that,
on the contrary, they aim at unity in
the development of the literary and
scientific.”

The speaker thought it absurd, in
view of the lack of co-ordination, to do
away with entrance examinations.

Standard for Homeworkers.

“A standard of qualification is even
more necessary for the home worker
than for any other profession,’” was the
statement made by Mrs. Hoodless of
Hamilton in her address upon the
“Value of Domestic Séience as a Social
Factor,”” before the trustees’ section.

LIGENSES OF PEODLERS
HORT Y RESTRICTONS

And They Claim That the Police
Commissioners Have Exceed-
ed Their Privileges.

A nice point at law was brought up
in the afternoon court yesterday before
Magistrate Kingsford, when four Ital-
fan street peddlers were charged with
selling thelr wares in the district re-
cently “clqoed" by the police commis-
sioners. The men hold Hcenses secured
before the order went into effect.

Reginald Eyre, their counsel, pointed
out that the rg@uh.ﬂm say that 2a
license shall be granted on the payment
of $10, not that it shall be granted sub-
ject to the bylaw.

“Streets which cross the car tracks,
such as Adelaide-street, for instance,
are the most profitable stands for these
men, and they have been largely closed
to them since the recent enactment,
without any compensation, he said, and
argued that the men had ‘bought their
licenses in good faith and now found
themselves cut off from their most pro-
fitable situations. The action of the
board in granting the licenses should
have an effect on their continuation,

J. D. Mackelcan, for the city, contend-
ed that legislation gave the police com-
missioners thé same right in regard to
vested interests ds the city had to regu-
late buildings started before the bylaw
was passed.

‘“Compensation is, of course, & tter
for the consideration of the legisla ure,”
he said, “Very often when new streets
are opened up compensation {s -often
regulated by arbitration., =

‘“The faot that they paid befopé the
bylaw was has nothing to do
The board of
pclice commissioners cannot bind its
own hands nor the hands of its suc-.
cessors, as ymy learned friend
If it grants a license to these men it
dces not follow that it canmot pass re-
gulations restraining ' or modifying
them. There is no limit of time for their
Kcenses; they might just as well be for
two years or two hundred years as for
one year.”

‘I am not quite sure, however, that
these men cannot get out a high court
irjunction restraining the city from in-
terfering with them in the exercise of
their business,” said Magistrate Kings-
ford. °

“I have thought of that,” sald Mr.
Byre, “but these men are poor, and the
cost of it has prevented the action.”

“The most serious phase of the ques-
tion is the fact that these men have
paid money and have been deprived of
the opportunity of. making a living,”
said his worship. “I shall adjourn this
to-day and give judgment on the 28th.”

“The
neglect of Crawford's former solicitors
to plead this and other efféctive defences.
has led to the protracted litigation.

The crown grant in fee is also conclu~
sive, when attacked by a subject. The
courts have no jurisdiction to Interfere

,J with or to set aside any officlal act of any

minister of the crown and in the case
of mining leases or grants in fee, the
only jurisdiction is when the Attorney-
General intervenes for fraud onngo
crown, and that is not the case here. Up
to date there has been no expression of
judicial opinion contrary to these cone
tentions, /
