The churches of Toronto are supported by
the men of Toronto-by the work the

even thought of such a thing?  The very
idea s monstrous In a small village ilke
this, Such things as SBunday cars may be
necessary in Hamilton or St. Uatharines,
but to talk of such nonsense In Toronto is
ridiculous, Why should the people who
live in the west, east or northern portions
of the city desire to go down to the large
churches In the heart of our villuge and
listen to the brilllant sermons ot some
‘eminent divine, when they can slecp to
| the dear old well-worn . sermons of the

taxpayers, the business men. The nop-
prodacers, those who have to be malntainec
by the workers,are the main kickers against
Sunday cars. When a-man knows himseif
to be a drome, a non-producer, the best
thing he can do s to keep quiet. Let him
vote If he wants to, but when he starts
in to lecture, to threaten, to bulldoze, to
Intimidate his paymasters—the workers—
he is insufferable.

There arc hundreds and thousgnds of men
and women who cannot get off for the Sat-
urday half holiday. These people desire
Sunday cars. Here are some of them: Let-
ter carriers, barbers, telegraph operators,
men on delivery wagons, hundreds of clerks
in stores that do not close Saturday after-
nocon. DBesides, the Saturday afternoon hol-
y is for a few months in summer only.
It is a good feature, but denying Sunday
cars to those who want them will not pop-
ularize it.

A large employer who gives his help the
Saturday half holiday In summer, but who
is against Sunday cars, says, oy is reported
to have said, that if the Su cars carry
he will stop_the half holiday. ‘Why should
he? In other words, he says I'm against
your taking a holiday on Bunday, and If
you vote for Sunday cars I'll not let you
have a Saturday holiday—I'll make you
violate the day that I am now anmxious that
you should not violate. Queer logic, this,

They do not
believe In equal rights in the mafter of
cars. They wish to dictate to their fellows
bow they shall get about on Sundays,

By canvass, it has been found that of
the 250 Ontario civil servants at the Par-
llament Bulldings less than 20 will oppose
Sunday cars.

Bishop DuMoulin: “The Hamlilton Sun-
day service of from 10 a.m. to 10 p.m., with
cars every 10 minutes, is a great conveni-
ence to church people, and none of the evils
predicted of their use by their opponents
have come to pass.”

Rev. Dr. Burns: “I read Bishop Du-
Moulin‘s statement in. Wednesday's World
and I agree with it. I have seen no abuse
come out of our Sunday cars. No place in
the world cnjoyg a quleter Sunday than
Hamilton, not even Toronto, and I can
speak with experience, as I Hved there [in
Toronto] for some years.”

Rev. Dr. Beavis, Congregational minlster
of Hamilton: ‘‘No, I have never seen any
bad results come from the Hamilton ser-
vice, and where necessary to do so, I do
not hesitate to use it. Bunday cars, where
the employes are not forced to work seven
days in the week, cannot, it seems to me,
be regarded in the same light as a service
where the men get no rest at all.”

There are three hundred men in Toronto
who have physical deformities or have to
use crutches, or labor under other disabill-
ties, and who cannot therefore get about
on Sunday at all. There are certainly five
hundred other deformed people, women and
children, who must be carried by convey-
ances of some kind in ordef to get about.
The preachers and the restrictionists would
tle these people up on Sunday, but they
would say nothing of the rich who have
their own or hired rigs, or the bicyclists
who are beholden to no one.

Bishop Sullivan, rector of St. James’ Cath-
edral, said he would be In favor of a lim-
ited partial service confined within certain
specified hours of the day.

There are 180 churches in Toronto. If
we average the number of carrlages that
are employed to convey people to them at
two for each church, we have 560 car-
riages engaged in this service. 'I'he ser-
vice necessitates the employment of 360
drivers and a number of stablemen, about
as many as would operate a Sunday street
car service, Why don’t the clergy de-
nounce this desecration of the Sabbath? It
has been going on right under the eyes of
the ministers of Toronto for years, and yet
they have not attacked the Inlquity,

Why haven’t they done so?

Why doesn’t Principal Caven denounce
these people who ride to church in state,
and thereby openly and ostentatiously dese-
crate the Sabbath?

Surely Sabbath desecration is no fen a
sin when committed by the rich than when
a poor man is the offender.

MR, BLAKE'S EXPLANATION.

