President Jordan’s subject was “War
and Mankind.” In the course of his re-
jmarks he said: “Spain, Italy and France

weak and decadent nation.”
| The statement was made with emphasis
\and President Jordan paused a moment to
give it added force. During the pause,

here was heard the scraping of a chair ¢n
the back row of the platform and the next
instant Professor Foulet appeared at the
{front of the stage with his face flushed
’and visibly much agitated. Turning

‘squarely in front of the speaker, the pro:
fessor raised his hand ,and virtually yell-
ing in his anger said: ‘/It is not so. France
is not decadent.”

There was a moment of suspense and
then a murmur of various expressions.
Professor Foulet bowed low to President
Jordan and then walked down the steps
of the stage with great dignity.

Dr. Jordan was as surprised as was the
audience and very much embarrassed. Af-
ter the Frenchman had left the building
he made a motion as if to elicit order and
then said: “If there are no more interrup-
tions I will continue.” There was intense
silence until the speaker concluded his ad-
dress.

The incident, however, had the effect
of throwing a damper upon all the exer-
cises and the Californian, as well as M.
Carey Thomas, president of the collége,
were plainly ill at ease. Their embarrass-
ment was shared by the members of the
faculty.

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St. John Lumber Man Says 30,000,000 Logs a}_e
Held up This Year—Far Greater Number Than
Ever Before—Liable to Greatly Delay Driving

Operations

J. Fraser Gregory, of Murray & Greg-
ory, and president of the St. John River
Driving Company, returned today
from Van Buren, Me., where he had been
in connection with the log jam. Mr. Greg-
ory states that it is estimated that there
are thirty million logs tied up at the pres-
ent time, fifteen million at the -sorting
works and fifteen million at Grand Island,
while 250 men are kept working at- the
sorting gap, four miles above Van Buren,
day and night. The number is not at all
sufficient considering the quantity of logs.
The river, he says, is full of logs for
two miles. Twenty million feet, it is es-
timated belong down river, and mostly
Most of the logs are
new, being cut last winter. The most im-
portant feature, Mr. Gregory further
says, is that these logs being held there
impede the chances of getting logs down
river and delay the driving, operations of
the corporation drivers.

The quantity held up this year is great-
er than ever before, the largest previous
numbers ‘being twenty million. The ques-
tion Mr. Gregory said, was a vital one.

The St. Jobn Lumber Company, Mr. Greg:
ory says, are holding logs in an arbitary
way, contrary to' law, as they were ob-
structing the river.. It is done merely to
sort out there own logs. One of the chief
dangers in regard to holding these logs,
is that the drives will be hung up in the
main river, sho the season turn out
to be a dry one. This has occurred before
before and it is the policy of the 8t. John
River Log Driving -Company to have the
logs rushedforward with all possible ex-
pedition. {2ix

A few years ago quantities of logs were
hung up. below Grand Falls.

G. A. Henderson stated that he was in-
structed by Inspector Jones that Peter
Mahoney, William Savage, Thomas O’Brien
and George Garnett had complied with the
law since the institution of proceedings
against them and the prosecution wasnow
desirous of abandoning further action. He
said ‘that none of the obstructions were
placed in the saloons of the four men
since the enactment of the new law. Mr.
Mahoney has removed his office and as
a rule he was informed by the imspector
that the law is complied with in the north
end, but not in the south end and several
summonses ‘will . be served today or tomor<

His ‘honor in prefacing his comment re-
marked that his eyesight was not hamper-
ed and as far as he could see from the
cars many except: Messrs. Savage, Ma-
honey, O’Brien and Garnett had not al-
tered anything while the four men have
the most open saloons in the north end.
He was anxious to know why these men
were selected for prosecution and if the
inspector would say that the others are
the same as the four mentioned he would
conclude that he himself did not know
what he was talking of. He said an in-
spection was not required. All that is nec-
essary to perecive that others were vidla-
tors is eyes. He said the inspector was in-
sisting that the four saloon-keepers who
are complying with the law do what the
others are not doing. He stated that it
was a mystery why they were prosecuted
as the others are openly violating to a con-
siderable extent. His honor asked the in-
spector if he would be responsible for the
withdrawal of the proceedings and he re-
plied in the affirmative. He declared that
all the saloons in the north end abide by
the ‘law.

