ST. PETERSBURG, July 27.—The em-
peror s apparently convinced that he tock
the right course in suppressing parliament.
A member of the nobility, enjoying per-
sonal relations with the eovereign, and
who saw the emperor yesterday, inform-
ed the Asesociated Press today that his ma-
jesty displayed exceptionally high spirits.
Two weeks ago when he saw the emperor
he ‘seemed to be under a great memtal
strain over the situation. But, with
“parliament off his hands,” and the gov-
ernment again free to pursue its own ‘po-
licy, a' great burden appears to be lifted
from 'his shoulders.

The original plan of creating an advis-
ory ‘council, the emperor having broken
down Premier Stolypin’s purpose, is to
form: a ' re-organized cabinet containing
non-bureaucratic elements whish will be
able to introduce ‘the policy of *strong
handed reform.”

He has secured tentative acceptances
from M. Guchkoff, the prominent moder-
atg member' of the Moscow Zemstvo,
Pnnce Georgi Evgororovich Lvoff of Tula,

RUSSELL SAGE’S
BODY LAID AWAY

His Epitaph Will be “IHave
. Done the Best That |1 Could
by the Light of the Day.”

TROY, N. Y., July 97.—The body of
Russell Sage, financier and multi-milion-
aire, has been-laid .to rest _in Oakwood
The same simplidity that char-

acterized the deceased in life was appar-

ent in the transfer of the body to its last
resting place. The body arrived in this
city from New York on the Saratoga spe-
cial and reposed din a Sam Domingo™ cop-

per coffin and was carnied to Troy in a

private car attached to’the train. . An-

other private coach of the train contained
the mourners and members of the funeral
party, numbering twenty.

The mahogany casket was removed from
the box at the station and placed in a
hearse. The interior of the hearse was
heavily draped and obecured the hand-
some casket from view. ‘The length of
the coffin is six feet four inches. But
two floral memorials were brought from
New York to this city, one wag am im-
mense wreath of punple asters, white roses
and galax leaves mounted on sago palm
and Japanese lilies, sent by the dead ban-
ker's office stafi. There was also a clustir

"The funeral cortége proceeded from the
Union Staticn to Oakwood, where a large
pumber of persons had gathered at the
Nage family lot.

GOVERNING CITIES -
BY COMMISSION

As the tax bill season may induce St.
fJohn people to reflect briefly upon the
‘advantages of businesslike civic admin-
tisbratinn reference is once more made to
:ihe question of ¢ity government by com-
|mission. The Times not long ago gave
ieome account of the experiments made
lin Texas where ‘several cities have aban-
'doned the “old plan and are rejoicing ip
results achieved under the mew oné, The
:Boe‘bon Globe has collected and analyzed
many interesting facts about these de-
partures from the old order of things in
the south west and a part of its material
is given here. Some twenty years ago
Ithe city of Nashville established the com-
mission system and its affairs have been
administered successfully under it, al-
though the city charter has been changed
several times during that period »

It is only since the beginning of the
present century that this commission
form of government for municipalities
has been tried outside of the district of
Columbia and Nashville. After the great
| disaster in Galveston, in 1900, the Texas
legislature came to her relief, her muni-
cipal government was abolished and a
commission of three, elected by the peo-
ple, was eubstituted.

The system worked so well in Galves.
ton that Houston copied it, merely- in-
creasing the membership of the commis-
sion to five. And now Dallas has voted
to ask the general court for pefmission

to try it.

The morkings of this commission sys-
tem in Houston are decidedly interest-
ing.
| “Under a commission consisting of the
mayor and four aldermen, all elected at
idarge, the municipal business is carried on
| without regard to politics or civil service.
The mayor is, paid $4000 and each com-
Moderate salaries are
‘given to the subordinate officials.

There is mo red tape about the hiring
of employes in the  various branches of
iwork. 'Outside of the commissioners
every one is hired by the month, like the
employes of any corporation, and if any-
one neglects-his work or is incompetent
It is said

nothing more than this it would have
been a success.

The commissioners have also been em-
inently successful in eradicating “graft.”
For example: In the old carpet bag days
a city hall that cost, $500,000 and was
burned has been replaced for less than
$80,000. Not much chance for “land
deals” and “commissions” on that struc-
ture.

A big and costly garbage crematory,
that was mot a success, has been repaired
and does the work all right, now that it
is not run on machine principles.

The pavipg formerly cost double what
it should, but now the streets are kept
cleaned and repaired as quickly as pos-
sible at a reasonable cost. The owners
are obliged to build the sidewalks at their
own expense, This does away with un-
reasonable assessments.

