There is every prospect of several old Divisions being revived, and now 
nies being formed, through the active eiertions of onr agent, Bro. Hutchings, 
and had it not been for tho Fenian disturbance I should have been enabled to 
report at this time a much larger number of revived Divisions as well as the 
opening of several new Divisions as the result of his labours, in the Bastem 
Townships.

As you all are aware, the National Division Sons of Temperance of N. A 
held its annual meeting in Montreal last month. This meeting, it is hoped 
will be attended with most beneficial results to our beloved^ Order in this 
jurisdiction, and give it a higher standing in public estimation than it 
yet has bad in this community; indeed, the good effects arising from the 
meeting are being already experienced in Montreal In the nightly increase of 
propositions for membership.

This Session was attended by one hundred and twenty Representatives, 
representing twenty-fonr Grand Divisions. From tho M. W. 8. Report it 
appears that our Order in America now consists of thirty-five Grand Divisions 
with 1096 Subordinate Divisions in active operation, containing 54,762 mem­
bers, and 54,203 Lady visitors. That daring the past year 29,279 new members 
have been admitted, and 7,750 members have been expelled for various causes. 
Massachusetts has the largest number of Lady visitors ; Canada West the lar­
gest number of subordinate Divisions—201. Massachusetts and Nova Scotia 
following with 125 each. The Grand Divisions contain 8,278 members, and

In presenting to you my Report as your Agent and Lecturer at this time, 
allow me to say that 1 was taken in some measure by surprise when waited up-

mmittees.
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gon by the Lecture Committee in April last, soliciting my services as your Agent. 

And as I did not believe in entering upon any work of that kind without 
due consideration, and weighing well the responsibility connected therewith, 
I made the subject a matter of prayer, and as nothing' else of any importance 
was presented to me, I was induced to enter upon the work, looking for gui­
dance and direction to the Great Patriarch above.

The Grand Scribe having selected a route, I began my laboura on the 
18th day of May, at Lacolle, where I addressed a large audience and obtain- 

good collection. The Division was not holding its regular meeting, but 
I am pleased to know that subsequently they have gone to work, their motto 
being (as one of the Brothers expressed it) “ No Surrender.” I have no fear of 
their future success.

I proceeded next day to Clarencoville, had a good meeting, the Episcopal 
Clergyman in the chair : I think that another visit to this place will result in 
the re-organization of the Division that formerly existed there.

On the 21st inst. I proceeded to Brockville, and held a meeting which 
but poorly attended, but I feel confident that the Division will be re-orga­

nized under favourable circumstances. 1 here obtained 12 signatures to the 
pledge.
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Left next day for Phillipsburg, delivered an address to a good audience, 
here too I think prospects are fair for the re-organization of the Division, in 
this place I obtained 18 signatures to the pledge.

Left next day for Bedford and addressed a large audience in the Town Hall, 
the Brethren of the two Divisionsappearing in Regalia, I am happy in report­
ing the Divisions, especially Hungerford Division, inaEound and healthy con­
dition. I obtained 11 signatures to the pledge.

r

iLeft next day for North Stanbridge, and lec'ured in the evening to a fair 
audience, ,1 am sorry to report this Division inactive ,but the Deputy informed 

that he had hopes that bye and bye they would be found in good working 
order. I obtained 11 signatures to the pledge.

Left next day for Pigeon Hill, but as no arrangements were made for a 
meeting I proceeded to Frelighsburg, and addressed a small audience on Sat­
urday evening, 26th May. 1 obtained 4 signatures to the pledge and I am not 

* certain whether a Division will be got up there, not haviogheard from Mr. Smith 
aince I left ; this is not to be wondered at when we take into consideration the 
state of the country since that time.

The following Monday proceeded to Dunham Flat, delivered an addreea 
to a fair audience and obtained 12 signatures to the pledge. I am sorry that 
I could not make any advancement in the re-organization of the Division, 
I have hope however, that even yet something may be done in that direction 

I proceeded next day to Abbott’s Corner, addressed a large audience, ob­
tained 17 signatures to the pledge, and found a Temperance Society already in 
active operation, and therefore they were not disposed to organize a Division 

The following day proceeded to. Sutton, delivered an address to a fair 
audience, obtained 3 signatures to the pledge, 1 aleo obtained the names of 
29 persons to re-organize the Division, and at their request 1 proceeded with 
the G. W. P. on the 4th of June, and assisted him in the re-organization of 
the Washingtonian Division under favourable auspices, and I am happy to 
report from information subsequently received, that at the last meeting in 
June, they initiated 3 new members and received 15 propositions.

I proceeded next day to West Brome, addressed a large audit nee, obtain­
ed the names of 30 individuals for the opening of a new Division, they having 
agreed to meet any evening the G. W P. could attend ; accordingly, Monday 
evening, June 11th, was selected, but it was found when the G. W. P. and 
Brother H. Rose arrived there, that a sufficient number did not attend to

1
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open the Division, the work had to be abandoned for the present, this no 
doubt arose in consequence of'the Fenian troubles, but I feel confident that 
another meeting will result in the formation of a new Division.

Left next day for Cowansville, and addressed a goad audience in the Con­
i'relational Church, the G. W. P. presiding ; obtained 12 signatures to the 
pledge ; I am happy to report that the Division here has kept up its regular 
meetings, although numerically it is not large.

I proceeded next day to East Farnham, and addressed a large audience
1 believe the cause here td be A 1, the Division being in a prosperous con- 
dition.

Postponed my visit to Adapsville, for the purpose of assisting the G . W 
p. in the re-organization of the Division at Sutton Flats, on that evening.

