The enemy still holds the greater part
of Thiescourt Wood and the formidable
plateau of Plemont. .

The French have now advanced their
line to within less than a mile and a
half of Lassigny.

ever, undoubtedly require a tremendous '

effort to capture either Lassigny or
Roye. The fall of Roye would auto-
matically cause the evacuation of Las-
signy.

Artillery Active.

Paris, Aug. 14—Only the artillery was
active during the night on certain sec-
tors between the Avre and the -Oise,
says the war office statement today.
Along the Vesle, where French and
American troops are stationed, the Ger-
mans made vain raids. The French
took prisoners in a raid in Champagne.

PROVES EFFECTIE

Mexico City, Aug. 13—The govern-
ment announced today that Great Brit-
ain on last April 80 presented to the
Mexican government a protest agaipat
the provisional of Feb. 19 T
to the protest made by the United States
April 8, and made public last'June, -Fhe

against the -provisions upholding: article
27 of the constitution which declare that
the sub-soil, especially that of the oil
lands, is government property. The Brit-
ish protest declared that the decree was
confiscatory and also in violation ‘of the
rights of English companies holding oil
claims. It announced the determination
of the British government to hold the
 Mexican government responsible for any
possible damage to British interests.

The new decree of Aug. 1, abrogating
that of Feb. 19, is believed to have set-
tled the questions brought up by the
protests.

Not So Encouraging,

Mexico City, Aug. 14—Replying to a
protest from . Great Britain against the
provisions of the oil decree, which was
declared to be confiscatory and in vio-
l.ation of the rights of English compan-
ies holding oil claims, the Mexican gov-
ernment has declared that it does not
recognize the right of any foreign gov-
ernment to protest against decrees of this
nature. It holds that by virtue of the
sovereign rights, the Mexican govern-
ment is free to adopt such fiscal legisla-
tion as is necessary. It suggests that
reccurse of the courts would be the
proper method of determining whether
the oil land decree was unjust and con-
fiscatory.

READING EXPRESSES
HAS ADMIRATION FOR
THE UNITED STATES

London, Aug. 14—The Earl of Read-
ing, British ambassador to the United
States, in a lengthy statement to the
press, details the United States war work
as he has observed it during the last
six months. “If I speak in terms of
enthusiastic admiration, it is because
none other would convey my thoughts,”
he says.

NO MORATORIUM FOR
THIS G

BANK

Mexico City, Aug. 14—Nafael Nieto,
sub-secretary to the ministry of finance,
announced today that the request of the
‘German South American Bank to be in-
cluded in the moratorium on the same
basis as the Mexican Bank of issue has
been refused. Senor Nieto denied the
report that the German Bank had loan-
ed money to.the Mexican government.
He asserted that the bank operated on
its own responsibility and had no claim
on the government.

JAPANESE GRATIFIED
BY TLLIED SUCCESSES

London, Aug. 14—News of the Allied
successes in France, says a despatch to
the Times from Tokio under date of
August 10, has profoundly impressed the
Japanese who do not conceal their grati-
fication.

The newspapers believe that if the en-
emy is driven back in the west the Ger-
man menace in the east will increase.

Geneva, Aug. 18—Details received here
concerning the recent British aerial bom-
bardment at Karlsruhe say that the
northern portion of the station was seri-
ously damaged as also was the arsenal,
i where there was a heavy explosion.

THOUSANDS OF WOMEN
FOR RAILROAD WORK

McAdoo Plans to Fill Many Poi-
tiens in This Way to Help War
Programme

Washington, Aug. 14—Thousands of
women will be drawn inte railroad em-
ployment within the next few months
to take the place of men entering the]
army and going to other industries, ac-
cording to plans now being formulated
by the railroad administration. Women
are to be employed extensively as clerks
in railway offices, accountants, ticket
sellers, station .agents, crossing watch-
men, car cleaners, and to some extent
as truck laborers.

A survey of different classifications
of railway positions which might be
filled .by women will be undertaken
soon ,possibly by a committee of women |
to be named by Director-General Mec- |
 Adoo. Consideration 'will be' given to
the question of the health of women
and also to the.element of safety in|
‘employing them for certain work. The
general policy of railroads under gov-
ernment operation will be to pay wo-
men the same wages paid men for sim-
ilar services.

This course will not result in the dis-
missal of any men, since the demand |
for workers ‘in nearly all fields of rail-
| way employment already exceeds the
isupply. In employing considerable num~
bers of women railroads will be doing |
what English and French railways were
compelled to do long ago.

Training schools for ticket agents are !
being held in Washington and New|
York and another school has been au-'
thorized for Chicago. Women of high
(school education and in good health be-
. tween 21 and 25 are given two month¢’
¢ study in‘'common accounting and are;
i paid $25 a month while learning. After-

B C. Salmon Pack
Will Be Short

Statements to the Contrary Given Em-
phatic Denial by a Leading Canner

Private advices received in Toronto
from Victoria, B. C., give an emphatic
denial to the Prince Rupert press de-
spatch of Thursday® stating that the

salmon pack would be the largest in |

twenty years.

According to this authority, who is
one of the leading packers in British
Columbia, the sockeye pack, although a
little larger on the Skeena River than
last year, will, taking the province as a
whole, be a short one, and not equal to
customers’ requirements. “There will,”
he says, “be scarcely any talls and very
few halves.”

Pink salmon, according to this same
authority, are in good supply in the
north, but the total pack in the prov-
ince, owing to the scarcity of this de-
scription on the Fraser River, will be
light. He estimates the pack on the
latter river at one-tenth that of last
year.

In a letter which this same authority
wrote under date of July 31 he remark-
ed: “It is a misfortune, especially with
the high cost of operating, that for the
third year in succession Northern Brit-
ish Columbia has a very short pack of
sockeyves, and particularly on Rivers In-
lets?

