to Keep on “Double or Quits”

London, Dec. 13—With considerable
prospect of the government finishing the
elections with a slightly increased major-
ity, the only question left is how far the
opposition to the House of Lords is like-
ly to follow. The Conservative press is
of the view that the election is a fiasco
as leaving matters where they were before.
The government’s view on this' point is
summed’ up in the opinion of a prominent
Liberal, “T*he elections,” he said, “show
a complete vote of confidence in our pol-
icy. It is unprecedented for a government
to obtain a majority for a third time in
succession. When the Conservatives were
returned in 1900 with a khaki majority
practically the same as that with which
they went out they stayed in office
five years. It seems to me they are now
like the man who has lost and wants to
keep on tossing -double or quits till he
wins.” «

Austen Chamberlain at Nineaton said
if the Unionists had a majority the chan-
cellor of the exchequer’s first budget would
be a tariff reform budget.

Mr. Cockshutt of Toronto, speaking at
a Unionist demonstration in Wallsend,
Newecastle, believed that tariff reform
would justify itself every time. This
country would immediately increase in em-
ployment and wages. He based these con-
clusions on the effect of the tariff in Can-
ada and the United States. The - Liberal
party in Canada has now been in power
fourteen ‘years and so fully had protection
justified itself that they had not dared
touch its principle. He advocated tariff
reform because it afforded reciprocal treat-
ment between the mother country and the
colonies. Had Canada to bargain with for-
eign countries rather than with Britain,
or was Britain going to grasp the hand of
trade co-operation held out for the last
thirteen years? If they waited much long-
er it might be too late. Now was the ac-
cepted time. If the country accepted this
mutual co-operation system British history
would record that at the propesigime the
country took the proper course a'nd saved
Britain from disintegration and disruption.

LYNCH LIKELY T0 BE

National Baseball League Annual.

Chicago In;an:; Exchange
Building to Be Started
Next Month

|Every Uffice in it Rented Before

Construction Has Been Begin
—It Will Cost Five and a Quart-
er Million Doflars /

Chicago, 1IL.,.Dec. 13—Practically evety
fire insurance company and agent in Chi-
cago will be located after 1912 in the new
85,250,000 buildinz to be crected in Juck-
son boulevard betweeh Shermin street and
Fifth avenue, work upon which will stait
about January 1.

This is one of the largest real estate and
building operations in Chicago history. At
the present time final details are being ar-
ranged to close up leases for nearly 500,000
square feet of office space, for a period of
thirty years. The total amount represented
by these leases is $19,499.400. Every rent-
able foot of office space has been leased
before actual work on the structure has
been started.

The building itself is fo be the largest
office building in Chicago and second only
to the Métropolitan of New York in the
world. In ground space it will exceed the
Metropolitan, being 202 by 202 feét or near-
ly one acre. Tt will be twenty-one stories
above the ground and will be known as
the Insurance Exchange.

Napoleon Rickatd, who has been attend-
ing to the details of the work, announces
that the tenants of the new building will

Lsaye, in the course of their 30-yedr leasc,

the sum of $9,210,000 in rentals over what
they would pay in their present quarters.
He estimates the cost of the building av
approximately . $5,250,000, and that of the
land at $3,400,000; with an annual net in-
come of nearly 8 per cent over all expenses
including interest on $4,000,000 of con-
struction bonds.

The land has been bought in fee. this
requiring a great deal of work, as the
ownership was widely scattered. A part
of the plant was bought literally by inches
One part was owned by the Chicago pub:

THE UNSKILLED

Report is Result of Three Years
Work by United States Im-
migration Commission

Washingeon. Dec. 13<Restriction of the
importation of unskilled labor, methods by
which this may be accomplished, and
many other recommendations make up the
final report of the immigration commis-
sion, prepared for presentation to congress
by Senator Gillingham of \enn ont.
chairman, and to the house by Represent-
ative Howell of New Jersey. a member
of the commission.

During the last three years the commis-
sion has made extensive investigations.
The report will make about forty printed
volumes or 30,000 pages. About 3,000,000
individuals were included in the inquiry.
The commission concludes that as a rule
those who emigrate to the United States
are impelled by a desire for better condi-
tions rather than by the necessity of es-
caping intolerable ones.

The commission finds that the large
number of aliens who have gone into sev-
eral basic industries in recent years have
affected adversely wages and living condi-
tions, and it unammomh recommends re-
strictions on the coming of unskilled la-
bor,

The commission says that the new immi-
grants have been usnally successful in
agriculture, but that the tendency toward
industrial and city life remains unchangéd.
but apparently aliens do not furnish more
criminals ‘proportionately than the native
born; that the immigration now coming
furnishes smaller numbers dependent on
charity than prxor to 1880; that the new
immigration is less addicted to intoxica-
tion than the old, that alien congestmn in
large cities is much less than is generally
supposed, while ithe contrary is true of
smaller industrial centers.

