Monecton, N, B., Sept. 16—H. A. Powell,
K. C., well known to Moncton audiences,

addressed a meeting in the interests of the
Conservative candidate here last evening.

“Today the C. P. R. is pursuing a differ-
ent policy,” he said, ‘“under the manage-
ment of the broad-minded and ‘far-seeing
president and the équally broad-minded
and capable general manager, Mr. Me-
Nicoll. It is a coincidence that almost at
the time that Sir William Van Horne was
telling the people of this city that the
C. P. R. would not be able.to continue its
business through this port, Mr. McNicoll
was conferring with me regarding plans
for the construction of wharyes and the
sea wall which will enable the C. P. R.
to build their yards for the accommoda-
tion of their increasing business. He and
1 are working together to solve the trans-
portation problems of Canada. It is the
aimm of the Liberal government to do all
in its power to strengthen the Canadian
trade routes, to cheapen the cost of trans-
portation, and in that way add to the
prosperity- of the whole country. (Cheers).

Dr. Pugsley then referred to Sir Wil-
liam Van Horne’s arguments that recipro-
city would injure the east and west trade.
“He did not tell the people,” said Dr.
Pugsley, “and surely hc must have known
it, that with mutual bonding privileges
the produce of one country can be shipped
through the tetritory of the other with-
out a dollar of expense. Sir William
knows that his company carried millions
of dollars worth of silk from China
through Canada in bond to Chicago, that
the C. P. R. brings a large amount of
American wheat to Montreal for tranship-
ment to the old country. (Applause).

“You know yourselves,” said Dr. Pugs-
ley, “that mearly $8,000,000 worth of your
exports last winter came from the United
States. The Grand Trunk railway has a
direct line from Montreal to Chicago, and
during the summer season much freight
from the United States is shipped from
Montreal and when the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific is completed that trade will come
during the winter season to the port of
St. John. (Cheers).

“There is another side to this matter,”
continued Dr. Pugsley. “If these gentle-
men believe that the removal of the Am-
erican duty on wheat, which the United
States congress can put into effect at any
time, would destrcy these Atlantic ports,
is it wise for you to put into the hands
of men who place so little faith in your
port the administration of the national
affairs? (Cries of No, no.)

“Leave me out of the question,” de-
clared Dr. Pugsley, “but trust to the men
who have made this port, trust to the
grand old chieftain, Sir Wilfrid Laurier,

Mr. McAlpine also deq,lt very tffectively
with the unholy {Borden*Boutasfa: alliance,
and brought out very plainly that 'if-the
question of “Under which Flag’ entered
into the campaign it was a choice Be
tween the Union Jack and the tricolor.

These
gradually increaséd in mumber, and during
the reign of Nicholas I. they became'a
sort of confidential police, no longer used
for ‘investigating cases of oppression and
déstitution; but for keeping a - careful
watch on the suspicious political activities
of nobles and dignitaries of state.

be like a lange spade hung by the shaft.
Neither the cruiser stern nor the “spade”
rudder has ever been adopted before in
vessels so large as the new Canadian Pa-
cific Railway boats.

Speaking of his own experience in. -
teresting English capitalists in Canadian
updertakings, a wellknown Canadian

bmpany promoter said this week.

“One finds a favorable predisposition
on the part of capitalists here which
makes them keen to look into such in-
vestments as may be offered, and the well-
known experiences of some who have
made foolish investments causes this ex-
amination to be very critical and search-
ing, On the other hand the definite
invest-
ments have been both safe and remuner-
ative causes money to flow freely into
Canadian channels, once confidence is es-
tablished.

“There are in England as in Canada
‘professional directors’ some with titles
who “when properly approached’ will lend
their names to flotations, but I must say
that in my observation this class of gnan
is a serious drawback. There are a large
number of Canadian securities being offer-
ed here now in the smaller way and with
| ordinary amounts. Canadian bonds and
mortgages are in great favor. Investment
is sought in lands for farming purposes by
those going to Canada and those who
seek small secure investments with hopes
of reasonable reward. The growing rail-
way towns of the west and the opportu-
nities in British Columbia are attracting
great attention.

“I find a vast difference between the
Englishman who has traveled and him
who has remained at home. The former
is always interested in a good Canadian
investment. Personally I have found men
here prominent in the political, social and
financial life to be ready investors.”

Qur Soldiers for Canada

imperial army is welcomed. “Canadians;’
said an officer to the writer, “are so eager
to make the most of their time here and
anxious to learn the science of their pro-
fession that they reccive a ready wel
come.”

