WHAT IS THOUGHT OF HIS TOURS
SPEECH.

Too Much Republicanism for the Mon-
nrchists and too Much Religion for
the Extremists,

Paris, March 24.—The Herald's Euro-
pean edition publishes the following:
“General Boulanger's Tours speech has
been during the last week the subject
of social comment and discussion in the
Paris  press. It is interesting
to notice how the Monarchial
sheets, or those which with more orless
enthusiasm or resignation have accepted
the electoral alliance between their party
and the Boulangists, receive the republi-
can profession of faith so energetically
formulated at Tours. It is evident that
the journals and monarchists of this
stripe are not all pleased with Boulanger’s
declaration. He would not give
them any manner of assist-
ance in their restoration projects
and the duty of a battering ram for the
destruction of the republic, or of a king
maker, that they had complacently
assigned to him, was not at all one that
suited him. Monarchists of this category
have not, however, on ‘that account,
thrown over Boulangism. They have
persuaded themselves into the belief
that after Boulanger has aided them to
retain their seats in the chamber and to
secure new ones, they will be strong
enough to throw overboard their power-
ful ally and protector.

These monarchial hopes and combina-
tions are treated with much incredulity
by independent consefvative journals.
Figaro, in an article which
attracted much  notice pointed
out the weak points of these
plans and expressed the  belief
that the adventure could only result in
the consolidation of the republic by
bringing into existence a powerful gove
ernment of which the head would be
Boulanger. It is aiso interesting to ob-
serve the interpretation that the radical
elements of Boulanger’s supporters put
upon the conservative declarations, mod-
erate ideas, and toleration and respect,
for religion that are contained in the
Tours speech.’

THECHESAPEAKE CASF.

Xt is Reealied by the Death of one of her
il Captors.

The M. of Mr. Robert Cox of Carle-
ton, which took place yesterday morning
after a brief illness, recalls the celebrated
Chesapeakd case during the civil war,
the deceasgd having been one of the cap-
tors of thaf vessel. The Chesapeake was
a screw stéam boat which plied between
New York and Portland, an unhand-
some lookihg tub as ever was seen in
these wn.ufs, yet some of the friends of
the Soufhefn confederacy, thought her
good enﬁn to make into a man-of-war.
Accordi a party was engaged for her
capt.ure in Pecember 1863 by one Lieut}
anme, which  comprised several
residents of New Brunswick,
the deeeased Robert Cox, Linus
Se ely, whowas afterwards shot by Rogers
in Sheffield street, and a man named
Wade. 'ﬁeChesnpeake was boarded at
New Yorkby Braine and his men, who
went as ngers, and was captured off
Cape Cod by them after a brief struggle
in which fhe engineer of the Chesapeake
was killed. The steamer came up the
Bay of Fundy and lay too off Partridge
Island. Their errand was to obtain coal
and to take on board some men who had
been colleeted here for the service of the
Southern = Confederacy. No coal, how-
ever, wis £0 be had, and the Chesapeake
steamed away, and was afterwards
abandoned in a harbor on the
south iest coast of Nova Scotia.
When Seely and Wade returned
to St. Joh# they were arrested on a war-
rant issued by Humphrey T. Gilbert, the
Police Magisfrate, with a view fo_their
extradition. The case was taken before
Mr, Justice William J. Ritchie on habeas
corpus and the prisoners discharged from
custody on the ground that the offence,
being onecommitted on.the -high seas,
was not extraditable, but subject to the
jurisdiction of the admiralty "court, and
therefore that the prisoners must be re-
leased. There was great excitement in
St. John ayer the %o ice examination in
this case. Mr. A. R. Wetmore, then clerk
of the crown, and Mr. W. H. Tuck were
acting onbehali of the Crown, while the
prisoners were defended by Mr. John H.
Gray and Mr. C W Weldon. It is worthy of
note that all four of these lawyers are
living, and that three of them are judges.
When the prisoners were released they
lost no time in getting out of the country
as they were liable to be arrested under
an admiralty writ. When Seely after-
wards ¢ back to St. John, he was

Xt Will be Short Tweuty-five Millions
on the K bee—Unsnti 5
Outlook for the Drive.

