“ okio, Oct. 22.—Noon to-day was made
;memorable in the :annals of Japanese
history by the public entry of Admiral
*Togo, who came to report to the Em-
peror the return of his fleet from the

Avar,

« The \distinguished naval officer arrived
Mt the Shimbashi station at 10.80 a.m.
He was met by ministers of state, gen-
erals, admirals, members of the diplo-
fmatic corps and hundreds of officials and
private citizens who extended him &
warm weleome' to “the capital. He was
@ccompanied by his staff and Admirals
Hataokao, Kamimura and Dewa; to-
gether with their respective staffs.

The party entered five imperial car-
riages placed at their disposal, and led
by His Majesty’s aide, Admiral licnme,
drove to the palace, reaching there at
11 a.m., when they were.received inaudi-
ence by the Emperor.

Admiral Togo’s carriage, escorted by
a bodyguard of trpeps, passed through a
triumphal arch in front of 'the railway
station. The streets were lined with an
admiring crowd, who -shouted hearty
banzais. The -enthusiastic cheers,
mingled with the noise of bands, were
audible for a great distance. Admiral
Sakikuma detailed several pattalions of
guards of honor. The battalions were
composed of the Tokio garrison. and
were in command of Major-General Togo.
Four batteries at < Hibya park fired
salutes,

The day was a beautiful one, and all
Tokio was out, irrespective of age, to
welcome the wictor of the battle of the
Sea -of Japan.

Admijral Togo after hix audience with
the Emperor returned to his ship. In
receiving Admiral  ‘Togo’s report the
Emperor:warmly praised the services ren-
ﬁered by him, this officérs and men.

FRANCE AND VENEZUELA,

United States Minister Has Been Com-
missioned to Act as Peacemaker.

Caraeas, Venezuela, Oct, 24.—The gov-
ernment at ‘Washington has- commissien-
ed the United States minister, Mr. Rus/]
sell; to endeavor to arrange the Franco-
Venezuelan diplomatic incident. Mr.
Russell will go to Los Tegues to-day and
have an interview with Pre51dent Cas-
tro.

The diplomatie incident which Minis-
ter Russel will endeavor to settle arose
from the protest lodged September 19th
at Caracas by the French charge daf-
faires, M. Taigny, against-the closing of
the Caracas station of the French Cable
Company and the expulsion from Vene-
zuela of the manager of the company.
To this protest the Venezuelan govern-
ment sent a reply stating the. govern-
ment held documents proving that the
French Cable Company had accepted the
result of the judicial proceedings brought
against it and therefore the profgst could
only be considered as an act of personal
hostility. For that reason the govern-
ment declined to treat with the French
government through M. Taigny. This
note gave offence to the French govern-
ment and she required Venezuela to
withdraw that part of the note which
gave notice that Venezuela would not
communicate further through M. Taigny
until he apologized for his statement that
the French Cable Company had not been
treated justly. 7This . President Castro
has therefore refused to do.

OFFICERS RELEASED,

Tangiers, Oct. 22.—The scout ship
Pathfinder has arrived -here with Capt.
Crowther and Lieut. Hatton, the Brit-
ish officers who were -eaptured by Mor-
occan tribesmen, on board.

The liberation of the officers was ef-
fected through the good offices of the
Sheef of Wazzen and m exchange for
the brigand Valiente, a brother ¢f whom
headed the Anjera tribesmen who made
the eapture.

In an interview the Sheef said there
was no difficulty in effecting the ex-
change of prisoners and that no ransom
was asked or other conditions imposed.

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TAE STRIKE ON
RISSIAN RAILWAYS

NO IMPROVEMENT
IN THE SITUATION

Is Part of Scheme of Social Democrats
10 Compel the Czar to Grant
Concessions.

8t. Petersburg, Qct. 23.—The railroad
strike situation shows no signs of ameli-
oration. Trafic across the central belt
is paralyized, while a general strike,
which' broke out to-day at Kharkeff, has
cut off communication on another great
system of the empire. The strike affects
among others the Donetz cogl regions,
on which Russia largely depended for
fuel during the crigis in the oil regions,
and the line to Odessa and Sebastopol.

The strike is part of a general scheme
of the Social Democrats to compel the
Emperor to grant universal suffrage and
complete political freedom, but the plan
of the leaders is to avoid a collision ‘with
the -authorities. Their present purpose
is to make tests.of the stréngth of the
various organizations preparatory to the
inauguration of the general strike of all
classes in support of the Radicals about
the time the national assembly meets,

The congress of railroad employees,
now in session here, has adopted a reso-
lution in favor of unmiversal suffrage, po-
litical freedom, amnesty, the right to or-
ganizo strikes, the liberation of the
arrested strikers, an eight-hour day,
schools for the employees and children,
and the abolition of martial law, the rail-
road gendarmerie and publiec punishment.

Trouble Spfeading.
Kaarkoff, Russia, Oct. 23.—A gen-
eral strike on all railroads broke out heére
to day. No trains are running.

NARROW ESCAPE.

Explosion on a Gasoline'’ Launch—Win-
dows and Doors Blown to
Splinters.

Prof. Rick-
ard ecaleculates the length of the entire
group at 144,145 miles with a width of
155,582 . miles. The astronomer an-
neunceg increased solar activity with a
probability that two new gpots first noted
last Friday, will exceed in size any
hitherto discovered,

IMPORTANT DECISION. g

No Duty on Rossed Pulp Wood Import- |

ed Into States From Canada.

Baurlington, Vt.,, Oct. 20.—A decision
sustaining the finding of the board of
general appraisers of New York that
there should be no assessment on rossed
pulp wood brought into the Stafes from
Canada, was handed down to-day by
Judge H. H, Wheeler, of the United
States District court.

The decision was made in conmection
with a test case bropght about by a suit
instituted by the United States against
C. W. Pierce, who in fact represented
one of the-largest pulp importing corpor-
ations in the United States. Omn a ship-
ment of rossed wood pulp from Canada
to the United  States Mr. Pierce was
taxed twenty per cent. by the assessors
of this district, and the consignee dis-
puted the legality of the action and
placed the matter before ‘the board of
general appraisers at New. York. This
board supported Mr, Pierce’s contention
that. the material was not taxable, but
placed the matter before the United
States Distriet court for final decision.

The-« fact that the appraisers are up-
held in Judge Wheeler’s decision means
that a full restoration of duty paid must
be made not only to Mr. Pierce, but to
all other importers of wool pulp, who
have bern assessed since the suit was in-
stituted. The amount of money involved
is large.

NDUSTRIES ON THE
COAST INCREASING

Two Are Spoken of For Nootka Sound
—Scandinavian Will Establish Fish
Curing Station.

A resident of the west coast.-of Van-
couver Island, now in the city, is autor-
ity for the statement that a Scandinavian
living in Portland is about to establish a
fishing station at Nootka Sound, . also
that A. R. Johnson, who is in the deog
shlmon business, will extend his opera-
tions to the same point. Two more im-
portant business. establishments wiii thus
be provided on the coast. The Scandin-
avian in question intends salting and cur-
ing salmon along the same line as was
followed by Portlaiid men operating in
this city last spring. The business is one
introduced in this province by Messrs.
Wallace Brothers, of Vancouver, a few
years ago, and which has been gradual-
ly growing, until last spring the exports
of salmon.treated after thi§ manner
amounted to many car loads. Until late-
Iy only the very best spring salmon were
used for the purpose. In order that the
magnificent size of the fish should not be
impaired in handling, the salmon are
usually packed in very large casks, some
weighing when full half a ton. Being
placed on the market in this condition
the fish demand good prices, and stand
as one of the best advertisements abroaxd

.| British Columbia products could have.

The business on which A. R. Johnson
has embarked on the coast, and which
he intends extending to Nootka Sound,
was referred. to in these columns a few
days ago. Mr. Johnson’s company has
already three stations on Barkley sound.

The resident of the coast says that the
new whaling station will not be ready for
business until spring, owing to the
changes that have been required in the
drying equipment, and he says it is prob-
able that the Orion, the whaling steam-
er, may return to Victoria to tie up until
spring. The whales caught have been
placed in lime, and im this condition, he
reports,. will be preserved until such
time as they can be handled at the
works.

WANT THE LOT.

Deminion Government Applied to by the
City Council.

The city council passed the following
resolution at  its meeting on Monday
regarding the freq grant of the water lot
on.

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CIRCULAR ON THE
NEW SCH90L ACT

INSTRUCTIONS FROM
EDUCATION OFFICE

| Information Given Relative to the Work-

iog of Statue in Rural School
Districts.

A circular has been issued from the
education office respecting the operation
of the Public Schools Act in rural dis-
tricts of the province. The icircular  is
as follows:

To meet the greatly increased cost of
the maintenance of .public schools during
the past few years, some change has been
magde in the financial administration of
the education department as set forth in
the “Public Schools Act, 1905,” and this
circular is issued for the information of
voters and guidance. of trustees,’with a
view of explaining fully the wquing of
those sections of the new act which deal
more particularly with the management
of the school affairs in rural sections of
the province.

In the districts which have “assisted
schools” the only change made is, that
the people will now provide directly for
the incidental expenses of the school. In
the case of assisted schools no rates will
be levied, the expenses being met by the
voluntary contribution of - parents and
others interested, in tne same manner as
the buildings and furnishings are now
provided. The whole of the salary  of
teachers in assisted -schools will be voted
by the legislature and paid, as heretofore.
from the provinecial treasury. The man-
ner of conducting- the business of assist-
ed schools remains unchanged under the
new act:

In the regularly organized ‘“‘rural school
districts” the people are now called. upon
to. provide the running expenses of the
schools and a small proportion of the
teachers’ salaries. In this case the regu-
lar amount of salary paid by the govern-
ment will be $40 per month, and this sum
will be supplemented by a grant of $1 for
every dollar by which the original
amount is increased by the district. For
example, say the average salary in such
district is $50 per month: In order to
maintain this basis the government con-
tributes $40 plus $5, or half of the ten
dollar increase, and the district need raise
only $5 per month for salary. e gov-
ernment will make such -supplémentary
grant up to any sum not exceeding $100
per year in each district. Sechool houses
will also be erected by the govermment in
rural sehool districts which have not yet
been provided with school houses, and in
any districts which 'may hereafter be or-
gatized. The people of the districts
themselves will ‘determine .the salary to
bes paid” to' the teuchers and. the sttm or
sums required for.the conduct of .the
schools. The manner in which such funds
are to be rmsed is set forth in this cir-
cular.;

Attention is called to:section{24 of the
new act, which provides for speeial aid
to districts in which it is needed; to sec-
tion 59, where exemption is made for
those who should not be .made liable for
the school rate; and to section 67, which
provides the right of appeal from assess-
ment,

Regulations Referring to the Duties of
Trustees of Assisted Schools and
Regular School Districts.

98. 'I'rustees holding office at the time
this act comes into force shall continue
in office and perform all the duties of
trustees under this act until their succes-
sors are elected in accordance with the
provisions of this act.

It is the duty of the secertary of trus-
tees to post notices calling for the first
meeting for the election of trustees under
the new act. These notices to be posted
in-at’ least three conspicuous places in
the ‘district, one of which must be the
school house.

At least ten days’ notice must be given
of all school meetings.

The first meeting for the election of
trustees under the new ‘act will be held
on Thursday, January 11th. 1906, and
thereafter the annual general meeting
shall be held on the Thursday following
the second Monday in January.

Election of Trustees at Annual Meeting.

At the genmeral meeting in January,
1906, three trustees must be elected for
each . school, to serve for one, two and
three years respectively, according to the
number of votes received.

