. CoaTHAM, 20d Dec., 1889,
To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance
DrAr SiR:—Af¢ this season of the year
an .pdomc now known as the “‘Smelt
fover,” visits* the North S8hore of N, B,,
and hardly anybody that has ever shipped
s smelt bat is attacked with the malady.
The disease laste throngh the whole
shippiog season and only leaves the patient
when the last of the spring returns ot
smelt shipped in the winter have all
come to haud, The shipper thenreal-
ises that he has been uncomscions all
winter, the disease haviog made him
delerious,

Smelta the shipper must have, nothing
else seems to benefit the sufferer bat
plenty of them.

Oun
the Miramichi it is not done in as loose a
manner as in the far away places that I
have already mentioned in this letier, as
the shippers on the Miramichi River daily
see and oan give their collectors instruc-
tjons what to pay for them. The shipper
bires a collector and gives him generally
sbout one-quarter of 8 cent per 1. to go
and buy for him. His {nstrugtiogs sre to
got them as cheaply as he can, but to pay
asj much as other collectors, bué sterss is
Jaid at the final parting between collector
and shipper in these words from the ship-
per “‘get them as cheaply as you cag, but
get the smelts.” Away goes the collector,
srmed, with his pockets full of bsnk bills
or whatis just as good, a Jarge bill book
with the name of the shipper pdnted in
fall st the end of each bill, with a blank
place for the collegtor’s name,

At the end of the fishery season there
bills come povring in on the unfortunate
shipper, and then he begins to reslise that
he has had the smelt fever pretty badly
and also that ke has to pay a pretty big
price for smelts and also a nice litile item
for handling, The collectors are the men
who make the price of smelts.> The ship-
pers pay for them. But, so far as regula-
ting the prive goes, the latter have noth-
ing at all to do with it. The oollector is
bound to get his load of smelts aad get
them he will. If he finds that some other
collector is getting more than he is, or has
had the promise of the fish from the fish-
epmen, he will raisp an eighth of a cent.

Inall sinoerity, I ask the shippers, do
they realise for cne moment. the power
they give their collectors? Why not give
them instructions what to pay, and not
allow them to exceed that? If they do
lot the amount come out of their own
pockets, The shippersshould hire good
men, who can be depended on to look out
for their interests, and not give them s
commission, but monthly or daily wages.
This commission business is what is mak-
ing the shippers psy more than the fish
are worth. The collector is bound to get
them as the more he gets the better for
himself, and io almost every case in this
world we generally look out for ourselves
aod I de not blame the collectors to do
the same as others always do. The

THE OLDEST BANK NOTES.
The oldest bank notes are the ‘‘fly-
ing money,” ‘or ‘‘couvenient money,”
first issued in China 2697 B. c. Origin-
slly these notes were issued by the

inspection and control. The early
Chinese.‘‘greenbacks” were in all essen-
tials similar to the modern bank notes,
bearing the name of the bank, date ef
issue, the number of the note, the
signature of the official issuing it, indi-
cations of its value in figures, in words,
and in the pictorial representation in
coins or heaps of coinis equal in amount
vo its face value, and a notice of the
pains and pevalties following counter-
feiting. Over and above all was a
laconic! exhortation to industry and
thrift : *‘Produce all you can : spend
with economy.” . The notes were
printed in blue ‘ink, on paper made
from the fibre of the mulberry tree.

A BROADER TKADE POLICY.

of sufficient amount of revenue to pay
the expenses of the Government, eco-
nomioally adjusted, the principal and
interest of the public debt as they fall
due, and liberal pefisions, bat not a
dollar more. Second—For the taxa-
tion of all articles of luxury at the high-
est practicable rates and for the reduc-
tion of taxes on all necessaries of civil-
ized life, such as salt, sugar, woollen
goods, iron, steel and other staple com-
modities to the lowest possible rates
consistént with a tariff for revenuve and
for nothing but revenue. Third—For
the ocurtailment and overthrow, as near
as possible, of all monopolies in trade,
by the enlargemeut -of the free list to
the full extent that the same ocan be
done without impairing and endanger-
ing the necessary revenues of the Gov-
ernment, having in view at all times
aud under all circumstaunces, a liberal
policy of trade with the people of
foreign countries and the establishment’
of ‘equal and exact justice amongst
American citizens with exclusive privi-
leges to none.
