Stanhy’a Oharaetar.
Tho world has already, and with 

singular emphasH, assigned him a place 
among those who possess not an ad­
ventitious and temporary, but real and 
enduring greatness. Without any air 
of birth and office he has performed 
during these twenty years unequalled 
feats of courage and endurance com­
manding the highest honor. He has 
written his name in indelible letters on 
the surface of Africa. You cannot 
speak of Central Africa nqw without 
naming Stanley and explaining why 
certain Falls and a certain Pool a 
thousand miles apart bear his name; 
and to describe Stanley without refer­
ence to the land in which he has spent 
most of his days since 1871 would be to 
describe the plot of Hamlet without 
reference to the Prince of Denmark 
himself. He is a Napoleon for large­
ness of conception, a will of steel, and 
personal courage. It would be satis­
factory if we could pause here and not 
have to push the parallel farther. But 
as with all men of genius and deter­
mination, his object and his object 
alone fills his mind, and men, time, 
place and circumstances are only con­
tributories to be moulded in the di­
rection of its attainment. He sees his 
goal, and he presses towards it through 
all danger, all privation and all diffi­
cult! 
and
meed of secondary praise; but for 
those who fail, whether through his 
own miscalculation or their own errors, 
he has nothing but censure, which is all 
the more galling when it takes the 
form of contemptuous excuse. We 
are sorry to say that “gloria victis” is 
a motto with which Mr. Stanley is evi­
dently unacquainted. The wondrous 
success which has attended his career 
has made him intolerant of failure, and 
perhaps incapable of judging of his own 
contributions towards it. Taking his 
own narrative and his own exposition 
of his feelings, wo are obliged to recog­
nize a relentlessness—we may say ruth­
lessness—of purpose underlying his 
plans which can scarcely fail to damp 
the enthusiasm that his courage, en­
durance and resource so' freely kindle. 
When we look back to the kindly and 
considerate benevolence which those 
who paved the way for Mr. Stanley’s 
career—Livingstone, Speke and Grant 
—diffused in their travels through Af­
rica; the comparison is not altogether 
to the advantage of the more modern 
explorer. He is a regular Bible-read- 
er even in the camp; and he is an en­
thusiast. That he is a strong man, 
full of courage and swift in resource­
ful action, all men know; but he insists 
on taking note of something higher and 
deeper, the irresistible impulse arising 
from conscious, almost audible, contact 
with the living God. Reviewing other 
hair-breadth escapes from destruction* 
he ascribes them solemnly *‘to a grac­
ious Providence, who for some pur­
pose of his own, preserved us;” and 
goes on to tell his story **in this hum­
ble and grateful spirit.” It is an atti­
tude one would expect rather in a re­
cent convert from theoretical atheism 
or a devout missionary than in the 
intrepid explorer who knows how to 
fight battles a nd hang traitors on oc­
casion; but there it is, and we sincerely 
honor Mr. Stanley for giving us so 
frank a revelation of his inner man. 
At the same time, we must express our 
opinion that if his studies had been di­
rected to the New Testament rather 
than to the old, the task of the critic 
would have been a much more pleasant 
duty. Livingstone and Stanley were 
most earnest men; but there is this 
difference between them, that whereas 
Livingstone was strictly guided in his 
conduct by Christian principles, Mr. 
Stanley constantly subordinates these 
to his belief in the right of hie cause, 
aid does not hesitate to disregard the 
rights of others in his attempt to attain 
his goal.—Blackwood's Magazine.

A SAMPLE CASE.
One of the most slashing speeches de­

livered in the United States senate for 
some time was that of Mr. Davie, a Re­
publican member, attacking the propo­
sition to levy an increased dut> on twine. 
He said that the statements under which 
the increased duty was claimed were en - 
tirely false; that the article should go on 
the free list because it now affected the 
farmers to the extent of a million dollars 
a year. The whole business, he said, was 
controlled by a combination of forty-two 
manufacturers in the States and seven or 
nine in Canada, who* were banded to­
gether by a common interest, who had 
control of the raw material, who had one 
man in New York to buy for all, and who 
had a committee of three to limit the 
output and fix the price. Ocoupying 
such a position as this they had no need 
of protection. While they pretended 
that if they did not get farther protec­
tion they would be obliged to shut up, 
they were actually pocketing a profit on 
their output of $4,000,000 a year, and in 
the state of Minnesota the eril was felt to 
be so unbearable that the state authori­
ties contemplated setting np machinery 
and running it in the public interest.

