 corpse found yestérday on ‘the st
St. Croix river near.

‘Grant farm, Bayside, was identified
today by F. A. MeCurdy as that of
John Stevens of Robbinston, Maine,
and who was last seen alive in that
viecinity on the 14th of last month, in
company with a woman of question-
able repute, and a captain of a Pem-
broke schooner, lying at  Robbinston.
The two boarded the schooner; and it
is alleged, indulged in a drunken car-
ousal and that during the night a
quarrel took' place which resulted in
the killing of Stevens, whose body was
thrown overboard to - conceal the
crime. This is . only one of several
rumors. Enquiry was made by - the
authorities to locate Stevens, but
without success until his corpse was
found on the beach yesterday. Coro--
ner Wade did not deem an inquest ne-
.cessary, but, communicated by tele-
graph- with the authorities in Calais
this afternoon. The sheriff then wired
Coroner Wade. to hold the corpse; that
he would wire him instructions on the
arrival this evening of the state at-
torney, who was out of town. Subse-
guently a Mr. Greeley came over from
Robbinston to St. Andrews to.enquire
into the affair. He and a. man with
him readily identified the corpse as
that of Stevens. He said to the coro-
ner that he would telephone the sheriff

wired the sheriff at Calais that the
corpse was  rapidly - decomposing aend
would have to :be interred unless the
Calais  authorities took immediafe
steps if they desired to remove it.

rested upon the honor and integmity-
of the synod.

‘Judge Forbes testified to the popu-
larity of the scheme with the laity of
the church. He knew that many
ministers were not in favor of the
fund, but even if they themseives had
no idea of becoming beneficiaries, he
thought that each one should devote
his energies to the forwarding of the
Scheme for the ‘henefit of those ' who
needed its aid. :
