LIVERPOOL, - July 27.—An ‘electric
express traln on the Lancashire and
Yorkshire R. R., bound from Liverpool
to’ Bouthport, collided - this evening
With an empty stationary train at the
Hall road station, causing the death
.of 23 persons and the injury of many.

The first car of the express, which
was" crowded, was smashed to Dieces
and only six of its occupants escaped.

All the other occupants of the
house escaped. The loss on the buﬂd-
ing was $10,000.

Such being the case, he had
advocated in parliament improving of
the grades and the shortening of the
1. C..R., and then leasing the Quebec-
Moneton section to the G. T. P., there-
by serving the country equally well,
and saving many millions.

The meeting ended by passing a reso-
lution, in which the Board of Trade
regretted the expression of these opin-
ions by Mr, Power and other senators,
and put itself on record as fully deter-
mined to see that the government car-
ries out all its pledges in this matter. |

Sénator Power in the course of his
remarks said: “It has bee? said that
8t. John is getting ahead of us. They
have got ahead ‘of us in the past, and
in my opinion, if this road be built,
they will get ahead of us once more.
If the new road goes via Chipman the
national transcontinental at that point
will be 75 miles from St, John and 240
miles from Halifax. At Grand Falls,
too, the new road would be 140 miles
from BSt. John and 400 fro mHalifax.
If the road is built Halifax will be
handicapped still more as compared
with 8t. John. The building of the
new road would be ‘nute’ for St. John.”

Many
people have dimly realized th t::
. insurance, and the largely excessive
sums exacted for expenses of manage-
‘ment, the premiums included generous
allowances to be returned in profits.
But it has not lieretofore been borne
in so strongly upon the average policy
‘holder that the amount which he or
-his heirs are to receive as profits de-
pends upon the prudent and scrupul-

¢ all in the usual sense of the word, but
‘accumulations from = annual deposits
with the company. .
' The Equitable management had the
handling of hundreds of millions. It
is now known that while this money
was generally. invested in good secur-
ities,” the Investments were largely
made in or through financial organiza-
ions in which HEquitable managers
L5  interested, and that considerable
commissions ‘were made by these offi-
cers on business which their position
‘enabled them to obtain. When for in-
stance the Equitable bought certain
securities, an Equitable officer, or some
‘concern of which he was a mémber,
‘Pought them first from the original
holder and then sold them to the Equit-
able at a small but comfortable profit,
or with a commission to himself.

‘We in Canada need not suppose that
the conditions revealed in the: Equit-
able exposures are impossible in this
country. The directors and managers
of  insurance companies in Canada
have, sO far as we can see, the me
cpportunities as Mr, Hyde and his as-
sociates. The directors and managers
of Canadian companies alone have in
their control ~‘bétween $90,000,000 and
$100,000,000 of = accumulated funds in-
vested and seeking investment, They
have some $25,000,000 of loans on real
estate, $3,000,000 of loans on collaterals,
and $45,000,000 to $50,000,000 of stocks,
bonds and debentures. They have by
purchase and building acquired over
$6,000,000 of real eMate.  They collect
some $4,000,000 a yéar in interest and
dividends, which is more than one-
fourth &s much as the total premium
income., It will be seen that the in-
surance companies are in a large way
loan companies, real estate concerns,
and general dealers in securities.

All this business is carried on with
the money of policy holders for the to-
tal pald up capital stock of the Cana-
dian life companies is less than $4,000,-
000, yet the policy holders have in prac-
tice very little control over the man-
agement, and indeed very little know>
léedge of the transactions. They do
not know what salaries are paid to the
presidents, the managers and the chief
officers or what ‘commissions go to
agents. They may learn within two
years what investments are made, be-
cause a detailed statement of assets is
given in the blue-books, but they can-
not learn the ferms of these invest-
ments, or what commissions are allow-

ed, or how far directors and offfcers

of the company are or have been in-
terested in the properties or companies
in which the insurance money is plac-
ed. In all these matters, except so
far as the law of the company im-
poses limitations, and that is not far,
the management has a free hand, *

It is probably a little invidious to se-
lect a particular Canadian company
for {llustration. But the statements
follewing are taken from - the blue-
books and refer to the Canadian com-
pany having the largest income, the
_greatest amount of assets, and the
largest number of ordinary policies in
/force. The Canada Life has pursued
a conservative policy in respect to its
basis“of reserve and is adding say $1,-
500,000 every year to the amount of its
invested assets. .Doubtless {t is a mat-
ter of some difficulty for this com-
pany and others to obtain first class
investments offering what is thought
to be a sufficient return. We do not
propose to offer any criticlem of these
investments, but only to point out a
certain relation between the personnel
' 0f the Oanada Life Company and the
investments made. The same thing
may perhape be dohe with other com-

At the beginning of 1898 the presid-
ent and general manager of the Can-
ada Life was Mr. A. G. Ramsay of
Hamilton.  He was also the chief
agent, and the head office was at Ham-
ilton. = The pald up capital stock of
the company was. then over $125,000,
one quarter of which was owned by
Hon. G. A, Cox and his family. The
company with its assets of more than
$20,000,000 at that time was comntrolled

president and general manager in 1899.
The head office was moved to Toronto,
and Mr. B. W. Cox, son of the presid-
ent, became’ assistant manager. The
capital stock-paid up is now $1,000,000,
of which Senator Cox with his wife
and son own $324,000, while the Can-
ada Central Loan Company, of which
he I3 president, owns $128,800.

Taking up the lst of Canada Life
Company’s assets we find that the
company nolds stock in many banks,
as all the strong companies do. = But
its holdings in Bank of Commerce
stoek is much larger than the stock
of any other bank. In 1898 the com-
pany owned $87,309 of shares in the
Bank of Commerce. This had {n-
creased to $830,780 in 1003. ' Senator
Cox is president of the Bank of Com-
merce. In 1808 the Canada Life was
‘ot the owner of any-  bonds of 'the
Central Canada Loan and Savings
Company, whereof Senator Cox is
president. ' In 1903 ihe assets.of the
insurance company included  $150,000
of such bonds.  In 1808 the Canada

W. T. James Says Ganadian
Duty s Too High

ments Would Come to Ganada,
Some of Them via St. John.

> &

W. T. James, an army contractor and
prominent shipping man of Bermuda,
is at the Royal, having arrived here
by the Orinoco yesterday. Mr. James
represents the Pickford & Black line of
steamers at Bermuda,and also is agent
there for the Cayo line, whose steam-
ers ply between London and Bermuda.

