SIORY OF AN EXILE 10 SIBERLY.

Barou Poniatowski, now on a visit tn
oar city, gave a very intcresting ac-
count of his banishment to Siberia, be-
fore a small audience at Lancaster 1all.
on Saturday evening last. It afforded
a painfal illustration of Russian tyran-
ny in matters of religion a? well as po-
litics,

His father was a Polish nobleman,
forcibly transplanted to Russia on ae-
count of his taking part in the Polish
revolation. Like all transplanted Poles
he was obliged to give up the use of his
native language, embrace the Greek re-
ligion, and send his sons to the Impe-
rial sohools. Buing a zealous Roman
Oatholic it was a great hardship for
hiw to change his religion, and hedied
of & broken heart.

Tha Greek church is but a system of
fors without rcligious spirit —used
only as an instrament to uphold the
power of the Czar. It teaches in its
catechism that the Emperor has all
power on earth, and reigns in place of
the Saviour. Conversion consists only
in signing a roll of faith. They wor-
ghip paiuted images and believe in the
intercession of Saints—especially St.
Nicholas and St. Isaae, tho latter of
whom is always at hand to rescus be-
lievers from tho perils of the wilder-
noss. Miracles are numerous, and fasts
frequent. Indoed the Greok Church
soaks to storm Heaven by famine. All
gins, even that of murder, may be afon-
ol for by fasting. Purity of conduct
is not o important as implicity of be-
lief. No prayer is kaown except the
Lord’s prayer. The Bible is prohibit-

In
a Siberian summer, the earth is not
green but yellow : in the valleys there
is a litile warmth, but after two short
months the icy winter comes again.—
During the second “year his wife fell
sick—médicine was donicd—and she
died. For three months the exiie was
unconscious of his existenco, during
which time be was cared for by a poor
peasant, hiwself an exile. When he
recoverad he was removed three hun-
dred miles farther into the iaterior,
but was no longer obliged to furnish
the skins. He now attempted to es-
cape into China by way of the Amoor
rivor, but was turned back by the Tar-
tar hordes, owing his escape from one
of them to his surgical skill in setting
tho arm of their c%icf', broken by a tree
felled by lightning.  After another
year three Jew fur dealers ¥hom he
had befriended in Moscow, furnished
him with clothing, powder, chart and
compass, and he again set out, suffering
much until he reached the city of Arch-
angel, where, so0 changed was he, that
he had no fear of being recognized. A
friend here furnished him funds and
clothes, and a benevolent Eaglish sea
captain boxed him up, Box Brown fasa-
ion, and carried him to England. He
then went to Germany, where he found
friends among eminent religious men,
from whom he boars the highest testi-
monials, Gov. Waight, our minister
at Berlin, advised him ty come to this
country, and ho is accordingly here,
thankful for his escape, and tho refuge
he has fouand.

It is wicked to spoil buckwheat cakes so.
They should be made wish fresh yenst,ani
ouly in cold weather, when the batter
can be kept from over-fermenting, it is

advisable to mix fresh batter with the old i
and if it be acid this should net be allowed,

The flaver of buckwheat without this al-
kali is very fine, In mixing, a pint bowl
of the flour will require nearly three pirts
of water, a teacupful of yeast, and & little
salt. In vold weather mix withlukewarm
water, and make a batter neither thick nor
thin. Measure out a pint of the flour and
a quart of water, iu which put a seacupiull
of potato or any gaod yeast that can be re-
lied on, and half a gilt of molasses, Stir
this, aud mix in & neaping pint bowl of flout
Heat it well, and thin with snother bowl
of water ; if the buckwheat flour swells,
mote may beneeded; ifnot, not tLe whole
qauntity., Keep the batter covered and in
a place where the temperaiure will - be
uniform, until midnight. Fer, if the yeast
be good, it will rise sufficiently by that
time: Many err in keeping the batter in
(oo great heat; over-rising and scidity
are the censequences.

Buckwheat flour is goad mixed with
milk and water, and the molasses may be
omitted. The reason for using this latter
is to make the cakes brown ; milk has the
same effect.

Many think backwheat cakes cannot be
roads without the introduction of Inlian
mesl or beiled rice, but they do not require
sither, though they may- be ~waried by
their addition. "
Do not mix them so as to be obliged to
thie them after they have risem, All
cakea which ows their lightness to yeast,
must have time fer a seeond rising if any
new matter be added after the flzst fer-
mentation.

I water stand upon tha top of the bat-
ter, fermentation has gone toe fan, or hes
not taken place, and all the dostoring of
saleratns cannot make good cakes ; they
will be haed, black, and teugh. Good
buckwheat eakes,with sugac-masple syrup
and sweet butter, are Usinty food, and
within the reach of all who can buy buck:
wheat.

Ratssp Dovonnvrs.—These are made
from bread dough sfter it hoe risem, wnd
are fried in lard.

Knead inte dough with more
flour, snd, whea visen, out inte forms snd
fry in hot lazd.
Another.—Take two egge; two ¢ups of
suger, 8 great spooaful of yeast, one eup of
milk, & piece of butter the size of sn ogg,
cinna-aon, and Hour te kuead into & lamp
of dowgh.
