New York Correspondence.

Religious news regarding this seotion
of Christendom is not very stirring just
now. As. in business, so in religion,.we
have a fall and spring opening. When
the people haye returned to their howmes
after the summer’s rest, there is sound
of a “going” in the mulberry trees,
which continues until the vernal equi-
nox. Then comes Easter with its burst
of life;:for a week or so, there is the
bustle of activity ; for a day there is the
néise of thousands tramping to church;
then comee an increasing restfulness,
until all is quiet along. the rivers that
water our spiritual heritage.

So Easter, with its music, flowers and
sermons on the Resurrection, has come
and gone, and madters are more quiet
than before. Yet to those who are
watching the movements of God’s Spirit
there is much of interest, and of deep
interest too. Very recepfly, in this
city, a convention was b to discuss
various matters relating to a line of
Christian work which has crystallized
into working girl's clubs. The conven-
tion was organized by representatives of
fifty regular societies, and plans for
carrying on the work were projected
and discussed in an able manner, This
phase of Christian work is a very hopeful
sign that a larger way of doing things is
coming into vogue. It is not enough to
bring souls into the church; bearing
each others’ burdens, is the purpose of
our salvation, and these young women of
very dufferent social conditions are seek-
ing to oarry out that purpose in an effec-
tive manner,

their decision to walk in the fear of God.
The noticeable feature of this evangelist's
method is the absenpe ,of anything like
excitement or ranul’mckery His
style of address is calfi; the action. of
delivery is in the fonency of feeling
ratlier than physical motion ; his de
pendence is on the Holy Spirit-and a
reasovable presentation of truth. Such
work gladdens one, as a gleam of sun
shine on a cloudy day.

Of course a letter from New York
must not leave out the Baptist Ministers'

‘The Progress of the Negro in the Soath,

Rev. A. G. Haygood, one of the truest
friends of the colored race, and one who
has carefiily studied their condition for
many yedrs with the best of opportuni
ties, presents, in the Atlanta Constitution,
this hopeful view of the gains made in
educating the negro :

A grand beginning liss been made for
clearing these tangled jungles and drain
ing the malaria swamps. The full results
cannot be expressed in any grouping of
statistics, The best work done in this
world cannot be compressed into figures
Some things can be #0 told. In money,
vearly sixty millions of dollars have gone
into the education of the negroes in the
South. What is now stated is based on
the highest authority; the facts
been obtained, at first hand, from offic
records, up to January, 1880. Northarn
benevolence had invested in this work—
inducing the great gifts, a million each,
of Mr. John F. Slater and Mr. Daniel
Hand—$15,767,746; the Southern States
white people paying nearly all the taxes,
in maintaining common and ' normal
schools, $37,377,673.24. Add for 1880
about seven ‘hundred thousand’ from
Northern benevolence and about four
millions from the Southern States, and
we have near the sum total of money io-
vested in preparing the negro to be a
good citizen, i

No figures that men use can tell the
North of the hundreds of noble lives con
secrated to the work of Christian philan
thropy. Among them have appeared
some pestilent people, but most of them
are worthy to join in the fellpwship of
“the noble army of confessors " o!
whom the world 1s not worthy.”

What ' is there to show for this vast
outlay of money and human life ?  More
than it cost of life or money, or bath.
More than a million. negro children at
tend theé public schools, of which there
are more than sixteen thousand, taught
by negroteachers, trained most of them
in the higher institutions supported by
Northern benevolence, many of them in
the State normalschools for the training
of teachers. Ignorant and peevish peo-
ple revile theése schools, but they are in
tinitely better than none.’ Two millions
of these people can at least read. No
chapter in history matches this one,
the effort made or the results achieved.
So much was never done before to help
a poor and illiterate people, and so
many of such people nover learned so
much in so short a time. People who

Notes of My Visit ‘to the Fourth Corn-
i wallls Baptist Charch.

The large number of converts brought
into the church during my recent visit
are chiefly young people, and generally
remarkable for their intelligence and for
the promise they give of becoming an
accession of piety and strength as well
as of numbers.

Genuine electricity is of greater inter-
est than a makebelieve toy/ snd we
think we are living in a workdesful age
when we look at. telegraphs, tele-
phones, phono and motors ; ‘but
some of the fish fathi]ies of the sea have
been using electricity for thousands of
years..

they immediately attack the trea. It is
very well to enrich the soil at transplant
ing the tree, but the manure, if to be in

ocontact with or very near the roots,
should he thoroughly decomposed.:

Keep Poultry Manure Damp.

Sometimes we become acoustomed to
something so0 long that any suggestion in
the way of a change is not readily se
cepted. The old niaxim, “keep your.
poultry manure dry,” is well known, and
right faishfully has this recommendation
been observed by a large majority of
poultry men, but we are bold™ enough to
advise against such a method, and will

give gmn’l reasons for our position ;
hence we Say, Keep your poultry manure
damp.

No doubt many may be surprised at
so radical a method, but it must be
noticed that the most valuable portion
of the manure is the ammonia, which is
gas and flies away as fast as liberated. If
the manure is to be kept in the best
possible condition, it should be collected
every day, as the greatest losses accur in
the process of drying, and the longer it
isexposed the lower its manurial value
To mux it with dry earth after it has lain
in the poultry house a week is too late
to save it and retain its full value. Dux
ing the time it is damp it retains the
whole of its ammonia, for the reason that
water absorbs-and retaing many times ita
volume of ammonis, and a chemical
change begins to occur as-soon as the
manure is voided.

1tis noticed that when poultry manure
is dry and lumpy it does not dissolve very
readily when placed on the ground as a
fertilizer, This is explained by the fact
that the hen eats a large quantity of grit,
sharp gravel and lime,
a large proportion of
jca. Now, silica is one of those stub-
born substances that will not dissolve,
and it also readily forms silicate of lime
when brought into contact with lime
under certain: conditions, and this pro-
cess ocours during digestion, silicates of
both lime and other compounds being
formed, and when voided and exposed
to the air they become hard and dry, the
same as does mortar, which is really
silicate of lime also. To mix the manure
with dry earth is'of no advantage, as the
d.r{_mmm is then largely insoluble.
