With
their hands they dig a deep post-hole in
the sand and stand up in it an Indian
oar. Packing the sand about it solid,
they-drag up the dumb (uadruped nnd
lash it hard by the horns to the sacri-
ficial stake.

23: 29-35,
THE WOE3 OF THE DRUNKARD.

GOLDEN TEXT.

“Lock not thou ugcn the wine when
it is red.”

IntrobUCTION. Prof. Phelps's saying,
“The Uld Testoment often seems as 1{
it were inspired especially for young
men,” is verified in the present chapter.
A father, foreseeing the so:ialdangers
of a well-born 1ad, with pleasant man-
ners and a well-filled purse, with a
strong, rapid hand, draws a character-
sketch cf the drunkard, which hangs in
the world’s great picture gallery, a
solemn warning for all time. The
picture is the text of the lemscn for
today.

EUGGESTIONS T) TEACHE

The subject of this lesson is, “A
warning agsinat stroog drink.”’ Dr. C.
8. Robinson calls it ‘The drankard's
looking-glass,”” set before those whose
face is toward the drunkard’s habits, so
that-they may see what they will be if
they goon. We will follow the course
of thought in the verses, putting in
illustrations and helps under each
heading instead of ai the end.

EXPLANATORY.

First, Wors. 29. “Who hath woe
who hath sorrow " The words corrres-
pondirg to the two substantives are,
strictly speaking, interjectiors. “Who
hath ok ? who hath abo?”’ Bo in the
margin, “Who hath On? who hath
ALAs?’ The woes are too great and
too many to name separately. They
are woes of body and woes of mind
woes in himself, wocs in bis family;
pains, diseases poverty—ard all pith-
out aileviations.

Second. A QUARRELsOME DisrosiTioN.
“Who bath contentions?’ may mean
the conflict between desire and con-
science, more probably, quarrels and
bickerings. “Quarrelsome when in
his cups” is an old saying. Btrong
drink excites tongue and brain; and
“when wine is in, wit is out,” and
every évil word is spoken that stirs up
bad feeling in others.

Third. URUMBLING AND COMPLAIRING,
“Who hath complaining " The word
is translated babbling rn the common
version. The drunkard’s tongue “is
set on fire of hell.” Buat the word is
now commonly regarded as meaning

‘sorrowful complaint; for example,
over the exhsusted purse, the neglect-
ed work, the anticipated reproaches,
the diminishing strength.

Fourth, BopbiLy Isiunies “Who
hath wounds without cause ' Wounds
received in causeless or wholly unpro
fitable disputes, wounds and stripes
such as come of the brawls of drunken
men. “Without ‘esuse.” Upon very
slight provc eation, which men inflamed
with wine sre very apt to take.

Put- respectability
and hooor and manhcod there; they
goze at them & moment and fling them
away. Briog beaven and Cbrist and
salvation to withstand their downward
way and they trample them under their
fest. Lay remorse, with all its ociling
serpent tongues and scorpion stings in
the path, yut they walk on. Pile up
miseries, sorrows, paine, diseases before
them, yes, point out in the wsy the
ghastly form of death, and still they go
on, for they will have rum.

Ths Relatlon Our Young Feople's Work

Bears to Missions,

I have been asked to write a paper
on “The relation cur young people’s
work bears to missions.” Well, really
that word relation puzszles me. It
can't be the father of miesions, Carey,
I believe, has that honor. Neither is
it the mo'her of missions, for the
church bears that relation. My little
boy came home one day with two
apples, one for himself and one for his
baby brother. 1 asked how he
came to have one for his brother.
“Oh,” he ssid, “the gentleman gave
me one, and I told him I had a little
brother at hcms and he liked apples
too. Then he gave me snother, I
said to myself, there, that is juet the
relation our young people’s work bears
to missfons—it's & brother. 80 many
are saying, "'Oh, this work is & grand
one, 80 nice to haveomething to inter-
est our young peeple.” That is all
very true, dear friends, and the Union
is grateful for the praise, but just re
member thal we have & brother—the
foreign mission enterprise. We would
like to interest you in his welfare too.
Oae of the principal difficulties en-
countered by miseionary woikers of
today is the great indifference shown
by so mapy professing Christians in
the subject of missions.

