Police.

A long letter has reached PrOGRESS
office which professes to give a correct
account of some ‘‘under ground” trans-
actions in which a city official is interested.
The ground work of the effusion seems to
be the little license shuffie among the
liquor dealers on Dock street. Messrs.
Lee & Logan had applied for a wholesale
license, but for reasons best known to
themselves did not pay the fee and take it
out of the mayor’s office. The ultimate
result of their delatoriness was the descent
of the active Chief Inspector Clarke, and
the seizure of liquor coupled with a charge
at the police court for selling liquor with-
out license.
Messrs. Lee & Logan regretted this
occurrence exceedingly since it forestalled
by a few days another intention of their's,
namely : to go out of business. The leaving
of the license in the hands ot the author-
ities so long probably needs no other
explanation than this.
The main question that troubled them
and their solicitor after the seizure was:
‘Would the seized liquor be destroyed, and
would the fine be pushed. Mr. Lee’s
representative has, it appears, one adviser,
and Mr. Logan another. When it was
determined to close up the business and
sell the goods by auetion, Mr. Lee's repre-
sentative's adviser favored one auctioneer
and Mr. Logan's lawyer favored another.
The latter carried his point, and the busi-
ness was given to the mayor, or rather
Auctioneer Lockhart.
Mr. Logan's adviser claims that the
presence of the license, though not taken
out, was evidence of their good intention,
and any violation could hardly be consid-
ered such it the license is now paid for. If
this is done the contention is that the seized
liquor should be restored and the fine al-
lowed to stand.
The willingness of Messrs. Lee & Logan
to take out the license at this late hour
when they have practically gone out of
business, is probably explained by the fact
that their neighbor, Mr. A. R. Bell, who is
also charged with having no license, would
like to get onc and the chief inspector being
willing and the consent of Mayor Lockhart
being forthcoming, there should be no
trouble in having the license transferred.
ProGress’ correspondent had one side of
the story straight enough, and it looked
like a mare's nest from that standpoint
alone but beyond the little license shuffle,
there does not appear to be grounds for
much complaint. Itis perhaps unfortunate
that the man who auctions the liquor and
the man who grants the license should be
one and the same party, but even that does
not necessarily imply that there is-anything
beneath board.

1f any of the readers of ProGress who
contribute to the city revenue will step
around to the new engine house in course
of construction and use their eyes for a few
minutes, they will probably form an opin-
ion worth printing.

ProGress has spoken of the plans be-
fore to condemn them, and need not go
into them again, but any citizen can verify
our statement now for himself.

Every fireman who has seen the entrance
gives a start of astonishment and asks,
“‘How are the doors to open with those
projecting stone pillars in the way P That
is what puzzles everybody else. The ar-
chitect must have thought he was planning
a building where the doors are more orna-
mental than useful, and when necessary to
enter to take them off the hinges. How-
ever, the granite pillars are solid now, and
the only way to have the doors open is to
cut out the lower corner of each door and
place the lower hinge three or four leet
from the floor !

Experienced firemen say this will not
answer, but that the projecting pillar must
be cut away. The stone cutter declares
that the mistake cannot be rectified for
less than $100, which would be his charge
for cutting away the stone.

There is no finish to the front, but the
flooring comes out flush with the sidewalk
—no courses whatever.

The location of the joists and the win-
dows and the masonry about the windows
are also matters to be looked into.

It might pay the city to givea first class
architect a perminent job. Money would be
saved by such a move. The extras tor
alterations on this building alone will add
a good percentage to the original contract.

TROUBLE IN THE RANKS.

Col. Blaine Discharges the Band, and the
Battery Wants its Discharge or an Apol-
ogy from Col. Armstrong—Both Sides of
the Story.

