OTTAWA, March 25.—In the House
today Mr. Borden brought up the re-
Port of the Board of concilintion in
connection with the “freight Jlerks of
St. John and Halifax and queted the
following passage:

“Your committee are of the opinion
that it would make for greater har-
mony, and better efficiency, if a sys-
tem of classification of clerks were in-
troduced Not only would the above
results accrue, but there would then
be an available scheme for promotion
which at present there seems to be
lacking and which omission breeds
discontention to the uncertainty of
upward progress for efficient clerks,
Wwho have by lengths of service, and
attention to duties of their office
earged the right to consideration in
this regard Just what system of clas-
sification should be introduced must
necessarily ‘be evolved by officials
of the railway who are far more in-
timately familiar with the details of
the business of the Intercolonial than
your committee can possibly be.”

He also quoted passages which have
already been published deprecating
Intercolonial promotion of outsiders
over the heads of men of long service,
declaring the service to be over-
manned, and recommending the dis-

missal of some and raising the salar-
ies of the rest.

The provincial secretary showed he
had absolutely no interest either dir-
ect or indirect in the Blue Bell tract,
and therefore the question of who hap-
pened to be the scaler could not af-
fect him.

False Charge Exposed

Chose Children
One of the most jnteresting state-

TONY AROSHA DECLARES SANDY MURRAY
AND HATCH PLANNED THE MURDER OF
PADDY GREEN, THE MONTREAL PEDDLAR

Special to The Standard.

Andover, N. B., Mar. 25.—Tony
Arosha, one of the Itallans accused
of the murder of Paddy Green, near
Plaster Reek, condemned to hang on
the 4th of May, today made a full
confession to T. J. Carter, represent-
ing the Crown, in the presence of
Sheriff Tibbitts and Constable McRae
admitting the guilt of himself and
Sepeppil and implicating James
Hateh, Andrew Hatch and Sandy Mur-
ray. Arosha says Murray told about
the peddlars and the large amount
of money they had, enough to make
them all rich, Saturday night, and
again Sunday morning. Murray and
Sepeppil got together, and talked the
matter over. Murray went with them
Sunday morning as far as the dump,
pointed out the way to go. He said
to go past camp No. 16, a mile and
a half and hide in the woods and
wait. The peddlars would sell at No.
16 and would be late starting. James
Hatch gave Arosha a knife and told
him if he didn't kill with the gun to
use the knife. Murray told him, said
Arosha, that the people in America
often kill men and get clear. Murray
gave Tony a gun at the camp
said he would go with them if he
had a gun. He detalled how he laid in
wait at the log pile, shook with fear
at the coming of the peddlars. Both
fired. Green fell. Sepeppil fired three
more at the Jew. Sepeppil rifled
Green’s clothes box and gave Arosha

some watches. to carry. They then
wandered about the woods until dark,
built a fire. After some discussion
they counted the money Sepeppil had
some $2600 and divided the money
evenly. They had previously hidden
the watches under a tree at the bank
of the stream. They suffered from
cold, and started in the night and
travelled two or three miles, built a
fire and waited until daylight. Then
they changed their direction and
travelled to the right of way. They
then separated, one going down each
side. They arrived at the dump, saw
Neill and went back into the woods.
Murray came in the woods and ask-
ed: Have you any money? They re-
plied, ves, and would give him the
money in court.. Murray said, say no-
thing or you and I both die. Take the
train and go, for a policeman is com-
ing after you. We went to Emil John-
ston’s camp. Old man Hatch and
boy were there. Hatch sald, have you
the money. We said, yes. He said,
leave it and go. I said, can't walk
more. feet frozen. He said, go quick,
policeman shoot you. I took a loaf
of bread and went into the wouds.
Saw Leon coming from the dump
had a bag of bread. He said Murray
sent it to him. I said we are all
caught, a policeman is here. He re-
plied, that's nothing, make a fire,
We made a firé, I was frozen
and couldn’t stay. I had given money
to old man Hatch. T went back to the
camp and Leon followed. Hatch said
if arrested say nothing. We will send
to Montreal for a lawyer to clear you.
Leon gave the money to old man
Hatch, who hid it in some place.
Hatch said he put it in a barn. Leon

number of southern lumber manufac-
turers for a higher tariff seems to
have but little effect upon the Demo-
cratic side of the House. Champ
Clark, the minority leader of the
House, in his speech yesterday said
he stood for free lumber for two rea-
sons, for conservation of the forests
and to permit the workingmen of the
country to own their own homes. This
statement met with practically unan-
imous applause from the Democratic
side and no little approval by some of
the Republicans.

be seen a decrease of over five mil-

llon feet. In 19 @ lumber clear-
ances from St. John of January and
February amounted to 19,301,951 feet
and in the months of January and
February of this year, the clearences
amounted to 13,710,027 feet. The fall-
ing off was not due to the scarcity
of lumber however, but the vessels
on which the consignments were
made could not make room for more,
a8 the goods brought by the trains
from the west had first choice and
left space for only a lifmited amount
of lumber. The cut of logs this sea-
gfon is bigger than the estimate, as
the hauling in the woods has been,
and still is, exceptionally good and
about all the logs cut will be drawn
? out to the banks of the streams and
other places from whence transporta-
tion is made without great diffictity,
and be brought down to the last
boom.

