LONDON WAS
INTERESTED IN
HOMECOMING

Thunderer’s Opinion That
Roosevelt Will Never Re-
main In Public Life—Passed
a Busy Day At Desk.

London, Monday, June 20.—All the
London daily newspapers this morning
devoted much space to cabled stories
of Mr. Roosevelt’s homecoming, while
The Times took the opportunity to
print another editorial concerning the
ex-President’s future.

After describing Saturday's recep-
tion as being without a parallel in the
history of the United States. The
Times says the welcome would per-
haps have been hardly less warm had
Mr. Roosevelt been coming home to
live the monotonous life of most ex-
presidents, but nobody, either in Eu-
rope or America, has ever supposed
that this could be his lot.

“The “people of the United States,”
says The Times, “owe it to themselves
and their country not to suffer so
great a force in the public life of the
Republic to rust unused, and Mr.
Roosevelt is not the man to flinch
from any call to public duty.

“Politics  were: brushed aside on
Saturday, but before the day was out
he made an announcement of deep
political importance. ‘I am ready and
eager,’ he gaid in answer to the Mayor,
‘to do my part so far as 1 am able in
helping to solve the problems which
must be solved if we of this, the great-
est democratic Republic on which the
sun ever shone, are to see its destin-
fes rise to the high level of our hopes
and of its opportunities.’ *

Call to Actlon.

“Those are not the words of @ man
who means to retire from the fray,
and the fact, we need hardly say, fas
been immediately recognized in Am-
erica; They have the true Roosevelt
ring about them, they are a summons
to action, and a pledge that the speak-
er will be” with his troops. It is uni-
versally perceived that the ex-presi-
dent may become a decisive factor in
the present situation. So general and
80 clear indeed, Is this perception that)
we are assured that the centre of pok
itical expectancy is now shifted from
Washington to Mr. Roosevelt’s sum-
mer home at Oyster Bay.

“But expectancy will have. to re-
main expectant, according. to the pre-
sent information. Mr. Roosevelt has
declared that he will not make any
public utterance upon polities ror
two months, By that time we shall be
getting within measurable distance of
the important autumn elections, upon
which the future of parties, politicians
and, indeed, of matters more moment-
ous than either, will largely depend.
In the meantime much useful work
may be done from Oyster Bay without
any public utterance, and done, per-
haps, in private with ‘all the more ef-
fect.” A

Hard At Work.

New York, June 20.—Theodore
Roosevelt began today the life he has
chosen for himself as a private citizen,
He has his own ideas of what the
country shall do with its ex-president,
and after a single day of rest at Saga-
more Hill, took up his work today as
a contributing editor of the “Outlook.”
Not even the fact that his son was to
be married this afternoon detained
him from his desk.

The dispateh boat Dolphin, on which
Mr. Roosevelt left Oyster Bay late
last night, with Secretary Meyer of
the Navy Department as his host,
brought him into New York early this
morning. He went directly to his of-
flce and immediately plunged into the
mountain of correspondence which
has been accumulating for him. Two
hours later he appeared on the street
and was immediately recognized by
the crowds. Before he had walked
half a block westward toward Fifth
Avenue, he was followed by a throng
that blocked the sidewalk.

The sun was beating down with an
intensity that made a top hat unen-
durable. The colonel plunged for hat.
ters at a speed that made the crowd
behind run to keep up. As he' passed
the offices of the publishing house
that will bring out his forthcoming
book on his hunting trip, he spied a
tall portrait of himself, framed in red,
white and blue.

Lands Frittered Away.

The allenation of some 48,000 acres
of Indian lands at Selkirk affords
an example of the exploitation of pub-
lic property for the benefit of a few
speculators, The subject was discussed
very thoroughly in Parliament during
the recent session by Mr. Bradbury,
member for Selkirk, Manitoba, and by
other gentlemen, The Government of
this country is trustee for the Indians
and it is bound to treat them as
wards and to safeguard their inter-
ests In every respect, They are natur-
ally improvident and incapable of man-
aging their own affairs and any dispos-
al of their lands must be carried out
with every possible regard for these
conditions. I will not discuss the
means by which the surrender of these
lands was obtained, although that af-
forded ground for much well merited
critielsm in Parliament,

Twenty-one thousand acres of these
lands were conveyed to the Indians,
although there does not seem to be
any provision upon the statute book
for granting lands to Indians which
have not been enfranchised. The
lands are held in trust for the Indians
because they are esteemed incapable
of holding them or dealing with them
until after they have become enfran-
chised. The natural result was that
the Indians disposed of these lands
for trifling values—from $3 to §5 per
acre, In many cases they were the
victims of imposition and the money
which they received in numerous In-
stances was spent in dissipation and
in paying fines in the police court for
unlawful acts committed while under
the influence of liquor.

