London, Monday, June 20.—All the 
London daily newspapers this morning 
devoted much space to cabled stories 
of Mr. Roosevelt’s homecoming, while 
The Times took the opportunity to 
print another editorial concerning the 
ex-President's future.

Amherst. June 20.—Two lives were 

lost in a terrific explosion in the 
Chignecto mine today. Battered, 
bruised and disfigured by the force 
of the explosion the body of 
Stevens, the examiner Of the mines, 
was found about nine o’clock this 
evening in the east section of the 
nineteen hundred foot level. The 
deceased accompanied by a young lad 
named Wood went Into the mine 
about two o’clock this morning to 
test the different levels and balcon­
ies before the first shift went to 
work. Shortly after they went down 
into the mine the muffled roar of an 
explosion was distinctly heard at the 
mouth of the pit and the alarm was 
at once sounded which brought the 
men in force to the bank head build­
ings. It was not known in. what part 
of the mine the explosion occurred 
and the presence of the gas followed 
the explosion made the work of res­
cue a slow process. Men and man­
agement labored together to clear the 
slope and levels of the deadly gas, 1 
and as fast as the gas receded the 
searching parties advanced. Late In 
the afternoon the body of Tom Wood 
was found in the east section of the 
nineteen hundred foot level. His re­
mains were but slightly marked. Be­
yond the place where th 
found there was a heavy fall 
and it was not until this evening that 
the remaina of Stevens were reached. 
Stevens was thirty-five years of age.
No blame can be attached to anyone 
as the explosion was due to unfore­
seen causes.

Lands Frittered Away.
The alienation of some 48,000 acres 

of Indian lands at Selkirk affords 
an example of the exploitation of pub­
lic property for the benefit of a few 
speculators. The subject was discussed 
very thoroughly In Parliament during 
the recent session by Mr. Bradbury, 
member for Selkirk, Manitoba, and by 
other gentlemen. The Government of 
this country Is trustee for the Indians 
and it is bound to treat them as 
wards and to safeguard their Inter­
ests in every respect. They are natur­
ally Improvident and Incapable of man­
aging their own affairs and any dispos­
al of their lands must be carried out 
with every possible regard for these 
conditions. I will not discuss the 
means by which the surrender of these 
lands was obtained, although that af­
forded ground for much well merited 
criticism in Parliament.

Twenty-one thousand acres of these 
lands were conveyed to the Indians, 
although there does not seem to be 
any provision upon the statute book 
for granting lands to Indians which 
have not been enfranchised. The 
lands art- held in trust for the Indians 
because they are esteemed Incapable 
of holding them or dealing with them 
until after they have become enfran­
chised. The natural result was that 
the Indians disposed of these lands 
for trifling values—from S3 to $5 per 
acre. In many cases they were the 
victims of Imposition and the money 
which they received in numerous In­
stances was spent In dissipation and 
In paving fines in the police court for 
unlawful acts committed while under 
the Influence of liquor.

Pretence At Sale.
A considerable portion of the bal­

ance of the lands was put up at pub­
lic auction in the middle of December 
upon very insufficient advertisement, 
and without upset price. As a result 
they sold for between $5 and $6 per 
acre. They were easily worth $20 to 
S30 per acre and passed into the 
hands of four or five speculators. These 
gentlemen have since disposed of por­
tions of the same land at from |40 to 
$50 per acre. The singular Inability 
of the government to recognize Its re­
sponsibility as the guardian of these 
helpless people was strikingly mani­
fest not only In the transaction itself 
but In the debate. A private trustee 
equally regardless of his duty would 
be held liable by the courts of this 
country to make good every dollar of 
the loss arising from such disregard 
of his plain duty. The government of 
the country cannot be held so liable in 
the courts, but it is amenable to the 
court of public opinion and to the ver­
dict of the people when an opportun-

London, June 20.—The conference 
of the British political party leaders 
ia at last under way. The compare- ' 
tive secrecy with which the Initial ar-. 
rangements were made and the con­
ference was started is taken as eignlfl 
cant of the manner in which it will be 
carried on. It Is unlikely that any­
thing reliable will be known of the 
proceedings until the government dis­
closes them officially.

