by their earlier experiences in the war,
now. rarely hold Sthelr advanced
trenches strongly, and that therefore
their withdrawal at some points to
the second line is no sign of weak-
ness.

ritory they occupied within six weeks
after the first shot was fired. In six
weeks Germany made territorial gains
which nineteen months of the hitterest
warfare the world has ever known has
not succeeded in effacing,

It is very doubtful if the world will
see another war of a magnitude com-
parable to this, but if it should come,
and Britain should be involved in it,
then, it is hoped the lesson of prepar-
edness will have been so thoroughly
mastered that the experiences of this
campaign will not be repeated.

THE CAMPAIGN IN THE WEST.

: Despatches during the past two days

bave paid more or less attention to
the vigorous offegsive being prosecut-
&d by the Germans over, a wide section

of the western front. For a consider
mble area the Germans have made
_gains and, in at least one point, have
dented the French lines and captured

of Verdun and personally direct the
attacks at that place, Almost directly
north of Verdun the Germans have
occupied Haumont wood and the vil-
lage of the same name which, accord-
ing to the map of the district, 1s
abcut ten miles from Verdun itself.
The town of Verdun, lying between
Rheims and Nancy on the battle front,
was, when the war broke out, strongly
protected by sixteen forts and a score
of smaller works and these have been
added to during the period of conflict.
All the commanding sites on both sides
of the town have been occupied by the
French armies and fortified so the Ger
mans will have no easy task to dis-
lodge the defenders,

Verdun faces German Lorraine and
the great German fortress of Metz
lies almost due east at a distance of
not mora than thirty miles, The value
of its strength to the French scheme
of defence has been manifested since
the early days of the war for it has
withstood more than one determined
assault. The present attack, in which
it was said on Wednesday that at least
a quarter of a million German troops
have been employed, may not be more
than a local movement or it may indi-
cate the detarmination of the German
Crown Prince, up to the present in
command of that portion of the cam-
paign, to achieve & smashing triumph
to offset the rather serious reverses
sustained in the
earlier in the war.

Verdun is regarded as almost im:
possible of capture owing to the sub-
stantial character of the forts sur
rounding it and the great advantage
of position which would lie with the
defending army. Evidence, however,
is accumulating to show that Germany
is rapidly growing désperate and the
present violent offensive may have
been undertaken solely in the hope of
impressing the German people with
the ability of the armies to gain one
substantial success after so many
months of comparative inactivity.

So far the advices from the fighting
in that area have been very meagre

EMPLOYMENT
FOR RETURNED
SOLDIERS

(Maritime Merchant.)

The progress of the war brings new
problems. That of the employment of
the returned soldier is one. In this
country we are practically only com-
mencing to experience it in anything
like a serious degree, though in the
0ld Country as well as in France and
Germany, it has been so serious as to
require a very special measure of at-
tention. By the returned soldier we
mean the soldier discharged from the
army no longer fit for military service
and therefore privileged to enter civil
life again. Many of these men are
maimed in such a way as to be unable
to pursue their former callings and
their adaptation to new vocations be-
comes neocessary. As for those who
are not maimed in Such a manner the
former employers of such men have
an opportunity to exercise acts of real
patriotism in taking them back again
if that be possible. We know of one
corporation in this province which be-
fore the war was supposed to share
with corporations in general the qual
ity of soullessness that is endeavor
ing to place everyoné of its former
employes returning from the war,

It is not the men able to engage in
their former employment who present
the most serious problem., It is
found by experience, however, that
the maimed soldier can very readily
pick up a new trade. In France many
are being taught tafloring, shoemak-
stenography and typewriting
and many other kinds of work, who
formerly were used toa less sedentary
life, but are now compelled to adopt

inces have not been so badly injured
as to require any handling in this way.
But preparation will have to be made
80 that when at length they come they
can be handled.
This surely is most excellent work,
and there are no men who so much
deserve our best efforts in their be-
half as those who have suffered in-
describable physical injury in our be-
half. The local committees that have
this matter in hand therefore have
work to do that commands our best
sympathy and people who can give
employment to such men will be do-
ing a patriotic service. They must
not be left in a dependent position.

Man Who Stole from Sail-|
ors Also Arrested After
Brief Chase — Found
Guilty and Remanded. ~

The detective department at police
headquarters has been very active dur-
ing the past six months, and the ex-
cellent work of Detectives Barrett and
Briggs has been untiring and most
successtul.

Last evening shortly after seven
o'clock, Mrs, Samuel, Lavine, of 84
Dorchester street, complnlned to the
detectives that a box containing five
dollars, had been stolen from her
home. The officers learned that a girl
named Blanche Marr had been work-
ing at the house, and left there about
seven o'clock. The officers found the
Masr girl at her home on the Marsh
Road, took her to Mrs. Lavine's resi-
dence, where she was -identified, and
at 11.30 o’clock last night arrested her
on suspicion of having stolen the
money,

Another case which has turned out
successful on account of diligent work
on the, part of the detectives, is the
arrest of & young man who gave his
name as McDonald, but who i8 known
in the eriminal records as O'Hagen.

On Sunday, the 6th inst, it was re-
ported to the officers that two sallors
had been robbed, the night before in
the Salvation Army home. One sailor
had been robbed of four dollars, and
the other of ten. After looking into
the case the officers had suspicions
that O’'Hagen was the thief. They
learned that O'Hagen left the house at
10.30 o'clock on the night of the rob-
bery. He was traced to an up-town
hotel, where they learned he had paid
for board and lodging for the night of
the robbery, also for Sunday, the day
following, O'Hagen left the hotel Sun-
day morning, and the detectives ve-
mained on watch all Sunday night, but
the man did not return, On Monday
morning, the 7th inst., the officers
found their man on Mill street, near
the corner of North, and placed him
under arrest.

Yesterday O'Hagen was adjudged
guilty in the county ¢ourt and remand-
ed for sentence,

From the police records it is shown
that O’'Hagen since he was 15 years
of age has spent no less than thirteen
yvears in prison. His first admission
to prison was in Toronto when he was
15 years old, when he was sentenced to
a term of five years. Following this
he was sentenced to a term of two
years in Hamilton, Ont. Again he was
sentenced to a term of five years in
the same court and in addition to the
above terms he did two six months
terms.

O'Hagen is still a young man and,
from his youth, he has spent nearly
half of his lifetime in prison,
