He
admits it was of advantage to France
that President Harding had restric‘ed
the Washington discussions so as to
exclude an economic plan for Burope,
but France he finds was severely re-
buked when Congress declined to can-
cel the Allied debts to America. He
takes keen delight in declaring that
France now stands toward America in
the same position as Germany stands
towsrd France.

He believes the real result of the
oconference will be that France will be
recognized more and more as the dis
turber of world peace and having pre
vented the completion of an alllance
with Japan, the result will be that
France will be heid as n a pair of
tongs between England and America.

Milk Pasteunzation

Given Consideration

Delegation from Dairymen's
Assn. Appear Before Board
of Health in Protest.

The views of the United Dalrymen’s
Association, as expressed by their
delegates, J. N, Riley, Clifford Clay-
ton aod Councillor Jeremiah Dono
van conoevning the pasteurization of
the city's milk supply, was heard by
the Board of Health at a apécial
meeting yesterday aftewmoon.

The dairymen expressed
selves as totally opposed to the erec
tion of one central pasteurization
plant, and to the pasteurization of
milk as well, which, they claimed,
robbed it of much of its natural
nichness, They also claimed that the
geueral -public was opposed to pasteu-
fhzation, mndithatit was necessary,
fo, if milk was deltvered pure and

Jclun ¢o the consumer, pasteurization

was Gunecessary.

The delegation appeared before the
board with the impression that the
board had determined on pacteuriza-
tion, but were informed that this was
not the case. What the board desi
ed was the views of all parties con-
cerned on the best method of im-
proving the milk supply of the city.
They were also told that no hasty
legislation would be enacted, but that
public >pinion was desired.

The board had, for the past three
years, been trying to improve the!
quality of the city's milk supply, and |
yet recent examibations showed that
eighty per cent of'\the city’s milk
supply was not up to standard. The |
board agreed with the dealers that if
clean milk was supplied there would
be ©o need for pasteurization, but, as
matters sjood at present, the supply
was not what it should be.

Back to the days of our grandfathers

che experience of the city dwellers
st night for a time, when the elec-
.ric lights failed to function and the
streets, institut ons and homes which
ase that method o illumination were

uddenly plunged into Stygian dark-
ness,

About 7.45 the lights and power
failed all over the city, the cause
given at the power house being a loss
of the circulating water, but they
were umable to say what caused tho
«©8s of water, but it is supposed the
pipe leading from the harbor to the
power house had become choked with
seaweed or some other iike substance.
The lights in the greater part~of the
city proper and West Side were out
until 8.30, but some circuits in the
centre of the ¢ty were only out for
about ten minutes.

At the General Public Hospital
they were without lights for about
threequarters of an hour. A number
of lamps and candles were placed in
commission and some gas jets were
lighted in the halls. Fortunately
there was nothing doing in the oper-
ating room, and no serious inconveni-
snce was suffered. At a mumber of
the other public institutiong they had
a like experience and had to brng at
into use candles and oil lamps until
the electric curremt had been turned
on again.

The ice cream parlors and candy
stores had to light up with candles,
and some who did not have the candles
shut up shop for the night. The
theatres were licky, as they only lost
the # ght for about fifteen minutes.

The street cars were not affected,
and it was a strange sight to gee them
running through streets dark as mid-
1ight on a cloudy night.
