MEN AND THINGS AT OTTAWA,

Another Better Terms Claim for New
Brunswick—Comments upon the
“Commission—How the  Govern-
ment Keeps Faith with Parlia-
ment—Lord Dufferin ¢‘in time”—
What Tilley Knows about Railway
Loans.
[¥ROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.]
OTTAWA, Sept. 22.
There is one thing in connection with
this Pacific Railway Scandal, which docs
not seem to have been brought as yet bo-
fore Maritime minds. Tt is something
which reflects somewhat upon our men n
the Cabinet, and shows that they are no:,

4 over-watchful of the financial affairs of

our Provinces.

Messrs. Tupper, Tilley and Mitchell
will have to account for their careless-
ness in allowing all Sir Hugh Allan’s do’-
lars to go to Ontario and Quebec. Whes
matter if Tilley and Mitchell did not nesd
the money for their elections? Patrio:-
ism should have inspired aremembrazce
of their: country. They- might have
“wired” into Sir Hugh for some of his
surplos stamps, and then endowed &
“home for worn-out editors,” or built a
church, or lighthouse—“that sort of
thing, you know”—but it does not appear
that they even asked for a paltry “ten
thousand.” They looked calmly on, while
Ontario and Quebe¢, without making &
wry face, gulphed down that hundredand
sixty thousand dollars. True, it was'n.
much for a man to pay, who is worth s::
millions, and has a private income of six
hundred thousand dollars a year; but we
obight to have had our share of. it; and
then, after spending it,we could have had
the satisfaction of saying—

**Lhough lost to sight, to memory dear.”
Surely New Brunswick has at last got a
substantial

upon the Government. Let Wedderburn
be called in without delay.

There are one or two facts in connec-
tion with the Scandal, that must be re-
jziembered. ;

' Ore is thatthe money which the Ameii-

(;'a.ns advanced to secure a charter, was
for ‘the “Canada Pacific Railway Com-
pany.” Pt G

Th:t this is the Company to which
He#tlagton’s charges refers.

That aiier the elections the Govern-
meat refased ‘to give the contract to Sir
Hugh’s Company, and used every effort
to bring about an amalgamation of that
Company with the Inter-oceanic. :

That these efforts failing, the Govern-
iment, under the autherity given them by
Parliament, proceeded
TO FORM AN ENTIRELY NEW - COMPANY,
composed of men from both rival com-’
panies, and of men who were never in
either company, but who  would secure
to each section of the Dominion, a re-
presentation upon the Board of Di-,
rectors.

That the Canada Pacific Company,
which Sir Hugh and his American friends
had formed, ceased te exist, and the
money which they had advanced for pre-
liminary expenses,

PAID BACK IN FULL,
(for which Sir Hugh holds the receipt,)
and that not a dollar has since been re-
ceived from them.

That Sir Hugh was never at any time,
before the elections or after, promised
the Pacific Rrilway contract, that he did
not get it, ; 9

AND HAS NOT GOT IT NOW.

In the present company, he represents
exactly the amount of shares that E. R.
Burpee does—and no more. True, he is
President of the Company; but he him-
self admits what has been theroughly
proved, that the majority of Directors,
who will,in a measure control the Railway
management, were appointed- against his
wishes, while men whom he nominated
were kept out... Would he submit to tlis
if he had the Government in his power?
That he is the chosen Railway represcnte-
tive man of Quebec, and will occupy as
important a position in any company
that may be formed by any Government,
and that he would have been in this po-
sition if he had not paid a cent toward
the elections. :

A recollection of the above facts,

' WHICH DEFY CONTRADICTION,
is necessary in order that we may fairly
judge of the evidence now before the
country.

THE COMMISSION TO-DAY

occupied its time in hearing Sir John A.
Macdonald’s deposition read over. Sever-
al verbal inaccuracies were corrected, but
no addition made to his testimony. The
only remaining witnesses are Attorney-
General Ouimet and Mr. Nather, of
British Columbia. The former is sick,
and the latter about ‘‘half-seas over” on
his way from England. Whether the
Commission will wait for the recovery of
the one, and the arrival of the other-wit-
ness, remains to be seen.

RE-ASSEMBLING OF PARLIAMENT.

