FARM AND HOUSEHOLD.

—Women own 955 farms in Iowa, 
including 20 dairy farms.

—Mr. Bcrgh has begun a crusade 
against the shoeing of horses with 
red-hot shoes.

—The winter apple crop in West­
ern New York is said to bo tho 
largest for years.

—California has an average wine 
yield of 400 gallons per acre, while 
in France it is only 196 gallons.

—Reports of the rotting of pota­
toes, especially on low land, con­
tinue ta come from all parts of the 
Northern States. * -

—A California farmer has just 
shipped 56,000 pounds of mustard 
seed to New York. This is the 
largest shipment ever made,

—The growing of tobacco is pro­
hibited in Great Britain and Ireland 
on account of the enormous revenue 
duties that are collected on the im­
ports of that staple.

—Practical agricultural colleges 
will be opened in several towns in 
Chili, South America, by order of 
the government. Several European 
professors have been engaged.

—The hop season in England has 
been very unsatisfactory ; two- 
thirds of tho crop there, says the 
Kentish Observer,, having been dam­
aged by drought and high winds.

—The export of cattle from Mont­
real continues to keep ahead of 
former years at this season. The 
total exports to date are 56,803 head, 
an increase of 5,270 head over 1884.

—Potato rot is prevailing badly 
in sections of New York State, and 
is seriously reducing the crop. In 
some towns it is claimed that fully 
one-third of tho crop is defective, 
and tho rot is still going on.

—In the healing of burns and 
scalds, when there is danger of Con­
tracting scars, rub the new skin 
several times a day with good sweet 
oil. Persist in this rubbing until 
tho skin is soft and flexible.

—An experiment with White 
Russian and Welcome oats at New 
York Experiment Station, the past 
season, resulted in a yield at the 
rate of upwards of eighty two bush­
els of the former to but little more 
than fifty bushels of the Welcome.

—A writer in tho Amefican Culti­
vator tells how he has preserved 
apples and kept t liera frestfand fair 
for 18 to 20 months. He takes the 
apples ripe and fresh from the trees, 
at this season of the year, and covers 
thorn up with dry, fine coal ashes,.to 
a depth of 14 to 18 inches. Ho has 
apples that have passed two winters 
thus preserved, out-of-doore( exposed 
to rain and frostjtand yet the fruit 
came out fresh and fair. How much 
longer tho apples would keep under 
these circumstances he does not 
know. Possibly pears, eggs, and 
some other perishable articles, he 
thinks, might be kept by this simple 
and inexpensive process much 
longer than by present methods.

■—Beerbohm’s estimate of the 
world’s demand and supply of wheat 
for 1885-6 ending June 3Ô next, is, 
probable requirements, 35,000,000 
quarters or 280,000,000 bushels ; to 
meet this shortage in some countries, 
he estimates other countries will 
have an exportable surplus of 26, 
000,000 quarters, or 208,000,000 
bushels, leaving a deficiency of 9,- 
000,000 quarters or 72,000,000 
bushels, which means that the world’s 
reserve stock must be drawn upon, 
and of course the prices must ad 
vance. The London Miller makes 
tho probable requirements 29,878, 
987 quarters, and the exportable 
surplus 26,592,399 quarters, leaving 
a deficiency of 3,286,687 quarters, or 
26,290,476 bushels.

About Lumber.
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A Nova Scotia correspondent of 
the North-Western Lumbermen 
furnishes to that paper some 
tcresting particulars of the trade. 
He says : '• Lumbering in this sec­
tion is beginning to decline for the 
reason that the lands of several 
operators are being stripped. Duffus 
& Co., at the Summcrsidc mill, are 
sawing the balance of last year’s 
logs, about 3,000,000 feet, after 
which they expect to quit operating. 
Other parties are nearly finished 
working their lands, so that David­
son & Sons will soon be alone on 
the Laliave. They have cut, most­
ly from old logs, 4,000,000 feet this 
year, and have about 6,000,000 in 
the log at tho booms. Only two 
drives were left at the headwaters 
this spring of about 1,500,000 feet, 
so there will be a short stock for 
next season should the mills run all 
tho year.

“ Slocks of lumber are much 
larger than usual ; Duffus & Co. hav 
ing about 2,000,000 feet, and David' 
son & Sons about 3,000,000 feot, so 
that sawyers are quite ready to work 
off stocks on hand and allow the
isaw mills and idle workmen to
grumble at headquarters.

