AT ALL COSTS

Untill Their Independence Is
Secured.

Defiant Attitude Taken by the
Filipino Government,

Tbe I[nsurgents Flanked and Pﬁt
to Flight at San Ildefonso-

—

Two Hundred Driven Out of San Miguel
by Ten Scouts Under an Old
Indian Fighter.

London, May 15.—The Filipino junta
here has received a message from
Aguinaldo, via Hong Kong, saying the
Filipino Government has decided to
continue the war at all costs until in-
dependence is secured. It says: The
Filliplnos energetically refuse the Am-
erican peace overtures, based on re-
§trioted autonomy, coupled with prom-
ises of subsequent self-government. The
Filipinos demand a strict fulfillment of
t_he articles of the American constitu-
tion, and treaties contracted by the
American representatives, when im-
p‘lox'ing a Filipino alliance in combat-
ting the Spaniards. All the Filipino

enerals support Aguinaldo. Gen.

una’s reported overtures for peace are
untrue. Our army is near Manila,
simultaneously attacking ‘the whole
American line. The heat and rains are
causing many casualties in the Am-
erican army. All the hospitals are
crowded with sick and wounded. Four
hundred of the Cincinnati Regiment
have been imprisoned by Gen. Otis for
insubordination in refusing to fight.
The regular troops quarter in Manila
and other towns are quiet. The volun-
teers are abused, and are always at the
front with scanty rations. The discon-
tent between the Americans and the
Europeans is general.

FLANKED THE ENEMY.

Manila, May 15.—Twenty American
scouts, under the command of Capts.
Case and Berkheimer, supported by two
companies of the Minnesota and Oregon
volunteer regiments, flanked the insur-
gents at San Ildefonso on Saturday
morning and captured the town. The
Filipinos were so terrorized that al-
though they fired 20,000 rounds of am-
munition they only slightly wounded
one scout. The Americans killed one
ingurgent officer and wounded six men.

The insurgents retreated to San

Maguel, six miles northward of San
Ildefonso.

Captured records show 20 per cent
of the opposing insurgent force has
been killed and wounded since Law-
ton’s advance began on May 1.

Washington, May 15.—The war de-
partment has received the following
dispatch:

Manila, May 14—It is reported that
at Zamboanga insurgents attacked
Spanish troops on the 11th inst., us-
ing quick-firing guns and arms cap-
tured from Spanish gunboats. A
Spanish general and two officers were
wounded. Few casualties among the
troops. The Spanish garrison is now
besieged, water supply cut off, and
the troops calling for relief. (Signed)

OTIS.
200 FILIPINOS FLED FROM TEN
SCOUTS.

‘Ten members of Major-General
Lédwton’s band of scouts, under W. M.
Young, the old Indian fighter, enter-
ed the town of San Miguel, about 15
mtiles north of Norzagary, not aware
of what place it was. They found 200
Filipinos there, but the rebels tak-
ing the scouts for the advance of
Gen. Lawton’s army, fled after firing
a few shots. Young and another scout
were wounded, and have been brought
to Maunila. .

The Ninth Infantry and a moun-
tein battery of six guns have been
sent to the front.

FOREIGN CLAIMS,

Washington, May 15.—The state de-
partment has been informally advised
that claims aggregating a consider-
able amount have been made by Brit-
ish, French and German residents in
Cuba during the recent insurrection,
and that these ultimately will be
pressed against the United States
Government.

STRUCK A NEST OF THEM.

Manila, May 15—10 a.m.—The ‘tin-
clad” gunboats Laguna De Bay and
Cavadogna and a launch, under Capt.
Grant, ran into a nest of insurgents
concealed in the bushes on both sides
of the Rio Grande River, three miles
apbove Calumpit, yesterday afternooad,
and were received with heavy volleys
at short range. A sergeant belonging
to the Utah battery was killed and
one private was wounded. Opening
with their rapid-fire gurs, the Ameri-
cans killed twenty of the natives and
wounded several others, filling the
jungle with a hail of shot for a half
hour, until the enemy fled.

| Serious Fighting Between French

Troops and the Rebels.

Chinese Oppose British Occupa-
tion of Kow Lcon.

Mr. Stead Tackles the Russian Bear in
His Den—Arrival of the
Queen in London.

Marseilles, May 15.—Mail advices
have been received here to the effect
that there has been a general revolt
on the Ivory Coast of Africa. The re-
bels bought magazine rifles in Liberia,
and attacked the French troops
miles from Taboa.

Serious fighting followed,the French
losing three officers and 40 Senegalese
killed and wounded.

