"In all 183 Protestant missionaries, 
including 60 men, 75 women and 48 
children. have been massacred, mainly 
in the northern provinces.

"The Boxer uprising was undoubted­
ly against foreigners, as such; and the 
crusade was directed against every­
thing foreign—Christianity, of course, 
included. Hsu Ching Cheng and Yuen 
Chang, two ministers of the foreign 
office, would not transmit the awful 
edict which reiterated the order to 
■painfully extirpate all foreigners, but 
changed it so as to read protect all 
foreigners,’ and then sent it flying 
over the wires to the remotest pro­
vinces. They were sentenced to be 
cut in two. .

"In the Province of Chihli and Shan­
si every school, hospital, chapel and 
dwelling was looted and burned by the 
Boxers and imperial troops, the only 
exception being the property in the 
foreign settlement at Tien Tsin. So 
complete was the demolition of pro­
perty by these mad fanatics that not 
a vestige was left to mark the site: 
even the foundations were dug up and 
carried away.’ The native Christians 
have been the worst sufferers. Those 
who escaped the general slaughter in 
the northern provinces lost absolutely 
everything, and many of them are per­
ishing from cold and starvation.

The professor had made his statements 
without reason, knowledge, or a clear 
insight into the system. The learned 
professor, he said, spoke as a man who 
stood aloof from the public school sys­
tem of the province. In England the 
professors during their vacations visited 
the great cities and county towns, made 
themselves acquainted with the industrial 
conditions of the country, and lectured 
to audiences of workmen and farmers on 
subjects of interest. This was desig­
nated university extension work. He be- 
lived that the University of Toronto

TOLL ROAD BILL.
The premier’s "Toll Roads Expro­

priation Act, 1901,” was amended by 
striking out the provision for submis­
sion to the ratepayers of the bylaw to 
provide for the issue of debentures for 
purchasing toll roads. The clause pro­
vided that after 21 years the value of 
the road shall not exceed the actual 
expenditure thereon was also struck 
out, and the bill was reported as am­
ended, read a third time and passed.

On the motion for the third reading 
of Hon. Mr. Dryden’s bill for the en­
couragement of the beet sugar indus 
try, Mr. Boyd (North Grey) moved the 
following amendment: A.

"That the following words be added: 
That this house, while approving the 
general rovisions of the bill, regrets 
that it contains no provision securing 
directly to the farmers raising beets 
a reasonable bonus or bounty for each 
ton of beets raised and sold by them.

The government, Mr. Boyd said, had 
not gone far enough in reference to 
the beet sugar industry.

Mr. Dryden thought the amendment 
introduced a vicious principle. They 
might as well put a bonus on every 
pound of bacon. He apprehended the 
farmers would say no to such a pro- 
position. The difficulty was not in the 
production of beet roots, but in find­
ing the market. To do this it was 
necessary to erect factories. To in­
crease the price to be paid farmers 
from $4 to $5 would tend to prevent 
capitalists from investing their money.

Mr. Whitney said if the principle 
of the bill! was right, it would be 
right to foster the horse industry as 
they proposed to do the sugar beet 
market.
