Dismissed By Tramways Co.George S. Gibbons, of London, 

proposed the toast, "Canada," to 
which Sir Wilfrid Laurier responded, 
at the banquet of the Liberal Clubs 
Federation of Ontario at the Ontario 
Club, Toronto. last night, and made 
an eloquent address. He pointed out 
that the federation was giving the 
young men of Ontario an opportun­
ity to play their part in the politics 
of the country. Genius for organisa­
tion could not alone accomplish such 
results if there had not been that 
militant Liberalism in the province 
which made the clubs possible and 
answered the need of the young men 
for political expression.

"Nineteen years ago, in 1896,” be 
said, “the cry swept Ontario, 
‘Laurier, Mowat, and Victory.’ In 
1916, after a cycle of twenty years, 
the cry will go out, ‘Laurier and Vic- 
tory.’

“If this meeting had been in 
Flanders, the London Liberal Club 
would have a big representation. 
Our president is there, and our sec­
retary. It is the duty and responsi­
bility of Liberals to play their full 
parts, whether in arms or the civil 
affairs. It is necessary to fight, and 
to finish it with honesty and effi­
ciency.

Liberal Opinion Dominates.
“It is a unique paradox in Canada 

that Liberalism is the dominating 
opinion, although in the minority. 
The Liberal party is the only party 
free to blaze the way to democratic 
ideals, the vision of the Canadian 
nation. Sir Wilfrid Laurier is the 
master-mind. He is the greatest 
constructive statesman in Canada— 
yes, in the Empire. After this war 
there will be a sharp conflict be­
tween the principles of Liberalism 
and others." Sir Wilfrid, he declared, 
had led Canada from a position of 
comparative obscurity to prominence 
in the Empire. A greater triumph 
by Sir Wilfrid than his triumph as 
premier, than his triumph as Liberal 
leader, was his triumph as a man. 
He was setting the ideal for young 
Canada, so pure in private life, so 
honorable in public life, 80 elo­
quent and son honest at heart.”

Sir Wilfrid, at the outset, paid a 
tribute to Mr. Gibbons as a speaker, 
and reminded his hearers that Mr. 
Gibbons’ father was a personal

But Casualties Are Believed 
To Have Been Very 

Considerable. —From N. Y. World.Advertiser Illustrations.
In a letter to his mother. Alexander 

W. Munnoch, who enlisted for overseas 
service with the 1st Canadian Contin­
gent. and who is now in France fighting 
with the 90th Rifles, Winnipeg, tells of 
the fearful havoc wrought by the Ger­
mans in their use of poison gases. Of 
the horrible slaughter at Langemarck, 
and since then, he gives graphic descrip­
tion, and, although not wounded, won- 
cers how he came through such fire 
unscathed. The letter reads:

Belgium, May 1, 1915.
My Dear Mother,—Was so pleased 

to receive your letter of the 12th. 
but am sorry you are not in better 
health, and I suppose after seeing 
the account of the regiment in the 
papers you will be worrying about 
me, but I have come through the 
ten days with nothing worse than 
awful crampe caused from the gas 
which the Huns sent down on us.

It’s terrible, mother, to look 
around and see so many of the boys 
we know missing. Charlie Hallwood 
got shot In the back coming out of 
the trench, but was able to walk to 
a dressing station unassisted, but 
what has become of him since I do 
not know. He may have gotten back 
far enough to get sent to the hos- 
pital, or he may have been made a 
prisoner if he did not get away.

Our Col. Lipsett is the pride of the 
Canadians. He read us all the mes­
sages he received and made us a 
little speech yesterday, and we are 
all proud of him, as we are too of all 
our officers, who have proved them­
selves to be cool and brave, steady­
ing the men and setting a fine ex­
ample.

Gas Fumes Awful.
We had been in the trenches two 

days, and there was just the or­
dinary sniping and shell fire, when 
word came to us the Germans had 
used gas and driven the troops on 
our left back; the next morning the 
wind was towards us and we saw 
a green cloud coming along the 
ground. It’s the worst stuff Imagin­
able; some It killed, others it drove 
crazy, and made all of us have an 
awful cough, though we tied hand­
kerchief» over our noses and mouths, 
then they started heavy shelling, 
and they could Just drop shells 
wherever they wished, it seems. 
Our left trench got it the worst, in 
fact the company holding it were 
pract cally wiped out. We stood to 
our loopholes for 60 hours, and we 
were short of rations, as they could 
not be got up. The Germans were 
on our front, left and rear, and 
really, mother.