He Says He Was Exhausied and Had te
Use & Cab to Go to Charch,

At St,Peter’s Church on Sunday afternoon

Mr. 8. H. Blake defended himself from the
charge that was brought againét him of
driving to church on Sundays/ nesemu
to the occasion of his preaching over the
Don the Sunday before last, he said that
he was too exhbausted to walk the three
miles to that church, and was compelled
to take a cab. He had not left the horse
and driver out in the rain, as stated, but
had paid for sheiter for the horse, and the
driver had attended service. It was true
that he rode to and from the Central Pri-
gon when hé preached to his unfortunate
friends there. But he had no doubt that
the cab driver both enjoyed the drive and
the services which were held in the pri-
son.
It Mr, Blake were asked the reason why
he drove three miles out of his way to
preach a sermon in a church that has a
minister of its own, he would probably
say it was that the people might have the
benefit of his ideas, of his style of ora-
tory, of his afguments., The ministers de-
fend the system of Interchanging pulpits
on the ground that the people are benefit-
ed by Mstening to new ideas or old ideas
presented in new garb. Just so. The peo-
ple desire the liberty of selecting such
pastors as they believe are capable of do-
ing them the most good. The ministers
make a feeble attempt to supply the va-
ried tastes of the people by In!erchan‘m:
pulpits with one another. How much bet-
ter would it be If the people were allowed
to make their own seclection? There ought
to be free trade In the matter of church-
going. There is no occasion for applying
the principle of protection to Christianity.
Let the cars run, Let the people have the
liberty of attendfyg whatever churches
they think are besff suited to theiriparticuar
dispositions, Un the present system
they think are best suited to their particular
church in his neighborhood. Abolish the
protective eystem as applied to churches,
Let there be free trade in religion. Let
cach man select his own “church. No.
interchange of pulpits is possible to meet
the varied tastes and spiritual necessities
of the people.

desired, to have had a Sunday street car
service under the old company. Surely
you would not argue that because they
did not - then assert that right they
lost 1t? You would not assert that a
serf had no right to recover bis liberty
because he delayed for a long time to
demand 4t? The aldermen and general
council who settled the agreement with
the Street Rallway Syndicate in 1801
~were fully aware of the position., The
matter of a Sunday street car service’
was fully discussed and the legal
position well understood. Those who
were opposed to a Sunday street car
service endeavored to have an absolute
prohibition fnserted in thé agreement
and act of incorporation, and when they
could not get that they had to content
themeelves with what they could get,
and they accepted the compromise, ag

Among the last of the places visited by
General Booth during bis recent tour of
Canada and the United States, was the
old Puritan city of Boston, Here it was
in the old Colonial days of English rule
that religlous Intolerance grew rampant and
excesses, as to Sunday behaviour, were
stubboruly indulged in. So much so ‘that
the records of those gruesome times form
a grim chapter in the history of Christian-
ity. It is sad to contemplate that elements
ot the same spirit, harsh and cruel in its’
mnature, that yminnted‘ the leaders iIn
that gloomy period, are noticeable to a
marked degree among many of the religl-
ous fraternitieg of Toronto.

'The Sunday cars were thronged
with the rank and file of the army, the
military-looking attire of both sexes be-
ing conspicuous at all times on both the
trains and the trolleys,

A comps of ticket sellers were busy on
duty all day In the numerous ticket offices
to.allot and dispose of seats, in order the
better to rcgulate the erowds sceking ad-
mission. Lusty throated boys disposed of

Now It Is
clear that those that have the last say
must be right, and the question naturally
arises, Why go through such a useless
tangle to arrive at the answer to the pro-
blem? If there were always three. judges to
try and to decide every case, whose finding
as to the facts was unappealable, we wou'd
have made one great step in the right direc-
tion. | Then, let five or seven judges be a
final Court of Appeal, merely to say whe-
ther, taking these facts -as true, the law
lald down was correct. This would lessen
the expense greatly and simplify appeals,
A single judge can go wrong through im-
‘patienice, absence of sound judgment or
pure wrongheadednéss, but where three sit
together they act as a check, not only on
hasty conclusions, but on discourtesy an
petulance, :

It is quite true that we would need more
Jjudges, but we would have in the end less

_law and less expense to the individual suit-

or, The country would cheerfuily pay two
or three more salarfes in order to arrive at

finality and to secure calm, judiclal inves-
tigation. . That is all that litigants ought
to bave, and is as much as most of them
‘want,. Appellants go from court 1o court
now, just as much from want of confidence
as from knowledge that they are in the
right;-and to give them some solid ground
at the outset would strengthen our belief in
British justice, g Onlooker,

One of the great charms of Toronto Is its
trees, and never Is the Queen City seen to
such advantage as in these days of May,

And tne tall,
sombre pine, which faced the winter blast,
through whose needle bunches it walled
and sighed like the sea on a far shore; has
felt the Influence of the spirit which is
abroad in the world ; little buds like points
of light in the gloom are showing amid
the old needles, and the crows are busy
and talkative in the branches, as they
bufld thelr nests of twigs high up In the
swaying, sighing tops, and their hoarse
“ caw-caw’’ comes across the park, soft and
distinet in the early morning.

the dandelions,those golden-headed child
of the spring, are rioting over the boule-
vards and gladdening the city with thelr
beasuty—and the days are fair beyond

Editor World: Permit me to say a
word or two in faxor of running the
cars on Sunday, On the two former
occagions on which a vote was taken
I voted against the cars, for the reason
that 1 was in doubt as to whether to
run them would not be ‘a violation of
the Fourth Commandment.