THE MARCH OF REFORM.

Great satisfaction is expressed by leading
citizens interviewed by the Times new
reporter with regard to the fine progress
being made by the new city council in
the thorough reorganization of the civie
departments.

There was a fear that the new council
would follow in the footsteps of its pre-
decessor, and that there would be no
change at all in the methods of administra-
For some years there has been a
demand for radical changes, and it has
even been asserted by some critics that
nothing short of an infusion of new blood,
and the employment of younger and more
vigorous men would solve the problem.

When the present council took up its
duties the people waited with no little in-

terest to see what would happen. No
change was made. The old methods and

the old men remained.

But yesterday brought a surprise. The
safety “board met, and fearlessly addressed
itself to the task of reform. It was point-
ed out that something must be done at
once, and that an entirely new system
should be adopted in the departments, if
the taxpayers were to get value for their
money. There was not a dissenting voice.
Happily the aldermen had the courage of
their convictions, With one voice they in-
creased the salaries of the officials.

It is true that the treasury board met
later and announced that there was mno
money to pay the increase, but a mere
trifle of that sort is neither here nor there.
The important fact is that the aldermen
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realize that something must be done at
once. It is quite within the range of prob-
abilities that the agitation for Dbetter
streets will be equally effective, and that
the board of works will also give salaries
a boost. The water board could not then
do less, and in this way all the depart-
ments woukl be reformed. By increasing
the tax rate next year the cause of re-
form could be further advanced, and a
substantial pension fund established. This
would greatly improve the streets, provide
Eastman nozzles of the fire department
enlarge the police force, clean up the pub-
lic market, purify the sources of water
supply, provide medical inspection for the
schools, equip playgrounds, ensure a good
ferry service, build the harbor bridge, and

accomplish many other reforms.

ON VERGE

Sides Agree to Con_'\

Philadelphia, June 4—Prospects for a
settlement of the strike of the employes
of the Philadelphia Rapid Transit Co. are
brighter today tham at any time since the
strike began. Both sides have agreed to
make concessions and predictions are
made that there will be a complete re-
sumption of street car service by tomor-
row. This situation has been , brought
about by the Republican leaders of the
city, whose plans for tomorrow’s primar-
ies elections have been interfered with oy
the epirit of turbulence that spread over
the city in the last three days.

After a conference in the city hall,
which lasted until three ' o’clock this
morning, Mayor Reyburn made public, a
letter addressed =~ to John B. Parsons,
president of the Trensit Company, in
which he offers terms for a settlement of
the strike, as follows:

1.—All former employes to be reptored
to their former positions.

2.—Arrangements to be made by which
a standard uniform adopted by the com-
pany may be purchased by your employes
from any one of no less than five reput-
able clothiers.

3.—Your employes to form a represent-
ative body to conmsist of one of their num-
ber elected by a majority from each barm,
which. body shall in turn designate a
smaller working committee of its own
members, which shall from time to time,
be accorded full opportunity to take up
with the proper officers of the company
any and all questions affecting the rights
of employes.

4—-Thizs committee to take up at once
with the management -of the company the
scnedules, with' a view of making such
changes in hours and working conditions
as are consistent with proper service to
the public. )

5.—The rate of wages beginning July 1,
1909, to be 22 cents an hour.

These éonditions to comtinue for one,
two or three years, as may be agreed up-
on with said committee.

President Parsons made an immediate
reply, in which he said: “After com-
Mmunicating with such members . of the
board as I have been able to reach, I
answer that the company accepts your
suggestions and stands ready to carry
them out in their full intent and spirit.”

LIBEL SUIT IS
HEARD TODAY

Case Arising From a News-
paper Letter, Taken up in
Glace Bay This Morning.

Glace Bay, N. 8., June 4—(Special)—
The preliminary hearing in the case of
the King by Rev. Dr. McGregor vs. J. J.
Cémeron, M. D., began this morning be-
fore Stipendiary MacDonald.. C. E. Greg-
ory, K. C., appeaved for the defence, and
the complainant was not represented by
counsel. :

The informatién-being heard, counsel for
the accused took objection to the magis-
trate’s jurisdiction on the grpuxy_l that as
the alleged libei was not against an indi-
vidual (Dr. McGregor, the informant said
that layman's letter was a libel against the
whole Catholic priesthood), but against a
class, that the proper way to proceed was
either through the attorney-general or by
application to the supreme court for lpave
to bring action. In case the individual
felt himself aggrieved then of couyrse he
would have the right to bring suit. Mr.
Gregory warned the magistrate that if the
latter proceeded, he would be liable for
damages. Dr. McGregor replied and quot-
ed from a letter from J. J. Porter, K.C.
of Halifax, who said that action might be
taken in the magistrate's court. The com-
plainant also cited a precedent.