The policemen and firemen are hired
by the month, like all other employes, |
and if they aeglect their duty their «placcsg
are filled by new men at once. The 8!
and $5 fees that policemen used to re-|
ceive for the conviction of prisoners ha\cl
been abolished. |

1

A vitally important improvement made
by these commissioners is that whereby
equitable property vhlues are determin-
ed for purposes of assessment for taxes.
A common complaint in American cities
is that there is" too much wrongful as
Tysessment of realty. In Houston, the com-
mission introduced a new set of assess-
ment books, and, regardless of politics,
is ascertaining the true market value of
property, There is no favoritism. “If
the property is really assessed at 65 per
cent of the price it could be sold for, the
valuation of the ownmer is accepted, but
if not up to that mark there is an en-
quiry to find out what' the market value
is, and’ a note is made for future refer-
ence.”

There is-a vast difference between this
system of taxation, and that generally
practiced. where thousands of. estates can-
not be sold for anything'like the valu-4
ations and still the valuations are increas-
ed year after year to obtain more money
for the city government to spend un-
w."xse]y.

Summer --- By Robert Crozier
* ‘Long---The American’s Special
Correspondent in St. Peters-
burg.

ST. PETERSBURG,, July 26—-I.t i mid-
night—and at the same *ime daylight.
Barely two houns ago the sun disappeaced
in a tangle of revoiutionary fiamws, . and
these flames will burn above 'the northern
pines till, without a moment’s dm‘knCsﬂ,
they blend 1menn1bdy into a revolutionary
dawn. People eit in the open air mdmg
books. They can read umnterrupted fow
thinty days wmlmut artificial light. Living
in a line ‘with Alaska, as far north of New
York as New York is of Cuba, they forget
for a month the impending dissclution  of
their empire, and surmender themselves to
the enchantmenits-of the White Nights
Neither bombs nor, “pogroms” have stzov_n
ped the naition’s normal life.

The Wihite Nights are St. Petersburg’s
one natural charm. So with the coming cf
srmmer—it hae on'y just come—every one
fled the city to some ‘‘datcha,” some frame
ville in Finland, or on the islands in the
delta of the Bti&reus-armed Neva.

“Datchas” make summer here—as ewal-
Jows elsewhere. Built in sunle:s birch for-
estus, they lie untenanted through ' eight

cemi-Arctic months, after which they are
1nvaded in a rush by tired Pete:sburgers
and unremitting insects that till the end
of August wage inconclusive war,

Every one laments that “datcha” life is
torture. The house is cold, damp, infam-
ously equipped for habitation. But every
one migrates. You can hire a ‘“‘datcha”
for the whole summer for fifty dollars or
for five thousand, according to the amount
*|of space and spiders; and in Teturn you
supply ®he tomic papers with eummer top-
ics—~the ‘“‘datcha-husband,” who  walks
rvhrough milew of mud, burdened. with but-
ter and millinery; rﬂhe “datcha-maiden” or
Summer girl, and ithe exactions: of the
“datcha-storekeeped.”

Almiost under the shadow of the Peter-
and-Paul fortress mises the best popular
theatre in Europe, where, after getting a
good dinner, for five can’ts you can listen
to Wagner’s cperss eung by firat-class sing-
ens for another five. The entertainment,
indezd, ds mo g:od ‘hat it is moncpokized by
rich people, who make the rough muzhik
feel dll at ease, with the result that he
troops imstead to the “popetchitelstva’s”
suburban gardens, where amusements are
strictly popular. :

To these entertainments Ivan Ivanoff

fiocks in his multitudes, red-shirted,
ithaggy; in books like a wild man of the
Wwoods; in manners decorous and ceremop-
|dous as 2 hof-marshal. ‘And invariably trot-
ting a little behind comes Matrena, his
wife, sticking 'to her thick jacket dnd high
felt boobs, despite the flaming eun.
i 'Their’ aleepy gestures. seem' to. imply |
that there is mo revolution nearer than
Veneézuela. Yet on the skirtd' of the vast

- Here every Sunday in
a dleepy train come sleepy Petersburgers,
dressed to death, who march: all day along
a paved promemade, and sit at night read-
ing in the glow of the red sunset:

Everything. is deadly as death and res
pectable as a tombstone. It is bad man-
ners to tramp along the golden sand; to
sit upoh it is ennihilation. Bven children
observe these proprieties.

It fis mecorded that -the five-year-old

and on coming out danced merrily on the
sand. Allong came a Muscovite lady with
an infant of the same age, white-stock-