No meeting at Farnham Centre, on account of the Fenian excitement.
I proceeded to West Farnham, and addressed a small audience, obtained

2 signatures to the pledge, I also obtained .the names of 10 Males and 4 Fe­
males, to open a new Division at this place.

Next day I proceeded to Granby, but in consequence of the late arrival 
of the train, and the hour of meeting having passed, my meeting had to be 
abandoned for the time being.

I proceeded the following day to West Shefford, addressed^ small audi­
ence, composed chiefly of the old members of the Division. I am in hopes, from 
what information I could gather, that this once flourishing Division, may be 
speedily brought into the field again.

Omitted my meeting at Shefford Mountain, by consent of the friends and the 
Grand Scribe, for the purpose of spending the Conference Sabbath in Montreal

On Monday I proceeded to Waterloo, and addressed a fair audience par­
ticularly upon their present position; after the meeting a resolution was passed 
to meet the following Saturday to re-organize the Division. Iam sorry to find 
npon subsequent enquiry that a prominent member is trying to organize a 
Lodge of the I. 0. of Good Templars ; I feel confident if Mr. Noynes could be 
prevailed upon to lay aside bis opposition, that the Division at W aterloo 
could be again put in good working order

I proceeded next day to Froat Village, could not hold any meeting as no 
arrangements had been mede.

The next day I proceeded to Warden, and addressed a small audience , 1 
found the Division still alive but struggling for existence, they hope to suc­
ceed.
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I proceeded next day to Knowlton, addressed a email audience upon the 
present state of affaire in that locality, obtained the names of 21 individuals 
for the re-organization of the Division, and made the necessary arrangements 
to hove the same effected on Monday evening2ndof July. Iam sorry that the 
G. W. P. and Brother Rose, were not able from unavoidable circumstances to 
accomplish the object. The G. W. P. informs me that no doubt exists as to 
its being successfully carried out in a short time.

I proceeded next day to Massawippi Village, addressed the friends oi the 
canse and obtained 9 signatures to the pledge. They have an old Total Ab­
stinence Society in successful operation ; at their request I addressed them 
again the next day, Sunday, in the afternoon, a fair audience bemg m attend­
ance, upon the subject of Temperance.

I proceeded next day to East Hatley, and addressed a small audience, 
obtained the names of 15 applicants for the organization of a new Division, 
and subsequently made arrangements with the Rev. Mr. Duff, to open said 
Division, on the evening of Monday, July 2nd. I trust the work was success- 
fully accomplished.
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Tbl neti day I proceeded to WAtervilie, could not bold a meeting „ 
consequence of some misunderstanding existing between the “ Good Templars," 
end the pereon to whom the notiMs were lent: tried *t the lest hour to here 
» meeting, but the evening wes eo Stormy that the meeting was a failure.

I proceeded next day to Lennoxville, addressed a good audience, and ! 
am happy, in reporting the Division in a sound and healthy condition. I ob. 
reined 3 Signatures to the pledge.

mpleted my appointments, after which I returned to Montreal, 
and remained during the Seeiion of the National Division.

I proceeded again to make a short tour to fill in the time up to the Semi- 
Annual Session of the Grand Diviaion, to be held at Lachnte on the 11th inst.

Accordingly I began my labours by addressing a large concourse at a Pic- 
Nie, held at Marlow, in Stanstead. On the evening of the next day 1 lectured 
to a large audience, obtained It signatures to the pledge, There ie a Lodge of 
“ Good Templars,1’ in this place.

The next dsy I proceeded to South Stnkely, addressed a email audience, 
obtained 4 signatures to the pledge ; mot with some opposition at the meet­
ing, the result of which will be of benefit to the cause.

I proceeded next day to Shefford Mountain, leotured to a small assembly, 
chiefly members of the Division, obtained 4 signatures to the pledge ; I am 
happy to report this Division doing well, and hopes are entertained of oou- 
tinned prosperity.

The next day I proceeded to South Granby, had no meeting in conse­
quence of a very heavy thunderstorm that prevailed just at the time fixed for 
bolding the meeting.

I proceeded next day to Granby Tillage, addressed a fair audience (but 
email for that place), obtained 6 signatures to the pledge ; I am pleased to be 
able to report the Granby Diviaion in good working order and up to the mark 
upon the subject of Temperance.

The next day I held a meèting at West Farnham, for the purpose el 
opening a new Division (having previously obtained the necessary names), 
but I am sorry to say that the object sought for wae not consummated for 
varions reasons, the principal one being, that in the opinion of the G. W. P. 
Bro. Stevenson, and Bro. Higgins, who kindly came to my help, it was 
deemed inexpedient at present to press the organization of a Divisioo upon 
them.

This
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I proceeded next day to Adamsville and attended a meeting of that 

Division, assisted at the poblic Installation of their officers and afterwards 
delivered to the brethren and friends an address upon the subject of Tempêt­
ant», and obtained 10 signatures to the pledge. I am very happy in reporting 
this Division as doing well.

I proceeded on Monday to St. Johns, and addressed a small audience, 
obtained 5 signatures to the pledge and found upon enquiry that it was 
to try to re-organize the Division, at least for the present. The feeling of the 
friends at the meeting was favourable, but they have worked so long, ami 
with no good résulté, that they are discouraged.

This finished my tour, and I returned to Montreal the same evening in 
order to give yon my report at this Semi-annual Session.

Officers and Brothers of this Grand Division : I have tried to give you « 
full and detailed account of my tour and now to give yon a general idea of the 
oanee. I would say that the Temperance question, take It as a whole, is in a 
low state, and will require active and persevering efforts to bé put forth for 
the final and complete accomplishment of the work we have begun.