As the season for canning Cohoe sal-
mon, the lower grade fish, comes later,
it is too early to estimate the pack of
this particular kind.

fand the grimness of war. I saw it first
when a young Montreal private, just

turned twenty, drew from his tunic a

small sketeh book, which will remain to
him his happiest memories of war.

Fighting was his profession, art his voca-

tion. :

But yesterday I visited the strangest
art gallery the twists of war can con-
trive. Over the worn sill of a dilapidat-
ed French barn I stepped into the usual
interior. There was tne centre gangway,
with the deep mows on either side ex-
tending to the hard clay floors. Only
the skeleton of the partitions remained

* and, stooping under a pole, I entered the
bedroom of a half-dozen Canadiants—
half a foot of straw on the dry clay, two
home-made bunks consisting of hetero-
genous bits of wood holding a_ piece of
wire fencing, and a few little allotmexnts
of those who scorned bunks and could
sleep comfortably in a muddy trench
with trench mortars pelting them.

Qver in one corner the straw was fresh
and clean, with a scattering of tubes and

brushes and pallets and sketch boxes,|g

a corner reserved by common consent for
the most peaceful profession in life. ‘The
artist stood there to shake my hand, a
grizzled man, many years above the
military age, and now exempted from
front line fighting, but just in the prime
of his career as a painter. He had come
with the earliest contingents, had seen a
year and a half of trench fighting, and
Was now taking the place of a fighting
man behind the lines.

His hanging wall was the top of the
stone foundation of the barn and the
clay wall above it. His background was
a tangle of twisted beams and supports
embeaded in mud. Just above his pic-
tures hung the accoutraments of an a¥ny
—rifles, haversacks, water bottles; we
had to move some of them to find a
place. His surroundings were straw and
untidy bunks and piles of equipmext;
his audience myself and a dozen interest-
ed privates peering over the wall of the
mow.

A Strange Gallery.

One by one he ranged his paintings
along the walls of the strange gallery.
There were war paintings—horseback
wrestling, a forward dressing station be-
neath its camouflage, a ruin by moon-
light, a group of soldiers resting by the
road, the supply wagons going up to
the front. But he had torn himself

sometimes from the most vital thing at
hand, and there were landscapes of sweet-
est tranquility—even two pretty geis
feeding swans from a pleasure boat. !

«I have no regimental recognition,” he|
said, “but the boys do some of my work
so I may have time for this.” And “the
boys” leaned on the timber separating
the mow from the drive and made Do

comment. They had accepted it as not
worthy of discussion that this fellow-
soldier of theirs-was a better artist than
fighter-and the least they could do was
to leave the way open to his greater
work.

A few minutes later' in another camp
4 sketeh book was handed to me. Ig it
were cartoons of the battalion officers
and a wash drawing of two of the
Bairnsfather style. So good were they
that I looked the artist up in his billet,
the deserted kitchen of an old house.
This was a young man whose fighting
and drawing were dovetailed to leave a
flaw in neither. He had never taken a
lesson in drawing. Would the Winni-
peg papers be interested in his work, he
enquired.

For it was a Winnipeg battalion, and
that meant that Winnipeg just about
bounded the membérs’ conception of
things worth while. It was a cosy little
spot where 1 found it, amid trees and
quaint old cottages and winding streets
without sidewalks, and a church with
a history in its very appearance. The
day of my visit was a quiet one.

another everlastingly grooming the al-
ready shining horses, ‘I'here was a ten-
nis court never idle, and a few boys
here and there were engaged in the or-

The rest were so combining training
with pleasu&‘e that the former merged
into the latter. That day the battalion
had marched six miles to meet another
Winnipeg battalion on the field of sport.

The lines
held by us were back of the front
trenches held by the British before the
German drive. Communication trenches
leading over No Man’s Land had been

sealed, and the advanced Germans were '

in posts instead of trenches. The enemy
attacked in two parties. One was
blocked completely. The other worked

Slits way to one of our posts and cap-

tured four prisoners and a machine gun.
It was making for home with its booty
when a company of the battalion of
Canadians struck across the open, head-
ed it off, released the prisoners and gun
and captured thirteen Germans.

Unfortunately a prominent Winnipeg

officer was killed. Another was wound-
ed, and he resented it so keenly that he
wanted to raid right back. One lien-
tenant shot three Germans with his
pistol.

The battalion is proud of its artists;
it is prouder of its fighting record. But
in the fighting it has many rivals in the
corps. In art it inclines to the belief
that it stands alone.

OVERHEAD CHARGES
ON COAL ARE LIMITED

Dealers Must Not Add More Than
$2.60 for Cest of Handiing—
Fifty Cent Profit in Additien

A recent order neceiged by Dr. J. H.
Frink from Fuel Controller McGrath,
with ‘the request that it be imparted to
the various coal dealers throughout the
province provides that the maximum
gross margin for the city of St. John on
coal shall be $2.60 per net ton on an-
thracite and $2.40 per tom-on bjtuminous.

This, in other words, means that the
overhead charges, which formeriy were
made up by each dealer and submitted
periodically to the fuel controller, have
been fixed and all dealers must do busi-
mess with these respective margins. The
fuel controller will not in any case allow
ény dealér to add a greater amount to
. the first cost of the coal for overhead
expenses.” It is pointed out, however,
‘tha.t the old regulation that each dealer
i.should have fifty cents clear profit over
and above his overhead expenses still
holds goed, and on a ton of anthracite .
coal the dealer may add to-the cost of
the coal at the mine, demurrage, wharf-
age fees, harbor dues, if any, cost of dis-
charging eor unloading from boats, water
‘freights or marine insurance, plus $2.60,
plus his profit of fifty cents per ton as
allowed by the government in a previous
order, 7

The same will be allowed on bitumin-
ous coal, except that the overhead will
be_$2.40 per ton. The overhead of $2.60
and $2.40 per ton, as fixed by the fuel
controller, includes unloading from cars,
exchange on American funds, cost of
. handling, wheeling or carting, if any,
i from dock to the dealers’ bins or yards,
§elivery, fees, for weighing on city scales, |
if any, and any other charges not speci-
fically excluded by the order.