The report recommends that when feas-
xblo. aliens shall be barred unless brmg-

ing official proof that they have no crim-

inal recnrds, that aliens who commit
major crimes here within five .vears af-
ter landing shall be deported; and that
persons who become public charges with-
in three years after landing be deported
in the discretion of the secretary of com-
merce and labor.

There will be twenty ac-
tors directed by myself and I shall employ
| forty machinists. We shall sell seats at

FARM COLLEGES ON WHEELS

Lately a new and practical method of
stimulating railroad traffic has been adopt-
ed—that of teaching the farmer to increase
his crops. This is done by sending out
agricultural colleges on wheels. In other
words, not content with opening up new
settlements, the railroads are. increasing
their freight tonpage by educating the
farmers in the ‘‘older” parts of the coun-
try to get more results from their hus-
ban&r_v. These colleges on wheels are
trains comprising well-equipped agricul-
tural exhibits in charge of competent edu-
cators, on which the farmers arec given
free instructions in the science of dairying,
agriculture and even forestry. In fact,
every subject relating to the fostering and
garnering of mnature’s bounties is treated
upon.

Last summer, no less than twenty of
these instruction trains were sent out by
the various railroads; but they were not
all alike, nor was the same kind of in-
struction given in every case. In certain
sections adjacent to the large cities, one
railroad—the Erie—sent out “milk specials”
in which dairying and cattle breeding were
taught exclusively. This was done for the
reason that these sections were especially
adapted for dairying, because of the valu-
able pasture lands in clcse proximity to
the great city markets.— Percy A. Ware,
in The Christian Herald.

Only
two other patents were granted that ycar.
In 1791 there were thirty-three patents is-
sued.

OKTARIO BILL FOR
WOMAN SUFFRAGE

Toronto, Dee. 12-—-The prospects are that
the provincial legislature will convéne on
March 9th, 1911, and that it will be un-
usually busy, although no official announce-
ment has been made regarding the date
or the plans of the government. Prepara-
tions for ihe announcement, however, are
uuder way. Because of the delay in the
reconstruction of the burned western wing
of the buildings special accommodation
must be procured for the members and for
the committee, but it is not thought that
this will interfere with the progress of the
work.

Already a flood of applications for pri-
vate legislation is_pouring in upon the
clerk of the houw A majority of these
prospective measures are of a routine char-
acter and have to do with local and ;numv
tlpn] problems. The Toronto hospital for
sick children and the Church of the Dis-
ciples at St. Thomas have applied for legis-
lation to amend their acts of incorporation
to enable them to hold lands bequeathed
to them in unlimited form.

Other prospective legislation includes a
bill for woman suffrage in the province, an
amendment to the companies act to do
away with wildecat speculation, provision
for the establishment of a provineial lic-
ense commission, plans for the further de-
velopment of Northern Ontario, provision
for floating a loan to meet capital expen-
diture and provision for the regulation of
the milk supply.

LAMBETH BRIDGE

| The London Council Has Closed
Thames Structure to All But
« Foot Passengers

London. Dec. 12—The ILondon
councii will soon consider what steps shali
be telen in connection with the rebuilding
of Lambeth bridge, which is in & bad con-
dition and has been closed to all except
foot, passengers for some time.

London Miser’s Estate in Court
Because of Contest as to a
Second Will

London, Dec. 13—The question as to the
legality of a miser's will is raised in a case
before Sir Samuel Evans in the probate
division. The document was made by
Charles Phillips aged 73, who lived at
Rowton House, Vauxhall, Mr. Bayford, ap-
pearing on behalf of the'next of kin, said
the question was whether the will which
was found in the man’s room was revoked
or not. |

Phillips had 2 varied existence. He had
served through the Crimea, &nd lived in a
cubicle at Rowton House paying 75 cents
a week rent. His death occurred suddenly
last February, and inside his locker was
found a will, and it was ascertained that
he was the owner of $13,965. This occas-
joned greit surprise, because the old man
lived in-a most frugal way, and was
thought to be very poor.

Counsel said the will had been tampered
with by the old man because the signature
| at the end of the document was erased,
| together with an address and a part of
the signature of one of the attesting wit:
nesses. Therefore the will was revoked,
and the estates should go to the next o
kin. It was, however, stated at the inquest
by a man named Frampton that the day
before he died Phillips made another will
on_a sheet of notepaper as follows: '

“Any other will I may have made is
void. Whatever money I may possess at
the time of my death I leave to the Royal
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children.”

That document had not been found, and
counsel contended that the man who gave
the information about it was altogether un-
rehable. He could not now be found.

One of the attendants at Rowton House
said that Phillips rarely spent more than