*“A Life-long Liberal,” perplexed by the
eonflicting statements as to the effect of
reciprocity, writes:— e
“Will The Globe please make it .piain.
wherein reciprocity will benefit. the. con-
sumer, the man on a fixed salary, e. g.,
teachers, clerks, preachers, bookkeepers,
etc.? In recent years the cost of living
has gone up greatly under the. Laurier

regime, and ‘wages have not increased in:

anything like the same ratio. Fifteen hun-
dred dollars today does mot go as far as
one thousand dollars fifteen years ago. Yet
The Globe promises that under reciprocity
farmers wil get much more for their pro-
duce, i. e., prices will continue to advance
to the consumer. This is a serious outlook

and a practical, not a political, problem.” !

The point wherein “A Life-Long Liber-
al” seems to misapprehend The ‘Globe'’s
position is in the inference that because
the farmer under reciprocity will get a
larger market and in some things mater
ially higher prices for his products the
consumer will have to pay more for them.
The Globe does mnot believe this will fol-
low. The removal of taxation upon food-
stuffs never yét increased the price of food,
and the reciprocity agreement provides for
the removal of ‘millions of - dollars mnow
levied in food taxes on both sides of.the
barder.

Our correspondent writes from the coun-
try where the farmer still comes into di-
rect contact occasionally with the con-
sumer of farm produets. In the great con-
suming centres, however, the farmer and
the persons desiring natural products nev-
er meet. Between the two there stand
many agencies taking toll—and because of
the tariff on foodstuffs taking in many
cases grossly excessive' toll—from 'the con-
sumer. “A Lifedong Liberal” must note
that the farmer sells cattle, not meat; hogs
not, bacon; wheat, not flour. . His fruit
and his tomatoes and other vegetables pass
through the hands of a powerful canners’
combine or of the wholesale dealers and
retailers before they reach ‘the ultimate
tonsumer.

What effect has this on prices? In a
vecent article it was shown, using bacon
18 an illustration, that during this present
year the best breakfast bacon: sells in New
(ork at three-quarters of a cent per pound
less tham in Toronto, while bacon hogs
sell for an average of thirty-seven cents

r hundred pounds live weight more in

e
%uﬁalo than Toronto. The consumer pays |-

more in: Toronto for bacon’than' in’the
chief city of the continent, although the
Toronto ‘packer gets his raw material for
less money.

There :is clearly an excess of profit fo.
the packer in this transaction. The reduc-
tion of the duty on bacon from two cents
per pound to one and a quarter will force
the packers to accept a more reasonable

retutn on’their investment. It has been
shown by records of the courts in a suit
in which the profits of the Wililam Davies

minion, were disclosed, that for years that
company’s profits ranged from thirty-four
per cent. up to one hundred and one hun-
dred and twenty per cent.

There are not a few other great concerns
that make large profits on prepared food-
stuffs and on the handling of foodstuffs
heckuse they are sheltered behind tariff
walls. We believe that there is far too
wide a spread between the price the Can-
ners’ Association pays for vegetables and
fruit- to the grower and the price paid
! by- the consumer for prepared fruit and
| vegetables. Every reduction of duty on
such articles has a two-fold effect; it sets
the producer free to 'get the best price
in. the most convenient market, and it
gives the consumer a wider choice of mar-
kets in which to buy.

The Mail and Empire every day is seek-
ing to show that the removal of the tariff
will mean cheaper eggs in winter, cheap-
er honey, cheaper pork, cheaper vegetables.
In some respects its assertions are cor-
rect: . There are wértdin season of ~the
year when the Canadian hen lays very few
eggs, and the price is abnormally high.The
farmer does not always get the high
price, but the consumer. pays it. The re:
movai of the duty on eggs will result in
increased importations at that season of
scarcity, and the price will be less. So it
is with vegetables., 4.

The  Canadian vegetable growers know
that we must have vegetables long before
they can be supplied by the home-grower.
We get them now—carloads of them—and
pay the duty. We will get them tunder re-
ciprocity ‘duty free and therefore :more
cheaply, and the Canadian grower will be
no more hurt by the trade in early vege-
tables than he is now.

We might elaborate the point and show
how produce prices are enhanced beyond
all reason by trade obstructions;  how
when there is a potato shortage here we
have to pay for hauling - supplies from
Prince Edward Island when there are
plenty of potatoes across the lake; how
honey, for which the producer gets nine
cents a pound, costs fourteen cents before
it reaches the table; how eggs that net
the farmer ‘eighteeni cents sixty miles from
Tordnto are marked twenty-eight and
thirty cents in the city stores. -~

But we fancy “A Life-long Liberal” can
see that ‘“the man between” the farmer
and the consumer is thé man who has
most to gain by the retention of the tariff
on foodstuffs. The fact that “the man
between” is fighting tooth-and-nail against
the removal of the dities is the best and
most  conclusive evidence:.thas :the con-
sumer is likely to profit from reciprocity
in natural products.