Avcusra, March 23.—The stock of logs
in Maine this year is very much less
than on the average. Logging operations
began very late on account of the many
fall rains and have been curtailed during
the winter by frequentthaws and finally

terminated early by reason of an early

spring. In the eastern part of the State

there has been but little snow during the

winter and operations there in conse-

quence have been very seriously inter-

fered with. On the Penobscot river the

cut is less than usual, although it will be

made partly up by logs carried over. !
The cut on the Kennebec will be barely

one hundred million feet, which is twen-

ty-five _millions less than last year and

fifty millions less than the year before,

and from reliable sources it is found to

be divided as follows :

THE BOARD OF TRABE.

THE COUNCIL RESOLVES ON FUR-
THER EFFORTS TO GET THE
WINTER PORT.

Practical Suggestions Offered by Varl-
ous Members.

The council of the Board of Trade
met this morning for the consideration
of business which had been referred to
them from the Jast general meeting of
the Board. The appointment of Ira
Cornwall as secretary was cnnﬁrmed'
after which President W. H. Thorne re-
marked on the increased importance of
the.St. John Board of Trade which had
nltimately led to this appointment, and
1o the nécessity of haying a secretary to
devote his'entire time to the business of
that body. Messre. Hall and Hatheway
were appointed a permanent committee
to arrange respecting the secretary’s
duties.

A number of suggestions were offered
by the various members of the council
whieh will in effect be carried out.

Mr. Vroom suggested that reperts of
arrivals of vessels, together with weather
reports, be had from J. Drake of the
signal station, and posted in the board
TOOMS.

Mr. Hall suggested that arrangments
be made with the harbor master to
secure all marine information possible ;
and further, that Capt, Charles Taylor,
the harbor master, be presented with the
free privileges of the rooms.

Wm, Fisher suggested that the secret-
ary be instructed to make statistics re-
garding the progress of manufactures in
St. John.

Mr. Hatheway suggested that the pre-
sident direct the attention of the new
members to the importance of making
use of the Board for reducing any griev-
ances of freight or in any matters of that
kind.

Mr. Geo. Robertson thought that more
use be made of the Board of Arbitration.
He instanced a number of cases when he
was on the sherifi’s jury, which could
readily have been arranged by the Board
of Arbitration.

Mr James F. Robertson suggested that
the privilege of putting in their rooms a
stock and share ticker be accorded the
Western Union and C. P. R. companies
if that be their wish.

Mr. Geo. Robertson said that in_con-
versation with a number of prominent
sugar dealers they gave as the reason
for shipping sugar to Halifax instead of
St. John the high and low tides at St.
John which materially interfered with
the discharge of cargo.

Mr. Robertson, however, was of the
opinion that the advantage of high tides
in discharging cargo more than counter-
balanced the disadvantage of low tides;
and in proof of this he instanced an oc-
casion when 1800 tons of sugar were dis-
charged here in 54 hours.

The chairman of the Water Commission
and Messrs. Geo. W. Jones and Edmund
G. Kaye were proposed for membership
and recommended by the council.

A resolution passed at the last meeting
reciting that the Board of Trade, although
grstiﬁed by the assurance of the Domin-
ion Government that all subsidized mail
steamers should be required to confine
their business to Canadian ports, were
deeply disappointed that St. John was
not definitely named in the contract,
which resolution was referred to a coun-
cil meeting, was to-day considered.. The

0 g snnﬁrmontuy resolutions
Hvere Moved by Mr. W. Frank Hathewny
and seconced by Mr. James Estey:

And, whereas, the farmers of the river
counties “would be too heavily handi-
capped in freight rates to ship their pro-
duee, via Halifax, to Liverpool in com-
pletion with farm products of Quebec at
low freight via Grand Tgunk and
Portland.