The person receiving the largest num-
ber of votes shall continue'in office until
the next ensuing annual school meeting
after his election, and' for ' two years
thereafter, reckoning therefrom, and
from that time onward until his succes-
sor shall have been elected:

The person receiving the next largest
number of votes shall cohtinue in office
until the next ensuing angual K school
meeting in such district, and untii his
successor shall have been elected.

At each subsequent annual meeting one
trustee must be elected to succeed the
retiring ‘member .of the ‘board,’ and the
persoi then elected shall serve for three
years, If any member of the board re-
signs during the year. a meeting must be
called to elect someone to take his place,
and the person so elected will serve only
for the unexpired portion of the retiring
member’s term of office. Thus a board
will always be composed of three mem-
bers, one of whom retires each year.

Trustees must meet at least once in
every three months.

Appointment and dismissal of teachers
is in the hands of trustees, and special
attention is directed to the provisions of
the act, which stipulates that only such
persons as hold certificates of qualifica-
tion from the education department are
eligible for appointment, and no’ govern-
ment salary can be paid to any uncertifi-
cated teacher.

A. A. Arthur and Party Delighted With
Country Along Proposed Way
of Midway and Vernon.

A. A. Arthur, president of the Okana-
gan Construction Company, which has
the contract for the completion of the

Midway & Vernon railway, is now in the'

interior looking over the country through
which the line will pass. He is accom-
panied by two other representatives of
capital, F. O. Harvey, M. 1. M. M., of
London, England, and C. B. Schmidt, of
Puebla, Col. The latter gentleman spent
several weeks in Vietoria with Mr. "Ar-
thur.

It is understood that one of the prin-
cipal objects of the trip to the interior
at this time is for the purpose of look-
ing into the possibilities of the country
with the object in view of extending
branch lines.

The Boundary Creek Times, of Green-
wood, says:

“Mr, Schmidt was here in the interests
of German capitalists who are investing
in the enterprise. They have invested
heavily in irrigated lands in the vicinity
of Pueblo, and Mr. Schmidt is looking
after their interests in the United States.
Having had much to do with the irri-
gation of the arid lands of Colorado, he
was naturally interested in the irrigation
of British Columbia lands and particu-
larly in the fruit growing industry. In
Colorado the sugar beet industry has
been developed very successfully and Mr.
Schmidt sees no good reason why a
similar industry shonld not be established
in the interior of this province. He is
investigating all-matters connected with
agriculture and horticulture in the coun-
try tributary to the Midway & Vernon,
and will report to his principals regard-
ing the same.

“Mr.” Harvey is a mining expert who
is examining into the mineral resources
of this district. He visited the big mines
of the Boundary and then went up the
West Fork country to see the rich mines
of that district.

In support of the’ Pesolation the movet
referred to the fact that a debate in the

“T'is very distressing to think that the
ple of the Northwvest should be treat-

ed so by the Dominion government. They
asked to be invested with the rights of
self-government and that measure of
autonomy which is assumed to be the
birthright of all Canadians. Their re-
guest was granted, and as far as can be

gathered the Northwesterners are well
satisfied. If they are displeased they
will probably make their displeasure
known at the coming general elections.
In that case it is presumed that Mr.
Haultain, the Conservative leader who
is so thoroughly ashamed of the record
of his party that he has had all his fok
lowers nominated as independents, will
be called to power in one of the provinces,
and Mr. Bennett, who is as reckless in
bhis political courses as he is irresponsi-
ble in speech, will be the choice of the
Lieut.-Governor in the other. In such an
event, which we are assured by the
oracle is most certain to come to pass,
Saskatchewan and Alberta will h‘ave
champions who will strive continuously
to get all their wrongs righted.

But surely it is rather inconsistent and
altogether illogical to argue that it is &
matter for complaint against the Domin-
ion government that generous terms
were accorded the new provinces by a
Liberal administration simply because
harsh conditions were imposed by a Con-
gervative government upon British Col-
‘umbia and Manitoba at the time they
took up the alleged grievous burdens of
the federal partnership. We submit
it is not consistent to hold that it was
wrong to withhold the public lands from
the two new provinces and at the same
time to condemn the government for
agreeing to contribute to the said prov-
inces larger subsidies than the lands are
said to be worth.

The rapid increase in the population of
the Northwest and the coincidentally
rapid development of all the prairie re:
gion in produet and wealth has been due
to the fact that there. are lands there
free to all who care to go -in and take
them up. It is because the federal gov-
ernment desired to insure the continua-
tion of such comditions that it decided to
retain the lands and give the provinces
what was believed to be generous com-
pensation for the same in subsidies,

If Saskatcuewan and Alberta had been
endowed with the rights they are
alleged to have been entitled: to
by the critics of the government,
it is presumed that they would
have entered confederation upom terms
substantiaily equivalent to. the terms
granted the other provinces. The sub-
sidies derived trom federal sources would

‘have not been sufficient to meet the or-
“dinary expenses of adminpistration. Ad-

ditional revenue would have been re-
quired. No other province in the Domin~

“4on would submit to the impesition of

such & rate of taxation as is forced upon

i4he peopls of British Columbia by the

McBride government. If the right of
self-government in Saskatchewan and
‘Alberta had carried with it the
prospect” for the farmers and busi-
ness men of an increase of more than
a hundred per cent. in the collections for
the purposes of administration they would
have been quite comtent to retain in
their dependent condition until such time
as the prospects became more inviting.
'.I‘hey could only have saved themselves
from oppressive burdens by the sale of
the lands of which they are alleged to
have been wrongfully deprived. The
fands would certainly have been sold.

The policy of selling the lands that are

pow free to all settlers would have
hindered settlement and checked pro-
gress. The hopeful tone that pervades
the Northwest, the optimistic, enthusias-
tic spirit which sees with the eye of faith
some of the largest cities on the conti-
nent rearing themselves on the plains,
would be speedily extinguished, and
there would be a danger of reversion to
the conditions which prevailed before the
potentialities: of our agricultural regions
became knewn.

All the circumstances considered, there
{8 no doubt in the mind of any independ-
ent man of common sense that the feder-
al government has taken the wiser course
in deciding to retain the public land and
16 compensate the provinces for it in gen-
erous revenues for all time. The policy
of the Laurier government insures a
continuation and probably rapid ex-
pansion of the present prosperous busi-
ness conditions within the Dominion. It
insures also an overflowing Dominion
treasury, inasmuch as every new settler
brought into the Northwest immediately
becomes a contributor to the revemue of
the country. The policy adopted by the
Dominion government is in the interests
of the country as a whole, and it is a

THE BIG STICK AGAIN.

Presidetit Roosevelt has opened his
mouth again, and all the world is strain-

| ing: its ears to catch the ordeular, sig-
| nificent sentences.

This time it is China
that is specially interested in the words
of the mighty one and that may incline
her head with profit. Referring to the
boyeott upon American ' goods that a
short time ago created some commotion,
and we fear also some disquiet, in the
active circles of United States commerce,
President Roosevelt said: “We must in-
sist firmly on our rights and China must
beware of persisting in-a course of con-
duct to which we cannot honorably sub-
mit.,” There is a threat in this sentence

which ought to have the effect of making
the mandarins sit up and think. But we
confess we cannot comprehend with clar-
ity whom the threat is directed against.
The Chinese government, which in one
sense is not a diaphonous thing in that it
never transmits a great deal of light re-
specting its methods, had nothing what-
ever to do with the boyeott. The move-
ment was a private affair, as indeed are
nearly all movements in China which
affect the external world. The Ameris
can government ¢an hardly hold the Bm-
press of China and her ministers or ad-
visers responsible for that which they
had nothing to do. It would be just as
reasonable for the Empress and her
counsellors to hold the United States
immigration officers responsible for the
offences that in ignorance and self-suf-
ficiency have been committed against
Chinese gentlemen of cuiture, education
and refinement. In the limitations of
their knowledge American eustoms offi-
cials have been in the habit of classify-
ing all men who wore Mongolian fea-
tures, with “pig-tails” as rear attach-
ments, as ‘“Chinks.” But that did not
constitute an offence ecalling for diplo-
matic action. At least official ‘China did

not consider it such. But China private-
ly was offended, and China privately

adopted a course intended to make her
resentment’ visible. In the case of the
Uniteu States it is admitted that the
provisions of a treaty were systematical-
ly and continuously violated. In the case
of China, if there has been any contra-
version at all, it took the form of a
sporadic movement of resentment. For
that reason we do not think the presi-
dent is justified in shaking his Big Stick
in the face of China. Nor do we believe
he will disturb the Chinese mind greatly
by so doing.

At the same time we have our
doubts also whether the professors of the
Christian religion, whether even the min-
isters of religion themselves, at all times
emulate in practise the sublime teach-
ings of the meek and lowly Nazarene
in their dealings \with .and their refer-
ences to their fellow workers in the good
cause of world evangelization. It is well
known that the Churchmen of Great
Britein display but a trifle of Christian
love and charity for dissenters or Nom-
conformists. If they do not despise their
brethren in their hearts.they certainly
do mot press them to their bosome and
wish' them God-speed in the work to
which they have set their hands. It is
also understood_that a good deal of the
political weakness of the present Tory
administration in Great Britain is due
to the jealousy of Nonconformists re-
specting the influence of the church in the
councils of the government. The laws
governing education, which have given
great offence to dissenters, are ascribed
to the dominance of church influence in
the Balfour administration. It is per-
haps not unnatural for the perverse
secular press to take special note of
these bickerings and to enjoy an unhal-
lowed fling at their critical brethren of
the pulpit. We observe by a recent
issue of the London Chronicle that a
bitter attack on Nonconformists was
lately made from the pulpit of a church
by Rev. Henry Mitchell, vicar of 8t.
Edwards, Bamsley. Mr. Mitchell held
it was an idle boast on the part of Non-
comformists to say their churches were
free, for they were really more amenable
to the civil laws of the counfry than the
Established church. The clergy had
been accnsed of being dishonest men, but
he would challenge half of the Noncen-
formist ministry to prove that they were
honest, inasmuch as they did not, be-
cause they dare not, preach according to
the Calvinistic methods.ordained in their
trust deeds. It was well known, accord-
ing to Mr. Mitchell, that Nenconform-
ist ministers on entering'a new circuit,
cautiously avoided looking at the trust
deeds, and he could prove beyond doubt
that the Rev. R. J. Campbell, pastor of
the City Temple, declined to answer a
lady at & recent vestry me@ting, whether
he preached according to the doctrines
laid down- in the trust deeds of the prop-
erty.

SIR WILLIAM MULOCK'S
RETIREMENT.