A Montreal paper states that a new sys­
tem of marine lighting—new, at least, in 
Canada—is to be put in operation shortly 
on the St Lawrence river. So far, all 
the gas buoys have shown a fixed light, 
but with the new system it will be posai- 
ble to have as great a variety of lights 
from gas buoys as from the lighthouses 
aloog the coast. These show alternating, 
revolving flashes or occulting, which give 
the necessary variety whereby the various 
stations are distinguished, the different 
effects being produced by machinery. In 
the case of these gas buoys the mechanism 
is worked automatically by heat gene­
rated by the gas Наше.

LONGEST IN THE WORLD.
The new iron tube railway tunnel just 

completed, conuecting Canada with the 
United States, under the St. Clair River, 
is a notable feat of engineering. It is 
the longest river tunnel in the world, 
being 0,050 feet in all, 2,300 feet of which 
is under the river bed. Its outside diam­
eter is 21 feet. It is only a year since 
the tunnel proper was commenced, 
and despite the rapidity of construc­
tion, fewer casualties Bave attended 
it than any other similar work. It is the 
first iron tunnel of its kind. The east­
ings which make up the lining are 4 feet 
10 inches in length, 18 inches in width, 
and 1$ inches in thickness. Thirty-two 
bolts in each segment connect it with its 
fellows, and the completed tunnel forms 
an immense iron tube. It has been built 
for the purpose of accomodating the 
traffic over the Grand Trunk Railway of 
Canada, the Chicago and Grand Trunk, 
the Detroit, Grand Haven aud Milwau­
kee, and the Toledo, Saginaw and Musk­
egon Railways.

The Judge thereupon ordered 
that the interim order of injunction, re­
straining the Municipality for granting a 
lease of the public wharf property, Chat­
ham, otherwise than by public auction, tw 
made absolute. It is evident that the 
municipality, in the opinion of its own 
counsel, had no case, as he did not show 
any cause against the granting of the in- 
junction. Mr. XV. C. Winslow is the 
eolicitbr for the plaintiff’s in this 
The judgment affirms the principle that 
municipalities cannot legally lease public 
property except at public auction. All 
the leasee that have been granted, except 
at public auction, without renewable 
clauses, may be voided on application to 
the courts by any ratepayer. The county 
will have tu pay at least $200 costs in the 
injunction case.”

McCulley alleged to be 
stolen, yet he had not followed the exi­
gency of the warrant, but abandoned it.

That he (Justice Fraser) was interested 
in the matter and had knowledge of 
material facts having an important bear- 
upon it.

That the prosecutor had made certain 
statements to him (Justice Fraser) prior 
to taking of the information and issue of 
summons in this case aud, at the instance 
of the prosecution Justice Fraser had 
taken certain information upon which a 
search warrant had been issued against a 
certain firm. He (Justice Fraier) had 
also taken certain other information, 
against defendant, in which it was alleged 
certain property was stolen—on which 
authority search warrants were issued, 
bet apparently abandoned. He (Justice 
Fraser) had knowledge of the reasons that 
actuated the prosecution in withdrawing 
its charge of larceny, and he should there­
fore be a witness and not try the case.

He (Mr. Tweedie) also required Justice 
Fraser as a witness to prove that he knew 
before the issue of the search warrant, 
and before the issue of the summons in 
this case that the defendant claimed to 
hold a lien on the property in question.

The Jnetice being therefore summoned 
as such a material witness, could he, as an 
honest unprejudiced man assume that the 
defendant had no rights whatever and 
continue to sit in the case.

J netice Fraser : I’ll go on anyhow.
Mr. Tweedie said : I also, now claim 

that you are interested and not qualified 
to hear the case, for I am informed that 
you.have been in consultation with coun­
sel for the prosecution and yon advised 
the prosecution that there had been no 
larceny. In concert with the prosecuting 
attorney yon have been advising the 
prosecution and have expressed an opin­
ion unfavorable to the defendant, and 
stated that he should be convicted. I 
could prove this, as I am advised, if I had 
the opportdnity, and this is why you are 
afraid to be a witness.

Justice Fraser: —I have said that the 
matter was trivial and should be settled 
between the parties, themselves, and that 
I believed both parties had been too head­
strong.

Mr Tweedie:- I also ask you to put 
down that your summons in this case is 
actually prepared by the prosecuting at­
torney. Will you still sit ?

Justice Fraser decided, however, that 
he would go on with the hearing and 
Colonel McCulley was called as the first 
witness.