Mr, -James comes :north for three
months every year to escape the heat,
which, he remarked to & Sun man last
evening, was very intense just nmow in
Bermuda.

Mr. James  is an ardent imperialist,
and has taken a great interest in the
development of trade  between Can-
ada and the West Indies, which, he
pays, has grown wonderfully during
the past decade. Pra.ctiga.lly all of the
grain, butter and cheese imported into
Bermuda, comes from Canada, and
Canadian flour is rapidly supplanting
the American article there.

There is a strong sentiment, 'which
is general in favor of closer trade re-
lations with Canada, and the disposi-
tion of the people of Bermuda is to
give Canada the preference, .but the
chief difficulty in favor of an extension
of the trade at present carried on be-
tween the two countries is the
fact that while goods coming into Ber-
muda are only subject to a duty of
five per cent, Canada !mpgses a duty
of 20 per cent on the productts of Ber-
muda,

“9This, we do not consider an equit-
able arrangement at all’ said . Mr.
James. *“Practically our only exports
to Canada are onions and potatoes,
which we think should be admitted at
g rate of duty not higher than we im-
pose on Canadian products.” $

Mr, James thinks if this change was
made, Canadian goods ‘would  be
taken in larger quantities, and the ex-
ports from Bermuda destined for Unit-
ed States points, instead of being ship-
ped to New York and Boston, as i8
largely the case at present, v_vould be
routed via St. John. :

Mr. James remarked incidentally in
speaking of Bermuda, that a floating
dock, supposed to be the largest in
the world, had recently arrived there,
which would accommodate the largest
battleship in the world. Two million
five hundred thousand dollars was
spent in preparing for the location of
this immense dock, which was towed
across the Atlantic. ; _

morning by the Prince Rupert for
Paradise, Nova Scotia, wherg they
have a charming summer place, They
will spend three months there, return-
ing to Bermuda. about the last of Oc-
tober.

To the Editor of the Sun:

Sir,—If correctly reported the rall-
way delegates from York and Carle-
ton, while urging the government. to
adopt the valley rotite for the G, T
P. to Fradericton, were quite satisfied
with the proposed extension to Monc-
ton via Chipman, and made no effort,
in justice to New Brunswick and in
their own interests, to presd the claims
of the port of St, John to a direct con«
nection with the tranncontinental from

In looking over their report a strang-
eér would naturally suppose that the
St. John Valley did not extend below
Fredericton, and that in order to cone
nect with St. John it was necessary to
meander around the head of Grand
Lake and thence through the hiils and
dells of Kings Co.

It 18 hardly necessary to point’ out
that while ail the towns and counties
in the valley are directly Interested in
the prosperity of the city of St. John,
they can gain but little by the exten-
sion to Moncton, as arranged in the
supposed interest of Nova Scotia ports.
When the question of route was con*
sidered the Fielding influence prevafils
ed, hence thé decision to find a route
through the centre
and also the fact that _the charter
does not require a connection with the
port of 8t. John. However, while for:
the present St. John 1y side-tracked by
the G. T. P. contract, in the opinfon

The mayor then introduced the thair-
man, Robert Reford; who paid an elo- |
quent tribute to the work .of the late
commissioners, Messrs. Bertram- and
Fry, and sald the reason of their sec- |
ond visit to St. John was to give the
héw commissioner, .Mr. Ashdown, an
oportunity of personally becoming ac-
Quainted with Canada’s great winter |
port, Mr. Ashdown wanted to see with
his own eyes what the arrangements
are for the export of the products of
the Northwest through the gateway of
St. John. Mr. Reford said the hopes
of Canada were centered on the west, '
and that being so, hé asked what are
the facilities for shipping quickly, |
.cheaply and rigltly the products com-i
ing from there via St.-John. Mr. Ash- |
down wanted to see St. John, Halifax
and other ports of the Maritime Prov-
inces. The commissioners were struck
with the abllity and energy with which'
the city of St John had managed
things, and as already known, they had
-recommended the government to ap-
prove the ¢ity’'s “request for larger
wharves.: » Their, preSence in St. John
was to give the citizens an op-
portunity . of putting before them
(the commission) any new wants and
fresh ideas desirable to the prosperltyl
of the port of St. John. Mr, Reford

then asked for views from those pres-
ent, also stating that Mr. Ashdown
would ask the speakers a number  of
questions.

Mayor White, in the course of his re- |
marks said that making St. John the
port it should be was no local under-
taking, but one that affected the whole
of Canada. Within the last ten years
the city of St. John had spent $1,000,000
on what was at one time considered to |
be an experiment, It had now passed
that stage, and the government should
step In and do all possible to the port.
It really could not be expected to be
& munieipal matter at all. ‘The mayor
sald that in November the loan of $50,-
000 would be repaid to the C. P, R., and
then the 'city would be able to treat
with that body the same as they now
did with other bodies using the Wwharves,
thus giving the city again the entire
control of the wharves. Tenders will
soon be'ecalled for the building of an-
other wharf, with accommodation for
at least one more steamer, to be ready
for this winter’s business.

His worship then went into the ques-
tion of dredging, and strongly urged on
the commissioners the immediate ne-
cessity of providing the city with a
dredge to be kept here permanently,
saying therc was sufficient work . in
the harbor and river to keep a dredge
always at work. He sajd the only kind
of dredge suitable for the purpose is
the suction dredge,

In answer to Mr. Ashdown the Mayor
sald he had every reason  to believe
that the new Allan turbine steamers,
and also those being built by the C.
P. R. would come into St. John it
proper accommodation was found for
them.

Mayor. 'White was of opinifon that
the proposed néw 2,000 feet of wharves
would suffice for the needs of St. John
for the next thrée to five y&ars. The
cost would be about $600,000 and he
could mot concelve any conditions pre-
vailing which would necessitate the
city itself having to spend any more
money, as he had a strong feeling that
the time had arrived for the national-
ization of the .port of 8t. John and
that the government should at once
make S8t. John & Dominion port. He
felt sure the oity of 8t. John would be:
very .glad to discuss any proposition
with this end in view.