Although the missionary sgitation
of the last few years has done much to
arouse the apathetio, the lukewarm
ness on this subject is traly deplorable.
Many reasons have been assigned as to
the cause, but the mcat plsusable one,
we believe, is ignorance. [Chis may
seemn strange with all our denomina-
tion papers, missionary literature, mis-
slonary occncerts and addresses, but
what we would ask is the busy farmer,
merchan{ or mechanic, with little
time for extensive reading, apt to gain
from these sources alone? They will
find that there are mission fields scme-
where. They will hear that these
heathen are being converted, and that
the need for men and money is great.
They, no doubt, realize, in & measure,
that thousands are dying without a
Saviour and that the gcspel ought to
be sent, They may even give large
contributions for this object; bat
these areapi to bespasmodic and at such
times as when a returned missionary
or other enthusiastic worker visits
their church. But to sit quietly down
and take an intelligent view of even
the more importavt mission fields of
the world, their peoples, their needs,
the missionarics at work, and pray
and give understandingly, they canuot.

This vague and uaintelligent idea of
missions 1s, we believe, most common
among the young. With all our li
braries, interesting magasines, Sunday
school bocks, &c. we are apt to over
look ‘these weightier matters, leaviog
them (or mcre mature years, when, we
fancy, we shall have mors time and
taste for such things.

The leaders in the Young People’s
movement have seen this, and realiz
ing that our young peopie of today will
shortly be bearing the burdens in our
churcbes, have decided that the time to
educate and enthuse, is while hearts
are young and impressionable, and
while the vigor and freedom of youth
will enable them to engage in much ac-
tive work in the cause. This increase
of interest and enthusisem will be
brought into the church, and be felt in
mere correct idew, enlarged contribu
tions and more compreheosive p.ayers.
Acknowledging this need of education,
the exeoutive of the Young People’s
Union has-outlined s plwn which will
enable our young people t) obtain a
very thorough and systematic kn
ledge of missions. A missionary wri
er has hren engaged fir the Baptist
Union, Mrs. £0puis Brcnson Lettering-
ton, and & four year's course of study
outlined. The flist year treats of “Con-
victions and Beginnings,” tnesecond of
“ Means and Methods,” the third, of
“Fields and Forces,” and the fourth, of
“I'rials and Triampbs.” Two yesrs of
the course havealready been completed
and we have entered upoa the third,
and perhaps the most importantyear,
“Field and Forces.” Esch month a
mission field is before the young people.
A programme fora conquest meeting is
given, the principal part of whicns
the answering of ten questions on &

The New Brunswick Baptist Conven-
tion Agaia.

I am sorry that this sabject has to be
dragged into this paper agaiv. 1 do not
know whether Brother Grant isan Fag
lishman or not; but it is said that “‘an
Eaglishman never knows when he is
beat.” This ma'ter of & Convintivn of
the Baptist churches of New Brunswick
to 1nanage cur own Ll cal aflairs has
been tested several tirics at regularly
constituted gatherings for that purpose,
in each of which Brother Grant has
been in the minority, and yet he keeps

» his skirmishing. Surely be cught
to know by this time that s New Bruns-
wick Baptist Convertion is a foregone
conelusion. To attampt to kill it now
would bes the most® disastrous and
suicidal action that any sst of DBaptist
cranks con'd attempt. The incipient or-
ganizatio 1 has been consumiiated, and
an act of ircorporation secured, not-
withstanding Brother Grant's opposi-
tion. To talk about a Iarge msjority
vote being taken at two of the associa-
tions last year against this movem:nt
ismost misleading. For ia the first
placa the associations have nothing to
d) with the matter. They are not.cor-
stituted for any such purpose; and no
one of them can decide such a matter
for all the r¢sf of the churches in the
province; and that was the reason that
the'promoters of this movement did
not prepare themselves to iucet the
question at either of the aasociations
last year. They had called for a meet:
ing of repr.sentatives from all the
churches in the provinee to meet and
deliberate, and také decided action
upon the matter by a majority vote.
That was the only constitutional way
euch & matter could be either af
or neghtived; and & most overwhel:
ing ms jority decided to form a separate
Convention, which would divide the
New DBrupmswick churches from the
Maritime Cozvention. With this natter
the commitiee of twelve appointed at
that meeting, beld s year ago today,
want to the Maritime Convention in
August last which convened at 8t.
Martins, and after a long and friendly
discussion with a commiittee appointed
by the Cenvention to confer with uas to
eee if there were not some p asible
solution of the ma'ter by which a
division of the Convention might not
be needed, the Brussels Bt. meeting's
committee proposed a compromise, by
which the Maritime Convention was to
remain in tact as it was, with the e
ception of the menagement of home'
missions and academic educalion,
These 1atters were to be managed by
another crganization in each province
called Beparate Convention or any
name they might chocse to designate
it. Bee Year Book