The band of the Fusiliers has been dis-
banded, or rather the members have been
ordered to hand in their band uniforms
and instruments and return to their respec-
tive companies.
The order came from the colonel, and
was a veritable bomb shell among the band
members, many of whom thought  the
batallion could no more get along without
them than without its officers. It appears
that the colonel and the officers had a
different idea and acted upon it.
ProGress talked with a number of the
officers about the matter, and found that
the complaints of the band members did
not amount tec much, in fact, they appear
to have been better treated than an out-
sider would think they were.
When a man belongs to the band he is
practically free from drill, and yetas a
member of some one of the companies, he
gets the same pay from the government as
any other volunteer. Being a member of
the band carries certain privileges along
with it which are worth something. A
competent leader and teacher of music, the
bandmaster, gives them instructions in
music; they are furnished with instruments
and uniforms, and the rent and expenses
of their practice room paid for them. In
addition to this when an outside engage-
ment is secured, every man is paid for his
time, sometimes taking all that the com-
mittee receives for his services. At other
times there is a certain per cent deducted
to defray certain expenses.
“The members evidently did not appre-
ciate all these privileges, for they began to
be careless in their dress and to have very
little care how they turned out mn point of
numbers. An instance of this occurred
when the Knights ot Pythias marched to
the cemetry. The band went but fourteen
strong and with only their fatigue caps!
Again when on an excursion on the river
recently the turnout was not in any degree
soldier like. 'When, however, they
neglected to obey orders the climax was
reached.” The colonel ordered them to
the drill shed one evening, and but one
man appeared. This was the last straw
and the regimental order was issued calling
for the band’s uniforms and instruments.”
Such was the statement given PROGRESS
by an officer. He stated further that the
band was a great expense upon the officers
who defrayed all expenses and called upon
it but seldom for any service for them. It
is quite probable that the band will be re-
organized in the near future, but the mem-
bers who compose it will probably under-
stand before they join that the colonel of
the Fusiliers is the boss and that his orders
must be obeyed.
The band’s story as told to PROGRESS
by the members’ representative differs
trom that ot the officers. Bandmaster
Jones's style was not popular with them.
They objected to his sportive way of start-
ing them in public, which the people—the
small boys in particular—made game of.
Mr. Jones would look around and shout
in prolonged stentorian tones: ‘‘Ready!”
then, after an interval, Go!” The small
boys frequently got in the “Go!” before
the bandmaster, and produced some con-
fusion.
The busbies were hard and hot, says the
band, and not fit for bandsmen to wear
while playing. The Calais public made
fun of them, and the members seemed
to dislike them heartily. There was
not a word, however, against Colonel
Blaine, but much in his favor. They
said that, in their opinion, the band com-
mittee had too much influence with him, and
he in this way disregarded some complaints
that should have been inquired into.
Further than this, Bandmaster Jones
created a feeling against himselt by unfor-
tunate and objectionable comparisons.
The members of the band have resolved
to organize on their own account and pro-
cure instruments.
Another event which caused considerable
excitement in military circles this week
was the action of the men in Portland bat-
tery N. B. B. G. A. Twenty-six of them

men, it is claimed, found it impossible to
leave his business, while the only thing
that kept another away was the want of a
uniform. This want was occasioned by no
fault of his own. The colonel also referred
to many things that had been done for the
battery by the' authorities, such as the
building of the drill shed, etc., and spoke
of other benefits, some of which the men
say existed only in imagination.

The Portland battery is chiefly composed
of working men, many of whom find it al-
most impossible to take a day off every
time the military authorities demand it.
It is said, however, that they made a good
turnout on inspection day. Regarding the
efficiency of the battery and the opportun-
ities it had for drill, the men claim that
they did not begin until the other compan-
ies had been drilling three or four
weeks.

The artillerymen from Portland felt very
sore when they left the barracks on inspec-
tion ‘day. They were a very mutinous
crew, and the majority of them had arrived
at the conclusion that there were certain
kinds of military discipline, which even
loyalty to their country and $6 a year could
not induce them to suffer under. To be
addressed by the colonel in such terms be-
fore the whole brigade was more than they
could stand, and how to get out of the
military the easiest and quickest way pos-
sible was all they thought of.