The same favorable conditions ex-
ist in all the lumbering districts
throughout the province. Many more
logs have been cut and hauled out
than at first anticipated.

Getting Into Shape.

The local mills are closed down at
present .Some of them are making
the usual repairs on the machinery,
ete. They will be ready to begin saw-
ing about the 15th of April.

Last year the cut was only a min-
imum one. The cut this year is much
greater. Such an improvement in this
great industry should greatly aid to
materially brighten things general-
ly.

The first came when the
faculty of Victoria University had de-
cided unanimously to issue a declar-
ation of independence of thought and
freedom of speech and to stand or
fall with Rev. George Jackson.
The second came when the meeting
of the board of regents called by the
chairman, Rev. Dr. Carman, last
night adopted the faculty's declara-
tion and ordered it published in the
official church organ as the new dec-
laration of principles practically a
new theological creed, signed by the
chairman “A. Carman” himself.
The meeting yesterday afternoon
was one absolutely unanimous. Rev.
George Jackson's statement of views
both then and as previously publish-
ed were concurred in by every mem-
ber of the faculty without the slight-
est dissent.

The meeting of regents was held
at the college last night It opened
at 8 o'clock and continued for nearly
three hours. Dr. Carman presided. N.
W. Powell, K. C., acted as secretary.

Of The Facuity

At a meeting of the Faculty of The-
ology .of Victoria University, held in
the president's office at 3.30 p. m,
March 23rd, 1909, at which all mem-
bers of the faculty were present, viz.,
President Burwash, Dean Wallace,
and Professors Reynar, John Burwash,
McLaughlin, Bowles, Blewett, Misener
and Jackson, and voting it was moved
by Professor Reynar, seconded by
rrofessor John Burwash, and reselved
unanimously that the following state-
ment be approved by the faculty,
signed by the president and the dean,
and forwarded to the board of re-

gents:

Signed—F. H. Wallace, Dean.
To the Board of Regents, Victoria Col-
ege.

Gentlemen, in responding to the re-
quest of a large number of our board
for a meeting at which may be con-
sidered the attitude and action which
should be taken in view of the recent
controversies 'in order that our col-
lege may continue to commiand the re-
spect and confidence of the church
and be true to its duty as the honest
investigator of all truth, and the fear-
less teacher of the same, we have
thought it our duty, arising from the
responsibility with which we are en-
trusted to submit for your considera-
tion the following statement of the
case.

It is required of .the Theological
Faculty of Victoria College that noth-
ing shali be taught to our students
which will in any way prove destruc
tive to faith in the inspiration and au-
thority of the divine revelation given
us by God in the Holy Seriptures, or
in their integrity -and  trustworthi-
ness as taught in ‘the fifth article of
religion on the basis of which our
church and college are founded. This
article reads as follows: *'The Holy
Scriptures contain all things neces-
sary to salvation; so that whatsoever
is not read therein, nor may be
proved thereby, is not to be required
of any man that it should be belitved
as an article of faith, or be thought
requisite or necessary to salvation.
In the name of the Holy Scripture
we do understand those canonical
books of the Old and New Testament
of whose authority was never any
doubt in the church.

The Great Necessity.

Insomuch as the seal of this author-
ity is the tesumony of the Holy Spirit
witnessing in the church as the body
of believers to the power and truth
of the Divine Word, be believed that
no one, however he may excel in scho-
larship or whatever may be his intel-
lectual endowments, is qualified to
interpret the Word unless in his own
heart there dwells the spirit of Gad
testifying to the things of Christ. As
all Scripture from first to last is writ-
ten tuat men may believe that Jesus
is the Christ, the Son of God, and
believing may have life through His
name, we hold that no one can teach
the Holy Scripture who does not in
his heart and life acknowledge Jesus
Christ as Son of God and Lord and
Saviour of man.

We further believe and teach that
in the beginning God created the hea-
vens and the earth, that all their or-
der and perfection are the work of
His wisdom, goodness and power; that
He created man in His own image at-
ter His likeness, a responsible moral
being; that man fell into sin; that sin
is not a stage in a process of develop-
ment, but a moral act, by which a
man forsakes the right and does the
wrong; that by sin man’'s nature has
been changed for the worse, so that
according to our seventh article he is
very far gone from original righteous-
ness and of his own nature inclined
to evil and that continually; that re-
demption from sin is only through the
atonement of our Lord Jesus Christ,
from whom the Old Testament dispen-
sation was both preparation and pro-
phecy and in whom the Old Testament
has its complete fulfilment.