Pretence At Sale.

A considerable portion of the bal-
ance of the lands was put up at pub-
lic auction in the middle of December
upon very insufficlent advertisement,
and without upset price, As a result
they sold for between $5 and $6 per
acre. They were easily worth $20 to
$30 per acre and passed into the
hands of four or five speculators, These
gentlemen have since disposed of por-
tions of the same land at from $40 to
$50 per acre. The singular inability
of the government to recognize its re-
sponsibility as the guardian of these
helpless people was strikingly mani-
fest not only in the transaction itself
but in the debate. A private trustee
equally regardless of his duty would
be held lable by the courts of this
country to make good every dollar of
the loss arising from such disregard
of his plain duty. The government of
the country cannot be held so liable in
the courts, but it is amenable to the
court of public opinion and to the ver-
dict of the people when an opportun-
ity shall be given to pr upon

Explosion Due to Unfor-
seen Causes--One Body
Buried Under Fall of
Coal.

Ambherst, June 20.—Two lives were
lost in a terrific explosion in the
Chignecto mine today. Battered,
bruised and disfigured by the force
of the explosion the body of Wm.
Stevens, the examiner of the mines,
was found about nine o’clock this
evening in the east section of the
nineteen hundred foot level. The
deceased accompanied by a young lad
named Wood went into the mine
about two o'clock this morning to
test the different levels and balcon-
fes before the first shift went to
work. Shortly after they went down
into the mine the muffled roar of an
explosion was distinctly heard at the
mouth of the pit ahd the alarm was
at once sounded which brought the
men ip force to the bank head build-
ings. It was not known in what part
of the mine the explosion occurred
and the presence of the gas followed
the explosion made the work of res-
cue a slow process, Men and man-
agement labored together to clear the
slope and levels of the deadly gas,
and as fast as the gas receded the
searching parties advanced., Late In
the afternoon the body of Tom Wood
was found in the east section of the
nineteen hundred foot. level. His re-
mains were but slightly marked. Be-
vond the place where the body, was
found there was a heavy fall of coal
and it was not until this evening that
the remains of Stevens were reached.
Stevens was thirty-five years of age.
No blame can be attached to anyone
as the explosion was due to unfore-
seen causes.

MAN OF WEIGHT

How Young Man from New-
castle Forged Ahead in the
Growing West---Second to
Premier.

Among Premier Sifton’s colleagues
says the Toronto Globe, is ex-Judge
Mitchell, a brainy young man, origin-
ally from the Maritime Provinces—the
nursery apparently of college presi-
dents and political leaders. As an
entirely new figure in western politics,
considerable curiosity is felt about
this young man, whose position in the
Cabinet ranks next in importance to
that of the Premier, People will speed-
ily learn that Premier Sifton’s dis-
cerning choice has fallem upon a man
of exceptionally strong personality and
decided legal acumen.

In bearing the Hom. Charles R. Mit-
chell is quietly capable and refined,
with an air of gravity unusual per-
haps in a man of only thirty-eight
years, but approachable and winning
in conversation, He is saild by his in-
timates to be quite cautious in his un-
dertakings, but, as may be looked for

+in his Scotch determination, he always

gees far upon anything once begun.
Difficulties to him are umavoidable
pieces of unpleasantness to be brush-
ed aside.

Peter Mitchell’'s Nephew.

The Hon. Mr. Mitchell is a son of
the late James Mitchell, inspector of
lighthouses, and he was born at New-
castle, N. B, on November 20, 1872.
To most Canadians the name of this
new minister, together with his native
province, at once suggests' another
Mitchell of New Brunswick—the Hon.
Peter Mitchell, one of the fathers of
Confederation and the man who first
organized and administered the De-
partment of Marine and Fisheries at
Ottawa. Alberta’s Attorney-General,
is, in fact, a nephew of this pioneer of
Liberalism in New Brunswick. He re-
ceived his education at Harkin's Aca-
demy, Newcastle, and the University
of New Brunswick, from which insti-
tution he took degrees both in arts
and civil engineering. Whilst benefit-
ing by the practical nature of the
latter studies, Mr. Mitchell decided to
take up the study of law as a definite
profession, and he began his studies
in the offices of the late Hon. Andrew
Blair at St. John, practising later with
the Hon. L. J. Tweedie at Chatham,
In 1897 King's College, Windsor, con-
ferred the dégree of B, C, L. upon him.