The present opinion in all quarters 
!b that the deliberations are likely to 
be protracted". Many think there will 
be no agreement for several months,
If then. The composition of the con-. 
ference committee Is generally re­
garded as being as favorable as cir­
cumstances will allow. The inclusion 
of the Chief Secretary for Ireland, Mr. 
Birrell, greatly pleases the Radicals. 
They think his presence will go a long 
way to reassure the Irish, who it is 
well known are not enamored of the 
conference. Moreover, they feared 
the Inclusion of Lord Loreburn, whose 
liberal legal mind does not appeal to 
the ardor of enthusiastic partisans.

Spoiling For a Fight. $
The absence of all limitations and 

conditions to govern the conference 
is greeted with satisfaction every­
where. At the same time the attitude 
of the various political factions re­
mains unaltered. The extreme Tories 
and extreme Radicals alike expect lit­
tle and hope less from the delibera­
tions. They are spoiling for a fight 
and desire nothing else.

Josiah Wedgwood, M. P„ has given 
notice of a resolution which If it gain­
ed the substantial support of the Lib­
eral party would kill all hope of a 
compromise. Premier Asquith, how­
ever, who is honestly seeking a solu­
tion of the constitutional problem, re­
fuses to give facilities for a discus­
sion of the Wedgwood resolution. It 
is as yet too early to say that this 
will stave off the opposition of his 
Intransigeant followers.

The Ijiborites and the Irish stHl 
do not declare themselves officially.
T. P. O’Connor again expresses mis­
givings concerning the negotiations 
because he is unable to see how the - 
Ministers can abandon the irreducible 
minimum already expressed In their 
veto resolutions in the House of Com­
mons.

O'Brien on Redmond.
The attitude of the Insurgent Irish 

toward the conference is summed up 
In a slashing interview with William 
O’Brien. He said: “The conference 
marks the collapse of Redmond's last 
excuse for the recent action of his 
party. His only defence for inflict­
ing £3,500,000 additional taxation an­
nually on Ireland by the votes of her 
own representatives on the budget 
and on Blrrell’s act for the suspen­
sion of land purchase was that Ire­
land would in return see the veto of 
the House of Lords abolished within 
a few months and an Irish parliament 
sitting in Dublin.

"That promise Is blown sky high 
by the conference. Ireland Is to pay 
an additional £3,500,000 a year, but 
home rule and the abolition of the 
Lords’ veto are no longer practical 
politics. Having squeezed from Red­
mond all that could be had In the 
way of plunder of Ireland Mr. As­
quith has now set Redmond at de­
fiance. Far from obliging Redmond 
by killing another king for him, Mr. 
Asquith has invited Mr. Balfour to 
settle the whole dispute by an ami­
cable conference between the two 
English parties, and those who a few 
weeks ago were posturing as dicta­
tors have not dared utter a word of 
protest.

"To O’Connor's attempts to bulldoze 
the Cabinet Mr. Asquith virtually re­
plied by calling a policeman to order 
O’Connor off the premises. The con­
ference may or may not reach an 
agreement, but it is certain that the 
party which wrecks any chance of 
agreement will wreck Itself in a gen­
eral election. Under no conceivable 
circumstance will the conference 
agree to smuggle home rule through 
Parliament without England's con-

Heat two cups 
of milk until lukewarm. Caramelize 
one-third cup sugar, add one-third cup 
boiling water and cook until syrup Is 
reduced to one-half the quantity. Cool, 
add milk slowly to syrup. Powder 
one junket tablet, add to mixture with 
pinch of salt and vanilla. Turn into 
pudding molds or sherbet glasses, let 
stand in warm place until set, then 
chill. Serve with plain or whipped

share In the rapidly expanding trade of these conn* 
tries. We have had a government trade agent In Mexico 
lor some years, and last year another was sent to 
Cuba. But Canadian business aeekers. representing 
private exporting houses, seldom or never venture farther 
south than Cuba.