The Grits have been whining lately lest
Lord Dufferin should not keep his pro-
mise of calling Parliament together ‘as
soon as possible” after the close of the
They
said he told them eight or ten weeks.after
the prorogation would witness a return

this climate was unsuited to Lord Duffer-
in’s health. Once more the Grits have to
acknowledge that the Government, as it
has done in the past, is desirous of keep-
ing faith with the people and Parliament.
Had Huntington attended the Royal Com-
mission, the House could not well be
called till late in November, as the pro-
ceedings would of course have been pro-
longed. Now that the investigation is
drawing to a close the Government calls
Parliament together, at the earliest mo-
ment. The report of the Commission

| win hardly have been prepared and in
Lord Dufferin’s hands before our rcpre-
. sentatives from every point of the com-
pass will be training and steaming to-
ward the capital. When Grit and Gov-
ernment meet again, then will come ‘‘the
tug of war.”

Ever since the close of Sir Hugh Allan’s
testimony—when he unreservedly teld
what he gave, and why he gave i*; when
Le solemnly swore that he was never pro-
mised the contract, and that he has not got
it, and-never had—public opinion has been
turning in favor of the Government. So
Zar as the spending of money durihg the
eléctions is concernéd, both parties stand
on-the same ground. Beyond that, the
policy of the Government from beginning
to end ot this perplexing Pacific Railway
question; has been that of statesmen and
gentlemen, while the policy of the Oppo-
sition has been ome of intrigue, con-
spiracy with foreigners, bribing private
secretaries and servants to betray their
masters’ trust, unscrupulous appeals to
popular passion, tapping telegrams, and
robbing the mails, but. of course, all ““in
the public interest.”

The fecling of confidence in the Cabi-
net is strengthened by the promptitude
with which they have summoned Parlia-
ment, as they said they would ¢‘‘as soon
as possible” after the decease of the
Commission. Confidence will be in-
creased by .the news which has just come
i0 us by cable, of Tilley’s success
in the English market. The trinm-

Baptist Missionary Meating—Names of the

. Missionaries, &s.

The meeting this evening in Brussels
Strect Church will no doubt be a most
interesting occasion, et only to the

meiubers of the denomination, but to all
who take an interest In the spread of the
Gospel in heathen lands. It is called for
the purpose of bidding farewell to seven
misslonaries, who go out to Siam under
the auspices of the Baptist Convention of
the Lower Provinces. - This body of late
years has been most active in supplying
missionarics for the East. It was for-
merly connected in the work with the
American Foreign Mission Board, but a
few year's 4go 1t established an Independ-
ent mission of its own. The Rev. A. R.
Crawley, a Nova Scotian, but who went
out uitler the American Mission Board,
was the first person who they undertook
to support. Until failing health required
him to return he worked in their service,
and saw, long before leaving,the frults of
his labors. He taught many heathens the
story of the cross, and selected from
amongst his converts a number of young
men, who became teachers, and were sup-
ported by the Baptists of the Lower Pro-
vinces. The native teachers have been a
great aid to the missionarles, and the
frults of their labors are seen in the num-
ber of Karens, who have forsaken their
idols. Since their first efforts to support
missions a number of others have been
gsent out, and this year seven new ones
ledvé otr shores for their fleld of labor.
It is these seven the public are invited to
meet at the meeting to-night, and bid
farewell to. The Rev. A. R. Crawley
will also be present at the meeting this
evening, as will .the Rev. J. F. Norris,
another returned missionary, and some
other leading ministers of the Baptist
denomination. The names ot the seven
missionaries who sail from this port
in the Dorionh on Monday are as follows:
Revs. G. Churchill and wife; W. F. Arm-
strong; R. Sandford ahd wie; Miss
Flora Eaton, and Miss Maria Armstrong.
The first named; Mr. Churchill, is a native
of Yarmounth, N. 8., and was recently
married to. Miss Faulkner, of Truro, a
highly accomplished and well educated
young lady, who has long desired to -en-
ter the mission work.

Mr. Sandford belongs to Cornwallis
and was also recently married to Miss
Lamont of the same place. -They both
belong to well known families there ; but
actuated by a desire to enter the Foreign
Mission fleld, they have cheerfully bid
all their friends good-bye. Mr. Arm-
strong is a native of Sydney, Cape Bre-
ton, and is not yet married. Soon after
his arrival, however, he will marry Miss
Norris, who went out several years ago,
and came home for a short tine, but
again seeks the Mission fleld. Miss
Armstrong and Miss Eaton are from
Wolfville ond  Cornwallis, and are
graduates of the Grand Pre Seminary.