*« Wo are glad to note the hope of 
a rise of spruce in the eastern Stated 
but do not think they will advance 
to paying rates.

“ Messrs. Todd & Co. (formerly 
of Calais Me.,) at St. Margaret’s bay 
N. S., are preparing to rebuild their 
fine mill on the same site, as they 
have a large stock of logs in the 
dver which cannot be used in any 
other way. As they expected to 
saw over 6,000,000 this season the 
loss to themselves and workmen has 
been very great.” -

—A Quantity of Skeletons and
Other Relics Brought to Light.

Mr. Jek\N. Bell, Chairman of the 
Speci^Committce of tho Historical 
Society of Winnipeg, made a pre­
liminary investigation into the pre­
historic mounds upon the Lower 
Fort* Winnipeg, on Saturday. A 
largoquantity of earth was removed 
from the top of the mound, and a 
cutting made across its width to a 
depth of a foot and a half to tho 
level where remains began to appear. 
The cutting was then left so that the 
further excavation might be gone on 
with when the postponed excursion 
takes place. Some efghteon years 
ago a shaft was sunk to a depth of 
seven feet to tho south of the centre 
of the mound and a number of stone, 
shell and eartheowam articles 
brought to light, togeflfbr with a 
quantity of human remains. Mr. 
Bell had the workman dig a quarter 
circle trench around this old shaft 
and extending down to the clay bed 

which the mound lests. On 
breaking the surface human skele­
tons, generally very much decayed, 
were uncovered at every few feot, 
and fully twenty were uncovered in 
the trench dug. The bodies bad 
been buried in all sorts of positions, 
orae horizontally face upward, 

some in a sitting position with the 
knees’ drawn up, and in one place 
some eight piles of the main bones, 
each with a scull on top, were found, 
having the appearance of having 
been brought there for burial after 
the flesh was gone and tho bones 
laid Ant in heaps and the skulls 
placed on tho little piles. One 
large skeleton in a very fair state of 
preservation was found in a sitting 
position with the lower part of the 
body sunk into the clay, and about 
it two stone tubes, one large perfor­
ated sea shell breast ornament, fine­
ly rounded and polished, and a very 
liny red earthenware cup or pot were 
exhumed. The soil surrounding 
each body was very carefully ex- 
mined and sifted for the purpose 

of finding any articles which might 
be buried with tho remains, but ex­
cept in two or three cases none 
were found. Amongst the relics re­
covered were river clam shells, thin 
perforated stone tubes supposed to 
have been used by medicine men 
for the purpose of “ sucking ” evil 
spirits out of sick men, buffalo and 
deer horns, baked clay lamps and a 
very peculiar red earthenware, coni­
cal shaped tube three inches in 
length and five inches in circumfer­
ence at the largest end. The perfor­
ation which has been made through 
it length-ways is also larger at one 
end than the other. The inside of 
the earthenware article is much de­
cayed, but the outside is firm and 
smooth, and appears to have been 
glazed. The little cup fell into 
email fragments when taken from 
the earth. Tho skull of this largo 
skeleton was stained red and 
yellow, likely from the earthy 
paints which decorated bis head 
when he was buried, the color also 
being left ou the earth which came 
in contact with the skull. All 
through the mound charred romains 
of bones and wood were found, to­
gether with small lumps of baked 
red clay like fragments of bright 
red building brick. The cutting ex­
posed a platform of small boulders, 
which likely extends in a circle of 
sixteen feot diameter under the 
centre of tho mound. From the pre­
valence of fragments of bones and 
charcoal in close proximity through­
out the entire soil it would appear 
that fires had been made, remains 
burned, and earth thrown over the 
whole while still burning. Large 
pieces of oak wood in some cases 
had been laid over the bodies, these 
were found to bo in such a state of 
dry rot thjit though often showing 
tho lines of fibre and growth they 
crumbled to pieces in the hand, 
leaving a substance like sachets 
powder of a brilliant Vermillion 
color.

Imitation Woods.