Several hundred of the rebels are
reported to be Kkilled.

IN THE BEAR’'S DEN.

London, May 15.—The Times pub-
lishes the following dispatch from St.
Petersburg: “Mr. Wm. Stead, editor
of the Review of Reviews, after an
audience with the czar today (Sun-
day), at which he received the thanks
of the emperor for his efforts on be-
half of the peace conference, address-
ed an assemblage at the British and
American church, the novelty of which
proceeding was enhanced by his critic-
ism of the workings of the Russian
censorship.”

APPROVED BY THE KING.

Rome, May 15.—King Humbert to-
day approved the selections for the re-
constructed cabinet, made by Gen.
Pelloux.

ARRIVAL OF THE QUEEN IN
LONDON.

London, May 15.—Queen Victoria ar-
rived in London today from Windsor,
accompanied by the Duke and Duch-
ess of York and her suite, and drove
to Kensington Palace, the party occu-

ying a number of open four-horse
andaus with postilions in blue and
white, red coated outriders, and escort-
ed by a detachment of Horse Guards.
Crowds of enthusiastic people lined
the route to the palace, where her
Majesty visited the old apartments
which she occupied as a young girl,
which have been renovated prepara-
tory to opening the palace to the
public.

DISTURBANCE AT KOW LOON

Hong Kong, May 15.—The native op-
position to the occupation by British
forces of the new territory, Kow Loon,
opposite Hong Kong, has suddenly
been renewed. About 900 men of the
Hong Kong regiment, with machine
guns, are leaving here today and to-
night, while the volunteers have been
warned to be in readiness for any
emergency. The British second-class
gunboat Swift, accompanied by three
other gunboats, are proceeding to sea
under sealed orders. These warships
have 500 men on board. The territory
back of the Hinterland is also disturb-
ed, and Chinese troops have been sent
there.

Hon. David Mills’ New Bill Ready
for the House.

Undoing the Gerrymander—Most of the
0id Lines Restored-—-County Bound-
aries Interfered With in Only One
or Two Instances.

It will be such a measure as the oppo-
sition cannot take exception to. The
principle of county boundary lines
will be laid down in the bill except in
one or two cases where the condition
affairs as they existed at con-
icderation will be left undisturbed.
'""he bill was prepared by Hon. David
Mills, which is a guarantee in itself
that it wiil be a fair meésure to both
political parties. ‘Lhe redistribution
will not affect very materially
any of the provinces outside of On-
The main object of the bill ia
to restore things as they existed pree-
vious to the gerrymander act of 188Z.

In the Maritime Provinces the only
place touched then was Prince Ed-
ward Island. In that province the old
electoral districts will be in accord-
ance with the old county boundary
lines.

New Brunswick and Nova Scotia
will not be touched, as the gerry-
mander act did not affect them.

In Quebec the two or three con-
stituencies which were interfered with
will be returned to their cld posi-
tions.

The western provinces—Manitoba,
the Northwest and British Columbia—
will remain unchanged.

Coming to Ontario, where the gerry-
mander act of 1882, cut and carved
constituencies into all kinds of shapes
and sizes, so as to hive Grits, a com-
plete new order of affairs will exist.
County boundary lines and districts
which had interests in common wers
then disregarded, and now these
points have been the main principles
of the bill. The dividing of the elec-
toral districts within the county lines
will be referred to a commission of
judges to get their approval, so that
the senate may have no excuse for
throwing it out. While the Conserva-
tives in the commons are likely to
oppose anything that will undo their
old act, they are not likely to waste
much time on a measure based on the
principle which Sir John Macdonald
always maintained was the right one
until 1882, when he was induced by
party pressure to fall from grace.

{ That it has been possible to frame &

bill without breaking a county bound-
ary line, except in one or two instances
mentioned, will be a surprise to many.

FAMOUS SERMON

In Which He Criticised the Prince
of Wales,

And Anathematized the Sultan
of Turkey

In Connection With the Cromwellian
Tercentenary—A Very Vig-
orous Address.

The following is a verbatim report
of the sermon preached by Rev. Dr.
Parker in the City Temple ou Tues-
day morning, April 25, at the Crom-
wellian celebration in connection with
the National
Free Churches. Thiis is
which created such a furore, and we
give it as a sample of Dr. Parker’s
pulpit powers:

Thne text is in the Book oi Ezra,
chapier ix., verse 3: “When I heard
this taing i rent my garnicals and my
mantle, wnd plucked oif the hair of my
head and of my wveard, and sat down
astonied” uamainned, humiliated,
shattered.