Paris. May 22.—Capt. Edmond Thery,

and Turkey.

British and French Forces 
Make Considerable Advance 

and Take Positions.

London, May 22—1:50 p.m.—Official an­
nouncement was made here today that 
the French and British forces operating 
against the Turks on Gallipoli Peninsula 
had gained further ground on the south­
ern end of the peninsula. The statement 
reads:

"The following has been received from 
the Mediterranean force:

"On May 19, in the southern area of 
Gallipoli Peninsula, the French forces, 
in conjunction with the British, made a 
considerable advance, and have consol­
idated the new position.

"Our aeroplanes dropped bombs 
amongst Turkish reinforcements land­
ing at Ak-Bashi Liman and caused con­
siderable losses.

“On the night of the 18th-19th the 
Turkish forces made determined at­
tacks against the Australian and New 
Zealand corps, which were all repulsed 
with heavy losses, their casualties being 
over 7,000, of which 2,000 were killed. 
Our losses did not exceed 500.”

STOPPING POLL
OF THE RIVER

ARD 4 POPULATION
HAS INCREASED BY 395 RES

City Gas Company Endeavor- 
,ing To Sin No More—Others 

Should Follow Suit.

Total Assessment of Property 
There Has Gone Up 

$642,203.

The City Gas Company is taking ‘ 
steps to stop pollution of the river so ! 
far as it has been an offender in the 
past, and now it is up to the others 
to follow suit. If other firms whose 
evil-smelling waste output has been 
allowed to run into the Thames and 
make it unfit for boating and almost 
unapproachable by reason of the un­
pleasant smell will take example from 
the gas company London yet may be 
proud of its river.

Since 1850 gas has been manufactured 
at the plant at the corner of Ridout 
and Horton streets, and for all that 
time a mixture of tar and water, waste 
from one of the by-product plants, has 
been running into a pool on the river 
bank. The tar, being heavy, has set­
tled to the bottom and a light scum, 
which formed at the top, has been 
seeping into the river.

For some time past steps have been 
taken to prevent this scum running 
down into the main stream, and a board 
set at an angle to the bank below the 
outflow point has to some extent kept 
the pollution in a pocket, from which 
it has been skimmed each day; how­
ever,. boaters still complained that the 
water was being dirtied, and the com­
pany now has determined to stop the 
flow of pollution altogether.

Filter Being Installed.
With this end in view a filter is 

being installed, which it is claimed will 
catch every particle of tar or other 
foreign matter, and if the claim proves 
to be justified, the waste water flow­
ing out to the river in future will be 
perfectly clean. The pool, of course, 
will be of no further use, and steps are

Nephew of Public Utilities Secretary 
Writes From Front.

Secretary Oliver Ellwood, of the pub­
lic utilities commission, has received 
the following descriptive letter from 
his nephew. Oliver Ellwood, now an 
armorer corporal of the 1st Battalion. 
Corp. Ellwood left London with the 
7th detachment of the first contin­
gent. The letter is dated “Belgium, 
May 2, and follows:

“Dear Uncle, —
“Well, I am safe and sound after 

having an experience of a lifetime, 
and I only hope that it never has 
to be gone through again.

"We were called out at 1 a.m. 
and marched off. We didn’t know 
where we were going or any­
thing else. We had heard the night 
before that the Germans had driven 
the French back by the use of 
poisonous gases.

"Marching up to the dressing sta­
tion, we filed out Into the open, 
creeping along a ditch till we came 
to a road and then we had to get 
out in the open fields with no cover 
whatever. We would run for some 
distance and then drop flat until 

i we got our wind again and then up 
; and run again, with the Germans 
: on the top of the hill raining lead 
|on us and the artillery pouring 

down shrapnel.
Hell On Earth.

“We had to cross four or five 
fields, and the best way to describe 
it is ‘Hell on Earth!’ We had a 
terrible casualty list, and the ones 
that came out safe and sound are 
wondering how we did it.

"We had no artillery to help us. 
If we had had a few guns we would 
have made a good advance, for there 
was no stopping the boys once 
we got started. The 4th Battalion 
and the 1st Battalion were together.

“I was talking to an English 
soldier yesterday who was up there, 
and he said that while he had seen 
heavier artillery fire he had never 
seen such rifle and machine gun 
tire in his life.

“Linet. Butler, of the 7th, was 
slightly wounded. Charlie Smith, 
of Byron, was killed.