Nir,
there are hundreds of men, at,least 1n
Toronto, who have traveled the length
and breadth of the United States, east
of the Mississippi and south to the
Gult of Mexico, who have spent, Sun-
day in many of the leading cities, and
they will tell you, as probably you know
of your own knowledge, that in any of
these cities the Sunday can be spent
as quictly, and divine service attended
as regularly, as can be done in the City
of Toronto, Ministers might tell us
how they beeame so well aequainted
and apparently so thoroughly versed as
to speak with authority, with evils pre-
dominating in large cities, 'T'hey should
also tell ug on what grounds they throw
the blame of existing evils on the Sun-
day street ear. The same evils cxisted
long before strect cars were run on a
Sunday, and to-day are confined almost |
to the very districts in large cities which
have no street cars and to a class who
have not the means to travel in streot
cars even if they were at their doors.

Second reason, “the saloon-keepers are
in favor of running the street ears.”
Only one word on this point: In an hotel
in one of onr larger cities, and where |
a considerable Sunday business is done,
the proprietor said one Sunday morning |
when Sunday street cars were men-
tioned: “No, gentlemen, no; the Sunday
street ecar will pever run in this city
with my vote.”

They New Conirol ihe Telephone for 17
Years, Dating from 1893,

Washington, May 10.—The Bell Tele-
phone Company won the ease brodght
against it by the United Statés to an-
nul the last Berliner patent, This‘de-
cision has the effect of continuing the
control of thé telephome by the Bell
Company for 17 years from the date of
the’ last patent, which was granted in
1801. The Government asked to have
bl g My By~ Ao g 5 gl
t‘l::u;atent oﬂceewnu undnlent’nnd the
fault of the Telephone

patent was ap? 1891,
court in its ogenion. delivered by Jus-
tice. Brewer, held .that ‘was no

ence exercised over the patent office by
the telephone. ny, and that there
was no evidence .that the delay in the
xrnnting of the patent had been brought
about. by the company.

This decision by the Supreme Court
sustains the lower courts.

control for fifteen ars ond _the
time ‘of the expiration of the Bell
patent.,

It was also asserted that the paterit
was gramted by the Commissioner of
Patents without authority of law, and
that it was for the same invention for
which ‘a patent had been granted in
1]?80. and :that the principle was not
therefore new.

The snit originated in the ' United
States Circuit Court for the district of
Massachusetts, where it was decided
in favor of the United States.

WAS THERE FOUL PLAX ? .

Relics of Prospectors Whoe Came o Grief
in Ra Lake,

The Attorney-General's Department
bas been asked to investigate a case
of foul plty or accident on Bwell Bay,
Rainy Lake. The. information is sent

in by Mr. C. J. Hollands, postmaster at
Fort Frances, Ont., who reports that on
April 15 one Albert Isherwood of that
place discovered a lot of wreckage on
the shore of the bay referred to under
circumstances. which point to the theory
that two or. more prospectors have lost
or been deprived of their lives while
searching for gold veins.

The man who made the “discovery of
the wreckage makes this statement :
“On April 151 found a large birch-bark
canoe, turned hottom up, at abeut-high
‘water mark. - I also found)in the vicin-
ity of the canoe a pair bf gars, a sail, a
tent, a donble-barrel B, ILL. gun, the stock
of which had been brokes, and repaired
with a plate of copper. The gun was
loaded in both barrels, one shell with
shot and the other with ball, The canoe
was fitted with an inch' keel and a rud-
der,' -1 also found three small botfles,

“Canniff & Johnston, Rat Portage;” the
others contained sweet oil and eastor oil
respectively,  There was a complete out-
fit of grey graniteware dishes, besides
provisions and the many small articles
that go to make up a prospector’s outfit,
The sail and tent werc rotten, and tore
very easily, but the condition of the gun
and the ax would indicate that the
articles had not been there longer than
last summer., The value of the outfit
makes it extremely unlikely. that the
¢anoc and contents were intentionally
abandoned.”

LCOAL SCREENINGS,

The Msnufgcturers in Onfario are in Favor
of Lower Rates of Duty on Soft Coal
The council of the Board of Trade met
yesterday to consider the report made by
the committee appointed on Friday re
duties on coal screenings. A resolution

was passed by the couneil, in which it was
expressed that representations be made to
the Government that the regular output
of coal product so supplied by the Ameri-
can mines as soft coal screenings or dust,
be accepted and passed as such, subject
to a duty not exceeding 15 cents per ton.

It is argued that,“as the American product
so dutiable is used only in Ontario, such
an Increase of duty in this raw material
would constitute an inequitable discrimin-
ation against this Province in its payment
to the revenue requirements of the eountry.
1t is important that due consideration
should be given to the disabilities of the
manufacturer situated at such points “as
fr'oronto, in competition, not only as com-
pared with the manufacturer of the United
States, but also ag compared with the
manufacturer who is able to utilize water
power,-