The magistrate overruled: the objection
of counsel for the defence, and adjourned
the case until 2 o’clock, in order to give
the complainant time to get a lawyer. If
a lawyer is not obtained at that time, an-
other adjournment will likely be given. Mr.
Gregory objected strongly to the adjourn-
ment, saying that' his client had a large
medical practice which could not be left
for any length of time, and on that ground
it wae only fair the case should be ex-
pedited. The case is attracting a good
deal of attention, and is the sole topic of
discussion among a large number of citi-
zens. :

The success of the South African Con-
vention planning a national union has in-
spired British journalists to hope that
Newfoundland will soon catch the -conta-
gion and join Canada, thus “tidying up”’
into four groups the chief self-governing
colonies.

These groups, Canada, South Africa,
New Zealand and Australia, form with
the Mother Country the real British Em-
pire.. It is idle to reckon India and other
native communmities in which English faro-
ilies cannot permanently live in the same
category. Unless human justice is a vain
dream, these people all must one day be-
come self-governing. They are now,
though a source of trade advantage, a serl-
ous military weakness to Britain.

“The men of the Four New Nations” is
a fine phase in Kilingesque capitals, but,
even supposing them to be more closely
joined to the home land, of which there is
no present prospect, how much of a na-
tion do they make? Omitting the uncivi-
lized blacks of South Africa, and using
convenient round figures, the present pop-
ulation is approximately:

The real Britain, as imperialists see it,
is a scattered group of loosely tied com-
munities of 56,000,000 white inhabitants.
In spite of the prosperity of Canada, the
white empire as a whole is growing very
slowly. Great Britan grew in ten years,
from 1891 to 1901, by only 3,871,000 souls.
Germany grew in the five years 1900-1805
from 56,367,000 to 60,641,000—an increment
of more than four millions—and is now
more than 64,000,000, a compact nation,
growing in wealth and commerce as well
as in population much more rapidly than
Great Britain. The United States with-
out its island impediments, has now about
88,000,000 people.

- IN THE WEST

Much Preperty Destrdyed By
Fire Along the Canadian
Northern Lines in the West.

Dauphin, Man., June 4—(Special)—One
of the worst bush fires in years has been
raging. for the past two days along the
Prince Albert branch of the Canadian
’Northem Railway. The fire extends for
100 miles between Crooked River and Bow-
man and from Hudson Bay Junction zal-
most to the Pass. No loss of life is re-
ported as yet, but it is feared some of the
farmers .back from the: track suffered. It is
estimated that -about 375,000 worth of
property has so far been destroyed.

The entire plant of the Ruby Lake Lum-
ber Company’s mill, on the Hudson Bay
branch, was wiped out. A four spap bridge
on the Canadian Northern Railway east
of Erwood was burned to the watey’s edge.
The flames are being fanned by a 20-mile
an hour gale, and as it has been a very
dry spring everything burns like match-
wood.

W. Gibson, president of the Stanhope forge
and machine works, automobile manufac-
turers, a native of Fredericton, N. B.,
died suddenly yesterday at his home in
Roslindale.

He was 41 years old. For many years he
was in the Ginn, Co., leading publishers
in Boston, He& was considered one of the
best machinists in Boston. Two years ago
he established the Stanhope forge works
and was ill at the time he started the busi-
ness.

BAITE IN

Future of Queen’s College Was Vigorously Discussed and a
Proposal to Separate it From the Church Was}Opposed—
Church Union Comes Up On Monday.

Hamilton, Ont., June 3—At the opening
of the general assembly today Rev. W.
W. McRae asked whether it was permis-
sible for anyone to constitute himself a
commissioner. He wished to state that
one of the commissioners appointed by the
Presbytery of Lindsay had resigned and
Rev. Mr. Best had constituted himself
commissioner. in his place:

Rev. Dr. Campbeif, the cierk, said Rev.
Mr. Best had a commission which was in
the hands of the clerk.