Water Revenus
Kept Pace With
Ex__mditures

Cemptroller Reports, Recommend-
ing That Unexpended Balances
go to Reduce General Assess-
ment

A most interesting statement was pre-
sented to the council yesterday afternoon
by the comptroller relating to the re-
ceipts and expenditures of the water
and sewerage department, covering some
phases of its activities since 1912 and
giving a comparison between the pres-
ent year and 1917. The statement is as
follows:

'The deductions, including
discount, were $18,698.61, during that
year and still your revenue almost
equalled that of the previous year, being
less by $1,620.61. :

Water assessment of 1916 unpaid at
the end of year 1916 was $85,510.04 on
an assessment of $169,615.85 of year
1917 was $14,887.70 on an assessment of
$158,669.65. . Difference, $21,172.84.

This ‘shows less asset in water assess-
ment to collect in year 1918 as against
that collectable during year of 1917 and
will certainly make a difference in this
year’s - collections.

I presume the estimates of water
maintenance were made up to dbsorb the
revenue looked for, but I should think
that those can be so shaped as will meet
their revenue even with sewer main-
tenance and hydrants against this
account.

Sewerage maintenance and hydrants
are a proper charge against this account.
They are a part’of the water system
distribution, the delivered water to the
citizen after use must be taken away.
The hydrants are only a part of water
distribution, the same as any other dis-
tribution and fof the fire protection of
the assets of the‘citizens and this pro-
tection is included ‘ini"the assessment.

If there is any unexpended balances they
beloag for the reduction of assessment.
"The city shogld live within its income
before taking amy - unexpended balance
for a special purpose.

In the same connection Commissioner
Hilyard presented to council 4 summary
of the activities of that body with re-
spect to the Dry Lake job now under
construction. It is interesting to note
that the city at first purchased about
$20,000 worth of cast iron pipe which it
later decided not to use. This pipe is
still in stock by the city and the market
fluctuations have been so rapid and un-
usual that at the present time tne same
pipe is worth in the vicinity of $40,000,
so that the purchase of the pipe was a
splendid financial move in any case, even
though it was not used.

THE RESERVES.

"The unknown dquantity in the problem
of {he western front, as it presents X-
sélf to us today, is the number of* Allied
and German reserves. Has Foch enough
men to continue the offensive pushed so
relentlessly and successfully since he
turned on the enemy? Has Germany
enough reserves to fill up the divisions
so terribly thinned since March 21?

In late March we were wondering if
Fock had any reserves at all. We know

" now' that he had, and was holdifig them
and adding to them in patient waiting
and preparation for the brilliant stroke
that electrified the people of the Allied
countries when it was so recently de-
livered. But has he Sufficient troops to
keep the enemy on the move and to
strike now here, now there, in such a
tmanher as to disarrange the énemy’s
plan? We would give much to know
the answer to that question.

The enemy had more than two hun-
dred divisions on the western front in
March. These have been so severely
handled that one military critic places
the number of casualties at close to a
mililon and is of opinion that reserves
have been used up to such an extent thaf
some divisions must now be below
strength, with little prospect of getting
the ‘needed quota of men. Of the casu-
alties since March "21 more than half
would perhaps return to the line after
hospital treatment, but large casualties
are still suffered from day to day, and
the number of prisoners taken by the
Allies mounts to a formidable figure.

One thing appears certain. If Foch
s able to continue his sledge-hammer
blows a few weeks longer the Germans
will be facing a real shottage of man
power, and that will have a most damag-
ing effect. upon the morale of both the
army and the country.

CARPING CRITICISM.

Any effort to create prejudice against
the speakers from the United States who
attended the St. John Chautauqua, on the
ground that they took too much credit
for their country in regard to the war, is
not based on facts but on prejudice.
Those - speakers did tell what their
country is doing and is resolved to do,
and every true friend of democracy re-
Joiced to hear it; but the same speakers
frankly expressed regret that they were
not earlier in the war. Two of them
said they could only hope the Ameri-
can armies now in the field and those
to follow them would be able to acquit
themselves as nobly as the sons of Can--
ada. One of them declared that before
the Unitéd States could equal what Bri-
tain had done slie would have to place
not ten but fiftéen million men in the
field. Another told of the marvellous
work Britain had done in India; Egypt,
and Mesopotamia, ahd declared that the
Mohammedans of the latter country
were today longing for a contifiuance of
British rule. 'This speaker
German with British pelicy, and the
most fervent Englishman could ask no
highet ¢compliment than was paid by him
to England’s treatment of overseas peo-
plés under her flag. One speaker con-

trasted Ameérican and English systems |

and declared that Britain has today, with
her unwritten constitution, capable of
change, the truer democratic system and
more smoothly working democratic ma-
chinery. He added that the ‘United
States- had derived her principles from
England, and would undoubtedly adopt
more of the British system. In a word,
all these speakeérs were most generous in
acknowledgement of all that Britain has
done ‘and all that she is doing; and ap-
peared only anxious to convinct their
hearers that the United States is determ-
ined to prove herself worthy of such an
alliance. That she is doing by sending
250,000 to 800,000 men per month to
France, where théy are proving them-
selves worthy of the best traditions of
the English-speaking race. The Chautau-
qua speakers also set forth the difficult-
ies that confronted President Wilson

early in the war, which are now well un- |

deistood by all who are not blinded by
prejudice or have not taken the trouble
to learn the truth. The fact that Chau-
taufjua Is to come to St. John again next
year, at the request of citizens whose
loyalty will not be questioned, is perhaps
the best answer to criticism of the mer-
{ts of the speakers who thrilled audiences
that were all too small for addresses of
such ottstanding war-time value.

One of today’s cables says:—“The
Earl of Reading, British ambassador to
the United States in a lengthy statement
to the presé, details the United States
war work as he has obsérved it during
the last six months. ‘If I speak in terms
of enthusiastic admiration, it is because
none other would convey my thoughts,’
he says.”