And, whereas, it bas always been the
definite promise of the present governor
that St. John would be one of the termin-
aRl winter ports to connect with the C. P.

Whereas, the distance of 710 miles
from Montreal to Halifax, all rail, via
St. John, prohibits the C. P. R. success-
fully competing against the G. T. Rail-
way for the Atlantic trade: the G. T.
terminus at Portland being only 292
miles from Montreal;

And whereas, the selecting of Halifax

tobe the terminal port of the Fast Atlan-
tic Line would tend to force
the C. P. R. to seek Boston as a
competing point against the Grand
Trunk at Portland ;
And whereas, the larger number of
steerage and emigrant passengers for the
West would prefer to come direct to St.
John and save the delay and extra ccst
of the 1. C. Railway ticket from Halifax
to St Johin ; ;

And whereas, the counties of Kings,
St. John, Charlotte, Queens, Sunbury,
York and Carleton are largely helped
by the growth of this city,
which is their outlet and market,
that this Board again ask the Govern-
ment that in any scheme of subsidy for
a fast Atlantic mail steam service this
port of St. John should either be the
terminal port of such steamers (the mails
and passengers landing at Halifax by
lighter) or the port of St. John to have a
direct fast Atlantic mail steamer leaviug
St. John every other week alternately
with Halifax.

On motion & committee composed of
Messrs. Hatheway, Everett, Estey, Hall
and Geo. Robertson were appointed to
take into consideration these resolutions
and all matters pertaining to them. The
President was afterwards added to the
committee.

Mr. James F. Robertson spoke of the

importance of the mail service between
St.John and Annapolis, and asked that
the Board take some steps towards keep-
ing the service in good working order.
Mr. Robertson was substantiated by
other members of the Board and the sub-
ject was referred to future meeting.
Mr. Estey acting for the secretary moved
that all illustrated papers beonging
to the Board and up to date Jan. 1st 1889
should be distributed amongst the public
hospitals of the city. Carried.

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THE UNION OF THE CITIES.

The position of affairs with reference
to the union of St. John and Portland is
this. The common clerk, Mr. Peters,
whose knowledge of the charter and the
amendments to it is most thorougl: and
complete, is engaged in drafting a bill
for the consummation of the union,which
will probably be ready for the Legisla-
ture by this day week. The services of
the recorder were called into requisition
on Saturday, and, while the work of
drafting goes on, he will give the com-
mon clerk the benefit of his valuable ad-
viee and assistance. Ifthese twomen can-
not draft a satisfactory measure of union,
which will be in accordance with the
scheme voted upon by the people, then
the work cannot be done at all. 'We
think the people of both cities may rely
on the part of the business being com-
pleted in such a manner as will fulfil all
the reasonable expectations of the people
of both cities.

Dr. Alward, who leaves for Fredericton
this afternoon carries up with him a draft
bill for the purpose of enabling the
Mayors and Aldermen of St. John and
Portland to hold their present position
until the act uniting the twocities comes
into force, which will probably be about
the beginning of June, so that the terms
of these officials would be lengthened by
about two months, By pursuing this
course the people of both cities will be
saved the trouble and expense of holding
two elections within a few months of
each other, and other sources of confus-
ion and difficulty will be avoided. The
mayors of St, John and Portland are both
in favor of it, as are the great majority of
the aldermen, and nine tenths of the
electors, all of whom feel that, now that
it has been decided union is to come, it
eannot come too soon. Of the six mem-
bers who represent the city and county
of St. John it is understood that four, Dr.
Alward, Dr. Stockton, Dr. Berryman and
the Provincial Secretary, are strongly in
favor of the course proposed, while Mr.
Ritchie and Mr. Quinton are said to be
hesitating a little. It is reported,and we
only give the ramor for what it is worth,
that Mr. Ritchie has been influenced by
the friends of a young gentleman who
wishes to be an alderman for a certain city
ward, and desires the election to come off
immediately, but it would be absurd to
suppose that the Solicitor-General of
this Province would be so weak as to
Cesire to sacrifice the puhlic interests to
any such private consideration. Mr.
Quinton’s Carleton friends, who are
afraid of losing their present offices,
have no doubt been trying to win him
over to their way of thinking, but