It is evidently quite vain to expeet the
opposition press to accept as true the
government version of the cause of the
retirement of Sir William Mulock from
the post of Postmaster-General of Can-
ada. It has been decided that Sir Wil-
liam had a quarrel with his colleagues,
and, being a masterful man who was
denied his way by the majority who
are opposed to the nationalization of
telephones  and telegraphs, there was
nothing for him ‘to do but to leave the
government anf permit it to remain in its
condition of opposition to progress. It
is. true Sir Wilfrid Laurier and the ex-
Postmaster-General have given explicit
denials to the stories of dissemsions. But
what is the word of the Prime Minister
or of Sir William Mulock worth when
weighed in the balance against the im-
aginings of men who have had so much
experience in the past with ministerial
dissensions? The preservation of the
life of the government is of more account
in the estimation of Sir Wilfrid Laurier
than the publication of the truth. Still,
it is perhaps worthy of note that on the.
eve of Sir William’s retirement a dinner
was given at Ottawa by the Premier,
At this farewell repast some remarks
worthy of note were made by beth Sir
Wilfrid and Sir William. It is possible
that there is still a remnant in the Tory
party who will believe the statements
of two such eminent men, and for their
benefit, ag well as for the information of
the public generally, we reproduce them:

The Premier: “I desire to give you
one other toast, and it is that of our old
friend, the late Postmaster-General, and
the new Chief Justice of the Exchequer
division of the High” Court of Ontario.
It is to me and the colleagues of Sir Wil-
liam Mulock a very sad and very real

sncﬂﬂce indeed to have to pnrt with
him. Let me tell you a secret: this'is a
matter which has been known between
Bir William and myself for the last
four years.” Whes Sir William Mulock
came back from Australia in the year
1901, his health so much impaired that
he begged of me to relieve him from the
official duties which he had discharged
80 stfecesstully, as  Postmaster-General
in the Administration. 1 begged him at
that time not to insist upon my accept-
ing his. resignation, but to continue in
office and try if possible to recover his
usual health. He consented to my sug-
gestion, and persevered in his work, but
after a couple of years he had to inform
me that he thought he could not regain
his strength if he were to continue i
the very arduous task in which he was
engaged. You know, my colleagues es-
peciailly know, that Bir William’s dutiés
were of a very absorbing mnature, I
again begged him to defer a little longer,
but now I have come to realize that he
could never hope to recover his former
strength as long as he continued in such
arduous daties. We all know our friend,
Sir William, and we all know that what-
ever he undertakes he doés most thor-
oughly. We algo know how arduous are
the duties connected with the administra-
tion in a country like Canada. THere-
fore 1 came to the conclusion that it
would not have been fair to Sir William
had I asked him ‘to remain longer in
office, and very reluctantly I had to give
my consent to his withdrawing {rom the
cabinet, of which he has been an orna-
ment and a resourceful member. If our
friend were not here I miight say many
things of him which I prefer not to meén-
tion in his p: ce, which T would have
more pleasuf®in saying in his absence. I
would tell how much, for my part, I
shall miss him. We have been associated
from the time that he entered polities,
twenty-three years ago. Our associa-
tions became more intimate with years.
I have relied upon his advice, npon his
work, upon his energy and upon his abso-
lute loyalty to myself, to our party and
to the country. It gives me some satis-
faction that at all events his services
will not be lost to the country, but that
he will be able to serve it in another
capacity, not so absorbing as is political
life, but nevertheless one in which he
will be able to give Canada in another
form the benefit of his great ability. Of
his suceess in his new capacity I and
those that know him have no doubt
whatever.  Sir Willilam Mulock will
make a suceess of whatever he under-
takes, because he will put all his soul
and all his energy into his work. He
will not spare his efforts, and the only
thing I would recommend to him, if he
will allow me to make a reéommendation,
is to spare himself and not to devote him-
self with his customary intense vigor
to his duties, so that he may gain the
needed improvement in health, There-
fore, gentlemien, whilst it is a great sac-
rifice to myself, and a great sacrifice to
all of us, T have been obliged reluctantly
to aliow Sir William to go, and I have
taken this opportunity of asking a few
of his many friends to meet at this board,
just to testify to him In this very super-
ficial way ouir esteem, admiration, affec-
tion and friendship for him. In this I
am sure T have met ‘the wishes of all his
friends. -1 want Sir William Mulock in
the new"sphere 'of actioh npon which he
enters, and in which he will be a de-
cided ornament, to feel that he takes
with him our esteem, our friendship, our
admiration and our best wishes for his
sSuccess.

After alluding t6 the {ll-health that had
been the cause of his' retirement, Sir
William Mulock said:

But in this present instance, in my
own case there is something that makes
the parting to. me extremely bitter. I
was deeply interested in problems that
we are now developing. I must not
touch upon politics Here, of course; but
I see such rapid developments over our
country that it is the loss of the greatest
charm that could come to one not to be
able to take a hand in that work. In
addition to leaving the public work and

public lfe, whch has engaged my heart\

and energes s0 many years, I have be-
come attached to my colleagues, one
and all, and if the other gentlemen will
permit me, chiefly to my old friend, the
Premier, Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

He has alluded to owr acquaintance.
Twenty-three years ago it began as a
mere acquaintanceship, afterwards de-
veloping into a close personal friendship,
and later still, when I had come to learn
better his -object, his devotion to his
country, his high #ims to build up a

1 great and anited Canada in North Am-

erica, that friendship grew into admira-
tion for his purposes. Therefore, you
can realize the pang to me when I am
obliged to cease to take part as a fellow-
worker with him and to step down into
comparatively private life, and not ren-
dering him any further assistance in this
And 80 I go
with & very heavy heart from you all,
because 1 was in ‘such perfect accord
with you upon ali questions and enjoyed
sach friendly and happy relations with
you all; bat I will take with me into
private life memories and, I trust, at-
tachments that will last as long as life
itself. {(Long applause.) These friend-
ghips will perhaps serve to be a light to
lighten my remaining years, as the rays
of the setfing #an iltumine the hilltops
upon which 'we look from the capital.
T.et me express my best wishes for the
welfare of all my ecolleagues in the great
work in which they are engaged. To-
morrow I shall receive a deputation of
employees from the department which
until now I have administered, and then
I shall return to Toronto, When next
we meet you will still be engaged in the
work of nation-building, and I hope that
vou will have the best of health to en-
able you to carry it on effectually.

EDISON’S WARNING.

Thomas A, BEdison, a wizard who is
not without honor in his own special field
of activity, but who has fallen down la-
mentably in one particular to -which ‘we
shall refere later, has issned a warning
to young men, to the “modern woman,”
and to old men who ought to have gath-
ered wisdom by experience, against the
poisons which lie within the wrappers
of the alluring cigarette. - Mr. Edisen
spends nine-tenths of his time (the other
tenth he devotes to sleeping and eating)
to probing into the mysterious properties
of visible gases and invisible currents,
consequently he ought to know what he
is talking about when he says that cigar-
ettes are deadly. He claims that the
dangerous properties of the cigarette are
not what they are popularly or vualgarly
assumed to be. It is not nicotine that

mnlyzes the llmtted menta] capacity
and redudes ' the  lung power ‘of giddy
youth, of gay maidens and matrong or
of frisky old men. It i¢ @ chemical ngent
known ds “acrolein” that does the busi-
ness of all devotees of the weed in its
paper-wrapped £6rm. Chemically “acro-
lein” is represented by the characters
“C3-H4-0,” meaning three parts carbon,
four parts hydrogen, and one part oxy-
gen.” It is produced by the- combustion
of the paper wrapper of the cigarette,
and when in suspension gives forth pun-
gent and intensely - disagreeable odors.
Any person who has passed through &
theatre lobby or any other public place
frequented by cigarette smokers can tes-
tify to the disagreeable smells emanating
from “C3-H4 O.” That is to say, the
odors are sufficiently nauseous to those
who are not worshippers at the cigarette
shrine of My Lady Nicotine. It is true
there are others who seem to enjoy the
atmosphere they create. d

Perhaps we ought to explain .on behalf
of cigarette smokers that all authdfities
do not agree in opinion with Mr. Edison.
Medical men claim that it is nicotine
that does the business of the too devoted
cigarette smoker. The mischief of the
cigarette lies in the appeals it makes to
the immature youth of the present gener-
ation. The cigar or the pipe in the lips
of & boy is apt to produce an uncomfort-
able feeling in the region of the stomach.
Until the memeory of $hat miserable hour
or two has been mellowed by the lapse
of time the boy who would prematurely
adopt the habits of a man is inelineg to
be very cautious about “hitting the pipe.”

«The preliminary dallyings with the cigar-

ette do not usually produce any smch
salutary warnings, The smoking habit
is thus formed with greater celerity and
without apparently disagreeable conse-
quences. But the work of undermining
the-physical constitution and enfeebling
the mental capacity goes steadily on.
And it is a matter of very considerable
doubt whetlger the danger signals hoisted
even by such a competent authority as
Mr. Edison will have much effect in
changing the condemnable habits of the
festive youth of the present generation.

We are convinced that the wizard
would be much more profitably employed
in perfecting that storage battery . of his
that was promised to the world more
than two years sago than in fulminating
against the cigarette. That invention was
going to create a revolution in mechanics
and place a working automobile in the
hands of every man of ordimary ieans.
The battery has not appeared yet. We
shall forego the pleasures and the in-
toxication and the dangers of motoring
until Edison’s complete machine is at
our gcommand.

JOHN HOUSTON, CONSERVATIVE.

John Houston, M. P, P., buffeted by

fortune and deserted by his friends, has
resigned the mayoralty of Nelson. In
his lettér of resignation, written from
foreign shores, Mr. Houston says that
although' in his declining years he finds
himself without funds, he still possesges
good health and has confidenee in his
ability to ultimately meet all the obliga-
tions he has incurred in the course of his
somewhat tempestuous career. The per-
sonal friends of the ex-mayor, who are
as numerous and loyal as his personal
enemies are few and bitter, are con-
fident that, as they express it, Mr. Hous-
ton will “make good.” But we observe
that the politicians with whom the repre-
sentative of Nelson has during the whole
of his career in British Columbia been
associated are not satisfied with 'his
promiges. They are demanding ' his
resignation as a legislator. Considering
that Mr. Houston was for some years
president of the Conservative Associa-
tion of British Columbia, that he was
congidered by Premier McBride a fit and
proper person to sit in the councils of
the state as a colleague and was actu-
ally e¢alled upon to accept a portfolio in
the first Conservative government British
Columbia has ever had, it would surely
be becoming on the part of all Conserva-
tives to await with patience voluntary
action on his part.

The conditions in the printing trade,
to which John Houston was brought up,
haye changed greatly 'within the past
few -years.. It may be that the veteran
will not find ‘the path so easy to travel
upon as it was in the days when type-
setting machines were still in embryo.
Besides, it is well known that British
Columbia has gained a strong hold upon
the rugged - affections of the erratic
printer and politician, His heart may
yearn for old scenes of struggle, strife
and conflict. It would not greatly sur-
prise those who know him best if he
should appear upon the battieground
again as suddenly as he disappeared. If
Mr, Houston finds that it is decreed that
British Columbia shall know him no
more as a politiclan and shat his con-
stituency is in any danger of suffering by
his absence, his resignation will come
quickly enough. We submit that, con-

sidering all the circumstances, ang es-
pecially the relations which at one time

existed between John Houston and the
Conservative party in British Columbia,
a trifle of forbearance towards the man
in the day of his adversity would be in
better taste than imperious demands for
his resignation from the legislature and
the immediate closing of his career as
a prominent and not unimportant figure
in the public affairs of the province,
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INSURANCE SCANDALS.