He detailed the facts, substantially 
as given, was obliged to produce Mr. 
Smith's letter showing his lien, and claim­
ed that he met Mr. Smith on Wednesday 
night of last week with something in his 
hand exactly similar to the head part of 
the clock in question.

A Clock Case-
When tha Advance office was located 

on lower Water Street and the Jwlding 
now occupied by Mr. Tingley was rented 
by the publisher who needed more accom­
modation than the Johnson building af­
forded, he found in it, amongst some 
boards that had been used as partitions, 
etc., part of an old-fashioned clock. On 
enquiry of hie landlord—the New Bruns­
wick Trading Company—as to whom it 
belonged to ho was told in the office that 
it was there when the premises came into 
their possession, years before, and they 
did not knpw whose it was. He said he 
thought he might make some nse of it 
and they said “all right,” as they didn’t 
know anything about it Several occu­
pants bad, in turn, been tenants of the 
premises after Mr. A. D. Shirreff left them, 
years ago, and so Mr. Smith, thinking it 
was the remains of some of Mr. Shirreff’a 
auction stock, sent the worly to Mr. Myer 
Moss, to be overhauled and put in order, 
he bought screw-eyes from Mr. Goggin to 
form the rings in iron weights which he 
ordered to be cast at the Miramichi 
Foundry, set two of Jiis employees at 
work to clean u£ the old case and its 
brass work aud, ia time, had the old 
affair set up as a time piece in his office 
on the premises.

Lt.-Colonel S. U. McCulley came into 
the office one day, several months after 
the clock had been thus rescued from the 
old lumber and dost of the place, and, 
on seeing it in good running order, said 
“Why there’s my old clock.”

A month or so after that, whilst Mr. 
Smith was out of town and Mr. Pierce 
was in charge of the office, col. McCulley 
endeavored to take the clock away—hav­
ing, however, never before made even a 
demand for it from Mr. Smith, personally 
—but Mr. Pierce declined to allow it to 
be removed, saying he would not deliver 
it in Mr. Smith’s absence. A month V>r 
more passed, after that and the colonel 
then came personally to Mr. Smith’s office 
and after talking for a time about the pro­
posed military camp (it was in March 
1888) at Chatham, which the Advance 
was assisting in having held here, he went 
to wnere the clock stood and began to 
remove the weights and pendnlam,and on 
Mr. Smith asking what he was doing, he 
replied that he was going to take his 
clock over to his shop. (That was soon 
after he had established himself in the 
Goggin building.) Mr. Smith bade him de­
sist his clock-dismantling operations, tell­
ing the colonel that he, Mr. Smith, had 
found the timepiece in" an almost broken- 
np condition, without any owner, in a 
place which had a gaod many years before 
been an auction-room, and he had no rea­
son to believe that the colonel had any 
more right to it than he had. Besides 
that, he had gone to some expense in put­
ting the clock in order—having paid 
something for weights and $3 to Mr. 
Moss for cleaning and repairs. While not 
admitting col. McCulley’s right to the 
property he observed his father’s name on 
the inside of the door, bat as that gentle­
man had been a watchmaker and dealer in 
clocks, that might be only his trade­
mark.

The colonel replied that he knew all 
along where the clock was, but had his 
reasons for not disturbing it.

Mr. Smith finally said to the colonel 
that if he would pay say $5 for the ex­
pense he had been to in the matter he 
would allow him to take it.

The colonel said he would pay $2 for 
the weights, but he would not pay any­
thing for what Mr. Moss had done, as he 
didn’t want any of his services.

Mr. Smith would not agree to this and 
the colonel went away, saying he would 
give him until noon on Monday (this was 
on Saturday) to deliver up the clock, 
otherwise the law would be put in 
motion.

Soon after his departure Mr. Smith 
sent him the following note:—

Chatham, N. B., March 24, 1888.
Dear McCulley : In order to have an 

amicable arrangement of the clock matter, 
and without prejudice in reference to my 
bill of expenses in the premises, wh ich 
amounts to $13, I will agree to accept 
$10.00 and deliver np the property, or 
give yon $10 and keep it. I may say 
that a low estimate of what is justly due 
me on account of the clock would be for—
2 girls one day each clearing case, together 

with turpentine, oil, acid for brass work
and my own time ...................

New weights, say..........................
Moss* work....................................
Rent or storage and caretaking..
You will, therefore, see that my offer is a 
generous one. When you were in to-day 
I had not thought of the items of expense 
the clock has been to me, and I think 
your attempt to take possession without 
compensating me is hardly doing as yon 
would be done by—-especially as you nad 
practically abandoned the property long 
before I found it as old lumber.