In answer ta Mr. Ashdown, the
Mayor said the city wae entirely un-

"hampered by any agreements or con-

cesslons granted by them with the ex-
ception . of .the C. P. R. sgreement
which the ecity would free {tself from
next. November, . In. conclusion the
points he wished to make were that
the dredging should be continued until
the whole work ort the harbor line i
completed; that ' the government
should take over the harbor and -equip
it as. & natienal port: and elso ibat it
be meade a free port.

«H, B. Schofield, the prestdent of tl:ie
bosrd of trade, maid the Mavor had
gone so thoroughly into the subject as
to leave him. Ilittle to say, except Lo
support the Mayor in his demands. Mr.
Bchofield said that the business of the
port had increased enormously with-
out the- tacilities for coping with it
having moved forward at all, and he

gave statistics bearing thess faets out.

In anewer to Mr. Ashdown, Mr. Sc¢ho-
fleld said the city was in a position to
hand over the ‘port unencumbered,
should the government open up nego-
tiations.

Myr. Ashdown remarked he didn’t like
the word “negotiations,” he thought
“arrangements’” twould be a better
term, and asked Mr. Schofield if the
city would be likely to want to drive
a hard bargain in the matter,

Mr. Schofield in reply, said that al-
though he was not on the council, he
was certaln they woul be willing to
enter into any reasonable arrangement
with the government for making St.
John a Dominion port, but as it stood
now, they were waiting for the gov-
ernment to make the frst move, and
the commissioners could reély on such
a2 move being met by the ecity in a
very liberal way.

Mr. Schofield, in answer to Mr. Ash-
down, sald he favored the establishing
of a direct line from this port to Ja-
maica for the transport of fruits, etc.
He also said his board has passed a re-
Bolution in favor of allowing the pre-
ferential tariff only on imports coming
into Canadian ports.

Answering Mr. Ashdown he admitted

that at the present time the ) e SRR -

- In conelusion he fav-
ored the natlonalization of the port of
St. John; which should also be a free
port.

Samuel Schofield read the following
paper :

You wilt probably be Surprised, as
Wwell as interested, to hear that St.John
has been hoping and working
about half a century ‘to accomplish the
brincipal object for which your com-
mission has besn appointed, viz.: the
development trade

It is
nevertheless a fact, in proof of which
allow me to read you. the following ex-
tract from anh ‘address delivered by
out late Governor Boyd before the &t.
John Board of Trade in the year 1858,
nihe years before the confederation of
the provinces, and also before the
completion of either the Intercolonial
or Canadian Padific rallways. Gover
nor Boyd, who was. then simply a  8t.
John merchant, spoke as tfollows :

*“ Looking at ous position Wwith- re-
“gard to Lower Canada, Baint John
““must yet become the winter port of
“that country, if we prepare for it.
*Portland has already ‘taken -from us
““a portion of that trade, and the geo-
** graphical and pelitical bearings of
“our province with Canada render it
' desirable that this trade should not
We look
" forward to the early action of Great
‘ Britain in adopting as her own the
*‘ contemplated scheme of uniting the
* eastern and western hemispheres by
* tre Atlantic and Pacific railroad. Oour
‘ connection with Canada will place us
“in a direct line with this great work,
*“and Saint John in a few years may
“thus rise to the. position of "The Liv-

i " erponl of America.”

The subsequent developinents in cons
hection with this remarkable predic-
tion have undoubtedly been slow.. How-
ever St. John hag neéver once lost con-
fidence in the ldea; and since the com-
pletion of the C. P..R, connection with
Montreal, the. ¢ty © has invested
about one million dollars of capital in
territorial accommodations at West St.
John, which up to the ‘Present time
have been furnished entirely free of
charge in connection with western im-
bort and. export trafic. Other ports
have undoubtedly expended larger
amounts in connection with their trade

;des'elopments. but tolls and charges

have in all cases been levied upon the
resulting traffic, and I doubt whether
another instance can be quoted In
which a city the size of St. John has
invested so large an amount as a mil-
licn dollars in providing facilities for
the handling of trafic which merely
basses through the city, and without
exacting any tolls in connection there-
with,

I have menticned the foregeing olr-
cumstances In order to inform you of
the facts, and to show you that st.
John has already done all and more
than could reasonably he expected ot
the city towards developing the trade

;‘Which your cothmission ha8 now been
‘appointed to look after and promote, .

And we hope that after due considera-
tion of all the circumstances you will
report that in your opinion' the time
has arrived when ‘ the government
should relieve the eity of St, John from
the heavy burden svhich it is at pre-
sent carrying for the benefit of the
Wwhole Dominien, and should also pro-
vide the lncreased accommodations
that are already required for the bust<
ness offering, as well ag for the in-
crease which may be confidently ex-
pected in the near future, and which
should be provided for without further
delay. ;

When 8ir Wilfrid Laurier visited £t.
John in the year 1897, he stated in one
of his public addresses that he would
never be satisfied until every pound
ot Canhadian freight was carried
through Canadian ports, and in the
publighed roports of the meetings held
by your commission in ‘this city in Jane
uary, 1304, the following remarks ap-
pear : ;

“Mr, Bértram sald one of thes msin
objects of the commission s to fnd
means to have Cunadian goods car-
ried tweugh Csnalian ports. If the
Grend Prunk Pacific desired to ¥end
shipmerits 10" Portland instead of 8t
John, it was part of the comwmission’s
duty 4o try and find means to compel
fLem to use Canadian pasts.” -

Mr. Reford sald it is the desire of
all on the commission to do everything
possible to have Canadian shipments
made through Canadian ports .and to
take them from American ports,where
they Hase usfortumitely gone, That

 Dredge-—Nationalization Recommended,.‘

is a patriotic work in which all Can-
adlang are interested, :

These truly Canadian sentiments are
entirely in accordance’ with our ideas
of sound national policy, and we are
now looking forward with hopeful con-
fidence to the early realization of our
expectations in this connection, We
Would suggest that the best move for
the government to adopt first, because
it would produce the Quickest results,
would be to sufficiently improve and
equip the portz of Halifax, St. John,
Quebec, Montreal and ‘Vangouver, and
make them free ports; so far as
through traffic s concerned, which
would be an equitable arrangement, as
the whole Dominion would be interest-
ed in the trade passing through the
ports named. We wouid also suggest
that the government should be request-
ed to enact a law whereby preferen-
tial rebates off customs duties which
are allowed in connection with Cana-
dian imports should only apply te
80ods that are imparted through Can-
adian seaports, and in British regis-
tered vessels.