for "3, pages 13,
20 and 27. We have chesen to call our
organization “The New Brunswick
Baptist Convention.” Why object to

the name? It does not mean a divi-
sion of the Maritime Convention by
any inference whatever. That Conven-
tion will continue to meet alternately
in each province as heretofore. Neither
will the u\kiq;. of these two items of
business out of it lessen its importance
nor mar its working, for it existed and
prospered maay years before these local
enterprises were taken into it. And
now secondly, it will be seen by the
foregoing that Bro. Granls article is
misleading when he seems to imply
that the vote of the two masociations
last year were leveled against our New
Brunswick Convention as now consti-
tuted, which is not the case. They
voted against dividing the Maritime
Convention. That was a mad dog
cry of another colaor, I doubt
very much, jif the . matter had
come 'before these associations ‘as
it now stands, whether the vote .had
stood as it then did; for I have heard
many of those who were in the majority
vote at these gatherings say that they
voted against the movement as it was
then presented, but would now
go in for this. In fact: it is only
those who were  opposed to the
agreement reached at 8t. Martins by the
two committees who gre keepicg up
this opposition agitation now. And I
think it is very unfair for Brother Grant
or anyone else to hold out the ideathat
this matter isjto be tested at our associa-
tions this year, when there is a notice
now in this paper that a inseting is
called for on the 20th of June to take
action on the matter, st which meeting
all the churches are requested to be re-
presented, this should be final; and I
hope that for the peace and harmony
of our associations when gethered, that
no brother will have the fool-hardyhood
to bring this question up again ; for if
80, I fear that a strife and an alienation
will azise, not only in the sssocistions,
but between the churches, and in the
churches, that will be most detrimontal
to the work which is now given us to
do. Therefore let no church neglect
to represent itself at the 20th of Jane
meeticg by supposing that the assogia-
tipns will veto ib. Magy of our country
hurches ars weak enough now without

ado;

dopting any course that will perpetu-

ate their weakness and leave them to
die. We are in great hopes that when
we get more theroughly organised for
work, and when the present ineffizient
arrangement clcses with the next meet-
ing of the Maxitime Convention, to'take
up the work of home missions vigorous-
1y and do all that is possible to resusci-
tate our weak ard dyiag churches, as
well as to break in new ground.

THE HOME.

How to Fight Hot Weather,

To women of delicate physique the
heated season of summer 1s often more
diflienlt to endure than the cold of win-
ter. The chief reason why people unf
fer from the summer heai 15 the lack
of proper provision for it. At the
risk of being generally disputed, thé
necessity for light wool flannels in
summer must be insisted upon. Peo-
ple who lead an inactive life may pos-
sibly aflord to leave them off and sub-
stitute a cotton gausze, but all those
who are.cngaged in active work, and
especially those who perspire jreely,
should wear flannels next to theirskin.
Little children and delicate persons
should always wear some undergar

ent of this kind to protect them
from changes of the weather as well as
from the chilling eflects of a profuse
perapiration, It bss long sgo been
demonstrated by men who work in
blast furnsces and other places where
they are subject to intense heat that
woollen is & better protection sgainst
heat than any other substance.