Wednesday night there was some ex-
citement among the artillerymen on Fort
Howe, and military matters have not been
discussed with more enthusiasm since the
military was ordered to the Northwest. It
was pay night and there was a full battery
on hand. For once n the military history
of the province, pay day was overshadowed
by another event. Capt. McLeod was un-
able to be present, and the men were paid
by the first lieutenant After each man
recovered his $6, the event of the evening
came off. Twenty-six men handed in
papers asking for their discharge. The
artillerymen said they have no fault to find
with the officers of the battery, and regret-
ted being compelled to take the action
they did. With one or two exceptions all
the men have signified their intention of
leaving, and say that nothing but a public
apology to the battery by Col. Armstrong
will induce them to return: to the ranks.

No paper ever published in the province
has been received with more favor at the
hands of the public, and wherever intro-
duced it “‘always went to stay.”

There were many causes which account
for the rapid growth of PrOGRESS' circu-
lation and the methods adonted to push it
have met with the approval of the people.

During the last few weeks of the
contest the competition was very warm on
King street. Both D. McArthur and
Morton L. Harrison were ““in it,” and they
worked hard. Both men accomplished
wonderful results, but Mr. MecArthur
either had more time to hustle or worked
more successfully while at it, for when he
handed his last order in, he had disposed of
4,689 copies of PROGRESS during the three
months. Morton L. Harrison came next
with 3,390; W. G. Brown, Indiantown,
sold 2,002, and D. J. Jennings 1,825.
The four dealers ran up a grand total of
11,906 copies.

FAST MATCH MAKING.

A Machine that Cuts Out Ten Millions of
Them Every Day.

‘The operation of making matches from
a pine log may }e divided into four heads,
namely :

Preparing ~ the splints, dipping the
matches, box making. and filling. When
the timber is brought into the cutting room
of the factory it is seized upon by a gang
of men, who place it belore a circular saw,
where it is cut into blocks filteen inches
long, which is the length of seven matches.
1t is then freed of its bark and taken to the
turning lathe, where, by means of a special
form of fixed cutting band running its en-
tire length, a continuous tool, the thick-
ness of the match is cut off.

As the block revolves and decreases in
diameter, the knife advances and a band
of veneer of uniform thickness is obtained.
As the veneer rolls off the kmife it is met
by eight small knives, which cut it into
seven separate bands, each the size ofa
match. By this one operation sever long
ribons of wood, each the length and thick-
ness of a match, are obtained. These are
then broken into pieces six feet long, the
knotty parts removed, and they are then
fed into a machine which looks and acts
like a straw chopper, which cuts them into
single matches. The machine eats 150
bands at the same time, and a nechanical
device pushes them forward the thickness
of a match at each stroke of the cutter.
This little machine, with its one sharp
knife, can cut over 10,000,000 matches a
day.
i"rom the cutting room the splints are
taken to the dry room, where they are
placed in revolving drums, which absorb
all the moisture the splints may contain.
They are then prepared for the dipping
process, which is a very important opera-
tion, as each splint must have sufficient
space to be fully coated, and yct not placed
80 close to the others as to cause the mix-
ture to clot the heads of the other splints.
To do this they are placed uLndur an in-

geniously constructed which
seems to work with human intelligence,
and are caught up and placed closely, but
at regular intervals, in a dipping frame.
These frames contain 44 moveable laths,
and between each lath the machine places,
with clockwork regularity, 50 splints,
making over 2,000 in each frame.

The heads of the splints are all on the
same level, and a single attendant at each
machine can place over 1,000,000 splints
in the frame per day. The dipping vat is
a stove of masonry which contains three
square pans. The first pan is for heating
the splints, so they will absorb the mix-
ture ; the second contains molten paraffine,
in which the points are dipped, and in the
third they are coated with igniting composi-
tion. Over 8,000,000 matches can be
dipped by a skilful workman in one day.
After the dipping process the matches are
dried while still in the trames, and are then
taken to the packing room, where they are
put into the boxes by hand.—The Wood-
worker. A

So far as civie
matters are concerned, they do not appear
to have any shame. Neither have they
any respect for those who put them where
they are. They belong to that section of
the board whose main idea is selt; whose
sole aim of civic life appears to be its
own profit. The amount of taxes paid by
certain aldermen, published in Procsess
recently, gives but a faint idea of how the
position can be made to pay more
than $100 a year. The junket
expense will add something more, and it it
is carried out, be another inducement to
would be aldermen of like calibre to offer
their services next spring.