These doctrines have been the fumn-
damentals of our teaching for the past
38 years and these are the truths
which we find taught in the Secrip-
tures of the Old and New Testaments.

The Truth Of The Scriptures.

We believe that in the past suffi-

clent allowance has not been made
for the fact that in our own church
as in nearly all the evangelical church-
@8 of our day, there is no little diffe-

ce of opinion as to what is im-
p in the Inspiration of Holy Scrip-
ture. The fact of the agency of the
Spirit’ in the original producetion of
Scripture, and of Divine character and
authority of Scripture arising out of
that agency is not, we think, denied.
Ner is the presence and influence of
the Holy Spirit in and with the Word
in all ages applying it to the hearts
and consciences of men, doubted by
any who havg been partakers of the
life of God, created within us by the
Spirit and the Word. Of this, “he
that believeth hath the witness in
himself.”

The truth of Scripture shines by its
own light. This is the testimony of
the Spirit that formed a fundamental
part of the faith of the reformers in
the first age, when spiritual religion
fleurished in great power in the chur-
ches of tne reformation. But the ques-
tion remains how has this Divine
Spirit-given truth expressed itself in
the language and thought of man?

Has it created for itself a new“.nd
perfect form of thought and expres-
sion so that everything incorporated
in Scripture, its sclence and history.
as well a8 its religion and morality, 1s
stamped with the perfection of the
Divine Omniscience

Or did the inspring Spirit come to
man at sundry times, and in divers
manners, as they were, with their lim-
itations and imperfections of thought,
knowledge and language, and sanctify-
ing these imperfect human instru-
ments for His use, so inform them
with the spirit of moral and religious
truth, that they were able to declare
that truth as it was revealed from
God to their fellow-men and to place
it on record as a treasure for all ages’

Satisfies All Demands.

Bach of these viewe, with various
intermediate modifications, can claim
the support of men whose piety, hon-
esty and loyalty to truth and to the
word of God cannot be doubted. Each
of these views will satisfy the require-
ments of the doctrinal standards of
the Methodist Church, as expressed
in our fifth article, while passages in
Mr. Wesley's sermons and notes may
be quoted in support of either view.

Inasmuch as perfect honesty in the
investigation of truth, are essential
parts of our religion, and especially
Imperative in our schools of theology,
standing as they do side by side with
the great institutions of learning in
the country, so long as our theological
profesors maintain their personal vi-
tai relation to Christ and the Holy
Scripture, and adhere to the doctrinal
standards of our church, Victoria Col-

lege recognizes that they must be
left free to do their own work in order
that in an atmosphere of perfect

Christian candor #nd true intellectual
liberty, they may conserve the faith
of our chureh in the minds of those
who, in days to come, shall minister in
our pulpits. Our experience is that
only as the young men of a great uni-
versity have full confidence that their
instructors give them honest convic:
tions, reached by perfectly candid and
scientific methods, will they retain
their faith in Christianity itself,

Guard Public Utterances.
Recognized that the more conserva-

tive view of the Bible, in the minds
of those who adhere to it, does ob

viously conserve the essential truth
of Divine revelation, and knowing
how this view of Scripture has be-

come entwined with the most sacred
convictions of many of our people,
and has in the past produced a robust
and aggressive type of Christian char-
acter, we recommend that our public
utterances on this question in the pul
pit, on the platform, or in the press,
should so present the modern view of
Bible interpretation as only to mani-
fest more fully the spiritual power
and the Divine truth of the Holy
Scriptures

We present this statement not in
the spirit of dogmatic assertion, but
remembering that now we know in
part, and believing that by the spirit
of candor and honest freedom God's
truth will be more and more perfectly
manifested and glorified.

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MR. FLEMMING'S SPEECH.

The address of the Provincial Secretary, of which
the official report is printed by The Standard today, is
commended to the consideration of those who have read
the Opposition criticism Mr. Flemming is a man who does
not waste words. He has dealt briefly, but comprehen-
sively, with the statements of Mr. McKeown, Mr. Twee-
dale, Mr. Labillois, with other careless and badly inform-
ed members, who make assertions first, and unhappily
find out the facts afterwards.

What apbears
on the surface to be a lowering or the standard is the
establishment of.a standard.

The former regulations limiting the cut to logs 18
feet long and 10 inches at the small end were a dead
letter. Mr. Grimmer repotts thatsone large lumber op
erator on Crown lands told him that he never ob-
served it, and neither had his neighbors, and that it has
been his custom for years to make contracts below the
standard. Of course this would be known {o the Depart-
ment, just as the Department knew that operators werz

, charged with ‘only a mere fraction of their stumpage.
There was therefore in fact no standard at all in prac-
tice, until Mr. Grimmer established one, making the
log 16 feet long, and 9 inches at the top. This may be
smaller than it ought to be, but it is a restriction and
it will be enforced, and is therefore an improvement on
the old methods.