Went West in '98.

In 1898 Mr, Mitchell heard the call
of the west to yonng men of promise
and came out to Medicine Hat. When
he threw in his fortunes with the
ranching town, Kipling had not yet
discovered it nor its wonderful “base-
ment,” and the Ameriean journalistie
chimera that the Hat was the storm-
centre of the west was still credited.
There possibly were other disadvant-
ages for a young lawyer in living in
Medicine Hat in those early days, but
if so Mr. Mitchell has loyally forgotten
them, and to him Medicine Hat, in the
past, present or future, is the choie-
est spot in the great west.

O'Brien on Redmond.

The attitude of the insurgent Trish
toward the conference is summed up
in a slashing interview with William
O’Brien. He sald: “The conference
marks the collapse of Redmond’s last
excuse for the recent action of his
party. His only defence for. inflict-
ing £3,500,000 additional taxation an-
nually on Ireland by the votes of her
own representatives on the budget
and on Birreil's act for the suspen-
sion of land purchase was that Ire-
land would in return see the veto of
the House of Lords abolished within
a few months and an Irish parliament
sitting in Dublin.

“That promise is blown sky high
by the conference. Ireland is to pay
an additional £3,500,000 a year, but
home rule and the abolition of the
Lords’ veto are no longer practical
politics. Having squeezed from Red-
mond all that could be had In the
way of plunder of Ireland Mr. As-
quith has now set Redmond at de-
flance. Far from obliging Redmond
by killing another King for him, Mr.
Asquith has invited Mr. Balfour to
settle the whole dispute by an ami-
cable conference between the two
Hnglish parties, and those who a few
weeks ago were posturing as dicta-
tors have not dared utter a word of
protest.

“To O'Connor's attempts to bulldoze
the Cabinet Mr. Asquith virtually re-
plied by calling a policeman to order
O'Connor off the premises. The con-
ference may or may not reach an
agreement, but it is certain that the
party which wrecks any chance of
agreement will wreck itself in a gen-
eral election. Under no conceivable
circumstance will the conference
agree to smuggle home rule through
Parliament without England’s con-
sent.

DAY DESSERTS

Custards rank first in this list and
they re most inexpensive—which is
no small item in this day of high pri-
ces, They are easy to prepare and
they agree with and appeal to the
entire household from baby to grand-
mother. The sec of making good
custards lies in mixing the ingred-
ients thoroughly together and cooking
them slowly, else they will not be
delicate and smooth.

The rule for a plain custard is: Four
eggs to a quart of milk and a table-
gpoon of sugar to each egg. Add a
pinch of salt and a teaspoon of flavor-

Junket desserts are palatable serv-
ed ice cold in hot weather. A pack-
age of the tablets will last a long time
and can be bought for a dime. Plain
junket is made according to directions
on the package. Caramel junket is a
little more elaborate, but is worth
the effort to make it. Heat two cups
of milk until lukewarm, Caramelize
one-third cup sugar, add one-third cup
boiling water and cook until syrup is
reduced to one-half the quantity. Cool,
add milk slowly to syrup. Powder
one junket tablet, add to mixture with
pinch of salt and vanilla. Turn into
pudding molds or sherbet glasses, let
stand in warm place until set, then
chill. Serve with plain or whipped
cream and sprinkle with chopped
nuts.

Tapioca cream is easily made and
is delicious served alone or with fruit
preserves as a sauce, Soak one-quar-
ter cup pearl tapioca for one hour in
cold water. Drain and cook with two
cups milk in double boiler. Add when
tapioca is done, one-third cup of sugar
and one egg yoke beaten together.
Remove from fire when thick. Cool,
add beaten white of egg and flavor.

Blane Mange.——Pwt one-half pint
milk in double boiler and when it
reaches the scalding point add 3 tea-
spoons cornstarch which has been
mixed smooth with cold milk. Stir
until thick and smooth.  Remove from
fire, flavor with vanilla and pour into
bowl which has been lined with sliced
bananas. Cool, turn out in dish and
serve with boiled custard sauce or
cream,

Opposite Types Afforded in
Lives of Late King Edward
and Theodore Roosevelt Re-
futation of Modern Theoris

——

(London Nation.)