Up to a decade ago the United States were almost 
as Indifferent as Canada to the trade possibilities of 
these markets; but a little effort to develop trade has 
produced remarkable results. From 1897 to 1907 the 
trade of the United tSates with Latin America grew 
from $250,000,000 to over $600,000,000; and the next de­
cade is likely to witness an even greater increase, as 
sinçe the tour of Secretary Root, a veritable army of 
Yankee business seekers has invaded Latin America.

No doubt it will pay Canadians to give these mar­
kets move attention. If our manufactures and produce 
and lumber exporters employed representatives ac­
quainted with the language, and somewhat peculiar con­
ditions of life iu these countries, they would tlnd the 
Latin Americans more disposed to do business with them 
than with their rivals from the United States. At 
present there is throughout Latin America a certain envy 
uf the power and prestige of the United States, as well 
us a resentment of its patronizing attitude, and a distrust 
of its Intentions; and in Latin America sentiment plays 
a considerable part In business.

But some years hence Canadians will not have the 
advantage which the respect for things British, and the 
unfavorable sentiment towards “gtingoes" would now- 
confer upon them. Even the politicians of the Unlte^ 
Slates are changing their attitude to the big southern 
republics, and the business men, by simply treating their 
southern neighbors as—what they undoubtedly are—im­
portant customers, are doing much to salve the 
ruffled sensibilities of a people who have a good conceit 
uf themselves.
Cuba, if not influenced by concern for the possibilities 
of trade development iu Latin America generally, was 
good business.

Canadians have sometimes, as Mr. Donly, trade com­
missioner iu Mexico complains, acted as if they were 
doing Mexicans a favor by condescending to sell them 
goods. Many Instances might be ctt««l of how Canadian 
business men have brought discredit upon their country 
by a supercilious, or even merely foolish, attitude to­
wards Latin Americans. Some years ago Canada be­
gan to make shipments of railway sleepers to Mexico. 
Then an enterprising Montreal man secured a contract, 
und sent out a lot of sleepers condemned by Canadian 
railways. Of course the Mexican railways refused them, 
and immediately after placed big contracts for sleepers 
in Norway and Japan. Also, when a little later one of 
the big Mexican railways decided to use steel sleepers, 
constructed like a bath-tub. they did not ask for tenders 
from the Canadian steel companies.

But in spite of the fact that Canadians in their 
dealings with Latin America have done not a few things 
calculated to compromise their reputation for ordinary 
business sagacity, there can be little doubt that the 
exercise of a little intelligence and energy would enable 
them to secure a profitable trade there.

In Cuba and Mexico there Is a good market for 
many of our Canadian farm products, as well as for lum­
ber, pulp and paper, and in all these is a constantly ex­
panding market for Iron and steel manufactures, railway 
supplies, coal and patent fuels, wood manufactures, car­
riages, furniture, boots, shoes, leather goods, agricultural 
implements, rope and fibre manufactures, cotton and 
woollen goods, chemicals, drugs, and many other com­
modities now being manufactured in Canada,

FACILITIES FOR NEXT SEASON’S BUSINESS.

m I CAPWhen the winter port season opens in November 
there should be eight berths available on the West Side, 
provided the wharves now under construction by the Dom 
inion govemmtnt are completed and equipped for business. 
There is no reason to doubt that the actual wharf build­
ing will be finished within the next two or three months, 
but, so far as can be learned, no move has yet been 
made to call for tenders for warehouses, and the ques­
tion of supplying grain to the steamers remains a 
dead letter.

The city has done its part in providing warehouses 
for its own property at wharves 5 and 6 on the northern 
side of Sand Point slip, if the government’s extension 
on the same side and the long berth in North Rodney 
slip are to serve any useful purpose, it is about time 
there were some signs of activity in the Department of 
Public Works.