Various methods have been de­
vised for treating the surface of 
certain woods so as to produce the 
most perfect imitations possible of 
rosewood, walnut, etc., but some of 
the most attractive work in this line 
is affected by simply spreading on 
the surface of the material a concen­
trated solution of hvpermanganate 
of potassa, this being allowed to act 
until tho desired shade is obtained. 
Five minutes suffice ordinarily to 
give a deep color—a few trials indi­
cating the proper proportions. The 
hypermanganatc of potassa is de­
composed by the vegetable fibres 
with the precipitation of brown per­
oxide of manganese, whtfcli the in­
fluence of the potassa, at the same 
time sot free, fixes in a durable 
manner bn ibo fibres. When the 
action is terminated the wood 
carefully washed with water, dried, 
and then oiled and polished in the 
usual manner. The effect produced 
by this process in several woods is 
really remarkable. On the cherry, 
especially, it develops a beautiful 
red color which resists well the 
action of air and light.

romance have united to make classic 
the vine-clad hills of the Rhine and 
of Italy, And i^ext to the ruined 
castles which crown their command­
ing heights the traveller looks for 
the clustering fruit which has given 
its name to all this region. But lie 
looks in vain if he expects to see 
anything which adds picturesquenoss 
or beauty to the landscape. A vine­
yard is not of itself “a thing of 
beauty.” On the other hand, the 
golden wreaths of hops, as they 
hang ripening in the August sun­
shine, depending in graceful clusters 
from the tall poles, or swinging in 
the breeze in umbrella-like canopies, 
give to tho hills and valleys of 
Central New York, or tho slopes of 
distant California and Washington, 
or the meadows of sunny English 
Kent, far more of beauty than the 
boasted vineyards of Franco or of 
Italy ever dreamed of.

It is seldom that we find a crop 
or product which seems to have but 
one specific use in tho world ; but 
aside from the very limited amount 
required to leaven the baker’s loaf, 
and the comparatively spiall 
quantity used in druggists’ pre­
parations, there appears to be no 
other possible demand for the 200,- 
000,000 pounds of the world’s crop 
of hops than tho making of beer. 
For some reason not fully explained 
by difference of soil and climate, but 
a very small portion of the United 
States seems suited totheirsuccessful 
cultivation. A radius of forty miles, 
of which Coopertown, Now York, is 
tho centre, incloses more than half 
of the hop-producing region of the 
Union. The three northern counties 
bordering on Lake Champlain and 
Canada, with a small portion of Ver­
mont and Michigan, add about one- 
sixth to this, and, with parts of Wis­
consin, comprise pretty much all the 
land oast of the Rocky Mountains 
devoted to thuir cultivation. Tho 
Pacific coast is becoming an import­
ant factor in production, having risen 
from 15,000 bales in 1880 to 70,000 
in 1884, equal to 12,500,000 pounds. 
In England the production of hops 
is peculiarly associated with the 
county of Kent, which has about 
40,600 acres in bops, out of 65,000 

tho kingdom. — G. Pomeroy 
Kkese. in Harper's Magazine.

The Problem of Human Flight.

The subject of my paper—flyjjig- 
machincs—in a general way, is of 
intfevest to everybody. But, to those 
who have given it more particular 
attention, it is not only interesting 
but fascinating, and a little danger­
ous. The pathway has been strewed 
with wrecks ; and I fear there is a 
feeling prevalent that, after all, it 
leads nowhere in particular, unless 
it lie to tho almshouse or lunatic 
asylum.

Still, there are times when we 
heartly envy the birds their wonder­
ful power. I remember in reading, 
I think, Mr. Wallace's book on the 
Amazons, that he was once standing 
ou tho shore of the mighty river, 
confronted by an impenetrable wall 
of green, concealing within itself 
doubtless no end of new plants and 
beetles ; and when a gayly painted 
macaw came sailing lazily along and 
disappeared behind the tree-tops 
without any sort or trouble, he gave 
vent emphatically to the general 
wish to«fly, and to a feeling of sur­
prise that apparently so simple a 
problem should have remained so 
long unsolved.

I propose here to give an account 
of some of Jhe attempts to fly that 
have been piade id the past, and are 
now being made ; and to try to ex 
plain the principles involved, and 
why success has not been achieved.

The old Greeks and Romans very 
sensibly appear to have been content 
to give the gods and birds and but­
terflies a monopoly of the air ; for, 
excepting the story of Dædalus and 
Icarus, little mention has been made 
by classical writers of attempts to fly 
or of flymg-muebines.