We have lost the genius if indigna-
tion; no man is astonished now. When
we lose astonishinent at moral out-
yages, sins, crimes, we are no longer
worthy to live. put we are fallen on
quiet tiiaes; we live on very neighbor-
ly terins with men who misrepresent
the Christ, and we call it courtesy,
good ne_ighb‘orm)od, and we say of this
or of that maan, he is very good and
very brotherly. About the man I say
nothing; we are not dealing with per-
sonalities in this great controversy,
but we are dealing with great prin-
ciples.

sonal, buti that they, unknowingly, it
may be, utiterly miscone€eive and tot-
ally misrepresent tne purpose of the in-
carnation. But so many of us are in-

valids that we do not like even strong |

lJanguage. If a man were to rise
amongst us now who took strong meas-
ures under certain ecclesiastical pro-
vocations, we would make partly a
Hvelihood out of nim by condemning
his violent methods.

I dread nearly every cele-
bration of a great name; there is such
a tendency or temptation in the direc-
tion of mere admiration,without copy-
ing the example or reproducing the en-
ergy or exercising the influence. We
celebrate Cromwell best by spreading
the principle of Cromwell. (Applause.)
I have no goubt whatever that if
Martin Luther were to return we
should expel him from this church.
What else could you do with & man
who called Calvin a beast, and de-
scribed the Epistle of James as an
epistle of straw, and variously occu-
pied himself on the Sabbath day not
eccording to our netions? It is an
awful thing to celebrate a name with-
out catching the mantle and the apirit.
Do not let the spirit die; I do not care
@about mere epitaphs and Old Mortali-
ties digging the moss out of them; I
want living Cromwells, living right-
eousness, living obedience to the law
of God and of grace.

A very curious little history is this of
Ezra. He was about to lead up a
msecond company of the Captivity;
JArtaxerxes,the king,was most friendly,
and gave him one of the longest letters
known in ancient history. Artaxerxes
described himself in oriental pomp as
king of kings; he gave Ezra a letter
that opened his way wherever he went;
Ezra was coimmended, approved, in-
dorsed, certificated; he could do what
he liked in the lands through which he
passed. He left the king on good
terms: he had evidently made a strong
impression upon the king, as to the
nature, the quality, the attributes of
the God of Israel. The two men part-
ed. Ezra went his way; and it came
to pass that when he and his host
came to a certain river they pitched
their tents, and studied for three days
an intricate problem, how to go on.
Nobody knew the way. There were the
men, and the women, and the little
ones, and the substance. No one could
tell what enemies were ahead waiting
for unprotected caravans, determined
to seize all booty, to slay all opponents
who would hinder their will. Said Ezra:
“J am in great perplexity about this;
I have been looking round, and there
ere no ministers amongst us, no Le-
vites: the religious element, as it is
popularly understood amongst us,is not
represented in this host; I am some-
what afraid of that grim wilderness,
but I should be ashamed to gc back to
the king after the sermon I preached
to him about the God of the Hebrews,
and say to him, Artaxerxes,my theology
is very good on paper, and I seemed
to make a good impression upon your
royal mind, but now that I have come
to face the diffieulties of life, I should
like you to give me the assistance of a
few soldiers and other servangs of the
throne, just to start me in the direction
of the wilderness; let them go a mile
or two with me, let the king grant me
& convoy that I may go out with some

I like the man, so far. I expect to
hear further concerning him. He went
on, he made progress, he did not know
ail that was proceeding. One day there
came 10 him certain princes of Israel
and toid him the bad mews, told him ot
the lust and aduitery and the shame
of Israel, told himn tnat the princes had
Leen chnief in tne trespass; and when
he hesard it he rent nis mantle, and his
garment, and tore the nair of his head,
and of s face, and sat down asion-
jshied. They weie not the meaner ver-
min, not the minor satraps and under-
1ings of the cainp, but the princes, the
natuial heads and leaders of tribes;
the whole Liead was sick, the anen that
ought to have led were tne worst in this
most unholy ouirage; and the prophet
tore his mantle and his garment, and
sat uniil the eveniug sacrifice, and
arose trembilingly, and spread out his
hands to the offendsd neavens and said,
I dare not look at thein, for my face is
one red blush of shame; O, Lord God,
our trespass has grown up unto the
heavens,and we have shut out the light
of thy countenance by our sins; we,
thy nominal noblemen, thy princes,
who ought to have led the people, we
have done this great shame; thou
didst promise us a wall in Judah and
a nail in Jerusalem, but nve are not
worthy; O God, if there is pity left in
thy infinite keart, slay us not, but
give us room for repentance; 1 speak
of myself as well as the princes, 1
lzinow I am not technically guiity of
this outrage, lust has lighted mno fires
in my heart,I have not done evil among
the women of the land through which
we have passed, but I cannot exoneraie
myself, there is none righteous, no,
not one. O, hear the priest when he
prays for the people, and if thou
canst spare us and still give us, if it be
only a nail in thy house, that wili do
as a pledge; God help us! A heroic
point in history, one of the noblest,
most outstanding points i the develop-
ment of the spiritual world of man-
kind.