“We were in the reserve trenches 
for the next five days after the big 
battle. and we were under heavy 
Are all the time. Believe me it was 
a tired bunch that came out the 
morning we did.

but to suggest that on account of war 
conditions, wholly unforeseen by last 
assembly, both the majority and the 
minority reports presented to this as­
sembly be referred to the following as­
sembly in 1916.

Dr. Katherine B. Davis, commissioner 

of correction in New York City, wants 
young women to train for city work. She 
thinks that there ought to be supple­
mentary courses In civic work in the 
schools open to women. Among other 
things she thinks the health of the city 
would do well under the supervision of 
women, that the departments of educa­
tion and tenements need a woman's 
special gifts, and that keeping the city 
clean in another job for women.

But the untrained woman who has no 
conception of how city work is done is 
useless, no matter how intelligent, since 
there is not time to learn these details 
when she is once at work.

Many of the smaller towns over the 
country have already elected women 
with huge success to fill such positions 
as those advocated by the commis­
sioner, and a few of the cities have had

the sense to follow suit. That there 
will be a great many more such posi- 
tions open to women in the near future 
seems certain, provided the women are 
prepared..

Girls in high school who are wonder­
ing how to avoid being teachers ought 
to look into the opportunities that are 
dawning; not seek only those things 
already filled up with women. Cities 
are going to be run in more business- 
like and economical ways in the future, 
and the city housekeeping, is really wo­
man’s work. It is time she got ready 
to do it.

Most of the teachers In the schools 
are women, and why should not the 
commissioner of education be a woman? 
No reason. Nowadays most of the -wo­
men employed in city jobs are chiefly 
assistant secretaries, stenographers, 
clerks, and minor inspectors.

RHUBARB AND PINEAPPLE.
Two between-season delicacies, as 

healthful as they are delicious, rhubarb 
and the pineapple, come to help us over 
the time when preserves have been ex­
hausted, or have palled, upon our taste, 
and the warm summer days that bring 
us our own fresh fruits are not yet at 
hand. If the acidity of the rhubarb 
is found too extreme, .add a pinch of 
soda to reduce the acidity, and add the 
sugar after the cooking is done. Acid 
fruit cooked with the sugar requires 
more sweetening than if the sugar is 
added afterward.

Pineapple is an important and deli­
cious fruit. It has many possibilities for 
use in salads and desserts, and it is an­
other of the valuable spring medicines. 
Use it freely. While pineapples are 
cheap, can some of the juice which has 
been made into a syrup, to use in hot- 
weather beverages and in ices.

Hominy, 
oatmeal and almost any other cereal are 
good. If the recipe calls for two cup­
fuls of flour measure one of flour and 
one of cereal.

Perhaps there is some fruit on hand 
—raspberries, cherries, hackleberries. A 
cupful of the fruit to the ordinary 
muffin recipe is the right allowance. If 
the fruit is very juicy—like cherries- 
measure the fruit, after removing pits 
or seeds, if they are to be removed, 
and measure the juice, and then de­
duct the amount of the juice from the 
liquid in the muffin recipe. That is to 
say, if there is a quarter of a cup­
ful of cherry juice, and the recipe calls 
for a cupful of milk, use three-quar­
ters of a cupful of milk and the cherry 
juice.

If your appetite craves graham or 
corn muffins or any other kind of muf_ 
fin that gets its flavor from the cereal 
with which it is made, substitute the 
desired flour for half the white flour 
called for in your recipe—that is to say. 
use three-quarters of a cupful of white 
and three-quarters of a cupful of whole 
wheat, flour or make the same meas­
urement of white flour and corn meal, 
white flour and graham, or white flour 
and any other sort.

This is a good fundamental muffin 
recipe: Sift a cupful and a half of 
flour, a teaspoonful of salt, two level 
teaspoonfuls of baking powder, and 
half a cupful of sugar, into a bowl. 
Mix the beaten yolks of two eggs with 
a scant cupful of milk and beat into 
the dry ingredients with a Dover egg 
beater, adding a quarter of a cupful 
or soft butter. Then Hold in the stiff 
whites.

Mere Is another good muffin recipe: 
Sift half a cupful of sugar, two cup­
fuls of flour a teaspoonful of salt, two 
and a half level teaspoonfuls of bak­
ing powder. Add two eggs, unbeaten, 
and two level tablespoonfuls of melted 
butter and a cupful of milk, and beat 
for four minutes with an egg beater.

The woman who has one good, reliable 
muffin recipe, that she is sure will al­
ways turn out well, can have as many 
kinds of muffins as she desires, all 
made according to that one recipe. In 
order to vary the recipe she need only 
look, about the kitchen larder to find 
suggestions.