Mr. McRae—As moderator of the Lind-
say Presbytery I can state that no com-
mission was granted by Presbytery. If
Mr. Best has a commission it was granted
by himself.

It was agreed to refer the matter to the
committee on bills and overtures.

The business committee reported ' that
the question of union would be taken.up
on Monday afternoon. .

The first report to be presented  was
young people’s societies. The report show-
ed that during the past year the list of
gocieties had been considerably augmented
and the membership had increased by
more than 1.300.

Rev. Dr. Ratclifie, St. Catharines, pre-
sented and moved tne adoption of the re-
port on statistics and commented onthe
inaccuracy of the reports sent in by Pres-
byterian committees.

The report called attention to the in-
acouracy if not carelessness of those who
prepared the statistical reports. It has
been a growing time in Canada and yet
the returns show a decrease of 7,001 in the
number of :families.” Either the figures of
a year ago ‘were greatly inflated or those

Two features of the report which more

than any others reveal the spirttpal con-
dition of the church.as a whole ate the
additions to the commupion roll by pro-
fession and the amounts contributed to
the schemes of the church.

The num-
ber received on profession is 129 less than
in 1907, while contributions for schemes
are 812,345 less.
As an illustration of carelessness shown
Rev. Dr. Ross, London, pointed out that
5,000 families in London had by a slip of
the pen been omitted. The commissioner
declared that the carelessness seemed to
be in Toronto.

The firat order in the afternoon was the
report of the trustees: of Queen’s’ College
and University, which 'raised the impor-
tant question of the relations of the uni-
versity to the church.

Principal Gordon, in'presenting the re-
port, expressed gratification. at the in-
creased number of students during the
past year. On motior of J. MacDonald,
seconded by Dr. Sedgwick, the report was
adopted. -

Principal Gordon then called attention
to a resolution requesting the assembly, to
assent to the removal from the charter of
such denominational restrictions as' might
impede the development of the university
and to appoint a committee to co-operate
with the board of trustees in regard to
such changes in the constitution of the
university. The resolution, he explained,
came before the assembly with the sup-
port not only of the trustees but of the
| teaching body and all 'other departments
!of the university. For three years the
matter was before the assembly and the
assembly of 1900 agreed to appoint a com-
mittee to consider the matter. Eventu-
ally plans were submitted for carrying the
constitutional changes into effect and a
bill was presented in parliament and read
a firet time.

Owing to the death of Principal Grant
and other circumstances, however, the
_procedure was stayed until the Vancouver
assembly in 1903 when a change mani-
fested itself. At that assembly it was ve-
solved to maintain the existling relations
between the church and Queen’s but that
assembly made use of its utmost efforts
to secure adequate maintenance of the uni-
versity. A campaign was entered upon
for an endowment, aiming at $500,000. It
had now reached $316,000. The result
had been disappointing, two causes being
the fact that there were arrearages of pre-
vious subscriptions amounting to $05,000
and that the assembly had found it neces-
sary to launch other schemes.

“Does the church seriously want Queen’s
as an arts college under control of the
church and relying for its maintenance
upon the church?’ asked Principal Gor-
don.
are faced with the alternative that either
the church must assume the responsibility
for maintenance in a way she has never
done before or accede to the request of
the trustees who are responsible for the
financial condition and who know the stu-
dents and desire modification that would
enable them, as they believe, to handle
the financial situation more completely.”

Principal Gordon concluded by moving
the following resolution:

“The .trustees of Queen’s University hav-
ing expressed their deliberate judgment
that further changes in the constitution
are necessary for the welfare of the umi-
versity, that the assembly resolve to ap-
point a commission to confer and co-
operate with the trustees regarding the
changes suggested, consider all interests
involved and to report their judgment on
the whole question to the next general
assembly.”

A warm and spirited debate followed,
most of the speakers opposing the separa-
tion of the church and university.

The hour of adjournment having ar-
rived the discussion was deferred until
tomorrow . morning.