Preparing To
Introduce New
- Assessment Act

Council Wants Time for Censider-
ation — Disceunt of Five Per
Cent on Water Bills Until Octe-
ber 2

At a meeting of the common council
held yesterday afternoon a lively dis-
cussion took place between the commis-
sioners ag the result of one department
billing the other. The trouble started
when Commissioner Fisher of the public
worke department billed the public
safeldy department for $1.85 for electric
cufrnt used in turning out certain blué
prints of work to be done on fire sta-
tions. Commissioner McLellan in re-

turn billed the public works department
for 810 for the services of an electrical
expert of his department in repairing
the blue print machine.

Reports of the committee of the whole
were read and adopted.

Commissioner McLellan brought in a
recommendation that the tenders of
Lewis and Thomas Stevens be accepted
for the placing of new flooring in No. 1
hook and ladder station and No. 7 fire
station, the former quoted at $447.96 and
the latter at $592.60. He then recom-
mended that bonds be issued for an
aamount not exceeding $1,100 to cover
the expenditure. The motion had passed,
when objection was raised to the issu-
ance of bonds for so small an amount,
by Commissioners Fisher and Bullock.

Finally Commissioner McLellan, with
the consent of his seconder, withdrew his
motion and substituted a motion that
the money fo rthis work be provided by
the commissioner of finance and if at
the end of the year there was not suffi-
cient surplus from his department to
take care of it that it will be assessed
for next year.

He pointed out that with a shortage of
two clerks this year, as compared with
the preceding year, the work was
completed in the same time and he re-
commended that the salaries of three of
his clerks be increased, one $200, the sec-
ond $100 and the third $50. He also

advised that it would be necessary to
employ an additional clerk on October 1.

The whole question of the new assess-
ment act was thus brought up and the
council went into committee in order to
discuss it.. In his letter Mr. Olive point-
ed out that the assessors would, under
the new act, have to give their entire
time to the work and he recommended
that Assessors Lantalum and Collins be
increased from $700 per year to $1,200
and that Assessor Ross be increased from
$700 to $900.

Commissioner MecLellan asked if it
was intended to carry out the new
assessment law under the present 'board
of assessors. Did the council have con-
fidence that they could properly’ adminis-
ter the new act? i

The mayor replied tnat that was a
matter for the council to decide. Com-
missioner McLellan then suggested that
printed copies of the new act be provided
at the city hall so that the citizens might
have an opportu of acquainting
themselves with its provisions and that
a period of ten days be allowed for this.
Then at the end of that period the mat-
ter be taken up by the council and dealt
with. He pointed out that the official
appointed to receive confidential informa-
tion from citizens relative to their in-
comes needs must be a man who had the
fullest possible confidence of the citizens
of St. John and that the position was one
of great importance and should be filled
only after much careful considération.
The other commissioners concurred in
this view and it was so decided.

A letter from the city countil of Van-
couver contained a resolution to the fed-
eral authorities, which that body recent-
ly passed, pointing out tnat in spite of
the increased cost of living in Canada
that the separation allowance to ‘depend-
ants of soldiers at the front had not been
increased and in its opinion the dominion
government should give this matter care-
ful consideration with a view to increas-
ing this allowan¢e so that it would be
commensurate with the increased cost of
living. In this resolution the St. John
city council corcurred.

MONTREAL’S BAD RECORD.

Montreal papers state that during a
recent hot week 128 children under five
years of age died in that city of 590,000.

From June 1 to July 13 the Montreal
deaths of children of this age are num-
bered 1,820;. Toronto’s record was 174
In other words, allowing for Montreal’s
larger population, the record there was
ten times as large as Toronto’s. This
may be modified to some extent by the
larger families of children in that city,
but this does not nearly begin to ex-
plain the discrepancy. The foregoing
figures are for children under five,Mont-
real’s 1917 death rate for children un-
der one year of age was .5.91 per thous-
and of population; Toronto’s was 2.34.

Here is one of the many reasons why
sugar is scarce today—and especially in

Sugar production in France has fallen
to less than 25 per cent of the pre-war
output because in the early days of the
"war, when the German troops were re-
treating from occupied portions of
Prarice, they took pains to destroy vir-
tually all of the sugar mills that would
have assisted the French to maintain
their Bugar stocks.

During the yeir 1912-18, 213, French
mills turned out 967,440 short tons of
sugar. For 1916:17, 65 mills produced
only 204,405 short tons. To further
complicate the French sugar situation
the yield per acre of sugar beets de-
creased from 18.80 short tons per acre
in 1912-18 to 11.70 short tons per acre
in 1916-17.

If it had not been for the assistance
given by the North American continent
the majority of the French people would
be going entirely without sugar at the
present time.

'DROWNED WHEN

CAR RAN INTO
AN OPEN DRAW

Tragic Death of Mr. and Mrs,
W. T. H. Fenety of Frederic-
ton—Car Evideatly Out of Con-
trol .

Fredericton, Aug. 18—William T. H.
Fenety, of Fredericton, and his wife lost
their lives this afternoon when the motor
car which Mr .Fenety was driving went
through the open draw of the bridge
spanning the Oromocto river near its
mouth and sank in some sixteen feet
of water. The body of Mr. Fenety was
recovered after being in the water about
half an hour and it was thought that
there were signs of life. A pulmotor
owned by the city of Fredericton was
rushed by motor to the scene of the
aceident and was used under the direc-
tion of Dr. C. P. Holden but without re-
sult.

The draw in the bridge was open to
admit of the passage of the tug Daniel
at about 4 o’clock. The Fenety car was
first obsersed coming down the Oro-
mocto hill at a high rate of speed, being
on a run from Public Landing to Fred-
ericton. Residents ‘of Oromocto village
say they noticed that the car was making
an un£a1 noise and believe that there
was something wrong with it.