stable, large cost  will "

to be incurred, and even
with this, immunity from disease is not
always altained. Strange as it may seem,
typhoid fever, diphtheria, and all kin-
dred diseases, are more prevalent in the
country than in St. John, and although
the rural air may be fresh and pure,
there does not seem to be any element
of health lacking in the breezes which
daily sweep over St. John from the sea.
The rural resident is debarred, to a large
extent, from social enjoyments, or
must incur a great deal of extra expense
in obtaining them. Every party in the
city, every lecture or concert, every dra-
matic or other entertainment which he
and his family attend, necessitates
stopping over night at a_city hotel, with
all that this implies, in the way of cost,
so that the rural man finds that his purse
is constantly being emptied and that he
is getting very little for his money.
This is why rural property is such adrug
in the market that it can hardly be scld
at any price, and is constantly declining
in value. This fact being fully estab-
lished, it is in order for our wealthy men
to build up their own city, to live in our
midst and not to give to Rothesay or
Hampton what properly belongs to St.
John.

THE MODUS VIVENDI.

The modus vivendi, which came into |
force when the fishery treaty was ar-|
ranged, and which provided for the ‘,
issuing of fishing licenses to American |
fishing vessels on the payment of a cer-
tain sum of money, is to be continued
until the end of this year. This action is
taken by the government of Canada in
co-operation with the government of
Newfoundland. It will be remembered,
that when Mr. Laurier was making his
motion against the government, he pro-
posed that the modus vivendi should be
continued, with a view to showing the
friendship of Canada for the United
States. Sir John declined to accept any
such instructions as to his course from the
opposition,and said that the government
would be guided to some extent by the
attitude of the United States in the prem-
ises. In other words, while Mr. Laurier.
and the opposition generally desired to
give every thing away to the Yankees,
Sir John was only willing to continue the
modus vivendi when there was a pros-
pect of Canada receiving something in
return. There seems to be no donbt
that this last step has been taken in
consequence of the expression of a de-
sire on the part of the new administration
at Washington to reopen the fishery ques-
tion and bring the rejected treaty or one
similar to it in its terms again before the
Senate.

The solid South is looming upasan in-
dustrial centre, and it looks as if the time
might not be very far distant when there
iwill not be a cotton mill in New England
or an iron furnace in Pennsylvania. It
is probable that, in a short time, the New
Jersey Steel and Iron works will remove
their extensive establishment from
Trenton N. J. to Chattanooga. Tenn.
The chief reason for the proposed change
of location is that the costof transporta-
tion of the raw material from Southern
points to the East eats upthe profits.
The best coal is delivered into the yard
of the Tennessee Coal and Iron Works,
the Atlanta Rolling Mill for $1.25 per ton.
At the works in Trenton it is delivered
for $3.25 per ton. At the
New Jersey  Steel and Iron
Works 38,000 tons are used a year, and-
removal South would mean a saving of
§76,000 a year. This alone would be suffi-
cient to pay a handsome dividend. There
is the same relative differences in iron
freight rates. The New Jersey steel and
Iron Works employ an average of 1,300
men who are paid about $1,000,000 a year
in wages. In the whole plant, which covers
thirty acres, are invested §3,000,000.

THE JESUIT ACT:

"SUBURBAN PROPERTY.