Recent revelations respecting the con-
duct of the affairs of the great insurance
companies of the United States have

moved Canadians to ifiquire whether the |

management of the home companies, in
which a vast number of people have in-
vested their savings against the inscrut-
able and uncertain events of the future,
will bear without adverse criticism the
light of the fullest publicity. Not that
there need be the slightest misgiving on
the part of the insured wespecting the
financial soondness.of any of -the insur-
ance concerns in either Canada or the
United States. It is simply a question
whether the enormous sums poured year
after year into the treasuries of the com-
panies are handled in such a manner as
trust . funds ought to be handled. The
officers of the great companies in the
United States appear to have as-
sumed that as long as policy-holders were
guaranteed all that their contracts eall-
ed for and shareholders were assured
dividends, their interest in the internal
affairs of the companies should not
prompt them to be too inquisitive re-
specting the conduct and remuneration
of officials. Presuming on this comfort-
able and eonvenient assimiliation, men
like McCaul and Hyde and others, man-
ipulating vast sums of money with a
single eye to their own financial advan-
tage, played into each others’ hands with
the dexterity of accomplished shaipers,
and lived like princes and potentates.
The New York investigation has made
the fact plain that the modern insurance
system, from the point of view of man-
agerial magnates, is the greatest graft

of all in this age of graft. Hundreds of |

thousands of dollars were wasted annu-
ally in making things smooth for fhe
manipulators. Corps of correspondents
were cmployed for the purpose of pre-
senting matters in a favorable light to
the public through the press. The most
consummate finesse was apparent in
every movement on the board. But we
have not observed as yet any suggestion
that the exposures--and the possible
abolition of the graft will have the efféct
of cheapening insurance to the publie.
Has the time not come for a revision of
the acturial mortality tables, or at least
to make allowance for ‘he earning capac-

ity of the accumulated funds of the |

policy-holders when considering the “ex-
pectations of life” as set down in the
mortality tables? If the revelations sug-
gest anything besides common honesty
and business integrity to the minds of
the insured, they suggest cheaper insur-
ance,

CARNEGIE AND CANADIANS.

It has been said that Mr. Andrew Car-
negie is no friend of Canada. We do
not know what this opinion is founded
upon. Carnegie has given plenty of
proof that he is a very good friend of
Canadians. He has peculiar ideas, re-
specting the future of this country and
of the empire of whieh it is with every
passing year becoming a more important
part. But Mr. Carnegie’s opinions are
the product of his environment. His con-
ceptions are founded upon what he has
heard in the circles in which he moves in
the United States and Great Britain. The
native Briton of _a certain class is
notoriously sceptical respecting the per-
manence of the present relationship be-
tween this country and the Mother Land.

JUDGMENT HAS
BEEN RESERVED

COUNSEL coNcLuDED
ARGUMENTS IN CASE

Court Will Decide Whether Title Can
Be Granted Under Settlers’
- ““Rights Act.

The B. & N. settlers’ rights case was
| resumed yesterday afternoon in the Su-
| preme court before Mr, Justice Martin.

A. E. MecPhillips, K. C., concluded his
appeal on behalf of the defendant, Mr.
McGregor, by generally reviewing the
ground taken by him in the previeus
part of his argument.

A. P. Luxton, K. C., followed on be-
half of the E. & N. Railway Company.
He held that in view of the fact that a
reserve of the land in question was estab-
lished in 1875, that therefore the defend-
ant had no right t6 go on the land. The
government agent had told the defendant
of the reservé at the time he sought pre-
emption. No appeal was taken at.that
time.

The land was conveyed to the Dotmu-
ion. ‘and then to the E. & N. It was
properly sland ineluded in -the gramt to
the E. & N. under the Settlement Act, as
it was not land which was then held un-
der crown grant, lease, agreement for
sale or other alienation by the crown; nor
was it Indian or military reserve.

He argued that the ‘“settlements’ :re-
ferred to were Indian settlements:\und
contended that the Land Act of that day
bore this out. !

The legislature in the act of 1904 clear-
ly had in view assisting only those who
were entitled to pre-emption claims at
the time. ~The defendant did not come
under that class. The land could not
have been occupied in accordance with
any land act if occupied after 1873, for
a reserve was then placed oxf the land.

There might be thoSe who pre-empted
land prior to 1873. These would of
course be entitied to grants of land under
the act.

Alienation under the Bettlement Act
only meant an alienation known to the
laws to the country. Alienation by pre-
emption could be the only one known to
law.

This land was not excepted out of that
granted by the Settlement Act. He took
the position that the act of 1904 was
ultra vires.

Mr. MePhillips alluded to the fact that
under the act of 1870 the reserve section
came under the head of “surveyed land.”
It was possible that perhaps there was
not the right to reserve this land, it be-
ing unsurveyed land.

His Lordship then asked Mr., Me-
Phillips: “Snppose for argument there
was a reserve, whet right had the settlers
to go on it?”

Mr. McPhillips replied that the legis-
lature, the highest eourt in the land, said
that the land was open to Settlement, and
said this in face of the highest tribunal.
It amounts then to a declaratory _state-
ment as to the law. -Hven if it had not
"been aceording to law, the legislature
made it law. The act states that the
claims of these settlers was a right. With
the premises laid down by the legislature
that the land as open to settlement, the
court was therefore removed from in-
duiring into the premises. There was no
withholding of facts from the legislature
and the preamble was a part of the act.

According to Mr. Gore no one between
{1873 and 1883 got any rights. Under
| those circumstances Mr. Luxton’s argu-
| ment ‘'meant that the Settlers’ Rights Act
accomplished nothing.

Mr, Luxton said that the King having
granted land before could mnot do so
again.

Mr. McPhillips contended-that if two
grants were made and it was found that
one followed the statute, then this would
| take precedence over one made by the
! King. 7This was the practice in England.
| Further, he argued that if ‘the King
knew of a grant to A when he made a
to B, the latter was held to be
good.. The same would apply to crown
land under the laws of the province.

In the case of the E. & N. lands, the
province made a conveyance to the Do-
minion in trust. The Dominion did not
{ therefore become owners of the
{ When it went to the HE. & N. the prov-
ince could act upon the land. The legis-
|lature could denude the eompany of the
| rights it had in the land if it so Iegislated.
‘| Mr. Luxton said in passing the Set-
ltlemem Act the lands became Dominion

lands. The Dominion legislation in effect
said the lands shall be held by the E. &
N. Company for operating a railroad.

BETWEEN STEAMERS
PLYING ON SKEENA

| Lapt. Gandin Hears Evidence Given By
Captains of Hasleton and Mount
Royal.

An investigation by order of the depart-
ment of marine and fisheries into the col-
lision between the steamers Mount Royal
and Hasleton, on the Skeena river in the
{ early part of May of last year, was on
' Monday held by Capt. Gaudin, the local
agent of the department. Three wit-
nesses were called, and the inquiry was
then adjourned until such timre as others
arrive from the North.

Capt. James H. Bonser was the first
witness, and on being sworn said that
he held a master’s certificate of a minor
inland water grade. He was captain of
the Hasleton during the season of 1904.
On the 4th of May, in that year, he saw
the Mount Royal leaving a wood pile,
the position of which he indicated on a
chart submitted to the commissioner,
The Mount Royal was coming 300 or 400
yards astern. She was in about the
middle of the river, a. little to the star-
board. Capt. Bonser said that he had
taken on seven cords of wood.- He had to
go to Hardscrabble bar to take on
enough wood to take him over the rapids.
He there took on a cord and a half to
make -sure that he had enough fuel teo
last him until the next wood pile was
reached.

The witness then stated that he steered
straight for Hardscrabble bar after leav-
ing the wood pile. In the meanwhile the
Mount Royal was overhauling the
Hasleton, and reached her after the lat-
ter had got to a standstill in siro1g
water, running at the rate of abour eight
miles an hour. The Mount Royai was
the faster boat, and chased the Hasleton
for half a mile. A collision took fiace
at the bar.

Continuing, Captain Bonser said they
came alongside attempfing to pass him.
The boats were neck and neck. They
cams within about three feet of one an-
other, and then they ‘“sucked” iogether
—any poat would do that, any H:: bot-
tomed boal in that water. The Mount
Royal ziruck the after port of the Hasle:
ton. “When he caught me,” said ibe
captain, “I put my wheel hard npor: 1o
prevent him putting me on the bar. His
boat is heavier than mine, and h» threw
me over and I struck the rocks ihree
times, and’ made a hole m the hottom
under the boiler.”

Asked what steps he had taken 16 avoid
a collision, Capt. Bonser said: “I stood
ol my ecourse'as near s possible. Iie
dropped -back -and fouled me. T couldn't
stop, it would have wean Jdangerons
swinging across his bow. I kept my
course and speed. He droppod -iack :nd
his pressure left me, and she hung on the
rock until she sheerad quitc a bit. That
left an opening for the Mbunt Reyal srd
she came up full speed around my bow. 1
eaught the Mount Royal within four feet
of where she did me on her port quarter.
Between the two collisions a minute
elapsed.”

Capt. Bonser, in answer to the com-
migisoner, then described more minutely
what he had domne on the occasion. He
had 15 or 18 passengers aboard. Captain
Johnsen had come out of the pilot house
and had left the wheel with ne one in
charge, going some 15 or 20 feet from it.
At the time.the two boats were 30 or 40
feet apart. His boat was going fnll speed
and the Hasleton was in the current.
Had the Hasleton backed the- conse-
quences would have been serious.

Btewart B. Johnson, master of the
steamer Mount Royal, was then sworn.
He also held. a certificate of a minor
inland water grade. He testified that
the .Haselfon was at Port Essington
when ‘the Mount Royal sailed. *“As the
Haselton came in sight below the can-
yon,” he said, “we were just ready to
leave.  We had been there some time
fixing the throttle valve. The Haselton
came in sight round the bend. She
steamed by and went into-the canyon
without landing. I remained tied up for
85 minutes to give the Haselton time
to get on through. That is the time it
tfakes us to get through. Wpe then left.
As I got into the lower end of the can-
yon I could see the smoke of the Hasle-
ton at the upper end of the canyon. I
stopped my boat. The current was very
slack, and I drifted around in there, I
kept moving ‘back and forth so that I
could see what the other boat was doing
until T saw it going on around the bar
at the head of the canyon. I.then pro-
ceeded to the bar and went -on around.
The Hasleton had gone ahead. We
could see her smoke a mile ahead above
the hend. I got around the bar and went
up the river about a mile andg a half to
a wood pile. About 3 o'clock we left
there, and about a half mile beyond we
came in sight of the Haselton again, She
was lining up on the port side of the
river. The Haselton had gone around
the bend out of sight. Next time we
came in sight of the Haselton she was
lying at a wood pile just around the bend
on the starboard side of the river, That
was the commencement of the trouble.

“As we got within about 200 yards of
the Hasleton she began to get under
way, leaving some of her wood on the
bank. She backed in order to make a
start for up stream. We stemed up the
river until the Mount Royal’s bow was
about opposite to the Hasleton’s. The
two boats were on the opposite sides of
the river and about 175 or 200 yards
apart. We were on the port and they
on the starboard side. I kept on my
course and the Hasleton steamed diag-
onally across the river towards the bank
that I was going ap. As I saw that the
Hasleton was goipg to crowd in on my
course I kept my boat a little closer to
shore. The Hasleton was getting very
close to us so 1 stopped my vessel and
went full speed: asterm. - As I backed
down, Capt. Bonser opéned his pilot
house window. and waved his hand at
me as if he was having a good tlme and
enjoying it. As I backed down he kept
on full speed across my.bow, and as he
weént on ahead the port crank of his en-
gine in revolving struck me under my

guard forward 10 or 15 feet back of the
bow.

“After I had backed down clear from
the Hasleton’s stern I stafted across the
river to take the other side.” As I went
over and was going up along the side
of the bank of Hardscrabble Islang I
saw ' that the Hasleton was coming
across the river again. She swung out
and as she crossed the river she kind of
drifted. As near as I could see she made
a course like an S as she came over close
to me. She steadied up about 20 or 30
feet from me on the outside and the two
boats ran along paraliel in that position,
The Mount Royal was drawing ahead a
little all the time, her bow - would be
about opposite to our engine room, and

‘he threw his wheel hard down towards

me. In a second the Hasleton crashed
into us. I saw him actually put his helm
to port and his wheel to starboard. Af-
ter the two boats got started again the
Mount Royal, being the faster boat, kept
coming up om the Hasleton,

“Whichever side.of the river I hap-
pened to be on,” continned the Mount
Royal’s skipper, “Capt. Bonser would
come aeross my bow, compelling me to
slow down; in several.instances to keep
away from him, He would go ahead,
wave his hand out of the pilot house,
and in one instance he tooted his whistle
at me.”