As regards St. John more particular-
ly, your commission has already been
furnished with full information con-
cerning the extent of winter port trade
that has already en developed here
during the last te years, in which
time .the register tonnage of the
steamers employed has increased from
50,000 to 348,000 tons, or an average in-
crease of about 60 per cent each year,
which is  a most encouraging record,
and with additional facilities it is quite
certaifi  that the volume of trafiic
would be proportionately increased, It
is' also worthy of note that of the 624

Atlantic steamers that visited St
John during the last ten winters, only
three met with accidents,

Your commission has also been sup-
plied with plans and information cen-
cerning the extent of territory avail-
able at West St. John and in Courte-
nay Bay for the accommodation of
other rallways and inetreased traffic,
which can easily be provided for at
those points when required.

In conclusion we wish to direct your
special attention to the following argu-
ments in favor of Bt, John, being ad-
opted and equipped by the government
a8 one of the national ‘“winter ports”
of the Dominion of Canada:

1—The port of Bt. Johi Is open all the
‘year round, and it is always entirely
tree from ice during the ‘Wiliter ‘sea-
son, which statement canhot be made
regarding any other port on the At-
lantic coast nérth of Bailtimore. When
the Montreal harbor commissioners in-
apected all the various Atlantic sea-
ports in January, 1002, they found more
or less ice at every port, with the ain-
gle exoeption of St. John.

2—The harbor of 8t. John can be safe-
ly entered by the largest existing
steamer in the world, which could al-
g0 lie afloat in the Harbor at all times
of tide. j

3—8t. John is the moBt westerly Cant
adian Atlantic seaport available for
steamers during the winter season, and
consequently the railway distance to
the west is shorter from St. John than
from any other Canadian port.

4-8t. ‘John is connected with Mont-
real and the west by three separate
railways, whose mileages between St.
John and Montreal are as follows:

Canadian Pacific raliway, 482 miles,

C. P. R, Temiscouata and 1. . R,
604 miles. i 3

Intercolonial rallway, 740 miles,

And the Gréind Trunk Pacific will
make a fourth connection, with a ghort-
er mileage than the Intercolonial.
These variou$s connections are 8peci-
fleally important in connection ivith
winter port business, when traffic is
liable to . interruption by snowstarms.
If one of the routes should be blockéed
another one can be utilized, and thus
prevent delay to business,

5—The distance between St. John and
Liverpool comparés most  favorably
with every other important Atlantic
seaport, as will ibe seen by the foliow-

{ing statement:

Liverpool to 8t, John via Halitax, 2,-
725 miles.

Liverpool to Bt. John direct, : 2700
miles.

Liverpool to Portland, 2,765 miles.

Liverpocl to Boaton; 2,807 miles.

Liverpool to New York, 3,034 miles.

6—-8t. John already has regular es-
tablished steamship conncctions “with
Liverpool, Manchester, London, Glas-
gow, Bristol, Belfast, Dublin, Antwerp,
the West Indies and South Africa, thus
affording trade facllties with all those
important places,

7—8t. John is the largest wood ex-
porting port in Canada, which is an ad-
vantage to steamers in making up thelir
cargoes, and often prasvents delays
Which would otherwire ' be occasioned
by having to wait for reilway cargo
to arrive.

8—The terminal facilities already pro-
vided by the city of 8t. John are open
for use by all railways whinh ses fit
to make connection with- them, and
therefore thore 12 no danger of manos
Poly in comndotion with the business,

8—8t. Jdohn s already the Atlantic
terminus of the Conadian Pacific rall«
way, and in February last Sir Thomas
Bhaughnessy, president of that great
rallway, made the following written
Statement cenorning the port of St.
John:

“With a1l thet may be sald upen
‘' the Subject the Canadian winter port
*must of n Yy be at St. John, or
“that immediate vielnity, There are
lone or two other polnts quite clnse
“to Bt. John that eould be utilized,
* but at either of these it wauld  be
' necessary to start anew and butld ap
' a port, where there would be none of
“ the advantages of & city of coysider-
" able sive like St. John. ‘

With such a strong  recommendas
tion of our port, from & company-that
1090 largely interested in both the

ened with interest to the speeches made,
and éspecially to Mr. Schofield’s paper,
which he thought covered the ground
completely. .

Mr. Ashdown said hée would like to
say that he came to 8t. John with an
absolutely open mind. He took up
this work at some sacrifice. The west
is looking to get its produce out of the
country by the best ‘routes; both as
regards time and cost, and is heartily
in accord with the idea of using Can-
adian ports. Naturally they looked
first to Montreal. The season of open
navigation i8 short, so a winter port is
a necessity., In Montreal he obtgined
much valuable ' information. ' Many
Montrealers considered the questiof
purely from a Montreal standpoint, but
he was considering the question in its
relation to the dominion as a whole.
He would deal with the question in
that respect. He would like very
much to know that they can _ship
Canadian trade over the I. ¢. R. The
C. P. R. would need to Improve:its
grade to do a large winter trade. He
was not In a position to say what
Would be recommended, but they would
denl with the question on broad lines,
and he hoped that their report would
lead ‘to the development of trade
through the doors of this city.

Bobert Reford at the close of the
meeting. sald he hoped the visit of the
commissioners to St. John would give
Batistaction to the people of this city.

~ SERMON 'PHONES,

S

Every Pew In Chicago Edlﬂcei
Has Direct Wire.

Pastor Believes ‘He Could Reach the Lazy,

Too, But Fears - They Would Miss
: Gollections,

Deaf persons can now hear the gos-
pel and find the straight and narrow
way by the use of the telephone. And
by the latest electrical contrivance it is
not necessary for them to even say
‘“hello” before receiving directions to
find the road to heaven. % :

Twenty-five persons sitting in &
church and listening by telephone to
the sermon being preached from the
pulpit some distance away, is the lat-
est ‘novelty. This innovation is found
in the settlement known as Lincoln
Centre, Langley avenue and Oakwood
boulevard, Chicago, under the super-
vision of Rev. Jenkin Lloyd Jones,

Persons with defective hearing have
heretofore been barred by their allment
from the pleasure of enjoying a . ser-
mon. on Sunday, and could only. scan
the Monday morning newspapers for
the reports of the pulpit utterances.
The management of Lincoln Centre has
solved the problem and flew the appli-
cations for memberships/from deaf per-
sons are coming in at so rapid a rate
that they may, in a short time, com-
pose more than half the audience ona
Sunday morning.