It Is far better that such undergar

nts be of pure wool, but for ordinary
wear in housework they may be light
in textore
simply made and ligh! in texture. Nc
thing is mcre burdensome than heavy
clothing when the thermometer is at
the nineties. The most comfurlable
footwear for a kitchen worker is a low
shoe, which allows the foot to move
easily and be thoroughly ventilated.
The reason for the many aflections of
the feet from which people umhr in
largely due to the artificial ways of
covering them and the lack o !r»u
ventilation and action. The hand,
which is naturally left ununvrrm], suf-
ers in no such way.

1f the clothing is light and suitable
for the weather and the house is shut
up and ventilated at the proper times
no one need suffer any great discom-
fort, even in the most suitry weather.

It is not wise to advocate the use of
orld meats in summer, becsuse they
are more difficult to digest. The sys-
tem is somewhat enervated and re-
quires food that is easily digested.
Heavy meats, like roast beef, though
cut in the most temptiog slices, are
much more difficult to digest when
cold than when served hot in a rech-
aofle. Cold custards, ice creams and
other iced puddingu, on_the contrary,
are 8o light and delicate in nature that
they are easily digested ; at the same
time they are cooling and refreshing
and far more wholesome than the
national desert of pie.—7\ihune.

Takiog Careof & Stove,

The various parts of a stove require
careful treatment if it is to be kept
shining and bright in all its parts, like
the steam engine of an expert engineer.
Nothing shows more prominently the
slovenly housekeeper than an ill-kept
and untidy stove. Careless wor
women black the stové all over, udv
less of the nickel work, polished 33&,
mica, or anything else, and sometimes
they use blacking so fmelv that it fails
to cling to the stove and flies about the
kitchen, covering all other things with
its \mudy dust.
Once & month is often enough to ap-
ply blnckmi to a stove, provided the
kitchen is kept clean. It is. easy
enough to clcm & kitchen, butshe only.
is & model housekeeper who keeps her
kitchen clean. This implies continual
care, espevially of the stove; care of
thé ashes that they do not float about,
and of the very blacking that it doeg
not become a source of dirt. If By
some untoward accident something is
spilled on the stove, it should be olesn-
ed off at once and not allowed to bum
into the stove. A heavy flannel rag
should be kept on hand for this pur
pose. In case of a very obstinate
grease spot, kerosene, a very little may
be used. Where syrup or anything of
& sugary nature is spilled it is very
difficult to take it up, and it is prob-
ably the best way to let it bumtoa
char, and then take it up.
All these cases are unhappy, unto-
ward accidents. The expert house-
keeper does not allow such accidents to
happen often. It is unavoidable that
a little grease should fall on the stove
in broiling, unless there is a regular
broiling arrangement attached to the
stove. Insuch & casethe grease must
be wiped off the instant the broiling
ceases with & heavy flannel cloth kept
for the purpose. Otherwise it wil
bum in and nmke an ugly and un-
seemly stain. Dut all the other acci-
dents are easily avoidable.
In blacking the stove at the monthly
blacking, remove the nickel work.
This is easilv done, as it is merely
screwed on. Black the stove thorough
ly, dampening the blacking, if conven-
ient, with a little ocoflee rather than
water. After applying the wet black
ing with one brush to & small portion
of the stove, polish it off with a dry
brush, and after the whole stove has
been polished in this way rub and pol-
ish it with a chamois kept for the pu
pose, or & clean cotton cloth. This
last process removes the dust of the
blacking. No patent blackings which
have been invented to do away with
the labor of polishing can be recom
mended as dural hey require to
be continually renewed, and do not
take the place of the old-fashioned
blacking,

After the stove has been fully black-
ed and polished, the nickel work should

cleaned bright with whiting and

put back in place. If the stove has
ground polished edgee, as most of the
best stoves have, do not polish them
with blacking, but clean them bright
with sapolio.

Squeese this batter through a meringue

Cheerfal Rooms,

The cheerfulness of & room depends
not only upon the color and form of the
furniture, but upon the location and
the manner in which the light is admit-
ted. Dark materials are great absorb-
ers of light. - Dark heavy furniture
goes far toward making gloomy and
sepulchral a room that might be light
and cheerful.