This junket committee was appointed in
the summer and, had there been any actual
need for their services, should have de-
parted immediately.

The simple fact that they have allowed
months to pass without making a move is
sufficient proof of one of two things.
They are either afraid to go—afraid of
public opinion—or there is no need for
them to go.

NEWMAN'’S ¢ TINKERED ” HYMN.

Itisaninteresting fact that Cardinal New-
MAN'S great poem *‘Lead on, Kindly Light”
was first published in America in 1862, in
what is called a ‘“‘tinkered” form.

NEWMAN wrote the poem in 1833, after
a serious illness in Scicily. He was be-
calmed a short time afterward for a week
in an orange boat between Sardinia and
Corsica, and it is thought that during this
delay the poem was written.

The story of how the poem was tinkered
is intercsting and is told by Dr. CHARLES
Roninson, the editor of Songs of the
Church, afterwards called, Songs for the
Sanctuary. When compiling the hymns he
received a packet of clippings from one of
the highest authorities in the religious com-
munity. They were cut from papers,
magazines, scrap books and some were re-
written. There were many gems in the
collection and Dr. Rosixsox accepted
them gladly. Among them was the poem
*Lead on, Kindly Light,” to which no
naie was appended and Dr. RosiNsox’s
friend and helper said that he did not know
who the author was, but that the poem
had evidently been misprinted. ¢ He
proceeded to point out,” says Dr. Ronix-
8ON, ‘‘that in writing the letter ‘I’ many
persons formed it very much like an ‘S’;
then also the letter ‘n’ when closed up at
the top resembled an ‘a’; so the compositor
had most likely missed the significance, for
as a fact the line began with what destroyed
the whole meaning—¢Lead kindly light
amid.’ This would have to be corrected so
that it might read, ‘Send kindly light amid
the encircling gloom’; then something
might be made of it for a hymn, and it
could be put in the portion of the book for
the choir to set to music. I thought the
piece was very beautiful ; nobody over this
side of the water had ever told us who com-
posed the poetry. This was nearly a whole
generation ago. I put it joyously into my
book, and eventually, doing the best I
could with a very awkward metre, had it
set to a simple chant, and it became popu-
lar with the leading singers around town.
All this time the Rev. Joux HeNry NEw-
MAN, who put into Lyra Apostolica, Wwas
living in Birmingham at peace,in ignorance
of my blunder. Very likely he died in
utter obliviousness of any ‘impertinence’ of
an American compiler who took his three

Commenting upon the changes Doctor
Robinson says:

Who changed that second line to ‘And lead me
on;’ who put ‘day’s dazzling light, in the place of
‘the garrish day’; who left off the two commas, be-
fore and after ‘light,’ so beginning the word without
a cupital to personify it; who concludedithat ‘surely
still *Twill’ was any better than ‘sure it still Will’;
who ingeniously got rid of ‘moor and fen,’ or ‘crag
and torrent,’ and smoothed down everything te tho
traditional ‘dreary doubt’ and the ordinary ‘pain
and sorrow’—I am sure I cannot conjecture. None
of that ‘tinkering’ was done in our shop. The reason
why the correct form was not at once substituted for
the other was found in the fact that after ten or
fifteen years of sale a quarter of a million and more
copies were in hundreds of congregations over the
land. It was too late to catch them. To put a line
from the column headed ‘S’into that headed ‘L’
would break up the index and give confusion when-
ever the preacher gave out the hymn. And to have
& hundred people sing ‘crag and torrent,’ while a
bundred were singing ‘pain and sorrow,’ would be
more like an ‘anthem’ than any one could stand.”