THE AYLESWORTH DITCH,

the Holland River a part of the way. For the remainde:
of the route there is no natural waterway and it is not
known where the water will come from to fill the ditch
Newmarket is a town of 2,000 population. There is n
other on the route of the canal and no population whom
it will benefit except those engaged in its comstruction
Mr. E. B. Osler of Toronto speaks with intimate know!
edge of the country. “There will never be a ton of
freight up or down this canal” he says. “It is absolutely
and entirely useless,” He added: “there is one boat o:
Lake Bimcoe, and that fs an old passenger boat, which
now and then carries an excursion party around the lake
When that is worn out it will never be replacea.-

The resolution condemning this waste of money was
moved by a member for the county into which the ditch
is dug. One of the members for Simcoe, which is'the oth
er county supposed to be interested, duclares that New
market could not possibly supply more than 20 tons ot
freight per day to the canal even if it were a great suc
Cess.

This alleged canal is estimated to cost $1,200,000. Tha!
is the Government forecast, when only $200,000 has been
expended. The original Government estimate of the to
tal cost was $291,000, It seems likely that the figures
will be raised to $2,000,000 when the job is done.

There is no decent justification for this expenditure.
It is pure waste. The Minister of Railways admits that
his department has no estimate of the quantity of traffic
or of its nature or origin. The defences or excuses giv
en are two: first, that as $200,000 has Yeen expended
the work should not now be stopped; second, that there
were Conservatives in a Newmarket delegation whick
first asked for the canal. It is said in reply to the last
excuse that this delegation only asked for the depening
of the Holland River at a cost of $50,000 or $60,000.

The whole affair is a joke in the Counties of Simco«
and York, and even in Newcastle they do not take it
seriously, though they welcome the expenditure of mon
ay. Possibly the contracts got a few votes for Mi
Aylesworth, but these will cost the people of Canada a!
least $100,000 each. And here is Dr. Pugsley explaining

Foing up, her sailing days will be
Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays.
From the up end her sailing days
will be Mondays, Wednesdays and
Fridays. Capt. Mabee will be in com-
mand. He will have a new enginee:
in the person of Mr. Beverly Evans.

Newly Painted.

The Champlain has been repainted
and refitted throughout and is already
almost fit for the river. Particular
care has been given to the ladies' cab-
in, which is handsomely painted and
lecorated in gold leaf. The Cham
plain. will run. to Belleisle, leaving
here Tuesdays, Thursdays and Sat-
urdays at 12 o'clock. Capt. Wasson
will be in command with an unchang-
ed staff.

A New Engineer.

The Elaine is another boat with a
new engineer, Mr. Fred Lewis is the
man in this position, filling the place
of Engineer Jones, who died since
the closing of navigation. New guards
are being given the boat in addition
to a complete overhauling and re-
painting. The Elaine is to be on the
Fredricton route with Capt. Peatman
in charge.

Messrs. Currey & Vincent's other
boat, the Hampstead, may not run
this year.

Neith-
er can be accountc { for in any other
way. Spontaneous combustion would
be impossible, and the heat used for
drying could not have been the cause
as the hot air is conveyed in pipes
from another part of the buildin{
The night watchman had been in the
dry house only 20 minutes before, and
it was while he was in the top part
of the bullding, some distance away,
that he saw the blaze through the
dryhouse skylight.

Another Blaze.

A fire started in the pork packing
establishment of F. E. Willlams &
Co. 'on Princess street, last night.
Engines Nos. 1 and 2 responded to
the call. When they arrived the fire
had gained considerable headway.
but was under control quickly after
the firemen arrived,

The fire caught in the smoking
room in the rear of the building.Some
little damage was caused to the
meats there. The loss is covered by
insurance.

Frank B. Ellis asked that  the
grant to the Tourist Association he
continued. Money expended by the
Association was returned to the cit-
izens in various ways. The grant last
year had been $750.

Civil 8ervants

Ald. Baxter, the chairman, called up-
on the Civil Servants' delegation to
present its views.

Collector A. T: Dunn, acting as
spokesman, said the Civil Servants
desired an exemption from taxation
on the first $600 of income.

Peter Sharkey followed. He thought
land was not taxed sufficiently and
the same was true of large incomes.
He had heard of a $80,000 income
which paid taxes on only $3,000.

Ald. Baxter asked if the speaker
could name the man. Ald. Kelley
wanted to know the man also.

Mr. Sharkey explained that there
were so many of them that it was
hard to name one. When pressed he
said that probably he could give
names.