Modern theorists have been wont
to pour scorn upon the interpretation
of history as the biography of great
men. They insist, instead, on an or-
dered process of events, the issue of
impersonal forces under the guidance
of social evolution, But the ordinary
citizen 1s under no such illusion. He is
well aware how lame and impotent
are all explanations of the play of
forces or tendencies divorced from
the character and career of strong per-
sonalities, Nor—-as this week's experi-
ences have proved—have the “level-
ling” influences of democracy done
much, or anything, to diminish the
passionate interest in the “great ones
of the earth.” It is mot merely that
the majesty of law or government
seems incapable of effective realiza-
tion apart from the illuminating pre-
sence of some high being who is its
vigible emblem and embodiment.

There is a far stronger and more
impassioned attachment to the person
of the monarch or ruler than to the
state for which he is supposed to
stand. Indeed, the modern movement
makes it very difficult to fdretell the
role which eminent personality is like-
ly to occupy, even in those states
which are in the full tide of democracy
tendencies. But it is evident that pub-
licity endows the virtues and the
powers of those who occupy high
places, whether by hereditary tenure
or election, with singular efficacy.
Perils and temptations attend the lime.
light which the modern press throws
on the lives of rulers; there is the
danger of a lackey's heroworshin
which are in the full tide of democratic
ness in character and works under a
garish show of external pride. But,
in the main, this wide, loose, promiscu-
ous publicity tends to rightness of
popular judgment.

Up to a decade ago the United States were almost
as indifferent as Canada to the trade possibilities of
these markets; but a lttle effort to develep trade has
produced remarkable results. From 1807 to 1907 the
trade of the United tSates with Latin America grew
from $250,000,000 to over $600,000,000; and the next de-
cade is likely to witness an even greater increase, as
since the tour of Secretary Root, a veritable army of
Yankee business-seekers has invaded Latin America.

No doubt it will pay Canadians to give these mar-
kets more cttenticn. If our manufactures and produc?
and lumber exporters employed representatives ac-
quainted with tbe language, and somewhat peculiar con-
ditions of life in these countries, they would find the
Latin Americans more disposed to do business with them
than with their rivals from the United States. At
present there is throughout Latin America a certain envy
of the power and prestige of the United States, as well
as a resentment of its patronizing attitude, and a distrust
of its intentions; and in Latin America sentiment plays
a considerable part in business,

Bu: scme years hence Canadians will not have the
advantage which the respect for things British, and the
unfavorable sentiment towards “gringoes” would now
confer upon them. Even the politicians of the United
Siates are changimg their attitude to the big southern
republics, and the business men, by simply treating their
southern neighbors as-—what they undoubtedly are—im-
portant customers, are doing much to salve the
ruffled sensibilities of a people who have a good conceit
of themselves, The policy of the United States towards
Cuba, if not influenced by concern for the possibilities
of trade development in Latin America generally, was
good business.

RAILROAD BILL

Final Step Taken With
President’s Signature

CONfIDENCE INCREASES

Majority of Railroad Men Be-
lieve They Will be Able

to Keep Up Prosperous
Condition.

New York, N. Y., June 20.—The op-
erators in stocks chose for the cen-
tral subject of consideration today the
signing by President Tafy of the rail-
road bill, and the comsequent comple-
tion of contemplated legislation on
that subject for the present. The ac-
tion of the wheat market brought the
crop prospect into view as a contend-
ing factor and interrupted the influ-
ence of the railroad bill. There was a
slight increase of animation in the
speculation as evidenced by the mea-
gre aggregation of the day's transac-
tions, but the last prices of the day
were generally the best. Some of the
clauses on the railroad bill are avow-
edly distasteful to the rallroads as
well as shippers. The more immediate
influence of the bill in the stock mar-
ket comes from the fact that its pas-
sage will be made the signal for re-
newed notlces of the intended increase
in freight rates,

In the financial district the convie-
tion is general that an increase will
be granted which will conserve the
prosperous condition of the railroads,
whether the Increases are equal to
those asked for or not.

Accident Near South Bay
Made Fairville Dry for a
Couple of Hours Yesterday

As the result of an accident in the
24-inch main from Spruce Lake to
the city, there was a shortage of wa-
ter in Fairville for a few hours yes-
terday afternoon, and the C/P. R, and
the Cushing pulp mill were unable to
secure their usual supply.