The question of providing an additional grain eleva­
tor, or at least grain conveyors, to this section is one 
which cannot be much longer neglected. The expense 
of moving steamers across Sand Point slip is not relished 
by the steamship companies, and it will not be surpris­
ing if they strenuously object to using the new govern­
ment berth in North Rodney slip, if no accommodation 
for taking in grain is provided. To tow a large ocean 
liner out of this slip round to one of the wharves at Sand 
Point, and buck again with a strong tide running, must 
entail some element of risk.

The Dominion government has assumed responsibil­
ity for providing additional facilities and Mr. Pugsley 
might well take this question up with his department. 
He complains of factious opposition to the West Side 
transfer. That Is a matter on which there are a variety 
of opinions. Any practical suggestions he may have to 
make to the city for supplying grain to these bertha willl 
meet with general support.

Apparently the efforts of the King's Daughters to induce 
country people or summer residents to take city children 
into their homes for a week, have not been particularly 
successful, which Is not as It should be, as there can 
be little doubt that those who played the part of hosts 
would be pleasureably entertained by the naive delight 
and wonderment, ot their little guests.

It is to be hoped that the success which has attend­
ed the efforts to open up a market for New Brunswick 
farm products in Cuba will direct more attention to the 
market possibilities of other Latin American republics. 
Canadians in general may well turn for a while from 
the contemplation of their own dream of greatness to 
cultivate a closer acquaintance with the peoples who 
dwell under the Southern Cross.

They are many and we are few. They can offer us 
big and rapidly expanding markets for not a few of our 
products. They can teach us how to build beautiful 
cities—an art the Empire-building Briton is only begin­
ning to learn. They can introduce us to a literature, 
crude in form perhaps, but Instinct with the spirit of 
democracy, pungent with a. red-blooded vitality, and 
clothed with a luxuriant Imagery—a literature well worthy 
die genius of a people who have spilt oceans of blood 
n the name of liberty, felt great passions, known tre­
mendous experiences.

No doubt there are grounds for the northern notion 
that the Latin American republics are lacking in enter­
prise and sustained Industry. But they do not expend 
all their time or energies In revolutions and bull-fights. 
In the Argentine, which less than half a century ago was 
the scene of some of the fiercest fighting that has ever 
taken place on this planet, the people are now devoting 
themselves to the arts of peace, with an enthusiasm 
that In the last decade has made their progress more 
marked than that of Canada.

In 1908, that republic with a population somewhat 
smaller than Canada, carried on foreign trade greater 
than that of Canada by over $50,000,000. Altogether the 
Latin American republics in 1907 carried on a foreign 
trade valued at $2,077,458,000—of which $1,005,603,000 
represented Imports, and $1,071,950,000 represented ex

St. John Is to have a Sunday mall 
to and from all points on the C. P. R., 
and It will probably go Into effect on 
Sunday next. Since the Sunday trains 
were Incepted on the C. P. R., there 
has been no Sunday mail service, but 
this is to be changed and commencing 
next Sunday, mail will be brought In 
on all C. P. R. trains on that day and 
carried out on all outgoing trains. The 
change will be a great convenience es­
pecially to commercial men.

As the result of an accident In the 
24-Inch main from Spruce Lake to 
the city, there was a shortage of wa­
ter in Fairville for a few hours yes­
terday afternoon, and the C/P. R. and 
the Cushing pulp mill were unable to 
secure their usual supply.

The accident occurred on the Car­
penter farm near South Bay where 
the water is conveyed In a stave pipe. 
Two of the staves on the under side 
of the pipe were blown out by the 
pressure and several others loosened. 
As soon as the accident was reported 
the Carleton service was drawn from 
the reservoir through the 12-inch pipe 
and repairs made to the larger one.

The work of repair occupied about 
two hours, but during that time the 
pulp mill was unable to secure water 
and the C. P. R. engines had to be 
taken to the I. C. R. water tank at 
the east side. The service was nor­
mal at 3.30 and the damage repaired.