Dædalus, it seem*, had killed a 
man in Athens, and with his unfor­
tunate son fled to Crete, where King 
Minos very properly detained him ; 
but, determined to escape, he made 
wings of feathers cemented with wax, 
and, instructing Icarus to fly neither 
too high nor too low, but to closely 
follow him, launched himself ip to 
the air, and took a bee-line for 
Greece. The young man, however, 
was ambitious, and, flying too near 
the sun, the wax melted, and he 
perished in the sea—a warning to 
future generations..—From “ Flying

birth of Æsculapius, and the births 
of various Cæsars were heralded in 
like manner.

As to the nature of these heavenly 
bodies, the fathers of the Christian 
Church were divided. Origpn thought 
them living creatures '"pôsos'Küfr^fof 
souls; and the belief was thought 
warranted by the beautiful Song of 
the Three Children which the 
Angelican communion has so wisely 
retained in. its liturgy. Other fathers 
of the Church thought the stars 
ahiding-jfiaccs of the angels* and 
that shooting-stars were moved by 
angelic hands. Poilo Judicns be­
lieved the stars beneficent spirits, 
and this belief was" widely held by 
Jews, Greeks, and Christians. 
Among the Mohammedans wo have 
curious examples of the same ten­
dency toward a kindly interpreta­
tion of stars and meteors, in the be­
lief of certain Mohammedan teachers 
that meteoric showers arc caused 
by uood angels hurling missiles to 
drive evil angels out of the sky.— 
From “New Chapters in the Warfare 
of Science,” by Professor Andrew D.

Science and the Catholic Church.

Had there been more study of 
physical science among orthodox 
Christians during the last three 
centuries, tho cholera would not 
nave earned off eighty thousand 
persons in Spain this year, nor 
would the comparatively small city 
of Montreal in Canada have had to 
bury small-pox victims this summer 
at tho rate of two hundred a week. 
The reverend father holds that tho 
Church is now reaping the reward of 
its disdain of science, in its loss of 
influence oyer large classes that once 
were embraced in its obedience. All 
this, Dr. Barry says, must be re­
medied. “ Science is the common 
ground ” on which tho church can 
meets its adversaries, and there it 
must meet them. “ It is our duty 
to proclaim that wo arc not afraid 
of any argument or any assemblage 
of facts ; but that we insist on giving 
its weight to every part of the 
evidence. Of course, the learned 
doctor, like the valiant fighter that 
he seeojp to be, hopes to overcome 
his adversaries; With that we are 
not concerned: what we note with 
pleasure is is, that such strong 
ground should bo taken up by 
eminent theologians of the conserva­
tive communion in Christendom, in 
favor of a bold thorough exploration 
of the scientific field. In so"far as 
the}’ approach modern scientific 
theories in a critical spirit, they will 
do only good, and may, if they come 
with a requisite preparation, do a 
great deal of good. Neither Science 
nor Philosophy has yet spoken its 
last word ; and all true men of 
science will be thankful for any 
help they may get toward throwing 
aside their errors and rising to 
fuller and clearer preemptions of 
tho truth.—From “ A Catholic on 
Catholic Blunders,” in Popular Sci­
ence Monthly for November.

No 
less than 2G0 shipwrecked persons 
have arrived at Halifax, N. S. 
Several women have died from ex­
posure, and some 2,000 persons are 
reported destitute. A high tide 
swept away many huts, and the 
people left without their ordinary 
shelter are crowding into the re­
maining houses, j crouching under 
boats, or seeking shelter under hits 
of canvas.

In the speech which he 
made on that occasion,, his excel­
lency said he had seen “a greater 
extent of first-rate* arable land than 
it had ever been his fortune to look 
upon before.” After speaking of the 
resources of the country, Lord 
Lansdownc said “ You arc entitled 
to write Ljie word Canada across the 
northern half of this continent, 
placing, if you like, the letter C on 
on Vancouver’s Island, and the let­
ter A on the Maritime Provinces.
But the map is, after all, a merely 
geographical expression, and the 
feeling that remains strongest in ray 
mind when I contemplate it, is the 
necessity that we each and all of us 
endeavor to do what lies in out- 
power to render that "Dominion some­

THE DANES AND THEIR RULER.