PRINCES AND PREMIERS.

We cannot do without prayer. Men
pray best when, so to say, they are
| forced to pray. It is agony that makes
. a man eloquent, it is Gethsemane that

{ gets the best of his biood out of him.
{ Ashamed, and distressed, and humili-
ated, and wronged, Ezra still prayed
{ for the people. We need the interces-
sion of the saints. We have all done
what we ought not to have done, we
have left undone the things we ought
to have done; God be merciful to me,
in sinner! should be the cry of every
heart. It is infinitely sad when the
prince goes wrong. It is bad enough
when his coachman plays at cards, but
when the prince himself is taken red-
handed in the act, then let the country
mourn, and let the throne despair of
itself. We look to princes for noble
deeds, for high example. If I find my
prince or my premier on the race-
ground, I do not like {it. (Loud ap-
plause.) I know what is said about
breeding fine animals, and what is said
about distinguishing the essence from
the accident, and making a broad dis-
tinction between the races and those
who turn the races into an occasion for
gambling; I have heard all that plea;
and he that sitteth in the heavens shall
laugh. There 1s nothing in it; it is
an excuse, it is taking advantage of a
mean explanation.
EDUCATION.

Ezra was in a very different position.
The difficulty of Ezra is the difficulty of
today. Ezra might have had next io
no difficulty about the men and the
women, but his difficulty was about
the little ones. Just our problem to-
day—about which we talk so much
that may be described in an unthinking
moment as pious nonsense. We must
get into the conviction that God is able
to take care of the men and the women
and the little ones; he carrieth the
lambs in his bosom. I make no dis-
tinction in the application of a great
vital principle. 1 am not a Noncon-
formist at one end of the case and a
Conformist at the other. I say that
God will take care of the little ones,
and he will see they are educated; and
I should be ashamed to ask any
political officer to eke out the covenant
of God to give me a lttle by way of
arrangement, to see me just over a cer-
tain difficulty. No! The little ones
belong to God, and the church must
rouse itself and see about them—(ap-
plause)—and we must have a developed
and intelligent zeal in all .this matter,
and not go back to Artaxerxes, and
tell him that it is really only for the
little ones we are soliciting a little at-
tention. God counts the little ones,
and loves the little ones. It Is not
sharp logic to carry his government
right through to the babes, it is con-
sistency; and until we are either one
thing or the other, we shall be no-
thing, and our influence will go for no-
thing, and we shail be people to be
compounded with and dined out of our
convictions.

INCONSISTENT CHRISTIANS.

Let us hear Ezra today. He says:
When I hear that a Christian pro-
;'essor had broken his word, I rent my
mantle and my garment, and I sat
+ down astonished; he prefessed to love
v my Lord, his lips were wet with the
{ Sagrament wine-blood, and over those

We want free speech
and frank speech, true speech, that
goes through and through the case,
and that first of all siays with God’'s !
sword the critic himself.

NONCONFORMIST APOSTATES.