SUCCESSES ON VISTULA

:Ten Thousand of Foe Are 
Wiped Out Daily in the 

Carpathians. DO
[Canadian Press.]

PETROGRAD (via London). May 22. 
1:46 a.m.—The following Russian of- 
see war statement was Issued here

“On May 1» our troops seized an 
enemy position near the village of 
Kourchany and captured hundreds of 
prisoners and some machine guns. West 
of Shavli the enemy fell back along a 
considerable front. In the region of 
Rossieny the enemy, reinforced, partly 
crossed the Dubissa River to the left 
bank.

“On the left of the Vistula we con- 
tinue to press the enemy successfully 
tn the region south of the railway be­
tween Radom and Kieice, and have al­
ready repulsed him from Opatow and 
on the front Sloupian Novell-Lagow.

"On the Galician front the battle 
continued on the 19th with great fer­
ocity. Between the Vistula and 
Przemysl the enemy extended them- 
selves somewhat on the right bank of 
the San in the centre of the region 
of Sieniawa, but on two flanks in the 
direction of the Vistula between Har- 
nobrzeg end Ulanoff and tn the direction 
of Przemysl near Tytchenpy we realised 
Important successes in a battle on the 
left of the San.”

Battle In Dniester Marshes.
“Between Przemysl and the great 

marshes of the Dniester the intensity of 
the enemy's attack has reached the 
culminating point. The enemy suffered 
particularly great losses In his attempts 
te pierce our front in the sector of 
Gussakouff-Krukanitza.

"In the direction of the Stry on the 
19th and at dawn of the 20th desperate 
battles were la progress, the issue of 
which is not yet known. But to the 
north of Bolakhoff, near Bania, we re­
conquered by successful counter-attacks 
several trenches lost the previous day.

"Near Kolomea the enemy has 
brought up reinforcements and con­
tinues to hold his ground.

"On the 20th troops landed from our 
fleet in the Black Sea, broke the ene­
my’s resistance and destroyed the quays 
and stations in the regions east of 
Eregli (Asia Minor).

Great Enemy Losses.
An official statement referring to 

the recent fighting In the Carpathian 
Mountains was issued here today, and 
reads as follows:

"In the fighting of the past three 
weeks, since the beginning of the oper­
ations of the enemy in the Carpathians, 
their losses on May 10, May 11. May 11 
and May 13, during which the fighting 
lost some of its intensity, averaged 
10,000 a day. On the other days they 
were much heavier, especially during 
the period between May 16 and May 19, 
when they amounted to several tens of 
thousands daily.

“Certain regiments of the enemy have 
been reduced to a single company. Their 
total losses during this period. Including 
40,000 captured by us, have undoubtedly 
reached to one-fourth of or perhaps 
one-third of their total strength.

KILLED LL LEADITALY AVENGE GENE I have so many plans to tell you 

that I do not know where to start. 
However, we had better start as usual 
and discuss the scout law. A scout 
smiles and whistles is the eighth scout 
law. That means when he gets an 
order he should obey it cheerily and 
readily, not in a slow, hang-dog sort 
of way. Scouts never grouse at hard­
ships nor whine at each other, nor 
swear when put out. When you just 
miss a train, or someone treads on your 
favorite corn—not that scouts should 
have corns—or under any annoying cir­
cumstance, you should force yourself to 
smile at once, and then whistle a tune 
and you will be all right.

There are many fellows who delight 
in seeing if they cannot add all the 
swear words in existence to their vo­
cabulary. They swear at school, at 
home and at church—some even swear 
in their prayers, if they ever say them. 
What I would like to ask these boys 
is, what in the world do they gain by 
using these words. They are shunned 
by decent companions, could never get 
a position of trust, and are a disgrace 
to their mother and sisters. In return 
they get the companionship of all the 
rough characters, are under the guar­
dianship of the eyes of a policeman 
wherever they go and are arrested as 
suspects whenever a possibility arises. 
Even if they had not committed the 
offence they would be sure to use some 
of their fancy words, and no matter 
what they could say in their evidence 
they would be set down as fellows 
who could not speak the truth and 
probably sentenced for a crime they 
were innocent of.

Too Much Slang Bad.
I There are as many beautiful words 
in the English language that it makes 
one wonder why men and boys persist 
In using homely words. Slang is not 
a serious offence, although a superfluous 
use of it is very bad form. Sometimes 
one, can express themselves much bet­
ter by using one slang word rather than 
half a dozen “jaw-breakers.”