In the evening the assembly took up
the subject of home missions. Rev. Dr.
E. D. McLaren presented the report of
the home mission committee for the west-
ern tection and moved a resclution re-
ceiving the report but expressing great
disappointment at - inadequacy of the
chureh’s contributions towards home mis-
gions and expressing the earnest hope that
the revenue for the current year would
prove amply sufficient for the growing
needs of the work. Dr. McLaren made
a stirring appeal to the church to do its
duty by home missions.

Action—City Finance Officers Say Safety Board’s Salary

Votes Cannot Be Met.

As a result of the action of the treasury
board last night the city chamberlain
inay turn the water off the government
buildings unless a satisfactory settlement
of their water taxes for last year, amount-
ing to mearly $8,000, is made. The cham-
bérlain announced: that the ecity has this
year collected $19,000 more than last, the
bulk of the increase being paid on back
taxes. He also said that 943 more execu-
tions had been collected this year than
last.

Ald. Vanwart asked if the board would
‘support the recommendations for increases
in the police and fire departments made
by the safety board in the afternoon.

‘ The comptroller said he was not eure
where the money was to come from, and
in reply to a suggestion that it might be
taken from general revenue, the chamber-
lain said general revenue was $18,000 to
the bad. Nothing was decided on in re-
lation to the matter. :

H. S. Kgith was heard about R. W,
Carswell's taxes. Mr. Carswell claimed
that he had been taxed $13.16 too much.
The board decided to credit that amount
against the company’s taxes.

Another case of the same kind was that
~of A. C. Davidson, and the same pro-
cedure was followed.

Michael Moses asked that his taxes for
1904 be refunded, on the ground that he
was not in the country that year. As it
appeared there was lanother man of the
same name tie matter was left to the
chamberlain to investigate and act. .

A letter was read from James H. Pullen
asking for a hearing, but as he was not
present the communication was placed on
the table.

W. A. Oulton, of the civil service, was
next introduced.” He had a grievance. It
appeared that the city was trying to col-
lect some back taxes from him. - The
whole trouble ‘arose because Mr. Oulton;
in sending his check for his real estate
and personal property taxes to eity hall,
had himself deducted the five per cent.
discount. The chamberlain considered
that as Mr. Oulton had not paid his in-
‘ pome tax he was not entitled to the dis-

count. After some discussion the board
decided to allow the discount, as the taxes
had been paid before Oct. 1. At the
same time, they made it clear that tHeir
action was not meant to reflect on the
conduet of the chamberlain.
. The agreement oi the city and Solomon
McConnell and George A. Chamberlain
about water rates in Bond alley, was next
discussed.

The chairman suggested that as the
agreement seemed to be a perennial source
of trouble a committee consisting of him-
self and Ald. Frink be appointed to try
to settle it finally.

A motion was introduced along the
lines suggested and carried.

‘A hill for $60 from the N. B. Union of
Municipalities was recommended for pay-
wment.

The League of American Municipalities
wrote asking the city to join. The letter
was filed.

The chamberlain reported an aecount
of $7,830.53 against the government for
water rates. Ald. Frink thought the bill
 should be paid. It had been held back
for a 'time and explanations made. He
did not see any way except for the cham-
berlain to take the extrem¢ measure of
turning the water off. The conténtion of
the department was that the ecity had dis-
criminated against the government and
that their buildings were not subject to
municipal taxes. As a matter of fact, he
said, the former water rates had been
increased by two-fifths.

It was decided to leave the matter in
the hands of the chamberlain.

The marshalls petitioned for an increase
of their commission from two per cent.
to five per cent.

The chamberlain said he would not re-
commend the increage.

The chairman thought that under the
circumstances it would-be as well to leave
the matter alope. The communication
was finally filed. S

The recorder’s bill in connection with
the Gordon and the Bleeth & Quinlan ex-
propriatilon proceedings, amounting to
$529.55, was vecommended for payment.

It was agmeed to give the chamberlain
authority to engage up to twelve mar:
shalls and inaugurate a system of three
months’ engagements with them.

Ald. Vanwart, on behalf of the safety
board, brought up the proposed increasesd
in the fire, police and market departments.
There was no provision in the estimates
for the increases and he wished to know
if the board would recommend them.

The comptroller said he did not know
where the money was coming from except
through assessment.

Ald. Vanwart suggested that the neces-
sary funds be takep out of general rev-
enue. 3

Chamberlain Lingley remarked this was
impossible as general revenue was already
818,000 to the bad.