Smashed Through Chains.

The chainhs which guard the bridge
when the draw is open were in
place closing it to traffic. The car
smashed through the chain at the Oro-
mocto end of the bridge approach and

! kept on at high speed. Mr. Fenety, who

was driving, evidently applied his brakes
for the bridge flooring is scored and torn
almost the entire distance from the posi-
tion of the chain to the draw. In that
distance the car made a great plunge
against the bridge railing and another
which carried it into the open draw.
Some believe that the driver, realizing
that his car was out of control was try-
idg to turn or upset it.

Those who witnessed the terrible acci-
dent at once began efforts to take the
occupants of the car from the water.
Word was sent to Fredericton and rel-
gtives and friends at once went to Oro-
mocto in cars. Mr. Fenety’s body was
recovered in about half an hour, the tug
Taniel being used in grappling. Shortly
before 6 o'clock the car was located and
raised. It had been thought that the
body of Mrs, Fenety was caught under
official at McAdam; Linden Fenety, in
the west; Mrs. E. S. Carter of Rothe-
say; Mrs, Chas.

- The late W. T. H. Fenety was a son
of the late George E. Fenety, of Frederic-
ton, some time king’s printer. In early
life he was connected with the Record
newspaper in St. John. Later he con-
ducted a book and stationery business in
Fredericton leaving that business some
eighteen years ago. Since that date he
has been prominently identified with
theatrical and amusement enterprises in
this city. For many years he was lessee
and manager of the Fredericton City
Qpera. House and until quite recent
times all theatrical bookings for this
city were made through him.

When motion pictures came in he eés-
tablished the Unique Theatre in the
Masonic Building, Carleton street, and
later the QGaiety Theatre in. the same
street. The two were amalgamated
when the new Galety Theatre was es-
tablished in Queen street, about a year
ago, his son, W. W. O. Fenety, who had
ben associated with the Gaiety Theatre,
joining him in the new enterprise.
Through his connection with theatrical
and amusement enterprises the deceased
was widely known throughout Canada
and the United States. .

And lIts Contrast

(Vancouver World.)

Sir Walter Raleigh, the well-known
Oxford scholar, recently published. a
book with the attractive title ‘“The Soul
of England,” and in it he included a lit-
tle story which is used by H. A. L.
Fisher, British Minister of Education,
to show that we are fighting to defend
a great civilization: “A month before
war broke out there was a German stu-
dent in Oxford who attended a picture

palace. It was crowded with young Eng-
lishmen, members of the university. Sud-
denly the Kaiser appeared on the film,
and a young Englishman who was sitting
behind the German made an insulting
observation, whereupon the young Ger-
man turned round and boxed the Eng-
lishman’s ears. Upon that the whole
theatre burst out into applause. The
young Englishman felt. that this young
German had been unfairly treated, that
his Kaiser had been abused in his pres-
ence in rather au ungentlemanly man-
ner. A German came to a friend of
mine—his old tutor—afterwards and
said: ‘You are a wonderful people’ He
told the story and said: ‘Such chlvalry
as that would have been quite. incom-
prehensible in my country.” Well, tRat is
really our civilization. That little story
gives you the whole of our cxvlhution
That chivalry is quite apparent in' the
private soldier and in the officer. It is
apparent through the whole of English
society, and I feel that so long as that
spirit remains among us we can hold our
heads high among the nations of the
earth.”

In striking contrast to this is a dram-
atic incident told by a sergeant of some
recent fighting which brings out strong-
ly the difference betwen the Briton and
the German: “I was lying wounded in
a shallcw trench when I saw a German
approach an English !ad who was lying
on the parapet, badly hit on the leg. He
was unable to move, but the German de-
liberately bayonetted him through the
body as he lay—a dastardly act. At
that moment I noticed our young ser-
geant-major, who was standing some
yards away from the two. I shall never
forget his expression; he was convulsed
with horror and loathing. He did not
attempt to shoot or stab the enemy, but
in a burst of ungovernable rage disdain-
fully dropped his rifle and leaped at the
Hun—sprung at him like a bulldog. Be-
fore the foeman had time to realize what
had happened the young Englishman had
hil, by the throat and literally choked
the life out of him and then flung the
bedy away. In my mind’s eye, even
now I can see the dead German lying
beside his poor victim, and in all my
twenty months at the front never did I
witness an incident so terrible, so dra-
matic, and yet so splendid.”

HONORS WON BY
0UR CAVALRY AND
MACHNE GUNS

Captured Brigade Headquarters In-
.tact With Many Prisoners — A
Strange Procession--“The Cana-
dians, Foch s Pets”

London, Aug. 18—(Canadian Press
despatch from Reuters Limited)—Sir
Edward Kemp, overseas minister of the
militia forces of Canada, has issued the
following official statement regarding
the work of the Canadian cavalry and
machine .gun brigade in the recent
Picardy offensive.

“The cavalry broke through one gap
in the German lines so rapidly that they
captured a brigade headquarters intact,
gaining valuable information as to the
disposition of troops and taking hun-
dreds of prisoners. Having insufficient
men to take these prisoners back, an
officer ordered the latter to proceed
along unarmed to the advancing infan-
ary. The prisoners obeyed, forming an
extraordinary procession of ‘hands up’
along the Amiens-Roye road. Between
Mezieres and Beaucourt a lone prisoner
shouted to the cavalry captain to take
‘the neighboring village, where the bri-
gade headquarters was situated. The
squadron stampeded the horses of the
enemy and bombed his dugouts. The
scared brigadier and his taff. emerged,
surrendering. ‘

The people of the village have re-
sponded, Monsieur Pacaud says, to the
Vietory bonds in splendid fashion, and
have subscribed as much as $20,000. rie
says that there is no Red Cross Society
to make hospital supplies for the 'sold-
iers, but that last year the women of the
village sent quantities of parcels-of food
to relieve the distress of the Belgians.
There are no food regulations practiced
here by the people, he says, for the
French are always economical in every-
thing, and if there were food laws the
food could not be saved more than it is
already.