A gentleman owning property at Rothe-
say offered it for sale at Chubb’s corner
on Saturday, by public auction, after it
had been advertised for private sale a
long time in three of the city papers. |
The result was that this property, which
is admitted to be in every way desirable,
and which cost $16,000 or more, obtained
no  higher bid than $3.750 and
had to be withdrawn, as the owner
had - not quite made up his mind
to give it away, although will-
ing tosell at fa great sacrifice. There
is a lesson to be derived from this which
is worthy of consideration and attention
at the present time. Shortly after
the construction of the railway to
Shediae, wealthy residents of 8t. John
began to build houses at Rothesay, Hamp
ton, and other places along the line. The
idea of living in the country inthe midst
of pleasant rural surroundings, with
plenty of pure, fresh air, with a garden
to cultivate, and all the other accessories
of rustic life, had a great charm for many,
and seemed in their minds to outweigh
the inconvenience and expense of such
a mode of living. There are some hardy
veterans who still maintain the fight and
continue to live in the country the year
round, but the great majority of those
who have tried it have no desire to repeat
the experiment, and consequently
we see, what was seen on Saturday,
a valuable property, on which a small
fortune has been spent, almost going a-
hegging in the market to find a purchaser.

The resident of Rothesay or Hampton
soon finds that in removing from the city,
he has subjected himself to numerous
disadvantages, which he hardly thought
of before. He is the slave of the railway
time table and must regulate his move-
ments, morning and evening by it or
guffer the penalty of missing the train.
If he is a resident of Rothesay about an
hour a day, or one twenty-fourth part of
his life has to be spent on the cars, while
another large section of his time has
to Dbe given to catching the train
or coming from it. -His midday meal
cannot be taken with his family, but
hecomes a solitary fanction at some city
restaurant.  Eyerything he eats, drinks

or wears has to be carried from the city
to his conntry home, so that a horse and
carriage became absolutely indespensible,
and a horse and carriage with a man to
look after them cost money. The suburban
resident thus pay a large additional sum
for the comforts of life, beyond what the
resident of the ety in the same station
of life requires.  Nor is his health likely
o be better than that of the city man-
To obtain an unfailing supply of pure
water, and proper drainage for his house

A moment’s reflection will at once show
that the whole transaction is nothing
more nor less than a gigantic bribe. The
Jesuits had not the very slightest legal
claim to these estates, for the title of the
government has never been questioned
for even one moment, and the amount
voted is therefore purely and simply a
gift; and neither can the act be defended
as one of moral justice, for if any person
could set np any pretensions whatever
to the lands referred to, it was the
Jesuits and the Jesuits alone, and yet the
.noney does not go to them alone. The
distribution of the amount, §400,000, is
expressly left to the decision of the Pope,
and it is believed he has divided it in
the proportion of $200,000 to the Jesuits,
and $200,000 to the Roman Catholic
church, to be divided between the differ-
ent bishoprics. By the terms of the act
itself, moreover, $60,000 goes to the Pro-
testants. If the bill were intended as an
act of justice to the Jesuits, what possible

the money to the Protestants, or to the
Roman Catholic bishops either? There is
no getting over the fact—the bill is sim-
ply and solely a gigantic bribe by which
Mr. Mercier hopes to secure the influence
of all sections of the Roman Catholic
church, and the $60,000 to the Protestants
is merely a bcne thrown to keep the dog
from snarling. The whole amount, too,
comes practically out of the obnoxious
commercial corporations tax, which was
contributed almost entirely by Protes-
tants.

The case is one which calls impera-
tively for the exercise of the Dominion
power of veto. The Protestant popula-
tion of Quebec, although wealthy and
prosperous, is unfortunately in too small
a minority to suceessfully resist such a
measure, and it can only call on the
other provinces to demand the veto by
the Governor General of this miost ini-
quitous act. If everthe vetoshould be
used, now is the time. It is the only

rotection which the Protestants of Que-

ec have against such scandalous mea-
sures, and yet unfortunately it is very
unlikely that the Dominion government
will do its plain duty in this matter, for
the reason that conservative politicians
are too much afraid of the church of
Rome to veto the act, and liberal poli-
ticians are too much afraid of it to de-
mand that it be vetoed.

We have said nothing as yet as to the
constitutionality of the measure. If the
appeal for a vefo fails, then the highest
courts of law should certainly be tried,
and there is apparently good reason to
hope that the act would be declared
ultra vires. There are express provisions
in the Imperial statutes prohibiting any
foreign potentate from -exercising any
authority in the empire, and these pro-
visions are in full force in Canada.