Patrick Hickey, engineer on the steam-
er Mount Royal, was also called but was
unable to give any information as to the
relative positions of the two boats. The

AN IMPROVEMENT IN
ESQUIMALT SERVICE

Original Fifteen Minate Run Will Be
Introduced Next Month—Work at
the Gorge Park.

The steam plant which is being in-
stalled by the B. C. BEilectric Railway
Company at their Store street headquart-
ers shoud be ready for operation in the
course of a few weeks,  The foundaticns
have already been laid and gangs of men
are now employed in handling and put-
ting in place the heavy boilers and en-
gines of which the plant is composed.
Some time ago reference was made in
these columns to the determination of the
management of the company to provide
against any possible accident which
would' deprive them of. the power gefer-
ated at the Goldstream station.  With
this end in .view it was decided to placé
a subsidiary steam equipment in Vie-
toria. Thus, if through any combination
of circumstances the Goldstream power
should be temporarily shut off, there wul
still be sufficient power available to con-
tinue the operation of the conipany’s
system.

Another improvement the: tramway
company has decided upon is in connec-
tion with the KEsquimalt service, Resi-
dents of that district-as well as of Vie-
toria West will remember that after the
completion of the branch line to the
Gorge a twenty-minute service to the
latter point and Esquimalt was intro-
duced. This was brought intp force
more particularly for the benefit of tour-
ists and citizens who mijght desire to
visit that resort amring, & the..sumsmer
months. Now, _however, ; there is no
reason for a through service' to the
Gorge—in fact the traffic dees not war-
rant it—consequently the .officials have
decided to make a change for the winter
months. The originai fifteen minute
service to Esquimalt will be introduced
by the construction of a switch at Head
street. Work on this commences to-mor-
row, and will be compieted in time to
allow the alteration in the schedule men-
tioned to start on the first of next month.

The summer service on both the Esqui-
malt and Gorge routes will open early
in the spring, or as soon as the transcient
travel warrants another alteration. At
the present time the company is spending
considerable money in the repair and im-
provement of the Gorge park in prepar-
ation for next summer. Men are con-
stantly employed in clearing away the
underbrush, constructing by-paths to dif-
ferent points of interest, and the levelling
of the ground surrounding the band
stand. It has been dug over and plant-
ed with a speecial variety of grass seed,
imported for the purpose at considerable
trouble and expense. This is not all the
work contemplated, however, the man-
agement having in mind plans which will
not be definifely decided upon until early
next year. There will then be plenty of
time to take them up, and with enter-
prise and energy, have them ready for
the entertainment of the public during
the summer months. ' A number of local
capitalists, it is stated, have announced
their intention .of imstalling chute-the-
chute, bump-the-bumps, dnd other novel
attractions which are so popular at al-
meost all American resorts.

After an extensive tour of the eastern
{ States and Canada for the purpose of
‘jlooking into the methods of the sight-see-
;ing automobile concerns of the largest
| citiés, J. Rostein, of the Victoria Trans-
fer Company, returned several days ago
| perfectly satisfied with the results of his
[trip. Seen by a Times representative
| on Tuesday he stated that an electric
| car having seating accommsdation for
!20 passengers will be placed upon the
| route over which the ordinary tally-hoes
{ have done service for the past two years.
| He estimated that an expenditure = of
| about $6,000 would be necessary in order
{to obtain a machine thoroughly up-to-
| date in all respects, and nothing but the
{ best would be procured. Now that it
{had been demonstrated that the tourist
{travel through Victoria was sufficient to
| make such a venture profitable the best
| possible service would be provided, The
j-car awill be here and ready for operation
‘in time for the opening of the heavy
\travel in the early spring.

One of the first places in which Mr.
}Rostem made investigations in regard to
| automobiles was Chicago, and, although
| he found two or three electric carriages
| catering to the tourist trade, none seem-
{ed to be doing a particularly good busi-
|ness. In Buffalo there were mno sight-
(seeing cars, but here, more than in any
iother city visited, Mr. Rostsin noticed
that'the eléetric vehicle had almost en-
|t1relv taken the place of the horse. The
| Adams Hxpress Company, he found, had
a large number of autemobiles of a de-
sign calculated to handle ‘the heaviest
kind of traffic expeditiously. "There were
heavy and light, fast and slow, and, in
fact, machines of every imaginable char-
acter. - Some of the largest were equip-
ped with 25 to 30 horse-ppwer engines,
and, of course, were ufilized for the kind
of trafic which the ‘average dray horse
is generally ‘put to in places, where the
competition of the horseless carriages is
not yet so apparent.

At Toronto Mr. Rostein was surprised
to find that the vehicles now 'used in Vie-
toria were in.vogué there; and-evidently
| giving 'satisfaction.  The same was the
{case at Montreal. *Yes, you may say,”

he went on, “that I found that the ser-
| vice given in Viectoria excels that of any
| other city its size throughout the east.”

| Very few towns of the population of Vie-

toria, he said, boasted of a tally-ho, much
| less a sight-seeing automobile, But then,
| he explained, there were few cities with
| as pretty scenery or as many other attrac-

| tions to tourists as the eapital of British*

{ Columbia.

| It was during hig stay in New York
that Mr. Rostein’s eyes were opened to
the extent of the use of the automobile
| for conveying visitors to points of inter-
fest. Owe of his first steps upon reaching
| there was to make inquiries, and it
wasn’t long before he was directed to one
‘of the depots. He discovered that there
were seven automobile companies cater-
ing to the tourist travel, every one of
which was doing a profitable business.
Machines capable of carrying forty pass<
| engers Were crowded on every trip, and
| presented a striking spectacle as they
| moved slowly through different parts of
| the ecity, the “lecturer,” as he is called,
‘pointinz out and explaining points of in-
| terest through a megaphone en route.
\But the night trip through Chinatown
is one with which Mr. Restein was par-
tienlarly impressed. At night the car is
brilliantly illuminated with incandes-
cent lights. ‘The passengers are taken
througn that part of the city, invited into
one of the best Chinese restaurants and
given an evening supper, the menu of
which consists of true Oriental delicaeies.
It is just possible, although Mr. Rostein
makes no definite statement, that ‘this
will be made a feature of the local ser-
vice next year. An automobile ride
through Vietoria’s Chinatown, together
| with a visit to the joss house and other
| interesting buildings would no Joubt af-
ford considerable entertainment to visi-
tors.

The 20-passenger automobile which
will be procured for the Victoria service
wiil be different from that ordinarily seen
{in the east. It will be constructed spe-
c&ally for the rongher roads, and.the fast
driving necemsary to cover the territary
|'ineluded 'in the route-which has peen fol-
| lowwed since the inauguration of a tally-
1ho service. That it will prove a profit:
able venture Mr. Rostein has no doubt;
and nothing will be omitted in the en-
deavor. to make it entirely satisfactory teo
patrons.

THE IMPORTANCE OF
DESTROYING PESTS

Another Article on Successfal Fruit
Growlng on Vancouver Istand—Cal-
tivation of Seil Advised.

The thirteenth of the series of articles
on Frait Culture on Vancouver Island
is given this week. Tha writer deals
with insect pests as follows:

Our agricultural development on Van-
couver Island dates back to the Hudson’s
Bay Company days. The hardy pioneers
soon Giscovered the ‘“Garden of Eden” of
British Columbia with its fertile soil and
bracing climate. The returning miners
from the Cariboo excitement were so
charmed with the surroundings here_th_t}_t
they too selected a suitable location and
cleared a patch on which to fellow the
bend of their inclinations in raising
stock, grain, vegetables and fruit, - In
general they mixed them up, as soon as
the size of the clearing permitted. The
result is that we have more old orchards
than any other part of the province.

The apple was, as usual, the favorite
fruit, and the varieties that were planted
were many apd unnameable, -In early
days the sciénce of fruit growing was
little understood. The tree was planted
and allowed to hustle for itself, usually
in ‘sod., Trees grown this way soon be-
come weak and stunted and are easy
victims to the ravages of insect and
fungus pests, and this is just what hap-
pened. We look te-day at some of the
delapidated old orchards and wonder
how they managed to eke out an exist-
ence until now under so heavy a handi-
cap. I have heard strangers remark on
the short life of a tree in this country
as undersized by the trees found in this
neglected state. They would all have
died long ago but for the all-wise hangd of
nature providing a parasite for every
pest. © These parasites exist by devour-
ing the pest, after the same principle as
“The bee sucks the flower, the frog eats
the bee, the snake eats the frog, the hog
eats the snake, and man eats the hog,”
or “The little fleas that do us tease have
other fleas that bite ’em.”

Modern science has demonstrated that
pests, both inseets and fungus, are live
germs, each having likes and dislikes
respecting what they live on, and means
have been discovered how to prevent
them' infecting the orchard and also how
to exterminate by artificial means both
pest and parasité if perchance they
should gain a'= foothold on our trees.
Bulletins are issued by the Dominion
and Provincial department of agrienl-
ture on spraying, and anyone can have
them sent free on application. The
latest and best remedies for the various
pests are given, together with the cor-
rect formulas and suggestions made as
to the time and method for effective ap~
plication in eaeh ease. The informa-
tion is thoroughly reliable and is of prac-
tical value to every fruit grower.

In view of this fact I will confine my
remarks to suggestions for the preven-
tion of pests by using method in tillage
and selection of fertilizers.

Clean culture leavés the' insect pests
without cover which is neecessary to their
propogation. By removing prunings,
shrivelled* fruit or windfalls, in short all
rubbish in which insect pests could find
a shelter and burning it a vast amount
of them will be destroyed, and what is
left will have to seek elsewhere for an
existence or starve to death. If chickens
are allowed in the orchard in the fall
they will eat up almost every ‘insect in
sight, whether in the larvae or the adult
states, a benefit both to the chicken and
tHe orchard. Vegetable decay favors
development of insects.. Thus rotation
of fertilizer is advisdble. ~Stable manure
should be mixed with bone and potash.
Mineral fertilizers, such as nitrate of
soda and muriate of potash are fatal to
many insects on account of their salty
properties. A rotation of stable manure
and mineral fertilizers is therefore a
good practice. Spraying with a lye wash
in winter prevents fungus growth and is
sure death to moss., If the trunks  of
trees have loose bark 6n'them it shounld

be scraped off, otherwise a hiding place’

for caterpillar eggs and other pests is
left. Whitewashing the trunk and

branches prevents seale attack. This:

modifies the force of the sun’s rays upon
the tree trumk.
to the weakened condition of the bark
caused by being burned by the sun
rays.

There are many other ways of pre-
venting insect pests, but the most im-
portant of all is good cultivation. If
the trees and plants ave given clean cul-
tivation and maintained in a vigorous
condition and given plenty of readily
plant food little difficulty will be experi-
enced in checking attacks from pests.

The poisoning by burning or choking
insects by dry and wet sprays and the
moest economic method of application will
be the next subject.

HATCHERIES ARE FULL.

A Splendid Run of Salmon Is Reported
By J. P. Babcack.

J. P. Babeack, fisheries commissioner
for the province, has returned from Sea-
ton lake. The prospects for seeding the
spawning grounds of the Fraser this
year are, as he stated in an interview
given in the Times some weeks ago, ex-
cellent.

At Seaton lake only about 20 per cent.
of the fish which came were retained,
the remainder being allowed to proceed
and spawn nautrally. There was obtain-
ed 45,000,000 sockeye eggs and 1,500,000
spring salmon eggs.