This innovation’is simply an original
application of the teléphonhe prineiple.
On the stand in the pulpit of the large
auditorium at Lincoln- Centre sits a
small box, each side of which is about
two feet square. It contains a small
battery and telephone transmitter that
has great power. From this box
emerges a small'ecord-covered wire that
drops to the floor and passes under the
carpet, and then runs #long the floor
beside the tiers of seats to the rear end
of the room.) From this - main wire
branch wires run along each row of
seats.. Thus telephone connection is
made between each seat or pew and the |
pulpit. :

A deaf person simply carries a small
tnan &

nection with the wire in his pew, and
placing the receiver to his ear, enjoys
the sermon from the pulpit. The
rreacher is not required to speak any
Iouder than is his custom, and he can
stand anywhere in the pulpit and talk
straight at the audience. He is not re-
quired to hold a receiver to his mouth
while talking. The telephone transmit-
ter has a power of such force that the
preacher can stand at any spot' in the
pulpit and his words will be distinctly
heard by those using the tiny recetv-
ers in the audience,

Persons who have a delicacy about
other persons knowing of their defect-
ive hearing can conceal the tiny receiv-
er in one Hand and place it to the ear
in such a way that the observer will
think they are only leaning their heads
on their hands.

“It is only a step further to run a
wire from the pulpit to the residences
of the church members,” Dr, Jones has
said of the invention, “and the Ilazy
persons who like to sleep late on Sun-
day morning could be aroused from
their slumbers just before services open,
and they: could place the receivers to
their ears and lie in bed and listen to
the sermon. They might sandwich in
between the prayer and the sermon the
pleasure of reading the stock quota-
tions in the Sunday morning paper,
and the women could turn from a dry
place in the sermon and read the latest
advice from the beauty doctor.

“What an ideal condition for- lazy
persons! The preacher would have a

' show that he hasn’t now. He would

have the opportunity of making the ab.
sentees hear him when he scolded them
for not coming to church, that is, if
they wouldn’t become so aggravated
that they would throw down the re-
ceivers. I don’t know just how this
would work when a.big collection is to
be taken up ‘Iin the audience; if the
audience is scattered sevéral miles
around.”

The telephone idea was Suggested by
Cassius M. Loomis, who placed the ap-
paratus in the church himself and who
has charge of it. He is defective in
hearing, and for that reason the
thought of the 'phone tame to him.

To keep up a large regulas
army is a very expensive -proceeding,
and it has been found in practice that
a small regular force, and aswell train-
ed militia is nearly as-effective, ana
‘much more economical. For a peo-
ple to decide on the best military sys-
tem to ddopt, it is necessary for them
to consider ‘their surroundings, situat-
ed as are the Germans, with a pos-«
sible- enemy on their eastern frontfer
and another on their western, ditto,

“they have of necessity to keep on foot

a large regular army, and in gadition
o see to it that every able-bodfed
young man in the empire has a cer-
tain amount of military training. The
German system stood the test in the
war with France in 1870,

HER OWN INITIATIVE.

AMHBERST, Mass., July 24-—That
China, in communicating to the powers
her unwillingness to recognize any ar-
rangement regarding Manchuria about
which she had not previously been
 consulted, actéd entirely upon her own
initfative, i5ithe emphatic statement
of Sir Chentung Idang Cheng, ‘the
Chinese minister, who is spending the
summer here, where he went to school
25 years ago. ;

“The note just made public by the
Washington government,” deélared the
minister, "“was addressed by my gov-
ernment first to the belligerents and
later ta the neutral powers.” Previous
to this my government had sounded
its governors and viceroys and minis-
ters abroad regarding wvarious phases
of the Manchurian question, and the
notification "to the powers that we
should not recognize any arrangement
regarding the Chinese province of
Manchuria about which we had not
been. consulted heforehand was not
bron:pted or even suggested, so far as
I am aware, by any other government,
but emanated directly from the Pekin
government, which acted in-this mat-
ter entirely on its own initiative.”

He came here on the lumber schoon-
er Utopla from Lunenburg, N. S,
looking forward to a warm welcome
from his' son, John H. Now, of 24
Maplewood avenue, Gloucester,

But his son is in no condition to care
for him and his other @lldten, who
live in Lawrence and Lisbon, N. H.,
seem no better off. Hence the board
of special inquiry decided that the un-
fortunate fisherman should return to
Lunenburg, his birthplace, as he might
become a public charge here.

The old man arrived on the Utopia
a8 week ago today.. The captain did
not charge him for the passage, but
Mr. Now worked his way, assisting
with the sails ‘and occasionally took
a hand at the wheel. HMe can’t do
much work, for he at one time suffer-
ed from a stroke of paralysis and since
then has been a cripple.

‘When his son called.-for him and
told ‘the immigration authorities that
he was the father of Hine children,
~hat he did not have permanent em-
ployment and earned only $8 or $9 a
week, and that he had a hard time
making both ends meet the .board de-
cided to send the father back.

Every few years
he would return to his native city and
remain away for many months, always
returning to Gloucester, where he lived
with his son. ZLast summer he went
to Lisbon, N. H. where he ‘visited his
daughter, and despite: his old age he
chopped fifty ¢ords of wood and saved
‘sufficlent money to keep him during
the winter. Last fall he went to Lun-
enburg and remainéd there until his
recent arrival. While there he worked
at mending nets and occasionally went
fishing. :

He finally decided to return to Glou-
cester. On landing here the captain
brought him to the immigration sta-
tion. Belng an allen and not having
been.examined previous to his depar-
ture, he was given a hearing and was
detained until his son was communicat-
ed with. This was last Saturday. His
Son was away at the time and did not
receive the commissioner's message un-
tl Monday, when he started for Bos-
ton. The son, who is a middle-aged
man, was in such a poor financial con-
dition, that he did not have sufficient
money to take him back home and the
money was givem him by a friend. .

CHAMPIONS OF SOUL LIBERTY.