When black walout or rcsewood
furniture is used the room should be as
sunny as possible, as these dark woods
are great absorbers of light. Paleblue,
oool green shades that harmonize so well
with these woods prevent the light from
becoming s glare and make the room
pleasant ana agreeable to the senses.
A gloomy north room, on the contrary,
should be furnished with white oak or
enamelled furniture and lightened by
the use of pale yellow or couleur de
rose in the hangings and wallpaper. By
the exercise of taste in these matters
the northern roon s may borrow asunny
aapeot, while the hard glare of the sun
may be softened by the judicious use of
cool colors and furniture that absorbs
part of the light.

THE FARM.

The Farin Team—Some Excellent Folots
Clenrly and Succinetly Stated,

It is an altogether too noticeable a
fact that the farm teams do not com-
pare very favorably with those of the
cities, says “Paul,” in Ohio Farmer. I
5penk now of the regulsx farm teams,
such as are kept from year to year.
Whenever a farmer is seen with a really
nice looking team it is supposed that
he is fitting them up for sale, so rarely
do farmers keep tine teams. They
think that they canoot aflord to keep
horses that have sny money value, but
they carry their thought of economy so
far that their teams look much cheaper
than they really are. They allow them
to become poor, have them illy mated,
unkempt in appearance, awkward and
lszy in movement. Sach & team is en
tirely unnecessary and is not aa eco-
nomical one. Old, lame and lazy horses
that cannot do & good day's work in
these days of cheap homses would better
ve sent 1o & menagerie on a ferret farm.
The team is the keystone in the areh
of all the farmer’s operations.” When
much of the work of the farm waadone
by man power the oparations were not
s0 much regulited by the strength and
willingness of the team. Now almost
everythiog on the farm can t one by
machinery and horse power. The farm
ers own time is & large investment that
he maust work to its full capacity. An

able man csanot afloed to do half »
day’'s work in a whole day on account
of poor tools or & poor téam, Very fre

quently two inferior are kept where one
good one could do all the work, but one
ol the teama now kept could not. T be

lieve it safe to say that during the past |
winter feed enongh has been wasted on |
horses that ought to have been shot in
the fall, to pay farm taxes this apring

Farmers ought to have the best horses
instead of the poorest. In scarcsly any
other business is it necessary to put in
such long, steady days, Nor la there
apy other so large an investment de-

pending upon horse power to be made
productive.
The Individual Cow.
The London Live 8t Journal ex
presses its sstonishment at results

secured at the World’s Columbian Ex
position in the following langusge
“The cow with the best individual re
cord made almost seven tiwes more
than the worst of the seventy-five.
When we take into consideration the
fact that all the cows were doubtless
selected ones it almost passes belief
that such s difference could exist,
ought naturally occars: If in
lot of selected cows one oan pro-
ost seven-fold more than
andther What must be the difference in
the ordinary farmer's stock throughout
the country ? Inageneral way, farmers
get to know the gocd miflkers in their
herds, and in the same general way
they weed out and draft those that are
considered inferior; but few, too few,
of our breeders, whether of ordinary
stock or pedigree herds, have brought
the beam, scales and weighu into oper-
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inches deep. And this is in full ac-
cord with what has been stated for
several years past, viz , that grass seeds
should be well covered by harrowibg as
soon as it is sown. The time when
millst is sown, viz, in June, is
favorable to the gnu seeding and if
the millet is not sown too thickly, not
more seed than a peck to the acre of it,
there will be no danger of crowding the
grass ssed. Buckwhest is also a good
crop to sow grass and clover with.
This grain is sown late in June or early
in July.

Promoting Laying.
When the hens cease to lay, a change
of food will sometimes start them to
laying again, and it may be that the
fcod will supply a want. “If the regnlar
grain ration is given, and no green food
can be obtained; they will sometimes
get conan)} ated, the result being indi-
gestion: To avoid this sud slso afford
a change, give the hens oil cake, broken
into suitable bits, twice a week allow-
ing a pound of oil cake to lwenty hens.
They will appreciate the change and
be benefitted, as the oil cake is cathar-
tic in its tendency and also a highly
nitrogencus food