The hymnals of the present day contain
the noem in its correct form. No bymn in
the language has a stronger hold upon the
people.

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FUNERAL OF CARDINAL NEWMNAN.

How the Great Divine was Honored at the
Last Services.

No discordant voice has made itself
heard in the chorus of recognition of the
late Cardinal Newman's great qualities of
heart. There were many references in the
pulpits of all d i on Sunday to
the purity and unselfishness of his motives,
and to t{e devotion with which he sought
to realise the ideal of a perfect Christian.
Canon Duckworth said, in Westminster
Abbey. that from the wisest and most im-

ial of critics and biographers. the ap-
peal lies to Him to Whom all hearts are
open and from Whom no secrets are hid.
J:body was ever more conscious of this
than the saintly old man who, though when
the need arose he could put forth the most
spirited defence of his life and opinions,
was for ever looking beyond the praise and
the censure of this world. At this service
the Cardinal's hymn, ‘Lead, kindly Light I’
was sung as the anthem. ‘The utterances
from Roman Catholic pulpits breathe ex-
actly the same spirit. It is not as a de-
fender of the Romanish faith that they
speak of their lost leader, but as the
man of God. At the High Mass in
the Oratory at Birmingham, Rev. Igna-
tius Ryder preached. Best of all, he
said, was the Cardinal's Christian integrity.
His philosophy of life was this—it was a
way rather than a theory—that God mani-
fests Himselt in such a way that certainty
is the reward of a conscientious use of op-
anunities. But though the certainty of
aith is supernatural, yet the process of its
attainment is according to the analogy of
practical science to daily hfe. Many dis-
tinguisned visitors, and crowds of sorrow-
ing friends, visited the chapel of the
Oratory, where the body lay in state till
Monday evening. Among these were the
Duke of Norfolk and iord Coleridge.
Cardinal Manning was forbidden by his
medical attendant to go to Birmingham,
as he had wished, but he undertook to offi-
ciate at a requiem mass at the Brompton
Oratory last evening. The burial took
lace on Tuesday. The church of the
ratory of St. Philip Neri was draped in
black with gold fringe. The coffin lay on
a catafalque in the choir, covered
with a pall of violet velvet, .the car-
dinal’s hat and biretta resting at
the foot. The arms of the deceased,
with his motto Cor ad cor loquitur, ‘heart
speaks to heart,’ were emblazoned on cata-
talque, pulpit, and gallery. Outside there
was a great assembly of people, and inside
all the limited space was occupied. The
service was very ornate. Fourteen fathers
of the Oratory, representatives of the
monkish Orders, seventeen Bishops, and
the Chapter of the Romish Cathedral at
Birmingham, took part in the service. The
Dukes of Norfolk and Newcastle, Lords
Coleridge, Southwell, Arundel, North,
Braye, Edmund Talbot, Fielding, Emly,
Ralph Kerr, Prince Alfonso Doria, Justice
Day, the President of Trimty and the
Provost of Oriel from Oxford University,
were among the congregation. Professor
Francis W. Newman, brother of the
Cardinal, who is 84 years old, was forbid-
den to attend, and the chief ‘mourners
were: Mrs. T. Mozley, Messrs. R. and J.
Mozley, J. Fourdniere, and H. W. Moz-
ley. After the requiem service, celebrated
by the Birmingbam Bishop 1lsley, assisted
by the rest of the priests, the Bisho;lx of
Clifton preached the funeral sermon. The
whole country, he said, was showering
raise on the Roman Catholic priest who
Ead just died. The Cardinal's apology
had been the means of breaking down the
barriers of mutual distrust which had ex-
isted between Protestants and Catholics
in this country. The coflin was borne
from the church by eight old and present
scholars of the Oratory schools. It went
on its journey of eight miles in a plain open
hearse. without trappings, to the miniature
Oratory burial ground at Rednal, through
dense lines of thousands of sympathic on-
lookers. Here, by the side of the remains
of three of his fellow Oratorians, the body
was committed to its last resting place.—
Christian World.