Christian IX , King of Denmark, 
“ and of the Goths and Vandals,” is 
ljjtely t'> have serious trouble with 
his people.» The difficulty really be­
gan nearly ten years ago, but it is 
only recently that a crisis has been 
reached. The Rigsdag, or Parlia­
ment of Denmark is composed of 
Landsthing, or Upper House, and a 
Lower House called the Volksthing, 
The government is in theory a 
limited monarchy,but King Christian 
has peculiar views with regard to 
the limit of his prerogative, and for 
long time lie has retained the Et nip 
Ministry against the wishes of the 
people and a vote of Parliament 
Tl^e Volksthing has more than once 
attempted to ecerce the king bv 
cutting off the annual supplies, but 
King Chiisnan has always shown 
his disregard of the Lower House 
by authorizing the levy of the neee? 
sary taxes under royal decree, at 
the same time rebuking the legisla­
tors. The JStrup Ministry was 
formed ten years ago and has con­
tinually' lost ground iu the Volks­
thing, so that now it cannot count 
upon ten supporters in over a 
hundred members. Owing to the 
high handed course recently pur­
sued by one of the ministers, popular 
anger has 'broken out all over the 
country. The people are arrayed 
againskj-he aristocracy^and the rich 
proprietors, who support the King, 
and unless concessions are speedily 
made by the monarch it. is quite 
probable that a revolution mav de­
prive him of bis crown and, pos­
sibly, of his head. Tho struggle 
will be watched with great interest 
on account of the matrimonial 
alliances of the Danish royal 
family as King Christian is father 
of the Princess of Wales and of the 
Empress of all the Russias, while 
one of his sons is king of Greece and

the Franchise Act were each in turn 
to cause the overthrow of the Gov­
ernment. The railway is built, the 
rebellion is crushed, the Franchise 
Act is winning the approval of its 
opponents, and the Government still 
stands. But in the recent loss of 
two Liberal seats our friends, the 
enemy, see signs of a general Tory 
break-up, and are as happy as they 
possibly can tie—out of office.

GOVERNOR TILLEY.

As was anticipated, Sir Leonard 
Tilley has resigned his seat in Par­
liament and has been appointed 
Lieutenant Governor of New Bruns­
wick. His many friends will be 
glad to learn that the condition of 
his health warrants hie acceptance 
of tho duties and responsibilities of 
the gubernatorial office, and will be 
led to hope for his complete recovery. 
His former term in Government 
House added to bis personal popu­
larity, and in again accepting the 
office he will have the sympathy and 
good wishes of all classes.

I y inhabited by a few millions of 
human beings without reflecting ho 
small are the interests of the present 
compared with those of the future 
which lies before us. Let us then 
keep our vision fixed upon that 
future, a nil lut us remember how 
vast is the load of responsibility in­
volved by the ownership of this 
great country. Confederation with­
out the railway .was not worth the 
paper on which the British North 
American Act was printed. But 
the railway will not achieve the 
results which you expect unless 
from one end of the Dominion to the 
other, your people endeavor by 
mutual consideration and forbear­
ance, by the sacrifice of all sectional 
interests, by fostering a national 
spirit, to bind province to province 
and city to city. If I could venture 
to givoyou advice I should say, let 
ua all, lot the Dominion Govèrnment 
at Ottawa, tho Provincial Govern­
ment in each province, the munici­
pal authorities in your -cities, let 
every citizen in his own place keep 
before themselves a consciousness 
that tee present generation is not 
here in order That it may shape the 
fortunes of the country for its own 
selfish ends or temporary conveni­
ence.”

—The last spike of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway will bo driven to­
day. The first sod of iho main line 
was turned about ton years ago, and 
three years later, when tho present 
Government came into power there 
were only about 220 miles of the 
line under construction, and not a 
mile of it completed. Ten or twelve 

.years ago the Grits were loudly as­
serting that “ the whole resources 
of the British empire were not cap­
able of constructing the the road in 
ten years.” and now it is possible 
for a train to run over its entire 
length,although more than two-thirds 
of the work has been done within tho 
last four years.