When I heard that a Nonconformist
got rich and went into the cabinet, and
turned his back on his father and his
mother, so far ag their principles and !
their education were concerned; when
I heard that a man had turned his back
upon the Nonconformity that washed
him, clothed him, educated him, gave
him his first chance in life, and then
went over to the side that had done
nothing for him but persecute his an-
cestors—(applause)—I rent my garment
and my manile, and I sat down aston- |
ished; and I would not have him pre-
side at a meeting of the Liberation !
Society. (Renewed applause.) 1 would
bear the loss, I would count his ab-
sence gain. We are not interested in |
religion otherwise than as religion; the |
great liberation idea is a reiigion essen-
tially, politically, accldentally or con- |
sequently; but the great central funda-
mental idea is this, that a state church
misrepresents the Christ—(applause)— |
misrepresents every wound in his dear
body, misrepresents the purpose of his |
incarnation. That is my charge, that
my impeachment, and from that I can- |
not be seduced, because I have the
chance of having a front bench man to
preside over deliberations in which his
soul takes no part. (Applause.) I be- |
lieve that we may have to get rid of |
some people; I growingly feel that we
may be fewer and yet stronger. I am |
wearled with your milk-and-water men,
and I am wearied with any party that |
only tampers and palters with great |
qguestions—(hear, hear)—and I would :
not raise a kand to bring back any |
party that brought with it only a
shuffling and superficial programme.
We want & furdamental, a beneficent,
a reconstructive policy; and if God be !
for us, who can be against us? { do
not now count hands, I have ieft the
fallacy of guantity and gone over to
tRe truth of guality. Many a good |
cause has been driven down, and will |
be driven down this spring, as it has
been for many other springs, absolute-
ly driven down by an overwhelming
mediocrity. (Applause and laughter.)
1 do not want to be a popular preacher;
I want the preacher, whether he be
poputar or unpopular, to be fearless,
indevendent, gracious, inflexible in jus-
tice. You may starve him, but God
will nourish his soul.»

THE SULTAN.

When I hear that the kaiser went to
the east, and after a dinner—hear this, 1
for there is no more solemn word in |
the speech of Christianity—when Ii
heard that the kaiser went to a dinner, |
and in an after-dinner speech said: !
“My friend the ”sultan”—(“Shame!”
and hisses)—I was astonished; I could
have sat down {n humiliation and
terror. The Great Assassin had in-
sulted civilization—(*“Bravo!” and loud '
applause)—and outraged every Chris-
tian sentiment, and defiled concerted |
Europe. He way have Dbeen the
kaiser’'s friend, he was not yours, he |
was not mine, he was not God's. Down ;
with such speaking! and let every
man’s voice be heard on this matter; |
then the Liberals may come back to
power. (Applause.) So long as any
man can say: ‘“My friend the sultan,” I
wish to have no commerce of friend-
ship with that man. (Hear, hear.) The |
sultan drenched the lands with blood,
cut up men, women and children, spar-
ed none, ripped up the womb, bayonet-
ed the babe, and did all manner of hell- |
ish iniquity.

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DR. PARKER'S
FAMOUS SERMON

In Which He Criticised the Prince
of Wales,

And Anathematized the Sultan
of Turkey

fn Connection With the Cromweliian
Tercentenary—A Very Vig-
orous Address.

The following is a verbatim report
©of the sermon preached by Rev. Dr.
Parker in the City Temple ou Tues-
day morning, April 25, at the Crom-
wellian celebration in connection with
the National Council of Evangeiical
Free Churches. This is the scrmon
which created such a furore, and we
give it as a sample of Dr. Parker’s
pulpit powers:

The text is in the Book oif Ezra,
ch_a,pttr ix., verse 3: “When I heard
this taing i real my garmicals and my
mantle, and plucked oif tke hair of my
head and of my weard, and sat down
astonied”’ unniainned, humiliated,
shattered.

We have lost the genius if indigna-
tion; no man is astouished now. When
we lose astonishinenti at moral out-
yages, sins, crimes, we are no longer
wqrmy to live. bput we are fallen on
quiet tiiges; we live on very neighbor-
ly terins with men who misrepresent
the Christ, and we call it courtesy,
good neighoorhood, and we say of this
or of that man, he is very good and
very brotherly. About the man I say
nothing; we are not dealing with per-
sonalities in this great coutroversy,
but we are dealing with great prin-
ciples.

sonal, vui that they, unknowingly, it
may be, utterly misconeeive and tot-
ally misrepresent tne purpose of the in-
carnation.
valids that we do not like even strong
Janguage. If a man were to rise
amongst us now who took strong meas-
ures under certain ecclesiastical pro-
vocations, we would make partly a
Mvelihood out of him by condemning
his violent methods. We do not like
violence; 1 pelieve in violence after
every other method has been exhaust-
ed. (“Amen'!”) Until we get back
conviction, and conviction that will
make itself felt, our rhetoric is but a
noise.