Lisbon, May 22.—Jose De Castro, the 

new prime minister of Portugal, today 
gave the Associated Press the following 
statement concerning the recent over­
throw of the ministry of Gen. Piment! 
Castro and the formation of a new con­
stitutional Government:’

“The atm of the revolutionary move­
ment was to restore the constitution. 
The Government of Gen. Pimenti Cas­
tro, which had been established uncon­
stitutionally, since it did not represent 
the majority of the Parliament, eventu­
ally gave in.

Was Dictatorship.
**lt had been a dictatorship and had 

promulgated decrees contrary to the 
constitution, preventing Parliament from 
meeting, dissolving municipal corpora­
tions and ordering the arrest of their 
members.

“From the international standpoint, 
this Government left unchallenged the 
invasion of the Province of Angola 
(Africa) by the Germane. Finally its 
complacent attitude toward the mon­
archists went so far as to intrust them 
wtih important positions in the Govern­
ment and to grant annuities to their 
leaders, who, during three years, have 
made bloody incursions Into Portugal, 
and two revolutionary attempts and kept 
up conspiracies. The Republicans be­
came alarmed.

People Co-operated.
“A revolutionary committee, which 

was organized in a few weeks, prepared 
the revolutionary movement which now 
has proved triumphant. The revolution 
broke out simultaneously in Lisbon, 
Oporto, Santarem and other places. All 
the units of the navy took part in the 
movement, and the people themselves 
enthusiastically co-operated, arming 
themselves and fighting in the streets.

“In Lisbon, the only place where the 
struggle was stubborn the hostilities 
lasted only one day. Part of the gar­
rison joined in the movement, and the 
other part eventually showed itself fav­
orable to it.

"After the victory was won the revo­
lutionary committee appointed the min­
istry, with the approval of the President 
of the republic."

"The legislative elections will take 
place on the date named by the pre­
vious government—June 6 next.

“The cabinet declares that Its aim 
is to inaugurate an era of legality to 
refrain from all political persecutions, 
to make the traditional alliance with 
Great Britain more intimate and to ap­
ply the constitution scrupulously."

UDINE (via Chiasso to Paris), May 

21.—6:40 p.m.—From the Alps, which 
are still covered with snow between the 
fir forests, down to the sea, where the 
grapevines form miles of festoons, the 
whole vast region has been transformed 
into a huge military encampment. 
Everywhere are tents, gun carriages 
and flags, and at all points in this sec­
tion is the intense activity which marks 
a military camp.

In the extended plains of Friuli, 
stretching along the sea, Italian sent­
inels near the frontier can see the ruins 
of Aquillea, a second Rome founded by 
the Romans in 181 B.C. This city, which 
was twenty miles in circumference and 
had 600,000 inhabitants, formed a bul­
wark against the Celts and Istrians. 
The Italian army officers have great 
difficulty in restraining the soldiers 
from crossing the frontier here, the men 
being anxious to reconquer Friuli from 
which came Berengarious the first King 
of Italy.

Alpine Soldiers Anxious.
The troops most anxious to fight are 

the Alpine soldiers who are of the same 
type as the French Alpine Chasseurs. 
These men number 60,000, and they 
have been taken from among the 
strongest and bravest of the mountain­
eers. They are commanded by a select­
ed set of officers, who know all the 
secrets of the snow-clad boundaries. 
The Alpine troops occupy ail the 
passel, their motto being: "No admit­
tance through here."

Four of the best-known Italian gen­
erals commanding the army corps are 
here working the whole of each day 
and part of the night with the assist­
ance of their staffs. These men are 
Gens. Frugones, who distinguished 
himself in Libya; L. Zuccari, who is 
much admired by the troops: Nava, 
well known for his energy, and Bru- 
sati, a brother of Gen. Ugo Brusati, 
aide-de-camp to the king.

Send Word From All Parts of 
the World That They

Are Ready.
ROME, May 21. — 12:20 p.m. — (Via 

Paris, 10 p.m.)—Reports received from 
the Italian colonies in London, Bar­
celona, New York, Chicago, San Fran­
cisco, Buenos Alres, and Egypt, say 
that thousands of Italians there are 
ready to answer a call for mobilization 
and that thousands of others will vol­
unteer their services for war.