The chairman suggested to Ald. Van:
wart that he ehould make his proposed
increases date from Jan 1, 1910. He re-
minded the board that a resolution had
been introduced by Ald. Frink and car-
ried that all applications for increase of
salary should be dealt with at the June
meeting of the council, and such as were
decided on favorably should commence on
Jan. 1 following. The comptroller had
told them there was no money and the
chamberlain that general revenue was al-
ready to the bad, and to recommend these
increases now would be to break down all
their resolutions to live within their in-
come.

A lengthy discussion followed, but no
resolution was introduoced. i

ROBERT PERKS’ ADDRESSES

MEETING N BOARD OF TRADE

He Tells of Inspection of Harbor, But Does Not Advise Board
—Favors Private Ownership in Public Works and Tells of
What Has Been Done in Some Big Perts of the Worid.

That he is a strong advecate of. private
ownership in public works as opposed to
munigipal or government control was

{ shown by Sir Robert Perks in an elo-
.quent address which he delivered yester-

day afternoon at the quarterly meeting of
the board of trade. Reciprocity which
would afford the English investor an op-
portunity to reap a share of the profits
in these undertakings was strongly urged

|and he gave instances to show the advan-

tage of this method in some of his great
undertakings.

With regard to St. John and its future
development, 8ir Robert declined to make
any statement,.giving as his reason that
he was a stranger passing through and
was hot in a position to'give an opinion.
This port, he said, was fortunate in mnot
having a large amount of work to undo
as was the case today with some of the
greatest ports.

He emphasized the readiness of the Brit-
ish investor to embark in sound- enter-
priges in Canada which would give a good
return and had a word to say on wildcat
schemes which now and then were put
forward to catch the unwary.

W. E. Foster, president of the board of
trade, occupied the chair and there was

business ‘occupied the .attention of the
board at the opening of the meeting and

The president briefly introduced Sir
Robert Perks,” who was received with
much sp?]ause. He was, he said, merely
a bird of passage traveling through Can-
ada, anxious to learn in his own line of
business all that could be done to develop
the resources of the dominion. When he
was told, as he often had been, the story
of the port of 8t. John, he felt he could
not leave again without coming down to
the maritime provinces, see their harbor
and railway connections and judge their
requirements and the commercial results
of works already carried out at the en-
trance door of the \domin»ion.

During the last thirty years it had been!
his duty top be connected with some of
the greatest worke in various parts of the
world, and among others the great water-
way between Liverpool and Manchester.
Although showing no financial return as
yet to the holders of the common stock-—
due possibly to the comstruction having
been under - municipal .control—yet the
ship canal had so lowered the railroad
rates between the two cities that it had
paid the traders over and over again. - It
was an illustration of the fact, sometimes
lost sight of by governments when asked
to support large enterprises, that the
community at large had a greater interest
in the construction of national works than
was possible -locally .and that therefore the
risk should not be leff ‘on the shoulders
of a small community.

The speaker went on to refer also to
the engineéring work in the harbor of
Buenos Ayres, the ecapital of the Axgen-
tine, That country, he said, was the most
serious competitor Canada had in the

ain market. It was almost as large as

je dominion, the population was about
the same, the raflroad systems as extens-
in-
stances giving.better returms... . - . :

But the' capital invested there far ex-
ceeded that in the dominion. He wven-
tured to' suggest that Canadiams, when
they, were telling Great Britain that the
door must be flung wide open to the
Capadian trader and be shut tight on the
Argentine should bear in mind the amount
of British capital embarked there. The
situation was not inviting but it was one
of the stern facts they had to face.

The speaker went on to refer to the de-
velopment of Buenos Ayres during the
last twenty-one years, since the harbor
improvements. were started. It was a
striking instance, he said, of a great work
boldly: undertaken which had -resulted in
an enormous increase of wealth and facili-
ties. The enterprise cost £10,000,000
sterling and was .now returning six per
cent.

After touching - upon the great quay
walls his firm was constructing in fbrty-l
five feet of water in the harbor of Rio,
which would, he said, add epormously to
the commercial prosperity of the repiublic
of Brazil, the speaker went on to point
out how all nations at the present’ time
were studying the problem of how to en-
large their~ports, improve their ‘water-
ways and provide for the rapid, safe and
economical handling of produce.