Lack of Eduxcation.

There is one convent, in charge. of

Sisters of Charity; one college, under the

and one orphanage under the supervision
of the Sisters of Charity. Compulsory
education is not necessary here, and as
a result the majority of the children are
not sent to school, but are kept at home
to' work on the farms. Lack of educa-
tion seems to be the secret of a great
many misunderstandings between the
English-speaking and ‘French-speaking
peoples, Monsieur Pacaud said.

The parish of St. Joseph ‘envelops the
village of St. Joseph and has a popula-
tion of about 4,000 people. It is in the
village that Dr. Beland lives. There are
two mayors, one for the village and one
for the parish, and half of the bridge
which crosses the Caudiere belongs to
the parish and the other to the village,
each at the time of erection being forced
to pay half. The Chaudiere River has
its source at Lake Megantic, near Sher-
brooke, and flows into the St. Lawrence.

The country surroufn is almost en-
tirely a farming district. Beauce maple
sugar is the best to be had, the habitants
say, and sells in the United States for
four cents more than any other - kind.
Cheese and butter are also produced in
large quantities by the farmers.

At East Broughton, a village about
fifteen miles away, there are  copper
mines, and at Thetford Mines, some
25 miles further on, there are asbes-
tos mines. The whole of the outlying
district about Saint Joseph de Beauce is
quaintly French. The people are strong
for their leader, Dr. Beland, his name be-
ing on the lips at all times, of the entire
population. In his turn Dr. Beland’s life
is for his people. His four years away
from home have not in the least changed
the attitude of the people for him. Dur-
ing his absence they proved their loyalty
and upon his return they welcomed him
as only French-Canadians know how to
welcome their fellow countrymen and

leaders.

Thirty Hostile Machines Brought
Down and Seven Out of Con-
trol—Tons of Bombs Drepped
in Enemy Terntory

London, Aug. 18—The following ot-
ficial communication dealing with avi-
ation was issued this evening:—

“Work in the air wds actively carried
on in all branches August 12. On the
battlefront our balloons were pushed for-
ward close behind the line and sent
down much useful information. Our
artillery and ° reconnaissance machines |
were busily occupied ‘all day.

“Enemy  airplanes were active and
there was much air fighting. Thirty hos-
tile machines were brought down and
seven driven down out of control. One
German' machine was shot down in
flames.

“Forty-five tons of bombs were drop-
ped by us during the twenty-four hours,
the Peronne and Cambrai stations being
heavily assailed.

“Twelve of our airplanes, including
one night bombing machine are missing.

“On the night of August 12-18 our
air machines attacked a hostile airdrome
and trains, and aircraft batteries and
searchlights and other ground targets
with bombs and machine gun fire. All
our machines returned safely.

“On the 18th, the hostile airdrome at
Buhl was attacked. The results were
not observed owing to bad visibility.

“In the course of fighting in the air
one hostile machine was brought down in
flames and fell inside our lines. All our
machines returned safely.”

MURMAN COAST
A GREAT PRIZE

An Invaluable Asset For The

Commerce of Russia

British Sub Depot—Kola a Naval
Station Established by Russian

Govemment

London, Aug. 1—The landipg of al-
lied forces on the Murman 'caast‘ has
directed attention to that secluded re-
gion.

The origin of the name 'Murman is
doubtful, says The London Sphere, but
it is probable that it iz & corruption of
Norman (i. e. Norwegian), the district
being adjacent to Norway. The Rus-
sian custom is to change the capitzadf§
of a borrowed word into M, so thac
“Norman” would naturally become in
Russian “Morman” or “Murman.” The
Murman coast is of immense importance
to Russia, since it contains an excellent
harbor which is free from ice all the year
round—the deep inlet usually called the
Gulf of Kola, but now frequently term-
ed the Gulf of Murman. The region has
definitely belonged to Russia for some
five centuries, and it is extraordinary that
no attempt.was long. made to utilize it
for commercial purposes. ‘It was, of
course, very remote from the then centre
of Russia at Moscow, and the difficulties
of communication in a virgin country,
even now devdid of roads, probably de-
terred poverty-stricken and slowly pr6-
gressing Russia from opening a route to

tier (the Swedish’ Empire included Fin-
land up to 1809), and the district was
frequently raided by Swedish brigands
and guerilas, In 1588 the missionary
Metrotan (St. Tryphon) founded the
famous monastery -of Petchenga; but in
1590, seven years- after his death, this
outpost of civilization was sacked by the
Swedes, and - its' ooccupants massacred to
the accompaniment of fiendish tortures.
The anarchy in Russia during the early
seventeenth century prevented colonizing
efforts. For centuries Russia was con-
tent with Archangel, icebound for half
the year, as her'single outlet to the
north; and in the nineteenth century
large sums were expended upon the im-
provement of that most unsatisfactory
port, while the jce-free Murman coast
was neglected. —

Naval Station at Kola.

This™ state of things lasted until the
beginning of the twentieth century, when
a naval station was tardily installed at
Ekaterina Harbor, a bay at the mouth
of the Gulf of Kola. A railway to con-
nect this single ice-free Russian port
with Petrograd was projected, but, in
the usual dilatory Russian fashion, re-
maiced a project until the early part of
1915. Then the closing of the entrances
to the Baltic and the Black Seas, and the
consequent isolation of Russia, awakened
the allies to the necessity of utilizing the
port, and with feverish energy the rail-
way- was pushed forward across the 700
miles of wild and desolate country—for-
est, lake, mountain, and snowy steppe—
which lie between Petrograd and Kola.
Thousands of workmen were levied to
construct it, and in little’ more than a
year communication was established. But
the mortality among the workmen was
enormous, as was unhappily too fre-
quently the case with the gigantic en-
gineering feats which excited our admir-
ation in Russia.