Early on a misty morning Repeller No.
11, towed by four of the swiftest and
most powerful crabs, and followed by
two others, left a northern port of the
United States, bound for the coast of
Great Britain. Her course was a very
northerly one, for the reason that the
syndicate had planned work for her to
do while on her way across the Atlantic.

The syndicate had now determined,
without unnccessarily losing an hour, to
plainly demonstrate the power of the in-
stantaneous motor bomb. It had been
intended to do this upon the Adamant,
but as it had been found impossible to
induce the captain of that vessel to evac-
uate his ship, the syndicate had declined
to exhibit the cfficiency of their new
agent of destruction upon a disabled
craft erowded with human beings.

This course had been highly preju-
dicial to the claims of the syndicate, for
as Repeller No. 7 bad made no use in the
contest with the Adamant of the motor
bombs with which she was said to be
supplied, it was generally believed on
both sides of the Atlantic that she car-
ried no such bombs, and the conviction
that the destruction at the Canadian port
had been cffceted by means of mines con-
tinued as strong as it had ever been. To
correct thesc false ideas was now the
duty of Repeller No. 11.

For some time Great Britain had been
steadily forwarding troops and muni-
tions of war to Canada, without interrup-
tion from her encmy. Only once had
the syndicate's vessels appeared above
the banks of Newfoundland. and as the
number of these peculiar craft must nec-
essarily be small, it was not supposed
that their line of operations would be ex-
tended very far north, and no danger
from them was apprehended, provided
the English vessels laid their courses well
to the north.

Shortly before the sailing of Repeller
No. 11, the syndicate had received news
that one of the largest transatlantic mail
steamers, loaded with troops, and with
heavy cannon for Canadian fortifications,
and accompanied by the Craglevin, ono
of the largest ironclads in the Royal
navy, had started across the Atlantic.
Tho first husiness of the repeller and her
attendant erabs concerned these two ves-
sels.

Owing to the power and specd of the
crabs which towed her, Repeller No. 11
made excellent time; and on the morn-
ing of the third day out the two British
vesscls wero sighted. Somewhat alter-
ing their eourse, the syndicate's vessels
were soon within a few miles of the
cnemy.

The Craglevin was a magnificent war
ship. She was not quite so latge as the
Adamant, and she was unprovided with
astern jacket or other defense of the
kind. To sending her out the admiralty
had Qésigned her to defend the transport

against the regular vessels of the United
States, mayy; for although the nature of
the contract with the syndicate was well
understood in” England, it was not sup-
posed’ that- the American government
wowlillong ‘consent to allow their war
vﬁs ) remain entirely idle.

These vessels were necessarily
slow and unwieldy, and if a heavy iron-
clad could keep clear of crabs long
enough to ruch down upon one, there was
every reason to belisvo that the ‘‘ball
bouncer,” as the repellers were called by
British sailors, could be crushed in be-
low the water lino and sunk. So, full of
courago and determination, the captain

It is not nacessary to enter into details
of the ensuing action. Before the Crag-
lovin was within half a mile of her ene-
my tho was seizged by two crabs, all of
which hed cast loose from the repeller,
and in less than twenty minutes both of
her screws were extracted and her rud-
der shattercd. In the meantime two of
tho swiftest crabs had pursued the trans-
port; and coming up with her, one of
them had fastened to her rudder, with-
out, however, making any attempt to in-
jure it.

» eaptain of the Craglevin was a
very different man from the captain of
the Adamant. He was quite as brave,
but ho waa wiser afid more prudent. He
saw that the transport had been cap-
tured and forced to lay to; he saw that
the repeller mounted two heavy guns at
her bow, and whatever might be the
character of those gums, there could be
no reasonable doubt that they were suf-
ficient to sink an ordinary mail steamer.