Ponds have been constructed in an arm
of the creek near the station, which will
be used for retaining the young salmon
until they reach a fine swimming condi-
tion. Over 30,000.000 will be reared
there, thus relieving the hatchery, which
{ has a capacity of only 10,000,000 full
swimming fish.

Mr. Babcock places the take at the
other hatcheries of the Fraser as follows:
Shuswap, 11,500,000 eggs; Birkenhead,
24 500,000 and Morice creek 6,000,000,
making with the Seaton lake take 87,-
000,000 for the hatcheries on the Fraser.

The location and run of fish, Mr. Bab-
cock says, favored the Seaton lake hatch-
ery this season.

The prospects are therefore excellent,
according to the fisheries commissioner,
for the run of salmon four years from
now.

CONVERE AT SEATTLE

Influential Gathesing Held on Monday
and Tuesday—Local Delegates At-
tended the Proceedings.

An 1nteresting convention, that of the
| Pacific Coast Advertising Men's Associa-
tion,” opened at the Washington hotel, Se-
attle, omn Monday, and concluded last
evening. It was attended by two local
delegates, namely, HerBert Cuthbert, sec-
retary of the Vlictoria Tourist Soclety, and
A. G. Sargison, managing director of the
Colonist. Representatives of the Eastern
States and all points of importance on the
Pacific Coast were In attendance. The first
day’s sessions were devoted almost exclu-
sively to the reading of papers and to de-
bate, while in the evening an  elaborate
banquet was enjoyed. All the second day
was devoted to entertainment. there being
a tour of the city by street cars and a
steamboat trip on Lake Washington in-
cluded in the programme.

In its account of the proceedings, the
Seattle Post-Intelligencer says: .

“A discussion of the ways and means by
which the demand for salmon can be in-
creased through advertising was made the
principal matter of business. The matter
was brought before the conventiom by Mil-
ler Freeman, editor of the Pacifie Fisher-
man, who, during the afternoon session,
read a paper on ‘‘Advertising Salmon and
the Pacific States in the -East.”

‘‘He advanced the contention that salmon
was insufficiently advertised, and advised
the co-operation of the packers in form-
ing some kind of an association, or other
organization, to make an annual appro-
priation for advertising = purposes. Mr.
Freeman thought that salmon should be
advertised just as salmon, without regard
to brand, the principal result to be obtain-
ed being to create such a market for the
product of the canneries as to make the
consumption of the entire pack possible.

“S. P. Weston, in. a speech which met
with the hearty approval of the other ad-
vertising men, dwelt on the value of salmon
as a foed, stating that it was ‘the peer of
any other fish, and that as a table delicacy
it should find a plaece of honor on the
| tables of epicures and good livers the
world over.

“Other speéeches were made colnclding
with the idea advaneed by Mr. Weston,
and then the matter of how best to accom-
plish the best results from an advertising
campaign was taken up.

‘“H. P. Stabler, president of the assocla-
tion and head of the bureau which has In
hand the advertising of California cured
fruits, came out firmly for a trade mark
which should symbolize salmon, and said
that unless such.a course was adopted all
expenditure for advertising would go for
naught.

“Mr. Stabler cited the success which had
crowned the advertising efforts of. certain
proprietary articles, and stated {hat in
nearly every case of a snccessful article
the trade mark was the most valuable asset
of the company.

‘‘Pack your salmon in as many ,grades
as is necessary,” said the speaker, ‘and
then have a trade mark for each grade,
and advertise this trade mark. Then you
will create a market for salmon by ad-
vertising and not before, and at the same
time the consumers, no matter from what
class they come, will know what kind of
salmon they want and what to expect
when they buy.’

* Mr. Stabler said that the plan of adver-
tising ‘California cured fruits’ had been
tried and found to be a failure, and that
now this product was advertised under a
distinetive trade mark, the result being
very gratifying.

“Mr. Freemen, however, was not in favor
of a trade mark; saying that in his opin-
ion the individwal packers could mot be
brought to thus lose their identity, and
relterated his first &tatement that salmon
should be advertised as salmon, and a
campaign started which would resuit in
the food value of this fish becoming far
more generally known than is the case at
present.

“The manner in which the fish are pack-
ed also came up for discussion, the adver-
| tising men speaking in favor of a more
attractive package.”

WINDY ARM'S PROSPECTS.

Governor McInnes Prophesies a Flourish-
ing Camp—Activity at Gold Fields.

“Governor McInnes has returned from
White Horse, Windy Arm, Kiuane and
Atlin, enthusiastic over the spirit .of Tre-
vival existing in that end of the Yukon,”
says the Dawson News.

Governor McInnes says: *The discovery
of quartz on Windy Arm has given a great
impetus to mining in that region. I be-
lleve the Windy Arm district will be the
centre of a camp that will surpass Ross-
land. The propérties now under develop-
ment show that the country has a magnifi-
cent future. Ninety-five men are at work
on the producing properties, and many
other clalms are being prospected. Clgims
are staked in every direction for many
miles. Conrad City or Carcross will be the
big town. - It is yet uncertain to say which
will be the best place. The town certainly
will be a large one. The new aeria]l tram
put in by the Conrad men will be in opera-
tion very soon. It reaches high up the
mountain and will convey a-‘great quantity
of ore dally to the cars or steamers. Mr.
Conrad, the moving spirit in the district,
is a man of ambitions that are just de-
signed to carry through @ big project of
this kind. ‘The ore at” Windy Arm is most-
ly silver and assays on the average from
$10 to $100 to the ton. Several from $40
to $100 to the ton. Several walls have
been Jocated and five of the mines have
tunnels. The scene of the new find is in a
cleft in the mountain where precipitous
walls Tise on either side 1,500 feet high, as
though cut with a mighty axe. The veins
uncovered thus far are 7 to 15 feet wide,
and one of them is stripped and exposed to
view the full height of the mountain. The
exposure is made at the edge of the bluff,
and shows fully the magnificent form of
the ore body snd the angle at which it lies.
The spirit of revival . existing at Windy
Arm has seized the owners:of copper pro-
perties at White Horse, and they are pre-
paring for new -activities. The Copper
King owners have progressed so far they
are about ready to make a refund or to
pay back the $5,000 loaned them by the
government - in. the early stage of their
work as aid in development. . This is one
of the fruits of public aid to new indus-
tries, the' claim is opened and the govern-
ment now gets back its money. Without
the government aid there is no telling when
the claim would have been opened.”

The White Horse Star referring to the
activity 'in the Windy Arm district says:

“Two miles of cable have been stretched
on tramway No. 1 and two weeks more of
favorable weather will see the completion
of the nearly four-mile stretch.

“The 'steamer Gleaner made a special
trip from Caribou to Conrad City, carrying
a full cargo of supplies for the Conrad
mines. As the steamer Is expected to tie
up for the winter on October 27th, she
will be busy ‘until that date taking in
goods sufficient to/keep the mines stocked
until the i¢e”ls in fit condition for freight-
ing.

‘“There are Mow 75'tons of ore from the
Montana mine in the Caribou warehouse
awaiting shipping orders.

“Col. .Conrad states that during the com-
ing winter he,will expend from one and a
half to two million dollars in the erection
of four new tramways, three concentrators
and a smelter, this outlay being justified
by recent development on the various pro-
perties, which are proving zicher and de-
veloping larger ore bodles with every shot.

“Extremely rich ore has been discovered

in the ‘Big Thing’ group, where a ledge
from 30 to 36 Inches wide in the Thistle
clalm goes 1,300 ounces in silver with some
gold. While the Aurora is thought to be
even richer than the Thistle, no work is
being dome on it owing to the heavy fall
of snow which prevents getting in ma-
terial with which to build winter quarters
for the miners.
' “Great disappointment is felt by Edmund
Bristol, M. P., and Col. Conrad at their
inability to house their men for work on
some of their properties this winter, but
on other of their claims fifty men will be
employed, and during the winter ore will
be freighted over the new government road
at the rate of from 50 to 100 tons daily.

“Material for another tramway will be
brought over the mountain this winter. It
will be five miles long and will have a
daily capacity of 500 tomns.”

CALIFORNIA éAPITALIST.

.Days Here,

Dr. Geo. A. Fife, Mrs. Fife and
daughter, of San Francisco, are in Viec-
toria for a few days, staying at the
Drierd. - Dr.’ Fife is a capitalist, and is
making a few months’ pleasure and
business trip.through Canada. On the
way to Victoria he stopped at Portland,
Seattle and other points, and will visit
many Canadian cities and places of in-
terest before returning home.

Years ago Dr. Fife was an army sur-
geon, serving with distinction during the
civil war. Afterwards he spent four
years in the service when he resigned.
He drifted out West, and is to-day one
of the well-known capitalists of Cali-
fornia.

In conversation this morning Dr. Fife
said: ‘“My ‘trip, or rather our trip,
is one of pleasure only, but of course I
must confess I am always on the lookout
for an investment. Do you know that
I was very much impressed with Seat-
tle. In my opinion Seattle has the

brightest prospects of any city on ‘the |

coast.”

Continuing, Dr. Fife said: “Victoria
is a pretty place and a nice place to live
in, but it needs to wake up.”

THREE SUCCESSFUL
MINERS IN THE CITY

Are on Their Way Sonth After Spending
Eight Years in the
North.

Lawrence Sinclair, A. K. Jowitt and
Joe Greenhow, three miners from Daw-
son, are in Victoria. They came down
from the North a few days ago and are
stopping at the Dominion while they see
the sights before leaving for Seattle, San
Francisco and other points.

This is the first time they have been
out of the Yukon district for eight years,
and yet they are even now becoming
nervous and restless to go back to the
mines. They had the same feeling, so
they ‘say, when they went on board the
steamer at Skagway. They resisted the
temptation, the strange fascination which
seems to éontinually urge them to- return
to the place which has so long been their
home, and seek more gold. If it had not

been for the fact that they all three in-
tend to visit the homes in their native
lands which they left in '97, it is doubt-
ful if they would ever have travelled this
far, but would have turned back at Skag-
way and to-day would have been digigng
for gold.

After these men get to San Francisco
Mr. Sinclair expects to go to Colorado,
Mr. Jowitt to New Zealand and Mr.
Greenhow to Australia.

The men have each made a small for-
tune. They have each staked out a good
claim which they are working, and all
expect to realize more from the property.
It is the intention of each to either sell
or lease his holdings. One of the trio at
"least expects to return to Dawson next
March to look after the mines, unless
they dispose of them in the meantime.

In talking of the trip, ete., Mr. Sin-
clair said: “The gold fever is something
queer. Once you get a real good case of
it, you cannot shake it off. I suppose
everyone has a touch of it at times, but
many .get over it and are content to go
along with the every day life, but when
it gets such a hold of you as to tempt
you to go hundreds and hundreds of miles
away from home and friends: from the
comforts of life. to the hardship of the
frozen North, then you have got the
{ genuine article. That is the kind of case
| that T got. I guess Jowitt and Greenhow
had a touch of the same kind. At any
rate we all went to Dawson. There we
met, one thing and another happened,
and we were thrown into each others
company a great deal. Jowitt and I es-
pecially, so we worked together. Green-
how was not with us so much, yet we all
three kind of worked together.

“At first we had trouble with our
claims. We staked out some good®claims,
some of the best on French hill, but we
eouldn’t gét them recorded. Right here
let me say the laws there are getting bet-
ter, and the mounted police are doing
wonders, Only the wild element cause
trouble ‘on electipn day, but take it all in
all the district is’' improving very fast.

“There is one great need at Dawson
City—it is an assay office. All the miners
have to sell is gold, and they eannot get
near what it is worth. Some pay more
than others, or just what they want to.
Another thing needed is cheaper trans-
portation on the outside.