In our postulate of soul Hberty we af-
firm the right of every human being to
exemption in matters of faith and con-
‘science from all coercion or intimida-
tion by any earthly authority whatso-
ever. Our demand has been, not simply
but religious
‘Hiberty; not sufferance merely, but free-
dom; and that, not for ourselves alone,

very essénce of our belief, Chist is
‘Lora of all. Every attempt to put the.
- ¢or-~cience in thrall to human authority
s Isze majeste to the King of Kings,
and ‘a negation of the privileges and
eegponsibilities conferred by Him upon
the individual soul,
. The consclence is the servant only of
God and is not subject to the will of

life. Crucify it ahd the third day it
will rise again. Bury it in_ a sepulchre
and the stone will be rolled away while
the keepers become as dead men.
‘With reference to this great principle
we can clearly claim a thorough-going
consistency. = Steadfastly refusing to
bend our own necks under the yoke of
bondage, we have scrupulously with-
held our hands from imposing that
yoke upon others. Baptists are the
one considerable religious body
in the world, with three centuries of
history behind them, who ean claim to
have been ‘& non-persecuting people
from first ta last. Of martyr blood our
hands are clean. We have never in-

voked the sword of temporal power to’

aid the sword of the Spirit. We have
never passed an ordinance infllcting a
civic disability on any man because
of his religious views, be he Protestant
or, Papist, Jew or Turk or Infidel. In
this regard there is no blot on our es-
cutcheon.

It has been in behalf of soul liberty,
primarily, that we haye ever stood for

‘SEPARATION OF CHURCH AND
STATE.

In our deep conviction, the union of
these two institutions represents the
most baneful mis-alliance of the ages.
Whether the state be grafted upon the
church or the church upon the state,
the fruit therefrom is alike “ate with
impoisonment and stung with fire,”

“One of the anomalies of history is
that Protestants, “coming out of the
Roman Catholic Church, with loud com-
plaints against her tyrannies, so speed-
ily and so greedily copied and emulated
her repressive measures.” Over the
whole field swept by the Reformation
movement Protestant State Churchism
soon reigned supreme. Luther and
Melancthon imposed it upon Germany;
Zwingli and Calvin °riveted it upon
Switzerald; Knox and his assoclates
fastened it on  Scotland; Thomas
Cromwell and Henry VIII. bound the
accursed incubus upon the life of Eng-
land, to which it clings relentlessly
and oppressively until this day.. At
this very moment, minions of the state
church, booted and spurred, are trying
to ride the Nonconformist conscience
of England under the saddle of an un-
righteous school .law, in the hope of
driving the lambs of Nonconformity
into the fold of the establishment.
True, they do not find it easy going.
Already they are pounding hard in the
saddle.. Unless all signs fail, saddle

(and riders will son be in the ditch,

while Nonconformity a little sore, per-
haps, but still sturdy and fit, will be
found keping the middle of the road. ;

We who are delegates to this con=
8ress from over the seas, desire to
express..the . deeph satisfaction we feel,
in that, at this crisis, it has fallen to

| the_English Baptists to give to Non-

o rmﬂ:y its outstanding champion
and’ deknowledged leader in the
DErson Of their own hero, prophet, and
patriot, Dr. John Clifford. No cause
could ask a more gallant and intrepid
leader. -No leader could command a
more . intense and absolute love-loyalty.
I_n the year of grace 1905, John Clifford
is the Prime Minister of England.

And what could be maore fitting than
that a Baptist should lead in such a
cause as this? Baptists created the
conscience of this country on the sub-
Ject of soul liberty. They wrought in
advance .of their times.  As far back
as 1611 they formulated the doctrine
of non-magisterial interference in  re-
ligloug matters. The earliest work on
soul liberty published in the English
language was issued by them in 1614,
—“Religion’s Peace, or a Plea for Lib-
erty of Conscience.” During the next
fifty years so numerous were their pub-
lications on this subject that one of
their ‘bitteres{ opponents said, ¢The
presses _groan and sweat under the
load.” And all the while they fought
a lone’lx fight. Their doctrine was
sneered at as ‘“a religious paradox,”
and a “raving delirium.” It was ex-
ecrated as “a pestilent error,” and “a
damnable heresy.” But they faltered
not.” The constant Baptist witnessing
feil' like a steady rain upon the iron
hills of state church pride, and upon
the rich wild tracts of a partially de-
veloped Nonconformity. Decade after
decade, century .after century, it-has
soaked this soil, until today, a mighty
river of intelligent, passionate, popular
conviction in fdvor of absolute religi-
ous liberty rolls through' this land. Up-
on that river all our ships some day
shall ride, and by it all our field be fer-
tilized.

"~ The brightest chapter of Baptist
achievement has, however, been enact-
ed, not in the old.world, but in the

new. The old spirit of religious intol-
in the

erance crossed ' the  Atlantic
“Mayflower.” = The Pilgrim Fathers
were no lambs fleeing from the slaugh-
ter. With them it was a question of
whose ox was being gored. Their own
ox had been gored long enough. They
would provide him with a new pasture
and an ‘entensive stamping ground.
But they had no thought of dehorning
him in the interest of universal soul
liberty. The Puritans who settled the
Massachusetts Bay colony in 1628 were
another people but of a similar spirit,
and the two soon blended.  'Together
they established, not a state church so
much as & church state, in which eiti-
zenship was conditioned upon church-
membership. There, then, for a sea-
son, was the spectacle of Congregation-
alism established by law, coercing all
into conformity therewith forbidding
all dissent, and enforeing its prohibi-
tions by penalties of disfranchisement,
fine, imprisonment, scourging and ban-
ishment. But the monstrosity was
short lived. The mixture of fron and
clzy soon crumbled. By nothing was
its downfall hastened so much as by
the “Passive Resistancs” of Baptists
within the colony, and their construct-
ive work beyond its bounds. In 1636
i : , fleeing from oppres-
ston in Massachusetts, settled -Provi-
dence, and obtained a charter which
provided that no person was to be. in
any wise molested, punished, or called
in question for any religious opinion.
It may be remembered that ZLord
Baltimore, a Roman Catholic, under

charter from Charles the First, had in
1635 settled a colony in. what is now
known as Maryland, on what purport-
ed to be a basis of, religious * liberty,
but it was liberty’ with a string to it,

and a short string at that. It provid-

ed liberty for Christians only. In

granting the charter, Charles had ex- |

pressly provided that membérs of the
Church of England should be protected
in ‘the exercise of their religion. In
1849 at the instance of Lord Baltimore,
to his credit be it said, gqual security
was guaranteed, ‘“to all' believers in
Jesus Christ.” This was a great ad-
vance upon the Massachusetts gitua-
tion, but how far it was from liberty
of-conscience may be seen by the pro-
viso that ‘“Whatsoever person shall
blaspheme God, or shall deny, or shall
reproach the Holy Trinity, or any of
the three persons thereof, shall be pun-
‘ished by death.” In the Rhode Island
colony, however, there were no restric-
tions, and thdke, for the first time in
the history of the world was a civil
government whose corner stone was
absolute soul liberty.