—The first car-load of sugar has 
been sent from Halifax to British 
Columbia. Tho circumstance is a 
direct fulfilment of a prediction 
made bv Sir Charles Tupper twenty 
years ago. Speaking to Mr. Dustan 
in 1865, he said :—“Not only will 
the union of the provinces be accom­
plished within the time that I state, 
but within twenty years I solemnly 
believe w#-ehall have a railway run­
ning from Halifax clear through to 
the Pacific ocean, over all Canadian 
territory, and Halifax will bo sup­
plying British Columbia with refined 
sugar.” It may be mentioned in 
this connection that a million dollars 
has been invested in tho Halifax re­
finery, every cent of which is Eng­
lish money. This million is one of 
the millions of which the Premier 
spoke when in 1882 he said tho gen­
eral elections were necessary that 
year in order to assure to capitalists 
wishing to invest their millions here 
a settled fiscal policy for some years 
to come.—Mail.

—General George B. McClellan 
is dead. He was born in 1827, 
gradua*ed at West Point in 18J6 
and served in the Mexican War a 
few years later. On the outbreak 
the civil war ho was commissioned 
as Major General, and on tho resig­
nation of General Winfield Scott in 
1861 was appointed Genoval-in- 
Cbief of the armies of tho United 
States. The people Jbecame dis­
satisfied at the lime he spent in 
training and equipping his army, 
and, one year after his appointment, 
ho was superceded by General Burn­
side, after which ho took no farther 
part in the war. He resigned his 
commission in 1864 and became 
Democratic candidate for President, 
but only received twenty-one votes. 
Since that time he has been em­
ployed in engineering business of 
various kinds.

. —Governor Hill (Democrat) was 
re-elected Governor of New York on 
Tuesday by about 5,000 plurality. 
In Massachusetts Governor Robin­
son (Republican) was re-elected on 
the same day by a large plurality.

The 
hall was thronged the whole even­
ing and the abundant refreshments 
found a ready sale. The Amherst 
Band proved a powerful attraction 
and added materially to the pleasures 
of the evening.

—The closing exercises of the 
Methodist Sunday- School at Fair- 
view took place Wednesday evening 
last. The secretary reported a very 
successful term, 99 being average 
attendance, and on behalf of school 
presented the Supt., Mr. H. E. 
Bowser, with a souvenir of their ap­
preciation. After which the children 
highly enjoyed a treat of apples and 
confectionery, kindly provided for 
them.

Assault.—Last Saturday night 
Bliss Darrah—a' somewhat notorious 
character—entered the kitchen of 
of Senator Botsford’s residence and 
refused to leave when ordered to do 
so. ... The Senator then attempted/to 
push the intruder out, but was as­
saulted by him and received a kick on 
the log. Darrah was arrested on 
Monday and brought before Com­
missioner Calv.ll, who imposed a 
fine of twenty dollars, or two months 
imprisonment in the County Jail. 
The prisoner paid the fine, probably 
uot caring to revisit Dorchester at 
present.

Wheaton’s premises and his admis 
sion that he had picked it up in the 
river, and asked for the infliction 
of the fine under the following sec­
tion bf the law relating to wreck :

“ Whenever a person takes possession 
of wreck within the limits ot Canada, he 
shall as soon as possible deliver the same 
to the receiver,” 3G Vie Chap 55, Sec 11.

“ Whenever a receiver suspects any 
wreck is wrongfully in the possesion of 
any one, he may apply to a justice for a 
scarcli warrant * * * and if any wreck
is discovered and the person, in whose 
possession and on whose premises the 
same is found, fails on being summoned 
to appear before two justices of the peace 
to prove to the satisfaction of such justices 
that he was lawfully entitled to the pos­
session of such wreck, lie shall be liable 
to a penalty not exceeding $80, &c., &c., 
ibid, See 22.

The prosecution contended under 
these sections that the finder of 
wreck was obliged ta deliver the 
same without delay to the receiver, 
and that the party holding wreck 
does so at his peril—that the onus 
is thrown upon him of proving the 
lawfulness of his possession. The 
learned justices held, however, that 
the party io whose possession wreck 
is found bolds it lawfully, until the 
receiver submits sufficient evi 
donee that it is held unlaw­
fully, and dismissed the case. 
As some interest has attached to 
to this matter and as wo apprehend 
there has been a total miscarriage 
of justieg, wo have secured from 
the Justices a copy of their decision 
for publication ;