Eera was the Cromwell of the Old
Testament; a scripture-reader, quite a
priest and scribe,
law, permeated by the spirit of righte-
ousness; @right valiant and outspoken
man. He would have a hard time of
it if he lived now! It is so eomforting
to think that all the Cromwells lived
long ago. I dread nearly every cele-
bration of a great name; there is such
a tendency or temptation in the direc-
tion of mere admiration,without copy-
ing the example or reproducing the en-
ergy or exercising the influence. We
celebrate Cromwell best by spreading
the principle of Cromwell. (Applause.)
I have no doubt whatever that if
Martin Luther were to return we
should expel him from this church.
What else could you do with & man
who called Calvin a beast, and de-
scribed the Epistle of James as an
epistle of straw, and variously occu-
pied himself on the Sabbath day not
according to our netions? It is an
awful thing to celebrate a name with-
out catching the mantle and the spirit.
Do not let the spirit die; I do not care
@bout mere epitaphs and Old Mortali-
ties digging the moss out of them; I
want living Cromwells, living right-
eousness, living obedience to the law
of God and of grace.

A very curious little history is this of
Ezra. He was about to lead up a
mecond company of the Captivity;
‘Artaxerxes,the king,was most friendly,
and gave him one of the longest letters
known in ancient history. Artaxerxes
described himself in oriental pomp as
king of kings; he gave Ezra a letter
that opened his way wherever he went;
Ezra was commended, approved, in-
dorsed, certificated; he could do what
he liked in the lands through which he
passed. He left the king on good
terms:; he had evidently made a strong
impression upon the king, as to the
nature, the quality, the attributes of
the God of Israel. The two men part-
ed. Ezra went his way; and it came
to pass that when he and his host
came to a certain river they pitched
their tents, and studied for three days
mn intricate problem, how to go on.
Nobody knew the way. There were the
men, and the women, and the little
ones, and the substance. No one could
tell what enemies were ahead waiting
for unprotected caravans, determined
to seize all booty, to slay all opponents
who would hinder their will. Said Ezra:
“J am in great perplexity about this;
I have been looking round, and there
are no ministers amongst us, no Le-
vites: the religious element, as it is
popularly understood amongst us,is not
represented in this host; I am some-
what afraid of that grim wilderness,
but I should be ashamed to go back to
the king after the sermon I preached
to him about the God of the Hebrews,
and say to him, Artaxerxes,my theology
s very good on paper, and I seemed
to make a good impression upon your
royal mind, but now that I have come
to face the difficulties of life, I should
1tke you to give me the assistance of a
few soldiers and other servangs of the
throne, just to start e in the direction
of the wilderness; let them go a mile

& convoy that I may go out with some
sort of aspect at least of coolness and
preparedness for any contingency. No!
T should be ashamed. What! after
preaching as I have preached about
the God of the Hebrews, telling him
that he is able to lead, guide, direct by
cloud, by fire, as he will, go back and
cringe to Artaxerxes, and say, ‘Give me
a convoy of soldiers? Never!” I like the

There is nothing in it; it is
an excuse, it is taking advantage of a
mean explanation.
EDUCATION.

Ezra was in a very different position.
The difficulty of Ezra is the difficulty of
today. Ezra might have had next to
no difficulty about the men and the
women, but his difficulty was about
the little ones. Just our problem to-
day—about which we talk so much
that may be described in an unthinking
moment as pious nonsense. We must
get into the conviction that God is able
to take care of the men and the women
and the little ones; he carrieth the
lambs in his bosom. I make no dis-
tinction in the application of a great
vital principle. I am not a Noncon-
formist at one end of the case and a
Conformist at the other. I say that
God will take care of the little ones,
and he will see they are educated; and
I should be ashamed to ask any
political officer to eke out the covenant
of God to give me a little by way of
arrangement, to see me just over a cer-
tain difficulty. No! The little ones
belong to God, and the church must
rouse itself and see about them—(ap-
plause)—and we must have a developed
and intelligent zeal in all -this matter,
and not go back to Artaxerxes, and
tell him that it is really only for the
little ones we are soliciting a little at-
tention. God counts the little ones,
and loves the little ones. It Is not
sharp logic to carry his government
right through to the babes, it is con-
sistency; and until we are either one
thing or the ot we shall be no-
thing, and our influence will go for no-
thing, and we shail be people to be
compounded with and dined out of our
convictions.

INCONSISTENT CHRISTIANS.

Let us hear Ezra today. He says:
When I hear that a Christian pro-
;‘essor had broken his word, I rent my
mantle and my garment, and I sat

Sensation in Political Circles.