Advices received in Rome from Basel, 
Zurich and other Swiss towns in touch 
with Germany and Austria are to the 
effect that thousands of Italians are 
being prevented from returning home 
by the German and Austrian authori­
ties. In addition it is asserted that the 
employers of Italians in Austria and 
Germany are refusing to pay the men 
their wages.

It these reports should be true they 
afford a striking contrast to the condi­
tions existing in Italy, where Germans 
and Austrians are being protected and 
given complete freedom.

Alpine troops with mounted artillery 
have been intrusted to check any Aus­
trian flank attack from Mount Coglio in 
the Carso Range. It is said that the 
Austrians have threatened to flood east­
ern Friuli with the Isonzo River, many 
canals having been constructed in that 
section for irrigation, but experts do 
no consider that this would be prac­
ticable.

what troops took part in it and how 
they bore themselves, but the thousand 
vivid and intimate episodes seen be­
tween two blasts of gunfire or recount­
ed by men met by chance in some tem- 
porary shelter can never all be told.

Paymaster Takes to Trenches.
In the days before the battle when 

the Canadian lived for the most part in 
and about Sailly whence one saw, as 
I have already written, the German 
trench flare like northern lights on the 
horizon, Hon.-Captain Costigan, of Cal­
gary, was the field cashier and lived as 
the field cashier must, decently re­
mote from the firing line. Then came 
the great attack that proved Canada, 
and the German flares advanced and ad­
vanced till they no longer resembled 
Bickering auroras but the sizzling elec­
tric arc lights of a great city. Captain 
Costigan locked up his pay chest and 
abolished his office with the words: 
“There is no paymaster".

Next, sinking his rank as honorary 
captain, he applied for work in the 
trenches and went off. a lieutenant 
of the 10th Canadians who needed of­
ficers: he was seen no more until Mon­
day morning when he returned to search 
tor his office, which had been moved 
to a cellar at the rear and was at the 
moment in charge of a sergeant. But 
he had only returned to inveigle some

By section 138 of the army act, ab-

No. 13,—Issue of Rations.—In addition

Any overdrawals that may 
occur will be charged to officers com- 
manding the units concerned, and the 
cost of same will be deducted from 
their pay checks.

No. 15, Medical Regulations —No offi- 
cer, except by the medical officer's ex- 
pressed orders, and no N. C. O. or 
man is on any account to remain in his 
tent or in or about the regimental or 
corps lines upon a plea of illness.

All sick must be sent daily to the 
hospital, and medical officers are re- 
sponsible to see that this is done in 
every case.

No. 16, Dress.—Strict attention to

Shell Big as German 42.
I learned that the shop in which they 

sit turned out 2,500 fuses a day before 
the war, and now 100,000 daily.

At the school I saw for the first time 
a 37-centimetre shell. Subsequently, at 

Le Creuset, I saw scores of them. Near 
where this first one was lying reposed 
an unexploded shell fired by a German 
42 near Verdun.

Process of Sheil-Making.
I saw the steel cooled and cut into 

massive ingots, which were .pushed into 
other furnaces, to emerge in the shape 
of giant bolsters, again white with heat. 
Enormous cranes seised hold of each 
bolster, a dosen men superintending the 
Job, and flung it into a ponderous stamp­
ing engine, which shot a mighty shaft 
down into the steel, hollowing it out in 
preparation for the 100 pounds of ex­
plosive later to be injected into it.

Then a five-ton hammer beat its blunt 
nose into the mass, which finally was 
again flung aside to cool off. The whole 
of these operations on the bolster took 
less than ten minutes.

Afterward it again is heated and 
cooled by water for tempering purposes, 
and then it is ready for the loading, 
which is done at Bourges. Apart from 
the explosive it contains each shell costs 
its makers $250.

At Le Creusot women were chiefly in 
evidence in the manufacture of Shrapnel 
bullets. All told me there were 14,000 
men employed in this particular Schneid­
er establishment.

The arrangements for obtaining labor 
from the ranks of the army are similar 
to those at Bourges, but the percentage 
of workmen of military age is far great- 
er, owing to the arduous physical nature 
of their tasks.

At the end of my visit I inspected a 
battery of heavy guns mounted on motor 
trucks. They were ordered by Italy and 
are ready to be sent to Rome.—From

delicate state of Europe’s finances was 
reflected in new low rates for exchange 
to all European centres.

Domestic developments were mostly 
favorable, although reports of damage 
to winter wheat affected prices of 
grain. All trustworthy accounts agree 
that many mercantile lines of trade 
show steady improvement, but dis­
appointment Is expressed at the con­
tinued lack of demand for railroad 
equipment.