In Great Britain, he continued, they
had been busy reconstructing some of
their ports, and rejuvenating others. The
Barry docks -and the port works at Swan-
sea,’ which it had been his duty to build,
owing to the increase in the draft and
beam of eteamers today, needed more’
facilities for the rapid handling of ‘freight.
In nearly all the old ports larger sums
were being spent on improvements..

In St. John they were fortunate in not
having any large amount of work to undo
as was the case in some of the greatest
ports. London, which was essily first in
the tonnage of the world, had just consti-
tuted a new port authority in place of
the old dock companies and had given the
complete control to commercial men with
an infusion of public representation. They
were fighting hard to keep clear of muni-
cipal-ownership in public enterprises which
paturally took everything worth: having,
leaving to the individual only that which
was- no good to:.him.

National or municipal ownership, Le
knew, was a favorite doctrine but it did
not commend itself to the commercial class
to which he belonged. They believed if
extravagantly constructed, badly designed,
tardily compléted and when finished ex-
travagantly operated enterprises were de-
sired the best way was to leave them in
the hands of the state or the town coun-
cil. (Laughter).

The speaker went .on to give an example
of the recently acquired public ownership
of railways in Italy which he described as
resulting in a state of chaos with increased
cost of operating and general dissatisfac-
tion. In referring to public ownership of
works, he said he was not alluding to
matters which had to be executed by the
local authorities such as a water supply,
drainage or road construction. He was not
sure that a right course was being follow-
ed in transferring the trolley systems,
which were now general in English towns. |

After giving an apt illustration of the
attitude of a delegation “of his constitu-
ents in Lincolnshire who favored munici-
$al ownership until he showed them how
the system could be extended (o cover
their own business and make them state
employes, Sir Robert expressed the hope
that the dominion would cling.to the good

“1 have been spending,” he continued,
“a day or two quietly, without the obser-
vation of the press, strolling around your
city, seeing your harbor and trying to
graep the numerous suggestions put for-
ward by .experts for the development of

yvour port. I have read schemes for the
construction of wharves and other im-
provements in your harbor with deep in-
terest and I have studied the charters of
schemes for railroad and harbor develop-
ment. &

“It would be imprudent and impertinent
for me to offer advice ag to which method
you should adopt. to enlarge and develop
your harbor; I am here as a learner, not
as.a teacher,” and would not care to ex-
press an opinion. X

“All T will say is!that in the old coun-
try there is abundant capital for construc-
tion work in ‘the dominion if the enter-
prises show a sound return and ho capital
for investment in wildcat adventures of
which every country produces one or two
now and then.

“The reason why that great country,
South America, attracts the investor is
that there e find
the . treatment of “the investor than in
Canada.  Here we are not permitted to
ghare ‘in the. profitg’of enterprises but only
in their riske. . We don’t want preferen-
tial ‘treatment, Geod forbid! hut we want
more reciprocity,’ '/

Sir- Robert proceedled (o give an in-
stance in which ja: seductive scheme re-
sulted in loss to tle.bondholders and an
alternative case in ,Which the holders of
common stock received dividends rof 20
per cent. and the bondholdeys, whe risk-
ed their all, but five per cent. If the lat-
ter echeme, he said, had failed it would
have been the béndholders who would
have lost. Such methods would not até
tract capitaliszs. , The cases did not hap-
pen in Canada.

" If the dominion wiskied to secure invest-
ors it would mot be through git- d
securities but by attracting the mérchant
adventurer and by adopting the theory of
a’ little more recipro€ity. -

Turning to discuss.the fipancial condi-
tions in England today,.the speaker ridi-
culed the idea that the country was play-
ed cut. It contained ‘today, he said, as
up-to-date business mén as at any time in
its history. If ever they were confronted
in England with nawalyor military dangers
they would be met with the same resolu-
tion as in the days 120 yeams apo, of the
Loyalist forefathers of St. John. On the
field of action in polities, in commercial
and social life they had still strength to
fight without fear or favor and hold-aloft
the time honored banner of old England.

Samuel Robinson, gauger in the cus-
toms service, died very suddenly last night
at his home in Pamdenec. The news came
as a great shoek to his friends and ac-
quaintances in’ the city, as he was per-
forming his duties as usual yesterday.