The railway runs through Kola, at
the head of the gulf, and’terminates at
Romanov or Murmansk, some distancg
farther on. This place was in 1914 a
small fishing hamlet, but has by now
grown into a plgce of some 6,000 inhab-
itants. In the present chaotic state of |
Russian administration it is governed by |
seven distinct councils or boards, of
which the principal one, the Regional
Council, exercises a general supervision
over the town and the province. This
council is stated as being friendly in feel-
ing towards. the allies. The place is, in-
deed, practically dependent for food and
other necessities upon supplies furnished
by the allies by sea; and this vital fact
doubtless influences the governing body.
Life in this outpost is curiously artificial.
There are no shops or hotels; the coun-
cils distribute food and assign lodgings
to new arrivals. The cost of living is
low, but house-room is scarcely obtain-
able. Wages are enormously high—1,000
roubles a month for locomotive drivers,

600 for ordinary workmen, 875 for dack
laborers, and so on. Even allowing for‘

IN ITS WORK FOR
THE SOLDIERS

As Seen By a Noted War Cor-

respondent

F. A, MACKENZIE WRITES

VWomen Workers Bring Touch of Real
Home Life to the Men at the Front
— Material Comforts and Spiritual in-

spiration

London, July 15—The well-known
publishing house of Hodder and Stough-
ton has just issued a handy little book-
let bearing the title “Serving the King’s
Men,” and setting forth the various ways
in which T'he Salvation Army is helping
the Imperial cause. The author is F.
A. McKenzie, the famous way corre-
spondent, who, during a succession of
visits to the front as the representative
of some of the leading London journals,
hag  gathered many captivating incid-
ents of The Salvation Army’s work on

 behalf of the troops.

Canadian by birth, Mr. McKenzie’s
name is as familiar to your readers as it
is to millions of people on this side of the
water. He is the chief European repre-
sentative of one of the most influential
groups of Canadian daily newspapers,
and his contributions to the “Overseas
Daily Mail,” under the nom-de-plume
of “One Wanderer Returned,” have been
widely read in the Dominion and other
parts of the world. Mr. McKenzie is
now preparjng, in co-operation with the
authorities, the official Newfoundland
History of the War. His more recent
experiences at the front—where he has
sampled most of the vicissitudes of a
war correspondent’s life, from being gass-
ed to being arrested as a spy—are em-
bodied in his forthcoming book, “Can-
ada’s Day of Glory.”

This popular writer’s impressions of
the efforts of ‘our devoted Salvationists
to serve the King’s men are jotted down
in sympathetic ink. He knows’ intim-
ately the life of the soldier, having shared
it in Manchuria, Korea, Russia, and
Japan, as- well as on the present Euro-
péan battlefields, and he is therefore able
to place a right estimate upon any means
established to.lessen the pains and gis-
comforts of war conditions.

“In this work of helping the fighting
men, tending the sick and wounded, and
comforting the sorrow and desolate,”
says the author, “The. Salvation Army
has born an honorable, distinguished,
and, in many ways, a unique part. Al-
though not myself a Salvationist or in
any way connected with that organiza-
tion, I had the opportunity recently of
examining at first hand its activities
along the western front and at home. In
these brief pages I endeavor to describe
something of what is being done, as I
saw it. If I can bring home to others
a tithe of what I myself saw, these
pages will not have been written in vain.”

One of the most delightful chapters in
the whole book is that describing scenes
and characters at The Salvation Army
Hut at Etaples. This is named the
“Mary: Booth” Hut, after The General’s
second daughter, The officer in charge,
who comes from a prominent Salvation
Army family, and with her husband has
done fine work in the British field, is
known as ‘*“Ma.” Wherever the British
army foregathers, Mr. McKenzie assures
us, “Ma” is held in honor and respect.
“Announce in any local paper today
throughout the United Kingdom that
‘Ma’ was there, and you would find lads

Depot for British Subs.

Alexandrovsk, the naval station on
Ekaterina Harbor, was during the war
a depot of British submarines and other
mosquito craft. When Russia fell to
pieces at the revolution, and Finland be-
came a German vassal state, it was ta
be expected that an attempt would be
made to seize the Murmarn coast. Hopes
wehe held out to Finland of acquiring
an ice free exit to the Arctic Ocean. The
message to which reference was made
at the commencement of* these notes
speaks of a large concentration of Ger-
man and French troops on the ‘frontier,
and German papers refer not obscurely
to action in this quarter. The difficult-
ies in the way of an expedition to the
Murman region are great. The country
is practically uninhabited, so that a mili-
tary force must take its own supplies.
There are no roads, and the country to
be traversed is largely mountainous, in-
terspersed with tracts of forest and
marsh, presenting many ' obstacles to
military operations, apgrt from the Arc-
tic climate. (On the coast, it may be
mentioned, the climate is decidedly mild-
er than in the interior.) The Germans
are stated to be laying a light railway
to assist their progress; but it is to be
doubted if operations of any magnitude
will be practicable until the winter frosts
in late October. A telegram from Chris-
tiania of July 7 states that the Murman
population has definitely, joined the allies,
and it is also stated that a Finno-German
detachment has been defeated in an at-
tempt on ‘the railway.

i Here is one of the stories. It is “Ma”
{who is speaking:—

| “The other day a young fellow camc
lin fresh from the front. One could see
| that he was a lad from a good home,
| who had not been accustomed to some
| of the conditions he was enduring now.
He asked me if he might have a bucket
[of hot water in the yard to soak his
| feet, for they were badly blistered.
‘Youw’re coming into the house tp do it,
I ¢aid to him. ‘Do you think, if you
were at home, your mother would let
you stay out in the cold yard to wash
your feet? You are not going to stay
outside here.’ So we helped him to make
his feet comfortable and gave him some
dry clothes; and when he was ready I
cooked him a good meal, just the kind
of things at the soldier likes, with
something hot to drink, and something
hot and good to eat. - When he had rest-
ed and fed he asked me what he had to
pay for it. ‘Why! that would spoil all
the pleasure of it, if I had to take any-
thing from you,’ I told him. We have to
take something for most things, of
course; but it’s good sometimes not to
have to let money come in.”