When nearly cveryone had left the
Craglevin, a boat was sent from the re-
peller, which lay near by, with a note
requesting the captain and first officer
of the British ship to come on board Re-
peller No. 11 and witness the method of
discharging the instantancous motor
bomb, after which they would be put on
board the transport. This invitation
struck the captain of the Craglevin with
surprise, but a little reflection showed
him that it would be wise to accept it.
In the first place, it was in the nature of
a command, which in the presence of
six crabs and a repeller it would be
ridiculous to disobey, and, moreover, he
was moved by a desire to know some-
thing about the syndicate's mysterious
engine of destruction, if, indeed, such a
thing really cxisted.

Accordingly, when all the others had
left the ship, tho captain of the Crag-
levin and his first officer came on board
the repeller, curiously observing the
spring armor over which they passed by
means of a light gangboard with hand
rail. They wero received by the director
at onc of the hatches of the steel deck,
which were now all open, and conducted
by him to the bombproof compartment
in the bow. There was no reason why
the nature of tho repeller's defenses
should not be known to the world nor
adopted by other nations. They were
intended as a protection against ordi-
nary shot and shell; they would avail
nothing against the instantaneous motor

nb.

The British officers were shown the
motor bomb to be discharged, which,
externally, was very much like an ordi-
nary shell, except that it was nearly as
long as the bore of the cannon; and the
director stated that although, of course,
tho principle of the motor bomb was the
syndicate’s secret, it was- highly desira-
ble that its effects and its methodsof
operation should be generally known.

The repeller, accompanied by the mail
steamer and all the crabs, néw moved to
about two miles to the leeward of the
Craglevin, and lay to. The motor bomb
was then placed in one of the greatguns,
while the scientific corps attended to the
necessary calculations of distance, etc.

The director now turned to the British
captain, who had been observing every-
thing with the greatest interest, and,
with a smile, asked him if he would like
to commit harikari?

As this remark was somewhat enig-
matical, the director went on to say that
if it would be any gratification to the
captain to destroy his vessel with hisown
hands, instead of allowing this to be
donc by an cnemy, he was at liberty to
do so. This offer was immediately ac-
cepted, for if his ship were really to be
destroyed, the captain felt that he would
like to do it himself,

THE BRITISH CAPTAIN DESTROYING HIS
OWN SHIP.

When . tho caleulations had been made
and tho indieator set, tho captain was
shown the button he must press, and
stood waiting for the signal, He looked
over the sea at the Oraglevin, which had
settled a little at the .stern, and was roll-
ing heavily, but she was still 8 magnifi-
cent battle ship, with the red cross of
England floating over her.

Tho crabs might disable some men-of- |
war, the repeller might make her calcu-
Iations and discharge her bomb at a ship |
or a fort, but what would the main body |
of the navy be doing meanwhile? Over- 1
whelming, crushing and sinking to the
bottom crabs, repeller, motor guns and
everything that belonged to them.

In England there was a feeling of
strong resentment that such a little flect
should be allowed to sail with such in-
tent into DBritish waters.  This resent-
ment extended itself not only to the im-
pudent syndicate, but toward tho gov-
ernment, and the opposition party gained
daily in strength. The opposition papers
had been loud and reckless in their de-
nunciations of the slowness and inade-
quacy of the maval preparations, and
loaded the government with the entire
responsibility, not only of the damago
which had already been done to the forts,
tho ships, and the prestige of Great
Britain, but also for the threatencd
danger of a sudden descent of the syndi-
cate’s flect upon some unprotected point
upon the coast. This fleet should never
have been allowed to approach within a
thousand miles of England. It should
have been sunk in mid-ocean, if its sink-
ing had involved the loss of a dozen men-
of-war.

In Americaa very strong feeling of dis-
satisfaction showed itself. Fromthe first
the syndicate contract had not been popu-
lar, but the quick, effective and business
like action of that body of men, and the
marked success up to this time of their
inventions and their operations, had
caused & great reaction in their favor.
They had, so far, successfully defended
the American coast, and when they had
increased the number of their vessels,
they would have been relied upon to con-
tinue that defense. Even if a British
armada had set out to cross the Atlantic,
its movements must have been slow and
cumbrous, and the swift and sudden
strokes with which the syndicate waged
war could have been given by night and
by day over thousands of miles of ocean.