“There is an idea generally believed
by people that the mining is carried on
only 'in the summer in the Yukon dis-
trict. That is a mistake. We work all
the year. Of course it is pretty tough
work, but then we gét used to that. There
are places. especially along the wet dis-
tricts, which cannot be worked in the
summer. The cold weather freezes the
water and then we go after it—get out
the pay dirt and thaw it out when warm
weather comes, |

“There is plenty of gold in the distriet.
It has only been gone over and the larger
pieces taken out. Of course it will take
machinery to do the work, but then it ig
there. In another two or three years the
creeks will have to be dredged, and hy-
draulic methods used, but it will pay, as
there is plenty of gold left. There is a
scarcity of water in many places. We
had to use the same water over ‘and over
at one place, and it cost us $35 per day
to keep tne pump going.

“Wages are fairly good, but living ex-
penses are high. Miners can get usually
$4 to $4.50 per day with board, or $7 to
$8 per day without board,

“Did it pay you to go0?’ was asked,
“and are you satisfied with what you
have got in return for eight years of
hardship?”

“You bet it has paid us,” spoke up each
one of the men, “and we are satisfied
with what we have made. Yet, of course,
we would like more; yet we will not com-
plain. It has been the experienge of our
lives and we feel well repaid.” '

“Are you going back?’ “We don't
know,” continued Mr, Sinclair. “I think
I will, but that is too far ahead to say for
sure. We wont go until next March,
anyway. Do you know that we want to
£0. . -Why every time I see a man with a
pick or shovel I feel kind of funny, and
want to get back to work. I suppose it
is the gold fever working on me again.”

BACK FROM DAWSON.
Arthur Davey Tells of Conditions in the
Canadian” Yukon.

| Arthur Davey, of the law firm of
Davey & Tobin, Dawson, is in the city
on a visit. Mr. Davey says that along
many of the creeks now the dredging by
large companies has taken the place of
individual mining. The large companies
by putting in the necessarily expensive
machinery are enabled to work lower
grade dirt than can be handled by the
older methods employed by individual
miners. .

As an example of the work which the
dredging companies can do, Mr, Davey
refers to the Canadian Klondike Mining
Company working on Bear creek.” The
results have been most encouraging.

The Bonanza Basin Goki Dredging
Company put a dredge in last season, but
it was completed too late for operating,
and will not begin until next summer.

The dry season interfered with hy-
draulicing last season to a considerable

easily $20,000.

W. M. Parsons, international field sec-
retary of the Y. M. C. A., delivered an
extended address. » “The Y. M. C. A.”
he said, “is a public work; it touches life
at more points than any other institu-
tion in the world; it ministers to the so-
cial and physical needs as well as the
spiritual; it stirs up ambition in the
young man, and in all these ways the
Y. M. C. A.-contributes to the wealth
and welfare of the city.”” He pointed
out how large employers of labor, ssuch
as railway dorporations, ete., had come to
realize the economic value an association
in the midst of their employees was to
them, quoting Mr. Stevens, president of
one of the great American roads; Gov-
ernor Cummings, of Qhio, and others, in
support of this; also mentioning the fact
that for the same reason the Canadian
Pacific railway had donated sites for the
Y. M. C. A. at ‘Calgary and Revelstoke.
The relation of the work to the home
was also dwelt upon, Mr. Parsons stat-
ing that the association required the same
standard of morality in men as was de-
manded of women. Those who loved and
valued the traditions of home should
stand at the back of a work that was
pledged to this standard, a work that
stood for the purity and integrity of the
young men of the community. He hoped
the new building would stand as a light-
house to beckon young men to better
things.

“Mr. Northcott, secretary of the Vie-
toria Y. M. C. A.. made what was one
of the best speeches of the evening,”
says the World. “He said that there was
one thing which all the other speakers
had overlooked—all accepted the building
as complete, but failed to note the work
had only just commenced. He called on
the young men who were going to enjoy
the benefits of the association to stand
under and support it, by being active
members, taking part in the committee
work and in the promotion of eevrything
necessary for the success of the institu-
tion. He said that the success of the
Y. M. C. A. depended entirely on the
young men in it.”

HEALTH THROUGH HYGIENE — THE FAT GIRT

By Dr. Emma E. Walker

HE girl who is too fat is nearly
always fond of sweets and dain-
ties. Exercise and diet are the
two chief lines along which she

must work in order to reduce her super-
fluous fiesh,

Every pound of fiesh--beyond that
which is necessary to make the form
symmetrical is an additional weight to
carry, a burden to overcome, and a
hindrance te all normal functions. In
other words, it stands ready to destroy
both health and beauty.

If you notice this tendency when you
are young, and especially if you know
that it is hereditary, begin early to keep
it down. Look first to your dlet. It is
‘not only the things which you eat, but
it is often the amount that you eat
which helps to produoe this unfortunate
condition. I know a girl now whose
form is most ungainly, and it is grow-
Ing more so every day. I believe that
ghe hardly ever comes home from a trip

:downtown without bringing a box or

two of candy.

It is generally the calm and phlegmatic
temperament, the girl who ‘does not
worry, who takes life easily, who in-
dulges herself in frequent rests, as well
ap in all things good to eat, Who 1s
troubled with an excess of fat.

Buch foods as cakes and pastries, ices,
creamp and candies, taken especially be-
twe mesals, bewsides wines and other
alecholié beverages, are very productive
of airharfiiians faah Té ia mnnah acalaw

In general, sweets and starches, be-
sides milk, creams and desserts, should
be, to a great extent, relinquished. There
should be no between-meal“indulgence.
Breakfast cereals, with, of course, cream
and sugar, must "be abstained from.
Many girls who are inclined to be over-
plump really believe that their appetite§
are small. It is curious to note how
?ften fleshy people will tell you this
act.

The basis of the dlet for obesity con-
sists of lean meat and dry food, but no
strict diet should be undertaken with-
out the personal observation and direc-
tion of a physician, for there are often
other indications which would not allow
Etliutch a regimen to be followed with bene-

Fats should not be entirely cut off,
because they are néeded to a certain
extent to aid digestion,

It must -be remembered that no cut-
and-dried rules can be given fer all
cages of obesity.  The individual must
be considered in this regard, just.as she
is in every other branch 6f hygiene.
You can soon tell by watching yourself
carefully what special foods add to your
own weight.

Asg far as possible, according to many
authorities, you should abstain from
taking. ‘much Iiquid, eéapecidlly with
meals. This holds true only in case that
you are in otherwise good condition, for
such diseases as gout and rheumatism
require an increased quantity of fluid.

One of our leading dietitians gives the

@A) ot

and alcoholic beverages. The little fluld
that is taken should consist of plain or
aerated water. As far as possible, the
food should be taken dry. Very juicy
fruits and vegetables, such as water-
melons and tomatoes, should not be
eaten.

A little butter may be taken;-but, aside
from that, fats should be eschewed.
Sugar should be forbidden. Starches
should be cut down to as low a limit as
possible. “You may substitute gluten
bread, if you wish, for wheat bread.
Salts and the vegetables that grow
above ground—fresh green vegetables—
are used.

Various systems have been laid down
by diffeyent authorities for diet in obes-
ity, by? It is most unwise to follow out
&ry onw of these without the supervision
ol g vumpetent physician,

Mwsasage is often attended with good
results in obesity.

As to ‘“‘anti-fat” remedles, they would
better be let ‘alone ‘entirely. There are
many quac¢k nostrums which are popu-
larly supposed to reduce flesh. Such
preparations are thoroughly unscientific
and many -of them are positively dan-
gerous. The only 'scensible treatment for
obesity consists of diet and exercise.

To sum up, then, the general direc-
tions for the girl who wishes to lose
flegh:

Do not sleep more than seven hours
out of the twenty-four; learn to moye
more quickly; get out of bed instantl

THE PANAMA CANAL.
President Roosevelt Says It Will Be
Built.

Mobile, Ala., Oct. 23.—All Mobile lent
itself to the reception of President Roose-
velt during two hours’ stay in the city.
There was ‘a general closing of all busi-
ness houses’ and along the route of the
procession’ residences and stores were
covered with decorations of lights and
bunting in the'national colors. A stand
was erected by Envele square;, which,
when the' President arrived, was filled

with 40,000 persons. 3

President Rdosevelt was cheered when

He rose to speak. He thanked the peo-
ple for their magnificent reception, and
spoke a special word of greeting to the
confederate veterans who formed a por-
tion of his esc¢ort. Referring to the Pan-
ama canal, the President said he did
his best to bring about its completion for
the benefit of the whole people, but par-
ticularly . for the benefit of the Gulf
states. Originally, he said, * he - favored
the Nicaragua route, but when it was
demonstrated that it must be the Pana-
ma eanal or none, he favored the Pana-
ma route, as he wanted to see a canal
bailt,, and one would be bnilt, notwith-
standing the reports of certain persons
who are striving by their circulation -of
false rumors or other methods to delay
or defeat the consfruction of the canal.
The President said they will be disap-
prointed, for there is going to be a canal.
Health conditions on the isthmus, he said,
are better now than ever.before. The
Prerident continued: “If we build the
canal, we must portect and police it our-
selves. We must therefore bring up and
keep our navy to the highest point -of
efficiency.

“In the event of war the American:
people must rely mainly upon volunteer
soldiers. While it is comparatively a
simple act to turn a man into quite a
good soldier, you can neither improvise
a battleship nor the crew of a battleship.
It is not necessary that we should have

a particularly large navy, but’it is neces- !

sary that. ship for ship. it should be &’
little the best in the world.”

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Sir William Mulock’s Career

a Lesson to the Young Man.

Hard Work and Unyielding Ambition
Have Secured For Him the Re-
wards of a Successful Life,

Sir William Mulock, as he bids fare-
well to active political life, looks back
to a long period of public service. .He
has been in the House of Commons for
three and twenty years, entering it when
on the youthful side of forty. Prior to
that he was active in the university
poiltics of Ontario, his service bhegin-
ning when, as a young man of thirty, he
was elected to the senate of his alma
mater, the University of Toxonto.
of that was a brilliant university course,
completed at the early age of twenty.
Until 1896 his political activities ran to
the aecompaniment of a law  practice
which secured him ample means,

Yet he was not born with a silver
spoon in his mouth. = Suecess came to
him early, but it was won by bitter fight-
ing. His father, an Irish physician
practising in North York, died when he
was very yvoung. His mother, left a
widow with five young children, had
very little indeed, and the family knew
want. Young William Mulock worked
at whatever his hand found to do. His
sixteenth summer he spent pushing a
wheelbarrow, working at day’s wages
for the town of Newmarket. But his,
eye was fixed on a professional life, and
while he was working he was studying.

Big-boned and of endless strength, the:

lad worked all day, and studied nearly
«ll night. He left the Grammar school
when fourteen, but he got up his Greek
by himself. He will recall yet the nights
in the garret bedroom, his truckle bed
pushed far under the slant of the roof,
the rain pattering on the shingles a few

inches from his head, his mind on his |

Homer. Self-taught, he presented him-
self at the age of fifteen for his matricu
lation—and took second class honors.

Hard Work Won the Day.