Bancroft, speaking of the part play-
ed by Roger Williams in the cause of
liberty, writes thus: (Vol. .. page 254
and 255), “At the time when Germany
was desolated by the implacable wars

of religion, when even HoMand could"

not pacify vengeful sects, when France
was still to go ‘through: the fearful
struggle of bigbtry; when England was

- 8asping under the despotism’ of intoler-

ance; almost half a century before Wil-
liam Penn became an American pro-
pbrietary; and while Descartes was con-
Structing modern philosophy on the
method of free reflection—Roger Wil-
liams asserted the great doctrine of in-
tellectial liberty, and made it the cor-
ner stone of a political institution. .

The principles which he first asserted
amid the-bickerings of a colonial par-
ish, next sustained in the general court

1 of Masgsachusetts, and then introduced

into the wilds of Narrafansett Bay, he
found occasion in 1644 to publish in
England, and to defend as the basis of
the religious freedom of mankind; so
that borrowing the language employed
by his antagonists in derision, we may
compare. him to ‘the lark, the pleasant
bird of the peaceful summer, that, af-
fecting to soar aloft, .springs upward
from the ground, takes his rise from
pale to tree, and at last utters his clear
carols through the skies of the morn-
ing.’ He was the first person in mod-
ern Christendom to establish civil gov-
ernment on the doctrine of the Iiberty
of conscience, the equality of opinifons
before the law; and in its defence he
was the Harbinger of Milton, the pre-
cursor and the superior of Jeremy Tay-
lor.” :

The time aliotted to this paper will
not permit me to further trace in de-
tail the story of the struggle in the new
world. Suffice it to say that owing to
the lynx-eyed vigilance with which the
Baptist people watched against the pos-
sibility of a state connection with the
church, the Constitution of the United
States; as adopted in 1787 declared: “No
religious test shall ever be required as
a qualification to any office in the Unit-
ed States.” Lest this should prove in-
adequate as a safeguard of liberty, it
was amended, upon the petiton of the
Virgina Baptists, to read: ‘‘Congress
shall make no law respecting an estab-
lishment of religion, or prohibiting the
free exercise threof.” That is Ameri-
ca’s chiefest contribution to the art of
government and the sclence of polftics.
It is, to a wery. large extent, a Baptist
achievement. ; 3

The world must not be permitted to
forget what.the Baptist doctrine ' of
soul liberty, broadening into the con-
ception of personal liberty and finding
expression in the ordinances of civil
liberty has wrought for the emancipa-
tion of mankind. “Individuality in re-
lation to God and Christ and salvation,
the Scriptures and pudgment and eter-
nity, conducts by an irresistible se-
quence to freedem of thought and’
speech and press, to popular govern-
ment, to unfettered scientific investiga-
tion, to universal education. Soul lib-
erty cannot be . dissevered from civil
freedom.” All modern reforms in gov-

ernment, broadening from the few 'to

the many can be traced to the recog-
nition more or less complete of this
great principle.

No man ever approached this  fact
more fully than the unschooled but elo-
quent William Knibb, who carried: the
Fiery Cross of Freedom through ‘these
British Islands; “who applied the torch
of his burning enthusiasm to the train
Wwhich had been lald- by Wilberforce,
Clarkson, Buston, Sharp, and blew up
the whole abominable  institution of
slavery, making true the saying which
is written, *“Slaves cannot breathe the
air of England.”

The moment that Knibb heard that
the Reform Bill had passed the British

-House of Commons, he exclaimed, “Now

T'll havesslavery down! I will never
rest day nor night till I see it destroy-
ed root and branch.” As a proof that
his opposition to slavery was the out-
come of his interpretdtion of the great
commission, take this extract from his
first  speech delivered in England on
his return from Jamaica:—*"I daily and
hourly feel that the questions of coloni-
al slavery and of missions are now in-
separably connected; that British Chris-
tians must either join with me In an

“attempt to break the chain with which

the African is bound or leave the work
of mercy and the triumphs of the Re-
deemer unfinished ‘and . abandon "the
simple -and oppPressed  Christian slave
to those whose tender mercies are cru-
elty.” - During this impassioned speech,
orie of the cautious officials of the Bap-
tist - Missionary Society is stated  to
have pulled the tail of Knibb’s coat by
way of admontition; but Knibb went on;
—‘believing as I do that the African
and the Creole slave will never again
enjoy the. blessings of 'religious in-
struction or hear of the benefits of that
Gospel which Christ commanded to be
preached among all nations unless
slavery be overthrown, I now stand
forward as the unflinching and un-
daunted advocate of immediate eman-
cipation, I plead for liberty to worship
God on behalf of thirty thousand
Christian slaves of the same faith ae
yourselves and if the friends of mis-
sions will not hear me I hope that the
God of missione will. Alded by British
Christians and by Afric’s God; I will
never cease to plead for the people I
love till we wave the flag of liberty
over departed colorial slavery., shout
with melodious harmony its funeral
dirge and proclaim ag we leave the
spot In which we have entombed the
sreatest curse that has ever stained
the annals of miesions, ‘Glory to God
in the highest, and on earth peace,
good will to men.” ™ “This vow regis-
tered in such dramatic fashion was
literally fulfilled in that memorable
midnight celebration in Jamaiea when

ibb aceompnnied by a great multi-
tude of emancipated blacks digged a

grave, cast into It the hated symbols

b s b

of slavery and sang the doxology at
the close.

Stanzas from a little poem by Tenny-
son, seem appropriate here,

Once in a golden hour
I cast to earth a seed, ™
Up there came a flower,’
The people said; a weed.

To and fro they went
Through my garden bo(ver,

And muttering discontent,
Cursed me and my flower,

Then it grew so tall
It wore a crown of light,
But thieves from 0’er the wall
Stole the seed by night.

Sowed it far .and wide

‘We are glad they've got it. We. re-
Joice to see the splendid pasion flower
of soul ‘liberty blossoming far and
-wide in the fields of Nonconformist
doctrine; .but .we think our brethren
of the free and evangelical denomin-
ations can afford to acknowledge that
they found the seed in our Baptist
garden.