The case has been by complainant 
against defendant for secreting or conceal­
ing, or wrongfully having in his possesion 
wreck of “ Ella Maud,” which capsized in 
tiic port of Sackville a short time ago, and 
is brought under Chap 55. 36 Victoria. 
In this case several nice points seem to 
arise on which we do not feel called upon 
to express an opinion here, as outside 
those points we consider that the complain­
ant has failed to make out a case against 
the defendant. Sec. 22 of the. get entire, 
it appears to us, contemplates two objects— 
the first simply to recover wreck, the pro- 
ceedure for which is the issuing of a search 
warrant by one Justice ; The second is the 
punishment by the Justices ot any one 
guilty of the offence of which the defendant 
is charged. Having got the wreck the com­
plainant ns receiver of wreck could hold 
it, and lienee the first and main object was 
attained. In his option complainant as 
he had a perfect right to do, if he believed 
he could sustain a ckse against defendant, 
went further and instituted proceedings 
against him for the offence charged. Be­
sides the ordinary facts- necessary to give 
the court jurisdiction" as to time and place, 
it is necessary for the defendant to prove. 
First, that the property in question was 
rçreck. Second, that the wreck was se­
creted or concealed by, or wrongfully in 
the possession of, defendant. Mr. C. Mil­
ner, the prosecutor’s counsel, wisely, we 
think, abandoned that part of the charge 
as to “ secreting or concealing,” as there 
was no evidence to support such, and as­
suring the proof in other respects jto be 
satisfactory. The only point we will con­
sider is whether or not the property was 
wrongfully in the defendant’s possession. 
The act says that a party picking up 
wreck shall, witlffn a reasonable time, de­
liver the same to the receiver of wreck, 
and hence we think Mr. Powell’s con­
tentions right—that the offence is not for 
having wreck in one’s possession, but for 
having it longer than a time reasonably 
sufficient for delivering it to the receiver. 
The “ unreasonable time ” is here the gist 
of the offence, and without proof of this 
no infraction of the act is proved. The 
complainant was unable to prove wlmt 
length of time, or that ary tune had 
elapsed between the time of defendant's 
picking up the wreck and the time the 
complaint was laid on which these pro­
ceedings have been taken. Mr. Milner 
argued with a' great deal ot ingenuity that” 
it was incumbent on the defendant, uuder 
the wording of the 22nd Section, to prove 
that he was entitled to the possession of 
the wreck. The answer to this contention 
is that a person by merely picking up 
wreck is not entitled to any possession, 
hut is to give it up to receiver when called 
upon, or to deliver it to him within a 
reasonable time after picking it up. Had 
defendant held it under a claim of being 
entitled to possession, frpcli as I hat of 
ownership in himself, he would have been 
called upon to prove this defence. De­
fendant sets up no defence/ hut relies on 
the prosecutor’s inability to prove the 
wreck to have been kept longer than a 
reasonable time. We discharge the de­
fendant, therefore, on the ground that the 
evidence, while it nmy possibly show that 
he had the wreck in his possession fails 
entirely to establish that it was in his 
possession an unreasonable time, what­
ever the facts may have really been. We 
might also add that the evidence of the 
identity of the wrqck is very slight, if, in 
fact, there is any evidence at all.

—A young ladies academy, to be con­
ducted by the Sisters of Notre Dame Con­
vent will be opened at Sydney, C. B., this 
week. The convent has just been com­
pleted at a cost of $11,000.

—This season, Mr. F. P. Sharp, of 
Woodstock, has raised in his extensive 
orchard 2200 bushels of New Brunswick 
apples and 800 barrels of winter apples, 
betides 1000 bushels plums. The greater 
quantity af this fruit was shipped to St. 
John and Boston.

—A Nova Scotian in British Columbia 
has presented to the Provincial Museum 
the skull of an Indian, with stones, arrows 
and other articles from an old battle field. 
Mr. J. J. Barry, of the Hudson Bay ex­
pedition, has also presented a perfect 
skull of a great white bear.

—Two gentlemen, one from London and 
the other from New York, are at Baltimore 
getting samples of Shale. They intend 
getting out 20 barrels to send to London 
to try for gas, If this proves a success 
they will get out a large quantity this win 
ter to shin next spring.—Maple Leaf.