Industrial Invasion of England Explained—Rus-
sian Persecution of the Jews Revived—The Plot
Against Dreyfus Exposed—A Canadian Lady's
Rap at Lord Salisbury.

iLondon, May 15.—The past week in
(’omestic politics has been unpleasant
decause of the acrimonious disputes
grising from Lord Rosebery’s recent
peech, and everybody now admits that
he had mo intention of pronouncing
againet home rule as part of the Lib-
eral policy. Those Liberal newspapers
which placed this interpretation upon
his words have been executing more
or less graceful startegic retreats as
to what Lord Rosebery meant. It 1s
now clearly understood that the Lib-
eral party can only become victor-
fous by unity, and the aim of that re-
cent policy of trying to secure unity
by incidental and often contradictory
concessions to separate sections has

led and must lead to defeat. The
gituation only became sensational be-
cause of the bitter personal attack
upon Lord Rosebery by Sir Williawm
Harcourt, at a private dinner of the
Welsh members, and the Treport of
khis speech was widely circulated, oOs-
tensibly with Harcount’s permission.
IFhe state of the present feeling may
best be judged from one or two ex-
gracts.

REV. DR. SMITH'S STIRRING AD-

The first anti-Jewish measure has been
pﬁomulg&ted.. under which the stay of
a}t——even fordign—Jews is prohibited in
St. Petersburg. No exemption will be
made even in the case of French Jews.
Thera have been serious outbreaks

j against the Jews at Nicolaieff in con-
{ nection with Kaster festivities of the

Greek Church. The Jews there number
30,000, out of a total population of 100,-
000. The rioters, who were mostly la-
borers, numbered 5,000. They wrecked
hundreds of Jewish houses and shops,
desecya‘ted Jewish graves and killed
and injured a large number. About
400 of the rioters were arrested after
several furious conflicts with Cossacks,
several of whom, it is reported, were
stoned or beaten to death with heavily-
weighted slings with which the rioters
attacked the police.

'BRITAIN'S COAL

Her Supply Will Have a Great Effect
on Her Future in the Next
650 Years.

London, May’ 15.—Mr. Forster
Brown, president of the Mining As-
gociation of Great Britain, has just
delivered a lecture on the available
sources of the coal supply of Great
Britain, and its bearing upon the fu-
ture prosperity of the country. He
said that the best of the coal resources,
at a moderate depts of 2,000 feet, and
of the best quality, cheaply worked,
would last about 50 years; but there
would still remain unexhausted the
best seams at great depth and seam¢
at shallow depths sufficient to main-
tain a supply of coal of 250,000,000 tons
a year for 250 years.

The statesmanlike course to meet
the increased cost of coal due to na-
tural causes such as depth, tempera-
ture, and so forth, would be for the
government to acquire the internal
means of communication, such as rail-
ways and canals, and pay off all the
municipal loans for water, lighting,
sanitation and other public purposes,
thus providing for a continuation of
the prosperity of the country till the
coal was absolutely exhausted.

if some such action was not adopt-
ed we should begin to feel the pres-
sure of circumstances and gradually
disappear as & wealthy nation soon
after 50 years. It was extremely im-
probable that any other source of
power would be discovered as cheap as
coal, but if it were it would be com-
mon to other countries, and in those
circumstances it would be greatly to
the advantage of Great Britain to
have pald off the capital during the
prosperous period.

BOY LASSOED

New York, May 15.—This is in the
Herald under a Chester, Pa., date: The
skill of young Frank Beaumont in
throwing a lasso resulted in his death
last evening.

The end cf the lasso was tied
about his waist, and the loop he circled
above his head as a freight engine came
With a whoop he sent
the loop whistling through the air.

The engine-driver was leaning out of
the cab window, unconscious of the boy
at the side of ¢the ‘track, and was
startled to find his arms pinioned to
The loop of the lasso had
fallen with great precision, and as the
train moved forward the loop was
jerked to it, rendering the engine-driver
helpless.

The London cheese market will here-
after be known as the London Dairy-
man’s Exchange. Organization was
completed on Saturday afternoon and
this move decided upon.

THE NELSON LOST

Goes Down Off Grand Marais, Lake
Superior-So Far As Known Only
Captain Hagney 1Is Saved.

Sault Ste. Marie, Mich., May 15.—In
a terrific 50-mile gale, with Zfreezing
weather, Saturday afternoon, the large
schooner Nelson foundered in 300 feet
of water off Grand Marais, and, it 18
supposed, took all of her human cargo
of ten, except one, Capt. Hagney, of
Toledo, to the bottom. The crew con-
sisted, so far as known, of Capt. An-
drew Hagney, his wite, who was cook,
and their 2-year®old child; Fred Haas,
sailor, and six unknown sailors.

The Nelson was the second in tow of
the steamer A. Folsom, the other be-
ing the schooner Mary B. Mitchell. All
three are owned by the Mitchell Trans-
portation Company, of Bay City.