What *“Ma” has to say about the
profiteer would surely cause that anman-
ly wretch to shiver in his shoes. There
are plenty ‘of places behind the lines
where the soldier can be robbed, and it
was the boast of one person about mak-
ing £100 a week profit out of her esish-
lishment, which elicited the characteristic
outburst from “Ma”—"You ought to be
bumped!” accompanying it with an en-
ergetic nod as though she would like to
be the person to do the bumping. “We
don’t run this hall for profit,” boasts this
motherly Salvationist. “We aim to pay
our way. That is all we are asked to do.
We keep our prices for everything as low
as .we can.’ The young soldier hasn’t
much to spend on extras, and it is our
business to see that he gets as much as
ever he can for his money.”

There is a heart-stirring chapter on
the work of consolation carried on among
the womenfolk. ' Every soldier at the
front is agreed that the greatest burden
of the war falls, not upon the man in
the trenches, but upon the wives, moth-
ers, sisters, and sweethearts at home. The
fighting man has often enough to en-
dure tremendous hardships—ask, for ex-
ample, the Canadians wno were rushed
forward to drive back the great German
attack on Maple Copse what some of
them went through; yet these very men,
says Mr. McKenzie, will assure you in
all sincerity that it is the W(gxen at
home who have the harder time, for they
have only to wait, and fear, and wonder,
while the soldier is helped through the
ordeal by excitement.

On behalf of the women-folk a care-
fully organized work is carried on un-
aer the direction of Staff-Captain Mary
Booth, who, with her staff of assistants,/
visits the hospitals, the camps, and the
lonely graves, establishing communica-
tion, where it has been broken, with the
anxious ones at home. - The manner in
which the graves of the fallen are tend-
erly cared for, on behalf of wives and
mothers and sweethearts affords a
deeply-affecting picture.

T'hen there are the meetings in the
Huts, several of which F. A. McKenzie
attended. One scene in particular de-
serves notice:—

*I looked over the closely-packed line
of soldiers in front of me. They were
mostly artillerymen. Only a fortnizht !
before I had spent some time during
one great battle among the artillery,
where our guns were planted in the’
open, and where our men were.ﬁring |
steadily, withont a tremor and without
hesitation, themselves in the area where
German shells were bursting oll around
them. The terrific roar of our own fire
and of the exploding German shells
seemed to wipe out all other sounds.
Great black masses hurtling up sudden-
ly from ground to air told where si}ells
were bursting. There were processions
of ambulances. The whole presented a
picture of the artilleryman at war so
vivid that it will never be erased from
my Imemory. 5

“Now I saw these same gunners in
other guise. When Miss Booth rose to
speak, quietly and persuasively, to them |
of home and hope and the higher things
of life, I saw tears come to the eyes of
soldiers who had never faltered when
fighting was on. Miss Mary Booth in-
herits great gifts as a speaker. She has
a personality that lays hold of the very
roughest audience. When at the con-
clusion of that service fifty soldiers, one
after another, raised their hands a2
tokens that they henceforth would serve
their God as well as serve their king, I
had the feeling that they were that night
showing courage equal to what some
of them had displayed a fortnight before
at Passchendaale.”

Italians In France
Under Garibaldi

Grandson of Famous “Liberator” Tells
How He Became a Mexican

General

All Italy rejoices that ‘it is Peppino
Garibaldi who represents the country
the head of its army on the seethi
front in France. Tle namesake of Giu=
seppe Garibeldi, most famous of Italian
liberators, has more of the traits of his
grandfather than any other member of
the family.

About him are the red shirts first
worn by the thousands in their descent
on Sicily to drive from his throne a king
with an army of 25,000 men. True, the
red shirt is covered with a waistcoat of
gray, to comply with the precaution of
modern war, but it still proves worthy
of its glorious traditions in Italian his=
tory.

Tall, lean, vigorous, agile, Peppino
Garibaldi presents a noble and striking
figure. The eyes are kindly, yet full of
fire. The smile is graceful and shows
a superb set of teet'h. The broad fore-
head, most of all, brings back the me-
mory of his grandfather. The long face
is intellectual, thoughtful. It bespeaks
the conception ‘of great things and the
audacity to do them.

The last time I saw him he was in a
shack built of rough boards and poised
under the peak of a mountain, a littie
tilted, like a saucy schoolboy’s cap.
When Madero Planned Revolt.

How did Peppino Garibaldi become a
general?

He himself told.

“It was in 1890, in Mexlco,” he said.
“Among the country folk and mountain-
eers, squeezed dry by Porfirio Diaz, there
were increasing signs of revolt. A dar-
ing proprietor who had the courage.to
stand up for the rights of the peaple
against tyranny, was forced to flee %
El Paso while a price of $10,000 was < 4
upon his head. He was Madero, and th »
rebels soon began to gather under his
leadership.

“One day I went to offer my sword ta
the agent of Madero. I was accepted.
The agent said to me: “There is bevond
the Rio Grande, in Mexico, a nucleus of
three hundred men commanded by Pas-
qual Orosco. Leave here tonight with
the brother of Madero and seven other
young men. You will form the general
staff of Orosco and will help him or-
ganize his army.

“I fitted myself out in a hurry, and
that night at ten o’clock we crossed the
border, dodging the pursuing bullets of
the American patrol. As soon as we
reached his camp Orosco went into 2
rage and cursed and blasphemed, saying
that the next day he would go off with-
out us, because he did not want us.

“In fact, at daybreak Orosco went
away. Our plight would not have been
pleasant (nine men for a revolution  are
hardly too many) if one of Orosco’s
young officers, wishing to obey the or-
ders of Madero, had not remained with
us. He had led eighty-four volunteers
southward and they soon arrived to re-
enforce us. I became the head of the
little army.