Whether or not these strokes would
have been quick enough or hard enough
to turn back an armada might be a ques-
tion, but there could be no question of
the suicidal policy of sending seven ships
and two cannon to cenquer England. It
seemed as if the success of the syndicate
had so puffed up its members with pride
and confidence in their powers that they
had come to believe that they bad only
to show themselves to conquer, whatever
might be the conditions of the contest.

The destruction of the syndicate's flect
would now be a heavy blow to the
United States. It would produce an utter
want of confidence in the councils and
judgments of the syndicate, which could
not bo counteracted by the strongest
faith in the efficiency of their engines of
war, and it was feared that it might be-
come necessary, even at this critical
juncture, to annul the contract with the
syndicate, and to depend upon  the
American navy for the defense of tho
American coast,

{ Even among the menop board the syn-
dicate’s fleet there wera signs of doubt
and apprehensions.of evil. It had all
been yery well so far, but fighting one
shipat 2 Hme was 8 &5y, ¢ thing
from I of a bun-
dred ships. On'board the repeller there
was now an additional reason for fears
and misgivings. The unlucky character
of the vessel when it had been the Talla-
poosa was known, and not a few of the
men imagined that it must now be time
for some new disaster to this ill starred
craft, and if her evil genius had desired
fresh disaster for her, it was certainly
sending her into 'a good place to look
for it.

But the syndicate neither doubted nor
hesitated, nor. paid any attention to the
doubts and condemnations which they
heard from every quarter. Four days
after the news of the destruction of the
Craglevin had been telegraphed from
Canada to London, the syndicate’s fleet
entered the English channel. Owing to
the power and speed of the crabs, Repel-
ler No. 11 had made a passage of the At-
lantic which in her old naval career
would have been considered miraculous.

Craft of various kinds were now
passed, but none of them carried the
British flag. In the expectation of the
arrival of the enemy, British merchant-
men and fishing vessels had been ad-
vised to keep in the background until the
British navy had concluded its business
with the vessels of the American syndi-
cate.

As has been said before, the British
admiralty had adopted a new method of
defense for the rudders and screw pro-
pellers of naval vessels against the at-
tacks of submenged czaft. The work of
constructing themew applismces had been
pushed forward as fast as possible, but
go far only one of these had.been finished
and attached to a man-of-war.

The Llangaron was a recently built
ironclad of the same size and classas
the Adamant; and to her had been at-
tached the new stern defense. This was
an immense steel cylinder, entirely
closed, and rounded at the ends. It was
about ten feet in diameter, and strongly
braced imside. It was suspended by
chains from two davits which projected
over the stern of the vessel. When sail-
ing this cylinder was hoisted up to the
davits, but when the ship was prepared
for action it was lowered until it lay,
nearly submerged, abaft of the rudder.
In this position its ends projected about
fifteen feet on either side of the propeller
blades.

It was believed that this cylinder would
effectually prevent 4 ctab from getting
near enough to the propeller or the rud-
der to do any damage. It could not be
torn away as the stern jacket had been,
for the rounded and smooth sides and
ends of the massive cylinder would offer
no hold to the forceps of the crabs; and,
approaching from any quarter, it would
bo impossible for these forceps to reach
rudder or screw.

FIRE IN HALIFAX CITADEL.

A blaze in the Halifax citadel was the
cause of great excitement Saturday even-
ing.

stripe are ready to bend the
subservient knee. This is one of the
rocks on which our ship of state isin
great danger of being wrecked. It is in
this way, through the tremendous influ-
ence which the surrender of private
judgment confers upon a few men, that
great wrongs have been perpetuated in
human society, Thus, that human rights
have been crushed from age to age; thus
that reformation has been difficult and
slow of accomplishment; and thus that
the conscience of man, created to point
him to the right, the true and the noble,
has ever been compelled to grovel and
give place to passion and prejudice.”