When the matriculation was pagsod.
the honors were won and the fees were
paid, Wiliam Mulock found himself
with just four dollars on which to start
his university course. He went to Sir
Daniel Wilson, afterwards the President
of the University, and told him of his
situation. Sir Daniel sympathized, and
set about helping him. He found some
private tuition for him—one of ihe
voung Muwlock’s pupils of that date is
the John S. Ewart, K.C., of to-day. By
giving private lessons and by one way
and another, the young man earned
enough money to put himself through
college. In 1863 he took his degree and
a gold medal. His law course was next
on his list of difficulties. It lasted for
five years, and it was the same hard,
stern struggle 'still. Thanks to the in-
terest of Mr. G. R. R. Cockburn, then
principal of Upper Canada College, he
managed to get the post of “Study-
master’” there. His duties were to pre-
side during the evening study hour and
help pupils with their difficulties. The
pay was £40—8$160—a year. It came
quarterly, and it was very big money.
He had a room or two in a tumble-down
building on Melinda street, and there he
subsisted, keeping his rooms in order
himself and doing his own cooking. He
became an authority on economical ways
of liviug: porridge was a staple, and he
fancied himself as a manager of pota-
toes. Sometimes there was neither por-
ridge u1or potatoes, for those years of
study and struggle sometimes tested the
young man to the hunger point. In later
years he and some relatives bought and

now own the property which was the.

scene of those early struggles.
Trained in a Hard School.

No one hasg accused the Postmaster-
General of possessing an angelic temper.
To tell the absolute truth, he is a brusque
and imperious man. But consider  the
long hard years of fighting, They were
not devoid of a certain species of happi-
ness, for while he was lonely and poor,
he also was fiercely independent and
cared for no man. The fight called forth
a stormy energy and an uncompromising
determination which remained with him
through life. In a large way those quali-
ties ai’ed him; in the minor matters of
life they amounted almost to a disquali-
fication, for they produced, or, at least,
fostered, an impatience of opposition
and an aversion to compromise which
does not smooth the path of the politi-
cian pure and simple.

Once in his profession he made his
footing good very rapidly, and soon was
in a large and lucrative practice.

Influence On the University.

When he had been in practice only
five years he was a member of the sen-
ate of his University. To that institu-
tion he gave very earnest and energetic
work. Toronto University at that period
was an institution of the old type, giv-
ing a college conrse of the conventional
nature, and manned by dons who were
somewhat aloof from ordinary life. Mu-
Jock had a remarkably good appreciation
of ordinary life, and he devoted his ener-
gies to bringing the University into vital
relation with the people. It was a
period when wmiversity ideals all over
the continent were being remodelled; in
particular, Cornell was rising, with its
ample endowment and catholicity of in-
terests, only a few hours’ railway jour-
ney away from the border of Ontario.

KFrom this grew
the federation movement. Whoever
started the idea, the negotiations began
with a series of private meetings between
Mr. Mulock and Chancellor Nelles. The
details are still obscure, but the upshot
was that Mr. Mulock gained the Victoria
interest for the Torento University pro-
gramme, and detached the Methodist
University from the old alliance of de-
nominational colleges. That re-grouping
of interests made possible the granting
of direct state aid. Be it remembered
that during Sir William Mulock’s active
partieipation in university affairs, Tor-
onto University was remodelled, federa-
tion was accomplished, the modern idea
of diverse and practical umiversity ac-
tivities was developed, and the monetary
resources available for higher education
in Toronto were enormously inecreased.
Sir William Mulock was far from doing
it all, but he was a very active, earnest

and public-spirited—sometimes a conten- A

tious—worker for the cause.
In Parliament in 1882,

Mr, Mulock entered parliament in 1882 |
and for 14 years was in opposition. He |

was a Liberal of the old school, intense
in his party loyalty, most interested in
the economy of administration which
loomed so large in the Mackenzie view-
point, and a very forgeful fighter. When
power came in 1896 he rather surprised
the political world by the excellence of
his administrative work.
the badly managed post office, shook it
from top to bottom, set in motion the
genuine old Liberal ideas of economy,
and soon extracted wonderful iesults.
His methods were explosive, but they
were backed by extremely close appli-
cation, and he gained an exceptional
knowledge of the workings of the de-
partment. His feats need no retelling.
The deficits wiped out; ocean penny post-
age; the. internal two cent rate; the
abounding surplus; the Pacific cable,
they are weitten large over the record of
the Laurier government. He had much
to do with the earlier and more states-
manlike form of the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific scheme. He had the telephone sys-
tem in his serious consideration when
his retirement came.
His Work For Labor.

Recall for a moment his early strug-
gles. - Those years of hardship left him
with a permanent sympathy with others
who experience hardness, - That sym-
pathy was. the origin of the Labor de-
partment. Soon after he became post-
master-general a young friend of his,
Mr. Mackenzie King, a Toronto gradu-
ate and a post-graduate student of Chi-
cago University, in a’ conversation re-
marked on the sweating system, and
raised the question whether it had pene-
trated to Canada. “Investigate,” said the
postmaster-general to the lad of twenty-
two or three. King investigated, and
his report, showipg a wage rate of a
cent and two-thirds an hour for women
working in Canada, sent the minister into
a fury of indignation. ~ He remembérs
it by heart to this day. Sweating on
government work came to a sudden end,
for he moved the government to insert
a “fair-wage clause” in practically all
contracts. That started him, and step
by step he built up the present depart-
ment. To this day, if you wish to secure
his gennine and eager attention, go to
him with a well-established case of hard-
ship to employees which governmental
action might mitigate.

And so farewell to the postmaster-gen-
eral. The last of the big men of the
Mackenzie-Blake-Mowat school—a man
who preached economy in opposition and
made a spendthrift department pay when
he came to office—with his passing Can-
adian politics no longer are quite the
same,—Toronto News.

DARING ROBBERY.

An American, Believed to Be Joseph
Kil'eran, Is in Custody in Vienna,

New York, Oct. 24.—An American, be-
lieved to be the noted Joseph Killoran, is
under arrest in Vienna charged with being
leader of a gang which recently stole
20,000 crowns from a Vienna bank.

It was announced to-day at the Austrian
consulate here that, owing to the boldness
of the robbery, which occurred during work-
ing hours, and the belief of the Vlenna
police that the man under arrest is backed
by powerful friends both in the United
Btates and Europe, the Austrian authorities
have quietly sent to the police of several
American cities for descriptions, pictures
and regords of Joseph Killoran, and are
searching in nearly every European capital
for evidence against the suspected con-
federates of the prisorer.

The robbery which Killoran is alleged ro
have committed recently in Vienna was en-
tirely in keeping with his record for daring
exploits in this country., The American,
it was stated to-day at the Austrlan con-
sulate, entered a bank during one of the
busiest hours of the day and entered into
conversation with a depositor of the bank
who had just taken 20,000 crowns to the
cashier’'s window. During their conversa-
tion the money disappeared. The Vienna
police say that the American had confeder-
ates in the room who took thé money while
he occupled its owner's attention. When
arrested the man gave the name of James
Howard, which the Vienna police say is
fictitions.

[HE QUESTION OF
A GUN LICENSE

BEING CONSIDERED BY
FISH AND GAME CLUB

.

Will Come up For Discussion at Next
Meeting of Local Association
—Notes.

The question of adding a section to the
| British Columbia Game Act, providing
for the imposition of a iicense fee upon
all those carrying fireayms in the pursuit
of game, is once more before the fish and
game clubs of Victoria and Vancouver.
From what can be learned those inter-
ested are engaged drafting such a
clause, so that it may be submitted to
the sportsmen of Vancouver Island and
the Mainland before being handed to the
government as a recommendation coming
from the Nimrods of the province. It is
proposed to suggest a fee of $2.50 upon
every individual carrying a gun. Those
who support the proposal claim that this
could not be considered a hardship, as
everyone in a position to purchase cart-
ridges and go to the other expenses.ahso-
lutely - necessary in order to hunt to any
extent should be able and willing ‘to pay
such a sum for the sport.

One-of the beneficial results, it is con-
tended, would be a reduction'in the num-
ber of “pot” hunters and boys; nunder age,
who frequent the country making them-
selves a nuisante to owméts of property
and a menace to anyone happening to bé
within range of their firearms, ‘Then the
revenue derived from the fees, officials
of both the Vietoria and Vancouver clubs
point out, would materially assist in the
enforcement of the Game Act, something
that was exceedingly difficult under the
present conditions,

In this connection the opinion of a
Vancouver News-Advertiser correspond-
ent is of interest: ;

“Reverting again to the question of gun
licenses, I have lately been reading the
draft sections relating to the matter
which were prepared by Vancouver
sportsmen during the last session of the
These clauses made a
gun license necessary for all, with the
exception of any person farming at least
40 acres of land. The reason for this
is apparent. The farmers’ crops feed
the birds, at least the pheasants. Their
home is on his land, and he suffers some
few inconveniences from this fact. The
trespass law protects him to some ex-
tent from the unpleasantness of having
sportsmen, whom he does mnot ‘want,
shooting over his land, but, even with the
fairly stringent sections which cover this
matter, he is continually bothered by
hunters, and often has to leave his
work to. warn them off his property. If
ever a gun license -is -imposed upon the
sportsmen of British Columbia some such
sections as the Vancouver enthusiasts
prepared must be inserted in the aet. I
have always felt strongly upon the sub-
ject of the happy relations which should
exist between the farmers and these who
make use of his land in taking their
pleasure afleld with dog and gun. If the
local legislature takes the question up at
the next session, there will be a splen-
did opportunity of strengthening the
bond. ‘rnat a gun license will some day
be colleeted in our province is very prob-
avie, considering the success of the
scheme in such states as Illinois and
Washington. From what one reads.in
the sporting press it is evident that the
sportsmen there are proud of the faect
that they themselves pay for the cost of
caring for their favorite sport.”

Under the ecircumstances the secretary
and other officers of the Victoria Game
Club hope that when the matters comes
before the members it will receive unani-
mous support. They state that, when
the advantages aceruing from the impo-
sition of a license are considered, true
sportsmen should be willing to meet any
slight monetary inconvenience involved.

“Surely,” one of them remarked in con-
versation with a Times reporter, “Vie-
toria hunters think enough of the sport
to be wililng to pay such a small amount
for the enjoyment derived therefrom.” It
is understood that the matter will be
brought before the fish and game clubs
of victoria and Vancouver at an early
date in order that it may be far enough
advanced before the next meeting of the
legislature to be submitted for the con-
sideration of the government during the
session.

INSURANOCE INQUIRY.
Mutual Life Paying For Dissemination
of Reports of Investigation Favor-
able to Company.

New York, Oct. 24.—A¢t the session to-
day of the legislative committee investi-
gating the '‘insurance
affairs of the Mutual Life Insurance
Company were under consideration, and
it was brought out that this' company
was - paying for the  dissemination
throughout thé country of reports of this
investigation that were favorable to the
company. Chearles J. Smith, a news-
papernian, ‘is. employed@ by the Muttial
Life Insuranée Compiny to do many
things, but i ‘month ago he was placed
in-chargé of sending out these reports.

Mr. Smith testified that he revised
several veuchers for the payment of this
work, and thHi® aggregated $11,000, with
more bills to*vome in. He thought the
amount té ‘ddte wourld reach $14,000. Mr.
Smith wirote these reports and submitted
them to ’Allan Forman, who owns the
telegraphic news bureau, anl $1 a line
was paid@ by the Mutudl Life for the ser-
vice, !

Clippings from varfous papers about
the eompany were shown to the witness
and identified as the dispatches he wrote
and sent to Mr., Forman. These were
gent to about 100 papers, but Mr. Smith
did not know whether the papers were
paid for inserting them. In one dispatch
Mr. Smith wrote that Mr. McCurdy’s at-
titude on the stand made a distinctly
favorable impression and for this he had
to pay $2 a line. This, he said, was
worth it.

Walter Sullivan, who has charge of
the magagine advertising department,
was then called. He-said the Mutual
advertised in twelve magazines last year,
at a cost of $42,000.