I must hasten now to point out how
our essential Baptist principle has
made our place a place of witnessing
in behalf of

A SPIRITUAL CHURCH.

By a “spiritual church’” we mean a
church responsive in all ite members,
to the mind of Christ, and yielding
personal loyal oObedience to His sov-
ereign will,

Since the Church is Christ’s body,
membership in the church should de-
pend upon, follow and express a pre-
vious personal relation to Him as the
incorporating and directing head. To
admit to the body those who are not
Joined ‘to the head by a living faith, is
to commit a mischievous” incongruity.
Hence we cannot permit the state to
say who shall be members in the
church. Caesar must not ‘. determine
what belongs to God. Hence we dare
not say with the Westminster Con-
fession, that ‘the church consists of
all these throughout the world, who
profess the true religion, together with
their children.” We dare not baptize
those who can give no sign that they
have been born again; baptism is the
symbol of regeneration, and must be
reserved for those who, in personal
confession of His name, put on the
Lord Jesus Christ. :

This principle of a regenerated
church membership, more than any-
thing else, marks our distinctiveness
in the Christian world to-day. It is a
matter of amazement to us to find
ourselves noticed, not so much for in-
sistence on the spirituality of the
church, as for the scrupuloud obser-
vance of an appointed form. The lat-
ter is but incidental to our position ;
the former is of its very essence. If we
stand for believers’ baptism and no
other it is not simply because we think
we have the better of our Pedo-baptist
brethren in a matter :of exegesis, buf
becatlge both logic and ‘experience
teach its importance as a safeguard
to the church from the intrusion of
unregenerate life. If we hold to im-
mersion it is because the = Master
clearly chose that form as the ade-
quate symbol of the death and resur-
rection by which He achieved His
sovereignity, as well as symbol of that
death to sin and resurrection to new-
ness of life by which the believer
comes consciously under Hig Sovereign
Sway. The purpose , throughout is
8piritual,

It is noteworthy that the practice of
infant baptism is falling more and
more into disuse among the
evangelical denominations, while the
old grounds for its adminis-
tration  haye been - largely ' sur-
rendered. In the interests of a spiritu-
al church it should,. we believe, - be dis-
continued entirely, discarded as an out-
worn tradition, and ghunned as g -gar-
ment spotted by the flesh. 3

As I bring this paper toward conclu-
sion, there are two other matters that
I must touch upon, If ever so lightly
and briefly. One is the place which our
essential Baptist principle has given
us in the great modern movement of

It has been said that the chiefest con-
tribution of the Baptist people to the
Christian church has been her succes-
sion of great preachers. That would
not be strange if true. The Baptist
principle has continually driven our
preachers  in upon the scriptures.
Standing ‘there, they have felt the
Rock ~of Ages -beneath their ' feet.
Standing there they have beheld the
glory of the Lord. They have gazed
upon the cross red with blood of atone-,
ment. They have beheld the throne of
God with the Lamb in the midst
thereof. The Baptist preacher has nev-
er needed to go peeping cautiously
about to see what other men are doing,
or to put his ear to the ground to listen
for the word from human lips. It has
been for him to hear what God the Lord
. would say, ang to speak the word from
his mouth. Hence through alls the
messages of our great preachers, there
has ever throbbed the deep, awful, gra-
clous note of Calvary. Their testimony
hag been sown with the fire of the holy
gospel, and it has filled all the church
with light.

Qur principles
have not yet manifested the rull force
that is in them. New light and power
are to break forth from them in the
days to come. Loose them, and let
them go. They have in them, through
the quickening of the sense of personal
answerableness to Christ, the power to
sanctify the family, and make the home
a place of richer spiritual culture. They
have in them the power to secure for
the church a more intelligent, Wmggre-
hensive and universal consecration of
her members. They have in them the
power to mitigate the antagonisms of
commercial life. Settmg before ecapit-
alist and tradesmen alike the higher
standards that necessarily accompany
the sense of personal responsibility to
Christ, they will go far to break the
Iyranny of both combined capital and.
organized labor. They have in them
the promise of succor and deliverance
for millions who now groan under the
‘oppressions of the autocratic govern-
ments of the world. In a word, they
bid each man who lives under the blue
syk, Lo stand upon his feet and hearken
to his Lord and Master, ‘Jesus Christ;
and go with Him up to the heights of
noblest ‘maghood. 2 ¢

May God make us worthy of the trust
committed to .our hands. May we
Prove the divinity of our principles by
the increasing splendor of o@r achieve-
ments. May we be. good soldiers of
Jesus Chrigt, and strong helpers of
mankind. Then when the day is done,
we shall have a royal diadem to cast
at Jesus’ feet. Our principles with our
achievements we shall weave into a
crown. As jewels for that crown we
shall gather all the names that have
shone starlike and clear in the galaxy
of Raptist history, and with a joy un-
speakable and full of glory we ghall
raise all our voices to “Hail the power
of Jesus’ name,” and 1ift all our hands
"to “Crown Him Lord of all.”

ment came of ;. Baptist birth. ‘World
evangelization is'a corollary to the doc-
trine of the Lordship of Christ. In
Willilam Carey the doctrine found a
new interpretation and expression. By
him it was clarified ‘ang restated in
terms of the great commission. The
older doctrine of ‘divine Sovereignty
had sterilized the’ church. Hyper-Cal-
vinism running near to fatalism, had
chilled evangelical enthusiasm, It had
bidden the wyoung anhood ;of the
ghurch “sit down,” declaring that when
it pleasqd God to convert the heathen,
He would convert them without human
help. From such a theological ebscur-
antism, with its sad consequenges of
religious quietism, Carey; brought  de-
liverance. He gave the church a new
horizon, kindled within her a new light,
created within her a new soul. Carey
was no 'mere ecclesiastical mechanist,
he was a great prophet and insptratfon-
ist. It was a new thought of God and
of man ‘that he gave to the world, or
rather an old thought brought to new-
ness .of life, His contribution was
splendidly revolutionary. 1t is with us
still a thing of life and\ power and
blessing.  “Time canont wither, nor
custom stale the infinite variety” of its
beneficence in the Christian church at
large. In the exaltation of her ideals,
in the enlargement of her sympathies,
in the intensification of her zeal, in the
sanctification of her life, in the purifi-
cation and simplification of her  doe-
trine, the Christian-church owes more
to Willlam Carey and his misgion, than
to any other man or movement since
the days of Paul. Upon the trellis of