—It is rumored that Robertson, the sup 
posed murderer of the hoy Fitzpatrick has 
been Captured by the Charlottetown 
authorities while hiding near his home. 
Another report says lie was captured on 
board a vessel that had sailed for Nova 
Scotia, but was forced to put back on ac­
count of the weather.

Netherby Hall, the residence^ Sir 
Frederick Ulrich Graham, near Carlisle, 
England, was robbed of most of its 
valuables one night last week by a gang 
of burglars. One of the servants was 
awakened and went for the police. The 
burglars fired upon the constables, four of 
whom were wounded, two fatally.

■The Portland Press says : In the case 
of Axel Ericson, who brought a libel 
against Capt. Christian Wyman of the 
British schooner “ Mary E. Chapman, 
for an assault with a belaying pin, Vice 
Consul Starr reported this morning that 
he had found qo evidence of an assault 
and Judge Webb accordingly dismissed 
thelibel.

—A press despatch from Fort Worth, 
Texas, says :—Isaac Dahman, of this city, 
closed a contract yesterday with an Eng­
lish syndicate to deliver on the wharf at 
Galveston fortnightly for the next five 
years 3000 frozen carcases of Beef Cattle. 
Tlie price stipulated is 6 cents per pound 
for the beef, and 9 cents for the hides. It 
is said the shipments will begin next week.

— At the west Londonderry mines Fri­
day morning the trolleys were precipitated 
down the incline, killing a horse, and at 
the bottom they smashed through a small 
building, severely if not fatally iujuring 
young Mclnnis. The latter it will be re­
membered was one of1 the six men who 
about a year ago were m the falling cage 
when four were killed. Mclnnis and 
Chisholm, though severely- injured, re­
covered.

—The Queen, replying to the memorial 
of the Peace Society praying for a com­
mutation of the death sentence passed 
on Riel, saya she is unable to interfere in 
thg case without first consulting her re­
sponsible advisers. The Colonial Secre­
tary states that the Queen has fully de­
legated tlie pardoning power to the Gov= 
ernor-General of Canada, who is inquir­
ing into the matter and that it is impos­
sible for the Home Government to inter­
fere in Riel’s behalf.

Letters from Mandalay, dated Qct. 
25, say that Europeans there had not 
been molested. Warlike preparations were 
being made day and night, under direc­
tions of Italian engineers in King The- 
baw’s service. The Burmese army, ex­
cepting a small body of soldiers, consists 
of undrilled rabble, and numbers at most 
only 16,000 men, but the number might 
be easily increased by a body of pea­
santry. The only European officers in 
the army are Malineeri, an Italian, and 
Srevaillas, a Frenchman.

—A Boston paper publishes five columns 
giving some startling disclosures with re­
gard to the use of opium in that city. The 
reporters give the addresses of a number 
of resorts outside the usual Chinese dens 
where money has been lavished to fit them 
up in the most luxurious manner for this 
puipose. These places are in the most 
fashionable thoroughfares and have been 
flourishing unsuspected for months uqder 
the very shadow of the State house. Per­
sons who patronize these gilded hells 
come in carriages and are recognized as 
belonging to the best oirclej of society.

The Cattle Trade.
Messrs. Humphrey and George 

give very discouraging accounts of 
the British c&ttlo markets. Their 
statements agree with the following 
extracts from the Canadian Gazette, 
of a recent date :—

Arrivals of Canadian cattle during the 
past week have been shorter again, but 
the diminished supply has not affected the 
markets one whit, prices being quite as 
low as at any time during tho past month. 
In Liverpool hardly any of the best bul­
locks made over 6%d. per lb. (sinking 
offal), tlie average being 5j>£d. At no 
time previously has such utter stagnation 
been known in tho live stock trade. Mr. 
Thompson, who, during the season, has 
handled close on 12,000 cattle in the vari­
ous markets of England and Scotland, re­
ports business as the worst ever known.

A WONDERFUL DREAM.
“O, yes—? Yes, yea—I believe 

in dreams,” said old Silas Tafton. 
He took soother whiff at his pipe, 
and then added : *• One of the
greatest speculations I ever went into 
came of a dream, a wonderful dream. 
I’ll tell ye about it.

And wo listened to the old man’s 
story as follows ;

“You remember, some of you, 
about the great land speculation 
here in Maine some 80 years ago. 
Poor men—a very few of them— 
were made suddenly rich ; and rich 
men were made suddenly poor.