Deer Park, May 14.—Floating on the
top of the vessel's cabin., Capt. Andrew
Hagney, master of the lost schooner
Nelson, was driven ashore near this
place Saturday night. Although near-
ly dead from cold and éxposure, and
with ice forming on his water-soaked
clothes, he made his way to this place,
and is now being cared for. 1t is be-
lieved that he will recover. No tid-
ings have been received from the cap-
tain’s wife and baby and the seven
sailors who formed the crew wof the
Nelson, and it is feared that all per-
ished.

London, May 14.—A dispatch from
Johannesburg, Transvaal, says: The
work of fortifying the redoubts and hill
tops at points of strategic importance
i3 progressing rapidly.

The Cape Town carrespondent of the
London Dally Malil says: At a ineeting
of the commandants on the western
border of the Transvaal on Saturday,
instructions were issued to the burgh-
ers to prepare to take the field at a
moment’s notice from Pretoria. The

negotiations are still pending for the
proposed meeting between President
Kruger and Sir Alfred Milner, governor
of Cape Colony and British high com-
missioner for South Africa. Mr, Cham-
berlain, Britigh colonial secretary, it is
said, will not assent to the conference
unless the Transvaal executive pledges
itself to initiate bona fide reform.

The volksraad has given its aproval
to the meeting of President Kruger and
Sir Alfred Milner, on neutral ground,
at Bloemfontein. The points of dis-
cussion are now being decided, and the
general opinion is8 that the meeting will
clear the air of most of the existing
pclitical troubles.

The Paris Eclair learns that Lord
Salisbury s sounding France and Ger-
many with .a view to ascertaining if
they would abstain from intervention
if England found it necessary to take
active measures against the Transvaal.
The Eclair belleves that France will
give the required guarantee, and that
the kaiser will also promise neutrality.

It is -believed that
Russia’s action in this matter is in-
tended to demonstrate that the recent
convention with Great Britain respect-
ing spheres of interest in China has
not fettered the action of Russia at the
court of Pekin, and also to strengthan
Russia’s prestige with the Chinese,
which was unfavorably affected by her
withdrawal of her late protest respect-
ing the northern railways. A Berlin
dispatch says: It is believed here that
Russia’s flatest claims in China will
reopen the entire question of Russian
and British rights there.

MANISTEE’S BiG FIRE

The Peters Salt and Lumber Plant
With Much Material Burned—
I.css $130,000.

Manistee, Mich., May 15.—Saturday
morning fire broke out at what is
known as the new mill of the R. G. Pe-
ters Salt and Lumber Company, at
East Lake, and before it was under
control the entire structure, two der-
ricks and houses, the large blacksmitn
and machine shop, were {totally de-
stroyed, together with many thousand
dollarg’ worth of machinery, tools, etc.

Not since.the great fire of 1871 has
Manistee been visited by such a dis-
astrous conflagration, and had the stiff
gale been blowing from any cther quar-
ter, the entire immense plant of the
company, valued at about three-quar-
ters of a million, would have been a
total loss.

The destroyed mill had a cutting ca-
pacity of over 100,000 feet of lumber,
and 600,000 shingles per day. The work
of reconstruction will be commenced at
once. Meanwhile the remaining mill
will he operated day and night. The
company estimate their loss at $130,000,
with $52,000 insurance thereon.

BANK OF MONTREAL’S BIG YEAR.

Montreal, May 15.—The annual state-
ment of the Bank of Montreal shows
that the financial year ending April 30
was one of the most prosperous in the
history of the bank, and is another evi-
dence of the existing good times. The
net profits for the year amounted to $1,-
350.582, the biggest showing since 1891,
which was another very good year.This
fs equal to over 11 per cent on the
bank's capital. Two dividends of 5 per
centt, or $1,200,000, were paid out of the
profits, and the balance carried to pro-
fit and loss, which now amounts to $1,-
102,792,

CASIMIR PERIER.

An incident that caused some amuse-
ment in soclety ecircles took place at
the Comedie Francaigse on Thursday.
At a dress rehearsal of Maurice Don-
nay’'s new play, a few minutes before
the curtain went up, a lady and gentle-
man entered the theater. Just as they
were about tc take their seats the lady
was stopped by a vigilant ouvreuse
with: ‘“Pardon, madame, you must
take off your hat.”

On receiving a decided refusal, the
ouvreuse added: ‘“Then you ecan not re-
main.” The lady still resisted, and her
husband came to the rescue, but all in
vain. Madame was obdurate.
